Dervishes Were Mown Down by the Fire of the British Troops—Enemy Showed

London, Sept. 4.—A despatch to The Observer, dated Nasrl, Nasrl Island, Sept. 3, 

says: "Omdurman has been occupied after a battle In which only slight resistance 
waa offered by the dervishes. The Khalifa, who bad re-entered the town, fled as we 
entered. One hundred and fifty prisoners were released. Our entire force is now en­
camped In the desert west of the town. The dervish lose waa heavy."

FIGHT LASTED A If HOUR.

Their front 
consisted of Infantry and cavalry, stretch­
ed out for three or four miles. Countless 
banners fluttered over their masses and the 
copper and bras» drums reaunded through 
the ranks of the savage warrior», who 
advanced unwaveringly, with all 
old-time ardor.

On Saturday evening, accompanied by 
Mrs, Hubbard and Mrs. Young of Niagara 
Falls, I visited Haitian's Point. Going to 
the foot of Brock-street, we found that the 
electric light on the wharf bad been put 
out because It was the 1st of Sept. ; also all 
of the large boats had been tied up. only 
a small tug with no deck room hud been 
provided to do service from this point. She 
had a good load from the Island, and before 
they could properly land the man in charge 
blew the whistle and shouted, “Get aboard. 
I can't stay here all night,” which caused 
the people to rush forward, and as the boat 
had not been brought close to the dock 
one of the hands assured tne people that 
one could not fall If he so desired. The re­
sult was, notwithstanding this assurance, 
Mrs. Hubbard In stepping down (for no 
gangway Is used on this boot), went be­
tween the boat and the dock, and had It 
not been for the presence of mind of the 
lady with her, who grasped and held on, 
she would have gone under the 
vessel. As it was, she sustained several 
bruises and had her hat destroyed by fall­
ing Into the bay. Now, what 1 wish to 
draw your attention to Is why Is such a 
miserable service given from this point? 
Surely, with the glass up in the elgntles, 
there are hundreds of citizens and strangers 
who would like to visit the Island, but not 
on a little tug lit by two primitive coal oil 
lamps, one in front and the other In the 
rear. As the people get on to the centre 
where It Is totally dark they run n desper­
ate risk. This boat carried a third more 
people than should have been allowed or 
could be seated, and a squall or a sudden 
lurch would have produced a panic. The 
fact of the matter Is the city should not 
again license boats of this kind to carry 
such a number of persons. They should 
be generously handed over to Manager Hill 
at the Exhibition to be used in showing 
the effectiveness of modern mines and 
torpedoes.

M. Emile Zola, in his famous “ I accuse ” 

letter, published in The Aurore, which led 
to his trial and conviction on the charge of 
libelling military officers, said :

“ I accuse Lieutenant Colonel Du Paty de 
Clam of having been the diabolical worker 
of a Judicial error, unconsciously I am ready 
to believe, and of then having defended his 
nefarious doings for the last three years 
by the moot absurd and culpable machina­
tions. I accuse General Mercier (who was 
Minister of War when Dreyfus was tried) 
of being the accomplice, at least, through 
weak Intelligence, in the greatest Iniquity 
of the centruy. I accuse General Billot 
Minister for War during the late Dreyfus 
agitation) of having In his hands the certain 
proofs of the Innocence of Dreyfus and of 
having suppressed them, thus rendering 
himself guilty of treason against humanity 
and Justice, for a political reason and in 
order to save the compromised staff. 1 ac­
cuse General Bolsdeffre (the chief of me 
general staff) and General Goes, (the assis­
tant chief of the general staff) o< being ac­
complices In the same crime, the one 
through religions animosity, doubtless, the 
other, perhaps, through the esprit de corps, 
which makes the War Office a sacred and 
unassailable ark.

There 
was a lull until noon, though the cavalry 
and camel corps were several miles In ad­
vance, and In the rear of the low hills 
around Kerreri. The gunboats signalled 
that 600 Dervish horsemen were west upon 
the Egyptian right, and the Lancera, on1 
the left, trotted to Intercept the enemy, 
the camel corps supporting, but the Der­
vishes slipped back to their camp In the 
bush, a mile inland, a camp consisting of 
an old redoubt at Kerreri.

Advance Through the Posses.
The lancers advanced through the hill 

passes and got within a mile of Kerreri. 
Then two officers went ahead and discover­
ed that there were many flags In the Der­
vish camp. They were fired upon and even­
tually the entire mounted force returned to 
Bur Utah, inside the zereba. During the 
afternoon the gunboats shelled the Dervish 
camp for several hours, apparently doing 
much damage. A number of Dervishes who 
had fled to the bush to escape the shells 
surrendered during the evening. Among 
the refugees were the Sheikh of Kerreri 
and a grandson of Kurshld Pasha.

This (Thursday) morning the army ad­
vanced at 5 o'clock and found Kerreri de­
serted. The Lancera, on the left, anU the 
Egyptian cavalry and camel corps, on the 
right, advanced six mile, ahead of the In­
fantry, which marched In a square, Brlga- 
filer-General Lyttleton’s battalions leading. 
The Lancers got within a mile of Omdnr- 
man and saw the dome of the Mahdl’s

Various accounts are given of h|s early 

career. According to The Neue Wiener Tage- 
blatt, Nenfeid, shortly after the conclusion 
of his college course at Lelpslc, where he 
studied medicine, severely wounded an op­
ponent to a duel and was obliged to go 
abroad. He settled as a physician at Ass­
ouan, Upper Egypt, where he practiced his 
profession from 1879 to 1881. When the 
rising of Mahomed Achmed took place to 
the latter year, Herr Nenfeid was obliged 
to give np hie residence at -Assouan.

While yet at the university he had given 
many proofs of his hardihood of character 
and love of adventure, and he now Joined 
the English troops, daring the operations 
to the Soudan, as an Interpreter of the 
Arabic language, In which position his 
knowledge of the people and of their poli­
tical relations, together with his shrewd­
ness and courage, caused him to be highly 
appreciated. In 1888 he saved a whole de­
tachment of English soldiers by putting 
the enemy on a wrong scent. For this 
service he was appointed purveyor to the 
British troops, in which capacity he set np 
business at Assouan and established 
branches to other parts of the country.

In April, 1887, he set ont on a Journey, 
ostensibly for purposes of trade, with a 
caravan of over forty retainers. Various 
accounts were given of the object of his 
expedition, one being that It was under­
taken with a 
Pasha, then a prisoner of the Mnhdi: while 
other accounts represented that he was 
merely trying to ascertain the position of 
the enemy.

Evidently recognizing the danger he was 
about to run. Nenfeid before leaving As­
souan deposited his money In an English 
bank and sent his wife and only child to Ills 
relatives at Lelpslc. His apprehension 
proved to be but too well founded. Through 
treachery of an Arab, he and his whole 
caravan were taken by the Dervishes. The 
first report received after his capture was 
that the whole party were beheaded. A lat­
er report represented that Neufeld had 
been spared, bnt placed in fettefs. Finally 
a letter was received from him, dated at 
Khartoum, where he said be was being 
treated to a very friendly manner by ihe 
MahcM. He nearly lost his life when the 
Mabdl was told that Nenfeid was an Eng­
lish or Egyptian spy sent to ascertain whe­
ther Mudlr Mustapha Pasha was favor­
able to the English. The Mabdl, highly in­
censed, declared that he regretted not hav­
ing hanged Neufeld and had him loaded 
with chains and caat Into prison, where he 
remained for years.

Ultimately a scarcity of powder 
the Soudan and Neufeld's knowledge of 
chemistry was brought into requisition for 
its manufacture. It appears that he col­
lected saltpetre and made the explosive, 
but the same narratives that gave this 
Information described him as still to fet­
ters and carrying Iron rings upon both feet.

His next clever exploit was subsequent 
to the death of the Mahdl and under the 
rule of the Khalifa. Neufeld decorated the 
tomb of the Mahdl, whose dome the Brit­
ish gunboats have Just partially demolish­
ed. and did the work so effectively that, 
according to Father Rossignol!, who escap­
ed from Khartoum In 1894, that the widows 
of the prophet Were "quite touched."

After that he became n mechanic and 
still, according to Father Roeslgnoll, "tried 
all sorts of Inventions and took the greatest 
trouble to construct a machine for making 
coins.”

Meanwhile he appears to have “acted as 
editor” of the Khalifa's proclamations. In 
addition to writing books. Illustrating them 
himself, for a limited circulation among the 
Dervishes.

(1) the Bahamas, (2) Barba­
dos, (8) Jamiaca, (4) Leeward Islands 
(5) Trinidad with Tobago, (6) Windward 
Islands. Taken together these islands 
have an'area of-13,000 square miles, or 
about three-fifths the area of Novo 
Scotia- They have a population of 
1,500,000 souls. Their annual revenue 
is #9,500,000 and their expenditure #9,- 
700,000. Their united aggregate of im­
ports and exports is $58,500,000, of which 
sum $32,000,000 represents their imports.”

Mr. Johnson refers to Holland as 
affording a precedent for Canada to fol­
low. That country, with a population 
of about the same as Canada, manages 
over thirty-four millions of colonists in 
the East Indies and the faraway 
lands- The Netherlands does a trade 
of $128,000,000 a year with its colonial 
possessions. Mr. Johnson points out 
that Canada, as a northern country, and 
the West Indies, as a tropical country, 
are complemental of each other, the one 
having what the other wants- We want 
sugar, and arrowroot and spices and 
cocoa, and coffee and- fruits of all kinds. 
Of bananas alone, out of a total export 
of $1,500,0000 worth from the British 
West Indies, we use over $400,000 worth 
a year, all coming to us by direct or 
intermediary importation from the Brit­
ish possessions in and Inround the Carib­
bean Sea and the old Spanish Main. Of 
oranges they export three-quarters of 
a million of dollars. They want 
flour, our fish and lumber. Of flour 
alone they import a couple of million 
dollars’ worth a year.

The project would, of course, also in­
clude the annexation of Newfoundland- 
It would be premature to give an off­
hand opinion on Mr. Johnson’s pro­
posals. The project is certainly worthy 
of full discussion, and it no doubt will 
receive the attention of the Government 
and of the public generally.

The Rev. L. Curtis of the Newfoundland 
Conference conducted the opening services, 
end the business of the previous evening 
was proceeded with.

The flrst report to be read was that of 
the Board of Regents of Mount AUson Uni­
versity, N.S., by the president of the Uni­
versity, Dr. Allison. A satisfactory expan­
sion In various directions was noted. The 
average annual attendance bad increased by 
oyer 70 during the quadrenninm, and tbe 
efficiency of the faculty was of the high­
est'. At the University proper the average 
attendance was 145, an (perease of 27, and 
the staff had been IncrettseU-Jn numbers to 
match. They had now grnjJJuted 265 alto­
gether In arts. The library was In a flour­
ishing condition, but the’lffifl^arlsing from 
the new residence buildmp was pressing 
them hard and must be liquidated at once. 

H| The theological college had 46 probationers 
« attending at present, but It had to contend 

with two serious disadvantages—flrst, Its 
distance from urban centres, and secondly, 
the fact that probationers were by an op­
tion allowed to shorten their stay at col­
lege and were doing so in large numbers. 
The Ladles' College, under the rale of Dr. 
Borden, had enlarged its musical depart­
ment and effected other improvements, 
while the Academy was now paying its own 
way. (Applause.) The endowment fund of 
the whole University now amounted to 
$121,814.22. Tlhe property of the University 
corporation was worth $316,000, or $60,000 
more than at the last meeting of the Gen­
eral Conference

The reports from Alma College, 8t. 
Thomas, and Albert College. Belleville, were 
next presented by the r-fspectlve principals, 
Dr. Williamson and Dr. Dyer. St. John's 
Methodist College.

Says a Correspondent.
New York, Sept. 4—Referring to the 

South African election, the London corres­
pondent of The limes says: It Is too early 
a day yet to proclaim of the Cape elections 
that Bond has won hands down, for peti­
tions against the return of the Bond candi­
dates will be presented certainly in three 
cases, possibly In five.

Rhodes has raised a devil whom he will 
not wait to exorcise. The result Is almost 
Inevitable that the so-called disloyal Dutch 
will hardly be able to resist the tempta­
tion to deserve fully the most unwise epi­
thet ever tacked on to any body of men 
in an English colony.

Cape Town,Sept. 3.—In thanking the elec­

tors for returning him, Mr. Rhodes said 
that he had telegraphed to Mr. Schreiner, 
the leader of the Afrikander Bund, expres­
sing the hope that In the future the col­
lection of campaign funds would be con­
fined to Cape Colony, and not include re­
ceipts from the Transvaal.

R. It. Rhodes of Cleveland is Getting 
Boats Ready for the Enlarged 

Canadian Cnnnls.
Cleveland, Sept. 4.—With characteristic 

energy American vessel owners are prepar­
ing to take advantage of the Improved facili­
ties for navigation which Improvements in 
the St. Lawrence Canals will soon offer. 
Three vessels have been recently built for 
R. R. Rhodes of Cleveland, that represent 
In their dimensions the maximum capacity 
of the Welland and new St. Lawrence locks. 
The last to be .launched, the Huron, Is 252 
feet over all, 238 feet keel, 42 feet beam 
and 26 feet draught. The only point at 
which rite Is at variance with the two 
steamers first constructed Is In the depth, 
which Is about 6 inches greater—not enough 
to affect the carrying capacity to any ap­
preciable extent.

“Mr. Rhodes IS, so far as Is known," says 
The Marine Review, “the first vessel owner 
to construct steel steamers with direct re­
ference to their utilization In the St. Law­
rence traffic under the new conditions, but 
hie example will no doubt be followed by 
others as the time approaches for the open­
ing of the new locks. This will be late next 
year at the very earliest.” In conversation 
with The Review, Mr. Rhodes said that his 
present plane simply contemplated traffic be­
tween the upper lake ports and Montreal, 
but he Intimated that should it appear ad­
vantageous to take cargoes for Atlantic 
coast or even foreign ports, he would not 
hesitate to seize the opportunity. The bblk 
of the traffic, at least at first, will In- oil 
probability be In grain, although there is a 
possibility of Its development Into other 
lines liter. It Is understood that the Cana­
dian lake fleet may soon receive additions 
by the construction, of vessels of this new 
type. Bach change in the waterways ren­
ders necessary corresponding changes in 
the vessels navigating them. Freight rates 
have been cut so low that only vessels car­
rying maximum cargoes can make profits.

Henry A. King & Co., 12 King-street east, 
received the following despatch to-day from 
Chicago :

Wheat—The speculative wheat market 
has ruled moderately active and lower to­
day, September selling at 62c and Decem­
ber at 0OI/2C. Liverpool cables were %d to 
%d lower on futures. Exports of wheat 
and flour for the week, 3.687,040 cars, 
against 3,563,476 bushels last week and 
6,208,347 bushels last year. Local receipts 
were large—279 cars. Northwestern re­
ceipts were again heavy, aggregating 801 
cars, as compared with 632 cars last week 
and 480 cars last year. The weather re­
port shows showers In Dakotas, Minnesota, 
Nebraska and Iowm. There Is a slight drop 
In the temperature north, but It <s still hot 
aud dry In Kansas. Both Minneapolis nml 
Duluth were very weak to-dwy. Minneapo­
lis at one time ranged 5%c on their Septem­
ber option under Chicago September. For­
eigners were the 
both English and 
received 90,000 bushels, as against 50,000 
bushels last year, and Kansas City got 
211,000 bushels, against 386.000 last year. 
Paris closed 5c to 10c higher on wheM and 
15c to 35c higher on floor, Antwerp closed 
12i/£c lower. Total clearances wheat and 
flour, 228,000 bushels. Primary receipts 
wheat, 1,000,000 bushels, against 1,141,<H>0 
bushels last year. A Kansas City despatch 
says that farmers generally have quit sell­
ing, and receipts of wheat at that point 
are expected to fall off shortly. There is 
nothing Important that can be said of the 
market, except the price Is low and w*e 
have no stock of contract. The volume of 
trade to-day was small. A small Increase 
In the visible supply is lookted for next 
week. There will be no session of this 
board Monday (Labor Day).

Corn- Quiet and fractionally lower In 
sympathy with wheat. Receipts, 598 cars, 
with 1010 cars estimated for Monday. 
There was some scattered gelding by local 
operators early. Continued reports re­
ceived from Kansas and Nebraska are to 
the effect that damage has been done by 
the extreme beat. Clearances were 203,000 
bushels and primary receipts 649.000 bush- 
ti* $ê 'against 1,296.000 bushels last year.
