Bidders Compete for Barnaby Rudge
Tokens of London's
Grim Jail.

London, Feb. 5.—Relics of old New-
gate Prison were sold at auction this
afternoon and hardly fetched the value
of scrap iron. There was a large
crowd of spectators present, including
& number of Americans, but the bid-
ding was very slack. There was some
competition for the old oak, the hang-
man’s key and the cupboard mentioned
in “Barnaby Rudge,” which brought
$62.50

The old death bell fetched $500. The
staff on which the black flag was hoist-
ed went for %00; copper washbowls
used by the prisoners were sold for
$8wgach; nine plaster heads of persons
execlited were knocked down ‘at $20,
and the main entrance door, which was
broken down by the Gordon rioters,
brought $150.

‘Newgate prison, ‘with the historic ses-

sions house, known as the Old Bailey,
in 'the heart of the City of London,
which may be compared with the Bas-
tile of Paris, or the Tombs of New
_York. will have soon completely van-
ished, to make room for the new Cén-
tral Criminal Court.

The old jail was massively built, of
§toue, and immensely strong, tho not
impregnable, as many prisoners man-
aged to effect their escape from its
gloomy interior. It dated only from
1770, and was much damaged in the
London “No Popery’”‘riots, ten years
later, which make the most pictur-
esque episode in Dickens' ‘“Barnaby
Rudge.” The rioters then battered in
the door and released the prisoners.
Loord George Gordon, the fanatic ring-
leader, was himself confined in the
building on its reconstruction, 7

| Law May Be Changed,

That Canadian law looks askance at
the policy of insuring echildren, how-
ever, it may be recalled that there is a
strict provision that no child under 10
yvears of age may be Insured for a
greater sum than $32. Evidently Can-
adian lawmakers conceived that it was
placing a premium upon this kind of
traffic not to have restrictions upon it.
An enormous business is done in this
line, in the Dominion. In view of the
_prominence this case is likely to give
i this- feature of the business, there Is
reason to believe that still further re-
strictions are liable to be placed around
the business of insuring infants.

SHIRKING RESPONSIBILITY,
People are just beginning to realize
how the public business of the Pro-
vince of &ntnrio has been dr,id}ging.
In three general elections the two par= |
ties have been almost equally match-
ed. The party conflict has been waged
with unabated violence, and it has
become more and more difficult to dis~
cover what it is all about. At last it
is said that there are o issues, that
the reason for party government |is
gone and:that coalition is the remedy. |
No issues ? No burning gquestions.,
No public interest threatened? No
need for a party to organize for the
protection of the public interest?
There mever was a time when there
was greater need for “a body of men
united for promoting by
endeavors the national interest upon
some pgrtlcular principle in
they are all agreed.” But in Ontario
the forms of party have been used,
while the real objects of party have
been neglected. In_  the
chamber ther® have .been sham-fights,
called debates, on the address,
bates on the budget, discussions which

|

have long since outlived their useful- |

‘ness and serve only as reasons for
firing off old campaign material, jokes
. and jibes and other blank cartridge.
But this does not mean that there
was no real fighting to be done.

It is only in recent years that the
newspapers have begun to realize that

the real fighting was being done in
lobbies and committee rooms, and
that while a tremendous noise was be~-
ing made over some bunkKum resolu-
tion. great public interests might Te
betrayed by an obscureiy
change in a statute. Then it was said
“We must watch the commlittees; ve
must watch the lobbies;
watch the . House In those
hours of the sesslon when measures
of vast importance are rushed thru at
railroad speed. That this should be
necessary argues a scandalous neglect
of duty on the part of ministers and
legislators, and an utter abandonment
of the principle of responsible gov-
ernment.

Responsible government means the
responsibility of ministers. or it means
nothing. ('Part_v government involves
the responsibility of a party for the

rightful use of the power of its ma-:

jority; otherwise it is a sham and a
humbug. The dominant party has its
whips and its discipline for keeping its
majority. intact. It rigorously ex-
cludes its opponents from all share in
the government of the country, in the
offices and the emoluments and the
patronage. In return for this it ought
to be held responsible for all legisla~
tion of public importance. This duty
cannot be shifted to committees. Com=
mittees are formed for the purpose of
relieving the House of certain mat-
ters of detail,. not of enabling the
Housé te shirk its duties. Still heavier
responsibility rests upon ministers.

If these duties are neglected, all the
greater is the responsibility and the
opportunity of an opposition. Tho in
a minority, it can use its organization
for the purpose of putting in a pro-
test that will be heard all over the
country, and placing {tg policy on re-
cord. If it porsg(veres, in this course |
it will eventually win the public confl~
dence and become the dominant party,
eble to carry its policy into effect. But
even in opposition it can éxert'a pow-
erful influence, keeping the govern-
ment in constant fear of criticism and |
public opinion. !

Liberals will bear in mind that thelr |
party in Ontarlo = was bullt up by
Gporgé Brown. He was nearly always |
in opposition. He was always power= |
ful, because he preferred his convlc-}
tions to office; and his name will be |
remembered long after the name of |
many a chronic office-holder is forgot-
ten. He aided in the establishment of-|
responsible government in Canada;
but he did not consider that the aim
of responsible government was a tri-
umph over a governor. He held his |
own pgrty friends strictly to the prin- f
ciple of ministerial responsibility, and |
told them they had better be out of
office than ahirking their duties and
betraying their principles in office. |
He was a firm heliever in party gov-
ernment, but hes believed also that
party should stand for something
more than the gaining and holding cf
office. The first duty of a government
to-day, the first duty of a party tc-
day, is to preserve for the people such
great puplic properties as the power
of Niagara Falls. .

'and Canada. The Montreal Witn. ss
gives the figures, On all the railways
of Epgland, Wales, Scotland and Ire-
land ‘not a‘single passenger was killed
by a ‘train accident in the fifteen
months ending March 31, 1902, In the

| United States 282 passengers were kill-

ed and 4088 injured in a year. Between
December 26, 1902, and February 3
1903, there have been in the United
States and Canada twenty-six railwaly

accidents, killing more than a hundred/ coal

and injuring more than two hundred.
If the same rate were mainta.ned

for the year the killed alone would
amount to some twelve hundred.
Even the figures quoted, however,
tell but a small ‘part of the story
of the destruction of human Jdife by
the American railways. The total
number of casualties to persons on
account of railway accidents for
the vear ending June 30, 1901, was
61,794, the killed numbering S455
and the injured 3,339. The sum-
maries giving the ratio of casual-
ties show that one out of every
four hundred employes was Kkilled,
and one out of every twenty-six
employes injured. Of the “train-
men’’ proper, including in this term
r‘ngineo?s, firemen, conductors and
crews. it is shown that one was
killed for every hundred and thirty-
six. and one injured for every thir-
teen. In Canada, for the year end
ing June 30, 1901, the total killed
was 317 and the injured 1317, but
only twenty-nine were killed during
the vear from collisions and derail-
ments, or abhout the same number,
that were killed at Wanstead alone
on’ December 26, :

RULERS OF THE WORLD,
Meat Eating Nations Are the Leaders
in Every Branch of Human
Achievement.

The ruling nations of the world are
meat eaters and history records that
they always have been.

\'eg_euui:ms and food cranks may
explain this in any way thev choose,
but the facts remain that.the Ameri-
cans, English, French, Russians and
Germans are meat-eating nations, and
they are also the most energetic and
most progressive.

The principal food of the heroic Boer
soldier, known as Biltong, is a sort of

The weak races of people are the
rice-eating Chinese, Hindoos and Sia-
niese, regarded since -the dawn of his
tory as non-progressive, superstitious
and inferio physically and mentally
to the meat-eating nations who domi-
nate them.

The annual meeting of the Canadian
Press Assocfation opened yesterday in
the Board of Trade Baualilding, with
President Dan McGillicuddy of Goder-
ich in the chair. Mr. McGillicuddy
read his annual address at the morn-
ing session and dealt with matters af-
fecting journalism in his usual way.
Discussing independence in journalism,
he said:

“During the year there have been
startling changes in journalism. We
huve seen old-time party journalists
forsake their idols of wood and stone
and seek the light that independence
gives. We have seen a hide-bound par-
tisan jogdrnal detlected from error (o
righteousness ot purpvse, and we have
seen such a co-mingling of journalists
of diverse political shibboleth under
the roof-tree that it has caused the
Scriptural teaching of our youth to
come back to us, tor, of a verity, the
‘lion is lying down with the lamb.’

A Hopeful Sign,

“And this is a hopeful sign for
journalism. 1t is well that the day of
hide-bound partisanship should pass
away, and one reason why it is well
is that the newspaper. man under the
new order of things will now have an
opportunity of coming to his own. In
former days a newspaper man in  a
constituency was looked upon as a use-
ful bugleman to some ambitious law-
yver, doctor or storekeeper, who imag-
ined himself to
embryo. It was the duty of the' editor
to write up and praige the ambitious
one without hope of \fee or reward,
simply because he edited the party
newspaper. If the brains or ability
of the editor made his paper a suc-
cess it was spoken of as being a cregdit
to the pagty; but, if by the neglect of
his party or by environment, the pa-
per sickened and died, the blame fell
entirely upon the editor, and the edi-
tor had to stand by any old thing in
the shape of a candidate that hig par-

ty brought out, and many a time and|
oft mighty poor pieces of stuff were
‘Sergeant !

brought out. Like Kipling’'s
What's His Name,’ the editor bhad to
endeavor to ‘make men out of mud,’
and when the mud men were elected
he was required to polish up their
speeches and endow them with suf-
ficient * political intelligence to enable
them to hold the constituencies for
If .by any nieans the mud
men attained cabinet position the news.
paper man had to proclaim that the
mud was marble.”
