To all questions he reiterates that he
occupied the room next to that of Leon
and that on the afternoon of June 9,
the day of the murder, he wakened
early after a natural sleep to find Leon
standing teside him. Leon was in trou-
ble and wanted help. Chung S8in soon
understood when he saw the body lying
across the bed. There was blood on
the lips and a stained handkerchief
was stuffed between the lips. The fea-
tures, he sald, were strained and black-
ened, but he saw no rope around the
neck. Leon explalned to him that the
girl bit her tongue and bled to death.

/Chung Sin admlitted that he felt ter-
rified and that his first. impulse was to
geét- out of the house as spon as he
could. Before he left, however, Leon
borrowed $200 from him, he sald. They
both belonged to the same secret so0-
clety, he explained, and he felt bound
by his oath to do that much for a fol-
low-member. Then he hurried to the
rooms of his eousin, with the intention
of passing the night, but his curiosity
got the better of him, and after two
uneasy hours he sneaked to the house,
climbed up the stairs, lifted himself to
where he could peer thru the transom
and saw the room empty except for
the trunk. That was enough for him.
He hurried back to his cousin’s and
slept there that night.
