London, Oct. 10—(Canadian Press)— 

With Parliament dissolved at the re­
quest of Premier MacDonald, following 
the defeat of the Government in the 
House of Commons, the utterances of 
the politicians and the comments of the 
press indicate that the coming election 
on October 29 is likely to be one of 
the bitterest in recent years. Sydney 
Webb, president of the Board of Trade, 
is quoted as saying that the campaign 
will be “an especially dirty one,” and 
the angry tone already manifest in 
many declarations seems to justify the 
prediction.

One sign of the eagerness of the Lib­
erals and Conservatives to prevent an­
other Laborite Government is the initi­
ation of negotiations between the older 
parties with a view to minimizing the 
number ft three-cqrnered contests. 
Failure to arrange any such Liberal and 
Conservative agreement in the last 
election led to the return of a large 
number of Laborites by minority 
votes.

No Formal Compact

The movement now afoot has not 
taken the shape of a formal compact 
between the respective leaders, and 
there is no talk of a coalition, but 
strings are being pulled behind the 
scenes to Insure that the way be left 
clear on a give-and-take basis for the 
success of antl-Government candidates 
of either party. This, if It is to suc­
ceed, Implies that the Conservatives 
must support the Liberals in some con­
stituencies, and vice versa.

It is evident that the women are to 
participate in the fight to an extent 
at least equal to that of the last elec­
tion.

Thus both parties have agreed to take 
a risij, the operatives gaining by the 
arrangement if the cost of living falls 
and the employers gaining if it rises.

The same desire for stabilization is

the big fact that for months past 
Canadian exiles have been coming 
borne in thousands, convinced after 
experience in the United States that 
their own country is best.

More work in Canada will hold 
those who come, bring others in their 
train, and prevent the exodus from 
again reaching large proportions, and 
work in developing our natural re­
sources will react directly and favor­
ably upon our manufacturing indus­
tries. There will always be wander­
ers. We are not to expect that all 
of our young people will resist the lure 
of adventure, or the desire to see other 
lands and other peoples. But Cana­
dians are a home-loving and patriotic 
people as a rule, and most of them 
greatly desire to live under their own 
flag. If they see vigorous development 
going on about them, if employment 
is obtainable in their communities, if 
they have the feeling that their coun­
try is progressive, they are little in­
clined to seek green fields afa?.

New Brunswick, fortunately, has 
excellent prospects for becoming a 
busier and more productive province. 
The development of its water powers 
will mean a great impetus to the 
paper-making industry and to others 
which will greatly increase employ­
ment. That is by no means all. The 
country at large will soon be entering 
upon a new period of business expan­
sion, during which our agriculture, our 
lumbering, fishing and mining, and oür 
existing manufacturing industries will 
be stimulated by a larger demand for 
their products. Money is cheap, and 
is seeking sound Investments more 
freely than for many years.

It is true enough that taxes are high, 
and that economy and the lowering of 
taxation are desirable and necessary; 
but the great need is for more produc­
tive employment, more enterprise, more 
determination to make the most of our 
own resources, the value of which we 
by po means rightly appreciate. Once 
the people of this province begin !o 
realize that good years lie ahead of 
them—and they are waking up to it 
now—New Brunswick will strike a new 
stride. We must be more open-minded 
about new enterprises, more eager to 
welcome fresh capital, more ready to 
patronize home industries, readier to 
see what their expansion means for all 
of us. Faith in ourselves and readi­
ness to back that faith will give the 
province real driving power. We can 
best retain our population by getting 

’ busy and making two good jobs grow 
where only one grew before.

. ShiSETTLERS FOR THE EAST.I"
Ever since the nineties, when Canada 

began to expend great sums on immi­
gration, both the national government 
and the railways have directed the 
stream of settlers to Western Canada. 
Is there to be a change? The people 
of the Maritime Provinces have paid 
heavily for thirty years their full share 
of the cost of immigration, but in those 
thirty years how many of the setters 
from Oversea have found homes in the 
Maritimes and remained here?

Had the Federal Government and 
the railways devoted a fair proportion 
of all this money and energy in select­
ing settlers for the Maritime Provinces 
as well as for the West there would 
have been better results; there would 
have been fair play for the East as 
well as for the West, and fair play to 
the settlers, too; many of them would 
have fared better under our conditions 
than they could on the Prairie.

There is' now a frank word on this 
question'' from Dr. W. J. Black, 
European manager of Colonization and 
Immigration for the Canadian National 
system. He says that'’ many desirable 
and adaptable settlers are to be found 
in Great Britain who would fail in 
the Prairie but .would be successful if 
placed in British Columbia, Ontario, 
Quebec, or the Maritime Provinces.; 
They should, he says, be sent to that 
part of Canada which, after a study of 
their history and their previous work, 
seems best for their prospects. The C. 
N. R., Dr. Black says, intends to follow 
this plan in distributing the immigrants 
it secures in futurs.

That such a plan is wise can scarcely 
be any new discovery. The principle 
seems to be elementary enough. If it 
mkans that the C. N. R. is going to 
select suitable immigrants for these 
provinces and see to it that they are 
Well located here, it is good news, 
lurely the principle Dr. Black sets 
forth should guide the Canadian immi­
gration authorities. Hitherto they have 
been too reluctant to combat the rail­
ways’ strong desire to profit by the 
long haul, and altogether too neglectful 
of the fact that the Maritime Provinces 
are entitled to some direct return for 
the money they have paid into the 
national treasury year after year — a 
vast surq—as their proportion of the 
Dominion's expenditure on immigra­
tion.

We are not objecting to peopling 
the West. It is good business. But 
the East is entitled to its share, and 
Dr. Black but states an old truth when 
he says many settlers, through not all, 
would thrive better under Maritime 
conditions than under those in that 
part of Canada to which the main 
current of newcomers has been deliber­
ately directed hitherto. The West no 
longer has the supply of cheap or free 
land near the railways that it had 
years ago. It is time to give the East 
its turn.

Port-Au-Prince, Haiti, Sept. 16.— 

(Associated Press, by Mail).—During 
the nine years in which Americans 
have supervised the finances of Haiti, 
the debt of the republic has been re­
duced by more than $9,000,000. On 
Aug. 81, 1916, the liabilities were $32,- 
105,843, and on July 21, 1924; they 
were $22,978,848.

During these nine years hundreds of 
miles of road have been constructed, 
harbors have been improved, the coast 
line encircled with a chain of light- 
ileuses, schools and bridges built, and 
water-works and many other projects 
started or completed.

A mbdern budget system is in force 
and is working so that all expenditûres 
are provided for, including the reduc­
tion of the national debt so as to clear 
it off in about 28 years. The improve­
ments will continue and as reports in' 
dicate a bumper coffee crop, the repub­
lic’s main source of revenue, everyone 
in Haiti is smiling except the profes­
sional politicians and agitators whose 
only sources of revenue, graft and ex­
ploiting the poor peasant to their own 
selfish ends, is a thing of the past.

Paris, Oct. 10.—The tragic death of 
Comte Roger lç Roux de Kerninon, the 
last male representative of one of the 
oldest noble families or Brittany, has 
brought to light a remarkable story of 
alleged murder and the dying noble­
man’s efforts to hide the facts of the 
case in order that the family name 
might not be tarnished by a crime. As 
a result Comtesse Louise de Kerninon 
has been arrested on a charge of hav­
ing mûrdered her husband.

A month ago Comte Roger was 
taken to hospital with three bullet 
wounds| in his head and one in the 
neck, and there was another bullet 
wound in the middle of his right hand. 
The count explained to the doctors that 
he had met j/ii 
handling his revolver, and he adhered 
to this version through six days of suf­
fering before he died, for though the 
bullets were extracted and hopes were 
entertained of saving him, bé expired 
within the week. There was some spec­
ulation whether his death ' had really 
been cadted by an accident or whether 
it was a case of suicide, but at length 
an ordinary death certificate was given 
and the count was burled in the pres­
ence of his telitives and friends.

Now/ however, three women rela­
tives of the count have brought a 
charge of murder against a person un­
known. They related how, on the day 
of the fûneraL 
proached by MU 
who had for some time been a friend 
of the count, and had visited him 
while, he lay in hospital. She had 
a terrible secret, she said, which 
she could keep no longer, though the 
count had urged her to secrecy on his 
death-bed. When she saw him in hos­
pital, she alleged, the count said to her, 
“I have said nothing so far, because 
I do not want the family name to be 
in any scandal, but my wife fired four 
shots at me. When I get well I shall 
ask for a separation and put my af­
fairs in Order.”

The exhumation of the count’s body 
was ordered, and a Closer examination 
of his wounds led to the arrest of the 
countess. The revolver from which the 
shots were fired has been examined by 
a gunsmith, who has expressed the 
opinion thht, having regard to the stiff ­
ness of the trigger, four shots could 
not have been fired by accident. On 
being arrested the countess protested 
her innocence, declaring that the count 
was handling his revolver when she 
heard a report, find he fell. She does 
not know whether she heard only one 
shot or several.

The count and countess had been 
married for 31 years. The count had 
met his wife in Algiers, where she was 
a singer in a cafe concert, while he 
was there performing his tertn of mili­
tary service. The count had recently 
sold his ancestral chateau near Lan- 
nion, in Brittany, but was still a large 
landowner in the district.

This identity of opposition and 
blending of interests, in order to de­
feat Labpr, marks the first step to­
wards the return to the old two-party 
system, which all wish for, owing to 
the uncertainty which has been caused 
by ever-recurring crises.

Turks and foreigners alike are ask­
ing these questions as they survey the 
panorama of mosques and palaces 
along the Golden Horn and Bosphorus 
whicl) lend charm to this ancient city 
over which Europe and Asia have been 
fighting for many centuries.

Dolma Bagtche was erected in 1863. 
It stands near the shore of the Bos­
phorus. On the hills behind it are 
magnificent grounds, and among the 
forest trees are many smaller residences 
as well as the Yildiz Kiosk, where re­
cent sultans went on Fridays for their 
weekly prayers.

Mohammed V., the sultan who was 
forced to abdicate by the Mustapha 
Kemal government, lived of recent 
years in one of the houses back from 
the waterfront. He preferred to be 
away from the sight of the battleships 
of many nations which lay along the 
Bosphqrus. It was at Yildiz Kiosk 
that foreigners have gathered for many 
years-to watch the sultans make their 
imperial march from the palace 
grounds every Friday, to bow with 
more humble Mohammedans in rever 
ence, with their faces toward Mecca.

There arc rumors that $1,500,000 has 
been offered for the palace and its ex­
tensive grounds, and that promoters 
intend to concert it into a hotel which 
will be more magnificent than any in 
the east and have a theatre, amusement 
park and gigantic cafe in connection 
with it. The palace has a magnificent 
frontage on the Bosphorus and an ex­
tensive quay, which will make it pos­
sible to I handle tourist traffic direct 
from incoming steamers to the hotel.

It beqomes more apparent daily that 
when the Geiunan legation moves to 
Angora, other powers will also be 
forced to desert their magnificent lega­
tion buildings in Constantinople and 
follow the lead of Germany.

New Glasgow, N. S., Oct. 9—A 
number of men and women opposed 
to union met at midnight following 
the closing session of the Maritime 
Synod of the Presbyterian Church 
and formed a new synod to continue 
the Presbyterian Church of Canada 
when the present body enters the 
union.

To­
day’s meetings were purely business 
and dealt particularly with finance. 
A resolution was adopted appointing 
a committee to devise some more effi­
cient method of electing a moderator 
than that now in use. Rev. Principal 
MacKinnon was given leave of ab­
sence from his duties as Principal of 
Pine Hill Presbyterian College, Hali­
fax, in order that he may spend sev­
eral months this winter working In 
the ltnerests of the General Assembly 
of which he Is moderator.

Several ministers were bitter in their 
denunciation of Presbyterianism. Dr. 
Charles F. Potter, of the West Side 
Unitarian chürcli, remarked that the 
denomination was now “gone on the 
road ta oblivion.” Dr. S. Parkes Cad- 
man, of the Central Congregational 
church, Brooklyn, said “it is not Dr. 
Fosdick, but the Presbyterian church 
which is on trial.”

Meanwhile the man who had stirred 
up the storm because his conscience 
would not permit him to embrace tin- 
articles of the Westminster Confession 
chatted jovially with his friends in his 
study at the Union Theological Semi­
nary.

Paris, Oct. 10.—A young Belgian, 

whose exploits surpass In Impudence 
those of the famous Cobbler of Copen­
ick, has been condemned by the 
Twelfth Correctional Chamber to six : 
months’ Imprisonment, to be followed ■ 
by deportation, and on returning tn 
his native country he will find himself 
wanted there, having been condemned : 
by default to a year’s Imprisonment for i 
illegal wearing of uniform and decora-j 
tions.

Stepheane Otto, who is only 26 years 
of age, has used many aliases, as at 
Biarrits, for instance, where, posing as 
the son of Maurice Maeterlinck, he was 
feted liberally until he disappeared, 
leaving behind a nûmber of unpaid 
debts.

His most audacious exploit was car-1 

rled out In the Rhineland, where lie 
visited the military headquarters, rep­
resenting himself as an envoy of the 
Klng of the Belgians, and, in the pres­
ence of a large parade of troops, con­
ferred a Belgian decoration on the 
American commander, General Allen. 
It was not until some time afterwards 
that the incident came to the notice 
of the Belgian Government, which rec­
tified matters by confirming the decor­
ation which Otto had awarded for his 
own amusement.

A short while ago he was traveling to 
Rennes In a first-class compartment, 
but without a ticket. He explained to] 
a fellow .passenger he had lost his purse 
'and asked for a loan to pay his fare,] 
but he had addressed himself to n ] 
police Inspector who arrested blm for: 
attempting to defraud the railway 
company. He was then lodged in jail 
at Rennes, but managed to plan his 
release through a fellow prisoner wlm 
was about to be set at liberty. Acting 
on Otto’s instructions, this man, soon 
after his release, telephoned to the Cen­
tral Police Commissariat saying that 
he -was speaking for the Procureur of 
the Republic, who ordered that the 
Belgian, Stephene Otto, arrested in 
error, should be released Immediately.

The trick was süccessful. Otto, once 
more at liberty, donned naval uniform 
and, posing as a nephew of Cardinal 
Charrqrt, enjoyed the free hospitality 
of priests in the neighborhood 
ard and Saint Malo. These 
the latest exploits of Ott6.

(OttawS Citizen.)
Many citizens of Ottawa must have 

experienced pain as a consequence of 
the exhibition of morbidity which 
marked the funeral rites of the victims 
of the Ottawa South tragedy. There 
surely is something lacking in our 
social life when great crowds want to 
look upon the bodiès of the victims of 
the acts of a murderer. At the services 
on Friday at St. John’s church, thous­
ands of people crowded the scene, 
eager to obtain a glimpse of the 
earthly remains of the murdered 
woman and children, jostling each 
other and behaving with deplorable 
lack of reverence for the dead.

It is a charitable thing to say that 
these thousands of persons, mostly 
woemn and girls,attended out of re­
spect foi- the dead. They were drawn, 
in a great number of instances, merely 
by that unhealthy morbidity which is 
so difficult to understand by those who 
reveal a more balanced point of view. 
Those who went out of thelf way to 
witness the funeral must have looked 
half fearfully and half shamefully 
upon the departed with a sense of 
having satisfied an immodest and un­
wholesome craving.

There were also regrettable scenes 
when the victims were placed •« view 
—literally on view—at the undertak­
ing establishment. Who was respon­
sible for this unfortunate arrangement, 
whereby hundreds of unhealthy curious 
sight-seers were allotted to look upon 
the dead? Again, it would be a gen­
erous Interpretation of public behavior 
to say that those who took advantage 
of the opportunity to gase upon the 
victims of tragedy were attracted out 
of rerpect. The whole unhappy affala 
does not reflect credit on the people of 
Ottawa. Many will resent this dis­
play of tragedy, and many more will 
regret exceedingly the seeming lack of 
rtihaint and reverence on the part if 
so many fellow citizens.

(N. Y. Times.)
On reading that one Chinese Gen­

eral has offered rewards of 80,000 Mex. 
for the heads of two others, and four 
times as much for them if they are 
brought to him alive, it Is only natural 
to wonder why the difference. Is it 
because to a dead Chinese General 
nothing more can be done to show 
disapproval of his political course, 
while there are many ways, particu­
larly in China, by which farther dis­
approbation can be demonstrated to a 
live General?

In this country and in not a few 
others, prisoners of distinction always 
have been a source of serious embar­
rassment, but for reasons that probably 
do not exist in China unless condi­
tions there have changed much from 
what they were not many years ago.

The Allies, after the World War, 
pretended an eager desire to get the 
Kaiser into their hands, but they 
carefully refrained from doing it. Na­
poleon was a most troublesome priso­
ner to the earlier Allies, and Great 
Britain had much reason to regret 
that she had to be his jailer. Even 
Villa, the Mexican who was alternate­
ly bandit and patriot, was not hunted 
by us quite as fiercely as he would 
have been if we really had wanted to 
catch him.

But in China a captured enemy can 
be made to pay many and large debts 
before death releases him, and the 
processes of vengeance are viewed with 
interest by his creditors. At least 
that used to be the case, and the 
prescht monetary distinction between 
live and dead Generals hints the sur­
vival there of old ideas.

London, Oct. 9—(United Press)— 
Regular trans-Atlantic airship service 
between England and America Is ex­
pected within a few years by Sir Sefton 
Brancker, air vibe marshal. He esti­
mates two and a half days as the regu­
lar scheduled time of the trip across the 
Atlantic. Airships will be the pioneers 
In /establishing this service, but event­
ually alrplalnes may become practicable 
for such flights, he said.

Sir Sefton also thinks bi-weekly air­
ship service between England and In­
dia and Australia, 11 daye for the trip, 
and weekly service to Capetown in five 
and a half days, will be established be­
fore many years.

“Two and a half to three years will 
pass before the first two big ships are 
flying," he said, "and after that It may 
be another two years before the airship 
service to India In a regular, steady 
bi-weekly basis can be established."

The British Air Ministry is now work­
ing to produce aircraft that can be op­
erated more cheaply. Experiments are 
now being made with a heavy-oil en­
gine, which, If successful, will do to 
airplanes what the Ford did to auto­
mobiles—make an airplane within the 
financial reach of almost everybody.

In this way the Intelli­
gence of the whole mass of the people 
Is given a free, vent, and we possess 
In real truth and actuality that equal­
ity of opportunity of which the demo­
crat has always dreamed. And I attri­
bute the great progress that the coun­
try is making largely to the fact that 
there is nothing to prevent any lad in 
any walk of life today taking the place 
and playing the role now occupied by 
men like Sir Vincent Meredith and Sir 
Herbert Holt—as the new ge 
succeeds the present one. The 
edge that this Is so gives a tremendous 
stimulus to the energies of the indivi­
dual. He devotes himself to develop­
ing the resources of his country and 
not grumbling about the limitations of 
a life which has in fact no limitatalons.

To a Sound system of education there 
is added a sound theory and practice 
of government. Canada enjoys excel­
lent administrations—so that we may 
hope that good government has become 
a matter of fixed habit.

Nine million acres of hunting grounds, 
woodland and waterways, where 
roam by the thousands, is what New 
Brunswick offers the hunter. Into this 
province each autumn pours a stream 
of hunters, each of whom is deter­
mined to bring back a pair of enor­
mous antlers. Most of them do.

A French writer tells us thit during 
the French occupation, 280 years ago,

, as many as 3,000 moose hides were 
brought down the St. John River in a 
single season. Tradition holds the 
story of a raft loaded with J41 car­
casses, that floated down the Tobique 
to furnish the makings of a huge bar­
becue. Those were days of unbridled 
license in hunting. Today, wise game 
laws protect the forest monarch fairly 
well; except for eight weeks each fall

he is immune from legal killing. Dur­
ing the eight weeks Mr. Moose must- 
pit Ids strategy and cunning against 
gun-laden men. The legal protection 
insures the perpetuation of these ani­
mals and the continuance of royal 
sport.

One may plunge into a New Bruns­
wick wilderness at1 many points and 
come out with a bagged moose, but the 
better known districts are along the 
Miramlchi, Restigouche. Tobique, Ne- 
pisiqult, St. Croix, St. John and Mada- 
wsska Rivers, where both moose and 
guides flourish. The Nepisiqult claims 
the honor of havirtg produced one of 
the largest heads ever taken out of 
Canada. It was taken in 1917 and has 
well formed antlers with a spread of 72 
inches and 27 points. This trophy fell 
to the lot of an Ontario hunter, and . 
two other fine heads with spreads of

68*4 and 66 inches fell to Rhode Island 
and New Hampshire men. f

Two methods^ are followed in moose 
hunting—calling and stalking, 
first is practised during the first weeks 
of the hunting season and takes ad­
vantage of the mating instinct to lure 
the bull moose to sudden death while 
rendezvous-bound. The other method 
is often Termed “still hunting” and calls 
lato play the highest art of hunter and 
guide to get Within shooting distance, 
for a moose’s sensd of smell is very 
keen and the faintest scent of man 
sends him plunging ‘otit of reach. Cows 
and calf moose are protected at all 
times, so too, are bulls under three 
years of age.

The season for moose hunting in 
New Brunswick is Oct. 1st to Nov 
30th, and the bag limit is one bull 
moose and two deer per hunter.

;%A few months ago Toronto was the 
headquarters of the continent for the 
diamond smugglers into the United 
States, say* C. R. Greenaway in the 
Victoria Colonist. Then something 
happened. That was surprising in­
formation the United States customs 
officer happened to mention in a rare 
communicative moment the other night.

Customs officers, like detectives and 
idounted policemen, are silent, ordln- 
ary-lookltg men. Hunting, they might 
be mistaken for commercial travelers 
or lawyers. Sometimes they carry 
brief bags. Tomorrow morning, on 
the street, you may pass one. You 
would think he was a professional man 
on his way down to the office or a com­
mercial representative carrying his 
samples.

Such were the United States customs 
men who recently wiped Toronto off 
the map as the diamond smuggling 
headquarters for the republie 
South. -

You never knew that Toronto had 
that r 
eyer
cipally in Buffalo, New York and 
Philadelphia heve developed a decided 
home-loving disposition of late. They 
have either curbed -their fondness for 
precious atones or Imported them 
through the regtlar channels and pay 
the regular duty of 20 per cent. Only 
an occasional prospectif American 
bridegroom now aisks peace, liberty 
and fortune to take home a big Cana­
dian diamond that will make his en­
gagement ring the talk of the town.

In the same way that a tramp leaves 
his distress signal on the gatepost of 
the house where he has not met with 
rest and sustenance; so Toronto has 
been labeled “hopeless” by the smug­
glers of glittering stones. The follow­
ing are only a few of the reasons why:

If you had been the occupant of a 
berth in one of the sleepers of the 
train from Toronto to New York one 
evening a few weeks ago, you would 
have chafed at a half-hour’s delay at 
the international bridge, 
officers had found two men whom they 
had been searching for. Altogether, 
three trains leaving Canada that day 
had been “covered,” aa the expression 
is, by the customs men.

$12,000 In Diamonds.

“We Intend to have the diamonds yon 
carrying,” th^ men were told. This 

they continued to deny vehemently. So 
the search proceeded step by step.

Just as dkeouregement began to 
attack the officers, one of them noticed 
a wisp of white cloth protruding from 
one of the little electric light sockets 
in the berth. By an automatic arrange­
ment these are constructed that when a 
button is pressed they spring open and 
the light goes on, and when they arc 
closed the current Is cut.

No Illumination waa visible to the 
customs officers as the little iron lid 
sprang out. Instead of an electric light 

a white handkerchief, hastily 
stuffed into the socket where the bulb 
had been. Inside the folded linen were i 
diamonds to the value of $12,000.

The two men were removed by the 
customs officials and the train went

QUEEN SQUARE TodayHow much the officers really did 
knew startled a Jewish merchant from 
Toronto one day this summer as he 
landed from the boat at Lewiston, on 
his way to Buffalo.

No sooner had the suspect with 
some of his friends stepped off the 
gangplank that he was taken into cus­
tody by the customs men. But the 
most minute search failed to give re­
sults. Only afterwards did the cus­
toms men learn that another Jewish 
couple, held up by the immigration 
authorities, although they wanted to j 
land, carried the diamonds for their 
employer.

The customs men did not get the 
diamonds, but that day they struck a 
diamonds, but that day they struck al­
most the final blow to the contraband 
trade. Confronted with the picture 
of himself and his family, the Jewish 
merchant from Toronto was more than 
nonplussed that so much was known 
about him by the customs authorities.

Secret service agents wrote the con­
clusion of this story when tlfty report­
ed not only that the attempts of 
smuggling of this group had ceased 
but that the diamonds in the case had 
been returned to Amsterdam by the 
dealer as “not up to standard.”

As a matter of fact, there was noth­
ing mysterious about the information 
that dumbfounded the dealer. Grad­
ually, a world-wide system of espion­
age and information has been built up 
by the customs at Washington. Agents 
located abroad make it? their business 
regularly to visit the large wholesalers 
where they obtain records of sales. 
Whether the diamonds go to legitimate 
dealers
Even extensive files with photographs 
of people suspected of contraband ac­
tivities are kept. When they cross the 
border they are always minutely 
searched.

R. H- McKay of New Glasgow, who 
was recently appointed a director of 
the C. N. R., arrived in the city today 
en route to his home after a short trip 
to Boston and Providence. Referring 
to the various C. N. R. problems, Mr. 
McKay said that he was not in a .posi­
tion to discuss them at present as he 
pointed out he was gazetted to this
