Former Semator Says it Means
Triumph For Bryan Doctrine

New York, Oct. 16—Former Senator
Nelson W. Aldrich, of Rhode Island, last
night attacked the Wilson administra-
tion’s ‘currency bill, now before Con-
gress, whieh, he declared, embodied the
theories of William -J. Bryan. He de-
nounced the' bill ‘as ‘unsound, socialistic,
and revolutionary, characterizing it as
“an endeavor to_secure; by partisan legis-
lation, the triumph of the doctrines and !
principles which had received the repeat- 1
ed condemnation of the American people 1
at the polls. He quoted from Woodrow
Wilson’s writings to indicate that the
president, in his earlier days, had enter-:
tained beliefs contrary to provisions of
the bill

“If the house bill should be enacted .

According to reports received by the

Canadian Pacific, the migration of Am-
ericans to western Canada continues in
large volumes. During the week ended
October 7, there entered western Canada
by various ports from- the United tSates

1167 persons with $287,044 cash and ef-

fects valued at $103,458. Of these 444
were farmers, 191 laborers, 220 women
and children, 117 mechanics and 56 cler-
ical workers. Of these 893 were Ameri-
cans and thirty-eight Canadians return-
ing.

During the same week western Canada
lost only 116 persons of various nation-
slities who left to reside in the United
States, of whom twenty-two were farm-
ers. During the same week 462 home-
steads werc entered upon in western
Canada, of which 189 were taken up by
Americans,

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ST. JOHN AND HALIFAX
The officials of the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company have been giving as
one excuse for taking the mail steamers
away from St. John that sufficient ac-
commodation for the prompt handling of
the steamers here had not been provided.
It is fair to ask how the mail steam-
. ships will fare at Halifax, One of the
complaints made by the steamship peo-
ple at St. John has been the necessity
sometimes of moving steamers from one
berth to another. Let us see how this
will work out in Halifax. The Halifax
Chronicle has an interview with Mr.
Andrew A. Allan, who with Messrs.
Gutelius, Brady and Hayes of the I. C.
R. (the two first named having former-
Iy been of the C. P. R.)) had been se-
lecting the terminalg for the mail steam-
ships. The arrangements made as stat-
¢d by the Chronicle are as follows:—
“The incoming mail boat will dock
north side Pier Two, land passengers
and express baggage, move to south side
Pier Three, discharge general cargo, and
move around to north side on which
the elevator shute is placed to load.”
¢ It will be noted that each mail steam-
er at Halifax must be moved, not once,
but twice, if not three times, after she
has first been docked. St. John would
have had no difficulty in providing at
Jeast ag good accommodation as this for
a larger number of steamers, including
the mail steamers, than were handled
here last winter. Why does the C. P- R.
go to Halifax for worse accommodation
than is available at St. John? The ex-
planation is that the Intercolonial Rail-
way has granted to the C. P. R. rates
which discriminate against the port of
St. \John, and take trade away from its
natural channel.
e

WHAT ST. JOHN MUST DO
™ The citizens of St. John must face
‘the fact that some vigorous missionary
work is necessary if the people of Can-
ada generally are to be set right in the
matter of the claims of this port to be
the chief mail and passenger port dur-
ing the winter season. The Ottawa
Journal, for example, has this to say
about St. John and its claims at the
present time, and it may be typical of
~4he views held in other places besides

the office of the Ottawa newspaper.
le in St. John and to aless
degsrgemeemmre in New B;unsvﬁck,
gseem to be comsiderably excited over
the decision of the Canadian Pacific
Railway not to have.its chief passenger

steamships call at St. John during the
winter months. The C. P. R. is making
Halifax its jan winter terminus
so far as the Empress liners are con-

cerned. ~ An_effort also is made by St.
John Tiberal newspapers to blame the
Dominion Government. We would like
to see all the steamships in the world
calling at St. John—it would do St. John
good, and wouldn’t hurt us—but there
does seem to be something childish in
attempting to hold either government or
business corporations down to engage-
ments to do things for sentimental local
reasons. If the C. P. R. as a business
company thought that St. John was a
paying proposition as a terminus for its
bigger steamships, the C. P. R. would
continue to send its steamships there
this winter. One can be sure that very
good business reason exists for the
change—for ‘the C. P. R., despite some
people’s ideas to the contrary, leans to
the generous side in its business rela-
tions, and would probably oblige St.
John at even some business cost.”

It will be observed that we are
charged with attempting to hold the
Empress steamers at St.John for “pure-
ly sentimental local reasons.” The Jour-
nal of course does not understand the
situation at all. The reasons are neither
local nor sentimental. They are busi-
ness reasons which should appeal to the
man in Ottawa just as strongly as to
the man in St. John. Mails and pas-
sengers from Liverpool can be landed in
Ottawa many hours earlier by way of St.
John than by way of Halifax. The of-
ficials of the Canadian Pacific Railway
have said so, and have also said that St.
John is their natural port. They are
withdrawing the steamers from St. John
because the government railway, of
which the péople of Ottawa as well as
the people of St."John are part owners,
undertakes to carry C. P. R. traffic past
the port of St. John to Halifax at rates
which discriminate, not merely against
the port' of St. John, but against the
most satisfactory conduct of the fast
mail and passenger business of the
Dominion of Canada.

St. John must now undertake the task
of getting the facts placed clearly before
the people of Ottawa and every other
city west of Montreal.

MEDICAL INSPECTION

The school board of the town of Am-
herst did not feel warranted in continu-
ing the expenditure to provide medical
inspection in the achools and the em-
ployment of a school nurse without get-
ting an expression of the views of the
rate-payers. A meeting of the latter
was therefore held recently and the
whole question thoroughly discussed. So
convinced were the people of the value
of this work that a resolution was ad-
cpted requesting the school board to
proceed at once to arrange for medical
inspection and the engagement of a
competent nurse for the ensuing year.
Five doctors were present and stated
that any one of them was prepared,
when a case from the schools required
attention and the parents were too poor

to pay for the treatment, to give his
services in the case free. Endorsement
of the necessary expenditure to provide
for medical inspection and the employ-
ment of a nurse was unanimous, and
the board will therefore place in its
estimates for the year an amount suffi-
cient to carry on the work. Amherst is
still ahead of St. John.

A pol ¢ cepartment has to contend
with the many evils a city is surrounded
with, and in this contention, 'should be
absolutely free of politics, the root of all
evil in the policing of cities and towns.
A department without politics may yet
be ineficient, but such a department

. controlled or even influenced by politics

is sute to be inefficient or worse, to just
such a degree as it is affected by the
political  HE o

No appointment or promotion of an
officer, no expenditure of a dollar, and
no action of the department regarding
e duties it 18 expected to perform,
should be influenced by any political
personage or political consideration, and
the £ublic must accept this as the actual
condition necessary, before the expecta-
tion of an efficient department is to be
realized. ;

The department head should be inde-
pendent of political control, thereby
creating his own atmosphere, which will
permit of his ‘resisting appeals for im-
proper favors, and wise politicians will
soon learn they are not to be had. When
the members of the force once realize
that ‘no political influence can help or
harm them, they will gladly base their
hope of promotion upon the proper per-
formance of their duties.

In cities and towns where the head
of such a department is subjected to the
influences directed by annually elected
aldermen, it may be difficult to eradicate
the desires of civic politicians to 'wield
their influences for bad, but where the
commission form of government exists,
with its officials elected for four years,
it is possible to secure that independence
which is necessary and conducive to the
establishment of an efficient administra-
tion.

The election of a commissioner who
is willing to aecept the responsibility
for an efficient force, carries with it the
assurance ‘of .that commissioner- that his
energy will be directed towards the
maintenance of an efficient force and no
other, and if he succeeds in installing
and maintaining such a force during his
term of office only, he will have accom-
plished such an amount of good as will
repay him for his efforts, even though
the cost be to him his defeat in a sub-
sequent election. e

His (the commissioner’s): defeat might
be secured through the machinations of
the ruthless political heeler who, irre-
spective of the type of his nominee or
the voters who are desirous of having
his nominee elected, relies to a certain
extent upon the indifference display_ed by

- of the voters, and also appealing to

the sympathies of those members of the
ublic ~whosg, _criticisms are generally
irected against the police force. It may
be possible to secure the re-election of
the commissioner, if in the establishment
of .a police_force.the efficiency of such a
force was in gpparent to the public
through a discretionary use of its powers.

The Requirements
Insthe construction of an efficient ppl-
joe force, it is necessary that the equip-
ment consists of a capable superintend-
ent or chief with a requisite number 'of
capable sub-officials, and also a reguisite
number of patrolmen capable of learn-
fng the requirements of members of an
ent police force, and a proper police
atrol system. :
» The sz::)erintendent or chief should be
a man of intelligence, capable of com-

manding men and of teaching them the.

His duty should be to recollect that
language spoken and acts committed by
him assume greater importance in the

OfHesglﬁguld ‘set a standard for examin-
ation of applicants for the force, and
supply each suecessful applicant with a
manual of rules and regulations govern-
ing the force, combined with a list of
the crimes punishable under the cfiminal
code, and a copy of the by-laws or city
ordinances which come under the juris-
diction of a police department, and the
necessary advice to enable patrolmen, in
cases of difficulty, to perform their dut-
jes with efficiency and vigilance.

The sub-officials and other members
of the force who desire to become good
officers should continue to pear in mind
that strict attention must be given to the
following matters, in order' that' every
man may raise himself to a high posi-
tion on the force, as inattention and ne-
ﬂect of them will cause them to occupy

w ones.

First of all they should be fmpressed
with the necessity of the two D’s pre-
viously referred to, namely, discipline
and discretion, then Afotllow' obcdl%ncet,
vigilance, civility; good temper, conduc
onglduty,e’meddlgommess and methods of
working the beats. !

Discipline

Discipline is the obedience and respect
to lawful authority which distinguishes
an organized body from a rabble. While
the public interest demands that diseip-
line shall be rigidly maintained and

ated, it should not be enforced by ’a.n‘
(habitually harsh, nagging or dictatorial;
manner. It is necessary to lead police
'oﬂicers by taking a personal interest in
their work and the success of each one,
and giving advice on their actions under |
possible contingencies, and thus to in-
spire them with confidence rather than
to drive them.

Discretion

Discretion must be exercised on ac-
count of the amount of authority vested
in a police officer, and the many oppor-
tunities given him to be harsh and op-
prgssive, especially to those in his cus-
tody.

Police officers should avoid harshness
and oppression, being firm but not bru-
tal, and make only discreet use of their
powers. In case of one person wishing
to have another arrested, the officer
should exercise his discretion, having
regard to the nature of the crime, the
surrounding circumstances, and the con-
dition and character of the accuser and
accused. Every ce officer should bear
in mind that, although protected by law
in all acts authorized by law, if he over-
steps’ the legal boundary in the slightest
degree, he is then answerable to the law,
either criminally for the exercise of un-
due violence in 'orming an act, even
‘though lawful in itself, or civilly, when
damages may be recovered against him.

Obedience

Police officers should be impressed
with the necessity of absolute obedience
to all who are placed in authority over
them, and the rigid observance of every
regulation made for. their general con-
duct. - Such obedience and observance
must be regarded as essential to the ex-
istence of an efficlent police force.' They
should obey every order given them by
their superior officers without, for a mo-
ment, questioning’ the propriety of them.
They are not responsible for the orders
but for obedience to them. In yielding
obedience to them the humblest mem-
ber of the force may feel that by good
conduct and cheerful submission he may
rise tp be placed in authority to give
those orders he is now called on to obey.

As fo regulations, a single moment’s
reflection will teach that, where so.many
men of ‘different classes and habits are
enrolled in one service, some rules ap-
plicable to all are necessary for the pur-
pose of ensuring uniformity in discip-
line, action, conduct and appearance.
Therefore regulations exacthlg sobriety,
punctuality, cleanliness and many other
matters should be in force. The slight-
est disobedience in ‘one may beget a
bad example in others, and if this bad
example is followed by a few, it is cal-
culated to ‘disorganize and bring discred-
it upon the whole body.

Vigilance /

Police officers must feel the import-
ance of a steady constant endeavor by
vigilance to prevent crime, as much as
possible and not by negligence tempt
persons to commit it; as they would if
they fail in attention to their duties. The
police officer who keeps his beat free
from crime deserves more credit than,
the man who only counts up the num-
ber of convictions he has obtained for
offences committed within it. It is €rue
the latter makes more show than the
former, but the former is the best offi-
cer.. The great object of the law is to
prevent crime; and when many crimes
are committed in any particular dis-
trict, one is apt to suspect that there
has been something defective in the
amount of vigilance exercised over it.

Civility :

All persons should be treated with
the utmost civility forbearance and good
temper by the police. Whenever a ques-|
tion is asked by any person they should
not answer it in a short or abrupt man-
ner, but with the greatest possible at-

|

tention, avoiding, however, entering into
unnecessary conversation with anyone.
A civil question will frequently elicit a
courteous answer and valuable inform-
ation. Above all, ladies, foreigners,
strangers, and old people should be treat-|
ed with civility, and every person calling .
at a police station upon any business
whatever. .

Good Temper

Whatever duties they may be called
upon to perform they must curb thcirl
tempers. An angry officer is as unfit for, |
duty as a drunken one, and is incapable |
of exerciging that discretion which an
‘officer is so often called upon to exer-
cise. They should be civil and listen
respectfully to everybody who addresses
them; ‘and if occasionally they are re-
monstrated with for the course they may
be taking, they must not hastily jump
to the conclusion, as some officers do,
that, the person who so remonstrates,
wishes to obstruct them in the execu-
tion of their duties.

Conduct on Duty =

To become good and efficient officers
they should, when on duty, allow mno-
thing but their duties to occupy their |
thoughts.

They should studiously avoid all gos-
siping. They should not lounge about
as though their sole object was to amuse
themselves and kill the hours during
which the public has a right to their
best services, and during which constant
vigilance and attention to what is pass-
ing around them is expected from them.

Gentlemen,—The following remarks on
fire prevention and fire protection are
made at the suggestion of one of your
members and though I have been in-
specting fire risks for a good many years
I do not wish to pose as an infalliblel
authority. The suggestions may be taken.
for what they are worth and I hope they
will ‘be of some benefit to the com-
munity.

Fire Waste. ; :

If the public could be made to realize

serious as it would be in a wooden
building, the only différence being. that
the end walls, if of the parapet style
and without openings, make a good fire
stop in a range of buildings. To make
mercantile or factory buildings at all
safe from the spread of fire, the floors
should be of solid mill construction
without any concealed space, the plaster-
ing should be done on tlie wall itself
or on wire lathing, the elevators and
stairways should be in a brick shaft
going through the roof and cut off by
fire doors from the main building and
the windows should be of wire glass
with metal frames.

In such a building the firc can be con-
fined to one flat until it is put out by
the fire department.

or any other province I think they
would be more willing to support any
movement with regard to fire prevention
ar fire protection, but my expérience as
a fire insurance inspector leads me to
beliéve that not much more than one
man in every ten gives the matter a
thought. Merchants and owners of mills
and factories are generally willing to
carry out any reasonable suggestions
made by the fire insurance 'companies,
but apparently théy attach very little
importance to them :

Now as a matter¥pf fact the fire loss
in conflagrationg in this province is gen-
erally borne by the property owners and
the insurance companies in'about the
proportion of two to one, $2 by the
owners and $1 by the insurance coin-
panies, though in the'United States it
is more equally divided, an evidence
that 'more insurance in proportion to
values is carried there than here. At
the time of the St. John fire in 1877
the companies paid in losses about $6,-
000,000 and the loss to the citizens over
and above this amount was estimated
at $16,000,000. In Campbellton the dif-
ference was supposed to be a little less,
but I have no doubt this proportion
would apply to most conflagrations
which might occur here. This state of
affairs could be remedied to a great =x-
tent if co-insurance was more general.
In protected towns  insurance rates
should be fixed on the basis of 80 per
cent co-insurance, that is, a certain ‘rat:‘
should apply if the owner insured up to
80 per cent of the value .of his property
with an increase in rate as the percent-
age of insurance to -values decreased.
This would be better for both" the in-
surance companies and the owners of
property.

The companies which contributed to
the fire loss in Chicago in 1871; in Bos-
ton in 1872, and in later years in San
Francisco and Baltimore, are still pay-
ing losses and will be for some time, but
many of the property owners are ruined.
The larger fire insurance companies do
business all over the world, collecting
from. the people who do not have fires
to pay those who do: '

It is apparent that when the fire losses

concealed spaces between the floors and
in the walls a fire generally reaches
every part of it within a few minutes,
and a very heavy loss occurs. It is quite
a common thing to see new concrete or
brick buildings with mill floors almost
entirely ruined from a:fire standpoint
by open cuttings in the floors for eleva~
tors and stairways, and with wooden
sheathing on the walls... In factories and
in all buildings where large numbers of
“people are employed, dire¢t communica-
tion from floor to floor by elevators and
stairways should be prevented by law.
In such buildings and in theatres, pub-
lic halls and schools very little wood-
work should be allowed, and certainly
ne varnished sheathing  which burns
most rapidly.

Wire Glass Windows Best.

Wire glass windows with metal
frames should be in more general use
as in a building otherwise first-class,
fire may burn out of one window .into
the one above if the frames and shashes
are of wood. I saw. such a case a few
years ago in New York. A building
known as the Parker building, supposed
to be quite fireproof. with re-inforced
concrete floors and the stairways and
elevators outside, nine stories high and
containing more than a million dollars
worth of merchandise: in each flat,
caught fire, I think, on the second floor.

| There is generally enough combustible

material in any wholesale house to make
a bad fire, and in this case it burned
furiously, jumping from flat to flat
through the windows, which had wood-
en frames, until the whole building was
a total wreck. I had oceasion to spend
some hotirs in the building just opposite
and had a good opportunity to study
the effects of the fire. All that was left
was four badly damaged walls and a
mass of twisted iron.

There should be .a law to prevent the
erection of single brick chimneys which
are responsible for:a large share of
dwelling house fires. Hung chimneys
should certainly mot be allowed.

How Fires Are ’Stattcd.

Now a country would soon becowme
wealthy if there were no fire losses, apart
from forest fires; and most fires could!
be easily prevented. A fire chief makes
an inspection of the cellars and back-
yards in the business district of almost
any city and wonders why there are hot
more fires. Paper, straw, excelsior and
other rubbish are allowed to accumulate
in cellars, sometimes being swept down
the elevator shafts. Ashes are kept in
wood contrary- to law. Electric light
wires are twisted around each other and
are otherwise unsafe. Furnace pipes and
steam pipes are not properly protected
and many other evidences of carelessness
are found. A great many fires are et
by cigarette butts and quite a few are
the result of leaving sulphur matches
about where rats can reach them. Rub-
bish aceumulates quickly and becomes a
serious hazard, especially when itsgets
damp and I refrain from censuring the
owners and occupants of buildings too
severely, as allowing rubbish to collect
seems to be ‘a habit which most people
have, but it would pay every town to
have a by-law compelling é)eople to keep
their places fres of it and an inspector
to see that the law is carried out. People
would soon procure proper receptacles
for waste paper, etc,, and would appre-
ciate the changed conditions.

A gravitation system is much
to be preferred to any other if it can be
obtained, and next to that a pumping
system with elevated reservoir stand-
pipe, The gravity system is the cheap-
est to maintain and ig less liable to get
out of order than any other. If pumps
are used a good standard make of steam
pump is the best, and next to that suc-
tion gas, or gasoline. Electric pumps
are not looked upon with favor by the
insurance companies as there are so
many ways of putting them out of com-
mission during a conflagration. They

{ cate. In any case there should be dupli-
cate mains from the source of supply to
the distribution system, which should
be in the form of a gridiron, inter-com-
municating so that each hydrant will be
supplied from every direction. The sys-
tem should be symmetrical so that the
waler will flow to the best advantage
and the pipes crossing each other should
be joined by long turn elbows so as to
interfere as little as possible with the
fiow. Friction in small pipes is so great
and the pressure reduces so rapidly when
many hose streams are.reguired, that
it is extremely unwise to install the
smaller sizes. The cost of laying, dig-
ging the trenches, etc., is about the same
ag for larger pipes, the differénce in the
expense being the cost of the larger pipe
at so much a pound. An 8-inch pipe
though it does not hold twice as much
as a six inch, can discharge more than
twice as much, there is so much less
friction:and as the sizes increase the
difference is more marked.

Water Distribution in Towns.

There are two ways of laying out the
town distributoin of water systems, one
is to carry the larger mains through the
centre1 of the town to feed the town
cross pipes and I think this is the best
method. The other is to have the larger
pipes on the four sides of the town and
to feed the centre from them. A small
pipe may be large enough for a small
street with only a few two story dwel-
lings on it, but it should never be laid
as if it is a dead end it is apt to freezg
and if it is not a dead end it interferes
with the circulation of water more or
less in the whole distribution system. - |

There are manyp reasons for hnvipg!
hydrants close together, say within 200
feet of ' each other. It prevents the|
stretching of hose across-the streets, in-
terfering with street car traffic, it gives
a better pressure at the nozzle, the loss:
of pressure by friction in ordinary fire |
hose, not perfectly new, being about ten
pounds per one hundred feet when the;
pressure is high at the hydrant or en-;
gine, and it saves the hose. A good hy-
drant will last seventy-five years, but
‘hose lasts a very short time (especially
when teams have to cross over it) and
is expensive.

When a large fire occurs more than ten
hose streams are frequently required and
a hydrant pressure which has always
been thought good will often run down
five or more pounds per stream on ac-
count of the small size of the pipes in
the distribution. It is of great import-
ance to have a high pressure at every
hydrant, if only for one stream. With
such a system a great many fires are
put out in the early stages, but once a
fire assumes large proportions the water
system must have pipes large enough to
maintain the pressure with a dozen
streams playing or it is utterly useless.
For checking fires in the early stages
high pressure at the hydrant cannot be
over-estimated as where the pressure is
not sufficient to reach the third or fourth
story of a business building, it is fre-
quently fifteen or twenty minutes be-
fore a stream from a steam engine can
have water in the building and in ‘the
meantime the fire is getting out of hand.
In places where the hydrant pressure

to have portable fire engines; and motor
enginés run‘ by  gesoline are so- much
quicker than steam that I believe they
will ‘entirely supersede them. Motor-
driven chemical engines are of immense
value ‘and dre wsed in incréasing num-
‘bers in all the best departments in the
world. As powerful motor apparatus is
adopted more permanent men and fewer
call men are employed and this means
that the men go to the fires with the ap-
paratus and are ready to fight the fire
at once. Under the call system a hose
cart driver frequently finds himself at a
fire in the middle of the night with no
one. to help him connect the hose or turn
on the water. In cities with a water-
front a good fire boat .is = invaluable.
They can be equipped with pumps equal
in power to four or five steam fire en-
gines and can be connected to a street
main when too far from the fire to reach
it with hose thus increasing the hy-
drant pressure in the fire zone. These
pumps being close to the water have
an immense advantage over pumps
which have to lift the water as well as
throw it.

There is an improvement in the fire-
fighting apparatus of the different towns
in this province and in fact all over the
continent and the new buildings are of
a better character than the older ones,
but the fire losses are steadily on the in-
crease, due I think in a great measure
to the lack of municipal regulations as
to fire prevention. Let us hope that be-
fore long there will be a marked im-

provement in this regard.

Shows Much Interest in The Col-
lecion of Natural History

of the Natural History Society, and ex-
amined the museum. He was very much
interested in the collections and took
special interest in the old Gesnor collec-
tion, the geological branch of which con-
sists of a' collection of rocks and miner-
als from all over the province.' The col-
lection was made by Professor Gesnor
in 1889, and was the first geological sur-
vey made by the government of any of
the provinces. It consists of 2,116 speci-
mens, principally from this provinee, but
there are also specimens from all
of the world. It was, however, the col-
lection from the province in which Mr.

v Anouye was most interested.

Mr. Inouye accompanied Mr. Mcln- |
tosh around the city this mommg visit-
ing quarries and excavations in order to
get an idea’ of the formation of the
country. He is visiting America to|
study tlie economic geology of the coun-
try. He has been to Nova
Scotia, and will lesve here this .evening
for }a.llsboro, and from there he will go
to Quebec, after which he will. vigit thel
United States. Previous to coming to
these provinces, he visited Dr. Brock,
director of the Canadian geological sur-
vey in Ottawa, and bears letters of in-
troduction to the curators of the differ-
ent museums in the dominion.

Geological Society, which visited the
city this summer.
