Triumph For Biyan Doctrine

New York, Oct. 16—Former Senator 
Nelson W. Aldrich, of Rhode Island, last 
night attacked the Wilson administra­
tion’s currency bill, now before Con­
gress, which, he declared, embodied the 
theories of William J. Bryan. He de­
nounced the bill as unsound, socialistic, 
and revolutionary, characterizing it as 
“an endeavor to secure, by partisan legis­
lation, the triumph of the doctrines and 
principles which had received the repeat­
ed condemnation of the American people 
at the polls. He quoted from Woodrow 
Wilson’s writings to indicate that the 
president, in his earlier days, had enter­
tained beliefs contrary to provisions of 
the bill

“If the house bill should be enacted 
into a law,” Mr. Aldrich asserted, “Mr. 
Bryan will have achieved the purpose for 
which he has been contending for a de­
cade.”

Mr. Aldrich directed his strongest crit­
icism at the provision dealing with the 
issue of government notes and providing 
for a central government board with su­
pervision over the system as a whole.

upon the selection of the burial ground 
of the dead. Therefore, whçn Coreans 
are told by soothsayers that a certain 
spot is good for the burial place they 
do toot hesitate to take possession of the 
indicated ground.

Blackmail concerning tombs also is 
: frequent. The criminals first open the 
. tbmbs belonging to some wealthy fam­
ily, then remove the head of the corpse 
and hold it for ransom. In former times 
the blackmailer succeeded, as Coreans 
believe that the desecration of tombs 
brings woe to those who allowed them 
to remain in a ruined condition. Re­
cently'these crimes have decreased, ow­
ing to the activity of the police.

P.M. Abduction of Widows Popular
Mr. Kokubu has recorded another fav­

orite Corean custom, namely, the carry­
ing off by force of widows by bachelors 
who are unable to marry in the regu­
lar way on account of their poverty.

Influenced by Confucianism, Corean 
women in general believe that they are 
morally bound not to marry a second 
time. On the other hand, many men 
cannot marry on account of the great ex­
pense attached to the ceremony. These 
two conditions have combined to bring 
about abductions, which are very often 
nothing more than elopements. Im­
mediately a woman loses her husband 
some Don Juan in needy circumstimces 
is certain to undertake her rescue from 
widowhood. Accompanied by Mends, 
he goes to the woman’s house at mid­
night and bears her away. Afterward 
the marriage is announced at a banquet 
and nobody blames the abductor or^the 
abducted, who are supposed to be hap­
py forever afterward.
All Classes Marry Early

The investigation of crime and crim­
inals in Corea by Procurator Kokubu, 
and the tradition of the widow’s abduc- 
tionmled him to Study marriage customs 
to general. These he finds have not 
been changed by the annexation of the 
peninsula to Japan.

All classes of Coreans marry very 
early. Not infrequently one meets In 
Korea boys and girls of fourteen or fif­
teen already married. These boy and 
girl marriages are arranged by their par­
ents, the young people having no voice 
in the matter. The decision rests with 
an astrologer, to whom the parents of

a prospective couple £o for advice. If 
the astrologer' decides against the pact 
the matter Is dropped. If his advice be 
favorable presents are exchanged be­
tween the two families and the coming 
wedding is announced to the actual par­
ties to the alliance. They are, however, 
still ndt allowed to see each* other.

In Corea girls are kept to an “inner 
chamber” and are not allowed to go out 
They are entirely gut off from society, 
and consequently ère melancholy and 
unsociable. The wedding announcement 
is accepted by the prospective bride as 
heart-breaking news, for she has to leave 
hr own family and join strange people. 
On the wedding day she says good-bye 
to her parents and goes to the bride- 
groom’s house, c&rtied iq a Corean chair 
covered with a tiger’s skin* This the 
Coreans believe keeps away the «vil spir­
it. The bride is allowed to see her hus­
band for the first time only when the 
wedding ceremony is over, for during 
the ceremony her head is enveloped in a 
thick veil.

Madison, Wis., Oct. 16—Prof. Law­
rence Martin, who recently told, in the 
Scientific American, what he found in 
Alaska, now says that the advance of 
the Grand Pacific glacier, a large ice 
tongue near the Muir, in Alaska, has 
destroyed the new harbor which Canada 
acquired in August, 1912.

This harbor was formed by the melt­
ing back of a tidal glacier till it had 
crossed the international boundary, the 
fiord waxing as the glacier waned- The 
recession amounted to sixty miles from 
1794 to 1912.

In September, 1918, a party sent out 
by the National Geographic Society, un­
der Professor Martin, of the University 
of Wisconsin, found that the glacier had 
ceased to recede, but had advanced 
three-quarters of a mile in less than 
thirteen months. This advance obliter­
ated Canada’s new harbor.

In Tarr Inlet, near Grand Pacific 
glacier, the water is 1,400 feet deep, and

Montreal, Oct. JBr-The Guette says: 
The slump of iron pfd. on the Montreal 
market yesterday was the subject of 
considerable apprehension on the part of 
the many local holders of the corpora­
tion’s securities. The shares sold dur­
ing the morning board at eighty-nine as 
compared with Tuesday’s last sale. at a 
point higher while in the later trading 
the price fell sharply off to a low of 86, 
the lowest level since February 1909, 
when the stock sold at 72.

The lowest point reached during the 
present year was 98%, so that yester­
day’s closing level means a net loss of 
7% points since the commencement of 
the year. The sharp decline of the 
common stock of the company was also 
widely discussed, the closing level .of 42 
% being perilously near the lowest point 
reached in 1918. During the last few 
minutes of the afternoon session, a) 
further drop in value occurred, although 
no trading was recorded. The closing 
bid was 40, with sellers asking 41.

The performance of the two issues 
gave rise to the persistent rumors that 
the directors of the corporation con­
template passing the dividend on the 
common stock at the next quarter, and 
local brokers were strongly of the opin­
ion that this gossip would probably 
materialise In fact.

The selling of the pfd. came from 
Toronto, according to information from 
reliable sources, a fact that was con­
sidered peculiarly significant under the 
existing circumstances.

Just why talk regarding the possi­
ble cutting or passing of the common 
dividend should affect the value of the 
pfd. is rather difficult to understand 
and it is more Ukely that the fact that 
President Plummer is at present on his 
way to London to negotiate for new 
financing there, had the effect of depress­
ing the market for this class of the 
iron securities.

Vhilc it is known that the report of 
the corporation for the quarter ended 
Sept 80, was an excellent one for the 
company from the standpoint of produc­
tion, it is equally common knowledge 
that profits are smaller than a year ago 
and shipments not Up to the expecta­
tions of the management.

It is announced that strong pressure 
is to be bought upon the board of in­
terests which the former are bound 
to heed, to pass the dividend until the 
big steel industry Is In a more pros­
perous condition and trade more satis­
factory.

The corporation! head, on the other 
hand, Is loath to take this drastic step, 
fearing the effect on Canadian securi­
ties abroad and the unfavorable im­
pression such action would create in 
the foreign markets at a time when 
the prestige of the entire dominion is, 
so to speak, in the balance. The ac­
tion to be taken subsequently by the 
directors of the company is, of course, 
Impossible to prognosticate, although 
the action of both the pfd. and common 
stocks yesterday and for a day or two 
previously seems to indicate that it is 
the impression of holders of the shares 
that some unfavorable developments are 
in sight. The dividends on the pfd. 
stock, however, are believed to be se­
cure, although the new financing re­
quirements do not enhance the value of 
the security.

A n ib i epartment has to contend 
with the many evils a city is surrounded 
with, and in this contention, ‘should be 
absolutely free of politics, the root of all 
evil in the policing of cities and towns. 
A department without politics may yet 
be inefficient, but such a department 
controlled or even influenced by politics 
is sure to be inefficient or worse, to just 
such a d 
pub tical

No appointment or promotion of an 
officer, no expenditure of a dollar, and 
no action of the department regarding 
Z'.,c duties it is expected to perform, 
should be Influenced by any political 
personage or pobtical consideration, and 
the public must accept this as the actual 
condition necessary, before the expecta­
tion of an efficient department is to be 
realized.

The department head should be inde­
pendent at pobtical control, thereby 
creating his own atmosphere, which will 
permit of his resisting appeals for im­
proper favors, and wise politicians will 
soon learn they are not to be had. When 
the members of the force once realize 
that ' no political influence can help or 
harm them, they will gladly base their 
hope of promotion upon the proper per­
formance of their duties.

In cities and towns where the head 
of such a department is subjected to the 
influences directed by annually elected 
aldermen, it may be difficult to eradicate 
the desires of civic politicians to wield 
their influences for bad, but where the 
commission form of government exists, 
with its officials elected for four years, 
it is possible to secure that independence 
which is necessary and conducive to the 
estabbshment of an efficient administra­
tion.

The election of a commissioner who 
Is wilbng to accept the responsibility 
for an efficient force, carries with it the 
assurance of that commissioner that his 
energy will be directed towards the 
maintenance of an efficient force and no 
other, and if he succeeds in Installing 
and maintaining such a force during his 
term of office only, he will have accom­
plished such an amount of good as will 
repay him for his efforts, even though 
the cost be to him his defeat in a sub­
sequent election. . x . . . , , .

His (the commissioner’s) defeat might 
he secured through the machinations of 
the ruthless pobtical heeler who, irre­
spective of the type of Ms nominee or 
the voters who are desirous of having 
his nominee elected, relics to a certain 
extent upon the indifference displayed by 
many of the voters, and also appealing to 
the sympathies of those members of the 
public whose criticisms are generally 
directed against the police force. It may 
be possible to secure the re-election of 
the commissioner, if in the estabbshment 
of a police force the efficiency of such a

Police officers should avoid harshness 
and oppression, being Arm but not bru­
tal, and make only discreet use of their 
powers. In case of one person wishing 
to have another arrested, the officer 
should exercise his discretion, having 
regard to the nature of the crime, the 
surrounding circumstances, and the con­
dition and character of the accuser and 
accused. Every poli 
in mind that, although protected by law 
in all acts authorized by law, if he over­
steps the legal boundary in the slightest 
degree, he is then answerable to the law, 
either crimlnaby for the exercise of un­

performing an act, even 
though lawful in itself, or civilly, when 
damages may be recovered against him.

mWater Distribution in Towns.
There are two ways of laying out the 

town distributoin of water systems, one 
is to carry the larger mains through the 
centre of the town tb feed the town 
cross pipes and I think this is the best 
method.

gine, and it saves the hose. A good hy­
drant will last seventy-five years, but 
hose lasts a very short time (especially 
when teams have to cross over it) and 
is expensive.

When a large fire occurs more than ten 
hose streams are frequently required and 
a hydrant pressure which has always 
been thought good will often run down 
five or more pounds per stream on ac­
count of the small size of the pipes in 
the distribution. It is of great import­
ance to have a high pressure at every 
hydrant, if only for one stream. With 
such a system a great many fires are 
put out in the early stages, but once a 
fire assitmes large proportions the water 
system must have pipes large enough to 
maintain the pressure with a dozen 
streams playing or it is utterly useless.

For checking fires in the early stages 
high pressure at the hydrant cannot be 
over-estimated as where the pressure is 
not sufficient to reach the third or fourth 
story of a business building, it is fre­
quently fifteen or twenty minutes be­
fore a stream from a steam engine can 
have water in the building and in the 
meantime the fire is getting out of hand.

In places where the hydrant pressure 
is not strictly firstclass it is necessary 
to have portable fire engines; and motor 
engines rtin by gasoline are so- much 
quicker than steam that I believe they 
will entirely supersede them. Motor- 
driven chemical engines are of immense 
value and ire Used in increasing num­
bers in all the best departments in the 
world. As powerful motor apparatus is 
adopted more permanent men and fewer 
call men are employed and this means 
that the men go to the fires with the ap­
paratus and are ready to fight the fire 
at once. Under the call system a hose 
cart driver frequently finds himself at a 
fire in the middle of the night with no 
one to help him connect the hose or turn 
on the water. In cities with a water­
front a good fire boat is invaluable.
They can be equipped with pumps equal 
in power to four or five steam fire en­
gines and can be connected to a street 
main when too far from the fire to reach 
it with hose thus increasing the hy­
drant pressure in the fire zone. These 
pumps being close to the water have 
an immense advantage over pumps 
which have to lift the water as well as 
throw it.

There is an improvement in the fire­
fighting apparatus of the different towns 
in this province and in fact all over the 
continent and the new buildings are of 
a better character than the older ones, 
but the fire losses are steadily on the in­
crease, due I think in a great measure 
to the lack of municipal regulations as 
to fire prevention. Let us hope that be­
fore long there will be a marked im­
provement in this regard.

To become good and efficient officers

They should beware of being over- 
zealous or meddlesome.

They should be anxious 
to do their duty, but no more. A med­
dlesome officer who interferes unneces­
sarily upon every trifling occasion stirs 
up Ill-feeling against the force and does 
more harm than good.
Working Beats

The method of working beats should 
be frequently changed and the general 
public should not be permitted to as­
certain the system of working nor the 
hour of absence from a given spot.

The beat should be patrolled at 
about two and one half miles per hour 
and the following rules should be home 
in mind by the officers;—

To move sharply, and not slouch or 
look slovenly.

To answer all question with civility 
and good temper.

To act quietly and discreetly, not In­
terfering unnecessarily but when need 
arises showing firmness and discretion.

Not to leave the beat except in cases 
of fire, accident or other emergency, re­
turning as soon as possible.

To mark places likely to be attempted

Kinosuke Inouye, director of the im­
perial geological survey of Japan, arriv­
ed in the city on the Maritime Express 
this morning. He spent most of the 
morning with William McIntosh, 
of the Natural History Society, and ex­
amined the museum- He was very much 
interested in the collections and took 
special interest in the old Gesnor collec­
tion, the geological branch of which con­
sists of a collection of rocks and miner­
als from all over the province. The col­
lection was made by Professor Gesnor 
in 1889, and was the first geological sur­
vey made by the government of any of 
the provinces. It consists of 3,116 speci­
mens, principally from this province, but 
there are also specimens from all parts 
of the world. It was, -however, the col­
lection from the province in which Mr. 
-Inouye was most interested.

Mr. Inouye accompanied Mr- McIn­
tosh around the city this morning visit­
ing quarries and excavations in order to 
get an idea of the formation of the 

He is visiting America to 
study the economic geology of the coun­
try. He has already been to Nova 
Scotia, and will leave here this evening 
for Hillsboro, and from there he will go 
to Quebec, after which he will visit the 
United States. Previous to coming to 
these provinces, he visited Dr. Brock, 
director of the Canadian geological sur­
vey in Ottawa, and bears letters of in­
troduction to the curators of the differ­
ent museums in the dominion- 
Inouye is a member of the International 
Geological Society, which visited the 
city this summer.
