sidents of St. John. The fact that their .daily 
lives call for no special remark, is a favorable 
indication of their general law-abiding habits, and 
it mky be observed that in thie particular our 
colored citizens compare favorably with those of 
their own race in larger cities.

the advantages to be secured, by such a measure. 
We should hope that those who have undertaken 
to promote the scheme in the Legislature and in 
the Press will not allow their efforts to slacken, but 
will show by their earnestness, their information 
and their persistency that, having studied the sub­
ject in all its bearings and fully weighed its great 
importance, they are prepared to make some sacri­
fice of time and effort to bring about a consumma­
tion which many of the most intelligent of the pop­
ple already regard as most desirable and which all 
who are interested are willing to consider on its 
merits. To The Watchman it would appear that 
the advantages to be secure^ by a Maritime Union 
are mainly three-fold, as already stated—financial, 
political and social ; this, ho«4ver, not being 
strictly the order of their importance.

1. Doubtless, the several Provinces will be at 
less, expense in conducting the affairs of the country 
under one central Legislature and one Government • 
than under three. There will certainly he fewer 
high officers needed, though their salaries will he 
higher.

* «Iw THEIR SOCIAL POSITION.
In St. John, Carletoti, and Portland the number 

of co ored residents is about 300 souls, 200 of whom 
live i n the city. The majority of this number are 
old residents and their descendants. Some few of 
the parents were born in New Brunswick, as far 
back as 1795, while many of them were fugitives 
from slavery who came here in 1852. There are 
now living about 20 of these ex-slaves.

The occupations of our negro population include 
masons, plasterers, white-washers, restaurant keep­
ers, barbers, and sailors, many of whom are well 
off, ojwn property and have money laid by for a 
rainy day. As an instance of this fact we may 
mention that of a sailor having returned a few 
days since from a voyage of eighteen months with 
$400 saved during that time. Those of them who 
folio iv the sea for a living usually leave half their 
pay o support their families during their absence.

A timated by examples of thrift and economy in 
theii fellow citizens, the mass of the colored men

It consists, briefly, in curing the natural 
flowers, as they arc received from the garden 
or hot house, in a chemical preparation, of which 
certain acids are the principal ingredients. For 
this purpose hot house flowers are generally prefer­
red, on account of their dryness, as ordinary bell 
flowers and garden plants take a longer time in

A SPECIMEN OF .RAILWAY MANAGEMENT.

The manner in which the authority of the Gov­
ernment of Canada may be wielded to the in jury of 
individuals and the retarding of thé business of the 
country has been aptly illustrated at Point du Chene 
this season, where, through what appears to have been 
sheer malevolence, freight for one or two northern 
pdrts suffered for a time extraordinary detention.

Mr. J. B. Forster, formerly Station Master at the 
Point, early i.n the spring,—in fact, with the open­
ing of navigation and before it was possible for the 
Government steamer to pot in anjippearance,— 
pat-ftB-a-yillBg--ves6^urrnn as a packet, for the 
season, between Point du Chene and Kingston, 
calling at Richibucto. When he made application 

• for the freight received by rail, for Kingston and 
Richibucto, he was informéd by Mr. G. H. Pick, 
Station Master, that he was required to show a 
general order from the consignees before he could 
get freight at through rates, or otherwise. Mr. 
Forster, who was well informed on such matters,— 
after calling Mr. Pick's attention, unavailingly, to 
the fact that orders were necessary only for goods 
that were,not on a through bill of lading, as the 
form specified that the goods would be forwarded 
by any vessel running in connection with the rail­
way or whom the railway might charter,—went to 
Moncton and arranged with the Assistant Super­
intendent. On the 12th of May he succeeded in 
getting goods that were on a through bill of lading 
and at through rates; and this"continued until the 
8th June, up to which time the steamer could not 
take any freight for Richibucto or Kingston, being 
full for ports further north. There was then 
(June 8) a considerable amount of freight in

Purchase Act,” Hon. J. C. Pope takes quite a 
gloomy view of tKe matter. Mr. Pope says :—

The Proprietors’ Commissioner, of course, will do 
all in his power in their interest.

The Governor General of the Dominion is him­
self an extensive landed proprietor, and no doubt 
his nominee, the Right Honorable Mr. Childers, 
will not be a party to depriving the Proprietors of 
their Estates without fully indemnifying them. The 
result, therefore, will be that these two commission­
ers will.award such prices as thetenants will not be 
satisfied to accept. The Government, however, 
will have to pay whatever prices may be awarded, 
and will then become, themselves, the proprietors, 
and be compelled to enforce payments of rent, and 
arrears of rent (not an enviable position for a Gov­
ernment.) All the wilderness lands, barren lands, 
and swamps in the Island, the Government will be 
obliged to pay for, at any prices these two Commis­
sioners may name. The$800,000 which this Island is 
entitled to receive from the Government will 
irobably, be expended before two-thirds of thé 
ands shall be paid for, and the Government, with­

out any money on hand for the payment of lands, 
or means of raising it, will be càlled upon to pay a 
very large sum in addition to the $800,000 ; ar 
probably the Legislature, before many months, will 
have to be called together for the purpose of au­
thorizing the raising the amount required.

The Dominion Government and 
the Dominion House of Commons should .make 
laws and carry them out over the whole Do 
If it’s law for one Province, it is law for another, 
and there should be no secret attempt to fasten ob­
noxious regulations upon one Province by an Or­
der in Council not applying to the whole Do­
minion.

Nova Scotia appears to be spared, and New 
Brunswick alone dealt with. That is no guarantee 
that Nova Scotia will continue to be spared. If 
New Brunswick’s four northern counties had quiet­
ly submitted to the tax of a dollar for every 200 
pounds weight of salmon caught, then the next 
move would have been to apply some similar tax 
to the Bay of Fundy fisheries, and then,after a while, 
the Atlantic fisheries.

a year, without security.

The business in tobacco, etc., heretofore cooduct- 
ecl.hy John D. Robertson & Co., of this city, has 
been assumed solely by Messrs. William Peters and 
John Stewart, two members of the firm, who are 
now engaged in arranging the finances of the con­
cern. The shrinkage in tobacco,—previously allud­
ed to iu the Yi atchman,—has been very heavy, 
and tended to embarrass the operations of. the 
Robertson firm.

Messrs. F. & J. A. White, potterymen, who have 
now gone into bankruptcy, held a meeting of their 
creditors in November last, at which time their 
liabilities amounted to $17,000, when they got 
three years to pay fifty cents. Tlifey have not re­
duced their liabilities to any considerable extent 
since that date.

The St. John creditors of James E. Dickson ex­
pect to compromised about twenty cents.

Samuel Laughlin, liquor dealer, of Black Lands, 
Restigouclie, who owes principally in St. John, has 
gone into the Court. Liabilities $1,100.

William Forbes, of Grand Falls, who has assign­
ed, is a lumberman and general dealer. He owes 
about $25,000, of which éfmi $20,000 is due to a 
large lumber operator in York County.

George P. Mitchell & Son, of Halifax, one of the 
most conservative and reliable houses in Canada, 
have been compelled to call a meeting of their 
creditors and ask for time. They were engaged in 
thé West India trade, shipping fish out and import­
ing sugar, molasses, etc. They sold largely of 
West iRtlia goods in Halifax, and also largely in 
Montreal ; and it is through the dishonesty of a 
trusted agent*, who was also a relative, that the 
firm have been deprived of $200,000 of their assets. 
Halifax people, who are mainly interested, will 
probably extend to this house a generous considera-

The list of the liabilities of Robertson, McLeod 
& Co., dry goods, Halifax, has been distributed. 
They foot up $264,000, Mr. Charles Murdock claim­
ing for $118,000.

The failure of the banking house > of Duncan, 
Shermap&Co., New York, for about $6,000,009?has 
created a sensation. Had it occurred earlier in the 
year it might have effected St. John in 
somewhat. A considerable proportion of the Shook 
business of St. John last winter was done ok the 
strength of credits opened with this house, whose 
transactions with Cuba have already been large. 
Fortunately, however, all transactions in which St. 
John was interested had run off before the disaster 
occurred. The Union Bank of London, which was 
said to have been interested in Duncan, Sherman 
A Co., is well known in St. John, and one or two of 
our beet houses kept their accounts there. We are 
pleased to hear there is no truth in the Bank’s re­
ported suspension. The failure of D., S. A Co., who 
lost chiefly through railroad stock speculations, is 
understood to be a bad affair. We have also to note 
the failure of J. B. Ford & Co., book and newspaper 
publishers, of New York, a firm who had as partners 
several members of the Beecher family, including 
Henry Ward himself. This house pu 
Christian Union, whose “ chromos,” at least, 
well known in Canada. It must have cost Ford 
& Co. a fortunejto bring out their latest publication, 
“Christ in Art,” and the returns, we fear, have 
been very slow in coming in.

that the protection of the fisheries cost a great deal 
of money.

The fishermen may prepare themselves for a de­
termined struggle, for it must come. Beginning 
away up in New Brunswick with their obnoxious 
laws—applying different rules to different parts of 
the province, as, for instance, in Westmoreland, 
where the tax is only one dollar a wier, when wiers 
in other counties pay ten dollars of à tax, the Gov­
ernment have shown their hand too fully for any 
mistake as to their intentions.

Mr. Mitchell deals with the subject of the partial 
application of the fisheries law very well. He says 
in a letter to Mr. Smith : “ You refer to the large 
sums of money which have been spent in the culti­
vation and protection of the fisheries as a justifica­
tion for imposing a revenue tax upon certain 
classes df the fishermen of New Brunswick. I am 
not prepared to admit that the expenditure can be 
called large as compared with the important inter­
est it promotes. But assuming that you are right 
in the term you use, hâs the outlay not been made 
in each of the four Provinces, and more recently in 
Prince Edward Island ? Then why should one 
Province alone be affected by the tax your resolu­
tion imposes ?” With this branch of the subject 
Mr. Smith, in his answer to Mr. Mitchell, does not 
see fit to deal. This evasion confirms the belief 
that the policy of the Government is to so tax the 
fishery interests that they will be made to pay for 
the expenses incurred in their protection. This, 
we presume, is another application of the “ Com­
mercial Principles ” theory which Mr. Brydges ap­
plied to the rail wavs of the Màritime Provinces,

The General Feeling.—There is a conviction 
among business men that “ times ” must improve 
henceforth. Stocks of goods are being slowly 
though aurely reduced, and it is understood that 
imports will be light. The business done for the 
next twelve months will undoubtedly be light, but 
it will be comparatively safely done. We have pro­
bably reached the last of the heavy failures, though 
some weak firms may still be expected to retire, 
leaving.a larger field for those who may be able to 
weather tfce crisis. The most cheering feature of 
the industrial operations of our Province is the 
condition of the crops, which everywhere promise 
well, there being no failure reported in any 
quarter;

The Jewett Matter.—After a considerable 
amount of discussion among the creditors, who met 
in Boston during the week and gave a good deal of 
time to an examination of the affairs of this Estate, 
a settlement was reached, virtually the same as that 
agreed upon in St. John.’ The firms involved will 
get the six years, and t£n«fer of the property will 
be made as suggested by the St. John creditors, 
but the payments will be half yearly instead of 
yearly. There was at disposition among some of 
the creditors to throw the estate into bankruptcy, 
but this; fortunately, was over-ruled.

Breadstuff^.—The advance of $1 per barrel, 
which took place last week, has been follpwed by 
an inactive market, and a slight decline in prices.

Sportsmen!S’
The N. B. Government’s Timber Land Sales, 

—for the right to c*it timber and lumber until 1st 
July, 1876,—commence at Fredericton on Wednes­
day, Ang. 18. The North Shore berths, from the 
Restigouche River to the Nova Scotia boundary, 
will be offered on the 18th ; and on the following 
day the the berths from “ the Petitcodiac River to 
the Canada line,”—meaning, we presume, to the 
Quebec line,—will be put up. The latter include 
a number of berths in Westmoreland, Albert, 
Queen's, Charlotte, Sunbnry, and the up-river 
counties. They will not be very important sales. 
It seems to be understood that, owing to the dull 
times, the Local Government is having consider­
able difficulty in collecting stumpage from many of 
the lumber operators.

Accommodation to Bank Directors.—Among 
the published returns required from the Banking 
institutions of Canada is one showing the liabili­
ties of Directors to their own Banks. It is no­
ticeable that the Bank statements for June show a 
reduction of over $400,000 of such liabilities, as 
compared with the May statement, the full total of 
discounts showing a reduction of only one million. 
The Toronto Mail says “ directors have done ex­
ceedingly well, if the statement is to be relied on,” 
but it (lints that the law’s requirement is being 
evaded in some way.
