Toronto, May 14.—Toronto’s share of 
the street railway receipts for April 
was forty-one thousand dollars. The 
percentage has more than doubled in 
four years’ time.

Shreveport, La., May 14.—Seven peo­
ple are known to be dead and many 
others are injured as the result of a 
tornado which swept across northwest 
Louisiana last night. The little town of 
Gilliam, 25 miles north of Shreveport, 
was destroyed, and the town of Beiin- 
ger, on the east side of the river in 
Bossier parish, was badly wrecked.

Communication with the greater por­
tion of the storm-swept section is in­
terrupted, and it is believed that the 
later reports will increase the number 
of dead and injured. It is said that the 
work of destruction at Gilliam was 
complete, only two houses remaining 
intact. The town had a population of 
about 200.

The dead in Gilliam are said to be 
Mrs. J. T. Gariner and three negroes. 
Arthur Vaughan Is said to be badly in­
jured.

At Beiinger the dead are Mrs. 
Mitchell Davis and two negroes. Mrs. 
Davis’ mother is reported to be dying 
from injuries received. I» was reported 
that Oil City, in this parish, was wiped 
out by the tornado, but this rumor is 
probably untrue, although great dam­
age is thought to have occurred in view 
of the wrecking of a great many oil 
well derricks.

D. R. Ker has Just returned from a 
visit to the various branches of the 
firm of Brackman & Ker. He went as 
far as Edmonton, where the company 
has great works for the handling of 
their grain supplies.

Mr. Ker says that the prospects are 
that the coming season should be a 
record breaker in the matter of grain 
production. The sowing has been done 
under exceptionally good conditions. 
The growth has been good since the 
seed was committed to the ground, and 
the season has opened in excellent 
shape. The crop is at least three weeks 
ahead of last year, so that the pros­
pects for the year are indeed excellent.

Mr. Ker says that the prairies con­
tinue to attract settlers. There is a 
continual stream of people passing in 
and locating. The result is that things 
look exceedingly bright in that portion 
of the country, and the effect upon 
Victoria and the Pacific coast in gen­
eral must be to the advantage of all.

The G. T. P. is rushing work west 
of Edmonton on its main line, and are 
building a road which is a model one. 
The grades are very low, so that the 
new road will have special advantages 
in the carrying trade.

Mr. Kuf rçturhs from his trip highly 
elated over the outlook in the West tor 
the coining season,. The prospects are 
extremely bright he thinks.

Another tragedy of the West Coast 

would appear to be unfolded by a dis­
patch received from Clayoquot this 
morning. It involves the almost cer­
tain loss of two brothers named Harvey 
and Horace Waters, who five weeks 
ago set out from Victoria on a pros­
pecting trip up the Tahasas river.

The Indians in the neighborhood of 
Nootka report that for the last month 
the boat owned by the brothers Waters 
has been lying deserted at the mouth 
of the Tahasas river. It is loaded with 
a full cargo of supplies, a tent, and 
other equipment, which the men had 
brought with them to last during their 
prospecting trip. But the brothers are 
nowhere to be found. Surmise has it 
that they wandered through the thick­
ly wooded country and In some manner 
got lost. For four weeks past no trace 
has been found of either and during all 
that time the Indians in the vicinity 
say the boat has been lying at the wat­
er’s edge deserted.

This news of what is evidently an­
other tragedy was brought from Noot- 
ka to Clayoquot by the steamer Tees. 
A special dispatch to the Times states 
that there are no white men in the vi­
cinity to organize a search.

Prince Rupert, B. c„ May 10.—On 
Thursday morning the “first sod” was 
turned on the Pacific coast end of the 
G. T. P., when Ross & Carlson’s men 
set off several blasts, clearing away 
the tangle of roots and stumps covering 
the big rock bluff Just south of the 
wharf, preparatory to drilling the big 
cut through this rock, which will be 
the heaviest on this section. There is 

. practically no soil on this section, 
nothing but a coating of decayed vege­
table matter, and the balance 
rock.

Under the 
contract, Capt. Troup added, October 
is her month for sailing, and he did not 
think it would be necessary to make 
any change in the date. She will be 
running during the latter part of the 
year betvyeen Vancouver and Seattl^ 
direct, or to the American port via 
Victoria, as the company may desire. 
The vessel, he declared, was all that 
had been said of her and more.

“She will be far ahead in her ap­
pointments, accommodations and speed 
to any of her type on the Pacific 
coast,” said the captain, with obvious 
pride. She has three funnels and 
berths for upwards of fifteen hundred 
people.

Optimism in Railway Circles— 
Worst of Depression Stage 

is Passed.

Montreal, May 13.—The traffic earn­
ings of the C. P. R. for the week end­
ing May 7th, totalled $1.156,000, as com­
pared with $1,482,000 for the same week 
a year ago, a decrease of $316,000.

While the earnings of both the C. P. 
R. and the G. T. R. are again recorded 
as showing a decline for the first week 
of May, there is a distinct feeling of 
optimism in railway circles that the 
worst of the period of depression has 
passed. It is pointed out by several 
railway financial men that while the 
figures being shown week by week 
during this year were much below last 
year’s return)!, these could hardly be 
accepted as a fair criterion, since the^ 
early part of last year was the most 
phenomenal period of railway progress 
ever known in Canada. It is not ex­
pected that at any time this year the 
earnings will approach those of 1907, 
but the figures showed that the rail­
ways of the Dominion are holding their 
own and not showing any retrograde 
steps so far\ as this 
cemed.

Third Vlce-Presidet Odgen, of the 
C. P. R., in charge of financial matters, 
takes a decidedly optimistic view of 
conditions. He pointed out in an in­
terview that although Canada’s rail­
ways were far behind last year’s 
figures, they are still doing a pretty 
good business, and there is every 
prospect of a fairly good summer, 
present conditions being only a tem­
porary incident.

This, of course, would not look big 
as compared with the remarkable re­
turn of last year, but it was not a 
matter to cause worry on any side.

This favorable view, Mr. Ogden re­
marked, was strengthened by reports 
coming in every day of splendid seed­
ing conditions in the west. Mr. Ogden 
remarked that by early fall the C. P. R.

The Department of Mines', In con­
junction with the American Museum 
and Natural History, has arranged for 
an interesting exploration to be under­
taken by V. Stefanssbn, at Coronation 
Gulf, east of the Mackenzie river. This 
investigation will have three phases— 
ethnological, geographical and mineral. 
Mr. Stefansson and a companion will 
spend a couple of years with the 
Esquimaux of this region, studying 
their habits, particularly of those who 
have never come in contact with white 
people, and obtaining geographical in­
formation and data as to the occur­
rence of minerals. This exploration will 
be watched with considerable interest 
in scientific circles in Canada and the 
United States. Mr. Stefansson is a 
well-known explorer and ethnologist, 
and accompanied Capt. Mikkelson on 
his exploratory trip to the Arctic in the 
steamer “Duchess of Bedford” two 
years ago.

Canea, Island of Crete, May 12.— 
After nearly 11 years of occupation the 
four powers that have had in hand the 
protection of Crete; Great Britain, 
Russia, France and Italy, have decided 
that the people of the island, under 
the able administration of the Grecian 
commissioner, Alexander Taseamis, 
have settled down sufficiently to justi­
fy the withdrawal of the international 
troops. The soldiery will be removed 
from the island by degrees.

In 1896 Crete was governed by Tur­
key. In that year an effort was made 
on the part of the population, aided by 
Greek troops, to free the island from 
Turkish rule and annex it to Greece. 
This was opposed by the four powers 
mentioned above, who established a 
perfect blockade of the island. In 1898 
the powers constituted Crete with its 
adjacent isles an autonomous state 
under a high commissioner of the 
powers, subject to the suzeranity of 
Turkey, bpt without tribute. Crete has 
a mixed population of 135,000.

Port Townsend, May 12.—Aided by 
two secret service men United States 
District Attorney Elmer E. Todd suc­
ceeded in obtaining a confession from 
James H. Holt, alleged murderer of 
Clarionettest Henry Johnson late last 
evening. The bloody impressions of 
Holt’s right hand on the mop handle 
which had been used to mop up Johm 
son’s blood is one of the clues which 
the secret service man presented to 
Holt in his cell.

The detective while in the cell wept 
copiously and it is said told Holt of 
the conclusive evidence against him 
and how' sorry he was for him, thus 
succeeding in getting a partial con­
fession from the prisoner which im­
plicates both Knight and Greble, two 
of Holt’s friends. When confronted 
with the statement that Holt had con­
fessed and implicated Knight, the lat­
ter said: “Weil I’m not afraid to die 
or afraid of the gallows, but I don’t 
want any dirt thrown at me. Three 
of us committed this murder and we 
divided the money.”

When asked who the other two were 
Knight replied: “I did not mention 
any names, I only said there is three 
of us.” It is generally believed here 
it is a one man crime.

public it would be clothed with de­
cency.”

In the wide range prescribed by cus­
tom as coming within its scope,. the 
Grand Jury doubtless finds many 
things upon which it feels like express­
ing an opinion, and perhaps a refer­
ence to the exacting work of the daily 
journalist is as proper and as profitable 
as any. There is no doubt that the 
body of gentlemen comprising^ the 
Grand Jury were actuated by high fcno- 
tives, and this being the case their 
presentment is entitled to considera­
tion: Very often criticisms of the kind 
contained in the above extracts come 
from sources so gross and sensual that 
they are useful only in contributing to 
the humor of the day. Given, however, 
that the jury were sincere, the subject 
can be frankly discussed without any 
hysteria or prudishness.

For this reason we think that the 
nervous haste of the Colonist this 
morning in pleading **not guilty” and 
in justifying its failure to publish the 
news^because it is sometimes nasty, is 
rather unfortunate. How many cases 
which come before the police magis­
trate, for instance, are not “of an un­
pleasant nature?” Would a Jive news­
paper be justified in suppressing all po­
lice court news because of that fact? 
For instance, not many weeks, ago the 
city press published the details of an 
underworld case which exhibited shock­
ing degeneracy in two of the principals 
involved. More recently a case was 
heard hi which the details were less re­
volting, but the - principals were men 
widely .known and of standing in the 
community. Is ft contended that it is 
fair for-a. newspaper to pçint -tall the 
facts in the one case when thef parités 
are poor, obsciire and defenceless and 
to suppress them in the other, when 
they are possessed of both wealth and 
influence? This conveniently flexible 
standard has always seemed to the 
Times t<r-be contemptible, and it be­
comes nauseating when it is claimed as 
a virtue instead of being admitted as 
unjust and cowardly.

Ottawa, May 14.—“Right or wrong, 

no surrender,” is the determined atti­
tude taken by the opposition members 
after another caucus this morning on 
the present deadlock over tliè election 
bill.

Cowichan lake branch of the E. & N. 
railway being built. The company is 
prepared to undertake the work just 
as soon as the lumber companies own­
ing limits in the valley are prepared to 
give assurances that they will finish 
the line with the carrying of the logs 
to the mills at the coast.

At the present time the method of 
transporting the logs is by the primi­
tive one of floating them down the river 
at the time of high water. This way 
of doing the work is not regarded as 
an economical one. On the contrary, it 
is attended with very heavy loss in th 
course of the year. A large number of 
the logs get stranded and it is an ex­
pensive operation to liberate them. 
Donkey engines are even now in use 
to set the logs free from becoming em­
bedded in the sand along the course.

In spite of all that is done there is à 
heavy loss to the companies. To over­
come this the best system would be to 
ship the logs to the mills by rail. The 
means for doing this the E. & N. is 
prepared to provide, 
companies will use the line the cost 
in the opinion of railway offiicals, 
would be no more than what it is at 
present, when the loss is taken into 
account

In other ways there would be ad­
vantages in having the logs carried by 
rail. The floating of logs is attended 
with heavy loss in connection with the 
fish life. The spawning beds are in­
terfered with and the supply of fish 
materially curtailed. The C. P. R. is 
interested in preserving the Cowichan 
fishing grounds and for this reason it 
is anxious to have the depletion occa­
sioned by the floating of logs doWn the 
stream done away with.

The company is looking gorward to 
making the Cowichan river one of the 
great attractions on the Island, and for 
this reason seek to do away with any­
thing which will destroy the fish there.

The timber resources of Cowichan 
valley are second to none oh the Island. 
R. Marpole, general executive assistant, 
who has come into close touch with the 
various parts of the coast, says that 
the timber of that portion of the Island 
is unexcelled. Removed from the ef­
fects of the storms which so often are 
encountered on the ,‘coaltit 
develops to its fullest, free tfom flaws 
which are so often teupdltn trees in 
coast limits.

The timber resources of the valley 
are sufficient, it is estimated, to pro­
vide freight for the branch line for a 
quarter of a century. Under all the cir­
cumstances it is more than likely that 
an arrangement will be arrived at 
within a short time whereby the branch 
to Cowichan lake will be built.

The line would be a great boon in the 
way of transit travel. Th attractions 
which the lake have are at the present 
time known only to comparatively fey. 
owing to the fact that the means of 
reaching it are .too expensive and too 
slow. With a railway line in existence 
there would be a heavy trade built up.

Af­
terwards he had examined the stomach 
and found traces of morphine there. He 
had dissected the brain, which had 
been handed to him by Dr. Poole, and 
found that it also contained morphia.
He obtained crystals from the brain 
amounting to over half a grain. One 
grain of morphine might prove fatal, 
the medical dose being from one-eighth 
to half a grain. He had not analyzed 
the amount contained in the stomach, 
but felt sure there was enough in the 
whole body to cause death. If a man, 
having taken morphine, got into such a 
state that he could not be wakened up, 
he was very far advanced, and unless 
means of restoration were promptly ap­
plied he would die. Dr. Poole testified 
to the post-mortem examination of 
Black’s body. He had thought at 
first that the man had died from heart 
failure, due to alcoholism. The size of 
the heart was above- the normal, 
weighing about 16 or 17 ounces; but 
on further examination he concluded 
that he had probably died from poison­
ing, as there was plenty of morphine 
to cause death. It would operate in 
about 15 minutes after it was taken.
Mr. Martin submitted that there was no 
evidence against the accused. The fact 
that the man died was admitted, but 
even if poison were given, what was 
there to show that the accused had 
given it arjy more than anyone else in 
the house. Even admitting that the 
poison had come from the wine bottles, 
the accused stated that she had left

Alberni, May 12.—In the course of an 
arranged itinerary through the Island, 
Messrs Brandrith and M. Smith arrived 
here on the 7th, inst. In the afternoon 
of the 8th, in an orchard in town, Mr. 
Brandrith gave a practical demonstra­
tion of fruit tree planting, pruning and 
training. Every point was dealt with 
from the aspect of how to make a com­
mercial success of fruit growing. Many 
questions by the interested audience 
brought out much valuable informa­
tion from Mr, Brandrith’s long person­
al experience. He recommended the 
habit of branching trees low down on 
the stem and the use of special tools 
to cultivate close to the trees, such as 
Clark’s cutaway discs and extension 
harrows, and harness adjusted to do 
away w^th the use of single trees on 
implements.

For use on trees to prevent apple 
bark disease he advised the use of the 
Niagara brand of spray. This consists 
of lime and sulphur, without the salt 
formerly udkd and cooked at a tempera- 
ture of 310 obgrees. i

At the close of the meeting Mr. 
Brandrith, who is the secretary of the 
B. C. Fruit Growers association spoke 
of the good work done by that body 
and urged those interested in horticul­
ture to Join. He mentioned that when 
the association was at first in a very 
small way it had brought into the pro­
vince at a large expense an expert 
fruit packer whose instructions had 
proved of the very greatest benefit. 
It had then turned its attention to pro­
viding for the members a supply of all 
material for fruit tree spraying at the 
lowest jwholesale prices and of guaran­
teed ptirity. Succeeding in this it had 
now gone into the question of paper 
for fruit packing and as an illustration 
of the present extent and Influence of 
the association he instanced the fact 
that it Bad to-day orders for over eight 
tons of -this paper from Its own mem­
bers.

An indoor meeting was held in the 
evening in Brandt’s hall which was 
addressed by both gentlemen. Maxwell 
Smith, dominion fruit inspector and 
secretary of the Northwest fruit 
growers association spoke briefly on the 
nature and scope of his official work 
and in respo ie to questions, dealt 
with the whole question of fruit grow­
ing generally.

He endorsed Alberni as a fruit grow­
ing district and gave it as his deliberate 
opinion based on his own observance of 
the soils in the eighborhood and his 
knowledge of th" climatic conditions, 
that the great bulk of the valley was 
well adapted for fruit growing. Asked 
to suggest varieties adapted to the soil 
and climate, he recommended Wealthy, 
Grimes Golden, Jonathan, Northern 
Spy and If a fifth were needed, King 
of Tompkins County. He believed the 
Jonathan was less subject to the bark 
blight disease which appeared so pre­
valent among the local orchards. A 
hearty vote of thanks was tendered to 
the speakers of the evening.

Farmers’ Insurance.
At the same îeeting C. S. Hubbs, 

manager-secretary, of the Mutual Fire 
Insurance company of B. C., spoke. He 
explained th : his company was purely 
a mutual o-e and every policy holder 
was a member of the company. They 
do not take risks in town or cities nor 
any one risk -above the value of $2,500 
hence their operations are confined 
practically to farmers and other 
country residents. By combining to­
gether in this way farmers were en­
abled to get their insurance at actual 
cost instead of having to pay higher 
rate to help out the greater risks in 
cities.

The company wag now in a strong 
position with 1150 members and a large 
and rapidly increasing business. He 
advised the farmers of the district to 
support a company which was in a 
position to cater specially to their 
needs.

A late bulletin (No. 150), issued from 
the labratory of the Inland Revenue 
Department at* Ottawa, contains the re­
sult of the examination of A. McGill, 
the chief analyst of samples of canned 
salmon.

New England, and far outnumbering 
all other citizens of foreign birth with­
in this part of the United States—ten­
der respectful and hearty thanks to 
His Excellency the President and to 
the Honorable the Senate, for the rati­
fication of the arbitration treaty with 
Great Britain.

"This action is to the signers an ad­
ditional proof of the development of 
that cordial good feeling and that de­
sire to promote the real interests of 
humanity which have of late years 
marked the relations between the two 
great countries which lead the world in 
the practical application of the princi­
ples of true democracy to the solution 
of national and of international prob­
lems alike.

"It is almost superfluous, therefore, 
to do more than allude to the statement 
lately made by some of our Irish-Amer­
ican fellow-citizens that the govern­
ment and people of the British Empire 
are unfriendly to this country. On the 
contrary, there exists among all Brit­
ons, in every part of the world, a warm 
and true friendship and admiration for 
the government and people of the Unit­
ed States, and this, to an extent un­
matched in any other nation. Abun­
dant proof of this fact is furnished by( 
the history of the relations between the 
United States and the British Empire 
within recent years, and the eager de­
sire of Britons in every part of the 
world to welcome and salute the United 
States fleet on its present historical 
cruise is sufficient to establish beyond 
the peradventure of a doubt the exist­
ence of this admirable state of feeling.

Mr. Maclean said they had the evi­
dence oil Eva McDaniels herself as 
given at the inquest, that she and Black 
had drunk the three bottles of wine to­
gether. If, as his learned friend said, 
someone else had put morphine in the 
wine, it was strange that she had not 
also died. There were two motives that 
might have led her. One was robbery. 
Probably she did not intend to kill him, 
but Just to put him to sleep to get his 
money; or more probably she gave it 
to him in order that she might leave 
him for awhile and resort with other 
companions.

Mr. Justice Morrison said that in a 
case where there had been no inten­
tion to commit murder, but where 
death ensued, it might be manslaugh­
ter. A poisoning case was one of the 
most difficult that could come before a 
Jury. The chain of circumstances must 
be iftibroken in order to prove guilt. Had 
she an exclusive opportunity to com­
mit the crime? The case,was remark­
able in a negative way, and the circum­
stances one would look for in such a 
case were all left out. No motive could 
be attributed. In his view there was 
no substantial evidence against the 
prisoner.

Almost every day new moves are 

made by the C. P. R. looking to the 
making of Victoria a great tourist re­
sort. The environs including the whole 
of Vancouver Island are being exploit­
ed by the company with the object in 
view of providing for the guests of the 
Empress hotel recreation and sport 
during continued stays in the city. 
With this object in view provision is 
to be made on the COwichan river for 
reserving good fishing for tourists.

R. Marpole, who was in the city yes­
terday, took occasion to correct a mis­
taken idea Which had got abroad con­
cerning the reserve to be made there. 
Only a very short section of the river 
is to be kept for the guests of the rail­
way company who go there to enjoy 
fishing. About seven or eight holes 
within about four or five miles will be 
the extent of the reservation from the 
general public.

The decision to keep a small portion 
of the river for tourists is deemed ab­
solutely necessary it the C. P. R. Is to 
keep faith with its patrons. At the 
present time Mr. Marpole says the C. 
P. R. is advertising Vancouver Island 
as one of the great attractions to fish­
ermen and hunters. The Cowlchan riv­
er and the Campbell river are two 
streams which, he says, are unexcelled 
in the world to-day. They differ entire­
ly in the class of sport. A reservation on 
the Campbell river is not deemed nec­
essary. There the tyee salmon Is taken 
making the river unique among the re­
sorts of the world. The fisherman takes 
this fish right in the stream.

The Cowichan. river is an entirely dif­
ferent proposition. There sportsmen at­
tracted by the fishing to be enjoyed 
have purchased land adjolningj the good 
fishing pools and posted notices on 
their land against trespassing. Thus 
the river bank on one side of the 
stream has been reserved from use by 
tourists. Unless something were done 
at once there was danger of the best 
ground being all taken up by private 
parties. The C. F. R. were in danger 
of being put in the unenviable position 
of misrepresenting to tourists the sit­
uation. Advertising in the old land and 
the east the great fishing to be found 
in Cowichan valley their guests might 
come here only to find that the best 
fishing ground was all shut out from 
them and the C.P.R. would be charged 
with failing tç keep faith with its 
guests.

The steps taken by the compafiy will 
overcome all this. The plan to be car­
ried out will include a footbridge across 
the Cowichan not far from Sahtlam. 
From that point a trail will be con­
structed along the opposite side of the 
river from which the majority of the 
private reserves are, at present. The 
trail will touch at eight or nine good 
fishing pools and will run for a dis­
tance of about four or five miles. These 
points will be kept for the guests of the 
C. P. R. so that faith may be main­
tained with tfie public who may be led 
to patronize the company's hotel.

The company has not in view the 
erection of buildings there. The idea is 
to allow the visitors from the Empress 
to utilize, the hotels at Duncans which 
are first class ones. There are good 
livery barns there also, so that guests 
may reach the fishing grounds in good 
shape.

High Grade Ore From the Crescent 
Mine for the Trail Smelter.Dominion

Phoenix, May 12.—The ore shipments 
from the Granby mines for the month 
of April were 87,202 tons, considerably 
less than the record of March but 
greater than for any month previous 
to March. The decrease from the 
March 'tonnage was the result of one 
or more of the furnaces being out of 
commission while being connected up 
with the new steel flue dust chamber. 
The shipments from the Granby mines 
for the first four months of 1908 were 
351,784 tons as compared with 201,- 
001 tons shipped during the same 
months of 1907.

The Crescent, one of the high grade 
ore mines in Skylark camp, shipped 30 
tons of gold silver ore to the Con­
solidated smelter at Trail on Saturday. 
The last ore shipped from the Cres­
cent was sent to the Trail smelter in 
February and is said to have run about 
$100 per ton in gold and silver.

After a tie-up of six months the B, 
C. Copper Company’s mines are again 
in operation, the whistles of the 
Mother Lode, Emma and Oro Denoro 
are blowing regularly and many miners 
have started to work so there is re­
joicing throughout the Boundary.

He 
suggested sending a letter to each of 
the owners affected offering them the 
amount that Messrs. Northcott and 
Devereaux had agreed upon.

As far as the cost 
was concerned he pointed out that it 
would in any event fall upon the peo­
ple whose property was affected. The 
mayor was empowered to have the so­
licitors issue letters as suggested by 
Mr. Mann, and the matter of the pay­
ment to Mrs. Patton was referred to 
the finance committee.

Aid. Hall complained of the width of 
the sidewalk on Humboldt street, be­
tween Government and Douglas. It was 
ten feet wide,, which he thought re­
presented a waste of money. This side­
walk might Just as well have been a „ 
few feet narrower.

Aid. Henderson said that this side­
walk had been made ten feet wide with 
the expectation of the street becom­
ing a business one.

Aid. Pauline drew attention to the 
volumes of black smoke that poured 
forth from the smoke stack of the Em­
press hotel. This he said not only af­
fected the health of those living in the 
neighborhood, but also destroyed their 
household goods.

NEW COMPANY FORMED. it. -A by-law such as this should have 
the moral support of the people, or it 
would not be worth the paper it was 
written on. There was a Dominion law, 
but the provincial authorities had not 
tried to enforce it as yet. As far as the 
Dominion law was concerned it was in 
a most unsatisfactory condition, and 
no one yet knew exactly how far it 
could be enforced. In Winnipeg, where 
an attempt had been made to do so, 
there were hundreds of cases piled up 
and no decision had been given on the 
several points involved. There had 
been no agitation in British Columbia 
or in Victoria in particular to warrant 
the passage of Sunday legislation, such 
as provided by this by-law. It was not 
right to assume that the few speakers 
theÿ had heard earlier in the evening 
and the few people whom they repre­
sented were a majority of the people 
of the city. He was satisfied that if 
they tried to enforce the by-law trou­
ble would arise, and the matter would 
be taken to the courts. If it were car­
ried out it would mean discrimination, 
for some would be allowed to do busi­
ness in the city on Sundays while 
others would be debarred. If the by-law 
was such an important matter why 
had it not been brought up a couple of 
months before the election, when it 
could have been made an issue in the 
campaign. The mover of this by-law 
and those behind him would be doing 
better to place the matter before the 
people and get an expression of popu­
lar opinion on it, before bringing it to 
the council. Last week this measure 
had been rushed in by Aid. Gleason,land 
the week before he had tried the same 
thing with a by-law to raise the liquor 
licenses. That was not the way to do 
business. He bad spoken his mind on 
this by-law a week ago, when it was 
being hurried through, and still found 
himself unable to> support it.

Clause Goes Out.
A vote on the amendment to strike 

out clause 4 was then taken, and Mayor 
Hall said he was afraid the amendment 
was carried. A show of hands was 
then agreed to, and the following voted 
in favor of the amendment: Aid. Cam­
eron, Senderson, Pauline, McKeown, 
Hall and Mable. Those against were 
Aid. Gleason, Fullerton and Norman.

City Solicitor Mann then pointed out 
that the section struck out had includ­
ed provision for the closing of pool and 
bililard rooms, and such places on 
Sunday as well as at midnight on other 
days of the week, and suggested that 
it was open to the mover to bring in an 
amended section relating to these. This 
Aid. Gleason will do.

Clause 5 was allowed to stand over, 
as it hinges on the preceding one. Aid. 
Henderson again took objection to the 
wording of clause 6, pointing out that 
it opened the way to all kinds of ways 
for circumventing the provisions of the 
by-law regarding the closing of billiard 
and pool rooms, etc., after midnight 
and on Sundays, as it was expressly 
provided that this clause should not 
apply to entertainment for charitable 
or public purposes, or by private or fra­
ternal organizations.

City Solicitor Mann said this objec­
tion was well founded, and this section 
will be redrawn.

The committee then arose and the 
by-law will be further considered at 
some further meeting.

Times to the effect that this by-law 
had not been considered by the health 
and morals committee before being in­
troduced into the council. This was 
wrong, it had been. The Colonist, how­
ever, had gone a good deal farther, and 
had imputed wrong motives to him in 
his action in introducing the measure 
to the council. Every one in public life, 
however, must expect these things 
from the newspapers.

The matter was allowed to drop for 
the moment, but came up later when 
Mayor Hall made an explanation in 
connection with it. He said that the 
by-law as introduced had not been 
read before the committee. A draft of 
it had been, and had been referred to 
the city barrister, by whonK^t had been 
revised. The revised draft had been in­
troduced to the council by Aid. Gleason 
without being read before the health 
and morals committee. He only said 
this in fairness to all parties.

Aid. Gleason moved that clause 4, 
over which the hitch occurred the week 
previous, should pass.

Aid. Henderson moved in amendment 
that it do not pass, and a discussion 
started which lasted an hour.

This clause reads as follows: “Save 
as to restaurant and tavern licenses, 
the licenses referred to in the next pre­
ceding section, and the licenses Issued 
under the revenue by-law for the time 
being in force for all shops except for 
the sale of milk, drugs and medicines 
shall be issued good for week days 
only.” The next preceding section re­
ferred to was so worded as to include 
such places as fruit and cigar stores, 
as well as billiard and pool rooms, 
bowling alleys, skating rinks, dance 
halls or other places of amusement.

Aid. Pauline Opposes.
Aid. Pauline set the ball rolling. He 

said his mind had not changed during 
the week, and he must vote against 
the closing on Sunday of such places 
as sold milk, fruit and perishable goods 
of that nature. The argument that the 
keeping open of these places on Sun­
day forced employees to work that day 
against their wills was baseless, or 
nearly so. In most cases the people 
who conducted places such as were af­
fected did not employ assistants, so 
that very few people at most were af­
fected. On the other hand the closing 
of these places on Sunday would mean 
a serious loss to such of them as sold 
perishable goods.

By-Law Was Premature.
Aid. Henderson said the by-law was 

premature. Until the provincial gov­
ernment undertook to put into force 
the Dominion Sunday observance law 
he did not think the city should move 
in the matter, and deprive its citizens 
of the privilege of buying such neces­
saries or luxuries as one saw fit to call 
them, such as fruit and cigars on Sun­
day. For himself he saw no harm 
whatever in this. ButJ:he by-law would 
make a crime of an innocent act. The 
keeping open of such places on Sunday 
did not affect those who did not care 
to patronize them. While a believer in 
Sababth observance, he was also a be­
liever in personal liberty, and whether 
a person should patronize such places 
on Sunday should be left with that per­
son's conscience. Although he had been 
assured to the contrary, he felt certain 
that the by-law would interfere, with 
other businesses than those specifically 
designated, for such establishments as 
livery stables and transfer companies 
also operated under a civic license. 
With other portions of the by-law'he 
was in thorough accord. Referring to 
an argument advanced |n favor of the 
closing of fruit stores, etc., on Sunday 
by a clergyman at the meeting previ­
ous to-the opening of the proceeding to 
the council to the effect that the fact 
that such places were doing business 
was an inducement to children to spend 
the money given them for collection at 
Sunday school for candy, he character­
ized it as silly and abusrd. The child 
who would do this and go home and 
tell its parents that it had put the 
money on the collection plate would be 
quite as likely, if these places were 
closed on Sunday, to put the money In 
its pocket and tell the same story to 
its parents and spend the money the 
same way on Monday. He wanted to 
see Victoria a good moral comiriunity, 
but instead of anything being effected 
in this direction by the passage of such 
a by-law as Aid. Gleason proposed, the 
opposite result would be produced, for 
many people would say the churches 
were carrying things too far and would 
break away from them.

Ut Prince Rupert, B. C., May 6.—Tenders 
for clearing the remainder of the town- 
site of Prince Rupert, something over 
450 acres, were opened by James H. 
Bacon, harbor engineer, Grand Trunk 
Pacific, at noon on Monday, and the 
contract awarded Messrs. Irwin, John­
ston & Compbell, of Vancouver, B. C„ 
their tender being the lowest. Just what 
their figure was cannot be ascertained 
at present, but it is reported to be in 
the neighborhood of 375 an acre.

Several contractors arrived by the 
Camosun from Vancouver, and quite 
a few have been on the ground for some 
time awaiting the announcement that 
the remainder of the land wag to be 
cleared. They came from all over — 
Vancouver, Seattle, Bellingham, the 
Kootenays, and even Yukon being re­
presented. The competition was keen, 
and the prices were cut pretty close. 
One firm which cleared over six hun­
dred acres last winter, tendered for the 
new work at 380 per acre, but was out­
bid. The terms of the contract are 
practically the same as those required 
of the contractors who did the clearing 
last winter, with a few exceptions. The 
timber is to be cut close, grubbed, and 
all refuse burned; but in several places 
the best trees are to be left standing 
for park purposes, while the large trees 
cut down, suitable for logs, will be 
trimmed and left on the ground, In­
stead of being sawed Into six-foot 
lengths and burnt with the refuse, as 
was done on previous clearing.

Messrs. Irwin, Johnston & Campbell 
are now busy erecting their camps on 
the new ground, and making ready to 
feed and shelter the large force of 
men which they will employ. Before 
tenders for clearing were called for last 
October, the Grand Trunk Pacific had 
an average acre of timbered land clear­
ed here by day work to determine the 
cost, and this/ labor amounted to 3150. 
When tenders' were called for, the fig­
ures ran from 3120 to 3175 per acre, so 
the former amount was the ruling price 
and contracts let accordingly. All the 
contractors did their work well and 
paid their men 35 cents to 40 cents per 
hour, and made money.
Trunk Pacific has made a good deal 
now In closing this clearing contract 
at such a low figure, but just how the 
contractors are going to pull out of It 
remains to be seen, and whether they 
will be able to secure the necessary men 
at 32 to 32.50 per day, as reckoned on, 
also remains to be seen.

tfte promoters of the Greenwood-Phoe­
nix long and deep tunnel are being 
shaped up, and it is thought that the 
launching of the project, in its intital 
stage, will soon be successfully accom­
plished. By the middle of this month, 
or inside of two weeks, the engineers 
for the company are expected to arrive 
,in the Boundary from Chicago to lay 
out the tunnel site and get ready for 
the beginning of actual work.

The title of the corporation is to be 
the Greenwood-Phoenix Tunnel Co., 
Limited, and it will have a capitaliza­
tion of 35,000,000 in 31 shares. Of this 
amount 32,000,000 will be in the treas­
ury. It is proposed to absorb the fol­
lowing companies ot properties, on the 
first mile of the route of the tunnel, on 
the basis as outlined below, purchasing 
the same outright with tunnel stock 
as specified.

This splendid 
schedule will enable people to spend a 
great portion of the day along the 
many picturesque points of Howe 
Sound and return conveniently the 
same day.

The new boat is being artistically fin­
ished and handsomely appointed 
throughout with electric lights and all 
modem conveniences. Mr. Cates has 
now almost completed the new hotel at 
Port Mellon, which will be known as 
the Seaside Park hotel, and is located 
at the entrance of Rainy river, about 
a third of a mile from the plant of the 
British-Canadlan Wood Pulp & Paper 
Company, Ltd.

The hotel is to be beautifully finished 
and first class in every respect, and 
will be open for summer traffic about 
June 15th. The hotel site has long beenN 
a camping ground for summer parties.

Northern train which left Seattle this 
morning at 8:30 o’clock for Vancouver 
was robbed by bandits within half an 
hour after leaving Seattle. Two rob­
bers pulled off the job, but it is prob­
able that they had confederates who 
helped them to escape after the rob­
bery.

The robbers must have been conceal­
ed in the car when it left Seattle. They 
attacked Express Messenger J. E. Per- 
rine, who was badly injured in the 
fight, and rendered unconscious. He 
does not know anything of what hap­
pened until he recovered consciousness 
at about 9:15 o’clock. The train had 
then left Ballard, Milltown, in the 
northern suburbs of Greater Seattle. 
The express box and registered mail 
sacks for Vancouver had been taken 
by the robbers, who are supposed to 
have leaped off | the train at Ballard. 
Messenger Latham, though badly in­
jured, managed to give the alarm 
which stopped the train. The train was 
backed up to Ballard and the injured 
man taken to the hospital. Five thou­
sand dollars were stolen.

Aid. Richard Hall is pushing along 
his plan for putting the work of 
scavenging the city on a better foot­
ing and last night the city council 
decided to call for tenders for a new 
scow an<^ for the chartering of a tug 
with which to tow the garbage out to 
sea. Another resolution also intro­
duced by Aid. Hall Instructed the city 
engineer to prepare an estimate of the 
cost of wharves for the shipment of 
garbage in James Bay district and also 
in Victoria West. A third resolution 
was moved by Aid. Hall, providing for 
the diversion of money voted by the 
ratepayers last January for an Incin­
erator to the fitting up of a plant for 
the disposal of garbage by dumping it 
Into the sea, but it was held over as 
some of the aldermen were of the 
opinion that all cost of the removal 
of garbage should be provided for out 
of current revenue. This money does 
not necessarily require to be raised and 
if the by-law remains as it Is a fu­
ture council could realize on It.

Last week a committee which has 
spent some time going Into the ques­
tion of the disposal of garbage and re­
ported in favor of the water method 
rather than go to the expense of an 
incinerator, authorized by the ratepay­
ers In January, which costs much 
more at the outset and the cost of 
operation is also several times greater. 
This report was referred to the streets, 
bridges and sewers committee last 
week and came up again last night 
when Aid. Hall moved the following 
resolution, seconded by Aid. Mable:

“That the report of the committee 
of May 4th be adopted and tenders 
as therein advised be forthwith called 
for, viz.: (a) For construction of the 
scow recommended, (b) For the char­
tering of a tug to tow once or oftenef, 
as required, daily, the loaded

Vancouver, May 11.—When Eva Mc­
Daniels stepped into the dock at the 
Assize court this morning before Mr.

president of the Bank of Japan, stated 
that the present low state of finances 
was a more serious matter than had 
previously been experienced in Japan.
In the course of an address he said:

"It is to be feared, indeed, that no 
immediate restoration of normal con­
ditions can be expected. Booking at 
the condition of the country’s foreign 
trade, it is found that, in addition to 
the decline of exports, the prices of ex­
ported articles have also greatly fallen 
so that even if the same quantity of 
goods were exported as in some prev­
ious years ttieir value would not reach 
the same amount. Owing, moreover, to 
the formation of many industrial com­
panies and the undertaking of works of 
various kinds, it has been impossible 
to reduce the imports of machinery and 
some other goods, with the result that 
there continues to be a great excess/of 
imports over exports.”

General Oriental News.
Two disastrous fires are reported in 

the English papers of Japan. One oc­
curred at Tsubams-machi, Niigata, re­
cently. A strong wind was blowing at 
the time and the flames spread with 
great rapidity. Before the conflagra­
tion was brought under control five 
hundred and thirty-six houses, one ele­
mentary school, one 
two Shinto temples, and one Buddhist 
temple had been destroyed.

The other fire destroyed the electric­
ity-generating station at Kujo, Kiota 
and several buildings, causing a loss 
of over $100,000 yen.

A Nagasaki message to the Kobe 
Herald states that the launches of the 
new sister steamships Hirano Maru and 
Michima Maru were recently success­
fully accomplished. Both liners were 
built for the Nippon Tusen Kaisha.

The Michima Maru, which is one of 
the several great vessels which have 
been ordered by the Kaisha from the 
Kawasaki dockyard and the Mitsu 
Bishi dockyard at Nagasaki, is a three­
decked steel vessel with a length of 465 
feet, and a breadth of 56 feet. The 
depth is 34 feet 6 inches, and the dis­
placement 15,800 tons. She is to have 
twin-screw triple expansion engines, 
with 7,300 indicated horsepower and a 
contract speed of 16 knots.

It is reported in the Japanese press 
that Baron Sakatani, who recently ar­
rived here on the Imo Maru and is on 
his way to Europe^tvill endeavor to 
float a foreign loan for the Osaka Shos- 
en Steamship Company. According to 
the Osaka Jiji, a vernacular paper, “the 
Osaka Sifts 
about 7,000,000 yen for the construction 
of vessels alone in connection with the 
opening of its American services. In 
addition it needs a considerable sum 
for other purposes,

Soon 
after the vessel had left Canton ah in­
dignation meeting of colossal propor­
tions assembled.

The clapping of hands—a custom bor­
rowed from the west—was “as the 
noise of thunder,” for practically the 
whole city was there through as many 
representatives as could find standing 
room in the place available for such as 
assembly. As the speeches proceeded 
and the decisions of the meeting were 
reached, excitement spread in ever-in- 
creasing waves until it became uhcon- 
trollabie.”

After describing the wild scenes at 
this meeting the Mail concludes:

"Nothing could, we are told, exceed 
in impressiveness of effect this pro­
ceeding as a demonstration against 
Japan.

Sergeant Carson—No, sir. (Amuse­

John Leach, the prisoner, told of 

having come to Victoria from the 
Skeena on the steamer Chieftan, and 
of taking a room at the Strand. A day 
or two later he received close on $70 
pay. He went back to the Strand and 
got pretty fulL The proprietor and bar­
tender took his money away from him 
and put it behind the bar. He spent 
most of the rest of the time around 
the Strand. He usually started on 
whiskey in the morning and after that 
did not remember much. He was the 
best of friends with Harting, having 
gone to the show with him and ate 
most of his meals in his company. He 
remembered nothing of the shooting, 
but always kept the gun in his grip 
with his clothes. He did not remember 
having the gun on him. It had not been 
fired for a year or two.

An adjournment was then taken un­
til 2 o’clock.

ish Columbia, with the unorganized 
portions of Ontario and Quebec remain 
the only portions of the Dominion in 
which the voters’ lists are not prepared 
upon the footing of the assessment rolls 
and by the municipal authorities in 
their origin ayd initiation. Now, what 
has be^n the result? The system in 
the province of Manitoba—and the sys­
tem is not different in principle in Brit­
ish Columbia—is registration before an 
official of the provincial government 
coupled with revision before some offi­
cer, either judge or barrister appointed 
fçr that purpose. In the province of 
British Columbia there seems to have 
been what I will call a less unsatis­
factory administration of the law than 
has taken place in oth^er parts of the 
Dominion. There is less comnlaint in 
regard to British Columbia but com­
plaint is not absent there, and com­
plaint is I Venture to say#inevitable as 
long as you have an effort to sandwich 
together the two systems each of dif­
ferent character, and unless they are to 
be worked by the same officials. In the 
torovince of Manitoba the registration on 
which the list as it now exists was 
*nade took place at least as long ago as 
1903. The lists used in November, 1904, 
were those established in the year 1903, 
but those lists have been so prepared 
under the law of Manitoba as it stood 
in 1903. The legislature by it statute 
of 1904 provided there should be annual­
ly what they call a revision of those 
lists; not the preparation of new lists 
but the taking of the lists as they then 
stood and striking off the names of any 
persons disqualified or adding the 
names of any new persons who had be­
come qualified. Since 1904 there has 
been in Manitoba an annual acting un­
der this provision of the provincial law.
I do not think I am doing any injustice 
to the proceeding which has been taken 
annually in that province under this 
provision of law if I speak of it as 
never having been of a very satisfac­
tory character. I think I use a mild 
word when I say that, and I will ex­
plain exactly why. The times at which 
and within which the revising of the 
list, such as it is, shall take place are 
by the provincial statute to be fixed 
by the lieutenant-governor in council. 
Formerly the dates and places were 
fixed by the registration board consist­
ing of the county jmlges but now they 
are fixed by the liytenant-governor in 
council. Whatever the reasqn, the re­
sult has been that the time allowed 
for the revision in each year since then 
has been, according to the vl#v at any 
rate of the one political party, entirely 
inadequate for the purpose. The sta­
tute requires notices of appeal from the 
registration clerk to be given within a 
certain number of days from the clos­
ing of the work of the registration 
clerk. The statute empowers the lipu- 
tenant-governor in council to fix the 
number of days upon which the revis­
ing officer, judge o'r barrister shall sit 
on his work, and when the day fixed by 
the proclamation for the concluding of 
that hearing of appeals or revising 
work is passed there is no power on 
the part of the officer to continue his 
work no matter how much may remain 
to be done and no matter how many 
appeals may remain unheard. When 
the hour comes which has been fixed 
beforehand as that at which his juris­
diction ceases there is an end of his 
right to continue further in his work, 
and his work of necessity comes to an 
end. Now, to say nothing more, that 
feature of the system has been highly 
unsatisfactory. It has been alleged, I 
do not know with what truth, that in 
some instances there have remained 
hundreds of men entitled to vote, or at 
all events, claiming the right to voté, 
with their appeals to get on the list 
standing regularly for hearing by the 
revising officer, judge or barrister, un­
able to hear those appeals or to dis­
pose of them, simply because his time 
has expired. It is alleged that such 
men are of one political party, that 
their names are left off right and left 
by the registration j clerks, that their 
only means of getting on the list and 
obtaining the right to exercise their 
franchise is by an appeal to the judge, 
and that the judge is given, it may be 
for a whole constituency, but one day 
between the hours of ten and five with­
in which to do the work of days or 
weeks. As a necessary and inevitable 
consequence, if that state of things ex­
ists, there must be throughout the pro­
vince men by the hundred who claim 
the right to vote, and whose claim it 
is impossible for them, in the system as 
it is administered, to get any adjudi­
cation of by the constituted authorities 
for that purpose.

Well, I do not know—I do not suppose 
anybody can know, without the taking 
of evidence—whether or not that state 
of things as so described does exist. I 
say simply that men assert that it ex­
ists, and I call attention in that con­
nection to a cotemporaneous article on 
the subject which appeared in the Man­
itoba Free Press on the 26th of May, 
1906. I refer to it for the reason that 
it is cotemporaneous with the happen­
ing of the events which the writer is 
depicting. He says that in the constit­
uencies of Kildonan and St. Andrews 
registration takes place on the same 
day as elsewhere. May 29th and 36th, 
while revision takes place at Selkirk on 
June 6th, exactly one week later than 
the first day of registration. Now, un­
der the Manitoba statute, all protests 
must be in the hands of the revising 
officer five days before the sittings of 
his court of revision, and accordingly 
it follows, if the statement in that 
newspaper is correct as to dates, that 
there w^s given only one week within 
which to

registration clerk is appointed for a 
whole constituency, and that the con­
stituency may be and frequently is 100 
miles from side to side, you have some 
idea of the physical impossibility of 
conducting an appeal under a system 
administered as this provincial system 
is said to have been administered in 
Manitoba. I am not complaining of the 
system. The system is spread upon 
the statute book. I think it might be 
improved. I think the system in On­
tario to-day is much better. That is a 
matter of judgment; that is a matter 
in respect of which the views of the 
Manitoba legislature are,no doubt dif­
ferent from the views I dm expressing. 
They think, I presume, that their sys-

tered by the government of Ontario to­
day. But without questioning what the 
merits or demerits of the provincial 
system may be, I say that it is mani­
fest that any system, no matter how 
good, may be administered that it will 
be oppressive and unjust, and that » 
there Is at any rate ground for com­
plaint that the present system in Man­
itoba, as at present administered in 
the preparation of the voters’ lists, is 
an engine of tyranny and oppression as 
against the party that is opposed to 
the provincial government.

We have ever since 1898 retained in 
the hands of this parliament a power 
which was deliberately retained at that 
time, the retention of which was then 
urged by the present hon. leader of the 
opposition—the power to prepare our 
own lists in circumstances such as are 
described In the statute, circumstances 
which existed at that time in Manitoba, 
which continued to exist in that prov­
ince for six years afterwards, but which 
were changed a few months before the 
elections of 1904. In the condition which 
now exists in Manitoba, with voters’ 
lists which were prepared more than 
five years ago, with voters’ lists that 
have never been since that time effect­
ively revised, with voters’ lists, there­
fore, that contain the names of hun­
dreds of men who are either dead or 
departed from the province, we have 
lists that need revision. We have lists 
that ought to be submitted to the work 
of a revising officer, a county judge or a 
barrister according to the Manitoba 
system, with time given him within 
which he can effectively do that.work 
of revision, within which he can effect­
ively purge the lists of dead men and of 
absentees, the presence of which up­
on those lists is but an invitation and 
a temptation to impersonation. We 
have lists from which the names of 
hundreds of men in Manitoba are ab­
sent—hundreds of men who, whether 
rightly or wrongly, claim the right to 
be upon those lists, and the right to 
exercise their franchise; men who 
claim at àny rate that they have been 
prevented from having their claims ad­
judicated by the insufficiency of the 
time allowed under the statute for the 
purposes of revision. When we have 
lists presenting features of that de­
scription, the question is simply what 
ought to be done in regard to them? 
Ought we to adopt a policy which for 
so many years was that upon which 
our opponents acted,t when, carrying 
out their views, they had upon the sta­
tute book the Dominion Franchise Act, 
and when voters’ lists for Dominion 
voters were prepared throughout the 
whole Dominion by officials appointed 
by the government of the day, and the 
work of the provincial authorities was 
altogether disregarded.

Or should we, on the other hand, ad­
here to the policy laid down by this 
government in 1898 and adopt the pro­
vincial system no matter how ineffect­
ive, no matter in how many features it 
might be improved, and apply it to the 
preparation of the Dominion lists? We 
have preferred to adhere to the policy 
of retaining the provincial lists, and 
rot go to the length, to which the Con­
servative party went before 1898, of 
adopting in whole the principle of pre­
paring our own lists altogether from 
the foundation. We prefer to adhere 
to the provincial lists, and accordingly, 
in the bill I am submitting, the lists as 
established in the provinces, shall be 
taken in the preparation of the lists 
for Dominion purposes, and to them 
shall be added the names of any per­
sons qualified to vote which are not on 
them and from them shall be struck 
the names of all those ,who are not 
qualified. The lists so prepared, sub­
ject to the revision of a county court 
judge, shall be allotted and distributed 
to the polling divisions, to be used in 
the Dominion elections. That is in 
brief the outline of the clause. We 
propose to apply it to those parts of 
the Dominion not already provided for 
by our own legislation, in which muni­
cipal organizations and assessment rolls 
as the basis for the voters’ lists are not 
to be found; and with that provision 
we, make the Dominion system consist­
ent with the intention of this parlia­
ment, as expressed in 1898. We not only 
adopt the provincial lis^s in their en­
tirety as the basis upon which revision 
and appeal takes place, but in addition 
we follow completely the provincial 
method of preparing and revising the 
lists, and the lists are made in accord­
ance with whatever laws the provinces 
choose to enact for their own purposes, 
as was the intention when the statute 
of 1898 was passed. That is the outline 
of this first clause of the bill. The oth­
er provisions of the bill can be discuss­
ed in committee or at a later stage of 
this debate, more especially as I have 
already, in introducing this measure, 
explained their general outline with 
fullness of detail. I beg to move, there­
fore, the second reading of this bill.

The prisoner conceived 
a grievance against Harting and ex­
pressed the opinion that Harting had 
not used him right. He also threat­
ened the bartender on a previous oc­
casion.

On the night in question the prisoner 
called to Harting from a little box off 
the bar. Harting went in and then 
the prisoner fired at him. Following 
him out he essayed to fire a second 
shot but Cole who was present at the 
time struck the weapon down.

According to a report emanating 
from Vancouver the steamship Transit 
is to be taken to Vancouver instead of 
being brought here to be fitted for her 
trip to Nome for Schubach & Hamil­
ton. Capt. McKenzie stated yesterday 
in an interview at Vancouver that the 
Transit would not be made ready here, 
and that she would sail direct to Nome 
from Vancouver.

In this case the story to the effect 
that the C. P. 'R. was hand in hand 
with Schubach & Hamilton in the 
Nome rate war would be without foun­
dation, unless the C. P. R. coitemplat- 
ed supplying a service from Seattle to 
Vancouver to bring passengers from 
the Sound port in time to connect with 
the Transit on June. 5th. It is, however, 
believed that the Transit will call here 
and pick up all the passengers brought 
over for her by the Princess Victoria.

Local officials of the C. P. R. will not 
admit that their company has anything 
to do with the Nome rate war. How­
ever, they discredit the statement of 
Joshua Green, president of the Inland 
Navigation Company, to the effect that 
he and that concern have nothing to 
do with the Alaska Steamship Com­
pany. The Inland Navigation Com­
pany, they say, together with the In­
ternational Steamship Company, and 
the other Sound companies, have allied 
interests with the Alaska Steamship 
companies, although they claim the 
“juggling” of these Sound companies’ 
names has perfectly bewildered the 
public.

This expression on the part of the 
C. P. R. men lends color to the report 
that the C. P. R. is assisting the Schu­
bach & Hamilton firm to buck the 
Alaska company on its most profitable 
run, that to Nome.

Seattle dispatches state that the 
North American Transportation A 
Tradng Company Is out to fight the 
Nome steamship combine to a stand­
still. This company declares the com­
bine Is trying to hold it up on freight 
rates, and will ship eight thousand 
tons of general merchandise from Van­
couver to St. Michael and Nome on the 
Transit, and just to give the combine 
a run for its money will slaughter the 
passenger rates, giving first-class 
transportation for half .the combine 
rates, and cutting the steerage accom­
modation down to a song, probably to

The pro and con on this 
question has merits on each side, and 
the grand lodge as a body should de­
cide.

The report is supplemented by state­
ments of accounts of the widows and 
orphan fund, a cash statement, a state­
ment of assets and liabilities, state­
ment of receipts and expenditure, finan­
cial statement of the subordinate lod­
ges, and a detailed statement of mem­
bership for the last year.

SISTERS MEET San Juan, Porto Rteo. May 13.—In 
the Federal court to-daÿ Judge Rod- 
ty Jlanded down a decision that has 
attracted attention to a new phase 
of the question of Porto Rican citi­
zenship. The judge was hearing a 
libel suit against Vincente Baibas, ed­
itor of the Heraldo Espanola. He 
held that Vincente Baibas, although 
born in Porto Rico of Spanish par­
ents and in spite of the fact that he 
had obtained letters of naturalization 
from the Spanish crown in *hich he 
renounced whatever American or 
Porto Rican citizenship he had en­
joyed, was still a Porto Rican. The 
judge reached this conclusion on the 
ground that if Spain could naturalize 
Baibas she would then make all Porto 
Ricans Spanish citizens by issuing let­
ters of naturalization to them by royal 
order. He held that under the treaty 
of Paris Baibas had become a citizen 
of Porto Rico, and that consequently 
he could not become a citizen of 
Spain.

The decision of Judge Rodey vir­
tually means that no citizen of Porto 
Rico can expatriate himself and be­
come a subject of King Alfonso while 
he remains a citizen of Porto Rico.

What is believed to be the body of 

John Shaw, who disappeared from his 
home near, the pumping station on 
May 6th, was found in Swan lake to­
day. William Wilson, who is the drum­
mer in the New Grand Theatre orches­
tra, made the discovery 
there to-day.

Within about 15 feet of the edge of 
the lake Wilson saw the top of the 
man’s head only a few inches below the 
surface. The body was standing up­
right, the feet embedded in the mud. 
Everything pointed to the fact that the 
man had committed suicide.

Wilson at once wheeled into the city 
and gave the police the information. 
He was able to see that the man’s hair 
was grey and from all the circum­
stances the police were satisfied the 
body was that of John Shaw. The 
provincial police were given the facts 
and in turn the South Saanich con­
stable was told of the discovery.

The body will be recovered by the 
latter and brought to Victoria where 
an inquest will be held.

To-day the officers of the K. of P. 
lodge, of Rossland, offered a reward of 
(100 for the finding of Shaw or the re­
covery of the body. This action was 
taken owing to the fact that Shaw was 
a member of the Rossland branch. The 
notice had not appeared in public be­
fore the body was discovered.

John Shaw, it will be remembered, 
left his home on the evening of the 6th 
with only his shirt, trousers and slip­
pers. Apparently he went direct to the 
lake and committed suicide.

Ottawa, May 13.—A Conservative 
eus was held this morning to consider 
whether the party would continue its 
determined opposition to the election 
bill in view of the compromise offered 
by the premier yesterday. It was 
nounced by Mr. Borden after the 
eus that the fight would go on and that 
no supply wc uld be granted unless th« 
government accepted the opposition's 
terms, and withdrew the clauses relat­
ing to the preparation of the voters’ 
lists in British Columbia and Manitoba 
and the unorganized districts of On­
tario and Quebec by federal officials.

Interesting developments may be ex­
pected within the next few days if the 
opposition will not recede from its de­
cision to continue obstruction tactics 
and block the whole business of the 
country despite the reasonable and 
conciliatory attitude of the govern­
ment. Unless the whole civil service Is 
to be left without pay another interim 
supply bill must go through by Friday- 
next, yet the opposition declares the 
government will not get another cent 
unless the obnoxious clause of the bill 
is wholly withdrawn.

The government declines to be bull­
dozed by the opposition and is willing 
to leave the country to decide which 
party shall bear the onus for the pres­
ent situation. The talk among the 
members in the corridors now seems to 
be that the opposition’s attitude if con­
tinued might Justify an appeal to the 
electors.

In the House this afternoon W. D. 
Staples (Manitoba) continued the de­
bate cn the election bill, declaring the 
opposition still objected to the bill des­
pite the premier’s concession, and de­
manded that the election lists of Mani­
toba and British Columbia be left en­
tirely in the hands of provincial officials 
as in other provinces. T. B. Varvell 
(New Brunswick) followed on the gov­
ernment side. It is expected a decision 
will be reached at 6 o’clock on I. W. 
Roche’s amendment and the debate will 
go on till to-morrow.
