Goldwin Smith, while declining to take
patt in a party demonstratien, welcomed
Mr. Anglinto Toronto as a public man
and a fellow-journalist.

The following brief telegraphic summary
of the principal speeches on the occasion
we take from the Telegraph:

Mr. Anglin made a very appropriate
speech, breathing toleration and patriot-
ism, and thoroughly Liberal in tone. He
briefly referred to his own political career,
his former prejudices against the Ontario
Liberals, his p of Confed
and his subsequent ailiance with the party
led by Messrs. Mackenzie and Blake, He
regretted the weakening of the Liberal
party in the Local Assembly, and gave
them and Liberals everywhere some judi-
cious counsel for future action. The tac:
tics of the present Ottawa Government,
including corruption, gerrymandering and
other illegitimate practices, were forcibly
commented on, and the fature success of
both the Liberal party and the country
was predicted amidst cheers.

Mr. Blake spoke at some length and

with his usual felicity. He paid a high
compliment to Mr. Anglin as a public man
and a journalist. He spoke of the im-
portance of journalism. and its influence
in the community, and gave a brief but
trenchant review of the course and work
of the late session at Ottawa. The tone
of his speech was the reverse of despon-
dent, and showed that in spite of the dis.
couragements of the Liberal party he had
not lost his contidence in the people.
Hon. C. F. Fraser, who has long been
regarded by the Roman Catholics of this
province as their representative in the
Ontario Government, made one of his
characteristics speeches. It was an elo-
quent plea for provincial rights and a
vigorous denunciation of all attempts to
interfere with them. He welcomed Mr,
Anglin warmly to Toromto, and looked
forward to good results from the presence
here of one of his admitted ability and
political experience. !

Hon. Mr. Mowat, in replying for the
Government, gave no uncertain sound on
the question of provincial rights. With
deliberate calmness, but also with unmis-
takable firmness, he declared that en-
croachments on provincial rights muet
cease, and that if the letter of the British
North America Act afforded an ®xcuse for
such encroachments the act must be
changed to make it mean what the peopls
of Ontario thought it meant when it was
framed. This may be regarded as a dis-
timct intimation of the Government policy
as to the revision of the British North
North America Act, and the cheers with
which the announcement was greeted were
significant of the strong .feeling in the
Liberal party on this subjgct.

The loss to the regular busi-

ness of the community would be serious,

for the crowd flocking to the place

would largely divert the people’s atten-

tion from their regular avocations.

Our work-people in the mills and on

the ships, at the booms and elsewhere

would catch the racing-fever, and

agood many of them would neglect

their work out of a morbid curiosity to

follow and see the great thing over

which all the excitement prevailed and

which, after all, would be disappointing

to them.

If the Mirawichi were within a few
miles of cities like 8t. John or Hali-
fax, where hotel and regular boarding- |
house accommodation would be fairly
adequate and from which the crowd
could go by trains or steamers to the race,
and rpturn, the force of the objections
that present.themselves, situated as we
are, would be much lessened, if not re-
moved, but those who have had experi-
ence in such matters and are interested
in the well-being of the community,
wodld not wish to see Newcastle or

Chatham pass through the ordesl which

not tand gne ; I am not going to
claimany credit for the outcome of any-
thing I said then. I simply thought at
the time that I saw a cloud in the finan-
cial horizon (perhaps not bigger than a
man's band), and I had the courage of my
convictions to say so. I thought I saw it,
aud it was there and it spread, and,
although we had no serious calamity,
nothing that could be called a panie, still
money becamie extremely stringent, per-
haps wholesomely so. We had a good
many failures, and probably should have
bad more but for the check that was

iven to over-trading, and if anything that
f said contributed in the slightest degree
to mitigate the effects of the dangerous
expansion then in progress, there is no
reason to regret what was said. I hinted
on that ion at the teandency to ever-
production in certain directions, which
some of us feared, in view of the
additions to several mills which were
being pushed forward with great energy.
To-day it is hardly necessary to remark
that there is no room for difference of
opinion, That there has been over-pro-
duction in certain classes of staple goods
is au established fact which I presume no
one will question. There is reason to
hope, however, that the parties most
directly interested are now so fully alive
to the fact that they will apply the
remedy. What the remedy is 1t is dn-
necessaly for me to point out, but we need
not go far to look for it.

With regard to importations of foreign
goods he expressed the hopes that wise
counsels prevailed, and that these impor.
tations were on a more moderate scale;
while this might not suit the steamship
companies it was for the general good.
With regard to the Canada Pacific Rail-
way Company there seems to be something
of chilliness ia Mr, Smithers’ rem'nh.
It is true that he expressed pleasure at the
vigorous way in which the work is push.
ed ; at the fact that the company had suc-
cessfully placed its stock upon the leading
markets of the world. Thus

It bas brought large sums of money into
the country and has- had important in-
fluence_upon the exchanges, Exchange
on the United States has been very much
against this country, and would have been
still more so but for the large amount of
American funds supplied by the company
amounting id all to many millions. The
scarcity of New York funds and the high
rates they commanded during the past
winter is of too recent occurrenee to re-
quire any remainder, but had it not been
for the supply obtained from the sources
I bave indicated it would have been very
difficult to meet the demand.

After alluding to the good influence of
the expenditure in the region in which it

is made, he justified his reference to the
Railway because it was a n ational under

the insti of self-preservation induced

“The statements made at the inquest
reveal two interesting facts. First, that |
despite the orders of the Railway authar-
ities regarding abstinence from intoxicat-
ing drinks, there is much drunkenneas
among the employees of the road. That
terrible Bathurst accident on the road
last winter was, as was stated by thu}
journal at the time, due to the use of
liquor. An effort was made to break the
force of the Qlube’s statements ; incompe-
tent officials. were permitted by a pre-
judiced coroner to divert attention from
the real facts of the case; but these were
80 clear that the Government were com"
pelled to order another investigation, the
result of-which they did not dare to pub-
lisk. The fact is there is no effective con-
trol or management over the men on the
Intercolonial Railway to-day, and the
orders issued with regard to the use of
liquor are tantly and persistently dis-
obeyed. There are, of course, many
excellent men on the staff who are either
total abstainers or very temperate men,
who act all through from a sense of respon-
sibility and whose lives are influenced by
moral principle. There are too many who
constantly violate rules, and who being
supported by political or some similar in-
fluence simply laugh at them. Another
fact which was developed at the inquest is
that although the Scott Act is in force in
Westmorland county it is mo trouble
whatever to get drunk in that county
and that there are in places like Shedise,
‘‘holes” in which liquor is secretly sold,
in violation of the law. That the Scott
Act makes things worse does not appear ;
that it makes them no better than before
is, we fear, self-evident.”

The Globe made use of the information
and proofs furnished by the Advance in
that unfortunate Bathurst case amd its
application of them to the Shediac case
should point to the necessity of a temper-
ance reform among I. C. R. employees.

A reform bill has been introduced in
Belgium making a complete eourse of
primary education necessary to secure the
franchise. The bill is a righteous one so
far as the franchise is concerned and it
also goes to the line where all statutory
provisions should stop in respect of eduea-

North West
people will appreciate the compliment im-
plied in this statement, which simply
means that there is such an insignificant
amount of freight traffic up their river
that a boat like the St.Lonis is quite suffi-
cient to carry all the provisions, etc., con-
sumed at Redbank and the North West
settlements.— World,

The position of the above matter was,
that the controlling owner of the World
and the Andover caused his paper to pro-
claim that he was obliged to withdraw his
steamer from running the usual one trip a
‘week because the Government had ceased
to subsidize him. The reason assigned
was that it did not pay to continue the
weekly trip without the subsidy.

Accident on *he Rall
A MIRAMICHI CLERGYMAN RETURNS THANKS
TO'GOD FOR HIS ESCAPE FROM L C. R
MISMANAGEMENT,
St. John “Globe.”

About 6,50 last Saturday mornYng as
the Quebec express train, consisting of
baggage car, second class car, postal car,
first class and pullman cars, was passing
Quispamsis station the engine and baggage
car, together with the forward truck of the
secorrd class car, ‘passed over the switch,
the bolt of the switch having dropped out.
This caused the hind truck of the second.
class to leave the rails, throwing the post-
al first class and pullman cars into the
ditch, and damaging them seriously. As
they left the track the end of one of the
cars struck the supports on the northern
side of the bridge knocking them down.,
Conductor McFadzen said the train was
rupning about 8 miles an hour.” Had it
been going ut any greater speed a dread-
ful accident must have been the result.
There were about fifty passengers on
board. Out of this number five were
slightly bruised. The .conductor of the
Pollman received a severe gash over his
eye. There were no fractures or disloca-
tions among the injured people. Dr.
Earle was sent for and on the arrival of
the baggage car at the St. John station
with the passengers on board he examined
those who were injured but could not
find anything serious.

Among the passengers on board were
Rev. Mr. Robertson and wife, of Black
River, Miramichi. Mrs. Robertson re-
ceived slight contusions. A yoanng woman
belonging to Cape Breton, whose name we
did not hear, had her shoulder bruised by
striking the coal box in the car. The
name of the pullman conductor who was
injured is Mr. F. A. Hall.
