This should be implicitly obeyed, sup-
pose ne resulls wore visible to our eyes;

8. F. Smith, an sathority in this matber,
concerning the work in connection with
the American Baptist Missionary Union :
The missionary work of Awerican Bap-
tists covers a period of 73 years. The
first station was commenced in 1814; the
fist baptism was in 1819, so that the
first six years were purely seedsowing,
sml not reaping. At the end of fen
years there was one church in the Asiatio
field, with I3 members. T\n’ first ten
years inoluded discourngement, elf-de-
nial, persecution, imprisonment, waiting
~not much else. But from the be-
ginning, including thess ton yoam, gue
Baptist church has been organia~d in our
mission field on an average every 31
days—that is_one every three woeks, or
17 every yeaf during the entire period.
The number of baptisms has been on an
average more than three thousand every
year during the seventy-three yeurs,
That is about eight every day or ahe
every three hours, day and night, for the
#whole period. In 1814, the wholo mission-
ary force was.two—Mr. and Mrs. Judson ;
now it excecds 2,000. Then our only
wmission field was Durins ; wow, Burind,
India, Assam, Chiva, Japan, Franos,
Spain, Germany, Swerlen, Denmark, Nor:

Not long after | came to Chicacole,
some nine years ago, my attention was
drawn to rather an ald man, who tried
to earn bis living as & barber. He was
usually aceompanied by a buy and girl,
for whom [ felt consideiable pity, as the
father, evidently, did not |osses s
sound mind.

A
child “soon learns that scolding means
less than quiet talking; and he even
omes to find a certain satisfaction in
waiting silently until the scolder has
blown off the surplus feeling ~which
vents itsell in this way. There are
times, indeed, when words may be mul
| tiplied to advantage in explaining to a

offence, and the reasons why he should
do difterently in the future; but such
words should always be spoken in
gentleness, and in selfcontrolled ear-
nestness. Scolding, rapidly spoken cen
sure and protest in the exhibit of strong
feeling, is never in order as a means of
training and directing a child.

Most parents, even the gentler and
kindlier parents, scold their children
more or less. Rarely can a child say,
“ My parents never scold me.” Many a
child is well trained in spite of his being
scolded. Many a parent is a good parent
votwitbstanding the fact that he scolds
his chiliren. But no child is ever
helped or benefitted by any scolding
that he receives; and no parent ever
helps or benelits a child by means of a
scolding. Scolding is not always ruinous,

If, indeed, scolding has any good
effect at all, that effect 1s on the scolder,
not on the scolded. Scolding is the out-
burst of strong feeling that struggles for
the mastery under the pressure of some
outside provocation. It never benefits

Scolding Is Never in Order.
Many s father who will not strike his
child feels free to scold him. And &
soolding mother is not always deemed
the severest and most unjust of mothers.
Yet, while it is sometimes right to strike
a child, it is at no time right to scold
one.. Scolding is, in fact, never in order,
in dealing with a child, or in any other
duty of life.
To “scold"” is to assail with noisy
speech. The wend itself seems to have
& primary meaning akin to that of bark-
ing or howling. From its earliest use it
has born a bad reputation. In common
law, “a common scold ” is a public buis-
ance, against which the cwvil authority
may be invoked by the disturbed neigh-
borhood. And it is true to-day as it was
when spoken by John Skelton, four cen
turies ago, that—

“A sclaunderous tunge, & tunge of a
skolde,

Worketh more mischiefe than can be
tolde.”

Scolding is always an expression of s
bad spirit and a loss of temper. This is
as truly the case when a lovely mother [
scolds her child for breaking his play- |
things willfully, or for soiling his third |
dress in one forenpon by playing in the
gutter which he was forbidden to ap
proach, as when one apple-woman yells
out’her abuse 8f another apple-woman in
& street corner quarrel. In either case
the easence of the acolding is in the mul-
tiplicution of hot words, in expression of
strong feelings that, while eminently na-
tural, ought to be held in better control.
The words themselves may be different
in the two cases, but the spirit and me-
thod are much alike in both. It is scold-
ing in the one as in the olhor, and scold-
ing is never in order.

They are at liberty to revile the churches
and reproach the pastors ad libitum, but
when any one resents this abuse, as |
am doing now, and tells them in plain
words they are the stumbling blocks i
the way of God's churches, they are im-
mediately mutfbe of the most exasper-
ating type. {l whine it is very
wicked to say anything against them or
their organizations, becuuse, forsooth,
they are trying to do good in the world.
It is all right, observe, for them to heap
abuse, year after year, upon the churches
and ministers, but it is cruel persecution
to find fault with them and their
methods. Pray, are not the churches
trying to do good in the world ?

I suggest, on behalf of plain Christians
who are quietly doing in their homes ten
million times more work for Jesus than
these “workers” with ‘their sounding
trumpets and many conventions, that
since the churches are such “ mxmhhng
blocks in the way of Christian work,” to
use their own respectful language, Lhe\
betake themselves to paths where these
stumbling-blocks will not be found. The
churches were here before them, and do
not proj meekly to disband and take
thewselves out of“the way.

of slavery.

Japan has been again visited with
feartul floods. In a review of the cala
mities caused by the floods during the
year 1889, the Japan Mail says :

The returns show 12 prefectures have
been devastated, 2,419 people killed, 155
wounded, and over 90,000 depnved of
the means of subsistence ; more than
50,000 houses have been -wept away or
submerged, and 150,000 acres of crops
destroyed ; about 6,000 bridges washed
away and some hundreds of miles of
roads broken up.

The International Marine Convention
is in session in Washington. Progress is
being made in consideration of the rules
of the road, signal lights, eto.

The Pan-American Congress after be
ing treated to a very attractive and sen
timental speech by Mr. Blaine, are doing
the United States and being feted and
treated to the rosy side of the national
life. The Southern members of the Con
gress are not likely to embrace very
heartily o government that by a narrow
prohibitory trade poliey denies to her
m-xghbor- anything like a fair commerce.

He
left us accompanied by his daugh
Mrs. Freeman, in good spirits and in bu
usual health. He sang a hymn as he
drove along, which was a great favorito
with him years ago, which commences
with the lines, .
“ His wisdom t and knows no bound,
A ne:dw"hon\ all our thoughts are drown-
)

and seemed quite happy. He arrived
home safely and was just going -into his
own door, when he fell down and ex-
pired without a struggle. He always
wished to pass away without having »
long period of sickness and his wish was

granted. He died in bharness, baving

received from still othen who would
have applied if there had been any hope
of admission. (These figures strikingly
corroborate the statement [ made dur-
ing the canvass, that the new building—
which will hold 70 more when com-
pleted—would be filled as soon as ready.)
The confidence shown in the school is
very encouraging. Of the pupils, about
thirty are Christians. Ten are English
students. Thirteen are from the United
States, their parents having left Quebec.
The quulity of the pupils is first-class.
Mr. Upbam remarks that he never saw a
finer class of girlsin the school. The
boys are younger than usual, which is all
the better, as they will probably rewain
longer, and give the teachers a better
opportunity for impressing them.

The above record (with the exception
of the defici in rupning exp )
is very cheering; and I trust that when
the opportunity offers for a general col-
lection among the churches in the east,
there will be a hearty response.

The Board were much encouraged by
the report I brought them, to believe
that the Maritime Provinces will give
even more liberally in future than in the
past; and they were pleased to see that
«a special committee had been appointed
at your Convention in August to superin-
tend the work.

A general collection throughout the
Maritime Provinces is being arranged for,
of which pastors and people will be duly
notified. Would it not be a grand thing
for the Maritime Baptists to wipe out
that $1,000 deficiency ?
