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This is the s'ory of one of the last por-
traits painted by Gillbert Stuart. It is the
Pportrait of s Boston bean, s Frenchman by
birth and & cosmopolitan by adoption. For
Same time he made his home with his sister
in Boston. Shewas the wife of Thomas
Walley, whose rister was the mother of
Wendell Phillips. The picture for many
years lay among the lumber in Mrs. Wal-
ley’s attic. It was rescued by the mother
of its present owner, who carried it to her

Soutbern home.

While valued as & wérk of art, it was
never hung upon the walls or framed be-
cause of traditions as to the scapegrace
character of the original. It is, morever,
ot in itselt a pleasing picture. Although
the face of a man said to be most fascinat-
ing, it’is as Gilbert Stuart has painted it,
dark, unsmiling, and sinister, and conveys
no idea of beauty. It is the face of a cool,
polished, and graceful Mephistopheles. It
hangs now injthe library of Dr. James
Robie Wood, in Seventy-fourth street, this

city.

The man whose face after the - lapse of
nearly three-quarters of a century again
sees the light was Montrop de Lulung de
Ferrol.§ He was bornin the island of
Martinique, of which his family was one of
the weslthy landholders. Near the estate
of the Lalungs was that of their relative,
Mme. de Renaudin, with whom her niece,
the young Mlle. Tascher dela Pagerie,
afterward [the Empress Josephine, made
her home.J One of Montrop de Lslung’s
brothers;{was one of Napoleon's officers,
and through the interest of Josephine mar-
ried the daughter of the Duke de ta Rohe.
toucauld. In the early part ot the cen-
tury there was a great deal of intercourse
between the West Indies and Boston.
Botton bought many raw products from the
W est India planters. The planters, most
of them emigrants, youngers sons from the
noble houces of Europe, dweltin seignorial
style [on their large estates. Their sons
were educated abroad, their daughters in
the [ convents or schools] of France and
America. Early in the present century

two of the davghters of the Lalungs were

sent to [ Boston for education. One of

them remaivedin the United States as the
wife ot Thomas Walley son of a rich mer-
chant and one of the selectmen of Boston
With this sister Montrop de Lalung later
made his home.] He first travelled, but

ere longlhad squandered the greater portion

of his{ partimonial fortune. In Boston hs

could . lead the life of elegant leisure at less

e xpenditure than elsewhere. His sister and
her husband were hospitalbe souls, and by
dint ot borrowing and going into debt he
managed to exist very agreeably.

opean mode, for when he did not go abroad
himself, his correspondents kept him in-
formed.

It was in11805 that Gilbert Stuart came
to Boston. He had returned from Europe
in 1793 with the avowed purpose of paint-
ing Gen. Washington, whom he consider-
ed.the greatest man of the age. In Lon.
don Stuart had been the protege and friend
of Benjamin §West. When he came to
America he [was, as a matter of course,
overrun with forders from wealth and
beauty. Stuart hadjone fad, however. He
did not care to paint some faceg, This he
said was because [so many countenances
were characterless and so many others of a
quality which did{not plasse him.

‘No woman,’{said Gilbert Stuart to a
friend, ‘has Eany? character or any rea)
beauty in her face uatil she is over 30
years of age. I do not like to paint young
girls.’

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FINISHING JOE FOWLER

THE LAST JOB OF THE SOUORRO

VIGYLANTES.

He was a Bad Mav, but a Good Philosopher
and He Approached His End atthe Cotton
wood Tree With Dignity and Resign.
ation—Story of 8 Man Who Helped®

PrrrspurG. July 31.—The frequency
with which lynchings occur at present re-
minds me of the stirring times when I my
self took a prominent partin such affairs
said C. A, Purvis of Las Vegas, N. M.
at the Henry a few nights ago. ‘In fact

i\ T never hear of lynching without recall-
ing the last one in which I took part.—
the lynching of Joe Fowler in Sicorro,
N. M. in March, 1884. Itwas the last
job done by the Socorro Vigilanties, of
which I had the honorto be an active
member. It was our eight within a short
space of time, and though we remained
together long after Fowler's casz had
been settled, we found it unnecessary to
do any more.

1 “I doubt it the history of the great West

" where the gua and rope were law for so
long, can shew a lynching surrounded
with more sensational details than that of
Fowlor. Joe was swung from the big cotton
wood trae on McCatchen straet tor one cold
blooded, cowardly murder—the killing of
Jobnny Colein the Monarch saloon—but
after he was gone we found eizht corpses
buried on his ranch at bear springs, thirty
miles out. He bad no doubt enticed the
persons there and killed them for what
little money they had. We also traced to
him the stealing of many cattle and horses
within the year which ke had lived at the
Bear Springs ranch.

‘Fowler bad a history which we were

never able to trace. He dropped into
Sants Fe one night, went against a faro
game which a black-eyed girl named Belle
was dealing. He took a fancy to her, won
a few hundred from her dealing, and mar-
ried her that night. They next turned up
at Bear Springs, which he bought. [ nsed
to get glimpses of Joe and Bslle Fowler
as they cawe dashing into town about once
every two weeks. Boslle rod astride her
mustang and could put many of the old-
time crack cowboys to shame by the way
she handled her horse.

‘At this time I was office boy on the Sun
the only paper of which Socorro could
boast. I was just out of my teens, and it
is needless to add, was the ‘youngest mem-
ber of the vigilantes.

They hadn’t gone three steps in
the crowd when Joe pulled himself looss
andlike a flash threw himself on his
friend, I saw the flash of steel as Fowler
ripped his friend wide open with an upward
swiog. Cole fell over with an agonizing
cry as Fowler again sank his knife into his
bresat.

¢To thisday, I cannot understand why
Fowler was not shot down ia his tracks.
Bob Monroe dropped his gun and came to
ths floor on ton of Fowler. Poor Cole died
in my arms. Of course, there was no
hope for Fowler ; he must swing, and at

the sight of it Joe sobered up and began a
plea which won time for him. He said:
‘¢ Boys, give me a little time. I killed
him, and I deserve to die, but I'm not
ready. I was dead drunk. Give me a
little time to get ready. I can’t get away,
Don’t throw me before my Maker this way.
It ain’ right.’
‘Ol course there ware those who thought
he badn,t given poor Cole much chance,
but owing to Col. Eaton, who was the re-
cogaized leader of the Vigilantes, the rope
was taken off his nack. Col. Eiton made
Joe promise that if he got a trial by jury
and was convicted he should make no ap-
peal, but would submit to the death penalty.
This Joe promised. He was tried the next
day, and after an hour’s work he was found
guilty of murder and sentenced to die in
thirty days. Thelook of satistaction which
Joe gave as he was led from the court room
made some of us uneasy. It was plain that
Joe didn’t intend to be hanged, so to make
things secare the Vigilantes decided to
stand guard over him uatil the day of the
banging. The honor of our organization-
was at staks. We had turned over a red-
handed murderar to the law and = didn't
propose to see him escaps, as we were
confident he intended to do.
‘We had a heavy chain forged around
Fowler’s body and chained him to & big
rock in the cellar of the lock-up. We drew
lots for turns at standing watch, and I got
second trick. Loaded down with my rifle,
I was pacing up and down ia front of the
little lock-up when B:lle Fowler arrived.
She had just heacd ot the tragedy and Joe’s
conviction. She wanted to see him, but 1
refused to permit her to come near the
lock-up. Hsr ravings were something
awful, but she finally rode away, vowing
vengeance on the wnole town and assert-
ing that Joe would never hang. For
twenty nine days she rode that thirty miles
each morning and was turned away from
the little jail just as régularly by the boys
on guard. She would then ride back to her
rauch. Oa the afternoon of the twenty-
ninth day the whole town was paralyzed
by the announcement that Fowler had
broken his word and had nﬁplied for a new
trial. It was also soon known that Ben
Thompson, Curly Bill, some of the Earp
boys and other well-known killers were
heading toward Socorro and would arrive
that night. The whole scheme was now
clear. Belle Fowler had secretly sent
for Joe’s friends int3nding to make a rush
and a rescue. We were never able to
figure out just whether it was intended to
attempt to rescue that night or to start a
recue that might or to start a gun play at
the hanging was to occur the next mora-
ing. The train by which Ben Thompson
and the rest of the thugs were to come ar-
rived a little after midnight. As Thomp-
son stepped off the train, followed by a
gang, he walkod right into the range of
about twenty guns. The Vigilantes were
on hand ready to make trouble for any-
body. From behind bis gun Col. Eaton
toid our visitors that they weren's wanted
in the town, and then, to save trouble and
undertaker's fees, they bad better pile on
the train and get out. This they did, and
the crew was ordéred not fo stop inside of
sixty miles.

I was one of the
first to reach Fowler, who was chained to
the rock.

She quickly turned her animal
and rode rapidly away. She never appeared
in Sorocco from that day to this Ip bave
never heard of her.

. GAMB IN THE YUKON RERION.

Little of it Where the Miners Are, But
Plentiful Far Away.
1t is not necessary for everybo 1y to feed
on dog meat onthe Upper Yukon River
and in the vicinity of ths Klondike gold
field in winter, as & member ofa party
which was up thera said several of the
members did. He retused the dish, but at
the sam3 time he acknowledged that more
than once after food had been thrown to
the dogs, literally spaaking, he had sna‘ch-
ed it away from them before they could
eatit. Fish which smill worms had ap-
propriated to themsel he did not
hesitate to eat, he said, and was glad to
get it.
That is one of the great troubles which
will be encountered by persons visiting the
gold field. Tne further up the Yukon one
travels the scarcer becomes ths tood
supply, uantil in the Klondike region and
thereabouts it ceases almost entirely.
‘There is practically no large g ame, with
the exception of one or two moose and
reindeer, which have becoms sep:rated
from the rest of the herd and wandered
out there. So that prospectors who in-
tend visiting the fiald should not rely in the
least on the resourcez of the country to
feed them. There may be a few rabbits,
ducks, and geese in the spring, which dis-
appear very quickly. These are not suffi
cient to supply even the wants of the few
natives who wander nomadically about the
region. '
Lower down the Yukon, at certain sea-
sons of the year, there is abundance of
game, probably from 400 Yo 500 miles from
the Klondike River. The moise is about
the largest ot the mammals. while the rein-
deer is fairly plentitul. As the population
has increased the game has correspondingly
decreased, snd ia the -winter the Indians
there bave & hard time securing food, as
they are very improvident. Daring the
season when itis abundsnt they never
think of laying by & supply. There are
beavers on the streams end various kinds
of deer, baar, and caribou. In the winter
monthe these go south and disappear al-
most entirely. The polar bear is found
several degrees further north, never ap.
pearing in that vicinity.
In the mountain stresm' which feed the

Yukon River, up toward its head, near the
Kathul Mountain, there ara mountgin trout

streams up in th3 winter, as they are :
fed by glaciers, which, of course in cold

weather are frozsn entirely, The salmon
is found in the Yukon, but only lower
down, toward St. Michael. Occasionally
they are caught high up on the Yukon, but
the water is rather cold for them. There
is & sort of fish known as the white : fish
which is found near the klondike River,
and is said to by excellant eating. It
ranges in s1z3 about the same as our black
bass, and is one of the chief mainstays of
the Indians. In winter, if is not too
co.d, holes are cutin the ice and the fish

pulled out by bone hooks. They are mors _
plentiful than any other kind and the ice ¢

cold water appearsto be their natural
babitat.

Early in the spring water fowl, such as
ducks, geese, and swan, put in an appear-
ance, but they do not tarry long, and wand
their way after a stay ot only a fow days,
They are very plentiful when they do ap-
sen-. and the na‘ives kill them by han-

reds. The trouble is, howevar, that
things of the kind do not last as they do in
warmr climates.

- Reindeer formerly were seen in very
large numbers on the Yukon, some two or
three bundred miles from where the
Klondike flows into it, and a gentleman
who spent two or three winters  there
several years ago stated to the reporter
thathe had seen & herd of at least 5,000
croes the river on the ice in on3 day. He
also saw moose and caribou in herds of
large number, but such an occurence is
an_unusual rather thip a common ome.

Klondike would-be prospactors should
bear in miad the fact t.gnt in thst region,
whera game is scarce, the appetite is
something wonderfal. All kinds of fyod
is eaten with relish, particularly anything
that has fat or greass about it. The lhl?
air increases huuger nsarly a huadred fold,
and it is nedessary to have plenty of pro-
visions in order to withntnng the tempora-
ture of sometimes as much as 68 © d, 8
below ziro. Persous who have passed the
winter there state that it is much better not
to touch alcolohic liquors, as the atter ef-
fect from indulgence in them are much
worse than any benefit from which they
may be derived from temporary stimula-
tion.

Tea is comsilered ome of the
best thiogs which can be taken,
and it is druok in quantities,
strong and as hot as possible. This
seems to keep the heat in and the cold out
better than anything elss. All kinds of
canned goods are excellent, and dried
fruits or lime juice should bs included in
every bill of fare, as scarvy is prevented
by making use of them. Itis necessary to
use large quantities of salt meats, which
produce the di :

Itis believed by travellers up the Yukon
River that vegetables which grow rapidly
could be raised profitibly in the summer
months. Potatoes, it is thought, could be
brought to fruition without trouble, and
turnips also. The latte: have been raised
successfully bv missionaries 400 or 500
miles or so from the source of the river.
The suu there is ssid to have very strong
power in the three or four months of sum-
mer, and in hothouses lettice and other
vefetnblu could be raised easily.

t is believed by many who do not under-
s'and the situation tharoughly that it is not
allowed to any one to take provisions into
that country, the syndicate furnishing them
for $400. This is & mistake. The syndie
cate merely does not allow any one to
transport then up the Yukon River, re-
serviog that right for itself. Ifthey can be
taken to Jumeau or eithar the Chilkat
or Chilkoot pass they cin be transported
over the mountains on muleback, and this
is much the closer way. The cost of trans-
portation, however is considered expentsive.

THE ANGEL FISH.
A Bub-Tropical Fish of Beautiful Qolor and
with Wiog-Shaped Fins,
The angel fish is so called on account of
its beautiful colors and long, wing-shaped
fins. Its body is thin and deep. Inshape
the angel fish resembles the well-known
three-tailed porgy, called also spadefish
and triple-tail, of these waters, though it is
not quite so thick.
The angel fish hes & small mouth. Its
tail is moderately long. Tne dorsal and
anal fins are both long, their ends extend-

thin head, and of the body in front of the
dorsal and anal fins, the tips of the gill
covers, and the bases of the pectoral fins
are of a bright cobalt blue. The tail fin is
of a bright yellow, with a narrow edge of
greenish blue, and all the others fins are
tipped with yellow.
While these are the usual colors of the
angel fish, its colors vary more or less,
according to its condition and the circum-
stances under which the fish is seen. Some-
times its body appears to be purple, some-
times yellow, or the upper half may be
purple and the lower half yellow.

The base
of the pectoral fins, usually blue, sometimes
appears green. The general color effect
of the angel fish is light, and most of its
colors are clear and transparent. There
are various fishes that are more gaudily
colored, but thare is perhaps none that is
colored more besutifully.

When the angel fish is young its body
color is brown, and it then, like many other
fishes of its kind, 1s branded. In the case
of the angel fish these bands sre of s mingl-
ed blue and yellow. The bands disappear
entirely with the fishe's growth.|

The angel fish is found in the waters of
Bermuda and of the West Indies, and in
the Gulf of Mexico. It attains a weight
of about four pounds, and reaches fitteen
inches in length. 1Itis a market fish in the
countries in whose waters it abounds, and
it is so plentitul that it 1s sold at a low
price. It is a delicious food fish.

It is everywhere admired for its beauty.
It bas a habit of furning on its side and
swimming like a flounder, and it comes
often to the top, and it may become very
tame. InBermuda the angel fish is a
favorite to keep in the private ponds which
are numerous on that island. It is there
fed on braad. In nature the angel fish
teeds around rocks that are covered with
algae, nibblingat the plants, and eating
small barnacles ard other small crusticeans
that are found in rocky places. The scales
of the angel fish are v rough, and it has

‘‘eldest son of the Poet.” This man
who lived to a venmerable age and
was buried at his death beside his father
and mother in the Mausol in St. Mi-
chael's churchyard, was himself a literary
lover and a wriler of songs, some of which
have survived the stress of time. We have
often withcd Burns might bave lived to
know and evjoy Scott, and itis interesting
to find out what this son thought of him:
Mr. Kerr writes: “When I first became
acquainted with Robert, the eldest son of
the Bard, in 1846 he bad for some years
been retired on a pension, an an ex-Gov-
ernment cfficial. He was then infirm and
in poor health, yet his face, and the con-
tour of his head, strongly remirded me,
and I wasonly a boy then, of the well-
known engravings from Nasmyth's portrait
of the poet, painted in the hey-dsy of his
popularity. Though I have trequently
seen the two other soms of the poet, on
their annual visit to Mr. McDiarmid in
Dumfries, yet I was often brought into in-
timate relations with the eldest son, Rotert
who was an almost nightly visitor, when ke
was able to move about, at Mr. Mac's
house, and when unwell, which was fre-
quently the case, I had often to see
bim at his lodgings with messages, books,
newspapers. etc., sent up to him by his old
and thoughtful friends, orhis family!
Being, then only a boy Robert was always
kind and indplgent to me, and took much
interest in the bcoks 1 should read. He
had a fine edition of the Waverly novels in
hs library, as I well remember, and he told
me by all means to s'udy thoroughly the
writir gs of Scott. He kindly leot me each
volume, and introduced me to a new world
as I bad hitherto never seen any ot the
great Wiz:rd's matchless creations. Rob-
ert’s favorite tale of Scott's was the
“Heart of Mid-Lothian.” Ever since, I
have never tired of *Scott, ¢nl I caonot
even {o this day, say which is my favorite
work tke ¢Heart of Mid-Lothian” or
‘‘Ivanhoe.” - During my frequent visits to
Robert’s lodgings I reccived from him
several valuable presents of books, and a
copy of one of his own poetical pieces, en-
titled **A Song,” a pastoral ballad.

She ushered me itto a neat apartment, and
said that she would send for Burns, who
bad gone for 8 walk. In about half an
hour he came, and my conjecture proved
right ; he was the person I had seen on the
bench by the roadside. At first I was not
entirely pleased with his tenence. I
thought it had a sortct capricious jealousy,
as if he was half inclined to treat me as an
irtruder. I resolved to bear it, and try it
I could humor him.

All this is exceedingly apt and interest-
ing, as proceeding from a candid, culti-
vated man of poetical feeling. Of his
characterization, Mr. Stcddard ssys:
“*This delineation of Burns in his thirty-
second year is not only a notable example
of intellectual portraiture, but to those who
bave studied his writings is an acute analy-
sis of his genius, which accomplisted what
it did throvgh its own mtensity, and not
through the adventitious aid ot books. . .
His familiarity with great writers was not
extensive enough to instruct him; he was
misinstructed by minor writers, with whom
his acquamtance was sufficiently large. He
read without judgment and admired with-
out taste. This circumstance explains the
mediocrity which characterizes all bis Eng-
lish writings.”

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TRACES OF A LOST RACE.
Digcoveries Made in the Mounds of Louie-
lana,

Prof. George E. Beyer ot Tulane Usi-
versity New Orleans hasjust retaraed from
his explorations of the so-called Indian
mounds along Red River and between that
stream and the Mississipdi, in Franklin,
Natchitoches, and other neighboring
parishes, which be investigated for Tulane
University and the Louisiana Historical
Society. He was engaged in the work for
more than five weeks, and hs might bave
stayed ten timss as long, for he found the
mounds far more common than he expected ;
80 common, in fact, as to indicate that the
alluvial lands of the Red River and the
country between that stream and the
Mississippi must bave been far more dense-
ly populated at the time the mounds were
built tkan when the white man pushed his
way into the country. -

Prof. Beyer wos chosen for this work
because of his recent great success n ex-
ploring the Cataboula mounds, also in the
swawp. The latter he examined far more
thotou{hly than auy previous explorer,
and he was able to show that
each mound was not a single body
erected at one time, but like Schliemann’s
Ilium, a succession of mounds or settle-
ments built one on top of the other. He
was abls to distinguish the several lsyers
of earth, shell, and clay deposited at differ-
ent times, and to demonstrate a greater
antiquity for the Mounds than had been
supposed—an antiquity of at least 1000
years. The skeletons and implements dis-
covered proved further that the inhabitants
of these mounds were not of the race of the
ordinary red Igdians who were found there
by the French and spanish explorers, but
a race akin to the Aztecs or Toltecs, of a
more peaczful disposition than the neighbor-
ing Indians and originally more civilized.
They had apparently been forced into the
great swamp by the surrounding Indian
tribes, and their civilization had deterior-
ated under the unfavorable conditions in
which they lived.

Prof. Beyer's later explorations confirm-
ed his former ones, or rather showed that
there wera two varieties ot mouands in the
country he explored, one variety, on the
higher land, apparently erected by Indians
and usel mainly for burial purposes;
the othar built by a more ient

A large mound, known as the
Brannin Mound, and the only rectangular
one west of ths Mississippi, seemed to have
been a temple or point of observation. It
was much higher than the others, and com.
manded a fine view of the surrounding
country. There were evidences that a %ire
gad been kept lighted on it, either for
religious purposes or to give warning to
the neighboring settlemmts. At the time
these mounds were erected all the sur-
rounding country was subjsct to overflow,
or rather must have been under water all
the time, so that the settlement was origi-
nally an American Venice, with canals be-
tween the several islands. The mounds
bad been built at diffsrent times, the origi-
nal material used being shells, and subse-
quently clay and mud. Unalike the Indian
mounds, there were no skeletons in them,
and few relics of any kind. Tae mounds
were evidently erected for purposes of re-
fuge from the water, and simply to liva on,
and, except the central one, were not for
burial or religious purposes.

Other similer clusters of mounds were
found in the surrounding country. At
Clear Lake was a large round sigasl mound

nd around it fifty mounds, atl iving ia the
gcd of Clear Lske and under the direct
ontrol of the big mound.. The latter
ommanded a range of from twenty to
hirty miles of circumjacent country.

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that Lsad to this Distress-
ing Disease.

In a recent article concerning the treat-
ment of asthma a prominent authority on
diseases of the chest enumerates as fol-
lows the principal causes of the obstruction
in the bronchial tubes to which the par-
oxysmal diffi julty in breathing is due:

1. A previous diseased comdition of the
luogs, which renders them susceptible to
attack. Not infrequently cases of asthma
resist treatment simply from ths physician's
failure to recognizs the existence of an
antecedent trouble. Weak lungs are al-
ways open to the inflaence of the various
excitants to asthmatical paroxysms.

2. Direct irritation of the hning mem-
brane of the bronchial tubes may establish
the disease by exciting the lungs to suc-
cessive paroxysms. The inhalation of
various dusts and powders, like those aris.
ing from tflowers, marble and coals, and ir-
ritating fumes of metals are often the start-
ing point or occasion of a severe attack of
asthma, which in fact, usually lasts as long
as there is any additional souroce of irrita-
tion. Experience must teach the sufferer
what kinds of irritants are espacially to be
avoidedin his individual case. Feather
bed, animals, kerosene lamps and arseni-
cal wall-paper are among the more com-
mon of direct irritants.

8. In indiract irritation of the lungs the
source] of the trouble may be located ag
some distance from the lungs, as is the case
in digestive derangements. Attacks of
asthma may be provoked by the prassure of
tumors or enlarged glands upon the nerves

which control the process of breathing.
Since the extension of lmciul surgery many
cases of asthma arising from irritations and
obstructions in the nose have been discov-
ered and cured. Enlarged tonsils may also
be a source of irritation.

4. Not the least frequent mon? the
agents d in the production of par-
oxysms ot asthma are what are called toxic
causes, that is to say, causes which produce
l{ltemio poisoning. The more common of
these are of gouty or malarial origin. Signs
of lead and arsenical poisoning should be
searched for.

In looking for the cause of a given case
of asthma, we should take into considera-
tion the fact that the disease may be due
to one condition alone, or to several com-
bined.

Whitever means are taken for the imme-
diate reliet of the paroxysm, it is obvious
that & cure ot the disease itself cannot be
expected until the underlying trouble has
been remedied.

4 Review of the Posthumous Pablioation
Prol. Lewis's Lectures,

There bas been published recently a

‘volume of small size, but of especial inter- | mon.

est and importance, in regard to the
origin of diamonds.
‘This is none other than the posthumous
issue of the full papers of the late Prof.
H. Carvill Lewis, edited by his friend,
Prof. T. G. Bonney of London. It will
be remembered that Prof. Lewis was the
first to present a clear and deflnit ‘theory
of the origin of the South African dismonds
as resulting from the intrusion of igneous
rocks into and through carbonaceoue shales
and the crystallization of the carbon
throughout the rock as it cooled, from hy-
drocarbons distilled from the shale that
had been broken through. These views.
now for the most part accepted, and sub-
sequently confirmed by othsr and very in-
teresting parallel discoveries he presented
in two papers read before the British asso-
i for the adv t of Science at
its meetings held in 1886, at Birmingham,
and in 1887, at Manchester. Bofore he
was able, however, to prepare them for
publication and carry them to the greater
completeness that he desired, Prof.

Lewis succumbed to an attack of
typhoid  fever, which he removed
one of the most brilliant and cap-

able of the rising scientists of this country.
Agreeably to his expressed wishes, his
material was intrusted to his friend and
co-laborer, Prot. George H. Williams of
John Hopkins University ; but by a strange
fatality before the latter had time to are
range and edit these papers, he, too, fell a
victim to the ssme disease, in 1894. The
work wss then commited to Prof. Bonney
and at last is given to the scientific world.
The book consists .of an introductory
nots by Mrs. Lawis; a preface by Prof.
Bonney ; the two papers ot Prot. Lawis
himself, with soms later noes and refer-
enees by ths editor; & brief account of
similar material from other localities, be-
longing to Prof. Lewis also by the editor ;
a closing note on some MSS. of Prof.
Lewis, and a full index. There are also
two plates and a number of smaller illustra-
tions, the latter from Prot. Lawis’s own
drawings.
The first paper, ‘On a Diamond-Bearing
Peridotite and on the History of the Dia
mond’ (1886), is brief, dealing with the
character and occurrence of the diamanti-
ferous rock at kimberly and outlining Prof.
Lewis's theory.
The second paper, ‘The Matrix of the
Dismond’ (1887), is more extenied and
goes into an exhaustive dicussion and com-
parison of the various aspects, contents,
and alterations of the rock, which he finds
to be different from ‘any previbusly de-
scribed, and therefore proposes for it the
name of Kimberlite. Its main character
is that ot a highly basic prophyritic per-
idotite, filled with olivine crystals and
grains, more or less altered, and various
other minerals—serpeutine, tremolite, & ’
with bronxite, rutile, perovskite, pyrope
garnets, micaceous ‘minerals, and other
torms, and at times brecciated in structure,
filled with fragments of carbonazeous shale
brought up from below. The shales are
of Triassic age, the “Karoo beds" of that
region, and the intrusion of the peridotite
in the great ‘‘pipes” or chimneys that con-
stitute the mines is therefore proved to be
of & later, though not exactly determined
period.

The Largest Fouataln.
The greatest fountain in ths world was
turned on recently at Indianapolis, says the
8t. Lonis Globe D:mocrat, and permitted
to now for an hour. It is one of the cas-
cades now in the course of construction at
the base of the soldiers® monament. The
flow of water measures tully up to the con-
tract, which calls for 7000 gallons a minute
at each of the two cascades as a regular
thing, with a capacity under high prassure,
Lowever, that is much greater.
