Consequently when the crash came the
heavier engine cut through the light-
er as through a pasteboard box, and
was but slightly damaged, while the
sBuburban engine was smashed beyond
any semblance of use. Wrecking
trains were at once sent out from
Moncton and St. John, and the siding
was used until the track was cleared
and normal conditions resumed

A Standard man was on the Mari-
time when the accident occurred. Af-
ter the crash and jar, he looked out of
the car window and saw what appear-
ed to be a part of the next car off the
track.

Canada For The Movement

(Continued from page one)

and as a result there is in Canada at
the present time no agitation for, and
little sentiment in favor of, recipro-
city with our friends and neighbors
to the south of the line. In 1854 a
treaty of reciprocity was entered into
between the two countries. In 166 it
was abrogated at the instance of the
United States.

“Thus a reciprocity treaty was in
operation 12 years. The United States
and British North America lived as
neighbors seventy-one years before
this treaty and 44 years since it
came (o an end. Mt is evident there-
fore that they can continue to live
in peace and comfort without a reci-
procity contract.

“The United States .can produce
most of the food and raw material the .
country requires, Should the need of
forest, farm, fish or mineral products
from Canada become so urgent that
the tax on them is a burden on your
people, you know how to reduce or ab-
olish it. It would be an easy thing to
do so, Canada does not expect the
United States to reduce its duties to
benefit the Dominion, but at any time
that we have anything to spare that
you require we are prepared to supply
you on fair terms, Never again will a
Canadian party make reciprocity with
the United States its political plat-
form.

Large Restrictions.

“At the present time, no party in
Canada, no Canadian public men, no
business men, no representatives of
any class speak in favor of recipro-
city except with large restrictions, re-
strictions to protect our industries, re-
strictions in favor of the British Em-
pire, restrictions to conserve our na-
tural resources and restrictions to
protect our public domain, 8o that the
products of our forests may be con-
verted into manufactured goods by our
own labor,

“Twenty years ago both Canadian
parties declared for reciprocity, one
of them for it in an unrestricted form.
In the present Canadian Cabinet there
are ministers who less than a quarter
of a century ago advocated mnre
stricted reciprocity with discrimina-
tion against the British Empire, If
they did so today they would not re-
main in any Canadian Cabinet five
minutes, for now no public man in
Canada who values his political life
would dare to propose discrimination
against the Mother Land. Further
than that no man will advocate a
treaty that will stand in the way of
the general Imperial preference which
all Canadians desire.

Treaty Abrogated.

“As T sald a few minutes ago, the
reciprocity treaty was abrogated in
1866 and ten years later the United
States rejected the limited treaty
made by George Brown and Hamilton
Fish. Another fifteen years later Mr.
Blaine and his assoclates declined to
negotiate with the Government of Sir
John Macdonald, and again five years
later approaches by Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier's ministry were unsuccessful,

“Fourteen years then passed with-
out the resumption of negotiations, and
then a few months ago they were re-
opened by President Taft and Mr.
Fielding with the result that the only
tariff arrangement that has been com-
pleted between your people and ours
for 56 years was negotiated. By this
arrangement Canada made certain re-
ductions on its duties on imports from
the United States, and the American
duty on Canadlan goods remained ex-
actly as it was before.

This is not the place to discuss the
treaty, further than to say that it will
not cause the Canadian people to put
forth greater efforts to re-open the
treaty question with their neighbors,
In regard to this treaty some Canadi-
ans feel like the wife who disputed
with her husband concerning the din-
ner hour—she wanted the meal at one
and he at six—they compromised on
six.

of business or sentiment, requires
that Canada shall remain a part of
the British Empire,”

Against Reciprocity.

Last week the “Chambre de Com-
merce” of the same city, an institu-
tion thoroughly representative of the
French merchants, came out strongly
against reciprocity with the United
States by passing a resolution asking
the government to pay no heed to the
movement across the border. The
resolutions claimed that reciprocity
would endanger the British preference
and Canadian industries.

Fourth,~~The immigration of United
States farmers into the Canadian west
is a phenomenon of which both coun-
tries must take notice. This migra-
tion has recently been described by a
United States public man as “the
greatest agricultural movement in the
history of the world.”

This action, subject to the approval
of the Senate, settles the one remain-
ing boundary question between the U.
S. and Canada, or New Brun to
be more exact. The exact location of
this boundary had been in dispute
ever since 1783. In that year the
greater portion of the boundary was
del , but no agr could be
reached regarding the line at this
point. Soon thereafter a joint com-
mittee was created and.charged with
the duty of reaching an agreement on
a line, but failed of its purpose.

In the comparatively recent general
boundary treaty it was provided that
if no agreement could be reached on
the boundary at this point within a
glven period the question should  be
submitted to arbitration. Secretary
Knox and Amb dor Bryce Tud
ed, however, that the point at issue
was not of sufficient importance to
warrant the expense and trouble of
an appeal to arbitratfon, and accord-
ingly undertook mnegotiations which
have been Tuded to thefr
satisfaction, a compromise having
been reached which is expected to
meet the approval of all concerned.

The letion of the fary
claims treaty with Great Britain
provided the means of disposing by
arbitral methods of the last bone of
contention between Great Britain and
certain of her colonies, notably Aus-
tralia. That convention was recently
submitted to the Foreign Office by
Mr. Bryce after a complete agree-
ment had been reached between Sec-
retary Knox and the ambassador,
and the ambassador is now only walt.

NURSES N~
CONVENTION

Annual Convention of the As-
sociated Alliance of United
States and Canada---Mes-
sage Sent to Alexandra.

PR

New Y&rk. May 23.—Trained nurses
are here from every State in the Un-

jon and from the Canadian provinces
to attend the thirteenth annual meet-
ing of the Nurses Assoclated Alumnde,
An allied association with a long name
is meeting simultaneously, the Ameri-
can Society of Superintendents of
Training Schools for Nurses. Per-
haps 600 trained nurses are here as
delegates representing 75,000 gradu-
ate nurses, and there are at least 200
of the training school superintendents
meeting with them.

At luncheon and tea time the nur-
ges attracted a good deal of attention
in the uptown hotels. There are com-
paratively few young women among
them. Most of them are middle aged.
Some seem prematurely gray. All of
them are very serious and business-
like and have a quick, brisk way of
talking like people who realize the
value of time.

At the first morning session of their
convention in Mendelssohn Hall, Miss
Jane A. Delano of Washington, D. C,,
the head of the Red Cross nursing
gervice and one of the best known
graduate nurses in the country pre-
sided. She described the development
of nursing from its inception to the
present day. It was the Crmean War,
Miss Delano told her associates, that
first called attention to the value of
a tralned nurse. It was, she said, the
first great war to be reported prompt-
ly by the newspapers, and people were
able to learn for the first time just
what heroic work the women like Flor-
ence Nightingale did on the battle-
flelds.

“Jt was this realization and the won-
derful courage of Florence Nightin-
gale,” said Miss Delano, “that gavo
nursing its first impetus. It was Flor-
ence Nightingale, returning from the
horrors of the Crimean war, who saw
the possibilities for good that lay in
the inauguration of a new system of
training professional nurses. The
first school for training nurses was
established in London soon after, and
in a short time Helen Nightingale, sis-
ter of the angel of the Cirimea, was
presiding over the first nurges’ train-
ing school in America, heré in New
York.” .

After telling the story of how the
Red Cross had its origin from the
idea of a poor Swiss peasant, who was
horrified at the slaughter at the bat-
tle of Solferino, Miss Delano touched
on the criticism that is sometimes
directed at trained nurses.

“It is one of the most hopeful signs
of the times,” she said. “We need cri-
ticism, The fact that we get it shows
that we are working to some purpose,
If we were being ignored and allow-
ed to pass unnoticed, it would be
much more to be deplored. I have al-
ways thought that the nurse shared
with the sisters of religious orders
unique opportunities for the wida.

A RARE OCCURRENCE.

The conviction at Woodstock of two train officers
for drinking while on duty is mentioned as a rare occur-
rence. , Such convictions are rare because the offence
is hardly known. It would be hard to find in any voca-
tion @ finer body of men than those who operate rail-
way trains in the various grades of the service. Those
whom the public meet are as a rule courteous and kind-
ly. sometimes under great provocation to be otherwise,
They have frequently a prompt decision on a
difficult question of justice or of fact. It is sometimes
the duty of the conductor to give judgment and execute
it without much time for thought, or opportunity to learn
the facts except from a deeply interested party. The
driver and conductor are responsible with others for
the lives of all on the train. Mistakes may be made
by conductors in dealing with passengers. Courts of
appeal frequently set aside the decision of judges given
after deep study on matters of law and fact such as

SIR WILFRID AND MANITOBA.

A general election in the province of Manitoba is
expected this summer. This was the first province in
Canada to cut loose from the federal government
machine after Sir Wilfrid obtained power. It had
maintained a Liberal administration for many years,
when Sir Wilfrid Laurier's party were professing deep
sympathy with provincial aspirations. But the success
of the federal Liberal party put this sympathy to
the test, and made it clear that the machine at Ottawa
was merely using the provincial ministries for its own
political advantage. Manitoba broke loose, followed
by Ontario, British Columbia and New Brunswick.

None of these other losses seem to have caused
80 much indignation as the loss of Manitoba. For
& time the Laurier ministry maintained a federal majority
from ‘hat province. It is now pretty well known how
this was accomplished. Manipulation of electoral lists,
& series of frauds, supported by perjury and forgery, de-
vised and carried out by men who were rewarded with
federal office, enabled the government to claim a majority
in the Ottawa representation in the face of a public
opinion which the people desired to express at the
polls.

But this also came to an end. Before the election
of 1908 the opposition minority at Ottawa held up
a measure intended to select Manitoba and British
Columbia from other provinces to have their electoral list
controlled from Ottawa. This sinister departure from the
one party pledge that had not previously been broken
was mot allowed. The oppesition declared that the
act should not pass if parliament were held a year to
stop it. The government first abandgned the atr
tempt to coerce British Columbia, but the Manitoba
machine beld on long and viciously. But this also
bad to be given up.

Mr. Balsara is wealthy and able to pay
the best counsel to argue the case that he is ethnologic-
ally white, as the question of race was understood in
1790. In England this Parsee could be a member of
parliament, though the late Lord Salisbury made one
of his rare political mistakes when he spoke derisively
of a Parsee Liberal politician as “a black man.”

The fatal railway accident at Nauwigewauk evidently
belongs to the class of disasters in which some person
is to blame. It will be the duty of the coroner and his
jury to place the responsibility. As the inquiry will
be public and ought to bring out all the essential facts,
it is fair and proper for the public to suspend judgment
in respect to the train and station officers, and to the
management of the railway.

MONDAY EVENING.

On Monday evening a mass meeting
of the Baptist Young People’s Soci-
eties of St. John was held in the
school room. C. R. Wasson, president
of the Germain street society, occu-
pled the chair. James W. Griffith
contributed a solo and Mrs, A. Pierce
Crocket and Miss Cathers a duet.

C. R. Wasson the president, then
read an historical sketch of the Ger-
main stireet Baptist church Young
People's Society of Christian Endea-
vor. The society, he said, was organ-
ized on February 12, 1882, and was
therefore the oldest of its kind in
Canada.

The first Christian Endeavor Society
was organized in Portland, Maine, in
1881, one year before that of the Ger-
main street church. At first the local
society, which started with 12 mem-
bers, devoted most of its energies to
organizing entertainments and socials
for the benefit of the young people.
But later it began to take an interest
in the various phases of Christian
work radiating from the local church
as a center, and became a factor of
considerable importance in the life of
the young people of the congregation
in recent years the society has been
contributing annually to the Baptist
foreign mission fund.

Continuing Mr. Wasson gav

a list

of all the presidents of the society
gince its inception and pointed out

that many of the past presidents have
since risen in prominence in various
walks of life in St. John and other
cities.

The Influence of Ideals.

Rev. A. 8. Lewis, of Yarmouth, N.
8., delivered an interesting address
on the Influence of Ideals. Ideals,
he. said, were an uplifting influence
in the life of the individual. At the
present time young men needed to
set before themselves the highest
ideals as a goul of endeavor. A
young man today could not ride very
far on the reputation of his father.
The positions worth having required
men of initiative and energy inspired
by high ideals. 4

Men who had no ideals were apt
to find life a sort of tread mill. They
needed ideals to save them from the
deadening influence of hard work,
and keep their thoughts upon the
mountain tops,

Upon the community as a whole,

ideals had a transforming effect. At
present men were more concerned
with getting than with giving, and

that spells miss for any community.
But high ideals would transform the
spirit of getting into the spirit of
giving, and work a revolution in the
life of the communty. Employers
and workers alike should set before
themselves the ideal of service rather
than the hope of getting all they
could for the least amount of service

The influence of ideals upon a na-
tion was to exalt it. Some people
thought the glory of the British Em-

pire the might of its navy; but the
British Fmpire was great because
our fathers planted lofty ideals

which have become incorporated in
the life of the people, and have ex
tended their influence over the world

There was one ideal which would
uplift the individual, transform the
community, and exalt the nation—
men going into the world should set
this ideal before them, and conscious-
ly endeavor to realize it. As the
Poet Lowell said:

“Not failure, but low aim, is crime.”

The accident will cause some delay
to the harbor work as the Cynthia,
the big dredge, is now undergoing re-
pairs and the Iroquois is reported not
to be in the best shape. Conseguently
the accident to the “Beacon Bar” will
mean the removal of the dredge from
commission for a time.

It was at first feared that the
dredge had sunk in such a position
that when the tide went down she
would be in danger of sliding off into
the deeper cut and sustaining more
damage. Fortunately when the tide
went down she was found to be rest-
ing sufficiently far inside to remove
all danger from this source. In fact
sufficient time elapsed before she
completely filled to allow her to be
pushed some distance toward shore
and her position was much improved
in consequence. It is feared, how-
ever, that she will be badly strained
as a result of the accident.

The crew on the mud digger at the
time was composed of Capt. Thomas
McDonald, Thomas Lahey who was in
charge, Dexter Moran, cranesman;
Alex. Iveney fireman and several deck
men.
