Lieut.-Col. John H. Parks, D.S.O., 
62 Parks street, was another passen­
ger. He went over as a captain in 
the 9th Battalion In the fall of 1914, 
was once wounded and won his decora­
tion at the third battle of Ypres.

Major Malcolm MacKay, of St. 
John, went over as a member of the 
146th Battalion, mobilized at Halifax, 
and was later transferred to the for­
estry corps.

Among the many New Brunswick 
men on board were Privates Perley 
Poore, Oromocto, and Cedric Robert­
son, St. John. Cedric Robertson, a 
gi audson of William Hawker, and a 
brother of Egbert Robertson, who lost 
a leg in the early days of the war. 
Is now only about 19 years of age. He 
was for more than two years In 
France, a member of a machine gun 
unit.

Perley Poore, Oromocto, left on 
the Montreal Express for his home 
last evening. Some three years ago

Shipbuilding supremacy—Great Bri­
tain's for nearly sixty yeare—has 
crossed the ocean on the bridge of 
ships built by America to win the war, 
abates the article. Shipping suprem­
acy, in so far as the possession of a 
majority of the world's mercantile ton­
nage constitutes it, is declared to be 
attainable. But it is pointed out that 
the coat of gaining it is so great that 
it may well be asked if supremacy of 
the sort for which the government of 
the United States la striving Is to 
be regarded as an asset or a liability. 
"American tonnage Is being built at 
costs well above those of other na­
tions," states the article. "Its opera­
tion will also entail a much greater 
expense, and no change In these con­
ditions Is In eight. What can be done 
to offset these handicaps ?"

"Can the United States gain the 
shipping supremacy of the world?

"Unquestionably, If It is prepared to 
toot the bill. And the attainment of 
maritime leadership will entail bill­
ions—not merely for the acquisition 
of the mercantile tonnage (that has 
been provided tor) but for the main­
tenance of the ships in competition 
with thoee of all other nation®.

"It all comes back to the American 
>people. Are arey prepared to finance 
the enterprise Secretary McAdoo oot 
lined, in the way he outlined tt—re­
gardless of dividends and Interest re- 
gardlees of indefinite toeses carried 
over an Indefinite period? Are they 
ready to support government operation 
of shipping through years of experi­
mentation at a certain k>98 on the 
chance of an ultimate benefit to Amer­
ican business that may amply repay 
the billions expended?

"Shipping supremacy may prove 
either the ooetliest toy the United 
States has ever. had or its greatest 
commercial agset It government op­
eration can be finally converted Into 4 
producer of dividends In national wel­
fare we can well afford to mortgage 
the present for the benefit of the 
future.

Hon. Mr. Foster said the discus­
sion, though based upon an education­
al item had taken a wide range. He 
bad been much interested in the re­
marks of the ex-Attorney General and 
his Hon. friend to the right (Veniot). 
It was all very well tor them to stand 
in their places and toss their remarks 
across the floor and say everything 
was all right and that the two races 
should get together. They might at­
tempt to use their influence upon a 
certain section of the press of the 
country. He had come into politics 
from commercial life and in the latter 
bad had excellent business relations 
with people of New Brunswick speak 
ing both French and English. Much 
to his surprise, shortly after his elec­
tion to office as prime minister, he 
had seen it heralded abroad in the 
columns of a certain sect 
press that he had been pit 
position by the will of the French 
speaking section of the province, 
which had reduced the English speak­
ing people to a condition of servi­
tude.

Mr. Baxter said that he did not de­
sire to be dependent on any creed 
or racial cry for his position in public 
life. He thought the Premier in mak­
ing the remarks he had might have 
In mind a certain newspaper organ in 
St John with which he (Baxter) was 
connected. He could assure him and 
the House that as soon as he could 
get in touch with that newspaper he’d 
put a stop to the tactics which it was 
pursuing, for he did not believe in it.

However, all knew the 
trouble any political party had with 
Its newspapers. He himself had jhil- 
eo to notice the restraining hand upon 
two newspapers, the Telegraph and 
Times which had never ceased to villi- 
ty and attack him. As far as he was 
concerned he condemned them and 
when he saw in the Comptroller Gen­
eral’s accounts that the advertise­
ment for information which might 
lead to the apprehension of the mur­
derer of Harry Williams, had been 
inserte’d in those papers, he did not 
wonder as he considered those to be 
the papers which were likely to have 
the greatest circulation among the 
criminal classes.

Mr. McGrath said he recognized tha 
plea for higher education which had 
been made, but primary education de­
served the chief attention of the Leg­
islature. It must be recognized that 
there were many country districts 
which had been without teachers for 
six or eight months, and that the bur­
den of providing education 
creasing on all small towns.

Mr. Baxter said he agreed mainly 
with the remarks of the hon. member 
for York (Crocket) concerning the in­
sufficiency of the vote for education. 
He did not blame the present govern­
ment more than Its predecessor for 
this situation. ▲ change of feeling 
was noticeable. Towns and cities 
were feeling it In the drain of their 
best teachers to the West, and were 
making inadequate efforts to supple­
ment the too small salary.

Fredericton, April 10.—Mr. Michaud 
on the House resuming at 8 o’clock, 
said he understood that most of the 
amount appropriated «for colonisation 
roads was to be spent to Restlgouche 
County.

In Restigouche 
there were fourteen settlements, in 
Madawaska ten, Gloucester four, 

s Kent five and Carleton two. He said 
that colonization money was not sup­
posed to be spent on roads already 
tum-plked, but only on roads running 
through new lots. Each settler was 
supposed to contribute road work to 
the value of thirty dollars. He 
thought the time was coming when 
more money would have to be expend­
ed on colonisation roads.

Mr. Melon son hoped that the Hon. 
Minister when apportioning the allow­
ance would see to it that Kent County 
got Its share and possibly a larger 
amount than last year.

Mr. YOung said the County of York 
had not figured for several years in 
the grant for colonization roads. He 
referred to a new settlement at Nap- 
udogan, where the people were with­
out a road.

WAS NO HOUSING 
PROBLEM LONG AGO

.Canadian Officer of the British 
Navy Writes of Visit to An­
cient Haunts of Men and 
Rhinoceroses—Tombs and 
Temples Explored.

The following extract Is from a Ca­
nadian In the British Navy who writes 
from the Mediterranean to a friend in 
St. John:

“If I don’t get demobilized before 
I expect to sail for Egypt In about 
three weeks. That ought to be a 
rather good trip. Of course it ls»'t 
cold here, and the winter with no 
snow about didn’t seem right at all. 
Yesterday another chap and myself 
went on a lengthy excursion and 
nearly melted away. We went to a 
place called Blngemna where, cut into 
the rocky cliffs of a little valley, were 
dozens of small square holes opening 
into little low rooms, supposed to have 
been made by the Phoenicians and 
used as tomba about 1600 B. C., 'but 
that Is quite modern compared to 
some of the things around these isl­
ands. In the lowest tier were several 
quite large rooms, evidently the 
graves of the mighty, but now occu­
pied by a few donkeys and hens who 
greeted ug with undue enthusiasm 
and made enough row to wake the 
former tenants. Expected the old 
farmer who owned them to arrive and 
pinch me for trying to steal his 
chickens.

"Last week I visited Birzebbigla 
and explored the Ghar Dalam cai 
(I like the names, don’t you?) I 
found some rhinoceros teeth and fos­
sil bones. These chaps were extinct 
before men arrived in Malta, which 
was at least six thousand years ago, 
perhaps thirty thousand. The place 
must be rather ancient. The first 
tooth like this was discovered a 
couple of hundreds years ago and pre­
sented to the Grand Master, who sent 
it to the Pope. They believed it to 
tie a giant’s tooth. As these teeth 
are almost two inches square th« 
giant of their Imagination must have 
been a husky beggar.

“After the rhino became so disgust 
ed with things that he decided to 
become extinct, some cave men rent­
ed the cavern and cut holes at the 
entrance to shove poles into to shut 
the front door when the income tax 
man came around.

“Near by was a Megolithic temple 
called Melkarte* and also Bongen 
Xadur. Many years ago a bronze 
knife was discovered here and given 
to be melted down for the bells of 
the Church of St. Ix>renzo. I wonder 
what it will be at the end of the next 
three thousand years.

"The other day I saw a collection 
of earthenware lamps found on the 
Island. They tiegan with the early 
Phoenicion and came right down to 

, the present day. for the country peo- 
: pie still use a floating wick in a dish 
of oil.

SATURN1A DOCKED 
HERE YESTERDAY

Brought 1,788 Returning 
Fighting Men and 88 Civil­
ians — All Given Warm 
Welcome and Received 
Quick Dispatch.

Making her first trip to this port 
with troops, the 8. 8. Satumia dock­
ed at Berth 6 yesterday morning and 
without delay her passenger list of 
1,788 returning fighting men, and 88 
civilians were speedily landed and 
started on the last lap of their home­
ward journey.

The first men off the boat were the 
soldiers for the Maritime Province 
districts, and headed by the Garrison 
Band these stalwarts paraded to the 
ferry and marched from the east side 
dock to the barracks. Then followed 
the 298 men for Montreal, Quebec, Ot­
tawa and- Kingston, who left on a spe­
cial troop train at 9.25, Just fifty min­
utes after the gangplank went up. 
At 9.45 the special Toronto train, 
with 350 men, pulled away from the 
Ehed, followed half an hour later by 
another Toronto train, with troops for 
Hamilton and London as well, in all 
231, all ranks. The last train, for 
Port Arthur and Vancouver, got away 
at 10.46 (standard time) with 253 men 
—the entire body of men being re­
ceived, paid, welcomed, given 
forts and supplies, and sent on the 
last stage of their journey inside of 
two hours and fifteen minutes.

As the boys proceeded from the 
gangplank to the waiting troop trains, 
they were showered with comforts by 
the waiting welcoming committees, ail 
organizations being represented. Each 
man got an apple, cigarettes, choco­
lates and other comforts and a cheery 
welcome and farewell to show him he 
was home again.

Paris, April 10—Premier Lloyd 

George, of Great Britain, in a state­
ment to the Petit Parisien today de­
nies the report generally prevalent 
that he is an obstinate opponent of 
the. guarantees asked by France 
against a renewed attack by Germany

“Dissensions?” the Premier asked. 
“Do you seriously think they can ever 
exist between our two countries?

“There has been some discussion, 
but is It not from sincere discussion 
that a final agreement must emerge be­
tween France and England ? Our un­
derstanding has remained complete 
and absolute. Englishmen did not 
corns to fight by the side of the 
French to give your country merely 
relative security during a limited per­
iod. No, they mean France to have 
absolute security in the future.

"You know what sacrifices England 
has made and you know well that Eng­
land does not regret them. She is 
ready to make fresh ones If it becomes 
necessary to guarantee the peace and 
independence of France.

“I have seen the scourge of war 
twice loosed on France by Germany. 
We do not intend that there shall be 
a third time, and should it be fifty 
years hence France again will find 
England by her side with all her 
wealth and power, for, mark well my 
words, the wild beast must be master-

spring it will find itself again faced 
by France and England, united in 
brotherhood."

NATIONS RIVALS 

IN OCEAN TRIP

plane built for Captain Dunne at the 
Whitehead factory in England is an­
other British entry. It is stated that 
this machine will have a capacity for 
fifty passengers.

The fifth British entry has been 
made by Major J. C. Wylie pilot, 
and Captain C. C. Wylie, navigator. 
Major Wood purposes to use a special 
'plane equipped with a 376 horsepower 
motor, capable of a speed of ninety- 
five miles an hour when carrying a 
weight of 2,632 pounds.

F. P. Rayaham, a veteran aviator, 
is the sixth British entry, 
a machine designed for the transat­
lantic flight by the Martinsyde Air­
plane Company of England.

Sydney Pickles, an Australian avi­
ator, also entered, states he has a ma­
chine faster than any of the others.

Captain Hugo Sunstedt, who came 
here and had a specially designed sea­
plane built by the Witteman Lewis 
Company, is the Swedish entry. His 
plans received a setback Saturday 
when his machine crashed into New- 
arw Bay, damaging the pontoons and 
one of its wings. It will take several 
weeks to make necessary repairs.

Both the French entries contem­
plate flying from Cape Dakar, Sene- 
gambia, Africa, to Pernambuco, Brazil, 
the shortest distance across the At­
lantic. It can be made in three short 
flights—from Cape Dakar to Cape 
Varde Islands, 400 miles; from Cape 
Varde Islands to St. Paul Rocks, 900 
miles, and from there to Pernambuco, 
450 miles.

Lieutenant Fontan actually started 
on thie flight March 18, but had to 
postpone it on account of a cracked 
cylinder. The other French entry is 
Captain Coli, who recently crossed the 
Mediterranean and made the return 
trip within 24 hours.

The Capronl Airplane Company, of 
Italy, is building a huge biplane for 
the transatlantic flight, but no details 
have been made public, nor has it 
been stated who is to be the pilot.

Fastest and Greatest Aircraft 
in the World Being Prepar­

ed for Trans-Atlantic

SIX BRITISH ENTRIES

Three Americans, Two French 
One Italian, One Australian 
One Swedish.

The aeronautical genius of five 
countries has been enlisted in the race 
to win the honors of the first transat­
lantic flight

Up to yesterday fourteen entries 
had been announced for the greatest 
flight ever planned. These include 
airplanes ranging from the fastest to 
the heaviest yet built, and the largest 
rigid dirigible airships in the world. 
Of the entries three are American, 
six British, two French, one Italian, 
one Australian and one Swedish.

So far as can be learned the Ameri­
can and British contestants are tha 
most advanced in their preparations, 
and possibly both may begin the flight 
within two weeks.

All the contestants, with the excep­
tion of the official American and Brit­
ish government entries, are attempt­
ing the flight for prizes totalling more 
than $50,000—offered to the first avia­
tor to fly across the Atlantic within 
seventy-two hours.

By far the most ambitious to the 
flight planned by the United States 
Navy, in which four great flying boats 
of the N. C. type will make the at­
tempt as a squadron. .These giant 
ships, each carrying a crew of five, 
probably will start on the first leg of 
their flight from Rockaway to New­
foundland the first week in May.

CAPT. HARRY JENKINS
HERE YESTERDAY

Well Known Athlete Arrived 
on the Saturnia from Over­
seas—-Leaves for Charlotte­
town Today.

Fuel for 1,800-Mlle Flight.

ThTey will be under command of 
Lieutenant Commander P. N. L. Bell­
inger, one of the navy’s veteran air­
men. From Newfoundland the 'planes 
will carry sufficient fuel to make the 
1,800 mile flight without a stop. One 
is equipped with three Liberty motors, 
the other three have four Liberty en­
gines giving them a total horsepower 
Of 1,600.

The navy boats will be equipped 
with every known apparatus that will 
aid in making the flight a success. 
Wireless telephone communication 
will be maintained. They will be navi­
gated by experienced navigators, who 
will have the assistance of wireless 
direction finders to hdlp .'a working 
out their positions.

The navy will also string out across 
the ocean a line of “mother” ships to 
carry supplies or aid to any of the 
four ships in case they are compelled 
to alight upon the water. The navy 
will not share in any of the prizes 
awarded.

The other American entres are at 
present unidentified and as far as can 
be learned the machines have not yet 
been completed.

Captain Harry Jenkins, 3rd Engin­
eering Corps, was one of the Maritime 
Province men to arrive home on the 
S. S. Saturnia yesterday morning.

Going over as a lieutenant with the 
105th Island Highlanders’ Battalion 
in May, 1916, he proceeded to France 
as a subaltern in the 1st Pioneer 
Battalion, and from that unit was 
transferred to the Imperial Engineer­
ing Corps, and recently promoted to 
the rank of captain.

Always a keen follower of sport and 
a football player and runner of no 
mean ability, he took an active part 
in army athletics and was athletic 
director for the Engineering Brigade 
which furnished many of the winners 
at the great army field sports held in 
France behind the firing line.

He discovered Joe Keeper, an On­
tario Indian, who. after a short period 
of training turned out to be one of the 
best runners in the Canadian 
Keeper, in his race at the 
sports, lapped the runner up 
(times in a five-mile race. Tom Long­
boat was also a member of the en­
gineer's track team, 'out is reported to 
Lave such a string of Flemish admir­
era that he did not do much training.

Saturnia.

Army Plan Unsettled.

The United States Array plan for 
a transatlantic flight, using a Glenn 
H. Curtis bomber type, to be under 
taken by Captain Roy N. Francis, is 
included. No details of the prepara­
tions have been made public.

Captain B. B. Lipsner, former chief 
of the aerial mail service, announced 
his Intention of attempting the flight 
In a special machine built by Captain 
James V. Martin. Captain Lipsner will 
make the attempt over the Azores 
route, along practically the same 
course as tho transport George Wash 
ington took to France.

Two of the British entries probably 
will start the transatlantic flight with­
in the next two weeks. They are, 
the British Air Ministry’s two naval 
airships R 33 and R 34, ouch of which 
carries a crew of thirty men and tin 
Sopwith biplane of Captain Harry G. 
Hawker, which is already at St. 
John'», N. F.

Captain Hawker’s attempt is tho 
most thrilling of all.

We should defy him even 
more had not Erzberger to some ex­
tent tied our hands by his unquallfl- 
able surrender of our mercantile fleet 
This politician, who began showing 
an unlucky hand before the Italian de­
claration of war in Rome, is likely to 
be pushed somewhat in the back­
ground very soon.”

In a previous letter the same writer 
said:

“The fact is beyond question that 
Bolshvism is becoming an increasing­
ly sharp weapon in our hand aga 
the foreign foe, who is writhing 
twisting under these lashes, 
quite conceivable that Bolshevism, 
which of late has developed consider 
able strength not only In England. 
France and Italy, but in Rumania, the 
Balkans and the Caucasus, will con­
tribute to hastening the conclusion of 
peace.

The other 
nurses called her room “a high class 
bazaar,” for she always kept cases 
and packages in there so that in an 
emergency she had a stock on hand. 
With the comforts they were able to 
cheer many of the soldiers, and with 
the money to relieve anxiety about 
the men’s families, buy artificial limbs 
and in many ways assist.

Two soldiers once came to the hos­
pital and asked for clothing, saying 
they had lost theirs in a gas attack 
and had heard from their comrades 
that the sisters at this hospital would 
give you anything you wanted. They 
got the clothing.

She referred to her book "My Be­
loved Polius," and the money raised 
through the sale of the little volume 
through the splendid efforts of George 
Cushing.

Berlin, April 7.-—The following 
are extracts from a letter written 
by a highly placed German govern­
ment official to the head 
dustrial concern in Rh 
phalia.
