Shipbuilding supremacy—=Great Bri-
tain's for nearly sixty years—has
crossed the ocean on the bridge ot
ships bulit by America to win the war,
states the article, Shipping suprem-
acy, in so far as the possession of a
majority of the world’s mercantile ton-
nage constitutes it, is declared. to be
attainable.. But it is pointed out thai
the cost of gaining it is so great that
it may well be asked if supremacy of
the sort for which the government of
the United States is striving is to
be regarded as an asset or a lability.
“American tonnage is being built at
costs well above those of other na-
tions,” states the article. *Tts opera-
tion will also entail a much greater
expense, and no change in these ¢on-
ditjons is in sight. What can be done
to offset these handiocaps?”

Coordination Asked,

One method that may be attempted
is seen by the writer in a coordina-
tion of the railroads, inland waterways
and ocean shipping, which former Sec-
retary McAdoo believes to be meces.
sary, and this is coupied with the sys-
tem of preferential rail rates on ship-
ments in foreign trade advocated by
Chairman Hurley of the BShipping
Board. In this connection the ar .cle
points out that one of the questions
on which the Shipping Board has been
sounding public opinion is:

“As there is the most intimate con-
nection between all freight moving
agencies, shall we advooate the imme-
diate creation by Congress of a secre-
tary of transportation, and place under
him all bureaus boards and commis-
gions closely related to. transportation
by land, water and air?”

Commenting upon this, the article
says:

‘“With a combination of railroads
and shipping under its control the gov-
ernment would -have to its hand a
transportation trust of powerful com-
mercial possibilities, It could offer to
the shipper a preferential rail rate'as
an inducement to ship his goods in
American vessels and  thereby. plage

had to pay the highest freights apply-
ing to those who did not use American
tonnage. Further possibilities under
co-ordinated operation would be pre-
ferential demurrage and freight insur-
ance rates, to be used as a lever to
stimulate the utilization of American
shipping.

Would Not Be Unfair.

“Nor would there be any bar to this
plan on the ground that it would con-
stitute unfair competition and there-
fore be a violation of the spirit of
international oco-operation which has
grown out of the war. The British
government has announced that a sys-
tem of imperial preference will be p#
into effect and other nationé are pre-
paring to take actlon favoring their
own shipping, wherever possible.”

The scheme of combination rail and
ocean freights, it is stated, has caused
considerable comment and some ap-
prehension abroad, and the leading
English shipping weekly, “Falrplay,”
is quoted as saying:

“The suggestion of Mr. Hurley car-
ries with it an uncommonly strong
tang of the nationalization of Ameri-
can railroads, and of the German sye-
tem of combined rail and steamer
rates. If we are right—there is noth-
ing criminal or unfair about it—the
result would be the American export-
ers would receive specially reduced
rates on condition that their goods
were sent to their overseas destina-
tlon by American. vessels, while the
same stuff, if sent by a British boat,
would be charged full mileage terms,
ond so severe a handicap would be
placed on all foreign steamers which
wished to carry American cargoes,
that, without subsidies, they could not
possibly stand-up againet it.”

Through. the project for a league of
nations, says the article, belief hae
arisen in many quarters of ‘the possi-
bility of an international commercial
alliance. “In its most common form,”
states the writer, “the theory is that
an Anglo-American frade partnership
is to be consummatea the benevo-
lent control and di ution of the
world’s products.” He sald:

‘““Theoretically such a = combination
could hold the world in the paim of
its hand—financially, commercially
and economically. It would have an
overwhelming cm‘mol of raw mater.

80 badly needed. With the war over
the applications for grants had been
renewed. He thought it well to en-
courage exhibitions, but considered it
un(qrtunate that efforts in the past
had not been directed towards having
one central exhibition.

The blishment of technical schools
wag a step in the right direction, but
too much stress was laid upon that
feature. He thought more encourage-
ment should be given to those who
made education the business of their
lives. He had the very highest regard
for 2 well equipped teacher, but he
felt that the profession was declin
ing in importance and unless it re
ceived more generous support it must
continue to decline. The profession
was handicapped because of the fact
that it was used by many as a step-
ping stone, and it was losing consid-
erable of its status. The meagre in-
come would not allow the teacher to
assume his proper place in a com-
munity,and he wag compelled either
to abandon the profession or to seek
employment in other provinces. He
felt that the work of tsachers in
schools and colleges merited the high-
pst recoenition. Although insuffici-
ently paid they were hopefnl that the
day would ,come when their worth
would be recognized and adequate
remuneration provided. The salaries
paid professorg at the University of
New . Brunswick were regarded with

by ed ti lists in other
provinces. The government grant for
higher education in New Brunswick
was the smallest made by any prov-
ince in the Dominion. It must be in-
creased otherwise -the - University
would be obliged to close its doors.
The members of the faculty were
striving earnestly to keep the institu-
tion abreast of the times, but they
ocould not do it with the means at
their disposal. The University was
undenominational, and ‘e¥ery relig-
fous denomination was represepted
on itg staff. The Chancellor was paid
$2,300 anq given a residence, while
the other professors were paid $1,600.
The chief game warden of the prov-
ince was paid a salary of $2,100, the
chief of laboratories in the Health
department was paid $5,000, and the
chief medical officer $3,600.

What
was it which prevented adequate
financial provision for education? The
presemt goverment and the preceding
government, neither had realized the
importance of this matter. In 1908
when a change in government had
taken place, the new government
made a step towanrds realizing all the
assets of the province. The present
government took a similar step. He
did not hesitate to say that the crown
lands must furnish the money for
education. The Hon. Premier, he did
not believe, would not encounter op-
position in an effort to reach the point
in the progress towards which he had
stuck half way. The budget debate
contained too much deploring that
there had not been an increase in the
Dominion subsidy or a recognition by
the Federal aunthorities of the claims
of thé province. There was too much
looking to the hills. Sometimes help
could be found at one’s feet. The
amusement tax was only a drop in
the bucket, a palliative. So long as
it was possible to make geveral thous-
ands of dollars per square mile on
the sale of timber leases, so long
woulgd the school children suffer. He
would have occasion to advert upon
a remark made earlier in the session
by the Hon. Minister of Public Works.

John with which he (Baxter) was
connected. He could assure him and
the House that as soon as he could
get in touch with that newspaper he'd
put a stop to the tactics which it was
pursuing, for he did not believe in it.
He could say that the directorate of
that paper was not aware of the line
which it chose to follow at that time
and he certainly could say that the
views expressed in it did not voice the
sentiments of the party which it re.
presented. However, all knew the
trouble any political party had with
its newspapers. He himself had fail-
ea to notice the restraining hand upon
two newspapers, the Telegraph and
Times which had never ceased to villi-
Iy and attack him. As far as he was
concerned he condemned them and
when he saw in the Comptroller Gen-
eral’'s accounts that the advertise-
ment for information which might
lead to the apprehension of the mur-
derer of Harry Willlams, had been
inserted in those papers, he did not
wonder as he considered those to be
the papers which were likely to hava
the greatest circulation among the
criminal classes,

Mr. McGrath said he recognized tha
plea for higher education which had
been made, but primary education de-
served the chief attention of the Leg-
islature. It must be recognized that
there were many country districts
which had been without teachers for
six or eight months, and that the bur-
den of providing education was in-
creasing on all small towns. He con.
gidered higher and technical educa-
tion to be a national matter, which
should be supported by the Dominion,

particularly as the Western lands had
been given to the newer provinces
and were being used by them to at
tract teachers ffom Bastern Canada.

Mr. Dysart said there were twenty
school districts in Kent County with-
cut teachers. Inadequate salaries was
the cause. He had discussed this
matter with Dr. Carter, the Chief
Superintendent of Eduncation, who had
expressed the opinion that provincial
grants must be increased and who
also advocated that the grant should
not be paid to the teacher, but to the
School Board, as in Western Canada.

It was suggested that
there was mot sufficlent contact be-
tween various divisions of the people,
between French gpeaking and English
speaking, between Catholic and Prot-
estant.

FLIERS OF FIVE
NATIONS RIVALS
IN OCEAN TRIP

Fastest and Greatest Aircraft
in the World Being Prepar-
ed for Trans-Atlantic
Test in Short Time,

SIX BRITISH ENTRIES

Three Americans, Two French
One Italian, One Australian
One Swedish.

The aeronautical genius of five
countries has been enlisted in the raca
to win the honore of the first transat-
lantic flight.

Up to yesterday fourteen entries
had been announced for the greatest
flight ever planned. These include
airplanes ranging from the fastest to
the heaviest yet buillt, and the largest
rigid dirigible airships in the world.
Of the entries three are American,
six British, two French, one Italian,
one Australian and one Swedish.

So far as can be learned the Amerk
can and British contestants are tha
most advanced in their preparations,
and possibly both may begin the flight
within two weeks.

All the contestants, with the excep-
tion of the official American and Brit-
ish government entries, are attempt-
ing the flight for prizes totalling more
than $50,000-—offered to the first avia-
tor to fly across the Atlantic within
seventy-two hours.

By far the most ambitious is the
flight planned by the United States
Navy, in which four great flying boats
of the N. C. type will make the at-
tempt as a squadron. These giant
ghips, each carrying a crew of five,
probably will start on the first leg of
their flight from Rockaway to New-
foundland the first week in May,

Fuel for 1,800-Mile Flight,

ThTey will be under command of
Lieutenant Commander P. N. L. Bell-
inger, one of the navy's veteran air-
men. From Newfoundland the 'planes
will carry sufficient fuel to make the
1,800 mile flight without a stop. One
is equipped with three Liberty motors,
the other three have four Liberty en-
gines giving them a total horsepower
of 1,600,

The navy boats will be equipped
with every known apparatus that wil]
aid in making the flight a success.
Wireless telephone communication
will be maintained. They will be navi-
gated by experionced navigators, whe
will have the assistance of wireless
direction finders to help n working
out their positions.

The navy will also string out across
the ocean a line of “mother” ships to
carry supplies or aid to any of the
four ships in case they are compelled
to alight upon the water. The navy
will not share in any of the prizes
awarded.

The other American entres are at
present unidentified and as far as can
be learned the machines have not yet
been completed.

Army Plan Unsettled.

The United States Army plan for
a transatlantic flight, using a Glenu
H. Curtis bomber type, to be under-
taken by Captain Roy N. Francis, is
included. No details of the prepara-
tions have been made public.

Captain B. B. Lipsner, former chief
of the aerial mail service, announced
his intention of attempting the flight
in a special machine built by Captain
James V. Martin. Captain Lipsner will
make the attempt over the Azores
route, along practically the same
course as the transport George Wasi-
ington took to France.

"Two of the British entries probably
wil] start the transatlantic flight with.
in the next two weeks. They are,
the British Air Ministry’'s two naval
airships R 33 and R 34, each of which
carries a crew of thirty men and ths
Sopwith biplane of Captain Harry G.
Hawker, which is already at . St.
John's, N. F.

Captain Hawker's attempt is the
most thrilling of all. He is basing
everything upon a specially designed
Rolls-Royce KEagle engine of 37
horsepower, and is relying upon the
tremendous speed of his machine to
carry him across in a non-stop flight
of nineteen hours to Ireland. He ex-
peots to make the attempt next week.
His machine will be navigated by
Commander Mackenzie Girve of the
British navy.

Some British Entries.

The British naval airships R 33 and
R 34 are the largest and most power-
ful in the world. According to aero-
nautical experts each is capable ot
making the transatlantic trip and re.
turn without stop, even for fuel. Each
is equipped with five Rolls-Royce
Eagle engines, giving an aggregate ot
approximately 2,000 horsepower.

Another British entry is & huge tri-
plane flying boat designed by Lieuten-
ant Colonel John C. Porte for the

British Air Ministry. No details re-
garding it are available, A supertri-

]

plane built for Captain Dunne at the
Whitehead factory in England is an-
other British entry. It is stated that
this machine will have a capacity for
fifty passengers.

The fifth British entry has been
made by Major J. C. Wylie pilot,
and Captain C. C. Wylie, navigator.
Major Wood purposes to use a special
'plane equipped with a 375 horsepower
motor, capable of a speed of ninety-
five miles an hour when carrying a
weight of 2,632 pounds.

F. P. Raynham, a veteran aviator,
is the sixth British entry. He will fly
a machine designed for the transat-
lantic flight by the Martinsyde Air-
plane Company of England.

Sydney Pickles, an Australian avi-
ator, also entered, states he has a ma-
chine faster than any of the others.

Captain Hugo Sunstedt, who cama
here and had a specially designed gea-
plane built by the Witteman Lewis
Company, is the Bwedish entry. Hiy
plans received a setback Saturday
when his machine crashed into New-
arw Bay, damaging the pontoons and
one of its wings. It will take several
weeks to make necessary repairs.

Both the French entries contem.
plate fiying from Cape Dakar, Sene-
gambia, Africa, to Pernambuco, Brazil,
the shortest distance across the At
lantic. It can be made in three short
flights—from Cape Dakar to Capa
Varde Islands, 400 miles; from Cape
Varde Islands to St, Paul Rocks, 909
miles, and from there to Pernambuco,
450 miles,

Lieutenant Fontan actually started
on this flight March 18, but had to
postpone it on account of a cracked
¢ylinder. The other French entry is
Captain Coli, who recently crossed the
Mediterranean and made the return
trip within 24 hours,

The Caproni Airplane Company, of
Italy, is building a huge biplane for
the transatlantic flight, but no details
have been made public, nor has it
been stated who is to be the pilot,

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HERE YESTERDAY

Brought 1,788 Returning
Fighting Men and 88 Civil-
ians — All Given Warm
Welcome and Received
Quick Dispatch.

Making her first trip to this port
with troops, the 8. 8, Saturnia dock-
ed at Berth 6 yesterday morning and
without delay her passenger list of
1,788 returning fighting men, and 88
civilians were speedily Janded and
started on the last lap of their home-
ward journey.

The first men off the boat were the
soldiers for the Maritime = Province
districts, and headed by the Garrison
Band these stalwarts paraded to the
ferry and marched from the east side
dock to the barracks. Then followed
the 298 men for Montreal, Quebec, Ot-
tawa and- Kingston, who left on a spe-
cial troop train at 9.25, just fifty min-
utes after the gangplank went up,
At 9.45 the special Toronto train,
with 350 men, pulled away from the
ghed, followed half an hour later by
another Toronto train, with troops for
Hamilton and London as well, in all
231, all ranks. The last train, for
Port Arthur and Vancouver, got away
at 10.45 (standard time) with 253 men
—the entire body of men being re-
ceived, paid, welcomed, given com-
forts and supplies, and sent on the
last stage of their journey inside of
two hours and fifteen minutes.

As the boys proceeded from the
gangplank to the waiting troop trains,
they were showered with comforts by
the waiting welcoming committees, ail
organizations being represented. Each
man got an apple, cigarettes, choco-
lates and other comforts and a cheery
welcome and farewell to show him he
was home again.
