New Iondon, GConn, June 27—In a

race never excelled on the Thames for
spectacular closeness, Yale's *Varsity crew
won in the last half mile of a four-mile
race today.

It was a contest that worked into a
perfect frenzy the thousands of enthusi-
asts who watched it from the observation
trains, yachits and points of vantage on
,the banks and saw Yale row to victory,
leading Harvard over the finish line by a

scant two lengths.

To Yale also fell the honor of a victory
in the Freshman race, while Harvard to-
night {akes consolation in the fact that
her ’Vamsity four walked away from the
Yale quartet handsomely. The two minur
races, with honors divided, seemed Lo
whet, the appetites of 12,000 spectators om
the observation trains and half as many
more on yachts and the river banks.
These contests had resulted exactly as the
experts had predicted and the great
crowds were impatient for the supreme
event of the regaftta.

The big race was rowed down stream
in the cool of the evening, shortly after
7 o'clock. The conditions were fairly fav-
orable. A wind on the southwest blew
diagonally against the crews at the rate
of about six miles an hour. A beantiful
start with the two eights rowing stroke
for stroke began a contest that will never
be forgotten by those who saw it. Har-
vard ammediately took the lead. Her
stalwart oaresmen retained it for a mile
and a half. At the two-mile flag Yale
had cut down the Haryard advantage and
drew ahead only to lose again before a
half mile had been travelled. For still
another half the Cambridge boys held on
and the excitement was of the keencst
kind. .

Both crews had by this time dropped
to an unusually slow stroke, at times
scarcely 30. Yale's endurance, however,
was up to the standard and as the two
shells  approached the three-and-a-haif-
mile flags the Elis spurted magnificently.
Harvard 1904 being 4} lengths to the rear.
Yale’s day. &he tvok the lead and not
only kept it but drew away rapidly in
the last quarter mile until the finish was
reached, when Yale tore across the line
barely two lengths shead, with Harvard
rowing manfully. The end found Goodell,
Harvard’s bow, in collapse. It became
necessary to.lift him into the launch. The
Yale stroke, Cameron, too, was in dis:
tress, but was able to help himself to the
lfunch. The other oarsmen were all in
good condition. '
“*Phe fredhmen contest was an easy one,
Harvard 194 being 43 lengths to the rear.
Harvard’s four won with marvellous aban-
don by six full lengths. No records
were brokea and time for the ’Varsity
race was unusually slow, partly because of
tthe eross wind.

1t was '6.50 o’clock when Referee Meik-
leham cdused the whistle on the yacht
Nushka to be blown as a signal for the
rival eights to prepare. At 7 o’clock Yale
launched its shell at Broadview and five
minutes later, the blue tipped oars were
‘paddling leisurely to the start. Harvard
was but two minubes behind the Elis and

went across to the accompaniment of the
Harvard band. Al 7.14 both boats were
in position, receiving instructions - from
the referee. Yale -had the east course,
while Harvard occupied the west lane. The
pistol was fired at 7.15.

It was a setart almost on even terms,
Harvard possibly getting a trifle the jump
on her rivals. For three lengths it was
stroke for stroke at 36 to the minulte.
Yale then dropped to 35 while Harvard
went down to 34. The water was smooth,
.although there was a light breeze from the
southeast. Before ‘ten lengths had beén
travelled it was plainly to be seen that
the race was to be a good one. Harvard
had drawn away to the extent of a quarter
of ‘a length.

The eights were rowing as one man. At
the half mile it was Harvard by a very
narrow margin, a second and a fifth as
to time and still a quarter of a length as
to distance. As the firdt flags of the
course were passed, Yale was rowing 5§
and Harvard was one point lower. Har-
vard had settled down into the best work
of her race and with a beautifully steady
pull the Cambridge boys sent their shell
still funther ahead. Yale, too, was rowing
magnificently, but did not display the
dash of Harvard. i .

At the mile it began to look like Har-
vard. Her heroes were 4 2-5 seconds ahead
of Yale at the one mile flags, a comfort-
able length to the good- At this point,
. however, Yale’s spirit began to show itself
and a little more “Go” appeared in the
New Haven craft.

Yale Creeping Up.

Slowly but surely Yale gained and in
the next half mile cut Harvard’s lead
down to a seant half length-The difference
in the itime was 2 4-5 seconds. Both crews
were rowing like clockwork and there was
every indication that each eight was able
to stay out the entire four miles. Passing
the mile and a half Yale lowered her
stroke and Harvard followed, and for the
rest of the race wi the exception.  of
beautiful spurts upon occasions the crews
hardly varied from a slow 30 to 31. Yale’s
pull seemed to be the more telling as the
shells approached the Navy Yard and
‘there was a perceptible gain for the blue
and when the two mile flags were passed,
Yale was leading for the first time in the
race.

Thus far it had been magni-
ficent in. its closeness and the performances
promised a heartbreaking finish. The blues
pulled like demons, but Harvard was work-
ing with just as much power and skill,
As a vesult, Yale, though exerting herself
was unable to creep up and Harvard ac-
tually drew ome-fifth of a second still
further away, passing the three mile sta-
tion three-fifths of a second ahead. The
lead. of the crimson oars was to be esti-
mated in mere feet and inches.

A Grand Finish,

The shells entered the finishing mile

with beautiful water conditions in the long
lane of yachts and it remained for this
last Jong mile to afford the miost ppectacu-
lar contest seen on the Thames for many
a year. With guns booming and sirens
shrieking, the two boats swept down thé
line. Harvard was still is the van but
Yale was clinging, leech like. It was not
until the three and a half mile flags were
within hailing distance that Chittenden,
the Yale coxswain, called on his men for
a mighty effort. Up went the Yale stroke
and up crept the Yale shell Harvard
tried to respond and her men answered
the call heroically but Yale was not to be
daunted and the sons of Eli tore along in
a style that was maddening for Harvard
supporters. -

BEMARKS BY JUDGE FORBES HERE

In Connection With the College Hospital Scheme:-One
Lady Speaks of the Matter -- Judge Forbes'
Statement.

Ottawa, June 27—(Special) —Mrs. Thomnas
Ahearn, president of the local branch of:
the Victorian Order of Nurses, in speak-
ing about Judge Forbes' statements re-
specting Lady Minto’s cottage hospital,
said that she thought that he had either,
been misrepresented or he had misurder-
stood the scheme of the Victorian Order:
of Nurses. Continuing, Mrs. Ahearn said:
“The cottage hospitals have from the first
been a part of ihe scheme of the Victorian
Order of Nurses. At first the order pur-
posed to establish five large hospitals in
addition to the cottage hospitals. But’
the money for these imstitutions was not
subsernibed and the plan for building them
was dropped. However, the order did not
give up the idea of establishing cottage
tospitals and & number of these have been.
founded in the northwest and have ac-
complished satisfactory results.

“Miss MecLeod, chief superintendent of
the order, is at present in the Northwest
for the purpose of celecting suitable sitesi
for cottage hospitals. The latter, how-
ever, are not to be confined to westeru
Canada, applications for them having been
received from New Brunswick and the
other mamitime provinces, and cottage hos-
pitals will be estublished in those prov-
inces as soon as possible.

“Judge Forbes is mistaken when he says
that the Women’s Council had the power
to divert the Victorian order’s momey in-
to any channel. The council had no more
connection with the order than had any
other women’s society. The counicil might
recommend the order as a good organiza-
tion and might even collect money for it,
but the council would not have a voice in
determining the manner in which the!
money should be expended. :

“Judge Forbes evidently did mot know'
that contributors to the Yictoriap Ordes
had the privilege of deciding the purpose
for whieh the momey should be spent’
locally. They had omly to mention that
fact when contributing. If they did not

specify the manner in which the money
was to be used then 25 per eent of it
went into the general fund and 75 per
cent into the fund for local work. The
fund for cottage hospitale is entirely dis-
tinet from the other funds and the eom-
tributors are made aware of this fadt be-
fore they give their momey. The ecot-
tage hospitals are established only in dis-
tricts where no other (hospital is situabed.
The people have been too poer to pay
for their maintenance end outside sub-
scriptions have been solicited. It has not
heretofore been found that this has temded’
towards the undoing of the order nor has
there been any conflict of interests. Mrs.
Ahearn was of the opinion that Ledy,

Siberia is rapidly increas-
ing in population and will soon b: a great
country, and I hope o more closely unite
the relations between Canada and that
country.

French Converts Killed by
Natives of Corea.

DEMONSTRATION FOR KRUGER.

Oom Paul Received at Rotterdam--"'Silence,
the President Sleeps.”

Rotterdam, June 26.—In a speech of
welcome to Kruger at the town hall to-
day the burgomaster spoke of the similar-
ity of the Transvaal and Dutch struggles
for liberty and said Rotterdam wished,
through Mr. Kruger, to pay homage *to
the little Boer nation, which had shown
such “faith and confidence in ite own
strength.

Mr. Kruger, in a brief reply, deplored
the fact thatt his country was cut off from
supplies and ammunition, whereas the
Dutch had their own supplies during their
struggle. He was fully convinced the
Lord would deliver his country in His
own good time.

London, June 25.—Lord Kichener cables
the war office that since his last report
forty-one Boers have been killed, twenty-
seven wounded and 160 taken prisoners.
Seventy burghers surrendered, and the
Jnitish  also captured 41,800 rounds cof
small arm ammunition and 264 wagons,
besides horses and stock.

THAOUEH TRESTLE

Terrible Train Accident; Many
Lives Lost.

e ——

Peru, Ind., June 26—Thirteen persons were
killed and about 50 seriously injured in the
wreck of the west-bound Wabash limited,
nine miles west of this city, at 12.30 a. m.

today. ;

The dead are: Mrs, Hattie Cruz, ¥ife of
Joseph Cruz, of New York, who was injured;
Miss Fannie Muhloic, sister of John Muhloic,
New York, who was slightly dnjured; Lugi
Benni, New York; flve Italian men, names
unknown; two Italian women, names un-
known: three Italian babies.

Two sections of train No. 3, one coming
from Detroit and the other from Toledo,
were consolidated in this city into a train
of 11 cars, making up the flyer for its jour-
ney to St. Louis,

The train was speeding westward at high
speed when the engine plunged through a
trestle which had been undermined by the
recent heavy rains. The embankment on
both sides of the litile stream dropped at a
sharp degree a distance of 40 feet. Owing
to the momentum of the train the ergine
leaped across the abyss, plunged into the
soft earth on the opposite side and fell back
to the bottom. Engineer Butler and Fireman
Adams were fhrown from fthe cab, but not
seriously hurt. 2

The express car and the first chair car
were telescoped. The immigrant car followed
by two car chairs went down on the left
side of the track and the first sleeper pitched
forward upon the mass of wreckage, but none
of the occupants were injured. The remain-
ing cars also left their trucks, but were not
badly damazed.

It was in the immigrant and in the day
coaches that most of the dcaths and injuries
occurrel.

The, night was intensely dark. For a
moment after the fatal plunge and dreadful
roar of crashing timbers, a deathlike still-
ness prevailed. Then there broke out the
cries of the injured. The neighboring farm-
ers, with their wives and ‘childrem, bearing
torches, hastened to the séeme, and all efforts
were bent to giving first aid to the injured.
The injured were placed aboard the cars and
brought to the general hospital in this city.
Hundreds of tons of twisted iron and broken
timbers rested upon the car where the un-
fortunate immigrants were crushed, but by
means of wrecking derricks the mass was
gradually opened and by daylight nearly all
the dead had been removed to this city.

Pittsfield, Mass., June 26—The Albany ex-
press, due here at 6.56 tonizht on its way
to Boston, struck a derailed freight train at
State Line. Fireman Frank E. Johnson, of
the passenger train, had slight injuries and
was able to continue his journey. The dam-
age is confined mainly to the passenger
locomotive and several freight cars.

THE WORK OF THE FLOOD.

Reports Raise the Estimate of Loss of Life
to 100--Harrowing Tales.

Williamson, W. Va., June 26.—Estimates
of the loss of life by the flood have been
again- increased and tonight are placed ot
more than 100. Parties reached here this
evening from the upper end of the flood-
ed district, bringing the first anthentic in-
formation.

They left Vivian Sunday morning and
their journey has been perilous. Judge
Doolittle stanted to wade one stream and
came near being drowned, floating some
distance before being rescued. Judge
Flournoy and Elias : Hatfield gave
colored men $25 to carry them safely across
the stream.

Judge Doolittle said tonight that words
could not describe the devastation be-
tween Vivian and Davy. It was a tidal
wave from a cloudburet and swept every-
thing before it. At Vivian the water came
down the mountain  sides in monster
waves and people who attempted to rise
to the hills for safety were washed back
and caried away by the raging current cf
the Elkhorn. The section visited by the
flood was thickly settled but as the popnu-
lation consists chiefly of miners at work
the large majority of the dead are woman
and children. Iifiteen people are said to
have been drowned at lckman.

At Keystone the loss of life was great-
er. Probably 30 persons perished. In one
case people fled to an island and eclimbed
trees, only 'to be swept away. The region
from Ennis to Davy, 43 miles, is com-
pletely in ruins. IHundreds of mine mules
can be seen in heaps, mingled, with human
bodies. A report has just reached heve
that 15 bodies are lodged in a drift at
Hatfield tunnel, 20 miles cast of this city.

CANADA AT BUFFALO.

Arrangements for Representation--Prostrated
by Heat at Ottawa.

Qitawa, June 26—(Special)—Hon. F. W.
Borden, minister of militia, will be accom-
panied to Buffalo to .the dedication cere-
menies of the Canadian building by Col.

Hodgins, Ottawa, and Lieut.-Col. Evan-
turel, of the 9th Quebec, and the 48th
Highlanders, Toronto, with Lieut.-Col.
MacDonald in command. The minister,
with Colonels Aylmer, Pinault; Hodgins
and Evanturel will leave here Saturday
night. They will proceed from Toronto
on Sunday, by the special train which will
be engaged for the Highlanders, and will
arrive in Buffalo in the afternoon. Al-
though the notice was short the military
turnout which will accompany the minis-
ter, will be creditable to the department
and the dominion.

The read, when
tinished, will develop some cf .the best
agricedtural Jands in Capada, as far as
bush lands are concerned. 1t will a'so
prove an extremely valuable outiet for
great quantities of manufactured timber.
When connected with the Bangor and
Arocstook railway system it will® give a
straight line from Campbellton 1o Loston.
The line has a subsidy of $3,2)0 per mile
from ‘the dominion government and 20
per mile from the provincial government.

“The other railway in the province now
in process of comstructicn is the Quebey
and New Brunswick railway. This road
starts from the mouth of the St. Francis
river and will follow what was formerly
advocated as the Intercolonial route. It
will also opcm up a fine agricultwial and
timber district. Running from .the St.
Francis river it will pass westward
through the back part of the counties ol
Temiscouata, Kamouraska, L’Islet, Dor-
chester and Levis, entering Quebec over
the bridge.' This road will be the short-
est possible lme to the seaboard through
Canadian territory. Theie is a subsidy
for 45 miles of the Quebec end from thc
dominicn_ government of $£,500 per mile
and $1,800 per mile on the New Brunswiclk
end. ‘There is also a subsidy on the New
Brunswick end from the provincial lezis-
lature of $2,500 per mile, and it is antici-
pated that there will, in addition, be land
grants from the Quebec legislature.

“The pulp industry? Well, there are
several pulp mills in successful cperation
in the provin:e. The largest one of all,
‘however, will be at Grand Falls, on the
St. John river. An immense amount of
capital will be put into this business ven-
ture, and among other Canadian capital-
ists interested is Sir William Van Horne.
When compleied this pulp manufacturing
establishment will be the largest in Can-
ada. The site is a most desirable one. The
charter has becn obtained, the plans pre-
pared and some of the necassary property
acquired. It is understood that the com-
pany proposes to vigorously push forward
the construction of the plunt whenever
a few other neces ary preliminaries arc
coneluded.” . >

During the action
at Waggon Hill, on January 6, 19.0, Licu-
tenant Masterson commanded, with . the
greatest gallantry and dash, one of the
three companics of this regiment which
charged a ridge held by the enemy and
captured their position. lhe companies
were then exposed to a most heavy and
galling fire from the right and left fromt.
Licutenant Masterson undertook to give
a mossage to the Imperial Light !T.ree,
who were holding a midge somc sundred
yards behind, to fite to the left front and
endeavor to dheck the enemy's fire. In
taking this mesage Le crossed an open
space of a hundred yards which was
swept by a mest heavy crossfire, and
though badly wounded in both tihighs,
managed to crawl in and deliver his mes-
sage beforefalling exhausted into the Im-
perial Light Hone trench. s unsclfish
heroism was undoubtedly the means of
saving several lives.

them together. He expressed swipiise
that the government &ad mot already
taken such steps. .

Montreal, June 25.—The C. P. R. re-
ports last night were: So little is now
thought of the trackmen’s strike on the
C. P. R. that the papers here scarcely re-
for to it. Tlhe general fecling is that the

‘| company is in the right this time, and that

the strikers are following old Kruger's
plan of keeping up a useless fight, injur-
ing themselves far more than the com-
pany. :

The lack of sympathy with the strik-
ers shown by the Toronto labor unions
iz also apparent here, and it now scems
to be more of a matter of personal pres-
tige for John T. Wilson. It is admitted
on all sides that a bad blunder has been
made in attacking a company that is
known to treat its employes better than
any of its neighbors, or even than the
government itself does.

Enquiry at the Canadian Pacific head-
quarters confirms the report that many
more foremen have returned to work to-
day. The men have got tired of the strike
one man returning brings more with him.

THE SEVENTH NATIONAL BANK

New York, June 27—William Norton Crom-
well, attorney for the Seventh National
Bank, New York, has advised the bank to
suspend payment.

The statement given out was as follows: _

“In Jjustice to the depositors and stock-
holders of the Seventh National Bank, Wil-
liam Norton Cromwell, the bank’s attorney,
hds advised the bank to suspend payment.”

Salt Lake, Utah, June 27—Former Assistant
Postmaster General Perry 8. Heath, when
shown the despatches announcing the sus-
pension today of the Seventh National Bank,
of New York, said the action of the officials
was a surprise to him.

“I received two telegrams this morning,’’
said Mr. Heath. ‘‘Both stated that tho bank
was. in good condition. Of course there are
outstanding loans, pbput o far as I know
they are of the gilt-edged kind and the bank
has had no outside entanglements.’

The Associated Press issues the following:
New York, June 27—The Evening Journal,
in its issue marked ‘‘night special,” today
prints the statement in counection with the
Seventh National’ Bank affair thus:

'*“The Associated Press issued a bulletin
which was published exclusively in the
Evening Journal. It said that bankers wero
blaming the administration for neglecting to
examine the Seventh National Bank. Favor-
itism because of the political friendship of
Perry S. Heath, the dominant directcr, was
charsed.” . .

The Assoclated Press issuell no such bulle-
tﬂq, nor carried any such despalch nor any-
thing -like it in a statoment or in purport.”

A Bird With Four Feét. 4
This little creature, still to be found
in South America, is a wvelic of bygone
ages.

The
Enghsh, Irish, Scolech and Wesh obser-
vances ate exprssions of union in spie
of differences of natiomal origin, whereas
St. Jcan Baptiste day, as desc.ibed by
Honore Mercicr at one of tie eariier
functions, speaks of national aspirations
and ofiers a prutest agaimst Canadan
unity.”

That Mr. Mercier has long since passed
over to the great majority, and was in his
‘life time one of the most misrepresenied
of men as to his patrictic sentiments, is
not a matter of any consequence to the
agilators of today.. He is said to have
favored a separate national existence for
his compatnicts, and words are quoted
from his spceches to make gcod tlat as:
sumption. It is not worth while to dis
cuss the probability of his ever having
uttered such sentiments, any more than
it is woenth while to discuss what Julius
Caesar said on any particular subject. Both
are dead, and in their day each spoke his
own bhoughté Nor does the Mail and Ew-
pite care very much what the dead Mer-
cior said. It only uses his name to drug
in that of Sir Wilfrid Lauricr, as it -does
in this manner: !

“Tihis national view has been promoted
under vavious influences. An event which
lent it strongth was the Riel 4rouble. Out
of this difficulty came the Nationalist
party, at the head of which were M. Mer
cier in the provincial arena, and Sir Wil
fmd Laurier in the federal. M. Mcrcier,
whose - programme °looked to French-
‘Canadian solidification, adopted as his
battle cry an appeal to all to lay aside
political preferences and to join hands on
a racial bas's. .-“Let us unite,” he cried.
“Let us cease our fratricidal strifes.” The
allegéd “necessity * for naticnal umon was
based upon tihe convemient theory that
the Knglish people desired to oppress their
I'rench-Canadian fellow-countrymen. 8ir
Wilfrid Lauvier aided this principle of
sesregation as laid down by M. Me:cier,
and held out indejendence or separation
from the Buitish Empire as one of the re-
sults to be achievid, Since thie demise of
M.: Mercier the leadership of the Nation-
alist cult has devolved mpon Sir Wilfiid,
who is watering wheve his prede essor
sowed. lie victory of 1896 was hailed by
the Nationali-bs as a distinctly French
Camadian triumph. Since that event the
National idea has been carefully culti-
vatel. It is alvanced now by Sir Wal-
frid and again by Mr. Tarte. Sir Wiltr'd
docs it im his speeches,. wherdn he 1a ks
of his cffoits to create a mation, and of
he opposition with which he meets, sole-
ly becau-e he is French. Mr. Taite oper-
ates with his excitable anti-British deliv-
erances and his Fiench flag. The two
leaders are working stvictly on M. Mer-
cior's lines, and arve endeavering to foster
an exclusively TFrench-Canadian es distin-
guiched from a Canadian sentiment.”

We think it émportant to quoie at this
length, o that Conservatives down here
by the sea may realize the game which
their acwredited orgam is playing in the
west.

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A SALOR MISSING.

Fears for On2 of Tanagra's Men
Who Has Not Been Seen Since
Monday Night.

A sailor from the Battle line steamer
Tanagra, known as “Harry,” a Greek,
is missing and fears are entertained for
his safety. He is a married man,
aged about 38 and of large build. He is
dark complected and wore a heavy black
moustache. The Tanagra was lying at
the Governinent pier, South End, and last
night sailed for Cape Town, S. A., via
Lcuisburg, C. B., where she will take in
bunker coal.

Tihe missing sailor left the ship on Mon-
day night with a companion and returned
about midnight. He went ashore agzain
and said something about going to Shef-
ficld street. This time he went alone and
that was the last that was seen of him.
Up till late last night there was no word
cf -him. Grave fears are entertained for
his safety, and it is thought that he has
probably fallen into the harbor on his re-
turn to the vessel. ' Captain Marsters of
the steamer says he was a fine seaman,
and leaves word that if he is found to-
day to have him sent to Louisburg to
join, the ship. He had no occasion to
desent the ship as he has left behind him
about €16 in wages and all of his clothes,
and descrtion was not thought of by the
captain. A number of persons have been
searching the city for the man, but with-
out result. e had £1 and four quarter-
dollars in his peckat when last scen.

LUSITANIA IS A TOTAL WRECK.

Crashed Into Reef Near Cape Race in Dense Fog — Lies Helpless,
. Waves Breaking in and Out of Holds.

Cape Race, Nfld.,, Junc 26—The steam-
ship Lusitania, frem Liverpool for Mont-
real is ashore at Scal’s Cove, 12 miles
noith of Cape Five hundred pas-
sengers were safely landed.

1lhe Lusitania sailed from Liverpool un-
der charter of the Klder Dempster Line.
She was to have bcen turned over on
Monday mnext to the Franco-Canadian
line. The Lusitania is owned by the
Orient Navigation Company.

St. Johy's, Nfid.,, June 26—The Lusita-
nia was bound round Cape Race for Mont-
real with a large cargo and a full load
of passengers. She mistook her course in
a dense fog and went ashore near Renews,
90 miles north of Capc Race before day-
break. The ship ran over a reef and
hangs against a coliff. - The passengers,
mostly immigrants, stampeded 1d fought
for the boats, but were overcome by the
officers and crew, who secured control af-
ter a prolonged struggle. The women and
children were landed first, and the men
followed. The crew stood by the ship.
It was thought likely the steamer would
prove a total wreck.

Several steamers are fitting out here
and will leave shortly for the scene ot
the wreck. 1t is expected the large cargo
will be saved.

A report has reached here that a boat-

lace.

load of people from the Lusitania was up-
sct and that two persons were drowned.

St. John’s, Nfid.,, June 26—Still later
reports received here show that the wreck
of ‘the Lusitania did not result in any
loss of life. All the passengers escaped,
1hough scveral of them were injured. The
missing  boatload of passengers landed
safiely.

The Lusitania has been badly forced on
the rocks, has listed to one side and is
half full of water.

All sorts of rumors are current along
the coast—as to the details. The entire
coast population is repairing to the scene
in the hope of salvaging the cargo. The
steamer Glencoe, bringing the passengers,
is due here tonight. The messenger who
brought the news of the wreck to St.
John's, says the passengers on board the
Lusitania drew their knives to cut the
boat lashings and threatened the crew
of the steamer when they thought the
latter attempled to interfere with them
in so doing.

St. Johw’s, Nfld., June 27.—The stmnr
Glencoe arrived here at midnight, bring-
ing wix first, fifteen second and 438 steer-
age passengers and 93 of the crew of the
Lusitania. Captain McNay and the chief
officers of the shipl remain with the wreci.

The passengers arc almost entirely Polish

and Russian Jews. The Lausitania struck
the reef at 130 yeslerday morning during
a dense fog. Capt. McNay had to force
the Lusitania upon the zecf, for if he re-
versed the engines the whole ship’s bot-
tom would have been torn out and she
would have sank instantly.

The panic among the passengers after
the vessel struck was intense. The draw-
ing of knives by the passengers was nob
general; it occurred in isolued instances
only.

Three hours elapsed between the time
when the Lusitania struck and the time
the passengers started to disembark. The
delay was occasioned by the difficulty in
controlling the mob and handling the
boats. All the passengers. and crew agree
that if the Lusitania had struck the rocks
in rough weather not a soul on board
would have been saved.

The last ‘message to the agents of the
Lusitania here says that the vessel is
hard and firm aground the reefl and is a
hopeless wreck. Her engine room is full
of holes and flooded, and the forehold
also flooded. The ship is listed heavily to
port. and the waves are washing in and
out of her forward and aft hoids. The
after decks ave under water- A strong
northeast breeze is rising and tumbling up
a heavy sea, which will soon dismantle
the ship.

B0Y DROWNED.

David Cameron Lost His Life
in Marsh Creek.

David Cameron, the 14-year-old son of
Mr. James Cameron, clerk at the I. C.
R. round house, was drowned in the
Marsh creek yesterday afternoon :under
most sad circumstances. The young fel-
low, whose home is on Castle street, in
company with two young  companions,
Ralph Whipple and Ralph Lawton, after
school adjourned to a part of the creek
Eknown as Sandy Bank, in the rear of the
Peters tannery, for the purpose of enjoy-
ing a swim.

Young Whipple was, like Cameron, a
fairly good swimmer, while the other boy
was unable to swim. The tide; being a
shontstime flogd, was running up the
creck with considerable force towards the
Manrsh bridge. 'Lhere was one part of the
creck that the boys were enabled to wade
acrcss, and young Lawton took advantage
of this point. His companions selected a
deeper part of the stream and swam
across to the eastern shore. Cameron, in-
stead of landing on the opposite bank, at-
tempted to swim back to the western
shore, about 15 yards. He got about half
way accross and his companions saw him
start back to the. eastern shore again.

The unfortunate young fellow got only
within a short distance of the shore when
he oried out in agonizing tomes for help
and sank from view. It was only for au
instant, for he again appeared, buv this
time all that could be seen was his hands
which were beating the water rapidly,
while he was struggling for his life.

His companions hardly realized that he
was drowning, but young Whipple swame
out to aid, but was too late.

Both boys then cried for help and a
couple of the men employes of the Peters
tannery rushed to the sceme. The men
jumped into the water and dove about the
place shown them by the boys, in the en-
deavor to get the body, but werc unsuc-
cessful.

A still alarm was sent in to No. 1 Hook
and Ladder station, and in a short time
the ladder truck was on the scene, but
had no apparatus for saving life, except
some ropes and the usual fire hooks.

A Dboat was procured and Mr. Frank
Paters had some hooks tied to the ropes
and willing hands began dragging for the

Y.

Coroner D. E. Berryman and Chief of
Police Clark were notified and hastened
down and lent assistance in the way of
getting grapples ready. Coroner Berry-
man gave permission for the remains to
be taken hcme should they be received.

It was not long - before the western

bank of the creek was crowded with’

hundreds” of men, women and children
and a couple of boats were ' engaged in
dragging the stream.

All the afterncon the creek was drag-
ged without success and when evening
came the men who had tciled all the af:
ternoon trying to recover the body were
relieved by other willing helpers, and the
task “was continued.” When = it ‘became
dark those on the shore lighted bon-fires,
while lanterns twere taken in' the boats
and in this manner theé men were able to
see what they were doing.

The plgce where young Cameron sank
from view is one of the deepest parts of
the - creek and other, persons have been
drowned near there.

The work of grappling was continued
without  abatement thrcughout the night.

At 2.45 this morning, the body was re
covered at the spct where the unfortu-
nate lad sank.

A Boston Undertakér Placed
Underr_ Arrest.

+ Boston, June 26.—An undertaker, A. W.
Merrow, of South Boston, wgs arrested
tonight <harged with breaking open a
grave in Littleton and removing a body
without due authority. The body was that
of Richard Little, who died last fall. His
home was in South Boston, where his
widow mow lives. The arrest of Merrow
was made on a warrant sworn out by
CUemetery Commissioner N. B. Conant, of
Ayer. ' ;

Two young men walked into station 12,
South Boston, today and reported that
the body of a man alleged to have been
stolen from a cemetery at Littleton was
at Merrow’s. The young men said they
were sons-inaw of Richard Little, of
Littleton. They said that last fall Mr.
Little died at his home in East Fourth
street, South Boston. With him lived his
founth wife. The body of Mr. Little was
removed to Littleton and interred in the
cemetery there, in a lot belonging to Mrs.
Osborne, daughter of Mr. Little’s firsi
wife.

Wihen the will of Mr. Little was read it
surprised Mis. Little, of South Boston,
who believed that she would get a large
portion of his property, which amounted
to several thousand dollars. He bequeath-
«d several amounts to members of his fam-
ily and relutives and provided that ‘‘as
his widow alieady had sufficient of the
world’s goods” she was to receive the in-
terest on $25,000. ‘lhere was a conbro
versy dt the time as to where the body
should be buried, Mrs. Little opposing the
burial at 'Littleton. Last night the grave
of Mr. Little was watched until after. mid-
night but mo one appeaving, the watch
was taken off. At daylight this morning
it was found that the grave had been
opened and the body removed. The un-
dertaker admitted pcssession of the body
and displayed a permit with what pur-
poited to le the signature of the town
clerk of Littleton. The young men as-
serted that the permit was fraudulemt.
Mrs. Ridhard Little, of South Boston, ad-
mitted she signed two papers, but could
not tell what they were.

MAINE LOG-DRIVES MOVING.

Bangor Mills Likely to Start Early in July—
Export Orders.

R

Bangor, June 25—After weeks of delay
{he great log drives that have been strand-
od in tributaries of the Penobscot river,
have begun to move, and there is now a
good ;prospect that some of ‘the logs will
be available to start the idle mills by the
first week in July. On the Mattawamn-
keag the drives are now expected to
reagh the boom without further delay.
The west branch dnive, the largest on the
Pencbscot waters or in the State, is com-
ing along at the usual rate. The greater
part of this drive, however,, will not come
to Penobscot:boom, as 50,000,000 feet will
be taken out at the Millinocket sorting
gap for the pulp mill there, leaving but
33,000,000 feet for the saw mills. .

The Moosehead drive is now on its way
down the Kennebec. This season’s drive
is a record-breaker, consisting of 70,000,-
000 feet, or 20,000,000 feet more than in
1900. The Machias river drive is now in
Whitneyville boom, and the river has
been driven clean with the exception of
a few logs in Crooked river and Ol
Stream, which are hung up.

It is now thought that the usual quan-
tity of spruce deals will be shipped from
Bangor to the United Kingdom
this year, for prices are fair on
the other side. The first cargo
of fruit box shooks for the Mediterranean
left Bangor this week. The first spool
wood steamer is now here, loading for
Greenock. One cargo of white pine
hoards, used in the building of fishermen’s
dories, has been shipped to St. Pierre,
Miquelon, and another cargo is now be-
ing loaded here. To Nassau, N. P., some
lumber is going forward, and there will
be the usual business in pine shipping
hoards to that port and to Curacoa and
Benmuda.—Boston Transcript.

RIOT AMONG SYRIANS.

Three Hundred in a Row and Bad Results
Follow.

Lawrence, Mass., June 25.—A feud as
deadly as any ever started in the Blue
(irass state has developed in the Syrian
colony in this city and as a result the
Synian colony om the plains near the cor-
ner of Oak and White streets was aroused
in earnest tonight. In conscquence, Ab-
della Jibilaty lies at the Cottage Hos-
pital at the point of death and several
other Synians spent the night behind bars
at the police station nursing wounds and
bruises. ‘The riot was a continuation on
a larger scale of Monday night’s row in
the Valley street colony when eight dis-
turbers were placed under ariest. This
evening's disturbance commenced about 8
o’clock. Nearly 300 Synians engaged in
the fight. The signal for Dattle seemed
to be a blow with a hammer on Abdella
Jibilaty’s head by some person not known.
The fight had been in progress but a
short time when a large delegation from
the Valley street colony arrived on ‘the
scene 200 strong and took up arms against
the Plains gang.

EDITOR EXPELLED FROM
AUSTRALIAN ASSEMBLY

Because He Republished the Article Against
the King from the Irish People.

Melbourne, Victoria, June 125.—Amid
soenes of excitement in the erowded gal-
leries the federal assembly today, by a
vote of 64 to 17, expelled Mr. Findlay,
editor of a labor organ, for vepublishing
in his paper the article from the Irish
People of Dublin dated May 10, violent-
ly attacking King Edward, which caused
the seizure of the last mentioned weekly
periodical by the police of Dublin, Co:k,
Limerick and other towns of Ireland.

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PEOPLE RENDERED HELPLESS BY

TERRORS OF

THE RECENT FLOOD.

Full Extent of Damage Not Known Yet, But Deaths Are
Now Placed at Fifty--The Situation in the V
' District Affected.

Bluefield, W. Va., June 25.—Another 24
hours has passed and the full extent of
the vast damage done by the flood canmot
yet be accurately stated. Many of the
missing who were mourned as dead by
their friends have turned up. Six bodies
were found yesterday but they were dis-
colored and swollen beyond recognition.

The Norfolk & Western Railroad Com-
pany continues to make every effort to
hasten the opening of communication.
Laborers are going in a continual stream
and many hundreds more could be- used.
The work of repairing and clearing the
debris goes on might and day. The elec-
tric light plant, consisting of three cars,
is capable of furnishing 40 arc lights of
great power and ‘has searchlight that
sweeps the country for a mile. Wrecking
trains completely manned continue to ar-
rive. Covered wire like that used by the
army is being laid on the ground to com-
plete the broken lines of telegraph wires.

‘The people of the storm-swept section
appear terronized and their excitement is
so intense that they are really helpless as
far as work is concerned. Each flash of
lightning and peal of thunder is enough
to cause panic. The dead, as fast as
found, are being hastily buried and many
times the spot is not marked.

Bridges on the Simmons Creek and ¥lip-
ping branches are with one exception all
replaced by temporary trestles. At Bram-
well the bridge over Bluestone is being
erected by a force of men under the di-
rection of Supt. Needles.

The flood, by the most conservative es-
timate, caused loss of life to about 50 per-
sons, a greater part of whom are colored
miners and their families.. A great many
more ave missing and are supposed to
have been swept away. There are great
piles of debris and it will take many days
to find all the bodies. The Norfolk and
Western Railroad Company will lose, at a
conservative estimate, half a million dol-
lars, not taking into consideration the de-
lay to traffic, etc. Their double track is
pradtically washed away for a distance of
six miles and at least 3,500 men are at
work day and night repairing roadbed
and removing drift. It will be four days
before amy traffic can be resumed. The
loss to the coal operators will reach about
$100,000 outside of the delay at the mines
in loading, etc. The property loss by pri-
vate parties, it is thought, will reach the
million dollar mark. General Boggs and
Col. Hudson, of Governor White's staff,
arrived today to hold a conference with
the general superintendent of the Nor-
folk & Western to ascertain what assist-
ance is needed by the state authorities.
The wires are deluged with press de-
spatches and hundreds of messages are re-
ceived hourly from anvious friends in all
parts of the United States.

Roanoke, Va., June 25.—Persons com-
ing in from the flooded district in West
Virginia place the number of drowned at
40.

A telegram from Bluefield says there
are no important developments. Blue-
field is the great shipping point for the

Pocahontas coal coming east. It is said
there that the coal fields will not be able
to ship any coal for the next 30 days.
The coal trade will suffer almost incal-
culable loss. A geatleman from the
stricken section gives as an explanation
for the report first circulated that great
masses of human bodies were to be seen
floating around in the water, that there
is a graveyard between North Park Junc-
tion and Keystone,which towns-are about
a mile apart and the bodies came from
there. i

The Norfolk & Western Railroad of-
ficials say the Thacker coal field lines are
already open and that the road will be
able to get a train through to Columbus
tomorrow. These repairs will be only of
a temporary nature. - :

J. B. Frances. a Roanoke man, who
was first reported dead, has written his
wife from Keystone, telling her he is safe:
He says:

“A big flood visited the town last Fri-

day night. Everybody had to go up on
the mountain. Men, women and ‘children
were drowned and 'houses went floating
down the streams with people in them.
All our crowd are safe. We are evident-
ly cut off from the outside world and pro-

visions are getting short. There is no’

water in the town.”

Another letter- today from Keystone
says between ten and fifteen people were
drowned and forty houses washed away
at that place. -

The house of Paris * Van' Dyke, four
miles west of Tasewell, was. washed
away. VanDyke heard the roar of the
water and started home from the field.
When a short distance from the house
he saw the water rushing down the
mountain sides, tearing up and twisting
off giant trees, the water leaping 40 feet
high and travelling with frightful speed.
VanDyke rushed for the house to warn
his family but the water overtook him
and swept the house and all its inmates
away. Two. children, 5 and 7. years old,
were instantly killed, the bodies being
washed to lowlands: A little girl, hold-
ing a younger gister in her arms, was car-

ried 20 yards. ‘Another member of - the.

family died yesterday afternoon and Mr.
}'auDyke is still unconscious and cannot
ive. .

At Cedar Bluff, 16 miles west of Tase-
well, seventeen dwellings were swept
away, but no lives were lost,

At Pounding Mill, four lives were lost.
Knobe,, a small town seven miles west,
was almost completely destroyed. Ravens,
two miles west, was badly damaged and
many business houses were destroyed.
The damage to county roads will be not
less than $50,000.

NOT BY OBSERVATION.

LIONS IN THE WAY AT SEEDTIME

Why One Ought Always to De One’s Duty
—Its Influence Upon Others Is Not to
Be Measured by Words and Phrases—
The Crisis That Was Not Mot and the
Reason For the Failure.

Washington, June 23.—From a pas-
sage of Scripture unobserved by most
readers Dr, Talmage in this dis-

The wheat is in the
barn in sacks, ready to be taken
aficld and scattered. Now is the
time to sow. But the wind is not
favorable. It may blow up a storm
before night, and he may get wet if
he starts out for the sowing; or it
may be a long storm, that will wash
out the seed frem the soil: or there
may have been a long droughti, and
the wind may continue Lo blow dry
iweather. The parched fields may not
take in the grain, and the birds may
pick it up, and the labor as well as
the seed may be wasted. So he
gives up the work ‘for that day and
goes into the hous¢ and wails to seg
what it will be on the morrow. On
‘the morrow the wind is still in the
‘wrong direction, and for a whole
week and for a pionth. Did you ever
see such a long spell of bad weather?
The lethargic wmnd overcautious and
dilatory agricwiturist allows the sca-
son to pass without sowing, and no
sowing, of caursé, no harvest. That
iis what Solaznon means when he says
iin his text, ‘‘He that observeéth the
iwind shall mot sow.”’

. As much in our. time a8 in Solo-
monic times: there is abroad a fatal
hesitancy, a disposition to let little
things stop us, a ruinous adjourn-
mient. We all want to do'some good
iin the world, but how easily we are

And it is no
casy thing to defy public opinion,
t6 be run upon by newspapers, to be
ovVerhauled in se¢ial circles, to be
anathématited by those who hereto-
fore were friends and admirers. = It
requires a heroism which few possess.
Yet no great réformatory or elevat-

' ing movement has ever been accom-
plished until some one was willing to
defy what the world should think or
say or do. But there have been men
and women of that kind. They stand
all up and down the corridors of his-
tory, examples for us to follow.

Communities and churches and na-
tions sometimes are thrown into hys-
teria, and it requires a man of great
equipose to maintain @ right posi-
tion. Thirty-three years ago there
came a time of bitterness in Ameri-
can politics, and the impeachment of
& President of the United States
. was demanded. Two or three patri-

otic men, at the risk of losing their
senatorial position, stood out
aghinst the demand of their political
associates and saved the country
from that ' which all people of all
parties now sec would have been a
calamity and would have put every
subsequent, president at the inercy of
his opponents. It only required the
' waiting ofa few months, when time
itself removed: all controversy.

How many therée are who give too
much time to ‘watching the weather
vane and studying the barometer!
Make up your mind what you are go-
ing to do and then go ahead and do

"it. There always will be hindrances.
(It is a moral disaster if you allow
{ prudence to overmaster all the other
‘ graces. The Bible makes more of
courage and faith and perseverance
" than it does of caufion. It is not
i once a year that the great .ocean
! steamers fail to sail at the appoint-
ed time because of the storm signals.
'Iet the weather burcau prophesy
what hurricane or cyclone it may,
i next Wednesday, next Thursday, next

Saturday, the stcamers will put out
| from New York and Philadelphia and
' Boston harbors and will reach Liv-
{ erpool and Southampton and Glas-

gow and DBremen, their arrivals as
. certain as their embarkation. They
| cannot afiord to consult the wind,
' nor can you in your life¢ voyage.

The grandest and best things - ever
accomplished have been in the teeth
of hostility. Consider the grandest
enterprise of the eternities—the sal-

Many of
us who are now preachers of the
gospel or medical practitioners or
members of the bar or merchants or
citizens in various kinds of business
had very poor opportunity at the
start because we had it too easy —
far too easy.
what it is to get an education. be-
cause our fathers or older brothers
paid the schooling, and we did not
' get the muscle which nothing but
hard work can develop. I congratu-
late you, young man, if to you life
is a struggle. It is out of such cir-
cumstances God makes heroes, if they
are willing to be made. Cut your way
through. If it weré proper to do so
and you should stand in any board
of bank directors, in any board of
trade, in any legislature, state or
national, and ask all who were
brought up in luxury and ease to lift
their hand, here and there a hand
might be lifted. But ask those Who
had an awful hard time at the start
to lift their hands, and most of the
hands would be lifted. The heroes
of church and-state were not brought
up on confectionery and cake.

But my subject takes another step.

But those evil things that
you have planted will take root and
come up in harvest of disappoint-
ment, in harvest of pain, in harvest
of despair, in harvest of fire. Hosea,
one of the first of all the writing
prophets, although four of the other
prophets are put before him in the
canon of Sctipture, wrote an as-
tounding metaphor that may be quot-
ed as descriptive of those who do
evil: ““They have sown the wind, and
they shall reap the whirlwind.”” Some
one has said, ‘“Children may be
strangled, but deeds never.’’

There are other persons who truth-
fully say: ‘I am doing the best I
can. The clouds are thick and the
wind blows the wrong way, but I am
sowing prayers and sowing kind-
nesses and sowing helpfulness and
sowing = hopes of a better world.”
Goad for you, my brother, my sis-
ter! What you plant will come up.
What you sow will rise into a harv-
est the wealth of which you will not
know until you go up higher. I hear
the rustling of your harvest in the
bright fields of heaven. The soft
gales of that land, as they pass, bend
the full headed grain in curves of
beauty. It is golden in the light of
the sun that never sets. 'As you pass
in you will not have to gird on the
sickle for the reaping, and there will
be nothing to remind you of weary
husbandmen toiling under hot sum-
mer sun on earth and lying down un-
der the shadow of the tree at noon-
tide, so tired were they, so very tir-
ed.

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LATEST FAST ATLANTIC SCHEME
S FOR REGULAR CLIPPER VESSELS:

The Talk at Ottawa Relative to the Matter--Impersonation of
Blind Trooper Mulloy a Small Business--The Irish
Catholic Vote.

Ottawa, June 25—(Special)—The gov-
ernment is getting ready another call for
tenders for a fast steamship line between
Canadian ports and the United Kingdom.

The advertisement will be sent out in
a few days and in the meantime a corre-
spondence is springing up which shows a
revived interest in the undertaking. Some
time ago the trade and commerce depart-
ment received an offer from an American
source for a 26 knot service. Now the
same party says he is able to supply one
of 30 knots speed, which weuld revolu-
tionize the passenger traffic of the world.
Presumably he would make use of some
other fuel than coal. Further inquiry
will be made into his proposition, which,
though startling, s perhaps not much
more so than the ehanges of recent years
in methods of travel.

Both Sir Ridhard Cartwright and the
deputy minister of ‘trade and commerce
have been in Montreal this week and it is
said their presence has had to do with
the fast Atlantic service. What one hears
here is that the Canadian companies are
not  inclined to enter into the fast At-
lantic line contract .unless the dominion
government a-sumes the risk involved and
gives them almost money, enough in sub-
sidies to set things going. By fall, it wull
be seen what truth there is in this ver-
sion and how far the government and the
companies are prepared to go. 1f the
scheme goes through at all, it will be for
a class of vessels that would compete
with the best services to New York.

Because the carriage of his exceliency
the governor general did not stop for the
St. Jean Baptiste procession yesterday
one of the most prominent officers of the
gsociety struck the horses over the head
with the seabbard of a sword he wore.

Mulloy's tour for a while, stated today

that a few days ago when Mulloy and hid
manager got to Sherbrooke they found
that an alleged “Blind ‘Trooper Mulloy’™*
had appeared in the town to a large houaas
‘Dhere was no trace, however, of th
fakirs. Lieut. Holland added thet the real
Mulloy was not injured financially by the
imposition, as he had a packed house.
Charles Murphy, who man a close racd
for nomination along with Belcourt at the
last general election for the dominion, has
a letter in the evening papers. The fol-
lowing is part of it: ‘“In the ordinary
course of events, nominations of candi
dates for the Ontario legislature will take
place within the next 10 or 12 momnths
and we are certain to be wearied with the
plausible tale that ‘both parties are going
to run Irish Catholics” But there will
be nothing said about the sinister motive
lurking behind this apparent generosity.
With their recent object lesson before

YALES PRESIDENT TOLD OF BIG

New Haven, Conn., June 26.—The Yale
commencement concluded today with a full
statement to the graduates from President
Hadley of the amounts subscribed for the
bi-centennial fund. He read that within
the hour he had received word from a
graduate that he would make up what de-
ficiency there was in the meeded quarter
of a million dollars which would ensure a
conditional pledge of $300,000. President
Hadley then announced for the first time
the conditional givers. They are James
J. Hill, M. C.'D. Borden and Fredericl
Vanderbilt, all of New York.

Besides what is subscribed in money
or pledged in funds and securities to-
ward the bi-centennial, President Iladley
stated that beginning with the gift of the
Pinchot family for the foundation of the
Yalé forest school, the Lampson bequest

in New York state, and other similar be-

quests the univensity will have in lands
and houses about $600,000. The total in.
moncy is $1,185,000-

Tonight President Hadley gave this list
of contributors:

M. (. D. Borden, $100,000; Frederick
Vanderbilt and James J. Hill, $100,000
each; the Misses Phelps Stokes, the ad-
ministration building, fully $60,000; Charles
and Kdward Harkness, of New York, $60,-
000 each (besides the gift of $25.000 from
the third brother); the Jennings family of
New York city, $60,000, and $50,000 by
Geo. Bliss shortly before his death.

Leaving the Midway and its
specialties out of the matter, the great Pan
American is well worth a trip from this
section of the country, he says, and a few
days spent in studying the wonderful exhi-
bition is a great educator for all and
especially for the young people of Eastern
Canada, as the trip affords them an oppor-
tunity of spending a day-at Montreal, To-
ronto, Ottawa, Hamilton and Niagara Falls.

Mr. Foster states that the impression seema
to have got abroad that all hotels, boarding
houses, private houses, restaurants, etc., are
charging passengers most exorbitant rates,
and, while it may be true that one or two
of the leading hotels who can fill their
houses with rich Americans and foreign
travelers have put their rates to a point
that to the average maritime province man
would appear high, Mr. Foster thinks that
visitors from here, if they had their choice,
would mot select as a residence during their
stay, the down-town fashionable hotels, when
splendid rooms can be secured in hundreds
and possibly thousands of cottages, with
which  Buffalo’s famous resilent section is
filled. A good room, with breakfast, can, at
any rate during the months of July and
August, be secured at most of those houses,
which are more prettily situated and nearer
the grounds than the hotels, at say $1.60 to
$2 per day, and as there are abundant restau-
rant facilities, there is no reason why the
trip cannot be made at a very moderate
oxpense.

Those who make the trip during July and
August will probably have the weather quite
