Would it not be a good idea for the
Corporation to consider the propriety of
making some clianges in the manage-
ment of the Old Burial Ground? 1t is
a we 1 known faet that during the season
just past it has not received that atten-
tion which, as the resting place of many
of the founders of this city, it descrves.
And-it-hns now become-a -question for
the solution of the civic. authorities
whether it shall gradually sink into a
merc common or pasturage ground,
and the tombstones allowed to be broken
and destroyed by the ruthless hands of
mischievous boys and general decay, or,
shall it be preserved and beautified as
becomes the resting place of our honor-
ed dead? It has been suggested that
it might be made an attractive resort,
and the grounds beantificd and adorned,
without any. outlay from the public
chest. We understood some time ago
that a gentleman who carries on a large
horticultural business near Boston, and
who consigned vast quantities of flowers
and plants to this eity during the past
season on which he realized good prices,
was anxious to seeure a site in a central
part of the city fora HorticnlturalGarden.
No better place for the purpese can be
obtained or desiged than the Old Burial
Ground. The northern side is finely
sitaated for the erection of a green house
and conservatory, which might extend
from Syduey to Carmarthen streets.
The advantages presented merely for
the cultivation of flowers:are first class
while in a business point of view no
other place is obtainable in the city
equal to it as a stand for the sale. o!
plants and ﬂowers W ould it not be
well to grant & Jease to this gentleman
or some other practical gardener with
means, for a term of years at a merely
nominal rent, he to adorn and keep in
proper order the entire grounds in con-
sideration of the privilege of seliing
flowers and plants grown on the place?
The oply ‘ﬂmist.s here now who make a
business of selling plants and bouquets
are located in the outskirts of the city,
cramped for room and entirely out of
the way for dolng business. The scheme
we suggest, if taken hold of by theright
man, would prove highly remunerative
to him and conduce to the pleasure and
convenience of the citizens. Will not
some member of the Council move in
the matter, and thus confer a great favor
on all true lovers of th? beautiful.

The Freeman wants us to tell it a'l
about those railway iron sales—give
the names of those who bid, the prices
received, etc. That is just what “no fel-
ler can find out.”
