The Recreation That May Be Obtained by 
the Uee of That Sam.

Two hundred dollars is a large sum 
to a poor man and a small sum to a 
rich man ; but in the matter of money 
everything depends on the way it is 
used. Some men will get a vast 
amount of amusement, recreation, edu­
cation and refinement out of a few 
dollars. Other men will spend large 
sums and he unhappy or unblessed by 
the spending.

Having occasion to put the matter 
to a practical test, a young student 
who lately went to Europe with just 
$200 is ready to tell what he got for it 
for the benefit of any who may be 
blessed with so moderate a sum, and 
still hesitates to go abroad for fear of 
not getting enough for the money. 
This philosophical traveler says:

4‘I went over, intermediate cabin 
passage, for $35 from Boston to Liver­
pool, by one of the finest Cunard 
steamers. The intermediate passage 
was not equal to first cabin in its table 
fare, but Iliad more fun in other ways.

“When I reached Liverpool I went 
to a plain hotel, where I could dine a 
la carte—or go to the sideboard and 
help myself, and generally did—and 
spent three days m the city at very 
moderate expense. I then went on to 
London, stopping one day at the Duke 
of Devonshire’s estate, Chatsworth. 
Once in London I determined on one 
of several ways of spending what 
money I had left.

“I procured lodging and breakfast 
and dinner at a cheap boarding house 
in Bloomsbury, about ten minutes’ 
walk from the British museum. I had 
a Baedeker’s guide book, and with its 
help I mapped out a number of fa­
mous places where I could go sight 
seeing at very little expense.

“While on my tramps in the city I 
would go for a lunch into some res­
taurant where meals were served from 
some joint, or into the nearest coffee 
stand, where I often obtained all I 
wanted for eigtitpence, and sometimes 
for sixpence.

When Ihad.to use the railways, I 
always went third class. This was not 
so comfortable as second or first class, 
but more interesting in many ways on 
account of the people I met, and that 
is half the good of traveling at all.

“When I had occasion to ridez I al­
ways took a bus if I could. This was 
a never failing Source of amusement 
to me. I saw more to remember from 
the top of an English bus than from 
any other place during my whole visit 
in London, and it was a very cheap 
source of instruction. The hansom cab 
was an expensive vehicle, costing a 
shilling, wiiilo the bus fares were 
usually very reasonable, and on some 
lines, at certain hours of the day, ab 
surdly cheap for the distance.

“By selecting the right day and 
hour for visiting many places of in­
terest I succeeded in seeing them for 
half price or for nothing. There are 
many places of interest in and about 
London where on certain days of the 
week admission is free. On certain 
other days it is sixpence or a shilling. 
By consulting my ’Baedeker’ and plan­
ning a little ahead I saved many small 
items in this way.

“I was also content to do a large 
amount of walking. And indeed m 
this way I not only saved riding fares, 
but also saw curious and even rare 
sights which I should have missed if I 
had been in the habit of riding to and 
from points of interest.

“I Spent seven weeks in London and 
visited nearly all the large places of 
note. St. Paul’s^ Westminster abbey, 
parliament buildings,National gallery, 
the Tower, the Museum, where I went 
almost daily; the Bank, where I did 
not go so often ; nearly all the suburbs 
on the west aide, the parks and art gal­
leries and libraries, the Thames and 
Chelsea, Lord’s cricket grounds and 
the Zoological gardens. In many of 
these places I spent much time in spe­
cial study, and went frequently, espe­
cially to the museum ana the church­
es, on the principle that as I had con­
fined my trip abroad to one city, I 
would know as much about it as pos­
sible.

“Getting back to Liverpool I still 
had money enough for first class cabin 
fare to New York, and paid £10, or 
$50, for my return passage.

“In the time 1 was abroad I saw and 
enjoyed $200 worth at least. My board 
cost me about $55. My traveling, 
counting going and coming, was $115. 
The remaining $30 went for sundries, 
clothing, amusements, washing ana 
keepsakes of the trip. But if any one 
can get more out of $200 abroad I wish 
they would write me, and let me know 
how, that I hiay try it again.”— 
Youth’s Companion.

What the Shah Has Done for Persia.
I do not propose to describe in this 

paper the manner in which Persia is 
governed, but, in order to introduce 
one of the greatest of the shah’s re­
forms, would remark that by its con­
stitution his majesty was absolute mas­
ter of the lives and goods of all his 
subjects. Under the absolute king the 
government is carried on by govern­
ors general and governors, and a de­
scending chain of lesser officials, aid­
ed in the administration of justice by 
the priesthood. The Koran is practi­
cally the penal code as well as tne Bi­
ble of the state.

In 1888 the shah published a procla­
mation to the effect that from that 
date no one should be punished except 
by operation of law, and that. all Ins 
subjects had full liberty as to life and 
property. As it had been represented 
that this proclamation has been in 
part annulled, it is not superfluous to 
explain that tne subsequent proclama­
tion of the same year merely prohibit­
ed Persians from mortgaging their 
lands or hypothecating their salaries 
to foreigners.—Nineteenth Century.

Photography by Flash Light a Great Aid 
to Physicians.

Milton J. Roberts, a specialist in dis­
eases of the joints and deformities, 
who has given much time and thought 
to the subject of medical photography, 
delivered an interesting address before 
the photographical section of the 
American institute on the subject of 
“Flash Light Photography in Medi­
cine and Surgery." Dr. Roberts, who 
is connected with the hospitals on 
Randall’s Island and with the Wo­
man’s and BL Elizabeth hospitals in 
this city, has devised some very valu­
able apparatus for flash light photog­
raphy, and used it to illustrate hu 
address

Dr. Roberts said that the utiliza­
tion of photography by physicians is 
a work that is now attracting much 
attention. The fundamental basis of 
success in medicine and surgery is the 
accumulation of accurate records and 
the arrangement of data on which to 
base opinions. Without more positive 
records of cases than physicians’ de­
scriptions disputes are endless. As a 
record of evidences of phenomenal 
growth, abnormal developments and 
deformities and parasites and germ 
life, photography is of especial value. 
Words describing objects, however 
accurate, do not convey to the mind 
the actual condition of affairs. A 
picture must be presented to the mind 
before a person is in a position to 
judge of a particular case. For doing 
this there is nothing to compare with

You can drink the kind 
they serve in the aristocratic man­
sions and palatial hotels of Hamilton, 
because it nas no peas in it those vul­
gar vegetables having been removed 
Before it gets to the table. But you 
can’t drink the good, old fashioned 
pea soup that the habitants and other 
humble people eat, because it is all 
peas. You might as well talk about 
quaffing a flowing bowl of porridge. 
—Toronto Globe.

The ordinary form of photography, 
which employs sunlight, requires spe­
cially constructed rooms. If a phy­
sician attempts to photograph a pa­
tient by sunlight in his office or in the 
ward of a hospital the result is unsatis­
factory. The lights cannot be regu­
lated so as to produce a good picture. 
Sunlight is too inconstant ana subject 
to such great variations that it can 
seldom be used. The activity of the 
rays of light varies in strength with 
the time of the day, the season, the 
latitude and the amount of moisture 
in the atmospnere. Ideal photography 
for medical and surgical purposes in- 
vol ves the making oi gooa pictures in 
the homes of patients and in the offices 
of physicians. Many patients will ob­
ject to be taken to public galleries 
when they would consent to oe pho­
tographed in a private room. Phy­
sicians should be able to take photo­
graphs of a patient at any time of the 
day, when the work is most conven­
ient and the conditions are most suit­
able. This renders it necessary that 
all of the apparatus be portable and 
the lights be artificial.

Artificial lights may be divided into 
two kinds—those of long and those of 
short duration. Lights of long dura­
tion are the magnesium ribbon light, 
the electric light, the oxy-hydrogen 
light, gas light and oil lamps. In the

{iresent state of photographic art, pro- 
onged exposure is unnecessary. All 

that is needed, therefore, is a bright 
light of ordinary duration or the flash 
light

The form of this light best adapted 
for the use of photography for medical 
purposes is in the shape of a powder. 
This produces a broad sheet of flame 
the instant that it is ignited. It is es­
sential that the exposure of the plate 
in the camera and the ignition or the 
powder occur at the same instant To 
accomplish this considerable practice 
is necessary. Certainty of action in 
manipulating both the light and the 
shutter of the camera is best obtained 
by the use of an electric current 

The apparatus for doing this is very 
simple. A small magnet attached to 
the front of the camera has a lever 
connected with its armature, which 
holds the shutter in position. Un clos­
ing the shutter, by means of a key­
board at a convenient distance, the 
shutter is released and the plate ex­
posed. The current at the same time 
ignites the magnesium powder. This 
is placed in an elliptical trough in 
front of a large concave mirror, which 
serves to reflect the light and increase 
the effect. The mirror is attached to 
a movable tripod in such a manner 
that it may be adjusted to reflect the 
light in any direction. Short sections 
of steel wire are placed in the trough, 
being connected by insulated wires 
with the battery and keyboard. The 
current heats these wires to incandes­
cence, and thus ignites the powder. 
A battery of three cells of ordinary 
size is sufficient to operate the light 
and camera. The whole apparatus is
Sortable and may be set up in any or- 

inary room in a few minutes. 
Photography has heretofore been 

used to reproduce the appearance of pa­
tients afflicted with hunchback, spinal 
curvature, club foot, diseases of the 
joints and skin diseases. The improve­
ments in photography and the use of 
flash light will extend the use of the 
art to nearly every branch of medical 
science. It will enable a physician 
to photograph a patient before treat­
ment, during treatment and , after 
treatment, thus showing every stage of 
a disease, and the effect of the method 
of treatment followed. It will enable 
the physician to obtain evidence that 
every one will accept as to the sever­
ity of the case and the success of the 
treatment Photography may fye em­
ployed during surgical operations to 
show the exact position of the surgeon 
and his assistants during important 
operations. The direction of the in­
cision and the parts exposed may be 
shown, and iu fact the whole process 
of a modern surgical operation may be 
reproduced by photography. This will 
be of great value for the instruction 
of students and the information of the 
medical fraternity.—New York Mail 
and Exoress.

Fruit for Break fast.
The modern breakfast is not the

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POPULAR BOOKS.

OUR NEW AGRICULTURAL SO­
CIETY'S DECISION—A SUGGES­

TION.
The new Agricultural Society for this 

district has about decided it would 
appear, not to hold a fair here this ‘fall. 

The reason for so deciding is that a gov­
ernment grant is not available this year. 
This is not by any means creditable to 

the managers of the society, nor is it 
just to the members. These fairs are 
supposed to be held annually for the 

purpose of stimulating the farmers to 
improvement in stock and their general 
work. The experience of the past shews 

that they have been productive of good 
results in this direction, and nothing 
should now be allowed to interfere to 
slacken the interest in the good work 
they were so well promoting. ’We 

would not care to charge that the man­
agers of the society had solely in view 
the making of money out of these fairs; 

we would rather attribute their 
decision not to hold an exhibition 

this year to the fear that the 
society will not come out whole, but 
this, under the circumstances, is not a 
point which should decide whether or 

no the exhibition would be held. The 
government grant is but a temporary 
provision, and in the nature of things 

will in a short time be withdrawn alto­
gether. if the managers of the society 
can not after having a grant for one year 

so regulate affairs as to keep up their 
work independently of the grant they are 
not the men who should control in such 

important matters as agricultural 
societies’ fairs. It is a notable fact that 
agricultural fairs, the success of which 

depends solely upon the exertions, 
means and abilities of the individu­
als members of the societies 

or associations, are the most successful 
in general as well as financial results. 
New Brunswick lags behind nearly 

every other province or state in the 

matter of fairs and exhibitions and we 
believe the reason of this to be due prin­
cipally to the fact that she depends too 

much on other than her own resources. 

The sooner the managers of our new 
Agricultural Society learn to rely more 
upon their own efforts the better.

Our correspondent’s suggestion, in re­
gard to an exhibition here this fall, is, 
we believe, a good one. We have no 
doubt that our citizens would make up a 
good fund for this purpose and otherwise 
contribute handsomely to the success of 
the exhibition. Indeed we could well 
afford to give an exhibition of a provin­
cial character and to keep such up an­
nually. It only requires a little exertion. 
We would be pleased to see the matter 
considered and discussed.

THE BEHRING SEA TROUBLE 
The seizure of the schooner Black 

Diamond by the American revenue 
cutter Bush in Behring Sea, and the 
escape of the schooner afterwards, 
though creating somewhat of'a sensation 
both at Washington and Ottawa is not 
likely to lead to any very serious results. 
Canadian, or for that matter, the British 
authorities, will not interfere in the Bri­
sure and it would seem that the United 
States people were caring little, after 
they secured the seal captured and the 
papers, whether or not the schooner and 

crew escaped. But some day, and per­

haps in the very near future, if some 
amicable settlement of international diffi­
culties is not made, very serious trouble 
will follow. The liberal press has 

long urged, in settlement of all these 
troubles, the adoption of a policy of more 
friendly commercial relationship be­
tween the two countries. In this the 
United States are prepared to meet us. 
Is it not now about time that we shaped 
our course to suit honorably the require­
ments of the case. Our government 
have found some support in their pres­
ent policy in international matters among 
those who have pinned their faith to 
the great force of English arms, but the 
disposition of the British authorities to­
day is not to advise a continuance of 
that policy, but to adopt, and to proceed 
upon, the liberal view, and if the truth 
were known we believe that in this view 

only can Canada expect to count upon 
England’s support, or favor if you wilL 
Surely the time has arrived when a 

settlement on the basis indicated should 
be effected.

It Is Impossible to Tell Why Some Books 
Fall and Others Succeed.

It would probably furnish the ma­
terial for not a little amusement if the 
readers of the popular books of the 
day were forced to tell exactly what 
they thought of them, why they liked 
or disliked them, and what they 
regard as their strongest and their 
weakest points. In the majority of 
cases it would doubtless be found that 
the readers of the class of literature 
generally known as popular have 
never taken the trouble of defining to 
themselves what they do think con­
cerning what they read, and it Is not 
unlikely that in many cases the hu­
miliating discovery might be made 
that they had no thoughts with which 
to acquaint themselves or anybody 
else.

It is a truth so trite that one has to 
apologize for mentioning it that the 
people in general do not think at all, 
audit is at best into the class of mor­
tals who think they think that the 
majority of mankind must be put. 
This is, however, very much a matter
of education. The world over, it has 
always been the danger of educational 
systems that they would substitute the 
easier trick of teaching facts for the 
legitimate end of education than of 
teaching pupils to think. It is so easy 
to induce students to take up with 
scraps and remnants of other people’s 
wisdom, therewith to conglomerate 
for themselves a shell after the man­
ner of the caddis worm of our brooks, 
that everywhere we see this done, and 
the real aim of instruction entirely 
neglected.

All this, however, is only indirectly 
connected with the reasons why pop­
ular novels are popular. The causes in 
many cases really seem past all find­
ing out Of novels like “Assur Ti- 
gleth” it is easy to see that the 
mingling of sentiment and theology 
was the fetching thing; of “There” it 
is evident that the secret lay in its un­
adulterated sensationalism ; “Cupid’s 
Back Parlor” was evidently popular 
simply because its nastiness got it 
talked about; and so on for others. 
There still remain many of the books 
which sell most largely, in which one

most astonishingly wide. They 
seem to have all the faults that a book 
can have, and even not iu frequently 
to add that crowning, unpardonable 
sin of being dull, and yet there is the 
publisher’s account with the author 
giving statements, backed up by the 
irrefutable testimony of a check 
for royalties, showing that they sell in 
multitudes.

Even the experts cannçt tell why 
such and such a book succeeds and 
such and such a book fails. Of many 
a book they can with certainty predict 
the fate, but the phenomenal works 
are apt to prove too much for their 
sagacity. “I have been in the pub­
lishing business twenty-five years,” 
a publisher said recently, “and I can­
not tell now what makes a book sell 
and what makes it fail.” The mystery 
is hidden ; and yet it would seem that 
each individual should at least be able 
to tell how the book has affected him. 
To collect these opinions and there­
from deduce the principle underlying 
popularity is not possible, but it will 
at least tend to the improvement of 
tiie individual mind to studiously ex­
amine one’s sensations over these pop­
ular works with a view of coming at 
the truth ; and who can tell how soon 
one of the people who make popular 
books popular may haply by self ex­
amination discover the secret, and be 
able to disclose it to a curious and 
waiting world.—Boston Courier.

An old parson was very 
much in need of a norse, and the sis­
ters of the flock determined to raise 
the money to buy him the desired ani­
mal After mucn exertion they raised 
an amount considerably below the es­
timated price, and the oeast acquired 
was proportionately deficient in the 
qualities which make Bucephalus su­
perior to Rosinante.

At Princeton, Ky., Tuesday night, John 
Hutchins shot and fatally wounded George 
and Albert Lewis, brothers. One of Hut­
chins’ shots hitxFrank Dunn, also inflicting 
a fatal wound. The shooting resulted from 
and ol grudge. Hutchins was arrested.

Eben S. Allen, president of the Green Line 
Street Car Company, New York, was ar­
rested yesterday for forging certificates of 
stock to about the number of. 700 shares. He 
has been president of the company for a long 
time and has been connected with it for 25 
years. The amount of the defalcation is 
stated to be about $125,000 or $130,000. 
nA mob of strikers assaulted a number of 
Hungarians who returned to work at the 
Carrie blast furnace near Pittsburg, yester­
day, and drove them away. One Hungarian 
was beaten so badly that he will probably 
die. The sheriff’s posse interfered and a 
free fight followed. Deputy Sheriff Sweeny 
was tprobably fatally shot but the strikers 
were finally driven off.

Forgeries to the amount of nearly $300,- 
000 have been committed in the name of 
John S. Blaisdell, one of the wealthiest and 
best known residents of Minneapolis, by a 
prominent young lawyer of that city. The 
total amount of the forgeries is about $200,- 
000. Owing to the previous good character 
of the man and the high social and business 
position of the family, a settlement was 
agreed to, on the understanding that the 
whole amount obtained on Blaisdell’a signa­
ture be returned to that gentleman.

A man named 0osman aged 35, was kill­
ed at Yarmouth Tuesday night by the ex­
plosion of a cannon. He was in an adjoin­
ing stable, when the gun went off, in the 
Yarmouth Battery’s drill shed, the shot 
crashing its way through the wall of the 
building into the stable, and through the 
walls of four of the stalls.

Head Hunting in the Solomon Islands.
Throughout the group one constant­

ly sees human skulls hung up either 
in or outside the house, but it is from 
New Georgia and the adjacent islands 
that head hunting is carried on to its 
fullest extent. Among these natives 
it appears, to be a perfect passion. No 
canoe house can be completed and no 
canoe launched without a head being 
obtained. They make long vovages 
in their large tomakos, or head mint­
ing canoes, for the purpose of secur­
ing heads, the chief minting ground 
at the present time being the two isl­
ands of Clioiseul and Isabel, ninety to 
one hundred miles away, which, how­
ever, are becoming somewliat “work­
ed out.” The basest treachery is often 
employed. They will at times visit a 
village as friends, and, after staying 
for a day or two, at a given signal 
turn upon their hosts, and either kill 
them or take them alive. Such a case 
occurred while I was at Rubiana. At 
other times they will surprise or cut 
off a party fishing on the reef, and no 
matter whether they are men, women 
or children, the heajs count. The 
heads, after being slightly smoked,

are stuck up along the rafters of the 
roof in the canoe houses, and I have 
myself counted thirteen recent heads 
in a house at Sisieta. Occasionally the 
head hunters themselves meet with 
reverses; and while at Rubiana I in­
quired the reason of some particularly 
fine cocoanut trees having been cut 
down. I was told that it was in con­
sequence of the death of a chief who 
was killed on a head hunting expe­
dition to Isabel.— C. M. Woodford in 
Popular Science Monthly.

What Is the Moou?
But when we look at the moon with 

our telescopes, do wo see any traces of 
water? There are, no doubt, many 
large districts which at first glance 
seem like oceans, and were uideea 
termed “seas” by the old astronomers, 
a name which they still absurdly re­
tain. Closer inspection shows that 
the so-called lunar seas are deserts, 
often marked over with small craters 
and with rocks. The telescope reveals 
no seas and no oceans, no lakes and no 
rivers. Nor is the grandeur of the 
moon’s scenery ever impaired by 
clouds over her surface. Whenever 
the moon is above the horizon, and 
terrestrial clouds are out of the way, 
we can see the features of her surface 
with distinctness. There are no clouds 
in the moon; there are not even the 
mists or the vapors which invariably 
arise wherever water is present, and 
therefore astronomers have been led 
to the conclusion that our satellite is a 
sterile and a waterless desert—Story 
of the Heavens.

The Altered Cheque,
The preliminary examination in the case 

of the young man, George Donohue, of St. 
Mary’s, arrested on Tuesday afternoon, 
charged with altering a cheque drawn by 
Mr. Hannebury, the agent of the Frederic­
ton Boom Company, on the People’s Bank, 
was begun before Police Magistrate Marsh 
yesterday morning. Mr. W. K. Allen, of the 
Boom Company, and Mr. Samnel Owen, tes­
tified to the facts precisely as published in 
Tuesday’s Glbanbb, and were bound over 
to appear at the October term of the county 
court. The examination was then adiourn- 
ed until to-morrow morning, the prisoner 
being re-committed in the meantime.

Another Wilkes Backet.
About two years ago three mares owned

A few days ago the owner was in 
town, arid arranged to take them, 
with their colts, back to Bangor. Yesterday 
they were detained over at Vanceboro for 
duty, but some arrangements having been 
made later, they were passed on. There 
seems to be a something, anything but cred­
itable to the management ot our stock horses, 
continually coping to light. The present 
combination operating for selfish purposes 
should be wiped out.

Marsh Tuesday night, conveyed the news of 
a fatal accident, which happened atStreator, 
111., on the 30th July to John B. McGill, son 
ot a former resident and well known hotel 
keeper of this He was employed at
the time in Forepaugh’s circus taking care of 
the animals, and it was while unloading the 
elephants that he met with the accident that 
caused his death. When discovered he was 
lying under the cars insensible, but on being 
taken to the hospital he revived sufficiently 
long to ask for a drink of water, and to tell 
his name and where he belosged. He was a 
young man of about 22 years of age. His 
mother is still residing in Fredericton, and 
the police magistrate communicated the 
sad news to her Tuesday evening.

A Hood Suggestion.

Dbab Sir,—I regret to hear that the new 
Agricultural Society has abandoned the idea 
of an exhibition this fall, as I think it was 
the intention of the promoters to hold one, 
and if I remember there was a resolution 
passed at the last regular meeting to that

But granted that the Agricultural Society 
have given up the matter why could it not 
be carried out ?

The exhibition last fall was carried on by 
the Government giving a grant of $1,000.00 
in prizes, and the Park Association built 
the sheds at a coat of about $1500 or $1600.
Now that the ehede ire built the principil
part of the labor ia accomplished. I have 
no doubt that they could be obtained for a 
reasonable consideration, (.say part ot the 
gate money) for holding the show.

Now in order to guarantee the prizes, 
could we not get say 100 citizens who would 
be willing to give a guarantee of $10.00 
each to cover the amount This would 
make $1,000.00, and whatever would be re­
quired to run the show conld be taken out 
of the amount and the balance returned to 
the subscribers pro rata.

In the above I have only arranged for a 
horse and cattle show such as we had last 
fall, and which was probably the best stock 
show ever held in the province. As we have 
no building for a show of agricultural pro­
ducts and manufactures, why could not 
the Agricultural Society take hold of this 
part of the enterprise and carry it out.

I have just outlined what I think would 
be an arrangement whereby we could hold a 
successful show. The show last year would 
have been a great success had it not been 
for the bad weather, and if we conld have 
fine weather the show would, no doubt, be a 
success.

If anything is to be done it must be com­
menced soon, as the time for exhibition pur­
poses will soon be here, but if now the pro­
ject was taken hold of with energy there 
would be yet time enough.

This show would be but the beginning of 
an annual one which, if successful, could be 
carried on enlarged lines in the future.

HIGH COURT I. O. FORESTERS.
The 81x1 h Annual Meeting at Moncton— 

What the Report» Show,
The sixth annual meeting of the I. O. 

Foresters convened at Moncton in Pythian 
Temple last night. About 40 delegates were 
present besides members of subordinate 
lodges. The court opened in the high court 
degree with High Chief Ranger Creed pre­
siding; J. V. Skillen, H. V. C. R.; F. W. 
Emraerson, 11. S.; E. P. Eastman, H. T.; Dr. 
J. J. Lawson, H. P.; Rev. I. N. Parker, H. 
C ; A. Sbei wood, H. N.; W. McK. Weldon, 
H. M.

The following courts were represented ; 
Newcastle, Chatham, Apohaqni, Moncton, 
Penobsquis, Hammond, St. Mary’s, St. John, 
(north), Hampton, Marysville, Salisbury, 
Havelock, Fredericton, Hillsboro, Shediac, 
Centievillv, Norton, Upbam, Elgin, Petit- 
codiac, Alma, Sussex, Derby and Saint 
Martins.

High Secretary Emmerson reported on the 
credentials committee.

The representatives who bad not taken 
the high court degree were then presented 
and received it.

High Chief Ranger Creed delivered the 
annual address. During the past year the 
membership had increased from 9,858 to 14,- 
286. The surplus funds increased from 
$96,000 to $160,000. The endowment claims 
number 58. The death rate was less than 
the average of the past six years. Steps 
were being taken to include P. E. Island in 
the New Brunswick district. Reference 
was also made to the appointment of two 
provincial organizers.

High Secretary Emmerson’s report shows 
four new courts opened during the past year 
—King, Apohaqui, St. John (west) and 
Shediac. Fourteen courts increased their 
membership and nine decreased, but the in­
crease was largely in excess of the decrease. 
When the provincial court met here five 
years ago it had only 11 courts, with 174 
members ; to-day there were 28 courts, 
with 911 members. Then only two were in 
geod standing, to-day 26 are in good stand­
ing.

The high treasurer’s report showed $461 
on hand. The meeting adjourned till 
Thursday morning.

ANOTHER FREDERICTON VICTORY.

Boston Bines Easily Defeated by 
the Celestial Players.

The Visitors Blanked In Seven
Innings.

An Interesting Game, Light Hit­
ting, but too Many Errors.

TMe Frederic to*» Beat the Beaton Ian*.
Shortly after the Boston Bines arrived 

yesterday morning a heavy thunder storm 
set in, which continued with a few let-upa 
until nearly three o’clock in the afternoon. 
On this account everyone expected that the 
match, advertised between that clnb and 
the home team, would bave to be declared 
off. It vu however decided to 
begin play at four o’lock, and 
although it seemed that the ground would 
be unfit for ball playing, nearly three hun­
dred people gathered to witness the exhibi­
tion. Mr. E. H. Allen having declined to 
umpire, Mr. Daly, one of the visitors, was
Mked to act, and at once went out and
called play. The Frederictons put 
the visitors to bat first, and, while 
they failed to score in the first two innings, 
the Celestials succeeded in getting two men 
across the plate, one in each inning. It 
looked like a “pudding” for the boys, but, 
when in the third and fourth innings the 
visitors scored three in each and they them­
selves were blanked, the prospects were not so 
encouraging. It was very loose playing that 
allowed this scoring in the second and third, 
only one safe hit having been made in the 
two for the six runs. Burns had three bad 
throws to bases, one of them allowing a 
man to get from first round to the plate. 
After this, however, the boys settled down 
•gain, and Burns, by his steady work in the 
box, managed to blank hie opponents in each 
of the other five innings, which, with 
the six runs that the Frederictons scored in 
their last four innings, gave the home club 
the game.

The visitors had a splendid battery in 
Newton and Murray. The latter caught an 
errorless game, and saved two or three wild 
pitches. He threw splendidly to second, 
while hie back-stopping was perfect—not 
a single passed ball. In the field the 
visitors put up a great game, and with the 
exception of two bad throws in the second 
inning, by which McLaughlan was allowed 
to make the circuit, the errors were excus­
able, those charged to short stop being in a 
great measure due to the ground. The 
visitors’ weakness was at the bat, 
and with a sloppy ball the Fred­
ericton pitcher managed to strike 
out nine of them. Their six hits were small 
ones, and two of them were flies which 
would have been taken in any other field, 
it seemed than ours, the wrong fielders 
starting for them. Such playing as this 
needs to be remedied. It should be the 
duty of some one of the team to call out to 
the fielder to whom a fly belongs.

In the home team the fielding was not 
what it should have been by aqy means, 
and had it not be n for Call’s throwing to 
bases the errors would have no doubt re­
sulted in defeat.

Mr. Daley umpired the game up to the 
fifth inning, when he gave place to Thos. 
Troupe, of the Royal School ot Infantry, 
who, with the exception of a bad decision on 
third, declaring Atkinson oat, gave general 
satisfaction.

THE HALIFAX CARNIVAL.

The Shntu lt.itHe In the Harbor—Other 
Features of the Celebration.

Tile second day of tho Halifax carnival 
was f-ivored with delightful w< atber, and aa 
a result all eveuia on the programme, morn­
ing, afteruoou and evening, were patronized 
by thousands of people. The number of 
Americans in the city ia very large, and the 
provincial towns are all represented by 
large numbers of people.

Tuesday was set apart aa a public holiday 
and it was generally observed by all busi­
ness houses and factories being closed down. 
The first event of the day was a review of 
the militia and imperial troops on the 
common at seven o'clock.

This was followed by the attack on the 
city by the sailors and marines of the war­
ships in port. This did not come up to the 
expectations of many visitors, for the 
reason that tho ships of war were an­
nounced to take part and they did 
not. The vessels only sent eut their 
attacking force in launches containing field 
guns. Point Pleasant was the point of at­
tack and all along shore were stationed 
militia and imperial troops. Aa the fleet of 
launches ad vanced the fort opened fire and 
the fleet returned it. Aa the fleet advanc­
ed to the shore the infantry opened fire, and 
for some fifteen minutes there was continu­
ous firing from laud and water tud nothing 
conld be seen but a vast cloud of smoke. 
Finally the little launches were com­
pelled to retire and the land forces 
marched off with the flying colors to 
their quarters. The press representatives 
viewed the battle from the steamship Hali­
fax, which had been kindly placed at their 
disposal. Capt. Hill did everything in his 
power to allow tbe representatives to see 
the operations of the naval and land forces, 
and after the affair was over took the party 
about the harbor to view the French and 
English warships and points of interest.

The regatta was continued Tuesday after­
noon. The Carleton crew, composed of Wm. 
Craig, Patrick Buckley, Geo. Campbell and 
Wm. Lee, won the amateur four-oared race 
with the Shaw mats of Boston second and 
the Dartmouth erew third. The first prize 
ia four handsome gold watches.

The military tournament Tuesday after­
noon attracted a big crowd and was a sight 
worth seeing. In the evening the public 
gardens were brilliantly illuminated and 
presented a beautiful eight.

The weather was delightful yesterday. 
Base ball and horse racing were the chief 
attractions during the day. Four thousand 
persons witnessed the horse races which 
were good. In the maritime province bred 
horses’ running race there were four start­
ers—all New Bruns wickers : Hugh McMon- 
agle’s (Sussex) Ida Grey took first money, 
$100 ; Walter McMonagle’s Stag, second, 
$30 ; and another Sussex horse owned by 
J. R. Smith, third, $20. The other competi­
tor was Gross’ May Queen, of Moncton.

The harbor illumination, in the evening, 
was pronounced by all to be a brilliant and 
wonderful success. The weather was su­
perb and water smooth aa glass. The 
spectacle was most gorgeous and the grand­
est that could be imagined. Two score of 
ocean, coasting, terry, tug and other steam­
ers, half as many schooners and yachts, 
and halt a hundred puns and draw boats 

•glided gracefully up the haibor, all brilliant­
ly lighted aud beautifully decorated, send­
ing np firewoiks, made a sight never to be 
forgotten by the many thousands who 
witnessed it.

There was a beautiful exhibition of fire­
works, lanterns and electric lights on the 
three British and two French warships in 
port. The blowing of steam whistles and 
screaming of tbe sirens on tho warships 
made the welkin ring at the close.

Thousands ol people witnessed the band 
tournament in the exhibition building.

“keening” of the banshee is simply 
measured and pathetic; but if accident 
or untoward calamity are to be associ­
ated with it, then her lamentations are 
loud and clamorous.

But she is easily disturbed and vexed, 
and if ever frightened away will never 
return during the same generation. 
This would be a calamity ; for while 
the Irish banshee favors no particular 
class, caste or religion, she only comes 
to families of long and respectable 
line. She comes as a friendly spirit to 
these, not as an inimical one, and to 
be known as a family deserving and 
possessing her pathetic guardianship, 
as regarded as an honor of a very ten­
der and sacred character. Many truly 
believe the.bansheo to be the spirit of 
some former member of the family. 
In Munster there is a powerful queen 
of the banshee. Her name is Cliodhua 
or Cleena, and her powerful spells are 
well known to the peasantry of the 
south.—Cor.

Tuesday Night’s Meeting of the 

City Council.

The Chairman of the Road
Committee Censured.

The Cost of the Repairs on Queen 
and Brunswick Streets.

The Angtut meeting of the dtj council 
was celled to order by Hii Worship Mayor 
Allen, in the council chamber at eight 
o’clock on Tuesday evening ; present, Aid. 
Parker, Gilman, Macnutt, Moore, Eitey, 
Richey, Farrell and McKay.

Aid. Gilman Censored.
Aid. Gilman, chairman of the road com­

mittee, came in for some severe censure at 
the hands of Aid. Farrell in connection with 
laying of the plank sidewalk on Needham 
Street It seems that $200 had been assess­
ed for this walk, and that Mr. T. A. Barker 
had been awarded the contract to construct 
it, bis tender being 14 cents per foot. The 
chairman of the committee, unwilling that 
the cost should exceed the amount assessed 
for the work, divided the 14 cents into the 
$200 and measured off the distance which 
it would cover. This calculation brought 
the end of the walk directly in front ot Mr. 
Barden’s door, and despite the awkardness 
the Chairman would not carry it a bit 
farther. Aid. Farrell was spoken to, and 
Instructed the contractor to extend the 
walk fourteen or fifteen feet to the end of 
Mr. Burden’s premises. The contractor did 
so, but the chairman of the committee 
would not certify his bill for the extra cost, 
stating it as his opinion that Aid. Farrell 
should pay for it. The latter censured Aid. 
Gilman in pretty severe terms for his con­
duct which he characterized as small and 
nasty work, and moved a resolution sec­
onded by Aid. McKay, that the council 
order the payment of the extra amount, 
$1.96 to Mr. Barker. The resolution was 
carried.

Salaries Paid.
The quarterly salaries of the civic officials 

were passed; also monthly salaries to police­
men and water works engineers.

The Cost of the Street Repairs.
The road committee reported that the 

several works of macadamizing and gravel­
ling two blocks on Queen street and two on 
Brunswick street had been completed, and 
the city treasurer had made advances to 
pay the contractors as follows, and for 
which cheques were recommended in his 
favor ;—

To James Dunlap—$76.96 In fall settle­
ment for stone contract for Qneen street, 
upper block.

To Wm. Aiken—$84.39 in fall settlement 
for stone hauled by him for Queen street, 
upper block.

To Robt. Belyea—$100, balance in full for 
excavating and screening.

To Wm. Aiken—$100 in full for stone con­
tract.

To J. D. Caldwell—$76 on account due 
him for gravel.

The petition of Bartlett Barker for relief 

from taxation wm referred to the Assess­
ment Appeals Committee; also that of 
Christopher Seagrave, Mrs. MeBurney, Wm. 
Smith and Benj. A. Eatabrooks.

To Clean the Streets.
On motion of Aid. Estey, seconded by 

Aid. McKay, it wm resolved that the road 
surveyor be directed to have the streets and 
sidewalks throughout the city cleared of all 
burdocks, thistles and other rank vegetable 
growth, and also properly raked.

To Trim Hie Trees.
On motion of Aid. Farrell, seconded 

by Aid. Eatey, it wm also resolved 
that the road surveyor be directed to trim 
the trees, not Interfering with Mr. Hume's 
or Mr. Everett’s houses on King Street, or 
the property of other citizens.

More Gravel Wanted.
On motion of Aid. Gilman, seconded by 

Moore, resolved that the road committee be 
authorized to procure 200 tons mote gravel 
in. addition to 200 tons already on hand, 
Aid. McKay, moved an amendment, second­
ed by Aid. Farrell, that 300 tons be pro­
cured, and portions spread at once on 
King Street in Kings and Carleton Wards.

Leave of absence wm granted to Super, 
intendant of Water Works, and council 
adjourned. _______________
