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Origin of Cambridge Has
Been Lost to Historians."

Charm at Town Persists 
00000000000000000000000009 

Not a little of the old world charm 
of an English university town is dis- 
closed in the two hundred pages of । 
“A Concise Guide to the Town and i 
University of Cambridge,” originally. 
written by Dr. John Willis Clark 
and now reissued in a seventh re- ! 
vised edition, with many maps, plans i 
and pictures. Twenty-three years ! 
have passed since its first edition, 1 
and it remains the standard guide 
to Cambridge.

Its contents are arranged in a ser­
ies of five "walks” by which the vis- 
itor may see everything of notable 
interest in the town and university. 
The name Cambridge comes down 

.from past centuries through various 
forms, and strangely enough the 
river derives its name from the town 
and not the town from the river. It 
was a town of peculiar and consider- 
able importance before the university 1 
was established. "It was not a. 
‘marsh town,’ as it has been contemp- 
tuously designated,” says Dr. Clark, 
‘but was a "frontier town,’ beyond 
which stretched the great Fen, 1m- 
passable except to those who were 
in the secret of its solitudes. It had 
a river which enabled it to draw 
an inexhaustible supply of the no- 
cessaries of life from the surround- 
ing country, and also from the con- 
tinent through the port of Lynn; it 
was traversed by one of the great 
roads which, whether Roman or not, 
led direct from London; it afforded, 
by its Great Bridge, a means of com- 
munication between the eastern 
counties of England and the mid- 
lands; and, lastly, it had a Fair 
which was one of the most extensive 
marts of the Middle Ages, and must 
have made it a much frequented een- 
tre of trade.”

The origin of the University of 
Cambridge is unknown. It was not 
founded on any particular date; it 
was merely a growth out of small 
beginnings the records of which have

Oats 
Hay St. John.—With a total of 9,455,- 

860 bushels of grain shipped from 
West St. John by the C. P. R. last 
week, and 1,500,000 in the elevators, 
besides 94 carloads on track, pros- 
pects are that the total volume of 
cereal exported from the West Side 
this season will not be less than 
12,000,000 bushels. The grain handled 
this season includes all varieties 
with the exception of flax and peas. 
A small quantity of buckwheat has 
been handled. Last season, to date, 
6,227,297 bushels of grain were ex- 
ported and for the whole season, 
which lasted until June, 9,004,160 
bushels were shipped.

The C. P. R. elevator crew achiev- 
ed a record for February, sending 
out a total of 3,719,891 in the 28 
days, the best output ever recorded 
for the second month of the year.

Vancouver. — The new Canadian 
Pacific liner “Empress of Aus- 
tralia,” it is announced, will be 
placed in service early this summer. 
Her first trans-Pacific trip is sched- 
uled to start from Hong Kong for 
Vancouver on June 29 and from Van- 
couver and Victoria for the Orient 
on July 27.

The "Empress of Australia" is 
practically a new ship, having been 
in the builder’s hands at the out- 
break of the war She has lately 
been converted into an oil-burner, 
and is similar in equipment and 
standard to the "Empress of Scot- 
land."
