Warden Foster and the officers quickly had
streams of water playing on the ftire and by
their energy and well dirccted exertions soon
had control of it.

The defendant
denied all knowledge of the reeovery of the
former judgment and claimed that he was not
actuated by soy malice in causing the arrest,
and that there wus oo reasonable and prob-
able cause to maintain the pesgent action
Tbe jury after ao absencs of two bours found
that theps bad been no malice and the Judge
directed a verdiat to be entered for the de-
fendant. J. A Vanwert gopnsel for d-fend-
ant ; 8. B. Appleby counse] for plgiptiff.

There were
seversl varietivs of oats, barley, wheat, flax-
seed, pess and corn. There were exhibited
sround the walls of the gar 48 varieties of
pative grasses. The grain was yery full and
beavy, the fruit was not at all equal to simi-
lar products in New Branswick, and ronts and
vegetables were rather ioferior to much of a
similar kind thst we see at heme,

The house of Michael Dwyer in the town-
ship of Morris, Oatario, was totelly destroyed
by fire together with Mrs, Dwyer, ber
daoghter, Mrs, Clennan, and three of the
latter’s children, lsst Tbursday, Mr. Dwyer
end one grandchild beiog the only opes es-
caping, and they were badly burned but will
recover. The first intimation they had of
the fire was when Mr. Dwyer thought he
smelt some smoke in the house, and both Le
snd Mrs, Olenngn got up to ascertain the
eause. They went down stairs and found the
bouse all in flames. They retprned upstairs
to try and save the children, snd Mrs. Dwyer,
but Mr. Dwyer only got down sgsin with
great difficulty, and with only one ebild. 1t
is supposed when Mrs. Clennan went upstaire
and besfore she could get back again, the roof
fell in on her snd the others, as there was
ot any noise of ec¥ kind beard from them
after the fire was extinguished. A search
for the remaios was commencsJ; 88d nothing
but a few handfuls of pieces of bonss could
be found. Everything was burned to ashes ;
oot an article of household goods or clothing
was saved, Mr, Dwyer and the child narrow-
ly escaping in their night clothes.

TOLD BY A RUSSIAN SOLDIER.

Graphic Description of the Famous
Charge of the Six Hundred.

A Witness of the Battle a member
of the I. 8. Corps.

Col. Nicholas Wampler, formerly of the
Czar's army, now a resident of Baltimore, U.
8., was a participant in the celebrated battle
of Balgclava, as an officer in the Russian
artillery that met the charge of the Light
Brigade. In an interview, Ool. Wampler
giyes the following graphic description of
the famous charge of the six bundred and
the great bravery of the British troops, He
says :—

% When I entered the army for the cam-
paigo of the Crimes in 1855, [ was fresh from
the university, and all the events of this my
first military experience, made imperishable
impressione upon me. I remember well the
day and incidents of Balaklavae. The armies
of the allies—Eoglish, French, and Tark—
were forming in siege array on the beixhte
that commaanded the city of Sebsstopol, and
take the name of Balaklava from the surbur-
ban bamlet that lies at their base. Ours was
ihe Grand Divieion of the North under Gen.
Menschikoff, and we had been pouring into
the penineular a quarter of a million stroog,
during the past fuw.days to relieve the Di-
vision of the Balkan beleaguered in the city.
We were practically attacking the invaders
from the resr although they reformed and
faced us for the action. It was a sublime
sutumn morning, with the sum breakiog
through low mists, when our army began to
move to the attack. I was in the artillery
service commanding then as s sub-lieutenant,
two guns of a six-piece battery. We were
moviog before daylight and penetrating s de-
tile in a line of bills we debouched into the
plain of Balaklavs under a glorious sunburst.
We could ses the enemy’s pickets and here
and there 8 mounted soldier retireatiog be-
fore us, and as the fog lifted we bebeld th«
+moke of the bivouacs that marked the hoe-
tile position along the beights. Then speed-
ily came the other smoke as their ordnance
opened the maj-stic prelude of the battle,
Our artillery, clearing the pass, parted right
aod left to form with its two bundred pieces
& buze crescent with extremities in advancs.
My battery found position upon the extreme
tip of the left spur. Between us the armv
poured—horse snd foot—with a solidity and
brilliancy that seemed the attributes of in-
vincibility. Evervtbiog moved with speed
and precision. We opened in concert along
the line & storm of shell under which our
buge troops of cavalry quickly formed and
rode forward. The assault was well begun
and it was a gorgeous sight to see that great
proj-ctile of borse and human flesh, with
srms and equipment that flashed with the
terror of death, bearing onward. The Turke
in the outer trenches fled almost without fire
and the horsemen rode over their abandoned
works as though on grand review. The ad-
vance had been pushed with bloodless suc-
cess and was about to enter a thin strip of
timber at the very foot of the ridge when
there appeared, breakiog from this cover. two
scattered troops of horse. I was attracted to
the green jickets of the one and the white
horses of the other, and bave since learned
that I then saw for the first time the re-
doubtable Eoniekillsners and Scots Greys.
How quickly they concentered and how well
they etruck our victory seiziog columns his-
tory tells. I saw them, as glaes in band I
stood on a battery wagon, vanish with s puff
of smoke and a flash of circling steel within
our ranke, I beheld & tremendous surge in
our formations and raw the whole mass rolled
back and driven off by the cheering Gaels
like cattle before the herder. Grest was our
rage and dismay. Ao bour of srtillery prac-
tice succeeded, during which our command-
o8 were casting about for other plans, when
we were attracted to 8 movement of cavalry
among the enemy., An advance was being
made by a red-uniformed brigade numbering,
I judged, between five and six hundrnd men.
We congluded that this was a division to
cover some serious enterprise and directed s
close lookout to other querters. The cavalry
had disappesred in a depression in the ground
and I was etudying the heights when I-was
surprised to see the troope presently reappear
over a swell and etill directly advancing.- Our
emotipns were of pure ameazement. Were
the Eoglish, intoxicated by their euccess of
the mourning, going to eapture the Russian
army with a forage party? Evidently so.
for oa they came, once more covered by a dip
in the plain. The cannonading ceased on
both sides and there was that hush of a bated
apdience upon some moving scene. They
were still out of sight, but we could bear the
dull strokes of their hoofs npon the turf. Up
they came at last and a8 they hove in view,
now within caonister range, their bugles
sounded the churge snd they broke from a
brirk trot joto a gallop. They were s gallant
company, trply, snd jt was visible to me that
thers was ﬂno& blood jo the set faces and
hegrts of osk under those scarlet jackets. The
order te fjrm pap alopg the lines and [ person-
ally jorked the lock-string of one of wy pivces
without sighting. Our whole artiljery flagyed
and rosred like a volcano, As my guos were
ran back to a taut breeching and more grape
was rammed down their smoking throats, I
leaped to a caisson to sea the bavoc. It wae
awful. A third of the brigade bad fallen,
sope Jike stones, others plaoging and writh-
iog with hoprigls wounde. The remainder
bore on with gathering speed. I found them
too close in upon my g_leynwi pusition to de-
press my guoe, I
with the same frightful effect. The course
of the shot through themy was marked by a
melting of horses and men and s rpray of
shredded flesh and clothiog, while smid the
hissing of the iron gale there was a low,
barsh sound that I can ascribs only to the
rending of bomes and tissue, They passed
us like coursers at the finish, the horses reach-
ing with ligbtning strides and the men high
in their stirrups cheering spd brandishipg
their ssbres. They passed withio snowbsl)
range of me and some of my men discharged
their pistols snd smsll arms upon the red
ranks. Joto the billow of epoke that rolled
from the beart of our positiop they flew and
there came a sudden cheak to the firing es
thougb the cannon had been throttled. Fhe
shock of direct conflict ensued, but in a few
winytes the broken remnant of the troops re-
appearad, forged back by the hopelessness of
the stteck. There was some firing upon the
brave fellows as they retraced thejr gorpse-
strewn path of glory but my battery took no
part in it. Wae felt great admiration for the
troops but never could understand the pur-
pose of the manceuvre.”

Master-tsilor O'Donoghue of the Infantry
Seheol Corps, who prondly wesrs on his
breast the medals and clasps for the battfes
be took pert in in the Crimean war, was s
non-commissioned officer in the 8rd Brigade
of Field Artillery of the British Army, aad
witnessed the famous chargs of the Light
Brigade from tbe heights of Balsclava, The
account given by the Russian officer he says
is a true end gorrect ope. The following afrer-
voon was fought the battle of * Little” In-
kerman, which he describes gs gne of the
hottest of the campaign. [t was styled little
on account of the advance of the Russian
army being checked by the 20d Division of
the British army under command of 8ir De
Lacy Evans. The Russiuns when they made
this attack expected to find the British troops
1o & confused and demornlized state from the
previous aay's explojt, but they were disap-
pointed, for they were badlv beaten and
driven back towsrds Scbastapol. He does
not care to tell of of refer to the acenes of the
conflicts he waas engsged in. At times he
suffors from the bardshipe he endured during
the cold winter months in the Orimss, but is
otherwise in the enfoyment of good health,
