The set of single harness, fer the steal­
ing of which three men were arrested the 
other day, appears to be destined to drag 
more culprits to justice than most double 
seta could on the back of a strapping team 
of horses. The record to date is Frank 
Rule, four months, John Wood, three 
months, Henry Blair, four months and 
Charles Frampton, the alleged owner of 
the harness, awaiting trial on a charge 
of stealing it from another man. 
The case is a very peculiar one. 
On Wednesday last Frank Rule and Henry 
Blair, the latter a Windsor sailor, were 
arrested on the Market Square by Detective 
Nickle and P. C. Egleton, with the set of 
harness in their possession. They resisted 
arrest, but were landed in the cells. 
Shortly afterwards Chief Williams noticed 
a man sneaking past beneath the window 
at the back of the station. P. C. Boyd 
found him trying to communicate with the 
two men in the cells and ordered him 
away. The chief thought the man’s actions 
suspicions and had him arrested. He cave 
his name as Henry Blair and turned ont to 
be the third man wanted in the harness 
stealing case.

SENT TO THE CENTRAL.
This morning the men came up on re­

mand and wore summarily dealt with by 
Magistrate Parke. Wood, the sailor, 
pleaded guilty and the other two men— 
Rule and Blair—who are evidently used to 
their predicament, went into the box and 
tried to swear themselves free. They both 
told the same story. It was to the eflect 
that after leaving their lodging at the 
Salvation Army Hotei they had bad several 
drinks and afterwards met Wood with the 
harness. Then they went with him to sell 
it and were arrested. The magistrate 
placed enough reliance on their stories 
to give them each a longer term 
than he gave Wood, who pleaded 
guilty. The latter got three months in the 
Central and Rule and Blair four months. 
The men smiled when sentenced, and evi­
dently were not averse to passing the cold 
winter months in the warmth of a prison. 
Wood expressed his satisfaction, and will 
be able to get free medical treatment for a 
disease from which he is suttering.

MONEY CORRUPTLY PAID POR A VOTE.

KINGSTON, Dec. 18.—It was shortly after 

2:30 o’clock when the judges resumed the 
bench in the election case.

In the Laird case Judge 
Burton said they had no hesitation in com­
ing to the conclusion that the money was 
corruptly paid for the purpose of inducing 
Christly to vote, and this was a particular 
breach of the election law.

STILL A MYSTERY!

The Developments cf the Inquest Con­
sidered Damaging to the Sus- 

pected Parties.
ST. THOMAS, Dec. 18.—The Hendershott 

case is still the principal topic of conversa­
tion about the city, but nothing new has 
developed today.

The evidence taken at the inquest is re­
garded as very damaging to the suspected 
parties, and the theory of murder has 
grown to be the generally accepted one in 
this vicinity. The Ontario Government 
has been asked to send Provincial Detective 
Murray to St. Thomas to work upon the 
the case.

THE MURDER THEORY.
The theory of the prosecution is that 

Hendershott was struck on the head with 
an axe, a couple cf hundred feet south of 
the fallen tree, at the spot where the first 
pool of blood was discovered, that he 
staggered in the direction of the tree, 
which explains the presence of blood 
stains at varions stages. That he was again 
■truck about 60 feet from where he was 
found, and that his head was then placed 
underthetreeat the point where it was found 
in order to lead to the impression that he 
had been killed by the falling tree. It must 
be remembered that these pools of blood 
were found in the opposite direction from 
the tree to that traversed by the parties 
who carried the body from the woods.

Canadian Potatoes Praised. Holiday TiesHoliday UmbrellasLONDON, Dee. 19. —The Canadian potato 
has added to its reputation considerably in 
the last few weeks, some correspondence 
having passed with the Irish land com­
mission on the subject of importing Can- 
adian seed potatoes into Ireland in order to 
diminish as far as possible the liability to 
blight. A quantity of seed was imported 
last year, and the crop proved much 
superior to that grown from native seed. 
The potato crop is still very impartant to 
Irish farmers, and, according to the Belfast 
News Letter, they, as well as the public 
generally, suffer much from the destruc­
tion by disease to which the edible 
is subject. A recent order of the 
Maltese Government has closed that island 
to the importation cf Irish potatoes, the 
ostensible reason being that they are more 
liable to be diseased than other kinds. Mr. 
Robert Hanna, of Belfast, who has been 
corresponding with the Irish land com- 
mission, instances the case of a farmer 
named Kelly, of Sydenham, who planted 
potatoes called “The Canadian Wonder” 
on March 1, and raised the crop on Aug. 4. 
Some of the seed was planted uncut, and a 
part of it cut in halves. The uncut came 
into flower one week before the cut, with 
a stronger stem. The result of the experi­
ment is said to have brought forth the ex­
clamation from Mr. Kelly, “I have been 
farming this 34 years and I never saw such 
prolific potatoes.”

ess" had been for many years a pictures­
que figure in the life of the British 
capital and on the race tracks through­
out England. She trained and raced 
horses with much success, and main­
tained one of the finest racing stables in 
the world, the entire management being 
in her own hands. From the beginning 
to the end of her life she was “horsey.” 
It was not merely a fad with her, but 
a pursuit she followed through the love 
of horses, of betting and of the life with 
which she was brought in contact.

She was born in 1818, the youngest 
daughter of the second Lord Decies, and 
even as a girl showed her bent by spend 
ing more time in her father’s stables 
than she did in his house. At the age 
of 18, she was married to James, fourth 
Duke of Montrose, himself a man of 
sporting tastes and owner of a racing 
stable. Ho was also of illustrious line, 
age, being descended from Scallish 
Graham, who was made a baron in 1451, 
and of the great Marquis of Montrose, a 
supporter of Charles L For 28 years 
they had a merry sporting life together 
and then, in 1874, the Duke died.

The issue of the marriage was three 
sons, the youngest of whom is the pre­
sent Duke, and three daughters, two of 
whom survive and are married. The 
Duchess married again two years later. 
The man she selected was W. S. Sterl­
ing-Crawford, who was even more 
widely known as a “horsey"’ man than 
the dead Duke. When Mr. Sterling- 

|Crawford died in 1883, his .valuable 
stable passed into his widow’s possession, 
and sho at once decided to continue it 
and to race horses herself under the 
name of "Mr. Manton.” That pseu­
donym soon became famous, because 
most of her horses were good ones and 
won a large percentage of the races in 
which they were entered. When the 
horses were not good “Mr. Manton" had 
luck.

The Duchess, launched for good in her 
new career, made a practice of attend­
ing all the horse sales and recruited her 
stables with yearlings that she bought

John Cronin Executed for Murder in Con 
necticut.

HARTFORD, Conn., Dec. 18.—John Cronin 
was hanged at 1:01 this morning at the 
State prison in Weatherfield and was pro­
nounced dead nine minutes after. His 
crime was the murder of Albert Skinner at 
South Windsor, Oct. 6, 1893. He was 
prompted by revenge for some f ancied 
grievance.

The gallows used was similar to that 
used by the Canadian executioner, Rad­
cliffe, except that the weight was released 
by machinery. The governing power was 
a glass resembling an hour glass, filled with 
shot. When enough of the shot had gone 
through the weight dropped. The passage 
of the shot was shown on a dial, the hand 
creeping slowly on until the final moment.

H. S. Strathy, manager of the Traders’ 
Bank, was closely questioned as to the re­
lations between himself as manager of the 
bank, and J. F. Coleman. Strathy ad­
mitted he had used Coleman to negotiate 
some paper of Selby & Co.'s some years 
ago at a time when Coleman was in debt, 
he (witness) taking Coleman's check for 
that paper for $15,000.

Mr. Nesbitt, after showing what were 
the intimate relations between Coleman 
and Strathy, proceeded to question the 
latter as to the draft made by H. A. 
Everett on the bank. This he said was a 
very ordinary transaction.

He remembered another draft for $20,000 
cashed by Coleman made by some one else 
in 1891. This draft Mr. Nesbitt proposes 
to hunt up with a view to finding out what 
was done with it. Mr. Strathy, when the 
court adjourned for lunch, was engaged in 
giving information as to who made the 
draft. The Pinkerton detectives were ex­
amined last evening privately before Mr. 
Nesbitt and allowed to go.

When the investigation was resumed 
this afternoon Mr. Strathy’s evidence was 
continued. He said the $7,000 draft on 
the Traders’ Bank by J. Coleman was made 
on June 21, 1893, and paid next day. It 
went to the credit of the Smead-Dowd 
Company. The $2,000 transaction was 
withdrawn by J. W. Dowd July 8, 1892, 
and a week later be deposited $17,000 to 
cover it. It was a check on the Molsons 
Bank. He did not know whose. He did 
not remember the state of Mr. Dowd’s 
account at the time, but he usually had a 
balance in the bank.

Mr. Alf Smith went into the box in 
reference to the statement made iu the 
morning by Mr. Carter, that he (Carter) 
had been offered $10.000 if he could induce 
his employer, Aid. Hallam, to withdraw 
his opposition to the Kiely-Everett syndi­
cate. He said he and Carter had been cut 
driving together and he might have said 
it would be worth $10,000 to Carter if he 
could influence Hallam, but he had no 
authority in the matter, and the whole 
thing was no more than a joke to bim. He 
(witness) knew that four times ten thou­
sand would not influence Ald. Hallam in 
his course.

W. E. Davis, electrical engineer of the 
railway company, was recalled at his own 
request, He said that in 1891 he was 
engaged bv the Toronto Incandescent Light 
Company, of which Mr. F. Nichols was 
manager.

Cross-examination of Davis elicited the 
fact that while he was in Nichols’ employ 
be had given secret information to Barr, of 
the Edison Company, as to business trans- 
actions, which Nichols naturally did not 
wish his business rivals to know of.

At any moment this armed population 
might bo called out to active service. 
•Concerning our bell,' say the citizens of 
Hereford, ‘we used to have it in a public 
Diace where our chief bailiff may come, as 
well by day as by night, to give warning to 
all men living within the said city and 
suburbs. And we do not say that it ought 
to ring unless it be for some terrible fire 
burning any row of houses within the said 
city, or for any common contention whereby 
the city might be terribly moved, or for 
any enemies drawing near unto the city, or 
if the city shall be besieged, or any sedition 
shall be between any, and notice thereof 
given by any unto our chief bailiff.

EXPIRY OF A TELEPHONE PATENT

A Local Ruling Causes a Tumble In the 
Company’s Stick.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 18.—Judge Car- 
penter, in the United States Cirouit Court 
today, decreed that telephone patent 
463,569, issued Nov. 17, 1891, to Émile 
Berliner, be declared void and delivered up 
to be canceled.

The citizen in those early days of muni­
cipal government was at once soldier and 
watchman. He had, likewise, no matter 
what his station, to be laborer, and, as we 
should say in these days, contractor for 
public works. The work done by the 
townsmen of the fifteenth century as indi­
viduals laboring collectively has hardly 
been yet thoroughly appreciated. W e are 
accustomed to regard the noble ecclesias­
tical structures —the cathedrals and the 
churches which are yet standing—as i 
they wore the sole constructive examples 
of those days. But much work of other 
and more utilitarian kind was performed:

“In Nottingham ‘booners’—that is, the 
burgesses themselves or substitutes whom 
they provided to take their place—repaired 
the highways and kept the streets in order. 
The great trench dug at Bristol to alter the 
course of the Frome was made ‘by the 
maneuver of all the commonalty as well as 
of Redcliffe ward as of the town of Bristol.’ 
When Hythe in 1412 sent for a Dutch 

1 engineer to make a new harbor, all the in­
habitants were called out in turn to help at 
the ‘delveys’ or diggings. Sundays and 
week days alike the townsmen had to work, 
dining off bread and ale provided by the 
corporation for the diggers, ana if they 
tailed to appear they were fined fourpence 
a day. In the same way, Sandwich en- 
gaged a Hollander to superintend the 
making of a new dyke for the harbor, the 
mayor was ordered to find three workmen 
to labor at it, every jurat two, and each 
member of the common council one man, 
while all other townsmen had to give 
labor or find substitutes according to their 
ability.”

It will be seen from this that municipal 
service in the old time was no easy task, 
and it could not be evaded by the excuse 
that a man did not have time, or that he 
was indisposed to serve the community. 
When civic patriotism is fully developed, 
we may have a similar condition of affairs 
in this country, and without compulsion.

regard to the announcement cf the above 
title to a lecture to be delivered by Rev. 
J. E. Lanceley. A good-sized crowd 
assembled last night at Queen’s Avenue 
Church and had their curiosity satisfied.

The audience were 
greatly amused by a story of a woman who 
picked a circus playbill to pieces, and when 
reduced to plain words she wanted to 
know where the cleverness was. A vote of 
thanks, moved by Rev. Dr. Sanderson and 
seconded by Rev. Chas. Smith, was ac­
corded the clever lecturer.
