It involves the enemy handicapping his fleet with large numbers of| 
transports, crowded with soldiers. .

TRANSPORTS MUST BE SMALL.
"If small and of light draught, the transports could approach fairly close| 

to the point of disembarkation: but such small vessels can carry only a few| 
men. Should large transports be employed large numbers of troops can be 
carried, but these vessels must keep well off shore during the progress of dis­
embarkation, owing to the depth of water they would draw.

"With every port on the English coasts guarded by land and sea. it is: 
difficult to perceive what object could be served by landing a few thousand| 
German troops in a counter which has over half a million men under arms.

Germany sought permission to send 
coded messages through London to the 
United States. As the American Gov­
ernment acts as a channel of commun­
ication to the diplomatic dealings of one 
belligerent with the other, the message, 
was transmitted to the British foreign 
office without comment by Secretary 
Bryan. Should Great Britain continue 
to prevent Germany from sending cable 
messages through London to the United 
States, it is believed, Germany will make 
a vigorous effort to have the United 
States remove its censorship on German 
owned wireless stations.

That the state department is consid­
ering the relation between wireless and 
cable communications, as affected by 
the neutral position of the United States 
in the present war, was admitted by 
Secretary Bryan.

The Hague convention expressly states 
that it is not obligatory upon a neutral 
power to exercise censorship over either 
wireless or cable communications.

And in this 
connection the relevance of the Mon- 
roe Doctrine becomes a suitable sub­
ject of Inquiry. Without attempting 
to forecast the course that may be 
followed by President Wilson and his 
advisers, it Is pointed out that the 
larger cities and ports of Canada and 
their safety must be objects of inter­
est to their neighbors. Too much 
American money is invested in our 
cities and our trade is an object of 
too much importance to the people of 
the Republic to allow them to be in­
different. One proposition is suggest- 
ed in the following language by a con­
temporary:

"It would seem the logical moment 
now, before the blow has fallen, to 
tell Germany that Canada as a non- 
combatant nation shall be held invio­
late. This would require, of course, 
a quid pro quo, but the other side of 
the bargain could be quickly supplied 
by Britain’s agreement to accept no 
aid from Canada as the price of her 
great dependency's absolution from 
warfare. Such action would shunt the 
war away from the North American 
continent and be in line with tne broad 
interests of humanity.”

There is no doubt that if such a 
policy could be adopted, it would be 
a comfortable thing for Canada—for 
the immediate present.

It 
is not that the umpires are better men. 

|Their work is better because they no 
longer are hampered and annoyed by 
the players. The worst umpiring of 
the old days usually resulted from 
umpires being "rattled" and harassed 
until they blundered worse and worse. 
I have seen even such men as Gaffney, 
Emslie and O’Day, all magnificent 
umpires, so upset that they scarcely 
knew whether the play was at home 
or at first. Relieved of this strain and 
insured of support by the league, they 
improved immediately.

BERLIN. Aug. 11 — That the Ger­

mans of Berlin, Canada, do not in any 
awy approve of the action of Berlin, 
Germany, and especially of Kaiser 
William, in plunging Europe into war 
is shown in a striking maner by the 
comments to be heard on every side 
here.

When the Advertiser representative 
approached leading and representa­
tive citizens this evening, with the 
object of obtaining their views of the 
Emperor of Germany’s attitude in the! 
present conflict in Europe, with few 
exceptions, while freely expressing 
themselves they declined to have 
their names appear in print, fearing 
to be involved in a controversy and1 
to be accused of stirring up racial 
feelings.

"While Berlin is regarded as a Ger­
man centre, if a canvass was taken 
of the city now, you would find it 
ninety per cent British," said one citi­
zen.

Blames The Kaiser,
ExMayor Allen Huber, who said 

he could speak for the descendants of 
the Pennsylvania Dutch stock who 
came to America from Germany two 
hundred years ago, expressed strong 
British views.

That the German war lord showed 
by his actions that he was demented 
was Mr. Huber's opinion.

It might be added that one fre­
quently hears the same reference to 
the Kaiser on the street here.

"Our war is not with the Germans. 
'We have no quarrel with them as a 
people, it's a war against the domi­
neering system of militarism and 
egotism of the Kaiser," said Mr. 
Huber.

Sympathy With Britain.
While there are many Canadians of 

German descent in Berlin, they freely 
express themselves in sympathy with 
Great Britain. Any undercurrent of 
German sympathy comes from the "old 
time Germans." who discreetly refrain 
from discussing the situation outside of 
their own circle.

ST. PETERSBURG. August 11.—A large body of Austrian troops 

was dislodged from entrenchments in the town of Zalotche, in Austrian 
Galicia, by Russian troops, according to an announcement by the Rus­
sian General Staff. A section of the Fifteenth Austrian infantry was cut 
to pieces in a. sabre charge by the Russians, and the Thirteenth 
Austrian lancers and Thirty-Third Austrian landwehr suffered complete 
rout, fleeing in disorder.

Zalotche is southwest of Radziviloff, in the Russian province of 
Volhynia.

Austrian troops had previously occupied Radziviloff, but upon re­
ceiving news of the Russian success on their territory, they hastily 
evacuated the town. This was the only serious engagement reported 
from the Russo-Austrian frontier by the General Staff.

From Vilna came a report that six carloads of German prisoners on 
their way to the Interior of Russia had passed through that city. Four 
German officers, suffering from wounds and unable to travel further, 
were taken to the hospital in Vilna.

Tore Down Belgian Flag.
“ ‘Nothing of the kind happened and we marched to 

the offices of the municipality and tore down the Bel­
gian flag, which was replaced by a German flag amid the 
cheers of our men. A proclamation of the annexation of 
Verviers, and the district was read in French outside the 
town hall and posted in all parts of the place. Martial 
law was proclaimed, and the residents were warned that 
any resistance to the German military authorities would 
be punished by summary execution.

Readily Given Provisions.
“‘A German officer took over the administration of 

the town and began by requisitioning food and other sup­
plies and various kinds of subsistence for the German 
troops. His orders were carried out meekly, even zeal­
ously, by the citizens of Verviers. who told some of our 
men quartered in the houses that they had received in­
structions from Brussels to offer no opposition.
“‘Among the regulations enforced was one compelling 

the townspeople to be within doors by sunset, and not 
leave their houses before sunrise. They were forced to 
find quarters for our men and hand over the bread from 
the bakeries, which were kept working day and night, 
also to yield stored meats, groceries and eatables of all 
kinds to such an extent that the Belgians themselves 
were in a sorry plight.

Civilians Not Molested.
“‘Any kind of violence against the civilian inhabi­

tants was strictly prohibited, except when we were at­
tacked. Then we had orders to shoot without hesita­
tion in self-defence.
“‘After a few hours the Belgians got over the first 

fright and fraternized with the invaders as far as possible 
with the difference in languages. Then followed with as­
tonishing rapidity the advance to Liege, the first part 
of the journey being done by train, but not far.

” The retreating Belgians soon began to tear up the 
permanent way, so we had to take to the road again and 
march. The use of the railway to and beyond Verviers 
caused our sudden appearance before Liege.

Days of Horror.
“‘Then we went through days of horror. I took part 

in the earlier attacks on the Belgians defending Liege, 
and though I am not a coward, the sights I witnessed 
and the wholesale slaughter of our men filled me with 
dread. Again and again we advanced, always in close 
formation, lying and shooting at an elevation given us 
by our officers, running forward and dropping again 
on our stomachs, continuing to fire and advance once 
more, always nearer, nearer to the lines of our enemies.

“‘As we pressed forward, our ranks became thinner 
and thinner. Shells burst among us, killing and 
wounding, and such wounds were far worse than 
death itself, while the rifle fire of the Belgians mowed 
down our men in dozens, scores, hundreds!

Officers Were Brave.
" ‘Have you ever been under fire, ever pushed for­

ward against the invisible enemy with comrades 
dropping either dead or mutilated ail around you 
Ever seen the efect of modern artillery trained on 
masses of human beings. Ever seen heaps of dead 

and heaps of wounded all mixed together. Ever 
heard the cries of fallen soldiers you were obliged to 
leave to their sufferings in order to continue the 
battle. If not. you cannot imagine what we went 
through at Liege. Some of our attacks were by day 
and others by night. Our officers, reckless in their 
bravery, led us, urged us, encouraged us to throw 
away our lives.

As Though In Sham Fight.
“T think there was much unnecessary bloodshed. 

We marched straight at the enemy’s lines and toward 
the mouths of hostile artillery as if on manoeuvre in 
a field with sham opponents. It was not war as war 
should be conducted in this age with more destructive 
weapons.

“‘If there were moments when we broke and ran, it 
was because a further advance into the jaws of death 
was a sheer impossibility. After the first assaults, 
with their disastrous endings, the spirit of the attack­
ers was broken. Deep depression followed the buoy­
ant charge with which we marched into the enemy’s 
country. The lack of enthusiasm spread through all 
the ranks and retarded success, yet with relentless dis­
cipline we were required to hurl ourselves repeatedly 
at lines whicli seemed unbreakable.

More Victims Brought Up.
“‘Then, when only a fraction of our regiment sur- 

vived, we moved to a different part of the battlefield, 
while fresh troops were brought up to go through the 
same course of action. It was common talk among 
our men that hundreds of wounded were left for hours 

without any kind of adequate attention, for the simple 
reason it was impossible to reach them without almost

PARIS. August 11.—Famine and 
economic ruin face Germany at the 

present moment. Absolutely reli­
able private information has reached 
me concerning present conditions in 
the empire. She is cut off from the 
entire world, and her food supplies 
are already giving out. No cereals 
are reaching her, the Russian fron­
tier being closed and the Berlin 
authorities are now desperately try­
ing to bring in the standing crops by 
forcing 100.000 aliens, principally 
Russians, to work in the fields witii 
the women and children.

Under these conditions, it is not 
to be wondered at that the Kaiser’s 
forces are fighting on empty stom­

achs. Thus the emperor’s war mad­
ness is already bringing over the 
whole empire a great wave of hun­
ger and distress.

After the general war had broken 
out, Herr Haase, the Socialist 
deputy, said in the Reichstag:

"The Imperialist policy is respons­
ible for the torrents of blood now 
drenching Europe. Those who put 
this policy into action must take the 
entire responsibility. We tried to 
keen peace with France, but we 
failed, and we must fight now to 
defend our frontiers, but we know 
who has brought misery upon mil­
lions of our compatriots.

"Aside from her diminishing 
wheat supply, Germany now has 
only eggs enough for two days and 
very few cattle."

War prices are already being felt in 

London. Testerday sugar was advanced 
in price 50 cents per hundred pounds. 
Fine granulated sugar now is $5.15 a 
hundredweight, if you can obtain it in 
London. Several of the wholesalers are 
turning down orders with the explana­
tion that there is no prospect of being 
able to fill them. One large wholesale 
house tried to order two carloads yes­
terday, but their orders were refused. 
Advances on all grades of sugar range 
from 50 cents to 60 cents a hundred­
weight.

Local wholesalers strongly disclaim 
that they are in any way responsible 
for the advance in price. They are 
obliged to make on sales to their cus­
tomers the same advance that the re­
fineries have made to them, they say. 
Even at those prices, they cannot fulfill 
orders, because yesterday they could 
not get the sugar themselves at any 
price.

One wholesale man, in disclaiming 
any responsibility on the part of the 
wholesalers for the advance, pointed 
out that, although the Government had 
declared that it would not permit any 
dealers in provisions and food supplies 
to raise their prices, it had itself auto­
matically raised the price of flour 50 
cents a hundredweight above the 
prevailing price in purchasing at that 
advance 1,000,000 bags as a gift to the 
British government. Part of the flour 
was purchased here in London.

Oatmeal had advanced 95 cents on 
every 90 pounds, and is now $2.90 a 
bag. Starch has advanced half a cent 
a pound. Some soap firms are refusing 
orders, and others are quoting ad­
vanced prices. _________ ___
