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BILL.

An Act to alter and amend an Act of the Parlia-
ment of Upper Canada, passed in the seventh
year of the reign of His late Majesty King
William the Fourth, intituled, “An Act to compel
“Vessels to carry a Light during the Night, and to
“make sundry provisions to requlate the Navigation
“of the waters of this Province.”

HEREAS it is expedient to amend the Act of the preamdte.
Parliament of Upper Canada, passed in the
seventh year of the reign of His late Majesty King
William the Fourth, intituled, “An Jct to compel
& ¢ Vessels to carry a Light during the V'ight, and to make
“ sundry provisions lo regulate the Navigation of the
“waters of this Province;” Be it therefore enacted, &c.

That- all Steamboats, Schooners and other Vessels, Al vessels to

whether propelled wholly or in part by wind or steam, =7 ligh
10 while navigating the waters of this Province, shall be

provided during the night with Lights, to be exhibited

and affixed as follows:~—

When under weigh, a bright white light on the fore-
mast head, a green light on the starboard bow, a red
15 light on the port bow, to be fitted with inboard screens:,

When at anchor, 2 common bright light:
As illustrated and explained in the Schedule A.

Il. And be it enacted, That any such Steamboat, Ay yesscts to
Schooner or vessel as aforesaid, shall be provided with bavo foz bails,
0 o Bell of a weight not less than twenty pounds, which it e whsssa
shall be the duty of the Master or person commanding sz

an oath, well, faithfully and impartially to execute the

VII. And be it enacted, That whenever the master of Safety valve to
10 any such boat or vessel, propelled wholly or in part by 52 rusedwhen
steam, or the person or persons charged with navigating stopped.
the same, shall stop the motiun or headway of such boat
or vessel, or when such boat or vessel shall be stopped
for the purpose of discharging or taking in cargo, fuel or
15 passengers, he or they shall open the safety valve, so as
to keep the steam down in the said boiler as nearly as
practicable to what it is when the said boat or vessel is
under headway, under the penalty of fifty pounds for every
such offence.

VIII. And be it enacted, That it shallbe the duty of steamers to
the owner and master of every steamboat engaged in the Sy, Boats of
transportation of freight-and passengers on the lakes sions.
Ontario, Erie, Huron, Simcoe and Superior, and on the
river St. Lawrence or Ottawa, the tonnage of which shall

25 not exceed two hundred‘tons, to provide and carry with
the said boat, upon each and every voyage, two long-
boats or yawls, each of which shall be competent to carry
at least twenty persons, and where the tonnage of such
steamboat shall exceed two hundred tons, not less than

30 three long-boats or yawls of the same or larger dimen-
sions ; and for every failure in these particulars, the
said master or owner shall forfeit and pay fifty pounds.

IX. And be it enacted, That it shall be the duty of stcamboats to

every such owner or master of every steam vessel navi- 5% Mo,
85 gating any of the lakes or rivers last aforesaid, to provide proper bose.

as a part of the necessary furniture, a suction hose and

fire engine and hose suitable to be worked on the said

vessel in case of fire, and "carry the same on each and

every voyage in good order, and on failure theréof, such
40 ogner or master shall forfeit fifty pounds for every such

offence.

X. And be it enacted, That if any damage to any Lisbility of
person or property shall be sustained in consequence of masters and
the non-observance of any of the provisions contained in veniog this

45 this Act, the same shail in all Courts of Justice be A
deemed, in the absence of proof to the contrary, to have
been caused by the wilful default of the Master or other
person having charge of such Steamhoat, Schooner or

other vessel as aforesaid, and the owner thereof in all
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civil proceedings, and such Master or other person in all
proceedings whether civil or criminal, shall be subject to
the legal consequences of such default. Co

Recovery and  XI. And be it enacted, That the penalties imposed by

spelieation of this Act may be sued for by information or action of debt 5
in the name of Her Majesty in any court of record -of
competent jurisdiction, and one half of such penalty shall

be paid to the informer.



SCHEDULE A.
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The following Diagrams are intended to illustrate the working of the Plap prescribed by this Act.

1st Situation.

In this situation the Steamer A will only see the
Red light of the Vessel B, in whichsoever of the
three positions the latter may happen to be, be-
cause the green lizht will be hid from view. A
will be assured that the lerboard side of B is to-
wards him, and that the latter is therefore crossing
the bows of A in some direction to Port. A will
therefore [if so close as to fear collision] port his
helm with confidence, and pass clear, On the other
band, the Vessel B, in ejther of the three posi-
tions, wjl sece the red, green, and mase-kead lights
of A appear in a triangular form, by which the
former will know that a Steamer is approaching
directly towards him:—B will act accordingly.

It is scarcely pecessary to remark that the
mast-kead light will always be visible in every
situafion till abaft the Beam.

2nd Situation.

Here A will see B's green light only, which will
clearly indicate to the former that B is crossing to
starboard. Again A’sthiree lights being visible to
B, will apprize the latter that a Steamer is steer-
ing directly towards him.

3rd Sttuation.

A and B will see each other’s redlight only. The
screens preventing the green light¥ being secn,
Both Vessels are evidently passing to Port.

42h Situation.

Here a green light only will be visible to cach:
the screens preventing the red lights being seen,
They are therefore passing to Starboard.

5th Situation.

This is a sitoation requiring caution:—the red
light in view to A, and greeh to B, will inform
both, that they are approaching each other in an
oblique direction. A should put his helm to port,
according to the standing rule mentioned in the
next situation.

Gth Situation.

Here the two colored lights, visible to each, will
iudicate their direct approach towards each other,
In this situation it ought 1o be a Standing Rule
that both should put their helms to Port.
