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THE BOARD OF TRADE OF THE CITY OF TORONTO
PRESIDENT'S REPORT, 1894.

In surrendering to my successor the office with which you in-
vested me a year ago, it becomes my duty, following the example of
my predecessors, to refer to events during the year which are of
special interest to you and others engaged in trade.

The year has been one of unusual anxiety, not only to men of
business, but to all classes of the community. The depression has
been severe and continuous, and T fear the general results have been
« serious shrinkage in values in nearly all branches of trade. Statis-
ties show that the prices of staple commodities have fallen thirty-
seven (37) per cent. in Great Britain during twenty years. T am
inclined to think that the reduction during the same period in this
country has been at least one-third (33] per cent.) Whether this
is due to the searcity of current money, and consequent appreciation
of gold as the only standard, or to the economy in production and
transportation, through improved methods and facilities, is a matter
of much contention. T favor the latter view, to which should be
added the bearing down of prices through hard times and keen com-
petition.  The result is, however, certain, and while the money-lender
and the consumer are benefited, the merchant (as holder of goods),
and the borrower (as owing money) are injured. The producer’s
position should not, in my opinion, be materially changed, except so
far as he may be affected as a member of the other classes named.

CHAMBER OF ARBITRATION,

A reference in my predecessor’s report to the usefulness in Great
Britain of the Court of Arbitration, under the auspices and control
of the London County Council and the London Chamber of Com-
merce, with the suggestion that similar powers might be entrusted
to representative bodies here, was, with his usual forethought and ap-
preciation of the wants of the public, taken up by Sir Oliver Mowat,
and an act entitled ¢ The Boards of Trade General Arbitration Act,
1894,” was passed by the Ontario Legislature, conferring like powers
on this Board. The provisions of the act afford a speedy, inex-
pensive, and satisfactory method for the settlement of disputes aris-
ing between those who are not members of this Board, but who de-
sire to submit their differences to arbitration. The objections to
arbitrating under the General Act are that no legal appliances exist
for enforcing prompt or economical action. This act may fairly be
regarded as one of the first steps in the direction of law reform, a
subject extensively discussed at the present time.

LAW REFORM,

There is a general consensus of opinion that the courts, or the
practice of the law, should be so altered or amended as to avoid so
many tedious and costly appeals. The principle of itemized charges
sanctioned by the courts, has been carried to the extreme limit,
and would be ludicrous, if not so costly  ¥rom the item for “in-
struction to sue” to the final charge for “rendering the account,”
the characteristic feature i« a multiplication of work, for which there
is the corresponding charge. The principle, in my opinion, should
be reversed, and a policy adopted that would fix a bulk sum, and
lessen rather than increase the work, and do away with the inter-
minable list of items, so aggravating in a lawyer’s account.  There
seems to be some force in the view that litigants should pay the ex-
pense of the whole of the legal procedure,  While the Criminal Code
must of necessity be conducted at the general expense, in cases where
the criminals cannot pay the costs, it is diflicult to understand upon
what principle the public at large should be compelled to pay for
and keep up expensive legal machinery to enable individuals to
settle their personal differences. T would suzgest that judges should
be empowered to compel plaintiffs under certain circumstances to se-
cure the costs of action when instituting proceedings. Cases are
becoming too numcrous where the plaintiff's only hopé is that he
may find a case through an examination for discovery, or where
there is a manifest attempt at extortion. In all such cases where
the plaintiff fails, the defendant should be protected against injury
by the payment of his costs by the plaintiff.  The practice of secur
ing expensive counsel for comparatively unimportant cases is also
being largely abused, and should be regulated by the counsel being
paid by the party who employed him. The whole process and pro-
cedure in law should be cheapened, expedited and simplified.

PREFERENTIAL TRADE.

This Board was the first organized body to give public expression
of approval of the principle of preferential trade within the British
Empire. Tt is, therefore, a matter of gratification to find the Mother-
land and the colonies so cordially uniting in the the various pro-
jects calculated to bind more closely the commercial tie. The “cut
the Painter” policy of many of the leading British statesmen some
years ago, did much to destroy the confidence of the colonies, and
had it not been reversed, would soon have wrought disaster.

The British Empire embraces one-fourth of the globe, and con-
tains one-fourth of its population. Tt embraces every variety of
climate, and furnishes a diversity of products as great as the world
yields. With all unnecessary restrictions from within removed, and
a reasonable preference as against the rest of the world, the com-
merce of these vast territories would necessarily expand with great
rapidity. Even war could not disturb this commerce while we re-
main mistress of thesea. This would insure the continuous occupa-
tion of the industrial classes of the empire, a feature too seldom
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taken into account in the consideration of the question. Depend-
ence upon other countries for supplies of either food for the people,
or raw material for the manufacturer and the artisan, is necessarily
attended with much uncertainty. The possibility of war, and the
existence of hostile foreign tariffs and hostile foreign sentiment, can
not be entirely ignored. I, therefore, regard a judicious movement
towards securing materials and markets within the empire, as a wise
and pradent policy, even if it does involve a slight additional out-
lay. The feeling of security, and the assurance of constant employ-
ment, will afford satisfactory compensation for a small additional
expenditure, It is further a question to be solved whether the im-
mense resources of the empire will not within a reasonable period,
on account of greater freedom and facilities, exchange products be-
tween its several parts with even greater economy than with foreign
nations,
INTERCOLONIAL CONFERENCE,

I take special pleasure in referring to the intercolonial conference
at Ottawa, as an evidence of a desire throughout the empire for a
closer alliance, It was the good fortune of the Board to entertain
the delegates in this magnificent rotunda. The sentiments express-
ed by these distinguished gentlemen from almost every quarter of
the globe left no room for doubt as to the absolute necessity for
maintaining intact a united British Empire as the dominant force
in the civilization and enlightenment of the world. Tt was equally
apparent, from their opinions, that the material advantages and
well-be'ng of the British people will be best served by a closer union
among the colonies and with the mother country. It is gratifying
to observe that these opinions have been endorsed by the Earl of
Jersey, the British Representative, in his report to the Colonial
Secretary.

FAST ATLANTIC SERVICE.

It is to be vegretted that the Annual Message should again reach
you without more definite information relative to a British-Canadian
fast Atlantic steamship service, With great natural advantages,
trade between the two countries rapidly increasing, and a desire on
both sides of the ocean to patronize the route, as we'l as additional
travel in view via Canada, between Britain and Australasia, China
and Japan, the enterprise should meet with a reasonable measure of
success, That we should have to seek a foreign route with all these
advantages in our favor, in order to obtain a voyage with speed and
comfort, is depressing to our national spirit. It is to be hoped that
the action of the Ottawa Conference in support of this project may
have a beneficial effect, and that a satisfactory service will be estab-
lished without further unnecessary delay.

PACIFIC CABLE.

Quicker communication with Australia, a subject warmly support-
ed by the views of the Board, has made satisfactory progress during
the year, and the promoters of the enterprise are about to see their

—
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efforts materialize in the establishment of a Pacific cable, affording
better facilities for businese between the two great colonies, and
securing exclusive British communication by telegraph between the
Mother Country and Australia. This is cause for congratulation in
. which T know you will readily join.

DEEP WATERWAYS,

Reference must be made to the Deep Waterways Convention held
A in this city, in which the Board was intended to take an active part.

| Unfortunately the views of the Board and the Convention were not
entirely in accord, and, in consequence, it became necessary to place
the opinions of the Board on record as differing from those of the
Convention. All will agree with the desire to have deep water com-
munication from the Great Lakes down the St. Lawrence, and the
deeper the better, for our trade and commerce. Where an enormous
expenditure, however, is necessary to have this desire carried out, as
business men, it becomes our duty to watch that the expenditure be
made judiciously, and in keeping with the financial resources of the
country. Our Government and Parliament are committed to a
policy for our canals of fourteen feet deep, and the work is now
nearing completion. It would be unfortunate if agitation for a
greater depth should disturb the work being finished, to the fourteen
feet, at the earliest possible date. The Dominion Government has
not, up to the present time, shown reasonable diligence in the con-
struction of the St. Lawrence Canals, and I would urge that pressure
be brought to bear on our Minister of Railways and Canals, lest the
policy of delay be still continued.

POSTAGE.

I must again draw your attention to the injustice done our people
by the maintenance of the present high rate of postage. It is time
that a more enlightened policy should be adopted. The United
States can afford to deliver letters to their people for two cents, and
I believe we can afford to deliver them to our people for a like
charge. As a medium of practical education, and as a social bond
J of union between our people, letter correspondence should be encour-
[- aged. T would also recommend that the indiscriminate free delivery
of newspapers and periodicals be abolished. The gain from this,
with the Canadian letters now taken across the line and posted in
} the United States, together with a larger use of the mails, would
probably compensate in revenue for the reduction of letters to two
cents. Free delivery has greatly lowered the standard of reading
matter, and brought into existence a multitude of advertising sheets
which have an injurious influence upon the reader, and legitimate
literary enterprise. I trust the Postmaster General will be able to
see his way clear next session, to give us cheaper letter postage.
Such a reduction would be a step towards penny postage through-
out the Empire

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G. T, R.

Each annual meeting of the Grand Trunk Railway brings with
it a discussion and newspaper criticisms, calculated more or less 1o
injure the credit and reputation of this country. This arises from a
want of fairness in considering the position of the company. The
railway returns, to the Dominion Government for the year ending
30th June, 1893, show a G.T.R. mileage of 3,168} miles, and a capi-
tal \including Dominion, Provincial, and Municipal aid) of 334,073,
G11.04, and a C.P.R. mileage of 5,781 7 miles, and a capital (includ-
ing Dominion, Provincial, and Municipal aid) of £297,797,110.73.
This makes the capital per mile of the G.T' R. $105,435.88, and the
C.P.R. #51,480.15 while the average capitalization of all the railways
of the United States is $63,421.00 per mile. The capitalization per
mile of the G.T.R. is, therefore, more than twice that of the Cana-
dian Pacide. It is estimated that a railway, similar to the Grand
Trunk, should be built and thoroughly equipped, for from #40,000
to 350,000 per mile. Taking the highest estimate, the capitalization
of the Grand Trunk Railway is double what it should be to be on
an ordinary business basis. A large proportion of the capital of
the Company consists of discounts allowed in disposing of the
stock. It is unreasonable to «xpect this road ever to possess an
earning power which will give a satisfactory return to the ordinary
shareholder on such an enormously inflated capitalization.

The head office should also be brought to this country. It can
hardly be expected that the local conditions, which are so important
a feature in the management of the road, can be properly understood
by the English shareholder. ‘The profits, earned from Canadian
local business, are called on to pay the losses of through business,
and of controlled lines located in the United States.  In 1393, the
losses through the lines in the United States, west of the St. Clair
River, were nearly a quarter of a million dollars. The loss on
through traflic, on account of competition with the United States
Trunk lines, I have not been able to obtain, but venture to say it
is a large sum. The direction, by a Board out of touch with the con-
ditions of the country, or the necessities of our people, is a mistake.
The incongruity of directors managing the company from a point
3,000 miles distant, is shown by the delays which occur in important
business. To quote from a correspondent in the London Economist :

“Sometimes weeks or months have elapsed before the manage-
ment, three thousand miles away, have permitted or authorized a
decision on the part of the management in Canada, on a point or
question which, not infrequently, an assistant-manager of a similar
road in the United States would have satisfactorily settled in forty-
eight hours.”

It is manifest, that a readjustment of the over capitalization of the
company must take place, and the head office be transferred to this
side of the Atlantic, or else a Board of Control established here,
with ample power, before the Grand Trunk Railway can be put on
a proper or creditable business hasis,
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Before leaving the subject, i must refer to the passenger accommod-
ation between here and Buffalo, a matter this Board has repeatedly
pressed upon the attention of the Grand Trunk Company. The ser
vice is exceedingly slow and unsatisfactory, and not in keeping with
the importance of two great commercial centres like Toronto and
Buffalo. T trust the company will, at an early date, comply with
your request, and give us a first-class, solid, through passenger ser-
vice between these two points,

TRADE WITH THE UNITED STATES.

Trade with the United States has always been favorably regarded
by Canadians when on fair terms,  Altogether too much signiticance
has, however, been given to the question of reciprocal trade, and the
great benefit of what is called a sixty-five million market. The dis-
cussion has given our neighbors a feeling of undue importance, and
to some extent is calculated to injure the self-reliance and sturdy
independence of our own people. T look upon the result so far as
injurious to this country, and as tending to the defeat of the object
sought by the agitation. As a matter of fact, it is not a market of
5 million as against 65 million. A large portion of the United
States is not interested in the trade with Canada, and perhaps a
small portion of Canada is not interested in the trade with the Uni-
ted States. International trade is chiefly confined to the people
along the boundary line and their commercial centres. To-day the
national aim in trade seems to be to find a market for the producer.
Judging by this standard, the trade of Canada is of greater value to
the United States than the trade of the United States is to Canada.
Taking the trade and commerce returns, the imports into Canada
from the United States for 1893 were over 39,000,000 more than the
exports from Canada to the United States. During twenty years
from 1874 to 1893, both inclusive, the imports into Canada from the
United States were £220,000,000 more than the imports into the
United States from Canada, showing that we provide the United
States with a warket for £10,000,000 annually, more than the
United States provides us with. The people of the United States
can be depended upon to regulate their trade to suit themselves,
and the quicker our people learn to economise their time and attend
to their own affairs, the better will it be for this country. While
making this statement T do not wish to underestimate the import-
ance of a freer or more extensive trade with the United Statcs,  On
the contrary, I would advise the freest and largest measure of trade
practicable between the two countries, This is the natural condition
of things on the grounds of hoth proximity and consanguinity, but
it must be obtained and conducted on a basis consistent with the
welfare and national dignity of both countries,

INSOLVENCY.

The board has been active during the year in pressing for an In-
solveney law. In concert with the commercial organizations from
other large cities in Ontario and Quebec—your representatives wait-

ed upon members of the Dominion Cabinet, and discussed the prin-
cipal features of the proposed legislation. A bill was prepared by
the Government, and introduced by Sir Mackenzie Bowell in the
Senate, where it was fully and well considered while under debate,
It contained many provisions recommended by the Boards of Trade,
and competent opinion pronounced the act adapted to the wants of
the trade. The necessity for a national law applicable alike to all
the provinces of the Dominion, becomes daily more apparent. The
operation of the present law during the year has had the usual de-
basing influence on business morals, and has added to the already
too numerous list of hopelessly involved bankrupts, forced into a
condition of business inactivity as undischarged insolvent debtors,
These insolvents, if found worthy, should be again restored to a posi-
tion of usefulness in the community, and to the unimpaired rights of
citizenship. Sir Mackenzie Bowell, Premier of the Dominion, has
taken a deep interest in the question, and I have reason to hope will
next session place a measure ou the Statute Book, which will cause
him to be gratefnlly remembered by those doing business in or with
this country.
CONSUMPTION.

Public attention is being directed to consumption, and especially
its nature and treatment. It has been clearly established that the
disease is not hereditary, but contagious, The Provincial Board of
Health has recommenned that it be placed on the list of contagious
diseases. After much scientific research and experiment, it has been
definitely ascertained that it can only be caught by the individual
coming directly into contact with the bacillus, the specific cause of
the disease, and the proposal has been made to isolate the patients.
This would involve the annual withdrawal from industrial pursuits
in Ontario of probably over two thousand persons. The subject is,
therefore, an important economic one, as well as one of health and
happiness. Ontario statistics in this respect are not very reliable,
but from such as can be obtained, the report of the Provincial
Board of Health on tuberculosis gives the death of 2,592 consump-
tives during 1892 in Ontario, and estimates that with accurate in-
formation the number given would have been largely increased.
The Secretary of the State Board of Health of Michigan, in an ad-
dress before a meeting of the Michigan State Medical Society, last
May, said :—*“I dwell upon the utility of a State Hospital for can-
sumptives not for its benefits toa class of unfortunate citizens worthy
of sympathy, and of all possible aid to recovery, but especially as
a means toward the restriction of tuberculosis. TIn that restriction
the State has an immense interest. Three thousand new cases each
year, Three thousand deaths, and more than six thousand persons
constantly sick with consumption, in Michigan, implies, T think, a
loss of more than three million dollars per year, and an amount of
human suffering which, when we think of it as unnecessary, is truly
appalling.” At the forty-second Annual Meeting of the American
Medical Association, held at Washington, Dr. Flick, of Philadelphia
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said @ Tt is estimated that one hundred thousand people die an-
nually from tuberculosis in the United States ; making due allow-
ance for the number who heing saved from tuberculosis, might fall a
vietim to accident, or some non-preventible disease, it would, I
think, be a fair estimate to assume that the average number of years
of usefulness lost by each of these one hundred thousand people is
ten years. We then lose every year by tuberculosis the earning
capacity of one million people for one year, which, put down in dol-
lars and cents, at the low estimate of an average earning capacity
for each individnal of three hundred dollars, would amount to three
hundred million dollars ;7 and, after pointing out the loss of earning
power incidental to the care of the sick, he adds: “The annual loss
to the public wealth of the United States, because of the exist

ence of tuberculosis, will reach close on to five hundred million dol-
lars. The expenditure of one-fifth of that amoant by the Federal
and State Governments for the extermination of the disease, would
completely wipe out the disease in a single generation.” With a like
calculation, according to population, and making ample allowance
for our healthier climatic conditions, the loss to the public wealth of
Ontario might be placed at 815,000,000, and the Dominion at, say,
335,000,000 annually.

It is communicated chiefly through patients carelessly expectorat-
ing on the streets and public places, as well as in their homes. The
sputum when dried forms an impalpable powder, which is car-
ried by the atmosphere directly to the lungs, and we all know the
results in those who have a predisposition to tuberculosis either in-
herited or acquired. Additional interest locally has been given the
subject by the generous and laudable offer of one of the members
of this Board, Mr. W. J. Gage, toward the erection of a hospital in
this city for the exclusive benefit of those afflicted with consump-
tion. Such an establishment located here under proper regulations,
would not only afford much needed relief to a large class of our own
people, and bring numerous patients here during the summer season
from the enervating climate of the South, but would give prominence
to our city as a desirable health resort, which would be greatly to
our advantage.

In view of the importance of the subject, I trust the public will
be aroused to the necessity of immediate action towards the preven-
tion of this most prevalent and fatal of all diseases,

BANKING,

The chartered banks, although meeting legitimate demands of
busiress, have continued to pursue a conservative policy in the face
of an unusually large accumulation of inactive funds—a policy wise-
ly calculated to enforce caution and economy, the necessary and sure
precursors of a return to good times. As a result of this policy, and
in sympathy with the general depression, the profits have not reached
the figures of former years.

Public deposits with the banks have grown from $170,479,224 on

the 31st December, 1893, to $182,080,669 on 31st December, 1894,
9
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During the same period circulation of Bank notes has decreased
from 834,418,836 to $32,275,620. These figures are to some extent
evidence of low prices for agricultural products, and of dullness in
trade.

An endorsation of the Canadian Banking system comes from
Washington, where it has been proposed that several most import-
ant features of our Banking Act be grafted on to the United States
Banking system. The opinion of those most competent to judge
seems to be that our system of banking and currency possesses the
advantage of combining safety with sufficient elasticity to provide
for the fluctuating demands of agriculture, trade and commerce.

CIVIC AFFAIRS,

The condition of our city is causing more than ordinary anxiety
to the thoughtful citizen.  Its rapid growth in extent and popula-
tion, during a period of unusual prosperity, under Municipal Govern-
ment totally unsuited to the circumstances, has necessarily developed
serious mistakes and imperfections, and I may fairly add, a want of
prudence and economy in its administration.  The exigency of the
moment, without provision for the future, seems to have been the
policy of the City Hall, until now, we are brought face to face with
matters of the gravest concern requiring solution, . Pure water and
a proper sewage system are the first requisites of a healthy city.
An abundant supply of both water and fire apparatus is equally
requisite as a protection against fire.  To observe proper regulations
in the erection of buildings, both as to stability and sanitary condi-
tions, is also requisite for the safety and well-being of the inhabi-
tants of a large city. Our recent experiences emphasize the impor-
tance of these views, and show clearly, that to have overlooked the
future requirements of the city, in dealing with matters of this kind,
was false economy.  The time must shortly come when they will
have to be further considered. This should be done, with due re-
gard to the resources as well as the wants of the city. What is
especially needed at the present juncture is a municipal charter.
We are trying to manage the affairs of a large city with a village
system of municipal government. I would, therefore, urge our citi-
zens to use their utmost influence with the Ontario Legislature to
grant us an act such as the importance of the city demands. It
will then be your duty, and the duty of all good citizens, to see that
we start afresh with a safe and more enlightened policy for the
future.

CONDITION OF TRADE AND BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

I find it impossible within the limits of this address to give any-
thing approaching a satisfactory resumé of the operation and results
of business during the year in the various branches of trade.
Messrs. R. G. Dun & Co’s report for Canada, gives 1,856 failures,
with liabilities of $17,615,215 in 1894, as compared with 1,344
failures, with liabilities of $12,689,704 in 1893, an increase for
last year of 40 per cent. An examination of the details of these
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figures shows that the failures in our Manufacturing Industries were
12 per cent. less than in 1893, while there were 136 per cent.
more in purely trading concerns, the liabilities in 1894 being 811,-
436,258, as against $4,830,118 in 1893. This is not the only un-
favorable feature in commercial business during the year. There
has been a marked shrinkage in the volume of business and a decid-
ed fall in the value of goods, and also a considerable contraction in
the margin of profit.  Altogether, although the total amount of
failures for the Dominion has been larger other years, T am of the
opinion that, for purely trading concerns, with, perhaps, the excep-
tion of lumber and leather, the year may be regarded as the most
unsatisfactory, if not the most disastrous, since confederation. Tt is
impossible to give a reliable forecast of the future. The outlook is
not encouraging. The best that can be said, is that business can
hardly be worse thm}it is now, and that any change must, therefore,
be in the direction of an improvement ~We should stop borrowing
money abroad. The present drain upon the savings of the country,
for interest on borrowed capital, while such immense sums of money
are held here unemployed by our own people, is a most serious fea-
ture of the situation. A reduction of the rate of interest on deposits
by the Government and the Banks, with a corresponding reduction
to the borrower, in sympathy with the prevailing rates in the great
commereial centres of the world, would be advantageous to our busi-
ness men. The merchant who pays the current rate of interest here,
is not doing business on equal terms with a competitor elsewhere,
who! borrows at more favorable rates. Besides, the present small
margin of profits will not justify the artificially right rates kept up
chiefly through the action of the Dominion Government. The re-
duction of interest on deposits would tend to encourage the invest-
ment of our idle domestic capital in the development of the great
natural resources of the country.

Retrenchment should be the motto of business men nntil trade is
restored to normal conditions. Lop off not only the mouldering
branches, but the sapping off-shoots. Speculation and extravagance
are the errors which rob business of its natural fruits. The restric-
tion of trade to legitimate enterprise, conducted along closely drawn
lines of economy in both business and personal expenditure, is the
only relief within sight under our individual control. With our
best efforts, our return to prosperity will be slow. There can be no
doubt of the wisdom of such a policy of retrenchment. I have re-
ceived valuable reports from some of the sections of the Board.
Time will not, however, permit me to more than intimate that they
will be subjoined to this address, and printed in the annual report
of the Board. The members will find this an interesting feature,
which T have no doubt will be duly appreciated.

VALEDICTORY.

In bringing to a close this brief and imperfect summary of matters,
which occurred to me as of unusual interest to you, [ desire to thank
every member of the Board for having unanimously placed me in
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the coveted and honorable position of President. The Presidency of
the Board of Trade of Toronto, the great distributing centre of the
richest and most important province of the Dominion, I realize as
the highest commercial distinction, and regret that I cannot find
suitable terms in which to express my feelings of appreciation for
having received such a distinction at your hands. 1 also desire to
thank the Vice-Presidents, tho Treasurer, and the members of the
Council, for their cordial co-operation and assistance during the
year, and to add my testimony to that of my predecessors as to the
efficiency of your ever vigilant, zealous and faithful Secretary, Mr.
Wills. T have been most fortunate in being surrounded by experi-
enced business men of sound judgment and sterling ability, and in
consequence my duties have been made easy and agreeable. 1 will
always be able to revert to my experience as presiding officer with
special and peculiar pleasure. The office now goes into good hands,
and I congratulate the President and members on the certain pros-
pects of the continued influence and usefulness of the Board.

ANNUAL REporT OF THE WHOLESALE DRY GooDS SECTION OF THE
Boarp orF Trape oF THE City or ToroNto ror 1894,

In presenting the Annual Report of the Wholesale Dry Goods
Section of the Board of Trade, I regret that the year which has just
closed has been an unsatisfactory one from a money-making point of
view ; but, while this is true, I may congratulate the members of
the Section upon the fact that they have passed through a very try-
ing time of general business depression with their ranks unbroken,
and ready to take advantage of any revival in trade that may take
place during the present year. Tt is the opinion of those well in-
formed in trade matters that the stocks of goods at present held by
the wholesale and retail dry goods merchants in Canada are much
smaller than they were a year ago. This ought to have a beneficial
effect on trade during 1895..

The trade returns for the fiscal year ending 30th June, 1894, com-
pared with 1893, show considerable falling off in the imports and
exports, as will be seen from the following figures :

From the custom house returns we can get an idea of the falling
off in the dry goods import trade of Toronto. In the manufactures
of cotton, wool and silk, the amount imported for 1894 was 3750,
399 less than what was imported during 1803, the falling of being—

During 1893 there was a panic in the United States, and as a
consequence, trade in that country during 1894 was in a very de-
pressed state. This, of course, had a serious effect on the general
business of Canada. 'Trade was also bad in Great Britain and the
continent of Europe, as well as in India and Australia; in fact, it
was bad all over the world, and the year 1804 has been remarkable
for the low prices of staples, such as wheat, cotton, wool, iron and
sugar, most of these having reached lower prices than ever before.
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If we in Canada, in common with the rest of the world, have suffer-
ed from the effect of low prices, causing a diminished volume of
business, we at least have reason to be thankful that we have come
through the crisis as well as could be expected. That our banking
institutions, as well as our large mercantile houses, have been con-
ducted on sound lines and with considerable prudence and foresight,
is evident from the fact that at no time during the past year did
any panic exist, and no failures of any importance have occurred
amongst the wholesale houses. T regret that I cannot point to a
diminished number of failures amongst traders generally, for 1 find
that with the exception of Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island and
the North-West Territory, every province in the Dominion shows
an increase in number of failures, or in amount of liabilities, for the
year 1894 compared with 1893. For comparison, I have extracted
from Bradstreet's reports the failures for 1893 and 1894, which are
as follows :—

From above statement, it will be seen that there was an increase
for 1894 over that of 1893, of 85 in number and $.’,962,059 in
liabilities. While the Province of Ontario showed an increase in
the number of failures of 42, there was a decrease in liabilities of
$125,518. The Province of Quebec shows an increase of 107 in
number, and $730,621 in liabilities.

New Brunswick and British Columbia show a large increase in
liabilities, while Nova Scotia, P.E. Island and N.W. Territory show
very gratifying decreases. Manitoba shows a decrease of 1 in num-
ber, but an increase of $50,754 in liabilities.

The failures in the United States were, for

1893 - - - 15,560 with liabilities of $402,427,818
1894 - - - 12721 “ “ 149,505,434
showing a decrease of 2,839 $252,832,384

for 1894. As we in Canada generally follow about a year behind
the United States, either in prosperity or adversity, T am hopeful
that the year 1895 will show a decrease in the number of failures in
Canada.

The Section during the past year dealt with various matters of
interest ; amongst others, the tariff changes were anxiously watched
by the Section, and various meetings were held to discuss items of
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interest to the trade, and representations were made to the Hon.
Sir Mackenzie Bowell ~then Minister of Customs—pressing the
views of the members as to these, and suggesting certain alterations,
On several occasions, we had the pleasure of acting in concert with
the Dry Goods Section of the Board of Trade of Montreal ; but un-
fortunately our representations at Ottawa did not have the desired
effect.  We had several interviews with the Hon. N. C. Wallace,
Controller of Customs, in regard to certain articles which were heing
charged at a higher rate of duty here than at other ports; and on
each occasion we were courteously received, and a promise made to
have the matter rectified.

The taxation question was before the Section, and renewed efforts
made to have our wrongs in this matter redressed, and it having
been considered by the Council of the Board of Trade, the question
is now being dealt with by the Hon. the Attorney-General.

The Insolvency Bill commanded the interest and attention of the
Section, and in concert with a committee appointed by the Board,
eftorts were made to get the Bill passed through Parliament, but un-
fortunately without success.

Through the fires which occurred lately, several of our members
suffered severe loss, and to them the sympathy of the Section is ex-
tended.

I would recommend the Section during the coming year to consider
the followiug important matters, viz. :—Insolvency Bill ; Rights of
landlords and tenants as regards fixtures ; Dating goods ahead ;
Cash discounts, and better protection against fire.

It only remains for me, as chairman for the year 1894, to thank
the members for the interest they have taken in all matters to which
their attention has been called, and it is pleasant to note the cordial
good-will existing between all the members of our Section.

AxyvaL ReporT OF THE MARINE SECTION OF THE BOARD OF
Trape orF T™aE City or Toronto, 1894,

The marine traffic with which the Marine Section of the Board of
Trade of Toronto is most intimately connected, is that existing upon
the Inland fresh water communications, leading to the seaboard.
The section, although not numerically strong, is engaged in a trade
which vitally affects every other interest in the country, as being
the one upon which the values of their main products are mainly
based. The fresh water communications parallel the east and west
lines upon which the business enterprises of Cinada are mainly car-
ried, and all internal rates are therefore depedent upon the main-
tenance of cheap and efficient water transport, which influences the
rates of carriage upon an infinitely larger volume of business than it
actually transports.  The support of all measures calculated to
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strengthen the Canadian inland marine interests is thervefore to be
expected from all classes of the business community.

InrerrerENCE Wit CoastiNG.—The United States severely main-
tain their coasting privileges exclusively for their own vessels, a like
duty is imposed upon our Government. We have pleasure in report-
ing than an attempted interference by the transport of grain in
United States vessels through Ogdensburg to the sea was, upon the
representations of this section, efficiently met by the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, and an effectual remedy immediately applied
by the Hon. Clarke Wallace, Comptroller of Customs.

Re-Inport oF GraiN.—The import of Canadian grain stored at
Buffalo is a question which affects the coasting laws and the inland
marine carrying interests. To permit such re-import would nov only
introduce United States vessels into the privilege of practically
carrying between Canadian ports, but would also operate adversely
to the elevator interests at Midland, Collingwood, Owen Sound,
Goderich, ete., and to the inland railways running from these points.
Instead of being carried in Canadian bottoms and stored at these
ports, Buffalo would become a distributing point for Canada, and the
transportation earnings be diverted from the Canadian localities and
owners.  We have the pleasure of reporting this attack has also
been frustrated by the decision of the Comptroller of Customs,

Cowprerioy or Sr. Lawrexce Caxars—This Seetion tenders
to the Council their hearty thanks for the action taken by them at
the Deep Water Ways Convention recently held in this city. W hat
ever may be the theoretical possibility of future deepenings of the
water ways, the plain, practical business course at the present time
is to complete the canal system we already have in hand, as was
proposed in the motion— presented to the Convention, but which did
not receive their consideration. Trade practice is sometimes more
advantageous than hopeful theory however brilliant. The Canadian
coasting trade is of undeveloped value. The moment the St. Law-
rence Canal system is deepened throughout to 14 feet, a new line
of traftic between the Maritime and Western Province swill become
-apable of being profitably engaged in ; heavy freights, such as coal,
pig iron, plaster, fish, ete.,, will be brought without transhipment
west, and return cargoes of flour, meat products, heavy merchandise
and manufactures, will complete the circle of exchange of our inter-
provincial trade. The same vigor which was applied to the construc-
tion of the Sault Ste. Marie Canal should be applied to the comple-
tion of the single unfinished lock on the St. Lawrence, and, we trust,
the Board of Trade of the City of Toronto will continue to press
upon the Government the policy of immediate completion, which it
has always maintained.

InspECcTION DUEsS—Wherever Government Inspection is intro-
duced to the advantage of the general public the cost of such in-
spection is, with the sole exception of the marine interests, not
charged against the specitic trade inspected, but treated as a general
Government expenditure.  The marine interests require that they
ghould be relieved from this impost and exceptional treatment. The

United States’ vessels are free from any charge for inspection dues,
and the Canadian vessels, in order to enable them to efiiciently
maintain their competitive position, should also in like manner be
freed from the exceptional dues with which they are now burdened.
Representations to this effect have been made to the Government.
but so far without effect.

GeNErRAL Trarric—At the outset the season was distinetly un
favorable, and it was further complicated by the arising of the coal
strike in the United States, which, in some instances, paralyzed the
movements of shipping. The Canadian passenger lines did not,
therefore, obtain their fullest expectations of international passenger
movement, which had been interfered with in the previous year by
the Chicago Exhibition, and American travel was reduced by the
inability of the railways to move their trains.

Canadian business showed satisfactory increase, particularly on
Lake Ontario and the St. Lawrence, so that on the whole a satisfae-
factory passenger result was obtained.

Freights were not satisfactory, the volume of Canadian business
offering at the beginning of the season being inadequate to the ton-
nage, a number of the larger vessels were, therefore, laid up, and
some did not come out until August. The towing of logs from Can-
adian forests to be sawn in American saw-mills has adversely
affected the Canadian lumber carrying vessels; the product of the
logs if cut in Canada being open for carriage by them, but if cut in
the United States, being wholly reserved under the American coast-
ing laws for their own vessels. In numbers the inland Canadian
vessels have decreased, but the new additions are all of improved
character and enlarged size. Instead of sailing vessels carrying from
15,000 to 20,000 bushels, the fleet is now composed of steamers
carrying from 40,000 to 70,000 bushels. This increased capacity,
with the increased number of trips capable of being made, has
kept the vessel capacity far in advance of the Canadian business
demand, and will continue to do so so long as every effort is put for-
ward by the Government and public to maintain Canadian routes
for Canadian vessels.

REPORT OF THE JEWELLERS' AND SILVERSMITHS SECTION OF THE
Boarp oF Trape or Tk Crry or Toronto, 1894,

The Jewellers’ and Silversmiths’ Section of the Board of Trade,
formed in 1890, has been the means of bringing the various branches
of the wholesale and manufacturing trade into closer touch with one
another. Meetings have been held that have proved mutually profit-
able, notably when questions relating to tarifl’ and customs regula-
tions were discussed.  With increased zeal on the part of its mem-
bers, and more frequent meetings, important results of iaterial
advantage can be accomplished, a wide field is open to discussion in
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the interests of all branches of the trade relating to credits, preven-
tion of unnecessary and ruinous competition, and the abolition of
those pernicious practices of increasing trade in violation of all sound
business principles.

Great practical results have followed the formation of Boards of
Trade, in our line of business, in the leading commercial centres of
the U. 8. Certain features of their work might be incorporated in
the work of our own Section. The work of these Boards has result-
ed in united action upon all cases of insolvency, punishing the dis-
honest trader rigorously, black-listing him for future credit, dealing
fairly with the honest and deserving (though unfortunate) trader,
and making the most economical arrangements for the settlement of
insolvent estates.

Perhaps the most important work accomplished is the prevention
of loss to its members by a systematic and confidential method of
imparting the true position of all applicants for credit. These Boards
co-operate in exchanging information, and in Canada, with but few
wholesale centres, fairly correct information could he given, if all
important concerns were in co-operation.

The Jewellers’ and Silversmiths’ Section has, like all other branches
of commerce, felt the depression of trade, though not to any alarm-
ing extent, having been taught in the past many valuable lessons as
to the conduct of safe trading.

Caution has been the watch-word of both the wholesale and retail
trade during the past year, and we enter the new year with a more
confident feeling. Stocks are low, and trade is upon a more healthy
and permanent basis. Tt seems to be an accepted fact, by both man-
ufacturers and wholesalers, that permanent business prosperity can
only be obtained by the most careful supervision of credits, judicious
catering to the public demands, and by not expecting any remarkable
increase of business beyond that warranted by the uniform prosper
ity and growth of the Dominion at large.

Probably no trade furnishes a more reliable *Commercial Bar-
ometer” than that of the Jewellers and Silversmiths, dealing, as they
do, largely in articles of luxury. We naturally expect to be the first
to feel depression, and the last to recover from it, and yet, our mer-
chants report no greater falling off than from 10 to 15 per cent. in
the volume of business transacted during 1894. The year closed
with a remarkably good holiday trade, and all report paper as having
been satisfactorily met.

The wholesale and manufacturing trade, represented by our Sec-
tion, has made Toronto the chief distributing centre in the Domin-
ion for their line of goods. Our wholesale merchants are the most
numerous and important of any city in Canada, and distribute their
goods from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

During the year, one of the oldest concerns in the business moved
entirely from Montreal to Toronto, thus recognizing this city as the
centre of our trade.

Our manufacturing establishments have continued to expand.
We have the most extensive watch case industry in Canada, supply-
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ing almost entirely the needs of our country to the virtual exclusion
of foreign products, at prices as low, or lower, than elsewhere,

We have large and well-equipped factories producing electro sil-
ver plate goods, peculiarly suited to the requirements of this coun-
try, and of better value and appearance than can be purchased in
foreign markets,

The manufacture of sterling silver goods—a comparatively new
industry in our city —was perhaps the most notable addition to our
maniifacturing enterprises, and has been one of the most active dur-
ing the past year, this activity being produced by the unprecedently
low price of silver, coupled with the ability of our factories to pro-
duce goods at a rate saving nearly the whole duty to the consumer.

Toronto early took the leading position in the manufacture of
jewellery, and its many factories now produce a distinctly national
line of goods well suited to the wants of the Canadian publie, both
as regards reliability and arvistic merit. The continued decline of
our importations proves conclusively the ability of our manufactur-
ers to supply the needs of the country.

Our Section of the Board of Trade is certainly an important fac-
tor in the great work of making Toronto the leading distributing
centre of the Dominion,

During the past year alterations were made in the tariff upon
goods imported in our several lines. Certain anomolies existed in
the old tariff respecting classifications fixed by the rulings of the
department, which were vexations 1o our importers. Representa-
tives from our Section interviewed the ministers when present at the
Board of Trade, and we are now pleased to state that these griev-
ances have been removed.

The tariff upon jewellery was raised 5 per cent., upon sterling sil-
ver ware 10 per cent., and upon clocks (which were passed as separ-
ate parts, the cases and movements upon different rates), the duty
has been made upon the complete clock, practically leaving it to
average as before.

The members of our Section appear to be satisfied with the
changes, as no complaints have been formulated against the altera-
tions,

Our Section strongly urges upon the council of our Doard, con-
tinued efforts towards securing a Dominion Insolvent Act. Efforts
should be made to secure the combined action of all Boards of Trade
in the Dominion towards securing this much needed legislation.

Our Section has felt—along with other Sections —that it would be
advantageous to have representatives of each section upon the coun-
cil, so that it would be thoroughly representative of all branches of
commerce in our city, and would suggest some steps being taken to
make this possible by the new council for 1895, Individual interest
has been greatly stimulated by the establishment of trade sections,
thus infusing life and vigor into the general work of the Board.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE MANUFACTURERS' SECTION OF THE BoARD
ofF TraDE oF thE Ciry or Toroxro,

I regret very much that since the notification was given me that
a report from the MAnufacturers’ Section of the Board of Trade
would be desirable, my time has been so fully occupied with
other matters having precedence, that I have been unable to give
the time rccessary to anything like an extended or satisfactory re-
port.  With this explanation, | will state for the information of the
Board, that the Manufacturers’ Section has had but a short exist-
ence, having been formed in March last.

I am glad to report to you, hiowever, that in the time which has
elapsed since its formation, it has been demonstrated to the satisfac.
tion of the members of the Section that such an organization is not
only desirable for those immediately concerned in it, but is also desir-
able in a larger sense in the interest of the Board and of the pub-
lic, and I desire now, on behalf of the Section, to say, that the
cordial support and co-operative action of the Council in the recom-
mendations made by the Section, lias been very gratifying to the
members of the Section, which they have on more than one occasion
expressed, and which, I feel sure, it will be gratifying to them to
have represented,

On one oceasion since its formation the Section has been repre-
sented before the Government at Ottawa in relation to proposed
legislation, which was felt to be inimical to large business interests
in the City of Toronto, and the Province of Ontario. Tt is gratifying
to the Manufacturers’ Section to he able to report to you that its
representations were not without efiect, as evidenced by legislation
which has been given since that time. If time served, I would
present at length to you for the consideration of the Board, the
necessity that undoubtedly exists that there should be a change in
the attitude of our press and public toward manufacturing ; the
general trend of discussion being such that a partizanship has
been created for and against the industries of the country which
come under the head of Manufactures. It must be obvious to
the most superficial thinker that a diversity of employment is indis-
pensable to the continued prosperity of the country, and that the
question i8 not simply one of local interest, but really carries with it
such significance that it must be classed as a national question, and
one aflecting not the immediate alone, but the ultimate destinies of
the country.

The Manufacturers’ Section has instructed me to present for con-
sideration the question of Intercolonial communication, especially as
affecting freights. The common carrier of this country, like the rest
of us, has in view the interest of his Shareholder, and the interests
of the country at large are sometimes subordinated thereto in a
degree, which, even from a business standpoint, and that the point
of view of the railway, is not statesmanlike or likely to be profitable
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in the end. T could present to you facts covering a large range of
experience which show that universally the Manufacturer of Canada
is at a disadvantage in our own markets. This is especially the case
in relation to the trade of the more distant provinces, but is not
confined to this, as may be illustrated by the fact which, T believe, is
well sustained, that freights from Chicago to London, Ont., are as
low as from Toronto to the same point. This suggests the consider-
ation as to the charge made per mile by our own railways from the
horder to London, as compared with the haulage from Toronto to
London, and it appears that in this case there is discrimination
against Canada and Canadian producers.

In closing this brief and very unsatisfactory report of the opera-
tion of the Manufacturers’ Section, I would state that there is a
general concurrence amongst those who have heen so far associated
with the Section, that co-operative action, which is afforded by this
method of operation, is very desirable, and that questions of public
interest are more likely to be influenced by the Board of Trade, be-
cause of the existence of the Section, than would be the case with-
out its existence, all of which is respectfully submitted.

ANNUAL REeporT oF THE LUMBER SECTION OF THE BOARD OF
Trape oF THE City oF Toronto, 1894,

In the beginning of the year there were great expectations of a
large export demand for lumber for the United States'trade These
were based on the fact that there had been a six months’ stoppage
of trade, and that indications were now tending towards a revival
of business.

The stocks of lumber carried over from 1893 to 1894 were not
even as large as usual, and prices were firm, but the delay on the
part of the United States Congress and Senate in settling the Tariff
question held trade in suspense until about the 1st of August, and,
as aresult, the lumber business was at a complete standstill for nearly
eight months, and buying confined to almost actual daily needs.
This resulted in a large decrease in the consumption, and had the
effect of increasing the stock at manufacturing points ; it also made
manufacturers more anxious to dispose of their lumber, as the season
was drawing to a close, than they had been during the early part of
the year.

In October and November there was a more active movement in
lumber than had been shown in any of the previous months. The
statement of receipts from such harbors as Buffalo, Tonawanda and
Oswego show a large falling off in the volume of business during the
year 1394, Still, it is a noteworthy fact that prices for Canadian
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lumber have shown very little shrinkage, and perhaps in regard to
no other commodity can it be said that values have remained as
stable under such adverse conditions.

In the City of Toronto the building trade has been almost sus-
pended owing to the depression in real estate, and local business
has been very light.

In Western Ontario also trade has shown a considerable falling
off in volume. The small towns and villages which depend upon
the farming community for support have been stagnant, and farmers
have bought very little building material,

For lumber manufacturers and dealers the year’s business has been,
on the whole, slow and unprofitable.

During the latter part of the season there was a fair demand from
the Old Country for timber and deals, and this branch of the busi-
ness is said to have been profitable to those engaged in it.

It is too early to forecast the futnre of the trade for 1895, Tvall
depends on the quantity of stock that may reach the mills, and the
demands that may be created from outside points.

I he demand from the United States up to the present time and the
enquiries have not been as large as was confidently anticipated. How-
ever, trade is generally looked upon as being in a more healthy condition
than it was a year ago, from the fact that stocks in retailers’ hands
are very light and the mills in this portion of Ontario are not carry-
ing any larger stocks than they were at a corresponding date in
1894,

The general policy of those engaged in the business this winter
has been to reduce the cut for the coming year. If thisisdone to the
extent that it is anticipated we hope, by the fall to see the lumber
business in a much better condition than at the present writing.

ReporT oF THE TANNER'S SECTION OF THE BoArD or TrapE OF
TaE Ciry oF ToronTO.

It is somewhat difficult to prepare a proper and comprehensive
report of the tanning industry of 1894 on so short a notice as that
given me. As, however, the Tanner’s Section of the Board was only
formed near the end of the year, a voluminous report will probably
not be expected.

The trade in leather and hides during the year, up to within the
last three or four months, did not show very marked improvement
on that of the preceding twelve months, during which tanners, with
other manufacturers, suffered by the prevalent great depression.
Trade opened up with slow traffic for the first quar-er of the year.
The uncertainty connected with the tariff legislation during spring,
and the subsequent reduction of the duty on black leathers from
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20 to 17} per cent., and that on sole leather from 15 per cent. ad.
val. and } cent per Ib. spec. to 15 per cent. ad. val. only (resulting
in the importation of quantities of leather from the United States
at panic prices) did certainly not tend to improve matters with the
tanning trade of Canada.

Business fluctuated from spring until about August, when it im-
proved somewhat. The fall months and the balance of the year
were characterized by a considerably firmer feeling, although great
difficulty was experienced in obtaining advances on prices, owing
chiefly to the lack of animation in trade generally. Advances actu-
ally obtained were most reluctantly paid. The buying was lurgely
for immediate requirements only. The call during the greater part
of the year was for the cheaper grades of nearly all descriptions, the
better selections having been comparatively neglected.

Of the hide market, it may be said that although prices ruled
somewhat low up to about July, they began to advance in August ;
the prices since then have been stoutly maintained, and, in fact,
largely increased, closing in December with meagre offerings, a
strong and excited market, and with values away beyond the pro-
portionate prices of leather. The advance on hides from the mid-
summer prices was from 30 (thirty) to 50 (fifty) per cent., whereas
leather has barely advanced more than an average of 5 (five) per cent.
This, from the tanner’s standpoint, desperate state of affairs, was one
of the causes of the formation of the tanner’s branch, giving them
more frequent opportunity to meet together to discuss, and, as far.
as possible, remedy this unfortunate condition, by intelligent and
concerted action in the buying of raw material and disposing of the
finished product. How soon the desired ends may be accomplished
remains to be seen. One thing, however, seems certain, viz, that,
even if the much desired improvement be attained, an era of small
profits for tanners has set in. It seems to have “come to stay.”
The volume of business must make up for the reduced margin.
Modern and improved, but expensive, machinery, equipments and
methods must take the place of the older ones. Concentration of
thought and energy to the production of fewer lines in each indi-
vidual tannery seems also to be the order of the day.

The matter of hide inspection in the various centres, as also the
adoption of a uniform system of bark measurement, are likely to re-
ceive the attention of this Section of the Board at an early date, as
will also the important question of terms of credit.

One remarkable fact stands forth prominently in connection with
the tanning trade of 1894, viz: Leather was cheaper (and hides
also for a short time), than during any time within the last half cen-
tury, or even longer.

A strong feature of the Canadian hide market has been that
American %}uyers have, within the last six months, scoured the
Dominion, shipping hides and skins to the United States from all
points. In this somewhat indirect but unavoidable way, the tan-
ning trade here was in the half year past unfavorably affected by
the general improvement of trade in the United States.

Tanners here have further disadvantages, one of which is that the
price of hemlock bark is continually advancing, owing to the fact
that thousands of cords are shipped annually from our forests to
the United States. When it is considered how large an area of
bark lands requires to be stripped each year to supply the tanneries
of our own country, and further consider the limited supply of hem-
lock bark here, it seems positively wrong that this Canadian product,
when in so limited supply, should not be reserved for Canadian use.

T am quite confident that the Tanners' Section of the Board
has a field of great usefulness before it.

A decided and general improvement in business is confidently
looked for in the near future by this branch of the trade. Tanners
and holders of leather have for some time not been forcing sales,
being fully confident as to the future values of all classes of leather,
the stocks of which, at the end of the year, were light, and held
mostly by those who can afford to keep them until their value is
obtainable.

The inverse ratio as to values of leather and hides cannot be
maintained. The former must advance in price very materially, or
prices of hides must decline, which latter, by all indications, seems
improbable, except, perhaps, for inferior quality. It is, therefore,
safe to predict and expect a better and proportionate market for
leather during the year just entered upon.

I trust that this fond hope may be realized, and that the year
1895 may be a progressive and profitable one for the trade and
commercial interests of our fair Dominion.

In conclusion I beg to render my compliments to the leather trade
fraternity and to my fellow-followers of this important, ancient and
honorable calling.

Report oF THE WHOLESALE BOOK AND STATIONERY SECTION OF
THE BoaArDp oF TrADE oF THE Ciry or ToroNTO.

The book trade of the year has not been marked by any very special
features. The prevailing depression in business, resting upon the con-
tinent in general, has not been without its effects on this line of trade.

It is not eesy to make a definite estimate, but the general opinion
is that the bulk of trade has been considerably less than that of
1893. While some of the wholesale book houses report a larger
turnover, this, no doubt, may be attributed to the fact of certain
competing houses having gone out of the business. Keen competi-
tion has made serious inroads upon profits. The great departmental
stores in the cities have become an important factor in the trade, by
disposing of many books which have a fixed and well-known price,
without ;I)‘mﬁt., for the purpose of advertising their other depart-
ments. This has had a disastrous effect on the trade generally.
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In the stationery line, much the same condition of things is re-
ported. Many of the United States paper houses, whose trade had
suffered by the financial panic of the year, have sought the more
vigorously to secure a share of the Canadian trade. This, coupled with
the keen and unhealthy competition of some of the Canadian paper
mills, has militated against the legitimate trade of the paper dealers,

The book trade is not without its grievances. Among these, the
existing inequalities in the collection of customs duties form one of
some moment. This is felt particularly by the newsdealers. Maga-
\ zines, such as fashion magazines, etc., are subjected to a varying
( rate of duty at different ports of entry, and it often happens that
subscribers who order direct from the publishers, not only have
their magazines but also their books come in free from duty, and in
the cities have them delivered by the P. O. carrviers, while the news-
dealer has invariably to pay the duty and accept delivery at the
Post Office.  When it is considered that the duty on some magazines
amounts to ten cents per copy, the disadvantage to the dealer is
glaringly evident.

It is thought a remedy for these inequalities is to be found in a
uniform ruling being sent from the Customs Department at Ottawa
to every port of entry.

Another disadvantage under which the book trade labors is in
the postal regulations, which largely discriminate against the Cana-
dian publisher and bookseller, to the advantage of the United States
dealer, our postal rate on paper-covered books being 4c. per 1b,
while the United States rate is only lc. per 1b. Thus it is cheaper
for a merchant at any distance from our distributing centres to pur-
chase in New York, as the saving in postage by so doing is equal to
$3.00 per 100 1bs.

There is not the rigid protection of Canadian copyrights that the
owners of these copyrights are entitled to. Cheap editions from the |
American publishers are allowed in by post, particularly in the
smaller towns.

The Book and Stationery Section are unanimous in the assertion
of the absolute right of Canada to legislate for herself in copyright
matters. They stand firmly by the Copyright Act of 1889, and
urge upon the new Premier, Sir Mackenzie Bowell, to maintain '
Canadian rights in this matter as zealously as did the late lamented
head of the Government, Sir John Thompson. Our interests have
too long been sacrificed for the benefit of the English publisher, and
it is but natural that the Canadian publisher should resent the com-
mon practice of English houses in handing over the Canadian mar-
ket to the United States publisher.

The new tariff regulations, admitting free of duty all books con-
signed to Public Libraries, Mechanics’ Institutes, and University
and College Libraries, etc., have proved unsatisfactory, even to the
parties for whose benefit they were framed. The rules pertaining
to the admission of free books must lead to unfair discrimination.

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The present membership of the Board is 921, made up as follows :
737 resident members and 184 non-resident members, Of these
851 are subscribers to the Gratuity Fund, 93 arve Life Members,
71 members have been elected, qualifying by transfer to themselves
of outstanding certificates. Twelve members have died, ten of
whom were participants in the Gratuity Fund.

During the year application having been made for leave to form
a Manufacturers’ Section of the Board, the same was accordingly
granted, and the By-laws for the governance of the Section having
heen submitted, were approved and sanctioned by the Council.

The important subject of the establishment of a Toronto Chamber
of Arbitration, as suggested in the recent Annual Report of the
Board, demanded the early consideration of the Council, and the
matter was placad in the hands of a speeial committee who reported
that the suggestions made in the recent Annual Report to the
members of the Board for extending the benefits of Arbitration, so
that persons other than members of the Board could participate
therein had been favorably considered by the Attorney-General, Sir
Oliver Mowat, who had signified his willingness to bring in a Bill for
this purpose during the present session of the Legislative Assembly.
The Council were much gratitied at receiving this report, and the
Committee were instructed to prepare the Rules and Regulations
for the prop r administration of the Chamber, These having been
submitted and approved, a Special General Meeting of the Board
was held on the 25th of June for the purpose of balloting for the
election of 25 persons to form the Chamber of Arbitration, under
the “Boards of Trade General Arbitration Act 1894.” Messrs. John
Carrick and M. McLaughlin were appointed scrutineers of the
ballot. The scrutineers reported the following gentlemen elected

The Directors of the Industrial Exhibition Association of Toronto
having petitioned the Dominion Government for the right to hold a
Dominion Exhibition at the City of Toronto in the year 1895, and
for a grant to aid in so doing, your Council cheerfully joined in the
petition, being of the opinion that it would be in the interests of the
country that such an Exhibition should be held in this city.
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The attention of the Council having heen directed to the follow-
ing Bills introduced in the Legislature of Ontario during the recent
session, viz, :—

No. 61, - Entitled, An Act to exempt Homestead from forced sales,
and to provide for setting off and registering the same.

No. 62 —Entitled, An Act to abolish Personal Covenants in Mort-
unges.

No. 79.-- Entitled, An Act respecting the personal liability of Mort-
gagors and others for Mortgage Money.

instructed the Legislative Committee of the Council to consider
them, and the Committee reported as follows :—

The main object of the fivst and last of these Bills is to prevent Mort-
gagors from becoming personally liable for the performance of the coven-
ants contained in the wortgage.  The effect of this provision, if it be-
comes law, will be to place all mortgages on the same level regardless of
the character and standing of the mortgagor.  No man will be permitted
to make himself responsible ; personal character and responsibility being
eliminated from all such trausactions, they will necessarily be restricted
within the narrowest lines,

Your Committee belicve that the public interest is not promoted by
such legislation as that proposed, the men of character and pecuniary re-
sponsibility should not be deprived by legal enactments of the benefits
their position legitimately brings to them, and should not be denied the
right to enter into contracts binding upon themselves, if they see it to
their interest, or feel disposed to do so.

One of these Bills also proposes to interfere with rights acquired under
already existing contracts, which would establish a dangerous precedent,
and which your Committee feel assured the Legislature will not consent

O,

Bill No. 61 provides that under certain conditions landed property
oceupied by the owner may be registered as a Homestead, and after that
such proveny shall be exempted from seizure under execution ; and that
until such exemption be cancelled such property cannot be sold or mort-
gaged. This exemption is continued after the death of an owner in favor
of a surviving wife or husband and children, and cannot be removed until
the youngest child becomes of age.

It may well be questioned whether it is desirable to re-introduce, even
in this modified form, the law of entail which was abolished in Canada
several years ago, but in any case your Committee submit that if this Bill
becomes law, provision should be made for preventing property being
fraudulently placed under the Act, so as to be heyond the reach of cre-
ditors for debts before contracted.

This report was concurred in, and representations duly made to
the Government.

A memorial from the Dry Goods Section of the Board was sub-
mitted for the consideration of the Council, the same setting forth
that :

Whereas taxation on personalty in the Province of Ontario is unfairly
levied, throwing the burthen of taxation on the classes least able to bear
it, and freeing to a large extent the capital of the wealthy and retired,

And whereas the value of real estate depends largely upon the condition
of business and manufactures, and unless business and manufactures
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flourish the laboring population cannot find employment and real estate
becomes depressed in value,

And whereas the taxation of capital in manufactures and business is
discouraging and detrimental to investment in manufactures and business
and to the general interest of the whole Province, and does not exist in
other countries, except in sections of the United States,

And whereas Mr. Waters has a Bill (No 66) hefore the Legislature rec-
tifying this unjust and economic blunder,

Resonven that we, the Wholesale Dry Goods Section of the Board of
Trade, approve of his Bill which seeks to tax the personalty of all citizens
alike, equally and uniformly on income derived from investments or protit
from business.

And we pray that the suine way become law,

The memorial was concarred in by the Council and representa-
tions duly made to the Government.

The Council were waited upon hy a delegation from the Manu-
facturers’ Section with respect to sundry Tarift changes affecting the
Iron Industry, and after hearing the delegates the following resolu-
tion was carried unanimously : —

** Having heard a delegation of the Manufacturers’ Section of the Board,
““who complain that the recent Taritf changes have largely reduced the
“duties upon certain mnufactured goods without affording the manu-
¢ facturers of the same a proportionate redu_tion in the duty upon the
*“raw materials entering into the same ;"

* Resonvep, Tuar the Conncil of the Board of Trade of the City of
“Toronto désires to express its sympathy with the views of the manu-
“facturers so aftected, particularly as regards the continued high duties
“upon Pig Iron, Bar Iron, Steel and other raw materials, and while this
* Council is of the opinion that the development of the Iron Industry is
‘“in the interest of Canada, they believe that assistance to the same should
““ be more largely by way of bounty on Pig Iron and Puddled Bars, and
““should not be, in view of the recent reduction in the Tariff’ upon manu-
*factured goods, by the maintenance of a tax upon raw material.”

** ResoLven, Trar the Manufacturers’ Section of this Board be author-
‘“ized to appoint a deputation to proceed to Ottawa to lay these views
““ before the Dominion Government,”

A General Meeting of the Board was held on May Tth, for the
purpose of extending a welcome to the Honorable Robert Reid,
Minister of Defence, Victoria, N.S.W,  Mr. Reid was received by
the members of the Board in the Rotunda, at 3.30 pan., and de-
livered a most eloquent and able address. On motion of Mr, Calde-
cott, seconded by Mr. Wilkie a hearty vote of thanks was tendered
the Hon. Mr. Reid. Prior to this meeting, the distinguished visitor
was entertained at luncheon by the Council of the Board at the
Queen’s Hotel.

The important subject of proper Pire Protection was considered,
and a strong resolution unanimously adopted urging tuat one or
more Steam Fire Engines should be provided for use in the City
without delay, and a Committee was appointed to join with the
Toronto Fire Underwriters’ Association in making representations to
the Fire and Light Committee of the City Council — The urgent re-
presentations availed not, and many of our merchants and othiers
are suffering to-day hy reason of the refusal of the City Counctl,
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During the session of the Dominion Parliament it was sought to
introduce an Act respecting Detective Corporations and Mercantile
Agencies,  Your Council, having had the Bill under careful con-
sideration, resolved that the clauses therein relating to Mercantile
Agencies were unnecessary and uncalled for, there heing no demand
on the part of the business public for legislation in this direction,
and no apparent abuses that would be remedied by this Act.  The
Council were strongly of opinion that the passage of this Act would
be highly detrimental to commercial interests and seriously affect
business,  Representations were accordingly made to the Govern-
ment and the Bill was thrown out.

At the request of the City Council, a Committee was appointed to
co-operate in promoting the success of the Deep Water Ways Con-
vention, but without committing the Board to the support of any
particular scheme.,  The following resolution was unanimously
adopted and given to the delegates to present to the Convention .—
Movep, SEcONDED AND RESOLVED,—

““ TraT this Convention would respectfully urge upon the Dominion
*“ Government the necessity for the speedy completion of the work of
‘“ deepening the Canals in the St. Lawrence Channel to 14 feet between
‘* the Grest Lakes and the Sea.”

On behalf of the Committee Mr. Blain submitted the following
report :—
RE DEEP WATER WAYS CONVENTION, '

To the Coreiil of the Board of Trade :

Your Committee appointed to co-operate with the Committee of the
City Council beg to report,

Your Committee were appointed on the assurance of the Chairman of
the City Council Committie that the arrangements for the Conventicn
would be managed exclusively by the joint Committee of the City Council
and the Board of Trade. After the appointment and confirmation of
your committee on these terms others were added to the joint Committee.
This may account for the Board of Trade members not taking an active
part in the affairs of the Convention

I exceedingly regret this aspect of the case, because if the members of
your Committee had taken an active interest in arranging for the Con-
vention it would doubtless have been more creditable to the city. As it
was, our visitors when they reached here, as stated by them, found mat-
ters in a4 very unsatisfactory condition, and were obliged to take hold of
the Convention and run it, Fortunately for the credit of the city, Mr,
Oliver Howland was placed upon the principal Committee,

A number of ably prepared papers and addresses were given the Con-
vention, and by this means much valusble information has been collected
having an important bearing upon the question of Deep Water Ways
from the Great Lakes to the ~ca. 1 regard this feature as the chief bene-
fit to be derived from the Convention.

In accordance with your instructions, the tollowing motion was pre-
sented to the Convention and referred to the Committee on Resolutions
for its consideration and report,

RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF GHE BJ)ARD OF TRADE OF THE CITY OF
TORONTO, SEPTEMBER 1771, 1804,

Moved, Seconded and Resolved,
“That this convention would respectfully urge upon the Dominion

R —
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“Government the necessity for the speedy completion of the work of
““deepening the Canals to fourteen feet on the St, Lawrence Channel be-
““tween the Great Lakes and the Sea.” '

The manner of dealing with the motion was so peculiar as to deserve
more than a passing reference. The Committee on Resolutions on the
afterncon of the last day of the Convention brought in their first report
recommending a platform, a permanent organization on Deep Water
Ways, and certain resolutions which were considered to be in harmony
with the scope of the Convention, and aunounced that all other resolu-
tions not 8o recommended were ruled out as not within the call of the
Convention. Immediately after this announcement a member introduced
a motion, part of wh ch was similar to your motion. The Chairman ruled
this motion in order ; the further point of order was, however, taken that
it had not been referred to the Committee on Resolutions. Tt was for
this reason ruled out of order.

I then inquired after your motion stating that it was in terms which the
Chairman had just ruled as within the scope of the Convention, and that
it had been duly referred to the Resolution Committee.  The Chairman of
the Committee stated that the motion of the Board of Trade had been
ruled out of order by the Committee as not withn the call of the
Convention.

It now became my duty to point out that the Chaivinan of the Con-
vention, who had discharged his duties with marked ability, had declared
your motion a proper one, while the Chairman of the Committee on
Resolutions had declared it an improper one, and that I would therefore
request these gentlemen to adjust their opinions after which T would de-
cide what course to take,

. My, Saydani. Chiaivman of the Committee on Resolations, in open Con-
vention requested me to come to the Committee, and stated that the mo-
tion could be so worded as to meet the views of all partics  This pro-
posal 1 at onee accepted, and in order to feel sure that the views of the
Council of the Board of Trade were properly represented and guarded, 1
requested My J. Herbert Mason to accompany me  He consented and
we appeared before the Committee in the evening and stated your views
as we understood them, to the Committee. A member of the Committee
drew up a resolution which hoth Mr. Mason and myself accepted as satis-
factory, and which we assumed to be satisfactory to the Committee.

The Conmittee some time afterwards entered the Convention and re-

sorted other business, but made no mention of your motion.  What made
it the more apparent that the omission had been deliberate was that the
motion was twice enquired for hy other members of the Convention w.th-
out uny response from the Committee. I felt that my duty had been dis-
charged and decided to make no further call for the motion. By this
time 1 was per-uaded that the Convention had been eaptured in the in-
terests of the west, and that the Committee had determined to ignore the
opinions of the Toronto Board of Trade. It was clear to me that the
delegates from the Western States did not consider that 14 feet down the
St. Lawrence would be sufficient improvement on the present route
through United States territory to warrant them in vecommending such &
change, and had determined, without reasonable consideration for Cana-
dian interests, not to support anything less than 21 feet.

The Convention closed without the matter having been again referred
to by the Committee, notwithstanding such a course was a violation of
the compact made with me on the floor of the Convention. T would
therefore recommend that the Board of Trade place on record its disap-
proval of the methods adopted by the Convention and of the decision of
the Committee on Resolutions in ruling out of order, as not within the
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call of the Convention, your motion, dealing with the progress of a work
which when completed will so largely affect the Carrying Trade.

1 would also eall your attention to the following facts :

Ist *“The improvement required for the development of the trade
with the Great West and with the Sea-Board” was part of the basis of
Confederation, and it was stated at the time that ** Our canal system must
be improved, so as to accommodate the large trade that is coming from
the North-West.”

2nd. In 1874, the Dominion Government adopted the policy of enlarg-
ing the capacity of water-ways between the great lakes and the sea, the
canals to be 14 feet deep, the locks 270 feet long, and 45 feet wide.

3rd.  On the 19th of March, 1890, the Premier of the Dominion as-
sured a joint deputation of the Hamilton, Kingston, Montreal and Toron-
to Boards of Trade that the work of enlarging and deepening the St.
Lawrence canals would be *‘ completed, with all speed, in i} years.”

4th. The action of the Government in dealing with the required im-
provement of our great national water-way, has been dilatory and un-
satisfactory,

6th. Without constant pressure, there is great danger of unnecessary
delay.

I would, therefore, further recommend that a memorial be presented to
the Dominion Government, praying for the speedy completion of the
work of improving the St. Lawrence canals, in accordance with the policy
adopted by Parliament, and that such joint action be taken, by the vari-
ous Boards of Trade, as may be best calculated to urge these views upon
the members of the Dominion Legislature.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

Advice has since been received that the Doards of Trade wen-
tioned have cordially approved of the resolution, and signified their
willingness to co-operate at any time.

A requisition having been made to the President asking that a
General Meeting of the Board be called for the purpose of consider-
ing the subject of Deep Water Ways, and to consider the advis-
ability of adopting the platform of and affiliation with the Deep
Water Ways Association, a meeting of the Board was held on Octo-
ber 22nd.

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The resolution was put to the meeting and declared lost, tive
voting for and sixty-three against.

Carried without a dissenting vote.

A deputation consisting of The Mayor, Ald. Shaw, Crawford, Me-
Murrich, the President of the Railway Co., with Mr. C. C. Farr of
Haileyburg, waited upon the Council with respect to the speedy
construction of the Nipissing and James Bay Railway, and the fol-
lowing resolution was unanimously adopted :—

MoVED AND SECONDED,—

“Tuar wHEREAS the commercial interests of this Province demand a
‘gpeedy opening up of our Northern Territory, not only to atford our
““merchants, lumbermen and others access to the trade now being done
*“in that district, but more especially to give them the facilities for in-
**creasing it, thus taking advantage of the resources of the country, the
“ extent of which, from recent explorations. is now hecoming known, and
““already gives evidence of considerable traflic. ~ Access to the southern
“boundary of North Ontario was accomplished by the building of the
¢ Pacific Junction Railway, now part of the Grand Trunk Railway, end-
““ing at North Bay, where connection is made with the C.P.R. system,
““The most desirable access to the territory in question, so far as this Pro-
““vinee is concerned, is the construction of a line of railway northward
“from North Bay.”

“The Nipissing and James Bay Railway Co. have secured a charter
“for the building of such a road, and have secured from the Govern-
““ments of the Province of Ontario and the Dominion of Canada subsidies
“of 86,200 a mile, towards its construction, which places the Company in
*“ the position so frequently recommended by this Board,”

The grain Section of the Board having submitted for the approval
of the Council a resolution with respect to the mixing of Manitoba
Wheat, the same was adopted as the report of the Council. and
copies ordered to be forwarded to the Comptroller of ‘nland Revenue,
with a strong expression of disapprobation at the course being pur-
sued by the Inspector.

At a Special General Meeting of the Board held Nov. 6th, the fol-
lowing additions were made to By-law No, 12—

(n) At meetings for the nomination of Officers Members of Council,
Members of the toard of Arbitration, or of any other standing Committee
of the Board, no member shall be nominated for any office, or as a mem-
ber of any such Board or Committee, unless he be present at such nom-
ination and signify his willingness to act or shall have filed his consent in
writing to be so nominated with the Secretary.

(0) Members of the Board whose residence and place of business is out-
side the limits of the City of Toronto inay vote at all meetings of the
Board for the election of Officers or Members of the Board of Arbitration,

T
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or of any standing Committee of the Board, without being personally
present at such meetings ; such vote to be given in the manner following :
With the notice of meeting sent to each member there shall be sent ballot
papers containing the names of persons nominated and to be voted for at
the meeting called by such notice, together with a card showing him to be
qualified to vote at such election, and an envelope addressed to the Seru-
tineers appointed. or to he appointed, to take such vote in such manner
and form and addressed as the Council of the Board shall prescribe and
procure to be printed upon envelopes to be used for that purpose, the
ballot papers when marked to be deposited in such envelope, and the same
to be sea'ed and returned to the Scrutineers in an onter envelope ad-
dressed to the Scrutineers, either by delivery to the Secretary, or at his
office, or through the mail, such last mentioned outer envelope to contain
also the card sent by the Secretary to such member, and such card to bear
his signature, whereby it may be shown to the Scrutineers that such ballot
papers are sent to them by a person duly qualified to vote in such manner
at such eleetion, and such inner envelope containing the said ballot papers
shall not he opened. except by the Scrutineers, and at the proper time for
taking the vote, and the same shall be so opened, and the ballot papers
therein contained so disposed of, that the votes cast thereby shall be and
remain secret as fully as in the case of other ballot papers.

A petition having been received from members of the Board en-
gaged in the tanning business, asking leave to form a Section, to be
known as the Tanners' Section of the Board, and submitting con-
stitution and by-laws for the consideration of the Council, and the
By-laws having been approved, leave was granted accerdingly.

The attention of the Council having been directed to the law with
respect to “ Tenants’ Fixtures,” a Committee was appointed to con-
sider and report upon the question.

Rerorr or Commirree,— Your Committee, re Tenants’ Fixtures,
after careful consideration recommended that the present short form
of lease he amended so as to free it from misleading forms, which at
present under the words “leave the premises in good repair,” really
means that the tenant must leave on the leased premises the build-
tnys erected and fietures thereon, the word fixtures being held to ex-
tend to all articles nailed or serewed to the building—an interpreta-
tion leading to much injustice

We further recommend that the Statute be amended so that a
landlord eannot claim a lien for rent beyond one year before, and
three months after, failure of tenant, and that anything beyond this
be only an ordinary and unpreferved claim against the dehtor's es-
tate

We also recommend that an Assignee or Liquidator, should, in
case of insolvency of tenant have the right toelect to retain the
premises for any portion of the unexpired time of lease, by paying
rent as provided in the lease, and that in the case of fire, rent
should cease until the building destroyed should be rebuilt.

We turther recommend that the Municipal Act be amended, so
that the taxes should only be levied npon property against whom the
the taxes are assessed, and that tax collectors shall collect the taxes
from the goods and chattels upon any property before returning the
roll to the Treasurer,
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The recormendations of the Committee were concurred in, and a
copy of the report forwarded to the Attorney-General.

The following resolution was adopted by the Council, with regard
to the death of Nir. J. S. D. Thompson, and a copy ordered to be
suitably engrossed and forwarded to Lady Thompson :—

Acknowledgment of the receipt of the same has been duly receiv-
ed from Lady Thompson.

A further resolution was unanimously adopted, and copies ordered
to be presented to the Premier of the Dominion and the Hon, Wil-
frid Laurier,

Grers 10 THE Boarp.— During the year handsome gifts bave been
received from two members of the Board.- W. R. Brock, Esq,, and
W. H. Beatty, Esq, Q.C. That from W. H. Brock, Esq. (a mem-
ber of the Council for many years), being a beautiful and costly
marble bust of Her Majesty the Queen, mounted on pedestal of
New Brunswick marble. This magnificent work of art was brought
by the generous donor from Rome, being the work of Sig. Andreoni,
and is a welcome reminder of one who is profoundly respected and
beloved by the Canadian people.

That she has a tender regard for her subjects throughout the Em
pire has been recently emphasized by her touching, heartfelt sorrow
with Canada and the bereaved family under the deep shadow of a
great nationai and family affliction.
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The gift from W. H. Beatty, Esq., Q.C., the Board’s solicitor, is
a handsomely framed oil portrait of the late J. G. Worts, who for
many years took a very active part in the early history of the Board,
being President from 1865 to 1870, and therefore divected the affairs
of the Board a quarter of a century ago, and to him was largely due
its influence and importance,

This is the first of the early Presidents of the Board whose por-
trait adorns the walls of the Council chamber, and it is greatly to be
desired that the example set by Mr. Beatty will be followed by others,

The Board is gratefully indebted to these gentlemen for this fur-
ther evidence of their continued interest in its welfare.

FLOUR AND GRAIN STANDARDS, 1894-95. — Pursuant to the amended
provisions of the Inspection Act, Messrs, Thos, Flynn, N. H. Baird,
J. L. Spink and W. D). Matthews (Chairman) were appointed by
Order-in-Council as the representatives from this Board at the meet-
ing held in Toronto, 1 1th September, 1894, for the selection of Stan-
dards of Grain grown east of Port Arthur: and at the meeting held
in Winnipeg, 21st September, 1894, for the selection of Standards of
Grain grown west of Port Arthur, the Board’s representatives were,
Messrs, Geo A, Chapman and J. J. Hunt, London. For the selec-
tion of the Dominion Flouwr Standards, at Montreal, on November
Oth, 1894, tle Beard was represented by Messes, W, Galbraith and
J. L Spink.

The Connnittee appointed by the Council, and known under the
provisions of By-law 20 as the House Committee, has discharged its
duties with commendable zeal. During the year the walls and ceil:
ings of the halls, corridors and lavatories have been cleaned and
painted in a very satisfactory manner, and the walls and ceilings of
the Council chamber have been suitably decorated, so as to harmon-
ize with the woodwork, and to give due effect to the portraits that
are expected to adorn its walls—one is already in place, reference to
which is made elsewhere in this Report.

New cables have been supplied for the elevators, and the engi-
neering and janitor’s departments of the building have been managed
with good judgment, and have been courteously controlled.

The most troublesome year that has wearied the souls of business
men for many years is the one just closed, and our Board, as well as
the business community the world over, has felt the effects of the
unusual depression. But a reference to the Treasurer’s Report will
show that our numerical strength remains unbroken, and that there
are no uncollected dues for 1894, Tt is also eminently gratifying to
be able to report that the payment of the dues for 1895 are in ad-
vance of any period since the adoption of the By-law requiring the
payment of dues on or before the 2nd of January in each year.
