We have only admiration
for the gentlemanly reporters con
nected with many of our dailies, who
attend to their business in a legitimate
manner, but all men must surely held in
contempt those Paul Prye of the press
who are forever doggiing the footsteps of
our most distinguished citizzns, It is
scarcely neceesary to say that the items
recently appearing in the /World concern-
ing the movements and motives of the
Bishops of Oatario, are merely the
nonsensical inventions of a penny.a
liner.

THE trial in regard to the “Removal”
of Bremner's furs is still in progress,
The case can be stated very briefly:
General Middleton, from Eongland, was
placed in command ot the troops during
the North-West troubles. While en

.duty in that country he came across a

gentleman ramed Bremner, a half.breed,
who was poszessed of furs to the value
of $6000, The General ordered
his stock in trade to be con-
fiscated, and gave instructions to have
some of the furs divided up amongst
his friends, the bslance to be forwarded
to some point where it was thought he
would afterwards receive them for his
own use, He states, however, that he
did not benefit by them, It is thought
the committee will recommend a grant
of money from the public funds to make
good the loss, On sccount of the posi-
tion of the person who is responeible for
the loss of the fure, there seems to be too
great a desire to cali his action by some
very soft name, such as ‘“‘appropriation,”
“corfiscation,” “carual advantage,” etc.
Were an ordinary Canadien citizen, who
possezsed 1o bauble :n the shape of a
title from across the ocesn, guilty of &
similar course of uclion, there wouid be
a pretty unanimouz desira to term him
a “thief)” and to treat bic as such, In
the matter of poeitions of preferment it
is not a little scandalous that s0 many
gentlemen from England find their

way €0 eaesily into those places,
while old residents of Canada are
allowed to live and die in the back-
grourd, We are told, in justifi.
cation of this usage, that England and
Canada are under one flag, and that it
would violate propriety to make a noite
about such a condition of thinge. This
contention would have some weight
were the rule allowed to work both ways ;
but who ever heard of a Canadian beiog
spppointed to a lucrative position in
Eogland ?

“A MorHER" writes to the Mail cen-
euring Archbishop Cleary for iseuing a
pestoral for the guidance of his prieste,
¢Mother” should recollect that the Oath-
olic Church is unlike all other churches,
because it has power, and that power
comes from God. But let us for a
moment put acide the claim to divine
power on the part of the Ohurch,
and compare its course of action with
other churches, To be a Mathodist or a
Preabyterian one is required to follow a
certain rule of conduct, Failing in this,
does he not cease to be a member of
either of these churches? Most cer-
tainly he doez; and do we not oiten
read of clerical and lay sdherents of
these systems beirg expelied or dis-
ciplined ? If this is perfectly proper in
a Protestent congregation, how does it
become tyranny in a Oatholic one }

Tae two sysiers are, however, vastly
different as regards suthority, The
Protestant covgregations rule the
churches, They are the sole judges in
the matter of faith and morals. Tae
preacher is but an employee, 12 has,
unlike the bishop and the priest, no
power, no irfluance, no right to com-
mand, He is ordained of man, not of
God. He is the creature of laymen, the
servant of laymen. He is employed by
laymen to preach, and, if not found up
to the standard, he is put away to make
place for another, Let there be any-.
thing scandalously wrong in the body
politic, he may preach and denounce
until dcomsday, but he has no power, no
inflaence,

We will iilustrate this, “Mother,” we
will say, has a beautiful and accomplished
daughter, She gets married. In a few
years her husbaud tires of her. His
aflestions are placed on another who is
perhaps more attractive and possessed
of great wealth, He seeks a diyorce ;
and such decrees are easily precured,
“Mother” seeks advice and comfort from
her mioister, but what can he do for
her? It is the Ilaw. We will
now be told that such things cannot
occur in Canada, Very true; but who
have we to thank for this? The
“medimvaliam” of Quebec, the Catholic
Church, and the watchfulness of such
hercic churchmen as Archbishop Cleary,
Destroy the irfluence of the Catholic
Church and its Bishops, and many a
“Mother” would eoon cry out for its
restoration,

INCONSISTENCY reems to ba & jawel
amonget some of our separated brethren.
At the synod of the Presbyterlaa Church,
held In Montreal a few days ago, a report
was presented, In which regret was ex-
pressed because of the “Increared attend-
ance of Protestant children at Roman
Oatholic schools, In 188S this atteadance
was 806, and in 1889 it numbered 1,202,
On the other hand the attendance of
Roman Catholic children at Protestant
schools had greatly d minished.” It has
alweys boen proclalmed by our friends
that the Catholic Church {s the enemy of
education, If they belleve this to be the
ceee, why do they send thelr chilizen to
Cathollc schools to be educated ?

WintiaM McGANN lives in Toronto,
As a good sound Ocargsman, which we
take it he is, or ought to be, judging from
the way he writes, William McGann thinks
he is in duty bound to send a letter to
the Mail, that spacious commons upon
which is dumped a vast amount of liter-
ary garbage, William McGann hss
made a wonderful diecovery.

edicis of a Church to which they refuse
allegiauce } They can go for comfort
where they bolong, which eurely is not
in the Caurch, It isfree for them to go,
to become Protestants; it is freo for us
to stay, to remain Catholics,”

THE “Equal Righters” are at woik in
Manitoba, but their movements give
them small claim to this title. “Equal
Hypocrites” would fit much more appro.

A Freemsson publication in Europe,
the Gazette du Mids, lately published a
circular which will open the eyes of a
certain sleepy class of Oatholics to the
aims of modern Freemasonry, and the
importauce these prople attach to secur.
ing full control of the education of the
children in every land, Tais circular
declares that the aim of Freemasonry is
to rescue Citbolics from the slavery in
which their religion keeps them. To
accomplish this, Catholic influence must
be got rid of in the schools, thus :

“Teaching snd education in the
schools should in an especial manner
preoccupy the brethren. They will keep
watch in order that Catholics may be
excluded both from educational posts
and from all public cflices, so that the
schools of the city, as well as the col-
leges, lyceums and technical institutes
may show themselves indifferent or
hostile to Catholicism, and that all ia-
struction, excluding religious sentiment
altogether, may be given on a purely
rationalistic basis. Tae superior schools
should be in the hands only of the
bretbren, or of their allies, the liberals
and freethinkers : the greater the weak-
ness hitherto displayed in the struggle
in this direction the more obvious is it
that the time has now come to engage
in it with energy and boldness.” That
these things may be brought about suc-
cessfully tne circular gives these inatru-
tions ;

“In order to dominate education more
securely lot us more especially avail
oureelves of two mesns, Tae first con-
sists in provoking & movement tending
to withdraw the schools from the muni
cipaiities in order to place them directly
IN THE HANDS OF THE STATE
Ia order to attain this result, the com-
munal administrations must be re:
proached with the want of certificated
teachers, and it must be showa that the
communee, by reason of their etrugg'e
for local interests, do not rise to the
level of the educational mission. The
second mothod consists in promiging the
masters and mistresses higher emolu-
ments from the state; while it will be
necessary at the same time to discredit
in the eyes of the people such as refuse
to renounce their forwer religious pre-
Judiciee, in order to forse them to resign
the posts they occupy so much to the
detriment of the progress of bumsnity.

“There remaios a third means, that
of exalting to family sauthorities the
advantsges of ra‘ionalist educatios, and
exaggerating a3 much as possible
suytning that can be laid to the
charge of the clergy and the Catholic
masters,” As a result of these measures
“will be hastened the arrival of the day
when from the ruins of religion and
revelation pationalism will intone the
canticle of its liberation ; taen man and
bumanity will march unimpeded by
obstacles along the road of ualimited
progrese, and will no longer busy itself
anbout anything mave securing to itself
here below that bappiness which some
dreamers promise thamselves in another
life. We recommend in an especial man.
ner to the brethren never to loose sight
of the orders of Maeoury in regard to the
crema‘ion of bodies end to civil marriages
and funerals, and to try and prevent as
far as possibie, the baptism of infanis Ia
general, let ua disparage and discredit
all that has a religious character, bat
principslly

by Sigvor Boselli, a me2mber of S gaor
Crispi’'s administratioo, for Italy, saye
the Londoa Tablet It provides tnat in
communes haviog less than tea thousand
inhabitante, which are neither the chief
towns of provinces, nor of districts, the
nomination of teachers, male and female,
shall be withdrawn from the munici.

Tae latter body,
being in direct communication with
the ministry, can be safely en-
trusted to act in conformity with the
prevailing current nl opinion in offi:ial
circles in Ryme., Tae rural communes,
on the other hand, thus about to bs
deprived of one of the most important
branches of local administration, are the
places where religious feeling, still strong
1n Italy, has not baen swamped, as in the
great cities, by cosmopolitan rowdyism.
Instead of teachars selected on the spot
for qualities commanding the confidence
of their neighbore, strangers will for the
future ba sent down by the central
authorities, while the communes, still
remaining liable for their salaries, will
have loat all control over their conduct,
Of the epirit in which the scholastic
councils are likely to exercise their new
tunctions we have recently had a sample
in the arbitrary action ot one of those
bodies in regard to a rural commune in
its district, Not only did it close the
schools of the Sisters of Canossa, with

Marshal MacMshon s very proud of
bis namee ; for, according to the French
fashion, he has several, and the name he
bolds in highest eateem is Patrick, He
sald, on the eve of 8: Patrick’s day, that
for many years one child of the MacMshon
family had been put under tha pateorage
of the Apostle of Ireland, and hes con-
ciders himseolf fortunste In bz:ing one of
thess children, He remsrked to the
reporter of the New York World that all
the princlpal events cf his life had
occurred in the mouth of S:. Patrick.

“Thue it wae,” he continued, ‘on St
Patrick’s Day, 1a 1871, I returned to
Fraance after eigulng toe peaca between
Germany and Frasca, It was on St
Patrick’s Day, 1825, that I heard of my
nomination as cudet to the echool of 8:,
Cyz. Agaln, in 15845, 1 was 01 that aus.
piclous day that I was told that my ap-
polntment as crlonel had been declded
upon, Ten years latyr, in 1855, it was on
the morrow of St. Patrick’'s Day that [
heard that I waa to be recalled from Con-
stantinople to F:iaace, where, the follow-
ing Augnst, I waa appolated to the com-
mand of a division of infantzy under Gen-
eral Bisquet, Taree years later, In 1859
—that s to say, in the month of March—
It was proposed to me that I should take
command of the Sacond Corps of the Alps
Army. Tols poet I did take ia the fol-
lowing Aoril. My attempt to found a
kingdom in Algerls, stzangely enough,
was agala on the Foast of 8i.
Patrick. Oa two other oceasions
two more important events con-
nected with my adminlstration of that
province occarred on S:i. Patrick's day.
It was in 1873 that asother incldent con.
nected with my career took place, It
was on St Patclck’s day, on the afiernoon
of that day, that I met D3 Fourton, who
told ma that my election as Prestdent of
the Repubillc was awmured, I did not
thaok him for the prophecy, bacause I
never was a polltical man, I had no am-
bitlon ia that direction. However, oight
weeks later, the prophecy was fally real-
izad. Finally,1t wason St Patrick’s day,
1878, that I drafied the speech I read at
the openlog exhlblilon of that year.
You see,”” eald the Marshal, *‘that day,
which 1s dedicated to the ealat whose
nama I bear has been an eventful one in
my life, whlch, on ths whole, has beea a
bappy one.”

CLEVER DEFENCE OF CATHOLIC
EDUCATION,

FATHER WHELAN, OF
OTTAWA.

Yesterday at S:, Patrick's Chureh, after
publishiog a notice calling upon ali Roman
Oatholics, who aro not already supporters
of Separate tchools, to lose no time in
givig the required notice to the city
clerk of their desire to become supposters
of such echools, Father Whelan entered
into a lengthy defence of the clsims of bis
Church in the matter of education. The
Pablic schools aud the Separste schools,
he eaid, of this province are founded upon
two distinct principles, which are ea far
apart a3 the poles. The baels of the Pab.
Mo school system is that the child belongs
exclusively to the State, and that the State
has the right to determine what education
oball or shall not be given to the child,
sod by whom, Oa the other hand, our
Cathollc Separate schools rest upon the
privelple that the child belonge: 1at, to
God ; after God, and subjected to Him,
to the parents; and after them to the
State. ‘T'his Is etelctly In accordance with
right reason, G.d, ss Creator and first
csuse of all thinge, 19 the absolute owner
of the child, The parente, belng second
causa of the child, aud its owners against
sll clalmants except God Himeelf. The
State, as representiog soclety based on the
family, and as gaaraisn of its temporal
interests, has thy next clalm on the chi'd,
subordinate to the parental and the dlvine
rights, Man was creatcd for a three fold
end, and three authorities therafore have
a clalm to fnterfere in bis cdacation. The
Chareh, representiog the rights of God,
that he may be enabled to poussess God in
Heaver. Tae head of the famlly, that he
msy become & gicd son and a good
brother, The S:ate,that he may become &
good and uzeful cltizan, Thorelative order
of the clatmants depends upon their rela.
tivelmportance, The primary end of man
{s to acqulre here on earth that knowledge
of God which wiil enable him to enjiy
God hereafter. As it s the right and duty
of the Church to guide men in all that per.
talns to their primary end, her's must be
the first place in the training of thelr
moral and intellectual faculties ; and this
tralning must be nunder her ausgices snd
dlrection, leat children ehould unhapplly
lose that for which they were created, and
thus lose all, “Wnat will it profit a men,”
says Christ, “to gain the whole world if he
lose hia own soul, and what shall a man
glve ia excharge for his soul 7" As to

THE PART OF THE STATE,

Cathollcs readlly concede that govern-
ment, which represents secular society, its
rights and iaterests, hae  right to see that
childzen shall ba #0 educated that they
may become good and ueeful cit/zans;
but It cannot itself edacate. That, for
Qathollce, is the province of the Church 3
for non Oathoiice, it {s the proviace of
parents, whore rights to the child are
always paramount to those of the State,
Now, a Catholic parent, by the very fact
thatbe professes to bz a Catholle, publicly
and solemnly acknowledges, firs, that he
feels it to be hia conecienticus duty to
submit to the Catholic Church asto the
infallible teacher of truth ; and, secondly,
that to belovg to the Catholic Church 1s
the sole means of salvation ; it Is & vert.
able ark of ealvatlon to bim and bis,
Hence love as well as duty leads him to
hapd over his infant trcasare to that
divine soclety which be calls by the en
deariog name of ‘als Holy Mother, the
Church.”

education. Let our prtson statlstics be

Here Father Whelan 1ead an extract from
the School Journal, & non-Catholic publi.
cation of New York, April 12, as follows :
“The Synod of the Presbyterian Church
recontly asked for tha sppointment of &
committee from the Methodist conference
to act with them for the purpose of
arouelng the people to malutain the
American theory of religlon and educa
tion. This conference in reply kay
amorg other statements mede the fullow-
Ing declarations :

Whelan, that the Catholic Church 1s fight
ing. Tbe resolution submitted in the
House of As embly towards the clcse of
the seeslon by Mr, Meredith was next di:-
cussed. That resolution virtually denies
the right of the Bishops or priests of the
Catholic Church to interfere 1o the direc-
tion or control of the Separate echools.
Mr. Meredith pretends that such inter-
ference s entirely inconsistent with the
principles upon which the Separate school
system exists and rests, What nousenee
ls this! Our schools sre in law called
“Roman Catbollc Szparate Schools,”
They are not mere secular but religious
and denominational echools, in which
religlous and moral {ustruction may
be given according to the prin-
ciples and teneta of the Roman
Cathollc Church, Teachers must be quall.
fied to impart such fnstruction, and it is
the place of the Blchops and clergzy to ssy
whether they are or not. Cathollcs are
accustomed to be guided in such matters
by their eccleslastical superiors and spir-
itual advisers; They do not look to the
L'eut. Governor in Oouncil f r dizection
any more than they look t» the Chief Ju:-
tice for a judgment on rubzics or an inter.
pretation of their’ceremonial laws. Tre

PAULISTS AND TEMPERANCE,

THE PLAN THEY HAVE ADOPTED TO
INDUCE EOYB 70O ABSTAIN FROM
LIQUOR.

The Paulist Fathors who are in charge
of the Uatholic charch of 8t. Paul the
Apostle, Fifty ninth street and Ninth
avenue, are staunch advocates of tcisl
abatinence. They are known in every
city of the United States as ardent tem-
perance men, and they never mim aa
opportunity to advance the cauee of total
abatinence, In thelr parlsh they have
tried every means to muke the membars
of their congregation temperate. They
baze preached egalnst intcxlcation,
organ’z:d temperance socleties for men
snd women of the parish, and fought the
keepers of saloons which sre eftuated In
the district of which they have epir'tual
charge.

They bave just adopted a new methed,
which they think wiil be especlally ¢ ffac-
tive In reduclog the number (f users
of intoxicants among thelr parlshioners,
What they call & Temperance Cadet S:c!-
ety has been organiz:d. Its members are
boys whoee ages range from twelve to
seventeen years. Thae boys, when they
joln the Cadet Soclety, take a pledge ,to
abstaln from {intoxteating liquors until
they lave attsived thelr najority, They
sre also to evoid esloons ard to refuse to
carry lutoxicantsto any person. At pres.
ent there are about three tuvdred mem-
bers In the soclety, Special features cal
culated to attrect the boys have been in-
troduced into the organization. Every
week the youngsters 1ezelve instruciions
In military tactics from competent teach-
ers. Although the Cadet S clety has been
organized but & few months the lcds can
perform evolutions that would surprlee
msny of New York's militlamen. Ar-
rangements are belng made to provide
attractive uniforms for the boys, and the
little regiment will have its own corps of
musictans,

Accordiug to the plan of the Fathers
the Cidet S.clety will he ¢ffsctive In
more wayes than one, Recently one of
the Fathers told a reporter f the News
what the soclety is calculated to accom-
plish. “In youth the habite are formed,”
said he, “and if we can keep the cadets
from drinking while they are boss, they
will be total abstainers when they have
become men. When they have left the
Cadet Socle'y we will not lose tiask of
them, for we will bave them j.in our
Yourg Men's Association. The exemple
which the boys will give to thelr elders
will in no emall degree ald us fa our
temperance work. Ae an illueiration of
what I mean, taks an incident that hap-
pened a few days ago. Oae of the boys
has parents who are in the hablt of send-
ing him for beer. The little fellow was
told one day to go for a pint of beer,

“Hls pledge would not permit bim to do
thls, and ke, of course, refused. The
parents inslsted, and the boy was actually
driven to the ealcon. A jainand again he
was sent for beer., When the cadets
assembled for drill after this occurrence
the little fellow, with tears in his eyes,
told the Father in charge of the ecc'ety
that he must leave the orgam!zation,
although he was as enthusisstic « member
as the little reglment had, When the
boy was qacstioned he told how he had
been compelled to break his pledge. Tha
priest called on the lad’s parents snd
severely reprimanded them. Then they
began to tkink of what they had dcme,
and as reparation they both took tke
pledge,  Other Incldents of a eimiler
nature have happened. Without any
urglog on our part, a large number of
parents have glven up the use of intoxl-
cants. They were {rflaenced by the ex-
ample of their children,

METHODIST MINISTERS AT
CHICAGO.

From time to time it cccurs tha' even
at the meetings of the Protestant clergy,
which are ususlly marked by an unre
strained dieplay of malevolent calumny
poured out sgainst the Catholic Church,
some bold spirit departs from the common
couree and deprecates snch msnifeetations
of bigotry, aud defeuds the Church frcm
the senteless attacks made upon her.
Daring the antl Jesuit eg'tation Dz. Shaw,
of Montreal, and Doctor Herrldge, of
Ottaws, were iostances of this, and thelr
kind words spoken of Catholles and
the Catholic religion, while thele con-
freres were pouring out torrents of
vituperation, will not be easily forgotten ;
and even in the very Ly® Church Assem.
bly which last cummer passed resolu-
tions in this city in the name of the
Anglican diocese of Huron, which, it was
very hopelessly hoped, might have the
effact of driving the Jesuits out of Oan-
ada, and of preventing the little Catholic
French Canadian boys and girls of
Oantario from being educated, there were
not wanting courageous clergymen and
laymen who refused to be parties to the
insane fanaticism of the m»jority.

A similar occurrence took place in
Chieago on the 31st ult, The Methodist
ministers held a meeting in that city, at
which the subject of discussion was
¢‘Catholicism and its relation to American
institutions.” The usual nonsense was
uttered by a n@mber of speakers, who
declared with almost one voice that it is
the aim of the Church to destroy the
liberty of the people, and particularly to
deprive them of education by overthrow
ing the echool system of the country,
The Ustholic clergy were dencunced as
immora!, and one spesker declared amid
applause that they muat toke up aggres-
sive measures, “and, taking the muzzle
from the Methodist pulpit, deal such a
blow as would make Rome tremble.”

1f the parsons of this stamp bad their
way Rome would bave succumbed in a
trembllng fit long ago ; but the very fact
of such language boing used shows that it
ia fanaticlen thet trembles, The Catho-
ilc Caurch, which has mads such marvel:
lous progrees in the Weat, and which now
has within ber fold conelderably more than
half the population of Chicago, ls not in &
condltion of tremulousaess  Oae of the
speakers admitted this. An elder from
New York, a Mr, Foster, declared that in
his city the Oburch “ls making a most
determined cffort to capture, if not to
destroy, our Ametican {institutions.”
He aided: “ls there not danger in such
a etate of things 1 Hacomp'ained espec-
fally that thero ara Catholic teachers in
the echocls of New York. He mentioned
that even in Protestant mnelghborhoods
they are employed, and that in euch
nelghborhoeds, to hls kuowlcdge, there
are in one school fifteen Cathollc teachers,
and ia another twenty.cne out of twenty.
six employed, As Now York is a Catho-
lfc city and as the Catholic schools of
New York have proved thelr «flizlency
by repeated victories galned by their
pupils, recently, over the Puabllc
achools, it 13 not a malter for
much surprise that in selectlng effic-
dent teachers by competition, as the
metkod is there, a large proportion of
Cathollc teachers should have baen chosen.
It would seem to a disinterested observer
that the epeaker woull do more towards
remedyiog this state of affalra if he wounld
{n some way or other ass'st in rendering
the Public schools more effizlent, Bat he
eeems to prefer to advocato the impossible,
which s to destroy Cathollc itfluaence
altogether. This mistake he makes in
¢ mmon with the bigota of Oatarlo, who
also desire that Catholics shall be debarred
from baving any thare ia the Government
of the country, Ia both cases they are
doomed to disappointment,

Bus the bigots had not altogether their
own way at the Chicago Conventlon
meetiog. Rev. Dz, Bennet, a Profestor
of the Methodlst Institute at E vanston,
to!d the Assembly, to thelr great aston-
geament, that those who had spoken o
violently sgalnst Catholics are ignorant
of Catholle doptrines aad aims, and
broaght forward a mass of statistics by

which be proved that the Caurch hes
done much for the sanctity of famlily
tles and for the preservation of soclal
purity. He contlnued: “We might
profitably it at the feet of that
Cousch and humbly learn & lesson
far more important, even, then the lesson
of temperance or the purity cf electicn
by ballot, on which we lay so much etrees,
We might learn from her bow the family
fsto be preserved, by the sacredunesns of
the Obristian marrisge, aud by prevent.
ing divorce, 80 prevalint in this as well as
other Biates, It fs & fact, ho added,
proved by statistics, that in Scotland, the
bome of Protestantism, and in othér Pro.
testant countries, illegltimacy ls greatest.”

For such reasons as these, he told them
that Christisnity and the country are
deeply indebted to Catholieity, and that
thelr denunclations of it, the result of
fgunorance, were entirely out of place.
Regardiog the morality of the priesthood,
bhe reminded them that the fsillnge
of thelr own rev, brethren are too
numerons to permit them to throw stones
with impunity, snd es they bad par-
ticularly condemned the supremacy of
the Pope, he eald that it is absurd to
deny that there must be in the Church a
Sapreme Head, and that they themeelves
have such an authority. Indeed without
it any Cburch would fall to pleces,

These sentiments were not well recelved.
A storm of indignation burst forth from
all sldes againet Dr. Benmet, who, so far
from beilng crushed thereby, conmtlnued
with success to vindleate his statcments,
telling the parsons that the chief differ-
ence between the Methodist and the Cath.
olic clergy 1s, that the latter observe
more falthfally thelr promlses of obedi-
ence to the supreme aathority of the
Church, and he malntalned that the
celibacy of the priesthocd enables them
to attend batter to thelir spiritual duties.

Dr., Benret wasreviled in no messured
terme, but his logic, being unanswerable,
was ‘not refated, In the interests of
Truth he deserves great credit from the
whole community for the fearlees man-
ner in which he brought facts to the
attention of a most unwilling audience,
and from none more 80 than the minis-
ters themselves, He declared : “My
brethren, I have given heart and coul to
this question, and on my knees I have
asked for light, and I tell you that in
many things we might learn uneful les.
sons from the Church of Rome.”

We hope and pray that he may receive
from on High that enlightenment which
he asks with so much fervor.

Pope Leo said in his recent encyclical,
“Many do not know Catholic doctrine ;
many misrepresent, calumniate, and
oppose it.” These words certainly com.
prise the causes which account for the
proceedings of the majority of the minis.
ters, who were present at the Conven-
tion, and who received Dr, B:nunet’s
causiic remarks so badly.

THE SCHOOL LAWS IN WIS-
CONSIN.

Thoe Bernet law, by which the paro-
chial end all private echools of Wis-
conein have been subjected to inspection
and regulation by the Public Sshool
Boards, and which also prohibits the uze
of any language but Eoglish in the
schools, is as strongly opposed by the
German Lutherans as by the Catholice.
The parochial schools all teach English,
80 that as far as they are concerned the
law is unnecessary ; but it is besides un-
just and oppressive for the Legislature
to subject to meddling interference
achools towards the support of which
the State does not contribute a cent.
For these reasons the three Bishops of
the Siate kave united in signing & prc-
test ageinst the law., It now appears
likely that their protest will result in the
early repeal of the law, It was enacted
by a R >publican mejarity, and the Demo.
crats have made its repeal a plank in
their platform. Tae first contest under
this new condition of affairs took place
in Milwaukee, which has been hitherto
Republican, but Mr, George Peck, the
Democratic candidate, was elected to the
Mayoralty of the city by & majority of
six thousand eight hundred. Tais is the
greatest majority ever given to a candi:
date for the office.

Cencernieg this victory Mr. Peck, who
{s the able editor of Peck’s Sun, sald : “The
Democratic victory in Milwanke? means
that the politic'ass must not put thelr
hands on the private echools for the eske
of making a partizan polnt. It means
that the Pablic echools are to be main.
talned at the highest standsard : that the
Englich lavguage shall not be neglected,
but that if & man wants to bring up his
children In the faith of thelr fathera he is
not to te nestered by political or fanatical
blow flies.”

The antl-Catholle press both in the
Unlted States and Canada pretend that
the reason of the protest of the Blshops is
that they are opposed to the teaching of
Englishin the echools, Thle {sa misrepre-
sentation of the case. The principal teach-
Ing in all the parochial echools 1s in Eag-
llsh, but the Bichops are opposed to the
pinciple that the schools should be suk-
jested to the caprice of a hostile Sshocl

Board. . Certainly if any Catholic major-
fty were to make &  law whereby
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Pzdtestants scbools would be closed
the whole continent would ez-
press lndignation sgalnst such intoler
ance, but when Catholics aze thus treated
the antl Cathcllc press speak In terms of
commendation of the persecuting law.
However, it is pleasing to note that thers
o & great probabllity, which amoupts
almost to a certainty, that the law will
soon be wiped out of the statute bock,

The Cathollcs and the Lutherans
worked harmonlously together at the
election in Milwaukee, and it 1s expected
that they will work together equally well
at the next State elections. It s notatle
that the defeated candidate for the mayor
alty, when interviewed on the subject,
stated that he had told Governor Hoard,
olx weeks before the eleciion, that the law
was “a political pitfall”

Mayor Peck sald immediately after his
election, “I am catisfiad that while we
should teach Eoglish in all the scbouls,
the politiclans have no right to assume
control over private schools, snd the vote
to day ls an indlcation that other people
thick as I do upon the question.”

NORTH MIDDLESEX,

North Middlesex has had & Oomserva-
tive C)nvention for the nomination of &
caniidate of the party to contest the rid-
ing in the approsching election. The
President of the Convention, Mr. W, H.
Hutcbins, of Parkhill, let the cat out of the
beg by stating that “some people say that
Mr, Meredith’s platform is not populer.”
Thkis means, when the cobwebs are re-
moved, that many who would o‘herwise
bave supported Me. Meredith’s henchman
are likely to cppose him and his support-
ers on his Opera House programme, We
aro deliznted to learn from so respectable
a source that Mr, Meredith's no-Popery
horee ls likely to prove fractious in Nrth
Middlesex, and we hope that its riders
elsewhere will bave similar experfence.

But the respected gentleman who pre-
slded declared very solemnly that he held
in bis hands a copy cf M: Meredith’s
speech, and that “if Me, Moredith would
advocate a policy to harm a single one of
G)d’s creatures, he would endeavor to do
ali In kis power to thwart him.”

Talsis a'l very pretty and very conclii-
atlog talk ; bat when the Presideat gave
a certificate of character to Mr. Meredith
that,

“He had known the gentlewaa for
many years, and had the utmost confi-

dence in him as & patriotic and high-
minded Canadian,”

He should have remembared that there
are other people as well as himelf who are
jaetified In jadging the leader of the Oata-
rlo Opposition. We judge, and 1t will be
found that a great many jadge with ue,
that Mr. Mercdith’s programme which Mr,
Hutchinehad in his bands when he made
the remarks above quoted, i  declaration
of war againet the Catholies of Oatario,
whom he described as *“the common
enemy.” As a declaratlon of war we
accept it, and Mr, Meredith’s School Bllis
introduced into the Loglelature prove that
it was iotended as such, All the fanatics
of the Province understand it in this way,
and Catholics are just as able to under-
stand it as they are.

M:, Henry Maeklin, of London, was
selected as the candidate of the party.
After bis belug selected he addressed the
delegates with the evident intention of
conclliating the Catholics of the Riding,
He acknowledged that *a powerful and
icflaentlal class of cltizans are strongly
oppesed to Mr. Moaredith’s platform ;”

lic voters of North Middlesex from voting
coneclentiously when the proper time
comes,

Me, Macklia had also the bad taste to
refer in the terms below quoted to the
removal of Marmion from tho llet of sub-
jec's of examination for the High schocls.
Hesald :

“The cloven foot of political interfer-
ence in the schools began to show when a
political Mivister of KEducation was
appointed, aud the removal c¢f Mirmion
from the list of text books followed.”

THE TORONTO LIBERAL CLUB
ON SEPARATE SCHOOLAS.

At a recent meeting of Toronto Young
Man’s Liberal Club the question of Sap-
arate echools was brocght up for dls.
caeslon, on motion of Me. A. ¥, Chamber-
Ialn, who propozed the following resolu-
tlon :

“That this Olub etrongly condemns the
ectione and speeches of the membars of
the Ontario Government in the late Sep.
arate echool debste.”

Mr, Wallace, & Catholic membor of the
Club, stated that the Separate school
question ought not to ba made s football
in party politics, He continued :

“In Qaebec the schools were not brought
into the political .arenss, nor was
the Protestant minority hampered and
oppressed by the Catholic majority, If
through any unforseen act in the future
the right of Szparate echools should be
taken away, be argued that it would only
bear hardly on the poorer claszes of Cath-
olles, as the wealthier omes would still
adhere to the separate system of educa-
tion, the only difference balng that they
would have to pay an additlonal tix. As
a citizen and as a Catholic layman he dis-
tinctly denled that there was any pressure
brought to bear on Catholles to make
them Saparate school supporters, They
belleved in religlous educatlon, and
were anxlous that thelr children should
be taught not only how to makea few
dollars, but to prepare for the lifs to come.
He challenged any member to prove that
Catholics ever organizad on political or
other que:tions, as was so often charged
agalost them, He was free to admit that
at the last local election a majority had
voted for the Mowat G)vernment, bat
they were driven to this by the actlon of
the Tory party.”

Mr. John Hanrahan continued the de.
bate and proved by quotations from a
number of prominent Pzotestant gentle.
men in Qaebes that in that Province
there exists the greatest harmony between
Catholics and Protestants, Ha was fol-
lowed by Mr. Gregory, a Protestant
gentleman, who made a vigorous and elo-
quent speech, urglug the membars of the
Olub not to entertaln Me, Chamberlain’s
motion. He maintained that the M)wat
Governmont had always been favorable
towards progreesive leglslation, and by fts
general pollcy had proved itself worthy
of the renewed confidence of the people,
The adoptlon of Mr, Ohamberlain’s
motion would be placing a weppou in the

hands of the Opposition tob’ wied on
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every platform fa the country at the
approaching electlons, and would place
the Clab o & very unepvisble potition,
Ho then moved as an amendment that
“The members of this Club, recognizlng
the great benefits which this Province has
derived from the progressive leglslation
{atroduced and carrled fnto effect by the
Mowat G.vernment, and thelr able ad.
ministration of public affslrs, hereby ex-
press their renewed confilence In them,
and beartlly and earnestly desire that in
the npprm:hlng election the Mowat Gov-
ernment may be again triumphantly re-
turned to adminlster the affalrs of this
Province.”

The smendment was oarried almost
unanimously, only -four members, bealde

M¢, Chamberlain, voting agalnst it.

A FANATICAL APPEAL TO
EMPEROR WILLIAM 1II,

Oae of the Toronto Protestant congre-
gations attending a sort of church called
‘The Peoples’ Tabernacle” has adopted
unanimouely an address to the Emperor
Willism IL, of Garmany, in which they
inform his Imperial Majasty that they
are very much alarmed at hearing that
the Jeauits who were expelled from the
Empire under the rule of Blsmarck, are
about to returm to Germany. These
fanatics try to ixflaence the E nperor to
adhere to the persecuting course which
was adopted by his grandfather, the
Eaperor Willlam I, after the Franco-
Prueslan war; and for this purpose they
appeal to the present Emnperor's respect
for bis arcestor whom they describe as
being “of blestel memory.”

Taey say that the Jesults were expelled
“In consequence of thelr implacable hos-
tility to the Government of which the
Eaperor Willlam L, of blessed memory,
was the bonored head.”

Oze of Jastin D. Falton's antl Catholic
lectures is to be sent to the Emperor along
with this petition.

The best proof that the persecutlrg
policy of Bismarck was a wrong cne ls
the fact that ha bimself regretted it in the
later part of bis career. I: la true that
the Jesnits bave not yet been permitted
to re-enter the country, but the decrees
expellirg all other religious orders have
been repesled, and Jesuits as well as the
others are now permitted to enter the
Ga:man colonies to do missionary work.
There i3 no sens2 in making a discrim!na.
tlon between the Jesnits and other relig-
founs orders, for the objects of all are very
nearly the same, and, if one ls objectlon-
able, all mast be objectionable, The re-
admission of the other orders ls, therefore, a
confession on the part.of the Government
that their expulelon in the first place was
a mistake, It is a declaration that the
statement of the Toronto Baptist congre-
gatlon of the Peoples’ Tabernacle is a
falsehood ; and of couree the Emperor
will treat it with the contempt it deservee.

There iy now little doubt that all the
penal laws of Germany will be repealed.
It was In couseqaence of those laws that
the Cathollc or Centre Party was origin-
ated in the Rsichstag under the leadership
of Herr Windthors:, and though the anti.
Catholic press ridicaled that party when
it wae fizst etarted with only five or six
membars, it has now undeniably become
a huge power in the Empire. No lees
then 141 members of the Ralchstag now
acknowledge Herr Windthorat’s leader-
ship, and, as they are determined that the
penal lawas chall be repealed, it is nct at
all likely that a Toronto Baptist congre-
gatlon, with its minlsters, the Rev, J. M.
Wilkinson, and the filthy Dr, Jastin D.
Falton, wlil luflaence the Emperor to
continue a persecation which over one.
third of the populstion of the country
will not submit to. The persecutors have
been defeated at the polls, and {if the
Government expect to be sustained they
must yield to the just demands of the
Cathollc party.

The kindly sontlments which the
Emperor is known to entertaln for the
Pope are a sufficlent evidence that the
Toronto Baptists are laborlog in valn,
Especlally in his recent letter to the Holy
Father, in regard to hls appointment of
Blshop Kopf ae his delegate to the Inter.

A PRESBYTERIAN SYNOD IN
SESSION.,

The anbual meoting of the Presby.
terian Synod of Montreal and Ottawa
met in session last week, its chief busi.
ness being apparently to pass reso lu.
tions to the effect that the Synod ehould
be the only ruling power in the Dominion,
avd that from them all legislation should
proceed.

The Rav. Dr. McViear, of Moantreal,
who has been one of the most outrage.
ous maligners of the Catholic Oburch
ard ite priesthood sinoce the anti-Cath-
olic agitation was begun, was one of the
principal promoters of the acts of the
Synod. He recalled totheir consideration
the Jesuits’ Eitates Act and styled the
apportionment of §60,000 by the Quebec
Logislature “hush money,” and declared
that he had nothing to do with the
“ghameful procedure” of the Quebec
Protestant Oouncil of Pablic Instruection
in acoepting it. We are informed that
he gave the council “a severe raking
over,” and that he eaid ‘‘they do not
represent the Protestant population of
the Province, aud they should resign,”
It is scarcely necessary to repeat what
is now so well known, that it is Dr, Me.
Vicar who misrepresents ,the Protestant
sentiment of Qiebec, Toat the Pro-
testants of Qiebec are anxiour, as a

rule, to live at peace with their
Catbolic neighbors, and that they do so

live with them, has been sufliciently at-
tested by such representative men as
Messrs. Qolby, Joly, Pope and others,
and that the Protestants of the Province
are eatisfied that they have been justly,
and better than justly, dealt with, is
evident not only from the action of the
Council of Pablic Instruction, but from
the unanimous vote of the Protestant
representatives, both in the Legislature
and Parlisment—with the single ex-
ception of Mr, Scriver in the last.
named body. Siunce the fiaal passsge
of the Act, eeveral Protestant oon-
stituencies of the Province have had
the opportunity to pronounce their ap-
proval or disapproval, and they have
nobly shown that they are not to be
dregged into fanaticiam under the leader-
ship of such men as Dz, McVicar, and
the proprietors of the Huntingdon
Gleaner and the Montreal Witness, 1t is
not to be suppoeed that the people of
Quebec are altogether free from the
spirit of intolerance ; but the Catholic
body generally bave shown by their
generous treatment of the minority that
they will not countenance intolerance
on the part of a few Catholics ; and we
are glad to add that the msjority of the
Protestants have exhibited equally on
their eide that they will not adopt the
tactics of the fanatics who would be their
political leaders.

Dr. MoVicar also complained that no
amendment to the Qaebec school iawa
can be passed unlezs they are first ap.
proved by the Council of Public Instruc-
tion, “which means,” he said, “the ap-
proval of the Ryman Catholics.” Would
he expect that the muking of the school
laws should ba entirely in the hands of
Presbyterians 7 or even in the hands of
Protestants generally, who form only
15 per cent, of the population? The
doctor pretends to be a very energetic
advocate for “Equsl Rights for all and
epecial privileges for none.” Well, do
not the echool laws of Oatario depend
upon a Protestant majority? Sarely
they do, but there is this difference,
that the Oatholics of Quebec voluntarily
accorded to the Protestants of that
province amore efficient Ssparate Sshool
Act than the Catholica of Oatario have
to this day ; but the Catholic School Act
was only secured by the determination
of French-Canadians when the two
provinces were under one Lagislature,
that Oatario Catholics should at least
have some of the rights which they had
freely granted to Quiebec Protestants,
Taese are the riguts of which Dr. Mo-
Viear and his comrades on the Equal
Rights platform would deprive the Cath.
olics of Ontario if they could,

Dr, Campbell epoke in the same strain
a8 Dr, McVioar, He said that the
‘Romish hierarchy direct all publio
aftairs in Quebec.” This falsehood need
not be refuted ; for Dr, Campbell himself
acknowledged that the statement is falze,
inssmuch as he boasted immediately
afterwards that the ‘power of the Pres.
byterian Church to secure Ejual Rights
to all” is well known.

Dr, McViear further moved the adop-
tion of a report, which expressed satisfac-
tion with the latest regulations concern-
ing Oatario schools, It is perfectly clear
that he had chiefly in view the ¥crench
schools of this Province, for the report
also states that there were abuses in
the past which needed to be cor-
rected, and it edds that the pub.
lic, which in this case means the
Presbyterian pareone, will waton closely
to sce that the regulations be stiiotly
enforced in future. Thais is just as Mr.
Craig spoke in the Legislature concern-
ing the French achools,

Tae French schools are in almost exclu-
sively Catholic localities, so that it is easy
to be seen that the purpose of these
parsons—some of them even, like Dre,

the fatal tetmination w_-' heart dlsense,

McVioar and ‘Campbel', coining' from
anothet provitice is ‘to obtrude ‘them-"
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selves into the management of echools
in these Oatholio localities, They will
fin  themselves wofully mietaken, for
their intrusion will bo very properly re.
sented,

We bave s0 often heard ‘the fauatics
boast that Citholic parents persist in
sending their children to Protestant or
Public schools because of their superior-
ity over Catholic echools, a boast which
Mr, James L, Hughes and the )Mail are
very fond .of repeating, that it
is very refreshing to read the
statistics furnished by the Synod
on this point, The Synod reports
that in 1888 the Catholic schools of
Quebec were attended by 806 Protestant
pupils, whereas in 15889 the number
of Protestant pupils in attendance
was 1202, an increase of over 49
per ocent, whereas the number
of Catholic children attendivg Protes-
ant echools had diminished. May we
not infer from this that Protestants are
becoming convinced that/the pretended
inferiority of Cathbolic schools is but a
myih? 7'his is certainly not the result
which the no.Popery agitators locked
for from their no Popery cry.

The Synod regrets that such should be
the case, and several remedies were sug-
gested. We would suggest that they
would improve the sianding of their
schools. The Quebec School Law aftords
them every opportunity to keep their
schools in efficient condition. It is
attributable to their own neglect if they
omit to do so,

MR, HARDY ON THIE THEMES
OF THE DAY

Mr. IIardy, the Oatario Commissioner
of Crown Linds, last week addressed a
large and appreciative sudience in
Paterborough, Oa the question of On-
tario intermeddling with the &flairs of
Quebec he mede some trenchant points
on which the demagogues who are seck-
ing to stir up strife would do well to re-
flsct. After speaking for eome time on
purely political subjects, he continued :

“We in Ontario are not fighting s;cam
paign upon the question ot the Caurch
in Quebec, end parallels drawn of the
conuection between the Church and
State in Quebec did not tfiact us or con.
cern us or interest us., It would be n-
¢arity on the part of our L>gislature to
rueh upon the institutions of a sister
Province. Tae Quebac people were
entitled under the Constitution to deal
with their own Church, we were entitled
to deal with ours.” He wondered what
the feeling of the people would be were
the Government of Quebec toattempt to
thrust their convictions upon us and at.
tempt to modify our laws, If the Church
had a foundation vpon a rock more en-
during than any other in Canada it was
upon this — that each Province had
power to deal with its own local &ffairs
n the way that seemed most just and
most beneficent to thoze immediately
concerned, ‘“‘Therefore,”” quoth Mr,
Hardy, “I propose to let Quevec deal as
best she chcoses with her own Church,
We are Protestant six to one—they are
Catholic six to one, They have as
much right to express their adherenca
to their own Church as we have to live
and die for ours, (Loud cheers) Iam
not now speaking upon Dominion rmat
ters—they may or may not touch upon
this question of Church and State, but
it would be fatuousness and folly for us
to deal with the Cburch in Quebec, as
we scmetimes see sugeested in the press
from time totime. We are a Protestant
people ; they are a Catholic people
They have their rights just as we have
ours,”” (Ronewed cheers)

Turciog to the Separate school issue,
Mr. Hardy eaid :

“He wae not there to say that the Sep-.
arate schools were wkat he would estab.
lish if he had the power ; but neither the
Legielature of Onterio nor the Parlis-
ment cf Canada could abolish those
schools if they would. He pointed out
how they were in existence as long ago
as 1850 ; how an enlarging Act was passed
in 1863 ; how, as Mr, Charlton had stated
at O:tawa on the previous evening, when
the law establishing Separate echools
was passed fifty.four Conservatives out
of peventy voted in its favor and
fourteen Reformers out of thirty voted
againet it, and how the Hon, Oliver
Mowat and the Hon, Alexander Mac-
kerazie were amonget those who voted
against the establishment of Separate
scugols, When stateemen were called
upon to settle the foundation of Con:

ism and Catholicism respectively, first
in the Confederation Conference and
afterwards in Parlisment, Such a con.
tract it is diffioult, if not impossible, to
repeal, and he believed the repsal would
not be granted, He pointed out that
when the compact was made the popu.
lation of the two Provinces of Oatario
and Qiebec combined was 2505 755,
but with a majority of Protestants
of only 105025, and that the
assent of the Oatholics and Protestants
alike of Quebec and of the Catholics of
Oatario was secured to the measure only
on condition that these clauses should
be permanent and unalterable in the
Constitution, To this both political
parties assented, and on this account it
was ratifiad by Imperial enactment,
He hoped that the Confederation would
remain intact until we form in time to
come a great people, the bright Northern
Star of this continent, Mr, Hardy is a
brilliant speaker, and his words made a
deep impreesion on the audience. Re.
garding the ballot in Beparate school
elections, he said :

“Mr. Meredith and bis followers say
that we ought to give the ballot to the
Separate schools. I eay so too, if the
Catholics want it. You esy the bishops
and priests have acquired ton great in-
fluence over these people. Is not that
their business 7 What is that to thee ]
Is it their business or yours?—yours as
a Protestant or theirs as a Caitkolic 1”
To interfere in this, Mr. Hardy showed,
would be just as obnoxicus to the
Catholics as to inter'ere with their relig
i'n—and legislation upon this matter ua
less asked for would be an insult, He
bad eaid, and he would say agsin, that if
the Catholics asked for the ballot he
would be prepared to give it to them,
But there had not been a single petition
presented to the House by any Catholic
askivg for 1t, and after the question had
been raised and the iseue framed, those
who favored the ballot were swept out of
existence to a man,

“Another thing I may point out,” he
continued, “there are thirty six cities,
towns and villages in which there are
Separate schools, The trustees were
elected by acclamation in every one of
these but seven, thus showing the har.
mony prevailing in the Separate schools,
(Hear, hear ) Taerefore we decided, as
I have already told you, 10 leave the law
as it stands,”

Clancy had not spoken on behalf of
the Roman Citholie minority, was that
any reason why Mr, Fraser should not
do s0? Way should not Mr, Fraser
gpeak on behalf of the minority? Were
Roman Catholics to have no voica in the
Legislature, becaussa Mr, Clancy de-
clined to present their views on the
questions now at issue? Where could
they fiad a more eloquent or a more
liberal advocate of the Roman Catholic
minority of the Province than the Com

that they are taught anything there that
makes them less useful citizens, I am
even unable, if I meet them, to toll
them from the Public school children.

Rsv. Father Wassereau, I, P, of St
Francois, Tilbury Centre. 01 Sunday
morving when the good people of St,
Francois assembled to nssist at the
Holy Bacritice of Mass, it was rumored
that the parish priest lay in his house in
8 dyiny state from a stroks of paralysis
A mesgepger was at once despsiched to
the nearest parish, Stoney Point. Rev,
Father Schneider was just tiuishing Mass
when the messenger arrived. Without
waiting to break his fast Father Scunei-
der drove in all haste to reach the
dying priest. But alas! before his
arrival the vital spark had already flad,
and Father Wassereau was numbered
among the eaintly dead “who die in the
Lord.”

Rev, . A Wassereau was & native of
Alsace, in Eastern France, now incor-
porated in the Prussian Empire, He
was ordained for this diocese by the late
B'shop Pinsonnesult, and assigned to
the parish of Ashfield and Wawanosb,
where he did faithful service as a
pioneer priest duriog eighteen long years
of hard missionary labors, In this parish
his bealth gave way to inceseant toil,
The indefatigable priest was compelled
by his physicians to retire from his field
of toil and sesk recuperation and health
in his native land, Oa bhis return from
France in 1876, he served with Dr, Kil:
roy in Stratford for one year, thence he
was transferred to Amherstburg, where
his name is well remembered and
revered, llis last mission was Tilbury
Centre, St, Francois parish, where he has
acted as pastor for the laet ten years,
Father Wassereau was an exemplary
priest, and will be long remembered as
uncompromising, indefatigable, and stern
in discipline towards himseif as to others.
If he did not win the aftections, he
earned the respect and commanded the
admiration of all, Oa Tuesday the
solemn High Mass de It :quiem was cele-
brated by his faithful friend and confrere,
Rav.

It has lost much, I
koow, ard ity needs are numerous; our
ancestors were batrayed, robbed, hood

winked, persecuted and de‘rauded by the
Tudors, and, ss & consequence, religion
iteelf, and E:gland asa nation, bave griev.
ously suffered. Whether, In the fature,
the natlonal Church after disestablishment
and dlsendowment will break up, remains
to be seen. If it d)ee, our beloved coun

try will be far on the way to reverting to
psganism, Aund athelsm subaequently
msy becorme very powerful, if not domin-
ant, to our great woe and loes, for all of
ue,

Surely, therefore, to maintaln and mend
the Church of England without besking
it up, to regain what has been lott, to re
store it to visible corporate communion
with the Holy S:ze (as did Cardinal Pole
under Qieen Mary) and not to destroy i3,
seems to me the right azd proper policy
to adopt. I see nothing wrong in such a
programme and plan, but everything that
fs wilse and good, righteous and true.
Thie belng 8o, aad hiving been so with
myself fr more than thirty years, I re-
jolced when I read your politic, sensiblo,
and kindly expreised words, snd often
read thewm anaw,

Ia most of our
anclent cathedrals, where the Abomina
tion of Dasolation was st up by the Poy
wete, Ridleys, Bales and Aylmers of old,
such beneficent restorativns have been
effected, as that Mass might ba thereln eald
again with all proper digaity and order at
a fow days' notlce. Daring the list half
century, moreover, nearly 6000 new
churches and chapels have been bullt in
Eagland, and more than that number of
old sanctuaries creditably restored.

Now jast as a breach of unity eealed
divisions, and all kinds of dangerous and
worthless sects and everlastiog wranglings
sprang from the deplorable Tudor changes

Had we
a body of clmg with a sound theological
education such & publication must have
been met first with only a chilllog welcome
from those belug duped, atd then with a
howl of execration.

Tae Rev. Wentworth Hankey, of Ohrist
CLurch, Oxford, in Auguat, 1881, wrote
thus : “I shall be much obliged if you will
allow me, as an Auglican clergyman, who
prefers Dr. Littledale’s past to his present
views, to express the shame and indigna.
tlon with which I bave from the first re-
garded the publication of Plain Reasons
S:nce the fssue of translations int> French
and Italian the cla'm of the work to be
‘defenslve and mnot aggressive’ can no
longer be sustained ; and, considering what
manner of men are the vast msjority of
the Church's enemfes in France aod Italy,
I protest in the name of our cymmon
Christianity against any such attempt to
weaken the bande of the Church.”

The Rav. E. W, Giliam remarked of
itsauthor’s controversial writings that they
“are 80 evidently dictated by ill-feellng
and prejudice, and the rules of good
breediog are so completely ignored by him,
that a reader with any refinement of mind
instinctively draws back from ome who
seems thus regardless of the first princi.
ples of Chiistian moderation and ordinary
chaity.” Adding, with much force and
terseneis, of Plain Reasons: ‘‘Eatlrely
negative in character, it 1s moreover a
coarse, vituperative, brutal biok, without
plety and without justice—a book whose
op'rit has rothing in unizon with a holy
and upright mind.”

I am foformed by persons who know
them, that Oanon Liddon, Canon Carter,
Bishop King, Pcebendary West of Lincoln,
Mr. R M. Benson of Oowley, Mr. Chan-
ceilor Wagner, and others, bave expressed
their dislike to the method, assertions, and
style of reasoning of Plain Rezsons, in
terms more or less in harmony with the
varlous eentiments just quoted.

To return for awhile to the book itself.
As regards the Important doctrine of the
Immaculate Conceptlon, which has always
been held by the Catholic Church, it is

erfectly ceriain that tke first Blehop of

Norwicb, Herbert de Losinga (A D. 1050,
1119), taoght it as a nmatter of course,
openly and publicly, with the grestest
dlstinctness, Hero are worda—a s'rong
conirast to the confused sentiments and
dlatrescing profantty of certalu preachers
at Oxford thirty.five years ago—taken
from one of B skop de Losinga’s sermons :

Aud the following beautiful paesaye
relates to the dogmatic fact of the As
sumpticn, and to the consoling and sus
talning doctrine of the Invocation of
Saiats. “To-day the Most Blessed Virgiu
Mary wes taken up above the heavéus,
aand in the presence of the holy Apostles
her body was placed in the sepu!chre,
She died, but a body of such excellent
dignity could not (as blessed Gregory saith)
lovg be held in the bonds of death. Kor
it was impossible that that flash should be
crrrupted by & long death of which the
the Word was made flash and dwelt among
us. For {f at the Lord's resurrection
many bodies of the saints that slept arose,
how could that flesh not rise sgain which
gave birth to the Author of life Himself ?
With a full and undoubtiog faith, beiteve
ve, my brethren, that the Most Biessed
Virgln Mary, made immortal both in bady
aad soul, sitteth at the right hand of God,
with her Son, our Loid Jesms Christ,
belng the Mothar of penitents and & most
effectual intercaseor for our sins with her
most gracious Sun.” (Vol. i1, pp. 361,
352).

With regard to what is set forth in Plain
Reasons concerning Onhurch law, the max.
ims ot Ferrarls and other canoclsts quoted
are no more Infallible, as if pracically
assumed, than are the personal opinions
of Sie Robert Phillimore or Sir Edmund
Beckett equivalent to our authoritative
declaration of what is the present law of
the Establieshed Church, The charges of
“accumulated faleehood,” of “entire dla-
regard for truth,” of ‘‘dellberate and con
sclous falsehood with fraudulent intent,”
snd that “truth pure and simplo {s a'most
rever to ba found, and the whole truth 1n
no case whatever,” in the Roman (atho.
ic Church, are statements exceediogly

shocking, and ia moet cases have the

exactly opposite effect intended, Sach
vain charges are incapable of belpg met,
for they are as baseless as they are profane.
In one case this sccuser of bis brethren
goes 80 far ss deliberately to charge Bar-
onias with purposely alteifog a dste, and
of deliberately falsifyiog the Roman
martyrolegy for cextsia contzoversial pur.
potes. Now any historian s llable to
cbrznologleal error ; yet no certain evi-
dence of the accuracy of the grave charge
fo question exlete; while a writer who
himsell has made no lees than 200 retrac-
tatlons or explanations in & hastily com-
piled book of 200 pages should not (with-
out any heartog or defence) be severe
upon s Christlan historian who may pos-
sibly have made onein 2000, D- Litile
dale’s trestment of the Seventh (1 :umen
feal Counell and its decrees has brought
down upon bim a scornful aud witherivg
criticlomn by Professor Damalas of Mouns
Athos, referred to in a xecent nuwber of s
German Ifterary seria), which I kave not
seen, but which a lesrned Anglican friend
informs me it is painful to read, and quite
impomible to answer.
In fine, only let the sacred doctrines of
the Blessed Trinity, of the Procersicn of
the Holy 8pirit, of the Incarnation, of the
Two Wills of Oar Blessed Savicur, of the
Sacraments asd of the Egiscupate, be
trested in a like carping and rationelistic
method with which the writer of Plain
Reasons has dealt with the need of & Visible
Head to a visible Charsh, and the exercise
by delegation cf our Lod's Universal
Sovereigoty, acd the mischlef of the
method woull be apparent. Further.
more, devotion to, and invocation of the
saints, which of course is only the “com-
munion of salnts” (In which all profess to
belleve) put into practice, the state of the
falthful departed, the Immaculate Con
ception and Assumption of our Blezsed
Lady, would, by a like ratiora'istic and
destructive method, be swept away. The
Oatholic falth, however, is like a perfcct
and complece arch. If but one stone be
removed, and several others be palnstak
ingly battered and intentionally broken,
there is a grave danger thai the whole
archwsy may fall,
I conclude, therefore, that for more thaa
three and a half centurtes in England,
destraction, protests, negations, bitter con-
teoversies and eelf pleasing, have done
more than euough evil and miechievous
work ; and that the E.tablished Churck—
now confronted by indifference, atbe'sm,
sectarian spite, and avowed agnosticlim—
can only retaln its preceat position or te
provcd to be worth its salt, by its leadcrs
and cfficlals makicg a zeslous endeavor to
restore what is wantlog, and to secure
from ecclesiatical Authorliy ia the face
of Christecdou a restoration of what has
lapsed aud been lost—the original scheme
80 far a3 there was one, of Newman and
Pusey, of Manuing, Keble, Froude srd
Ward. By this meass all Christians—like
animals when attacked by & common foe

LOW BUNDAY,

““Jeans salth to bim : because thou bast
secen Mas Thomas thou hast belleved ;
blesied are they that have mot seen and
bave belleved.” (S:, Jobn xx, 29 )

Whea our Lord appeared to the disel-
ples and gave them the commislon to
forgive siue, and thue instituted the holy
Sacrament of Pensance, 8t. Thomas wag
not present, aud when the other disclples
told bim what had bappened, and that
He had shown them the wounuvds in His
hands and fn Hie feet, he rafused to believe
them ; he declared he would not beileve
unless he bimself should e them also,
He esld : “Unless I sball eee the print of
the nails and put my fisger into the place
of the nsils and put my hand futo His
elde I will not believe.”

This dleposition of St Thomas was
very wrorg. He ought to have believed
without hesltatfon. He had ecen our
Lyrd work miracles without number ; he
had seen Him give alght to tho biind, even
those blind from birth ; make the deaf to
hear and the dumb to epeak , he bad seen
Him ralse the deed to life, ratee Lszarus
after being dead and burled alrcady four
days, He knew that our Lord bed pre
dicted His Resurrection. He ought to
have belleved, and he elumed in not
belleving. He was obstiate fn unbellef,
refuslog to credit the testimony of his
companions whom he knew to be honest
and trustworthy,

Our Lord in the kindness of His heart
forgave bim and made him put his finger
into the print of the nalls and fnto the
wound in His slde to convince him, and
also to convince us by His teetimony of
the reality of His Resurrection. But at
the ssme time He rebuked him, and
taught us all & grand lesson. He maid :
“Becanse thou hast sren Me, Thomas,
thou bast belisved ; bleeacd are they who
have not seea and yet have balleved.”

We have the falth on the testimony of
the apostles and dlsclples who reesrded it
1a the Gospele, and who eealed thelr testl.
mony in thelr own blood.

We have the testimony of ¢ll the dis-
ciples who repestedly saw our Lord after
His Resurrection, eometimes a great num.
ber of them, over five hundred at once,

We bave the testimony of the Catholle
Cburch ; of all thote milifons on millions
who bave lived from that day to ths;

The newspapers
are fall of Infilel objactlons, Tne press
is teeming with works written exprasely
to destroy the faith, The flimsiest
reesone are brought forwerd with a bold
face as if thoy were unanswerab'c. The
very fact that tho thicgs of G)d and re
ligion are so high and incomprehensibie is
brought forward as the priocipal zezson
why they are not to be believed,

We have belleved once for all, In the
trueet and most solid evidence. Onr
bueiness now s to “live by falth.” [,
put in practice the precspts of our falth,
and to follow the example of the author
and finlsher of our fsith, our Lord Jesus
Corlst,

We are not of those who are to be “heat
about by every wind of doctrine.” We
are not to be moved by the vain babblings
of men, who are w!ee in thelr own con-
colt and think they know everythirg,
though they know very little afier all,
We will not imitate 8t.

of & church it appears to you without
beauty, and if you view it from within
how rich and beautiful it appears, es-
pecially when the sunshine of heaven is
shining upon it. llow admirable the
group of figures illustrates some scene of
sacred history, Ia like manner a stranger
to religion regards our ceremonies as
mesaningless because he does not see the
relation between the rites performed and
the mysteries which they symboliza,
But the eame ceremonies, when viewed
by an intelligent member of the (aurch,
embellish some mystery of revelation,
“We must always keep in mind this
fundamental truth—that all trus devo
tion, to be acceptable to (iod, must be
interior and come from the heart, True
adoration ‘chall adore the Father in
spirit and truth,” Public worship, with.
out interior piety, is & mockery and a de.
lusion. But while the essence of all re-
iigion is from the heert, the rites and
ceremonies enjoined in our public wor
ship are imperatively demanded by the
constitution of our nature.

not {0 undermine and destroy, our insti-
tutions by this Church of Ryme.”

And coming after
such a blatherskite we can well imagine
the effect of the calm and dignified re
marks of the Rev. Dr. Benueit, profes-
sor in the Methudist Seminary at £ /ans-
ton, Ill :

from ber a lesson on a subject that is of
more vital importance to our goverr-
ment even than temperance, and that is
the preservation of the family, the
sacredness of matrimony, and the curse
of divorce. In the heart of the most
Protestant of countries illegitimacy is
greatest —in  Scotland, the home of
Protestantism,”
