Societies for mutual
benefit in various ways began to be organized in
England in 1793, and in the next twelve years
inereased with, for those days, miraculous rapid-
ity, embracing in 1805, 704,000 members. The
firsf savings banks proper were founded in, 1808,
one at Tottenham, and another, for female ser-
varts, at Bath. To Rev. H. Dundan, of Ruth-

well, in Scotland, belongs the credit of maturing
the savings bank system in its present complete
form, in the Parochial Bank of Ruthwell, founded
at about this time, which furnished the model

these institutions was framed. A germ of co-
operative stores (which seems not to have sprouted
and taken root) is noticeable at the same active
period, in the form of bemefit clubs, for obtaining
clothing, coals, and other leading mecessaries of
life, on advantageous termps.

The first building society whs founded in the same
veriod by Earl SelKirk, at Kirkcudbright, Scotland
in 1815, and others sprung up after it, and flourish-
ed in ths same thrifty part of the island, under
the title of menagies. From Scotland the emigra-
tion of this idea was easy and natural to .\If::-
chester, and to Liverpuwol, where it took effect
among the numerous trades unions, and in 1830,
the movement began to become English, soon after
which the acts of Parliament now jin force were
passed, legalizing and regulating theé new institu-
tions, and conferring upon them ndvel and (for
Esglish law) remarkable privileges.  Any number
of persons were suthorized to fork a buildin
society, with shares mnot exceeding £150 an
monthly payments not exceeding £1 upon which
shares no profits should be allowed nntir}ully paid
up—to make advances tp individual members on
martgage deeds, to receive any boguses for the

reference in awarding such advances, without
iability to the penalties of usury, and ts convey
redl estate to members by a siraple felease on the
meortgage deed, without the compliicated and costly
proceedings which had practically restricted con-
veyances of land to large parcels or to persons of
consiiderable means. Transfers of shires and other
documents were exempted from stamp duties.
Their funds were forbidden to be invested in sav-
ings banks or government stocks, and the articles
and by-laws were required to be dertified by a
Government registrar, as conformable to law, and
copies filed in his office. »

The report stated that after a careful examina-
tion of the accounts-of the Bank, up to the latest
dates received from the branches and agencies, the
court of directors Rave declared the customary
half-yearly dividend at the rate of six pér cent.

The Chairman, in_moving that the report-be
received and adopted, saidithe directors had receiv-
ed the Queen’s warrant extending the privileges of
the charter of the bank until the 1st June 1881,
The proprictors wére perhaps aware that the con-
currence of the Canadian government was requisite
in order to give effect t¢ the extension of the
charter, The directors mé¢morialised that govern-
ment, aud their request wag acceded to.  Of course
they could not but regard the friendly reception
that their request met with as a testimonial of the
loisg services which this bank had rendered to the
colony, to the prudence with which it had been
conducted, and the souhd principles by. which
it had been guided.

INVESTMENTS OF NEW YORK LIFE
COMPANIES.

A leading insnmnce journal, published in
New York city +The Inswrance Times —de-
nounces the legal restrictions under which
New York companies are placed in the matter
of investments. It is argwed that invest-
ments can be found outside of the State
equally as safe :u:ghnoo obtainable within it}
that by the limifation imposed, the compa-
nies’ sources of ﬁmﬁt are lessened, and that

it is unfair to rdfuse to allow, deposits and
investments to bg made in the localities from
which the compahies draw their premiums.
The article procegds thus :

“That the considerations we suggest have
a vital force and effect is demonstrated by
the recent enactment of the Parliament of
Canada of a:law compelling all insurance
companies doing business in Canada after the
I1st of August, 1871, to invest £100,000in
gold in the bouds of the Dominion, thus
forcing all compgnies from the State of New
York, whose statites forbid their compliance
with this act, oug7of the Canadas, and leav-
ing the field to their competitors from other
sections, whose lgw-makers have shown some
regard for theid intevests and pros ity.
How soon States within the Union will im-
prove upon the éxample set by the Canadas,
by compelling ogr companies to invest & por-
tion of their presiums drawn from their citi-
zens not only intheir State bonds, but alse
in bonds and martgages on their real estate,
we are unable to predict, but we know that
the feeling excitgd by our illiberal and con-
temptuous exclugivenecss is strong and resent-
