Even casual reference to the annual 
reports of the Commission of Conserva­
tion indicates the wide range of interests 
with which the Commission is concerned. 
In this respect the Commission’s Sixth 
Annual Report, which has just been issued, 
is no exception. Well-informed discus­
sion are given concerning Canada’s re­
sources in forests, fields, mines and 
site am s, and important papers are includ­
ed on technical education, agricultural in­
struction, providing sanctuaries for birds 
and last, but by no means least, an impor­
tant place is given to housing and town 
planning.

The address of the chairman, Sir Clif­
ford Sifton, is an excellent summary of 
the Commission’s activities for the last 
fiscal year, and-is, therefore, of value to 
the busy reader.

Although the war has hampered some 
aspects of the work of the Commission, 
steady progress has been made in the 
matter of town planning. The National 
City Planning Conference held in Toronto 
in 1914, and for which the Commission 
acted as host, gave a marked impetus in 
Canada to this important economic and 
social question. Shortly after the hold­

progress has also been made. Inventories 
of Canadian forests are being compiled 
by the Commission for the first time; and 
much has been done during the past year 
to lessen the number of forest fires along 
railway lines. With but few exceptions, 
the Commission has had the hearty sup­
port of the railways in this work. As a 
result, great forest areas undoubtedly 
have been saved from the ravages of fire. 
These and other phases of Canadian for­
estry questions are considered in the re­
port by such well known authorities as 
Dr. B. E. Fernow, Messrs. R. H. Campbell, 
H. R. MacMillan, G. C. Piche and A. D. 
MacTier.

The Poppy Uprooted 
The Tibetans in the secluded district of 

Faongan, the most southern part of the 
Sining prefecture, imagined themselves to 
be seen re from inspection, but information 
leaked out, and General Ma Ki was order­
ed to go and root up the opium. His help, 
however, was not needed, for the Tibetans, 
hearing of his approach, pulled it all up 
themselves. Now not a speck of opium 
is to be found in the whole country.

Last year the Kwomi clan of Tibetans, 
who reside beyond the western border of 
Kansu, on the northern bank of the Yel­
low river, grew opium extensively, but the 
soldiers pulled it all up and mulcted them 
in the heavy fine of Tls. 2,000.

Preparations are already being made to 
welcome Mr. Teichman, Great Britain’s 
representative, who is on a tour of in­
spection in this province to ascertain to 

^ what extent the prohibition of opium has 
been carried out. He is expected to ar­
rive here from Kanchow at the end of 
July or beginning of August. Inns are 
already commandeered for the billeting 
of his escort, and apparently he is to have 
a reception worthy of the great Power 
which he represents.

Flowers, East and West 
All over China in the cities where there 

are mission stations, garden flowers from 
the homelands are to be seen t- geraniums, 
dahlias, wallflowers, morning glories, 
nasturtiums, mignonette, etc* and from 
the mission compounds seeds and bulbs 
find their way into the homçs arid court­
yards of the Chinese who are fond of flow­

PrincipalELECTIONS IN SOUTH AFRICAr|''HE King has made an appeal for 
X more men for the colors. We print it 

elsewhere in this issue. This appeal must 
meet with its due response in New Bruns­
wick, which is still far behind in its proper 
proportion of enlistments, 
census gives the population of the Prov­
ince as nearly 352,000. About 4,500 men 
have so far enlisted in New Brunswick 
for overseas’ service. , The percentage of 
enlistments for the whole Dominion, to 
date, is about two per cent, of the total 
population. At this rate New Brunswick’s 
quota should be 7,040. It should be more, 
for if New Brunswick gives two per cent, 
the average of the Dominion would thus 
be slightly raised. Five per cent of 
population for the whole Dominion would 
not be too much in this crisis ; and if that 
is to be the percentage, then our enlist­
ments must be brought up to 16,600, or 
nearly four times as many as have en­
listed so far. What are we going to do 
about it ? Where is our boasted loyalty ?

If we are just as loyal 
and just as brave as the people in the 
other parts of the Dominion and of the 
Empire, now is the time to show it. Our

As in the preceding week, the hostilities 

in the Balkans excited the greatest inter­
est. The advance of the Teutonic forces 
in Serbia, from the north, made but little 
progress ; but in the north-east they 
effected a crossing of the Danube in con­
siderable numbers, and it was expected 
that they would soon for a junction with 
Bulgarian forces and be able to advance 
through Bulgaria into Turkey. The in­
vasion of Serbia by Bulgarians made some 
progress in the early part °f the week, but 
towards its close it seems to have been 
checked, the forces of the Allies landed at 
Salonika having come to the rescue of the 
hard-pressed Serbians. Bulgarian ports, 
including Dedeaghatch, on the Ægean 
coast were bombarded by the allied fleet 
of Britain, France and Russia, and much 
damage was done. The outlook in the 
Balkans for the success of the Allies was, 
therefore, much brighter at the close of 
the week than at the beginning.

The German submarine "blockade” of 
British ports would appear to have ended 
for a time, as the week afforded but a 
single victim vessel. On the other hand, 
the activity of the British submarines in 
the Baltic was-conspicuous, and a number 
of cargo vessels from Sweden to German 
ports were torpedoed and sunk. Perhaps 
the most important result of the oper­
ations of the week of the British sub­
marines in the Baltic was the sinking of 
the German cruiser Prim Adalbert, of 
8,858 tons, with a complement of 557 men. 
Very few of the men were saved.

Of the political situation in the Balkan 
States as a whole it is not posssible to say 
anything definite. Bulgaria, it is true, is 
now a belligerent on the side of the Cen­
tral Powers ; but up to the close of the 
week no definite announcement had been 
made as to the future attitude of Greece 
and Roumania. It was said that the 
Quadruple Entente had jointly demanded 
a definite declaration on the part of 
Greece, and, moreover, that Britain had 
made the specific offer of the Island of 
Cyprus to Greece in consideration of her 
immediate participation in the war on the 
side of the Allies. Before this appears in 
print the decision of the Greek govern­
ment may be announced.

In Great Britain no untoward event 
disturbed the political horizon, the resig­
nation of Sir Edward Carson not being 
followed by that of any other member of 
the cabinet ; but the illness of the prime 
minister, Mr. Asquith, may have been the 
cause of the postponement of other cab­
inet changes that were said to be im­
minent

The elections in South Africa are over ; 
and it is a satisfaction to know that the 
parties supporting the policy of General 
Botha have been returned to parliament 
with a substantial majority. The elections 
were conducted with much bitterness, as 
those who know South Africa fully ex­
pected.

For Big Results.DISTRIBUTION OF SEED GRAIN 
AND POTATOES This World War Demande the Supreme 

Effort of a United Empire.By instructions of the Hon. Minister of I 
Agriculture a free distribution of superior 
sorts of grain and potatoes will be made 
during the coming winter and spring to 
CanadianYarmers. The samples will con­
sist of spring wheat (about 5 lbs.), white 
oats (about 4 lbs.), barley (about 5 lbs.), 
and field peas (about 5 lbs,) These will 
be sent out from Ottawa.

A distribution of potatoes (in 3 lbs. 
samples) will be carried on from several 
of the Experimental Farms, the Central j 
Farm at Ottawa supplying only the pro­
vinces of Ontario and Quebec.

Each application must be separate and 
must be signed by the applicant. Only 
one sample of grain and one of potatoes 
can be sent to each farm. If both samples 
are asked for in the same letter only one 
will be sent. Applications on any kind of 
printed form cannot be accepted.

The destruction by fire of the cereal 
buildipg at Ottawa, which contained grain-" 
cleaning machinery and a large stock of 
seed grain for distribution, may make it 
necessary to curtail the distribution to a 
certain extent. We shall fill as many as 
possible of the applications which con­
form to the rules ; but requests received 
after the end of December will probably 
be too late. Samples cannot be sent in 
response to applications (no matter when 
received) which fail to state clearly tbfe { 
needs of the applicant, his experiences in 
crop-raising, and the character of the soil 
on which he intends to sow the seed.

R. BARTON'S excellent study of the the **** where the cnme
first phase of Bamadotte’s career 

has been written to throw more light than 
has been thrown by most of the biograph­
ers on the formative, or earlier, period of 
Bernadette's life. There are. points in 
Bernadette’s conduct that have been 
seized upbn by his admirers and his tra- 
ducers indifferently to support their ar­
guments. A final judgement has not been 
pronounced. But in estimating the mo­
tives of Bemadotte’s behavior when, for 
example, he turned upon Napoleon (who, 
whether designedly or not, had helped 
hipi to the Swedish throne) and joined 
with the rest of Europe in* overthrowing 
the great tyrant, it is obviously of great 
value to know fully what Bemadotte’s 
relations had been previously with Na­
poleon. It is not enough, in reading 
Bemadotte’s character, merely to say 
that, as all Europe was unquestionably 
right to get rid of the incubus, therefore 
Bernadotte must have been right to assist 
them. Nor is it quite enough even to say 

4^ that when Bernadotte had become King 
V of Sweden his acts were properly guided 

by toe interests of his country. For, as 
Napoleon wittily said in St. Helejia^rt^n 
Bemadotte’s conduct, was" discussed, "A 
man does not renounce his mother be­
cause he gets married.” If Bernadotte 
had been a topical Jacobin, or a zealous 
exponent of the policy of the Directory, 
understanding just what he was inflicting 
upon the world when he fought as a 
soldier of that "organized anarchy,” we 
should have to conclude that his motive 
in rounding upon his patron at the end 
was probably no more admirable than his 
political motives had been before. On 
the other hand, if we are convinced on the 
evidence that Bernadotte was a man who 
had * always distrusted extremists, who 
had watched the ambitious acts of Bona 
parte with intense suspicion and not with 
out open protest — a man, in short, who 
was just an honest soldier who did not 
apprehend the meaning of much for 
which he fought — then we shall be able 
fairly to say that when Bernadotte .took 
up arms against-Napoleon he not only 
acted rightly in fact, but acted consist­
ently and on the same honorable im­
pulses which were clearly traceable in his 
early days. Mr. Barton’s book does show 
it to be reasonable to deliver such a 
judgement. Bernadotte was . a German 
with the rhetorical faults of his country, 
but he

acquaintance of Bonaparte in Italy hel 
began to suspect him. "I saw in him,” I 
he said, "a young man of twenty-five or I 
twenty-six years of age, who assumes the 
airs of a man of fifty, and in my opinion 
that does not bode well for the Republic.” 
When Bonaparte required a redistribution 
of the troops and ordered Bernadotte to 
break up his division, the latter may well 
have been ill-advised to object. Never-j 
theless the affection of Bernadotte for his 
division and his strong sense of the mili­
tary value of its coherence were thor­
oughly likable emotions, and Bonaparte’s 
reply was simply offensive : "Your Bema- 
dotte is a very weak person. I cannot do 
better than compare him to an old cor­
poral who complains lustily when a man 
is taken from his file. When you see 
him again tell him that my only answer 
is that I never dined out of the wooden 
bowl."

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riding postilion gladly accepted the pour­
boires offered to him by the passengers in 
the coaches, and that as a "common sol­
dier” he was turned away from the house 
of Désirée Diary, who afterwards became 
his wife and Queen of Sweden. It is no 
wonder that he became a devout Repub­
lican, for one of the infamous ordinances 
of the old régime was that no soldier 
could hold a commission who did not 
come of a family ennobled for four genera­
tions. The Revolution changed that ; and, 
if for no other reason, Bernadotte, who 
saw the path to promotion in the profes 
sion he loved open clear before him, pro­
claimed himself a grateful child of the 
Republic. Some traffickers in loose his­
torical thought have dwelt upon the 
strange fact that a regicide should have 
let himself become a King. But when 
Louis XIV and Marie Antoinette were 
executed Bernadotte had no more power 
to aid or arrest the cruel deed than his 
descendant who now sits upon the Swedish 
throne. • Like Marceau, Kléber, Desaix, 
Hoche, and other great soldiers of the 
Revolution, Bernadotte knew no more of 
the details of the politics of which he was 
an instrument than most soldiers can 
know who fight year after year away 
from home. • The fact that Marceau and 
Kléber, who were honorable men, be­
stowed their warm friendship on Berna­
dotte is in itself a certificate of character. 
The soldiers of the Directory were, in 
faefey as often happens, infinitely better 
men than the Government who employed 
them. In the long campaign against Ger­
many, when Bernadotte belonged to the 
Army of the Sambre and the Meuse, and 
again when he fought under Bonaparte 
in Italy, there was nothing to his discredit 
as a soldier and a man. We may observe 
the indignation with which he defends 
himself against a charge that he had 
plundered and exacted a levy frdm a Ger­
man city :
