] "HAT is the matter?” “The

\ man is ‘dead*drunk.” “Oh!is
that all,” and people pass on. It is so
common au occurrence, that it causes neo
surprise to find a man rolling in the street
in this city “ dead ” drunk. ‘Drunkenness
on the street is a rare thing in most in-
land cities of China. Men who get drunk
at feasts are quietly escorted home, so
little ot it is seen; but here it is a daily
occurrence. If the drunken man is not
assisted home before.dark, he will soon
be bereft of some of his clothing, and it is
not a rare occurrence for men to be frozen
to death.

A lad of eighteen was found frozen to
.death in the citv a short while ago. He
had been given a little too much wine, so
that when he went out into the frosty air
in the night it was teo much for him and
he lay on the street drunk and was strip-
ped of all his clothing.

Itis not a rare thing for a man to
become so “dead” drunk that he never
rallies from it. The close contact with
the Tibetans, who are great drinkers,
may have something to do with the drink
evil. There are eleven distilleries in one
town in the district. The "wine” is
made from barley; 70 per cent. is pure
alcohol. A Chinese wine cup full of
" wine,” if lighted, will burn away leaving
very little water at the bottom. It isvery
similar to our whiskey. At feast times it
is often given to little children.

eavily.- With the Chinese, too much
‘wine occasionally excites within them
their fighting propensities, but nine out
of ten become profusely polite, even to
becoming obnoxious. There are some
. well known inebriates, and they may be
nd in the wineshops any_day,
Gut 1t the “Cotftyard dfinking
by the basinful. One inebriate, who re-
cently died, left a growing family of boys,
all of whom are following in the footsteps
of their father. Having always under-
stood China to be a sober nation, it came
as a surprise to find this drunken city.
To other long residents in Chiha it may
likewise be a surprise.
THE PoppY UPROOTED

The Tibetans in the secluded district of
Faongan, the most southern part of the
Sining prefecture, imagined themselves to
be secnre from inspection, but information
leaked out, and General Ma Ki was order-
ed to go and root up the opium. His help,
however, was not needed, for the Tibetans,
hearing of his approach, pulled it all up
themselves. Now not a speck of opium
is to be found in the whole country.

Last year the Kwomi clan of Tibetans,
who reside beyond the western border of
Kansu, on the nortﬁern bank of the Yel-
low river, grew opium extensively, but the
soldiers pulled it all up and mulcted them
in the heavy fine of Tls. 2,000.

Preparations are already being made to
welcome Mr. Teichman, Great Britain’s
representative, who is on.a tour of in-
spection in this province to ascertain to

_ what extent the prohibition of opium  has
been carried out. He is expected to ar-
rive here from Kanchow at the end of
July or beginning of August. Inns are
already commandeered for the billeting
of his escort, and apparently he is to have
a reception worthy of the great Power
which he represents.

FLOWERS, EAST AND WEST

All over China in the cities where there
are mission stations, garden flowers from
the homelands are to be seen ¢ geraniums,
dahlias, wallflowers, morning glories,
nasturtiums, mignonette, etcy and from
the mission compounds seeds and bulbs
find their way into the homes and court-
yards of the Chinese who are fond of flow-
€rs; 50 in the flora we may. truly say ‘that
the West has come to the East.

When at a large horticultural show in
Edinburgh two years ago it was apleasant
surprise to see large flower pots of the
common Chinese daisy, which grows on
every roadside in China. The East had
arrived in the West. For nearly two
years two prominent botanists, Messrs.
Farrer and Purdom, have been scouring
the hills and dales, the valleys and the
mountains on the western borders of
Kansy, in search of new flowers with
Waich to surprise the florists at home.
Soon we shall hear of sweet little primulas
from the highlands of Kansu, from the
grassy slopes of the Kokonor and the
rocky crags of Tibet decorating the tables
at royal banquets at home.

What tanned skin, loose flowing robed
Tibetan ever dreamt that that sweet little
primula which scented his tent: in ‘the
evening and early morning would become
a much prized flower? The bright-eyed
Iittle children of the Tibetans make gar
linds with the dainty " little flowers: that
become an open-sesame to the keen-eyed
botanist, the flowers giving him a name
as well as wealth. When this lengthened
expedition of these two well-known bota-
nists comes to an ‘end, and seeds, bulbs,
roots and plants are growing and flourish-
Ing in some famous gardens in the home-
land, great surprises will be in store.

CONSERVATION ANNUAL REPORT
FOR 1915

=

Even casual reference to the annual
reports of the Commission of Conserva-
tion indicates the wide range of interests
with which the Gommission is concerned.
In this respect the Commission’s  Sixth
Annual Report, which has just been issued,
is no exception. Well-informed discus-
sion are given concerning Canada’s re-
sources in forests, fields, mines and
srteams, and important papers are includ-
ed on technical education, agricultural in-
struction, providing sanctuaries for birds
and last, but by no means least, an impor-
tant place is given to housing and town
planning.

The address of the chairman, Sir Clif-
ford Sifton, is an excellent summary of
the Commission’s activities for the last
fiscal year, and-s, therefore, of value to
the busy reader.

Although the war has hampered some
aspects of the work of the Commission,
steady progress has been made in the
matter of town planning. The National
City Planning Conference held in Toronto
in 1914, ‘and for which the Commission
acted as host, gave a marked impetus in
Canada to this important economit and
social ‘question, Shortly after the hold-

ing of the conference, the Commission se-

Fngland, an “of interna-
tional repute. Although in Canada less
than a year, Mr. Adams’ services are in
requisition constantly in every province
of the Dominion. His address at the
annual meeting of the Commission out-
lines the present status of housing and
town planning with both clearness and
vigor.

In the conversation of forests steady
progress has also been made. Inventories
of Canadian forests are being compiled
by the Commission for the first time; and
much has been done during the past year
to lessen the number of forest fires along
railway lines. With but few exceptions,
the Commission has had the hearty sup-
port of the railways in this work. Asa
result, great forest areas undoubtedly
have been saved from the ravages of fire,
These and other phases of Canadian for-
estry questions are considered in the re-
port by such well known authorities as
Dr. B. E. Fernow, Messrs. R. H. Campbell,
H. R. MacMillan, G.C. Piche and A.D.
MacTier.

The agriculttiral surveys and illustra-
tion farms operated for some years by
the Commission have proved of such value
that the Federal Department of Agricul-
ture has recently taken over the work
and is largely extending it. Reports of
this work are of much interest to every-
one who is interested in agriculture. Dr.
C.C. James' address on the working of
the Agricaltural Instruction Act is a pleas-
ing story of recent progress of agricultural
instruction in Canada.

Canada’s mineral resources are con-
sidered at length by Dr. Frank D. Adams,
by Dr. Eugene Haanel and by Mr. W. J
Dick. In connexion with water-powers,
especially as applying to boundarv waters,
interesting and valuable papers by Messrs.
A. V. White and Leo G. Denis, are includ-
ed in the report.

The report is splendidly illustrated and
a carefully prepared index makes it of
unusual value for reference purposes.

PATRIOTIC FUND REGULATIONS
— S

Ottawa, Oct. 19.—A number of impor-
tant modifications have been made in the
‘patriotic fund regulations. In future the
following conditions will be considered in
the distribution of assistance.

1. Families in which the father is alive,
able-bodied and under sixty-five years of
age, or where there are other males over
fifteen years of age, capable of assuming
its support, should receive no assistance
from the fund. The fact that the other
male members are out of work is not
sufficient justification for granting aid.

2. Families of men on garrison and
picket duty in Canada known as active
home-service men, must not hereafter be
assisted by the fund.

3. Where there are several children in
a soldier’s family only one may be reckon-
ed at the maximum rate, only one at the
intermediate rate and all others, no mat-

i

ter what age, should be at the minimum
rafes:

4 Where the wife of aCanadlan volun-
teer (C. E. F.) has no children, is well and
strong and is regularly in receipt of sep-
aration allowance and -assigned pay, she
'should not receive more than $5 per

BRAVE CANADIAN SOLDIER

Mrs. Jessie Westacott, daughter of Mrs.
Bradbury, of Netley-terrace, Newton Ab-
bot, and wife of Mr. J. Westacott, a clerk
in Manitoba, who, with her eight-weeks’-
old baby, was one of the survivors of the
Allan liner Hesperian when she was tor-
pedoed, has paid a tribute to the gallant
Canadian wounded soldiers who were on
board. When the crash was heard, she
says, she managed to reach the deck, and
placing her baby in the arms of a wound-
ed Canadian, implored him to save its life.

“The wounded soldier got down into
the boat with my baby and somehow I got
into the same boat. I did not know where
[ was for a time. Then I took my baby
from him. We were up to our knees in
water. We were drifting away from the
Hesperian, but could still see her lights.
She had been brilliantly lighted up, and

dancing before she was torpedoed. It
seemed to me that these lights only made
us a mark for the submarines.

“ There was one splendid thing about
it,”~ Mrs. Westacott continued. “ That
was the conduct of the wounded Canadian
soldiers. They were very brave, and but
for them many more women and children
must have been drowned. They did all
they could to help us, and saw that the
women and children were saved first, if
possible. When we were in the boat
there was a wounded Canadian soldier in_

PROGRESS OF THE WAR
TS
[October 19 to October 25]

URING the past week hostilities
I have been prosecuted with great
vigor on all fronts, and the result was
certainly satisfactory to the Quadruple
Entente. Russia and Italy both declared
themselves in a state of war with Bulgaria,
Great Britain and France having done so
in the week preceding. News kept com-
ing in all week of the heavy losses in-
curred by the British_in the fighting of
the preceding week. The ‘total British
casualties from October 1 to October 22
were 2,285 officers and 50,072"non-com-
missioned officers and men. The exact
total up to October 25 was not known, but
in the last three days a large addition was
made to the list. The gains of the Allies
in the western front were purchased at a
heavy cost, but the loss to the enemy was
vastly greater.

On the western front fierce attacks and
counter attacks were made at many points
of the line from the Vosges to the Yser,
and resulted in a substantial net gain to
the Allies, especially in the Champagne
and Artois districts.

The week’s news from the eastern front
was eminently satisfactory to the Allies.
The fighting in the vicinity of Riga was
fierce, but the Germans were unable to
make any gains of consequence, the Rus-
sians being able to offer eftective resis-
tance. It would now appear that the
attempt on Riga is definitely checked.
Elsewhere at most parts of the eastern
front where hostilities wére in progress,
southward to the border of Roumania, the
Russians appear to have been on the offen-
sive, and to have met with much success.

Some minor engagements were report-
ed in the Caucasus front, but details were
not forthcoming. X

In Galipoli some activity was manifest,
but scant news was given out. The oper-
ations in this section, it would appear, are
not to be abandoned ; but it is likely that
they will be renewed with greater vigor
on the arrival of the new commander-in-
chief, General Munro, who is due this
week.

It would seem that it is not the present

Of the political situation in the Balkan
States as a whole it is not posssible to say
anything definite.

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Bernadotte: the First Phase, 1763-1799.
By D. Plunket Barton. With Portraits
and Illustrations. London: John Mur-
ray. 15s. net.

A § R. BARTON'S excellent study of the

.\ first phase of Barnadotte’s career

has been written to throw more light than

has been thrown by most of the biograph-
ers on the formative, or earlier, period of

Bernadotte's life. There are. points in

Bernadotte’s conduct that have been

seized updn by his admirers and his tra-

ducers indifferently to support their ar-
guments, A final judgement has not been
pronounced. But in estimating the mo-
tives of Bernadotte’s behavior when, for
example, he turned upon Napoleon (who,
whether designedly or not, had helped
him to the Swedish throne) and joined
with the rest of Europe in* overthrowing
the great tyrarit, it is obviously of great
value to know fully what Bernadotte's
relations had been previously with Na-
poleon. It is not enough, in reading

Bernadotte’s character, merely to say

that, as all Europe was unquestionably

right to get rid of the incubus, therefore

Bernadotte must have been right to assist

them. Nor is it quite enough even to say

that when Bernadotte had ‘become King
of Sweden his acts were properly guided

which we are fighting to-day. Again we

read:

“Near Dijon, at the end of January
1797] the murder of a peasant was

ught home to a soldier.

As soon as Bernadotte had made the
acquaintance of Bonaparte in Italy he
began to suspect him. "I saw in him,”
he said, "a young man of twenty-five or
twenty-six years of age, who assumes the
airs of a man of fifty, and in my opinion
that does not bode well for the Republic.”
When Bonaparte required a redistribution
of the troops and ordered Bernadotte to
break up his division, the latter may well
have been ill-advised to object. Never-
theless the affection of Befnadotte for his
division and his strong sense of the mili-
tary value of its coherence were thor-
oughly likable emotions, and Bonaparte's
reply was simply offensive : “Your Berna-
dotte is a very weak person. I cannot do
better than compare him to an old cor-
poral who complains lustily when a man
is taken from his file. When you see
him again tell him that my only answer
is that I never dined out of the wooden
bowl." The last words were a slang ex-

For, as
Napoleon wittily said in St. Hele én
Bernadotte’'s conduct was” discussed, "A
man does not renounce his mother be-
cause he gets married.” If Bernadotte
had been a topical Jacobin, "or a zealous
exponent of the policy of the Directory,
understanding just what he was inflicting
upon the world when he fought as a
soldier of that “organized amarchy,” we
should have to conclude that his motive
in rounding upon his patron at the end
was probably no more admirable than his
political motives had been before, On
the other hand, if we are convinced on the
evidence that Bernadotte was a man who
had .always distrusted extremists, who
had watched the ambitious acts of Bona-
parte with intense suspicion and not with:
out open protest —a man, in short, who
was just an honest soldier who -did not
apprehend the meaning of much for
which he fought — then we shall be able
fairly to say that when Bernadotte .took
up arms against”Napoleon he not only
acted rightly in fact, but acted consist-
ently and on the same honorable im-
pulses which were clearly traceable in his
early days. Mr. Barton’s book does show
it to be reasonable to deliver such a
judgement. Bernadotte was.a German
with the rhetorieal faults of his country,
but he was a man in whose mouth the
frequently used words “conscience,”
“duty,” and “honor” were by no means
forms.

A lawyer’s son, Bernadotte became a
private soldier from love of adventure.
Like Henri IV, he changed his religion in
gaining a throne. The upward course
from the ranks was naturally marked by
appropriate episodes “—or episodes atter-
wards found to be appropriate to an
ascent so romantic. Some of these are
no doubt apocryphal, hut probably it is
,-traethat the private soldier who used to

L RSy o gratify his passion for horsemanship by

riding postilion gladly accepted the pour-
boires offered to him by the passengers in
the coaches, and that as a “common sol-
dier” he was turned away from the house
of Désirée Diary, who afterwards became
his wife and Queen of Sweden. It is no
wonder that he became a devout Repub-
lican, for one of the infamous ordinances
of the old »égime was that no soldier
could hold a commission who did not
come of a family ennobled for four genera-
tions. The Revolution changed that; and,
if for no other reason, Bernadotte, whro
saw the path to promotion in the profes
sion he loved open clear before him, pro-
claimed himself a grateful child of the
Republic. Some traffickers in loose his-
torical thought have dwelt upon the
strange fact that a regicide should have
let himself become a King. But when
Louis XIV and Marie Antoinette were
executed Bernadotte had no more power
to aid or arrest the cruel deed than his
descendant who now sits upon the Swedish
throne. « Like Marceau, Kléber, Desaix,
Hoche, and other great’ soldiers Of the
Revolution, Bernadotte knew no more of
the details of the politics of which he was
an instrument than most soldiers can
know who fight year after year away
from home. - The fact that Marceau and
Kléber, who were honorable men, be-
stowed their warm friendship on Berna-
dotte is in itself a certificate of character.
The soldiers of the Directory were, in
fact, as often happens, infinitely better
meén than the Government who employed

as Ambassador to Austria and as Minister
for War, and come to the coup of Brumaire
when Bonaparte on  his return from
Egypt upset the Directory and established
the Consulate, Bernadotte was ready to
arrest the usurper at any moment. His
only stipulation was that he should re-
ceive an official order to do so. But
Bonaparte was his superior fen times
over in .political cunning. While the
Council hesitated Bonaparte acted; the
order to Bernadotte never came ; and in
the result Bonaparte was an easy winner
in the battle of wits over his unsophisti-
cated rival. Yet he did regard Berna-
dotte as a dangerous opponent. He had
an affable contempt, on the other hand,
for Moreau. Nothing was left for the
principled and obstinate but bewildered
Bernadotte but flight. The author takes
leave of him in the forest of Senart,
whithér he was accompanied by the future
Queen of Sweden in boy’s clothes. We
hope that Mr. Barton in another volume
will examine the steps by which Berna-
dotte rallied after all to the Empire, and
the spirit in which he fought for the mis-
trusted master in his new guise.—7The
Sprctator
