The Provision of This Act

21 years from the date of such agreement,
and providing for the payment of fees
to the government of British Columbia .

There was scarcely a sound,
and for a moment no demonstration, but
wmost of those failed when they got tl)e
y the crowd.

blanched faces and shifting eyps and
stronger etill in the way they crouched
wihen they climbed into the awkward
wagons that waited to carry them on
the wildest ride fhey will ever know.
Once they were all aboard the drivers
brought thir teams.out into the street
and the cavalry closed in around them.

Grand Forks, May 11.—(Special.)—The¢
work of doubling the capacity of the
Granby smelter as well as installing a
converter plant is now well under way.
The grading of the site for the buildings
has been completed, and a large force of

various foundations. The two new fur-
naces will each have a capacity of 320
tons each, making the total capacity of
the smelter 1,280 tons daily. Then the
crushing and sampling plant will also be
enlarged. The proposed addition will |
arush and sample 1,000 tons daily, making
the -total -daily capacity of the crushing
and sampling plant 1 tons : per day.
Additional ore bins will also be built.
They will have a carrying capacity of
4,000 tons, and with the existing bms,'
provide a total capacity of 10,000 tons. {

The new converter plant, which will
be supplied by the Gates Iron Works of
Chicago, will havie a capacity of from 150
to 250 toms daily. The power
plant will also be increased by a 250-
horse power horizontal turbine water
wheel and a 250-horse power electric
generator directly connected with . - the
water wheel, making a- total of 850-borse
power developed for the use of thd smel-
ter. This is exclusive of thiz 250-horse
power developed for the city of Grand
Korks, the total power tfus developed
on the Kettle river being - 1,090-horse

ditional triplex power pump which will
supply an additional 750,000 gallons of
water daily for granulating the slag, and
for the water-jackets. ¢

The capacity of the blower room will
be increased by another No. 3 Connors-
ville blower and 200 feet will be added
'to the dust flue. A sufficient number of
motors will be installed for the purpose
of running thé new plant. Of the new
plant thie two new water-jacket copper:
matting furnaces will be 44x160 inches.
The new No. 5 gyratory ‘crusher will ‘be
capable of crushing 1,000 tons daily to a
size not exceeding four inches.

The convierter building will be a steel
fire-proof structure 160x68 feet, its- height
in the main portion being 35 feet. The
contract for its construction has been
awarded to the Hamilton Bridge com-
pany works, of Hamilton, Ontario. This
building will contain two stands of con-
verters of the horizontal barrel type.
The shells will be 72 inches in diameter
by 100 inches in length. Each stand will
havie three extra shells. This building
will contain a forty-ton electric travelling
crane for handling the sheeld and matte;
in another portion of the building will
be a twenty-ton reverberatory tilting
furnace.

In the same building there will also be
thie quartz crushing plant and grinding
pan_ for mixing the converter linings.
Undar each converter stand will be three
mould carriers; these will be operated
back and forth by a hydraulic ram. -The
conveerters will also’ bd tilted by hydraulic
power as well a8 the tilting furnace.
Near by the comverter building will be
the engine room, in which will be located
the blowing engine for blowing the con-
verters; also the hydraulic pump which
wili furnish the pressure to operate the
various. machines in the ocomverter build-

g-
‘The blowing lengine wil] be run by a

motor. It 'is of the power type, has an
air cylinder 36x36 inches and has a spe-
cial unloading device attached so that
when the pressurg reaches a maximum
of ‘ twelve pounds, ‘the valves are so-ar-
ranged that they remain open and no
power is consumed while the converter
is nof using air. This unloading device
was especially built for the Granby com-
pany and has never “been used on7any
low pressure blowing epgine used forcon-
verter purposes.

The converter building is on the same
Jevel as the furnace room containing the
four blast furnaces and 100 feet distant
therefrom. ‘I'he two buildings will be
conniected by a ten ton electric crane.
The matte from the furnaces is first
caught in receivers, which in turn are
tapped out into matte ladles.
