SUBMARINE SINKS
GREW ALL RESCUED.

Prompt Work Prevents the Loss of
the Lives of Seventeen Officers and
Men—Several Hours under Water.

Plymouth, Jan. 16.—The refusal of
the British submarine A 7, with
seventeen officers and men on board,
to rise to the surface, after she had
dived to the bottom of Plymouth
Sound during the manoeuvres caused
anxiety for sevéral hours here to-
day.

After the exercises were over two
sister submarines, composing the rest
of the flotilla, noticing that their com-
panion did not come up, immediately
signalled for assistance to Plymout.h
and Devonport.

Salvage vessels went to the scene,
and in an hour or two bubbles were
seen rising to the surface in Can-
sand Bay.

Although the bubbles indicated that
the hull had been penetrated, and
caused despair of saving the crew, in
a short time the parent vessel Onyx
got in communication with the sail-
ors, all of whom were alive.

were transmjitted to the telephone
wires above. Further experiments
showed that electric. waves set up in
this way could be transmitted through |
space to a considerable distance.

INFLUENCE OF TRADE UNIONS:

By John Mitchell.

As one reads the pages of history
he might be led fo believe that in
former times the world was peopled
with princes and nobles—that there
were no workingmen, or if there were
any, that they rendered no service
to society which entitled them to .take
a place in history. And, indeed,
when we consider that in many na-
tions prior to the birth of Christ all
workingmen were slaves and were
supposed by their masters and the
ruling classes to have no soulf, it is
not to be wondered at that their
existence should be ignored. Yet
there never has been a time in the
world’s history when the men of la-
bor have not been required to bear
the brunt and carry the burden in
every struggle for greater liberty.

The Ggreatest Workingman.

The birth of Christ and the life He
followed meant more in a material as
well as in a spiritual way to the work-
ing people than any event in the
world’s progress. The fact that he
was a working man gave to labor a
new dignity, although it did not free
the workingmen from the stigma that
has attached in all ages to servile
labor. From that time until the pres-
'nt the working people of every gen-
sration have been struggling for new
liberties and for a broader and better
zoncept of the laws made for their
sgovernment. Even in our own coun-
fry—in which it is declared that all
men are created equal and endowed
by their Creator with the right to life,
liberty and the pursuit to happiness
—we still find the ancient struggle,
under a new name, going on unre-
mittingly. And in all probabality the
truggle of the workingmen will con-
inue until the last vesiige of poverty,
njustice, a wrong has been banished
from the face.of the earth.

While the Declaration of Indepen-
ience established in this country civil
ind political liberty, it did did not
astablish industrial. For nearly one
hundred yvears following the Declara-
ion of Independence chattel slavery
was a recognized and legal institu-
ion in our civilization. And real in-
lustrial liberty was not even estab-
'ished with the abolition of chattel
slavery, because liberty means more
.han the right to choose the field of
yne's employment, He is not a free
man whose family must buy food to-
day with the money that is earned to-
morrow. He is not really free who
s forced to work unduly long hours
and for wages so low that he cannot
provide the necessaries of life for him-
self and his family; who must live in
1 crowded tenement and see his chil-
dren go to work in the mills, the
mines and the factories before their
bodies are developed and their minds
‘rained. To have freedom a. man
must be free from .the ‘harrowing fear
>f hunger and want; he must be in
such a position that by the exercise
f reasonable frugality he can pro-
vide his family with all the neces-
saries and the reasonable comforts of
'ife: he must be able to educate his
hildren, and to provide against sick-
ness, accident and old age.

Labor Movement

The, organized labor movement, mis-
understood and often maligned as it
is, the organized labor movement, that
Gladstone characterized as the bul-
work of modern democracies, is doing.
perhaps, as much in the interest of
freedom and real democracy as it is
possible for an association of men
and women to do. It is the movement
that voices the hopes, expregses the
thoughts, and fights the battles of
millions of men, women and children
whom - modern industrialism has
placed at a disadvantage in the race
of life for the goal of success.

The army of working men and
women comprehended in the trade
union movement is banded together
not to destroy, not to tear down, not
to revolutionize society as it is estab-
lished to-day; its philosophy is to
construct, to build, to perfect society;
to make the world better, to make its’
people happier, to secure justice for
the men of our time and to insure to
the coming generation a better and
broader existence than is possible to-
day. 3

“Where is
scarcely a law on the statute books
of any state oF of any nation throw-
ing jhe protecting arm of the govern-
ment about the weak and the de-
fenseless that has not had its in-
spiration in the minds eof the organ-
ized workmen, True, they have had
the assistance of good men and good
women from ether wa]ks_of life, but
the burden of these efforts has fallen
upon the trade unions.

Great Benefits

If we enter the field of legislative
activity and consider economic im-
provements we find that while the un-
organized have not benefitted to the
extent as the organized wage-
earners, nevertheless every advance
in wages, every reduction in hours,
every lightening of the burdens of toil
secured through organized effort has
in part been shared by the unorgan-
ized wage-earners, even though they
have mdde no sacrifice, have put forth
no effort in the accomplishment of
these beneficial reforms.

Furthermore, all the people of the
nation have profited through the
efforts of the trade unions to promote
the general welfare. It is the wage
earners who are the greatest con-
sumers. of wealth; it is their pur-
chases, just as it is their labor, that
makes the wheels of commerce and
industry resolve and makes the nation
prosperous. No country is prosperous
now, no nation has ever prospered in
the past, in  which low wages and
long hours of labor have been the es-
tablished condition of industry. The
nation that most clearly approaches
in equitable distribution of wealth
imong all its people is sure to be per-
manently prosperous and secure.

Distribution of Wealth

An equitable distribution of wealth
imong the people is one of the ideals
f the organied wage-earners. Much
21as been accomplished in this direc-
ion, not only in securing for labor
iigher wages and better conditions
f employment, but, what is equally
‘mportant, a healthy sentiment has
yeen created abong all right-thinking
people for the abolition of poverty
ind all its degrading effects.

We still have
jaily reminders of the demoralizing
ffects of axaggerated riches and ex-
reme penury.
