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CANADIAN REPRESENTATIVES
IN THE BRITISH HOUSE

The number of Canadians who have
been able to go over to the Old Coun-
try-and become membeérs of Parlia-
ment, almost for the asking, has been
remarkable.

Of course, the most notable man
from here who achieved that distinc-
tion was the late Hon Edward Blake,
who sat as a Nationalist. He was a
big man intellectually, and some of
his Canadian admirers predicted that
he would reach high office, but al-
though he achieved general respect,
he somehow failed to meet expecta-
tions.

Sir Gilbert Parker, the novelist, is
another brilliant Canadian, but as an
M.P. he has not shone to any extent.
Like many other writers, he is not a
popular or effective speaker, and when
he does get up to talk the House
speedily becomes quite empty. Of all
modern authors Dickens stands al-
most alone as the best after-dinner
speaker of his day in the Oid Land.

Another Canadian M.P. at West-

‘minster is Joe Martin, who still has

the habit of running amuck politicallv,
just as he did here. His most recent
exploit has been to denounce the Lon-
don Times, whose existence and pow
er he is likely to affect just about as
efficiently as Canute kept back the
sea.

Of all Canadians, Hamar (Jreen_
wood has gone the furthest and seems
likely to achieve further importance.
Bonar Law, the Conservative leade:
and next Premier, is, of course, a
native of Canada, but only in the sense
of birth,. because all of his achievc
ment has, from his earliest years, been

Niagara Falls, New York State:—
“The hundredth anniversary of the
fight at Stoney Creek was celebrated
on the battlefield, where a monument
was -unveiled with appropriate cere-

monies.  Just as all-traces - of war,

havé Tong ago-heen opliterated from
that lovely, peaceful 1landscape, so
there remains after the lapse of a
century none of the bitterness en-
gendered by the strife of 1813-14—
which was also in the nature of fra-
tricidal strife. To us Americans the
people across the border are not re-
garded as probable, hardly as possi-
ble enemies—not even as foreigners.
Probably the people of no other two
countries, living under different flags,
are so closely allied in sentiment, in
ideals and in their ways of looking at
most things, as well as in speech, as
are we and our neighbors. We will
celebrate the anniversary of the vic-
tory of heroic Commander Perry on
Lake Erie later  in the <year, and
Canada will take the same sympath-
etic interest in that celebration as
Americans displayed iin that at Stoney
Creek yesterday. No right-minded
‘American will resent the celebration
in Canada of the doughty deeds that
were done and the successes achieved
by men of British blood when they
saved Canada for the empire in ‘the
brave days of old.”

SOME MORE OF KING'S NON-
SENSE.

If there is any public man in Can-
ada who can talk more political bosh
than Mackenzie King, he had not
been heard of up until the time of
going to press.

He was speaking yesterday in Erin
and charged the Borden Government
with “misrepresentation and’ coward-
ise” on the navy question. He fol-
lowed this up with’ the succeeding
balderdash (Globe report):

“On the great issue of the navy,
now before Canada; Mr, King de-
clared that the Gowvernment was try-
ing to hide its shamie by saying that
Britain would build. the Dreadnougchts
that were to be provided by Canada,
when the ships to be built by Britain
are actually those contempleated
when. the Admiralty’s program was
presented early-in the year. “Thes
prefer,” said Mr. King amid rounds
of applause, “paralysis:to perform-
ance, coercion to courage, dishonor
to distinction.”

It was strange,‘too, that after Mr.
Borden had proclaimed from the
housetops that there was an emer-
gency he did not ask the country for
authority to do something to meet
that emergency. “They were either
true or were the utterances of a man

with hallucinations. If " there is no |

emergency he has bheen deceiving
you. He has been willing to send

$35,000,000 out of this country in or-|

der that he might retain office.”

It would take some kid in a kinder-
garten school to beat nonsense like
the above.

King knows, ‘or he ought to know,
that the offer of the $35,000,000 is to
wipe out a long 6verdue debt and not
for the sake of clinging to office. And
right here theré ‘comie the two ques-

tions: (1) King' claims’ that said
money, and much more of it, should
be spent on the building of a navy in
Canada and that if it isn’t the admin-
istration- will - be licked. (2) King
also claims that by sending the
money away, Borden is doing so to
“retain office.”

Where is the man supposed to be
at anyway?

AN INDEPENDENT VIEW

Says the Hamilton Herald (Inde-
pendent) :—

“Senator L. O. David has under-
taken to explain the reasons why the
Liberal majority in the senate decid-
ed not to ratify the government's
navy bill. In a letter to the Montreal
Star the Senator makes the explana-
tion. According to him, the chief
reason which influenced the sena-
torial majority was this: "There was
no emergency; and even if there
were an emeérgency and a pressing
need for assistance by Canada to the
naval defence forces of the Empire,
the construction of three battleships,
which would take about three years,
would not be the best form of as-
sistance. If there is to be war, thinks
the senator, it is probable that it will
occur within three years, before the
vessels are built.

One wonders what these same sen-
ators would have done if a bill em-
bodying the opposition naval policv
had -come up to them for ratification.
This policy embraced the building - f
a navy in. Canada—an enterpriss
which could hardly be well begun
in three years. If they balked at the
Borden policy because of their doubt
whether it would mecet emergency
conditions which might be developed
within . three years, how could they
have approved of the Laurier pro-
posals ? Those three battleships
which the Borden government pro-
posed to contribute can be complet-
ed within three years, in time for the
impending emergency, and may be—
indeed very likely will be, the Brit-
ish government having decided to
start work on them (or their substi-
tutes) immediately. But if the Lau-
rier policy were to be accepted and
acted on, it is quite certain that Can-
ada would be able to render abso-
lutely no naval assistance whatever
in the event of an emergency de-
veloping within threc years—that is
to say, no assistance in the shape of
! ships or armament.

On- the whole, Senator David’s ex-
pianatory letter might fairly be re-
wvarded as evidence of two things™—
(1) the fact that the senatorial ma-
jority is rather hard up for excuses
for its course on the navy question,

The funeral proccssion started from
Victoria station at 2 o’clock. The
coffin was covered with flowcrs and
was placed in an open hearse drawn
by four black horses. Bands played
dirges while the members of various
women’s societies fell into line behind
the hearse, each group headed by its
banner and all wearing mourning em-
blems. Enormous.crowds surrounded
the station, making progress difficult.

Eleven Sections.

The parade was divided into eleven
sections under the command of the
chief marshal, Miss Mary Sophia
Allen, who on several occasions has
suffered imprisonment for the ‘cause.’
The suffragettes marched in fours all
carrying flowers.

The coffin was in the middle of the
procession and the clergy of St.
George’s church, Bloomsbury, march-
ed at the head. The rector of the
church, Rev. Charles Ord Baumgar-
ten had issued a statement that he
was not a sympathlzpr with
the women’s militant tactics.

OUR BRI TISH LETTER
Latest News From the ,otit Land |

G. Rawling, the explorer, has recently
given English scientists some inter-
esting accounts of a new tribe of
pygmies, found by his expedition in
Southwest Dutch New :‘Guinea.
These little people known as the

‘n height. They were found living in
the low lying hills of the Kapare riv-
ér. On the approach of the white men
they ran away, but the. expedition
succeeded in capturing three whose
curiosity brought. them near camp.
At first they were greatly frightened,
but kindness won them over and a few
months later the explorers were able
to establish trading relations with
them and were allowed to visit and
stay in their village of Wombirmi.
This village is hidden away in the for-
est high up the mountain side and
was only found after many fruitless
attempts. While no open hostility
was shown to the whites, they were
not exactly received with open arms.
Of the women and children they saw
nothing, but their shrill cries could
be heard as they fled up the moun-
tain side on the approach of a
stranger.

Describing the men Capt. Rawling
says: taken as a whole, that they are
well made and wiry, while their color
is a dark chocolate. The hair, usually
black, but sometimes with a touch of
brown or even red, i1s worn short,
Many grow.beards. The ‘elder men
dyeing theirs red. Like all native tribes
they wear necklets of animal bones
and other small possessions. Their
only covering consists of a covering
ummd the loins.

“Their houses and surroundmgs
said Captain Rawling: “ are consider-
1bly in advanceé of those of their large-
framed brethren of the plains. To the
list of Negritos, which with the Ne-
grillos are” the known tribes of pyg-
mies inhabiting the ‘earth, must now
be added the newly discovered tribe
of Taprios, who, so far as their stat-
urc is concerned, take rank next above
the Congo pygmies.”

Nearly five miles of merchant ship-
ping composed -of all kinds of vessels
from great trans-atlantic liners to the
hittle tugs which nose them into their
berths, will greet King George and
Queen Mary when the royal couple
pay their state visit to the city and
port of Liverpool on July 11.

The
merchant ships forming a great fleet,
the centre of which will e the Maure-
tania, will be drawn up in the Mersey,
and the King on the Mersey Harbor
Board’s yacht Gadatea, will review
them as he does his fleet of warships
at Spithead. All the great lines are
endeavoring to have their best ships
in port on the day of the review, and
the fleet will represent in value some-
thing like $100,000,000,

Sir Edward Carson, the leader of
Ulster Unionists, has again taken up
the fight from which he withdrew re-
cently on account of the illnéss and
death of his wife.

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PEOPLE’S PULPIT
If We Deny Him He Will Deny Us

Repudiation of Christ Is a Growing Sin
A Note of Warning Sounded

Se.mon by Charles T. Russell, Pastor Brooklyn Tabernacle °

, S

Dallas, Texas, June 8.—The wide-
Iy known Pastor C. T. Russell, spoke
twice here to-day. . We report his
discourse  from thé 'words of St.
Paul, “If we deny Him, He also
will ‘deny wes.” (2 Timothy 2:12.)
The address which we are not~ re-
porting ‘was the more 7ublic one.
The ‘Pastor is in the sixties, white-
haired, and of kindly, earnest speech
which  convinces “the hearer of his
sincerity. He said:

"One of old prayed, “Give me
neither poverty nor riches; * ¢ @
lest' I be full, and ‘deny Thee, and
say, Who is the Lord? or lest I be
poor, and steal, .and take the name
of the Lord my God i¢ vain.” (Pro-
torbs 30:8,° 9.) Great riches have
come to the ‘world within the past
sixty years, especially in Europe
and America. Instead of the hearts
of - the prosperous. . uplifting with
gratitude to  God, the tendency
seemhs fo be ‘away from God, and
especially away from His Son, and
~away fro:n all special thought of a
shire in His redemptive work, or a
need of it.. The pleasures of this
life crowd out all pleasure fdn xe-
gpect to future hopes and prospects.

There was' a tims when micerli-

- ness and hoarding seemed to have

control of all business men. But
with the growth of wealth have
come saner: and . more. reasonable
views of justice. The folly of mere-
ly acéumulating money and leaving
it to others to squander has impress-
ed - men of wealth. The rich - of
America. and FEurope are giving
themselves- more leisure in the
prime of life, and giving room for
others to take their places in the
commercial world. However, espec-
ially in America, there seems to be
a restlessness which, turned aside
from business, leads: into headlong
pleasure-seeking.

It cannot be disputed that activity
is life, that inactivity “spells death.
None could wish that -our great busi-
ness men would become sluggards.
OQur. wish should rather be that their
maturer years might be gratuitously
devoted to the promotion of philan-
thropic plans for the aid of the lower
classes, along social and economie
lines. It is .our conviction that
millions of money besides their own
would flow into such hands for dis-
bursement along broadly economic
lipes. The motives would be dis-
trusted unless the projects were con-
ducted on the highest plane of be-
nevolence, with open accounts.

There is’ room for such benevo-
lences: in  every land, but nowhere is
it ;motre “needed than in countries un-
der . British and American control—
where  commercialism - has absorbed
some of the ablest talent, leaving
comparatively little opportunity for
the less- progressive All over Great
Britain and iz pearly every state of
the Unioh there’ are splendid “oppor-
tunitiés for such beneficent works.
When these - civilized - lands have
been- blessed, there are the teeming
millions in India, which merely exist
(limd'er conditions not fit for a good
0g.

All these are our brethren of the
one blood, 8t. Paul declares. No one
will .dispute the  necessities of the
case. The sympathetic are greatly
appalled with the ‘thought of the
amount of money and- labor that
would be . necessary  to cope with
the  conditions. Methinks  that
‘Heaven- looks interestedly on to note
how our showers. of blessings and
riches are affecting our hearts, said
the Pastor. :

I am not judging the wealthy. I
am merely .sounding a note of warn-
ing, as the . Apostle Paul urged,
saying, Warn those who are rich in
this world that they trust not in un-
certain_ riches. (1 Timothy 6:17.) I
believe that amongst the rich there
are many noble, benevolent Chris-
tian hearts which are in perplexity
as to what to do or not to do, with
their time and their riches. I am
merely - offering suggestions based
upon my observation in all parts of
the world. The need is tremedous.

It searns to me that the Lord, im
pouring upon the professed Christian
people so great wealth as has come
to them in recent years, is proving
them, testing them. Inasmuch as they
do or do not do according to their
opportunities and - judgment, they
will hear or not hear the Master’s
*“Well done, thou good and faithful
eervant.” Let us make no mistake.
The poor and less ' prosperous and
educated are fast following the ex-
ample set by the satisfied. Pleasure-
eeeking i8 the trend of the whole
world. God is  being forgotten by
the poorer, as well as by the weal-
thier, and the end of the lane is not
far off—"a time of trouble soch sas
never was since there was a nation”
—world-wide anarchy.—Daniel 12:1.

With the awdkening of true Chris-
tianity—heart Christianity—has come
a substitute; namely, Churchianity.
For years Christian faith has been
graduaily. deelining, under the at-
tacks of Higher Criticism, Evolution,
and under the neutralizing influence
of the love of pleasure. Gradually
one Bible doctrine after another has
been quietly drogped, while Church-
ianity has been brought to the front
more”und mo1: as a form of godli-
peas;, but wholly destitute of its
power,

Conditions in Great Britain and
America are serious indeed, yet not
to be compared with the conditions
of the Germanic and Latin nations,
In France probably not more than
two per cent. of the population have
any real faith, in Germany probably
lesg than ten per cent. In America
probably not more than twenty per

cent., and in Great Britain probably
not more than thirty per cent. still
trust in the living God, and a still
smaller per cent. regard the Bible as
His inspired Message, and seek to
be guided thereby. How short a
distance the world has to go to ig-
nare it entirely !

To the question, the Pastor said,
two answers might be given:
answer might "be that all civilized
people claim to be Christians. In
Other words, the term Christianity

has heen substituted - for civilization
in the minds of the péople.  As one
gentleman renlied to this question :
“We are certainly not ~Jews, nor
heathens, 1 - rockon: -therefore we
must be Christians.”

The other answer to the question,
the Pastor said, was that a Christian
is one who professes -to believe the
teachings of Jesus and ‘His Apostles,
and who professes conecratiop, in

illus-
trated them. This, the Master's view
of Christianity. and the Apostolic
view, the Pastor declared to be his
own view. Iet us see, he said, to
what extent the teachings of Christ
and the teachings of the Bible are
still believed.

How few believe that Jesus existed
as a spirit being before He was born
of a virgin in order to become the
“Man Christ Jesus”—in order to be
qualified to give -His life a Ransom-
price for the forfeited life of Adam !
How few believe that He really did
die at all! What the -majority “be-
lieve on the subject seems to be that
He merely appeared %o die on the
cross, but really was as much alive
as ever in some spiritual sense. How
forv believe that He really arose on
tire third - day—the majority. seem-
ingly believing that in some way the -
Bible account is untrue; and that if
Jesus arose- at all, He experienced
that resurrection on the cross!—Luke
24:4; Acts 10:40. 3

Or coming down to the -effect of
Christ’s death as respécts the forgive-
ness of sins, said. the Pastor, héw
few have any serious comviction that
they need a Saviour, or that they
could rot come to God, if they wish-

a sacrifice, without an Advocate with
the Father! It would appear  as
though the attempt of the.last fifty
years to ignore doctrines of/the past
in the present light on the Bible has
n a great mistake, which is now
bearing its injurious fruit in that
very few Christian people know de-
finitely what they believe or ' what
the Bible teachles on any subject.
The effect of all this. on the rising
generation is disastrous. They see
the doctrines of all denominations
discredited in pulpit and pew, ‘and
especially in the colleges. They per-’
ceive that the Bible is classed with
the creeds, and is _claimed.to  be
their foundation. This is the alarm-
ing mistake. The sooner we get rid
of the creeds of the Dark Ages, the
better for us. But if we ‘lose  the
Bible, are we not in danger of ‘loging
all ‘that has tended to steady our
civilization—the foundation  of all
our faith. and hope beyond'the pres-
ent life?
The majority of mankind, with
strong animal tendencies which mneed
to be curbed, .require ' an - incentive
for that curbing.

But the  misstate-
ment of our creeds is, that all” have
eternal life without the Life-giver,
and that the - question merely - is
whether we will. spend that eternal
lifé in joy or in misery. :
This proposition has become &o
transparently illogical that it is gen-
erally repudiated. Human justice
fails to appreciate as justice at all an
arrangement which would create a
race with the foreknowledge and
foreintention that nearly all of that
race would suffer torture throughout
eternity. ~ In proportion as that
theory advocated in the creeds of the
Dark Ages is still proclaimed, ‘in
that same proportion intelligent
minds repudiate everything,  and
denounce ali -religious teachings as
priesteraft.
The average man needs the Mes-
sage of life and hope ’'which ‘the
Gospel holds out for him in ‘the
future in order to make the trials,
the discouragements and - the sgor-
rows of the present life endurable
and in order that these may operate
in him, may serve him as lessons in
character-developmnt.
In Kingston, Jamaica, I learned
that class distinctions, hatred and
animosity are growing, and that the
ministers of the Christian Churches
there are having more and more dif-
ficulty in maintaining. an interest in
religious' matters, more and more

difficulty in securing audiences. Yet
when my  subject was announced,
indicating a hope beyond the grave,
Kingston’s largest auditorium was
packed solid, nearly as many stand-
ing as had seats, and as many more
were turned away—about, four thous-
and altogether. The local :clergy
were astonished, and tried to account
for such wonderful interest in re-
ligion.

Finally the minister of the Angli-
can Church remarked to. the Pres-
byterian ‘minister . and myself that
the secret of the matter lay “in the
fact that I was 'preaching. to -the
people a Gospel of Hope. I quite
agreed with this, and trust that the
ministers in Kingston -may be en-
couraged to proclaim the same- God
of Love, the same Gospel of -Hope
beyond -the grave—a hope for: the
saintly of becoming joint-heirs: with
Christ in His Kingdom: a hope for
the remainder of the race, that they
will receive only just and reasonable
stripes. or punishments for sins,
proportionate to their wilfulness—
and that withal the Lord’s arrange-
ment is graciously to grant all man-
kind an opportunity of restoration
to human perfection in a world-wide
Eden. All this is to be brought
about through Messiah’s Kingdom,
and that Kingdom is nigh, even at
the door.

They, too, are -aequisitive and
ambitious. ;

‘The history of the past has in-
formed thém of how . some of the
greatest estates came into the “hands |
of those who -now 'hold ‘them.  In-
stead of . being thankful for their
wonderful. blessings and privileges,
they - are  unthankful, unheppy,
greedy for more, just as are the suc-
cessful, who “have : already gotten
possession ‘cf much of the earth, and
of much of the power #o use it, and
of the ‘channels of trade, ete.. TUn-
restrained - by. the fears of - hell ‘or
purgatory, which once restrained to
some extent their forefathers, these
need the Gospel of Hope—the very
Message which the Bible provides
for them. :

The Lord’s Gospel of Hope to. the
world is now due, and “all of God’s
people should be prompt to herald
it.

In other words, the Royal Priest-
hood are the true, saihtly people of
God, not of sectarianism and the
creeds and churchianity. They are
not a clerical class, although; thank
God! some- of the clergy may be
amongst them. We are to remember,
however, that God never has recog-
nized the distinction of clergy and
laity amongst His people. That was
a human arrangement which has
done much harm. All of God’s con-
secrated people are His priests.

Let me urge upon all the ministers
and servants of Christ—and that in-
cludes every consecrated child of
God—that both the duty and the
privilege ~of blowing  the Jubilee
Trumpets is ours. Whoever recog-
nizeg' the present situation as we
have to-day outlined 'it, must feel
that the duty i& an urgent one.

Let us not the Lord, either in
word. or doctrine or conduct, but let
us confess Him in all these ways.
Let us more and more appreciate
the glorious Gospel of Love Divine
which has, during . this Age, been
calling. ' the Churéh out ‘“from
amongst the world under -“exceed-
ing great and preciovs mises,”
and leét" “us ‘correspondingly appre-
ciate, the grand outcome .this
Divine Plan—the Messianic Kingdom.

Let all who believe in fhat King-
dom’ co-operate with it, in givin_g the
Message of hope to the world in gen-
eral.
