Germans made desperate counter-attacks throughout the entire night against the posi-
tions won by the British yesterday, but were everywhere repulsed.

All through the brilliant moonlit night and again to-day British soldiers were
fighting on a wide front, tenaciously holding the positions won yesterday in the face
of the headlong counter-attacks of their foe.
flowed as in the old days in the Somme campaign when the casualties on the enemy
were regarded as more important than specific gains of ground. The present fight-
ing, however, is more intense.

The latest reports from the battle front show that the Hindenburg line was
pierced both northwest and southeast of Bullecourt for long distances. The Germans
bitterly defended these strong points and attempted several times to retake them but
once the British were in the deep trenches they held on.

The men fought so steadily that there was neither time for nor thought of
food.

A Berlin despatch says that during
a discussion of the Belgian question
in the Reichstag main committee,
the spokesman of the progressive
party declared that the annexation of
Belgium must be regarded as an ac-
complished fact and discussion con-
cerning it _was undesirable. He de-
clared that the existence of Bel-
gium as a Semi-sovereign state
would mean a lasting war menace,
and that complete restoration of
pre-war conditions would involve
serious danger,
The minister of interior paid a
tribute to the work of General von
Bissing. late governor-general of
Belgium, which, he said, would be
continued energetically, the admin-
‘istration being conductéd in close
touch with the council of Flanders
and making good progress. A joint
resolution of all sections demanded
that prompt measures be taken for
the immediate repatriation of Bel-
gian workmen who were compulsor-
ily deporteda to the north of France.

London, May 4.—Throughout the
night the guns continued to boom
without intermission on the Arras
battle field, and frequent bursts of
machine gun and rifle fire told of
attacks and counter attacks along
various parts of the fromt of ‘the
British offensive. Reuter’s corre-
spondent at headquarters telegraphs
there has been little change since
the official communication of last
evening was issued. The British
made small, but important progress
at several points.

On the south bank of the Scarpe,
the British pushed forward, over-
coming resistance of machine bun
posts . abounding all along this
ground. They have established them-
selves in the sunken road near Pet-
ves Mill, which has a dip of nine
feet, and offers possibilities for 'of-
fensive and defence. At Rioux, di-
rectly opposite -.this new: ' position,
the Germans still remain in the
fiercely-contested chemical * works,
but the British have a seriés  of
posts astride the ground east of the
place.

Berne, via Paris, May 4.—As in-
dicative on the one hand that a re-
volutionary party exists in Germanv
which would like to emulate Russ-
ian tactics and on the other hand
that at present lt is not making
great headway, The Berne Tagwacht
reproduces # circular which was
secretly distributed among millions
of German laborers prior to May 1,
denouncing Field Marshal von Hin-
denburg’'s appeal to them not to
strike as ‘“‘the lying message of tihe
idol of the imperials.”

The circular savs the newspaper
which naturally was suppressed by
the authorities is cquched through-
out in violent language. It declares

the promises to iu('re@se the meat’

and potato rations to offset the re-
duction in the quantity of bread is-
sued are only empty mouthings,
since there are not sufficient cattle
in Germany and extra potatoes can
be given only by drawing upon the
seed crop which in turn spells fam-
ine next winter.

The only selution of the labor

problem, the circular continues:

“Is  immediate Dpeace—not the
peace desired by the government
which is spoiling for the acquisition
of territory and which is guided only
by the interests of militarism, im-
perialism, junkers and ecapitalists.”

The circular calls upon workers to
rise by the millions on the first of
May. It concludes by saying:

“Down with the = war!” and
“Down with the government!”

The Tagwacht also reproduces a
shorter, but egually virulent circular
which it says also was suppressed.
It “asserts that it prints both these
documents to show the currenr vel-
ing in Germany, but sadly admits
that this feeling as yet has not beena
very effective since strikes did not
take place May 1

May Day Troubles

Copenhagen, via London, May 4.—
As far as can be learned from the
German newspapers, which now have
reached here, the reports of the fail-
ure of the May Day strike movement
in Germany were correct in the
main. The papers indicate, however,
that strikes took place in some
places. One report declares that
work in the war factories proceeded
“almost in general” and that strikes
took place only in the  individual
smaller factories.

The opposition papers admit that
the Socialist and Union leaders with
the assistance of Iield Marshal von
Hindenburg and General Groener,
had the situation well in hand ani
kept the workmen at their tasks. The
reasons for the embargo on news-
papers do not appear from a surface
reading, and the papers do not con-
tain any military information of an
exceptional character.

Serious Revolts.

Amsterdam, May -—via London--—
The Maashode of Maestricht says
that serious revolts occyrred in Ber-
lin last week. According' to “the
paper the mob became so menacing
that machine guns were used against
it. The story is not confirmed from
any other source.

BY LARGE VOTE

Majority of Over 1,000
Defeats the Open Bar

Ottawa, May 4.—By - the over-
whelming majority of 1,181, pro-
hibition was carried in Hull yester-
day. The total vote ecast was 3,793.
one of the largest in the history of
the city. There were 2,487 votes
polled by the temperance followers.
The city will not go dry until May 1
next year, owing to a technicality in
delaying to advertise the polling.

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Mr.W.F. Cockshutt in
House Re-affirms For-
mer Position for Cont-
rol of the Food Prices

Makes a Proposal Far More
Liberal Member—Su
on the S

Radical Than That of Any
mmary of the Debate
ubject

Ottawa., Mayv 4.—Diectatorial con-
trol of food prices in Canada with an
embargo on the export of foodstuffs
was openly advocated in the Honse
of Commons yesterdav during the
course of an all-day discussion that
develoned at times into bitter per-
sonalities. TIncidentally it furaishec
the House with a surprise when W.
F. Cockshutt, Conservative member
tor Brantford, broke away from the
Government with a proposal for
price control far more radical than
any member on the Liberal side ven-
tured to make.

The debate was started by G. W.
Kyte, member for Richmond, who
moved the adjournment of the
House to refer to the abnormal in-
erease in the price of flour. Mr. Kyte
wanted the Government to comman-
deer all wheat now in farmers’ hands.
and then require the millers to mill
it at reasonable prices. Sir Thomas
White, in the course of an able ard-
dress, in which he pointed out the
insuperable difficulties in the way of
<uch a conrse of action., intimated
that Sir Geore Foster. now i1
Washington, was discussing with
American authorities the whole ques-
tion of food production and price
regulation in order to find a hasis fory
international aciion. The Liberal
members fought shy of any declara-
tion that might make things un-
comfortable for them in the Western
crain-growing provinces, but Hon.
Arthur Meighen Pully drew frem D.
D. McKenie, of North Cape Breton,
an admission that he favored an em-
bargo on wheat.

1t was Mr. Cockshutt who first
supported prohibition of export as a
regulation of prices. The Brantfoid
member was on the same ground a:
he took two years ago, when 1l
brought in a resolution asking for
control of food prices. Half a dozen
members on_each side of the House
participated in the debate, which
was not wound up at 10.39
o’clock, when the motion to adjourn
was defeated. .

Undue Profits from Flour

In woving the adjournment  of
the House Mr. Kyte retferred to th?
wild speculation in the wheat mar-
kets vesterday. accompanied by an
advance of $1.20 in the price ecf
flour. He declared that the nd\'anm‘l
in flour was out of all proportion Lo
{he increase in the price of wheat,

and that the millers were simply us-
ing the speculative market in \\'iu-!
nipeg as an excuse tor making fur-
ther undue profits out of the con-
¢uming public. ;

“This flour, which is quoted yes- |
terday at $14.50, was manutactured
from wheat which the millers have |
had for many months.” declared th-

ichmond member, ‘‘and according
to reliable reports they have a suff:-
cient amount of wheat on hand to
provide the flour required for thre=!:
or four months.”

Hon. Thomas Crothers “made a
brief reply. He announced that for
ome time the officers of his depart-
ment had been collecting statistics
and other information in regard to
the flour market and that immedi-
ately upon learning of yesterday’s
sharp advance in prices he had in-
structed one of the commissioners of
the department, Mr. O’Conner, (o
progeed at once to Montreal and in-
vestigate.

scarcity of Wheat

“He will investigate to see what
can be done to remedy the eviis
to which the member for Richmond
has referred Whatever steps are
found advisable to be taken by the
Government will be taken,” said the
minister.

The Minister of Labor read to the
House statistics to show the tre-
mendous scarcity of wheat through-
out the world, and to demonstrate
the fact that the increase in flour
prices only corresponded to the
advance in wheat.

W. F. Carroll, of Cape Breton, de-
clared that the government was do-
ing a lot of “investigating” but was
doing nothing to improve matters.

“If they do nothing to remedy the
evil the time will come in the not
distant future when the consumers
will be in a position where they will
be able to remedy that fully,” was
his veiled reference to a coming
election.

Dr. Edwards of Frontenac, wanted
to know whether Mr. Carroll was in
favor of commandeering wheat at
the present prices. After some hesi-
tation the Cape Breton member said
he would, which led Dr. Edwards to
point out that at the present prices
wheat made into flour would offer no
relief from the present high rate.

Mr. Carroll held that this did not
affect his argument since the chief
point for attention was the fact that
the millers who wete charging $14.-
50 for flour had made that flour
from wheat for which they had paid
only $1.60 to $1.70 months ago.

Farmers Grain Speculators

W. H. Bennett, of East Simcoe,
when peace had been restored, stated
that the price of wheat was guided
by speculation, and the.Government
could do nothing in that regard.
Every farmer was a grain speculator.
He challenged the opposition to
make a straight motion to com-
mandeer the wheat of Canada.

“If the Opposition did so, the
members from Ontario on the Op-
position side of the House would
certainly leave the chamber rather
than vote for it,”” he declared.
| Sir Thomas White stated that it
was a good thing the matter had
been brought up. This was a time

, planation.

when the government should be sub-

jeet to criticism, but the criticism
should be fair.

“If there is a reason for the high
cost of living the government will
endeavor to deal with it,”” he said.
“We have.not sought so far to evade
any responsibility in this 'war, and
the Government has no reason for
self-depreciation.”

Shortage in Labor

Sir Thomas stated that if they
were to apply Mr. Kyte's remedy,
namely, to commandeer wheat,
which was now at $3 a bushel, the
Government would have. to raise
$300,000,000, “The world is at war.’
stated the Minister, “with the result
that there is a shortage in labor,
which means an increase in wages,
which again means an increase in
the cost of every agricultural pro-
duct. The price of capital and inter-
est has gone up and cultivation is
not as good as it was before.”

Canada, said the Finance Minis-
ter, could not be ecompared with Eng-
land, because the former was an ex-
porting country, while the latter was
an importing country. It was easy
to commandeer suoplies in an im-
nortant countryv. The factors in the
high ecost of living were world causes
over which no government had any
control. As far as Canada was con-
cerned. said Sir Thomas. there never
had been a time when there was less
distress and less unemployment. If
there were combines in the country
it was a different matter. As far as
the farmer was concerned, the Fin-
ance Minister said. that in his opin-
jon the farmer would farm when he
gets a world price and not an arti-
ficial price for his products. It should
also be remembered that the cost of
labor in farming had gone up.

Mr. Turiff asked if the Govern-
ment had not fixed a price on the
wheat crop three or four weeks ago.

Farmer Entitled to Fair Deal

Sir Thomas White: ‘“The Govern-
ment did not attempt to buy the
wheat crop of this eountry at all,
and the honorable member knows it.

One of the principal speakers at
the meeting of the Hamilton and
London Presbyterian synod, which
concluded its session in Zion church
‘on Wednesday was Dr. James Men-
'zies of Honan, who for the past
{wenty-two years has been engaged
in missionary work in China In an

And all but a few of Ireland are
with us to-day.- A handful of mis
guided fanatics beguiled a couple of
thousand ignorant peasants and
poverty-stricken working men from
the slums of Dublin into a mad re-
volt lately.

It came at a time when all danger
of defeat for her and her allies had
long since passed. Yet the Germans
quote it as proof of Ireland’s sym
pathy for their cause.

What of the hundreds of thousands
of Irish from Ireland, from Canada,
from Australia, from all the world
over, who have flocked to the ban-
ner of the Sassenach to fight against
the kindly nation that only wishes

Larger Fields and Bigger
Machines Suggested as a
Factor in Solution

The ery for more food -might well
be answered by the farmer by a de-
mand for more machinery, and many
people other than farmers might de-
vote more of their attention to
business that is a good deal in their
own line—that is, manufacture of
farm machinery—with better results
than can be secured through their
endeavors to assist by their personal
efforts in the farmer’s field. A potato
planting machine would do more for
a farmer than any four men when it
comes to getting acreage  into this
crop; a binder would be of more use
in a grain field than a dezen green
hands; a riding cultivator would re-
place four or five men with hoes, in
almost any hoed crop, and a good
small tractor would reduce the num-
ber of teamsters necessary for plow-
ing and harrowing by half at any
rate.

The men could be used, too, in el-
iminating waste at harvest time. The
saving of every atom of the crop
grown in any year plus a willingness
on the part of the markets to do
their best with all grades of produce
in the present crisis would result in
a fair sufficiency of foodstuffs for the
inhabitants of this country.

Sufficient food to meet the demand
in this country is not all that is nee-
essary at the present time, so an in-
creased acreage of the staples, espe-
cially grain and potatoes, should be
' planted, so that there will be plenty
jof these for export purposes. The ar-
mies as well as the civilians of the
allied nations now require much of
Canada’s crops for their maintenance
and the demand will no doubt con-
| tinue to increase until long after the
war is over, and the failure to meet
this demand would result in disaster
!to the makers of it, and ultimately
almost equal disaster to those who
fail to fill the demands.

A whole-hearted response to the

call that has gone out for coopera-
! tion of town and country in endeav-
oring to overcome the food shortage
{ would result splendidly if made by
every person according to his abil-
i ity; that is, if each person declaring
| a decided interest in the undertaking
i would make a sacrifice worth while.

Force will
wash out the seeds, flatten the soil,
expose the roots to the sun’s rays
and thus cause wilting or dying of
the plant. By watering carefully
twice a week sufficient meoisture will
he availahle to keep plants grow-
ing vigorcusly. These waterings
must, however, be followed with an
immediate stirring of the soil and
aided by ecnltivation between the
waterings. In any case, it is neces-
sary to stir the soil after each rain
or watering in order to conserve the
moisture. As the season advances
wiatering may be partially or totally
dispensed with.

Transplanting

The city dweller will find it a
good practice to buy plants of many
of the sorts of vegetables and trans-
plant them into garden. The
growing of one's own plants affords
considerable pleasure, but is accom-
panied by the fact that considerable
care and attention must be given.
Strong, sturdy plants only, should
be purchased. not slender unhealthy
looking plants. The plants before
being transplanted should be water-
ed heavily so that the soil around
the roots will be almost muddy. The
garden hoe may be used for mak-
ing the holes for setting these plants
out or else a sharpened stick may
be used. The hole should be made
sufficiently deep to accommodate all
the roots and part of the stem up
to the first leaf. Do not set the
plants too deep or too shallow. The
plant should be set perfectly up-
right and the loose earth brought in
around the roots and thoroughly
firmed there. Care should be taken
that the hole made is not too deep
so that when the roots are set there
will be a hole in the earth just below
them.

Cabbage , cauliflower, Brussels
sprouts, celery and tomatoes should
be purchased rather than ' grown
from the start in an amateur gar-
den. When buying plants always
make sure that there is plenty of
soil in the box and that there is a
large root systen.

FAVORED KASER

American Let Chance De-
cree He Should Fight -
For Germany

ADVENTUROUS LIFE

Places Him Finally in the
Tower of London

Five young Americans foregather-
ing in a hotel in Berlin at the begin-
ning of the war flipped a coin whe-
ther they would fight for Germany
or the Allies, and the coin. doubtless
a German coin, won for the Kaiser.

What befell the other four coin
tossers is not known, this story hav-
ing to do only with the fifth man,
Henry C. Bode, who was captured a
short time ago by the British. Bode
was taken off a vessel which
overhauled by a British warship
while trying to make its way back
to the German lines by way of Zee-
brugge under the assumed name of
Bohun. He is now imprisoned in the
Tower of London as a spy.

Bode was the leading spirit of the
reckless five. A daredevil from boy-
hood, it was he who proposed to trust
to chance the momentous decision of
the fortunes of war. As a result of
the decision he won the Iron Cross
for heroism in the German ranks and
now finds himself in the shadow of
the gallows and a foe. of his native
land.

For Bode twice swore fealty to
this country, the occasions being
when he enlisted, once in the army
and again in the navy, of the United
States. A career such as Bode’s
would have been impossible to any
American before our war with Spain.
Even now it reads more like fiction
than the story of a present day Yan-
kee.

Ran Away From Home Early

Born in California of a native Am-
erican father of German descent and
of a Spanish mother, young Bode
displayed from childhood -a restless
disposition, and his ‘father was only
mildly surprised when the boy left
home without saying goodbye to seek
his fortune in the Klondyke.

When next heard from he was
serving in the United States army
at Santiaga de Cuba, in the Spanish
war, after which he served out an
enlistment in the navy. He took part
in the defence of the legations in
Pekin during the Boxer troubles and
later interested himself in mining in
China. He won the high regard of a
wealthy Chinese mine owner for
whom he worked in China, and on
his leaving China to return to the
United States the mine owner made
him a present of several thousand
dollars. Returning to California,
Bode married; but the lure of the
nast was strong, and in 1913 he
went back across thé Pacific, ar-
riving in Manila after a sojourn of
some months in Honolulu.

Left Their Fate to Chance

On his way back to the TUnited
States by way of Europe Bode found
himself in Berlin at the outbreak of
the war, and it was inevitable that
his adventurous spirit should re-
spond to the call to arms. He could
not, however, at once make up his
mind which side to espouse. There
were other Americans equally un-
decided—among them the four
friends referred to heretofore.

It was after days of argument that
Bode proposed that the five leave it
to the flip of the coin—‘heads” the
Allies, “‘tails” the Kaiser. Two of
the four demurred, arguing that the
question was too serious to leave to
chance, but they were finally won
over and the five forthwith enlisted
in the German army. Three of theni,
including Bode, had German names
and claimed German descent.

For this
he received the Iron Cross and was
made a sergeant. Later he was
among the forces rushed to the east-
ern front to stop the Russians. His
command was surrounded, forced to
surrender and sent as prisoners of
war to Siberia.
Escapes and Reaches China

Bode escaped from the prison
camp and managed to make his way
to Shanghai, where he got into com-
munication with his wealthy Chinese
friend. The mine owner provided
him with money to take him back to
America. i

Returning to America, Bode came
to Havana and presented himself to
a German engineer~who was engag-
ed in the installation of an aerial
trolley for the transportation of ore
from the great Matahambre copper
mine to the anchorage in Santa Lu-
cila Bay, on the north coast of Pinar
del Rio province.

Bode represented himself as an
engineer and was engaged at $150 a
month and ‘“keep.” His engineering
pretensions were exposed the first
day, when he was obliged to confess
that iw'as so long since he had
handled a transit that he had for-
gotten how to use it. His employer,
however, was good natured, and be-
side Bode had shown him his Iron
Cross, so he was retained for about
two months to enable him to ac-
cumulate a fund.

Later he found work with Martin
Young, the manager of the mine, re-
maining with him until last July,
when he left for Spain to wind up
the estate of his mother who had
died. Martin Young heard last from
Bode in October, when he wrote
from Madrid, telling Young to go
ahead with certain oil land deals
they had contemplated, as he would
have plenty of money for their de-
velopment. .

Arrested as Spy on High Seas

The next heard of Bode was when
under the name of Bohun, he was
caught by the British while trying
to rejoin the German army. The
maps found in his possession were
the ones made by the engineer who
was installing the aerial trolley in
Cuba, and related to that work. and
plans of the oil lands which Young
and Bode had located.

It seems absurd to suppose that

the maps had anything to do with
alleged #erman plans to establish a
submarine base in Santa Lucia Bay,
as there is but 15ft. of water at the
entrance and there are ships of dif-
ferent nations loading ore there all
thg time, so that the entrance and
exit of submarines unobserved would
be impossible.

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Laying a Cable Under

Fire Single Handed

All in the Day’s Work, Said the Veteran Sapper, Who,
One of His Companions Thought, Was
Sure of the D. C. M.

London, May 4.—The little par.y
of signal sappers ran their cable bar-
row down alongside the trench, pay-
ing out the wire as they went. They
cursed softly as the barrow rattled
over the stones, raising what seemed
to them an awful racket. Orders
siler e~ as the at-
tr ¢k the we-o ta fol'sw-up depend-
ed on surprise for its success.

Nothing broke the silence of the
night but their own labored breath-
ing—the going was heavy and the
barrow very weighty—or an occa-
sional whispered order from the cor-
poral in charge The cable team
passed over a little footbridge cross-
ing the trenches, leaving the barrow
with its drum some little distane:
along a narrow track; then they
came back to wait by the bridge for
one of the attacking brigades that
were to extend the line to the north
and left of the position held at the
moment by the British troops.

The signal party consisted of two
operators carrying telegraph instru-
ments of the ‘“Vibrator” type, and
gix other men who were to lay the
cable, two of the men, ‘“linesmen,”
being responsible for its maintain-
ance. Only two of the party had rif
les, for actual fighting is not a cable
team’s job.

Crack! and Fight is on.

Suddenly, the stillness was shat
tered by a sharp ‘‘crack’” and the
velvety dark was punctured by flash-
es. Enemy star shells burst in the
sky. The first crack of a rifle was
followed by a ripple of scattered fir-
ing that gradually swelled into a
condinuous rattle, and above it all
eame the sound of cheering. The
attack had started on the nearer left.

The little cable team was now-in
the midst of a shower of rifle bullets,
and as they started to run back to
the trench to take cover while they
waited for the infantry to come up,
the rifie fire was punctuated by the
staccato of a machine-gun. The sap-
pers knew that, so far, the British
troops on ‘the higher ground had not
fired a shot —they could tell as much
from the sound—and they knew also
that the first lines of enemy trenches
had to be taken with the bayonet.
The enemy turned a machine-gun on
the little foot-bridge as they reached
the trench.

Enemy Comes in Fours.

The infantry came along in fours,
forming two deep to pass over the
bridge, and take the narrow track
that lay at the feol- of. .the. rising
ground. They walked into the hail! of
lead, and, though man after man
dropped silently. they did not falter.
The “Signals” followed with the bar-
row, laying the wire in the track
of their brigade. The going was eas-
jer on the beaten track, and .a big
sapper, who at a pinch could put the
cable drum, weighing over a hun-
dredweight, on his back, and run
with it, and was useful on the rear
handles of the barrow to steady it
over rough ground. took the heavy
vibrator from a slightly-built tele-
graphist, to carry it. The hail of bul-
lets was as heavy as ever, and one
could hear the taptapping of the ma-
chine guns.

The sapper felt for a moment a
sinking feeling in his stomach and
thought that at least he could guard
his head. He hoisted the heavy tele-
graph instrument on to his shoulder
nearest the enemy, and plodded on
silently. Then a thought struck
him; if the instrument DID stop a
bullet, the chances were that it
would be put out of commission, and

;le cafety of the brigade depended
ia good deal on communication be-
ting quickly established. It wouldn't
do, he thought, and he brought the
instrument down to his knees, carry-
iing it like a gladstone bag.

Missed its Way.

The infantry had passed ahead
travelling more guickly than could
the cable team. who were occupied in
laying the line. Parties of enemy
prisoners began to emerge from the
darkness, the bayonels of the guard-
ing soldiers gleaming faintly.

Found Headqguarters.

From the information rezeived,
the cable team knew that their bri-
gade was some distance further out
on the road, and presently by turn-
ing up to the high ground. they
found the Brigade Headquarters
snugly settled in a little valley. Com-
munication heipg established, and as
they were not required for some
time, the sappers dug themselves in
and slept in their clothes without
blankets, until the early morning.

Rough hands shook the sappers
from their dreamless sleep just as
dawn was breaking. They were to
lay a cable to a given point and meet
another team laying from Division
Headquarters. The lines were to be
joined, and thus a lot of time would
be saved in duplicating the telegraph
connection. As they set off in the
pale light, dead men lay all about
their path, enemy soldiers mostly,
testifying to the severity of last
night’s fighting. The greater part of
the way was fairly under cover. but
at the last there were about 150 to
200 yards where the path crossed an
open space. This space was subject-
ed, for no apparent reason, to heavy

rapnel fire, and, the sappers could
see, as well, rifle bullets ripping the
dry soil. Obviously, they could not
take the barrow over this ground

without heavy casualties or, perhaps,
the destruction of the barrow.

Dr. William Brady, Health
Expert, Says Light Eat-
ing Means Long Life

MIDDLE AGE CRITICAL

Weak Hear*t_ S—hown to be;
Due to Bad Teeth

*‘More people die in Ontario e\-ery;
year as a result of intemperate eat- |
ing than of intemperate drinking,” |
was the statement credited to Dr. C.
J. Hastings, public health officer ofi
Toronto, in an address recently. Dr. !
William Brady, health expert, and
the author of “How to Keep Well,”
speaking in Brooklyn bore out the
truth of this assertion when he de-
clared that “an unduly great major-|
ity of eyeryduy ills, stomach trou-
bles, rheumatism and so forth, are
the result of overeating.”

Dr Brady spoke to an immense au-
dience in the auditorium of the
Brooklyn Eagle office. He said;

“I just want to say a few things
about middle age. That is the time of
life we all reach sooner or later. The
fortieth year introduces the most
dangerous period and the most fatal
period of life. The death rate among
babies and the young, and even

among the aged, has been declining
through the efforts of the public
health workers, improved sanitation
and improved food. The death rate in
the middle aged from 40 to 50 years,
‘has steadily increased during the past
two or three generations. Why? Be-
cause the people do not understand
how to keep well. There is no organ-
ized effort to teach the individual to
keep well. There are however a few
organized efforts, in a very small
way, to instruct the individual.

“Middle age is fatal because of
certain diseases which seem to at-
tack at middle age. The United
States mortality tables teach us that

tuberculosis; second is cancer, and
then heart disease. Bright’s disease
and apoplexy. While there has been

cancer, there is no effort being made
to instruct them on the other enemies
of middle age.

Man as Old as His Arteries—Over-
eating Doesn't Make One Strong
“It is an old saying that a man is
as old as his arteries and a woman
as old as she looks.” 1t is arterial de-
generation which manifests itself in
apoplexy or failure of the heart,
gradually failing of the heart, grad-
ually failing of circulation or
Bright’s disease.

Swindlers
are Sought

By Courier Leascd Wire,

) Pittsburg, May 4.—Representa-
tives of the attorney-general and
constables from an alderman’s office
continued their search to-day for
the seven men, who were yesterday
accus_ed by J. Denny O’Neil, insur-
ance ‘commissioner of Pennsylvania.
of conspiring to defraud the Pitts-
burgh Life and Trust Company out
of $1,900,000. None of the men
could be located in Pittsburgh and
it was said the search would be
transferred to New York, where
most of the men reside. Those for
whom warrants were obtained are:

Clarence S. Birdseye, New York:
Kellog Birdseye, treasurer of the
company; George Montgomery, Ro-
bert R. Moore, president of the Com-
mercial Trust Company, of New
York; Albert Leury .of New York,
and W. C. McCausland and a Mr.
Watson, whose addresses were not
given.

It was intimated that additional
warrants were to be sworn out, and
that other men would be involved it
the prosecution. This could not be
confirmed as Mr. O’Neil, after clos-
ing the company’s offices and order-
ing that no more insurance be writ-
ten, left town. It was said he had
gone to Harrisburg, for a conference
with other state officials and he
might go to New York before return-
ing to Pittsburg, on Monday, when
his application for the appointment
of a receiver for the company is to
be appointed in the common pleas
court.

Discussing the condition of the
company, Mr. O’Neil said his examin-
ation led him to believe that the
company’s capital of $1,000,000 had
been entirely wiped out. Through
the operations of Clarence F. Birds-
eye, a promoter of New York, he
said, $1,900,000 in actual cash had
heen secured from the company in
two days, Of this amount, accord-
ing to the commissioner; $1,000,060
went to finance the Dare Lumber
Company in North Carolina, $440,-
000 went to pay certain alleged
“dummy directors” another $400,-
000 went to promoters and $100,-
000 was dissipated in generaus pay-
ments to; men little known in the
deal.

$1,000,000 and its assets amounted
