did. His bonnes fortunes were phenom-
endl, eéven though his “fortune” was
fictitious. In a short time he had
sweethearts galore, and; to buy furnl-
ture’ for nice flats in their castles in
Spain, he obtained money from them.
That is what brought him into trou-
ble. After sparking all that was prof-
itably sparkable in Gratz he abandon-
ed his beloved ones in that town and
set up in business as a matrimonial
merchant in Mupich, where his success
was still more extraordinary. Then he
returned to Gratz, where he was de-
nounced, arrested, tried, convicted and
gentenced to Iimprisonment for two
years and six months with hard labor.
