GROSS LIBELS.

In Portland some lime ago, n 
policeman nnmed Malone arreMed a 
bud character named McFarlane, hav­
ing good ground to suppose he had 
coinmiited a telonv. McFnrlnne 
escaped from the policeman after the 
iirrosl.—something that nn innocent 
man would not have done—and 
Malone shot him. Malones trial canto 
on before Judge Wolmorc in 8t. 
John; llio Judge explained I lie law, 
and according to ihc.drilt and spirit 
of ilic law cliorged I he jury, leaving 
certain undecided matter* to Ihe dis­
cretion of the Jurors. Malone w<ts 
acquitted.

There is always some pelifoggeror 
another wiser than, the Judge, and 
therefore in iliie case Judge Wcl- 
more’e expounding ot the law lias 
not escaped ignorant nml course 
criticism. The Halifax Herald con­
tains in a late issue, a false and élan 
deroue set of charges against Judge 
Wetmore, that we shalh reproduce 
further down. Tito writer neither 
understands common law, nor the 
circumstances of the case, yet with 
the air of a man bankrupt of réputa­
tion and respectability he goes on to 
assail Judge Wetmore, thinking the 
distance from Halifax lo Fredericton 
is so great that without falling into 
the hands of the law, lie may assail 
our Judges and libel our judiciary as 
much as he pleases to amuse ids 
readers.

U is a big tiling to put before his 
rei ders.tliat a New Brunswick Judge, 
Judge Wetmore to-wit, sanctions 
shooting on sight over in New Bruns­
wick without rime or reason. Such 
stufl takes with the masses.imtncusely ; 
is copied here and there, till by-and- 
bye the outside world will look upon 
the Bench of New Brunswick as a 
mockery upon British Justice. Thrice 
this season lias (lie Herald's editor 
been in court for libel, lie richly de­
serves to be there the * fourth time. 
The Bench of New Brunswick is and 
institinion of which allNew Bruns- 
wickers are justly proud; because it 
lias always enjoyed the reputation of 
unimpeachable integrity and high 
ability. It must not be exhibited be­
fore the population of Halifax us a 
larce, by the Herald or any other 
paper, and we hope the Chronicle at 
least will republish the correct charge 
and give it to its readers. The 
Heralds statements arc recking with 
falsehood and libel. We reproduce a 
few

A St,. John, jury, following the 
direction of a Judge of the Supreme 
Court ot New Brunswick, lias de­
cided that it is lawful for a constable 
to shoot anybody lie suspects of 
having committed a felony, if the 
suspected person runs away wli -n lie 
attempts to arrest him.

• ••••■••
Judge Wotniiire lunches that tor a 

policeman to shoot "at a in in lie- is 
seeking lo urns»!, xvii.li ihc iiiMilion 
of frightening him. is pertec.lx legal, 
and Hint when death is the result ot' 
such a practice it. is to he considered 
merely us accidental.

All this is a falsehood, and a libel. 
What Judge Wetmore did say 
was : -

*• It «"consialilc is informed .-toil 
believes a tviony lias been committed 
mid litis reasonable grounds for Mich 
belief, nml if under such lielicl i:i the 
discharge of liis duty lie proceeds in 
arrest the party charged, thel.-nv will 
justify the arrest so made; and the

arrest so made under such belief, the 
constable having reasonable cause lb- 
believing a I'pIoiiv Jius been committed 
can be sust lined- by the constable. 
And if in maintaining such arrest mid 
securing the parlv so arrested, a 
killing lakes place l»v the constable, 
such killing will lie justified, if such 
killing became necessarv to secure 
the person nt the prisoner arrested ; 
but to justify «uch killing, there must 
be an absolute necessity for" ihe 
killing in order to secure Ihc arrest ut 
the time ”

Here il will lie seen that the shoot­
ing is only justified after the arrest 
Ims i ecu made: that is in maintaining 
the arrest, which would be the re­
al-resting, and then only after good 

•grounds had existed for supposing 
that a felony had been committed.

Thu libeller far1 lier says after 
quoting the garbled report of the 
address:—

Judge Wetmore before xvhotii the 
homicide xvns tried, on an indictment 
for manslaughter, clmi-gcd the jury to 
consider Ihe shooting as a perfectly 
lawful if not laudable act.

Also untrue. The Judge cited Ihe 
law. and left il* application to lire 
jury; and instead of applauding the 
shooting, lie said:—

“This is a very unfortunate uftair. 
It would have been more satisfactory 
to all parlies that the poor mail had 
been allowed to escape, and retaking 
him left to chances that might occur 
at some subsequent period."

But without, reading ihe Judges 
charge as correctly reported and with 
reckless disregard for decency or truth 
the libeller of tho Herald luvl.licr 
tv rites: —

This charge is even a greater out­
rage t liait the crime which the 
prisoner had committed. Malone, 
killed one man, but this judicial de­
liverance may result in Ihe killing of 
several. ,...................

Judge Wetmoré’s concluding sen­
tences is as vicions, us 'lie rest of his 
charge. .The use of deadly weapons 
against a fellow being, except in 
self-defence, is a crime in ilselt.

Six months jail, would berebuilt the 
beet answer to this slanderer* of onr 
Judiciary—we shall trouble ourselves 
no further with him.

IRISH AFFAIRS.

The case of Mr. William Bence 
Jones, a gentleman farmer, near 
Bandon, county Cork, who is now 
being Boycotted, is even more re­
markable than that of Capt. Boycott 
himself. He farms nearly a thous­
and acres, and has lived in Ireland 
since 1840. He has spent £25,000 
on improvements. His rents arc 
about double the government valu­
ation. He states that his tenants were 
willing to pay the usual rents, but on 
December 2, they received notices for­
bidding them to do so. The next day 
threatening notices were posted on 
his front door aud a grave was dug 
in the grass near by. Notices threat­
ening his tenants were afterwards 
stuck all over the toxvn. The tenants 
were consequently obliged to refuse 
to pay more than Griffith’s valuation. 
Last Saturday some oats which Mr. 
Jones had sent into Bandon could not 
find a purchaser. They still lie there 
unsold. On the same morning lliiily 
laborers employed on his farm re­
ceived the following notice: “Strike 
on Monday.

Thirty head of cattle and forty sheep 
belonging to Mr. Joflbs arrived a1 
Cork yesterday for shipment to Bris­
tol. When the cattle arrived at llie 
steam packet company’s yard they 
were recognized as belonging (o Mr. 
Jones. Several cattle shippers xvont 
immediately in a body to one of the 
directors of the company and s:iid 
that, if Mr. Jones’ ca tic were allowed 
on board the vessel they would cease 
U> have any further dealings with the 
company. The officials accecded to 
these representations and retused to 
allow the beasts on board. Tjic

animals were lhen turned out of the 
yard. Two drover* asked V the Clyde 
Shipping Company would lake them 
on board one of their vessels.

From one end of Canada to the 
other now, the engrossing topic is the 
contract between the Government and 
the Syndicate for the contraction of 
the Canada Pacific Railway ; and 
more than all it ia an object of interest 
and plotting, of hopes and of fears at 
the Capital of the Dominion.

No 
one present had any doubt of his ability 
to discharge this duty to the satisfaction 
of himself. He was unanimously 
appointed. It was suggested that 
Northern Pacific bonds conld be obtained 
to build the bridge. Mr Eveiitt and "Mr 
Chestnut will attend to this duty well 
The only question now is whether said 
bridge is to be np town or down town. I 
hope and trust however, this matter will be 
got over. I think now between yon 
and me Captain Cropley oughtn't to be- 
too hard. He should let Mr Chestnut 
have the bridge, since he has the Rail­
way from here to Chatham. It is 
thought here, though it is not publicly 
talked, thattbe chief object in building 
the road is to carry Capt. Cropley's 
Capital. George Perks thoroughly 
favors it on this ground.

Though George Perks takes the 
above grounds strongly,- Captain Crop- 
ley says “ There is the military consider­
ation to* George.”

CAPTAIN BROWN’S EXPLANATION.

From a cable to the St John News 
we learn that the Steamer Curlew, from 
St George's Bay, brings an account of 
the loss of the bark Nonantum, which 
sailed from Miramichi, November 19th 
for Gibraltar. She encountered a storm, 
on the 20th and 21st, losing topmast 
and deckload. On 22nd both anchors 
were put down, but one gave way, and 
the masts were cut away to ease the 
vessel. The sea swept over her con­
tinually. On the 23rd the crew left in 
two boats, one capsizing and losing al1 
the provisions, bnt was subsequently 
righted, and this boat, after twenty hours 
struggle, landed its crew in a cove near 
St Georges Bay The other boat, with 
six men, was lost by swamping in the 
heavy sea. The crew of the life boat, 
eleven in number, landed and the cook 
died in few a boars from exhaustion. The 
remaining men clambered to the top of 
the cliffs and travelled about in the 
woods for'aix days. They made a 
camp, hut stayed bnt a short time. No 
habitation conld be t found. The pro­
visions gave out, and several died in the 
snow from starvation and cold. Capt. 
Johnson fell from exhaustion and cold, 
leaving the mate named Kadger, and a 
seaman named Dooley only alive. 
These two laid down in the enow, 
after ten days • wandering, to die* 
hot they were accidentally found by 
two men who took them to the village. 
A party went in search of the wrecked 
seamen, and found Captain Johnson in 
sensible, and the remaining members of 
the crew dead. The Captain died 
shortly after being taken to a house. 
Kadger and Dooley were so frost bit­
ten and suffering from pulmonary con­
gestion that they could not live. The 
Nonantum bad a cargo of deals. The 
coast between St.George’s Bay and 
Cape Ray is strewn with wreckage, and 
from accounts not yet quite authenti­
cated probably other tales of wrecked 
life and property will be made known.

Dear Sir.—Before the “Nonantum” 
put to sea ‘he Surveyors called upon the 
Port Wardens to proceed down the 
river to survey the barque *‘Nonantnm.” 
We found the ship with a strong list to 
starboard, the only objection we saw. 
A portion of the crew said it was the 
deckload which caused this. The 
Surveyors then ordered the deck load to 
be thrown over, the top gallant yards 
and the top gallant masts sent down, 
the mizzen top mast housed, the boats 
taken ftom the shields and houses and 
placed on deck.

- Capt. Brown’s letter is relieving in a 
measure to the wardens, of which board 
of wardens the captain is a member. 
But if the telegram we publish above be 
true, the explanation is hardly sufficient; 
for it is stated that the ship lost her deck­
load on the 21st in a storm two days 
after the vessel had left for sea. It cer­
tainly looks queer that the sailors having 
the authority of the wardens to throw 
the deck load overboard did not do so 
till the sea came and took the work in 
hand. However the telegram may be 
wrong in this —we suppose the pilot whd 
towed the ship ont knows something 
about it. The . mistake woe that the 
enrvey was made after night, and a dark 
foggy night at that. We are unacquainted 
withj the minutse of surveys, but we 
fancy that is a loose system of surveying 
that can be carried on in a few minutes 
of a dark night. But then we ought to 
look at the other side too. The owners 
of the cargo of deals wanted to get 
their property across the Atlantic, and 
the quicker they got the ship away the 
better. In looking over the whole 
matter even to the drowning and the 
freezing of the two boats crews, the same 
important tact should be borne in mind. 
Those who know little about a ship, 
know less whet, she is fit or unfit for sea; 
and if there were any each persons con­
nected with this case, they are not *0 
culpable, if culpable at all, as those who 
ought to know if the Nonantum was 
unsafe, if indeed she were so. We know 
not what the law says is to be done after 
the warden gives the order. When our 
wardens gave their order, they steamed 
away—and did not know whether their 
order was carried out or not. Perhaps 
the law did not require the wardens to 
wait and see it carried out. Perhaps 
the storm which was singing its mourn­
ful song through the rigging of the 
doomed ship, while the wardens were 
examining hei, made it too hot for the 
vessel to stay about the shore, and that 
she pat to sea te carry out the order, 
and that the storm coming ou gave the 
crew all they conld do to manage the 
ship till a heavy sea came and took the 
work prescribed by the wardens off their 
hands. It is worth while now in justice 
to the 11 frozen corpses and their six 
drowned mates to say that no care was 
shown in loading the ship. Though she 
had no ballast in they filled her hold with 
dry deals; green stuff just from the saw 
was put between decks, and for u deck­
load. She was a queer spectacle to see 
as she passed down the river, her rail in 
the water, her deckload slanting as the 
-oof of a house, attracting people from 
all quarters to look ut lier. Without a 
deal on deck,or shred of topsail or forttop 
mast, wo believe the vessel was not

Since preparing the above, further in­
formation has come to hand from New­
foundland. We give part of the story 
as told by Kadger and Doolan two of 
the crew.

On the following [the day after leaving 
Miramichi] day a strong gale from the 
south aroee1 and all the indications of a 
storm and of turbulent weather speedily 
showed themselves. The sea rose rap­
idly and soon began to sweep athwart 
the deck of the bark. Towards night 
the wind hnd veered to the southwest and 
was still rising and blowing with increas­
ing violence. The Magdalene Islands 
weré sighted, but. the bark would not 
cleat1 on the port hand, so that her . head 
had to be kept away to the north-east 
For some hours previous the lead had 
been kept constantly'going, as the calcu­
lations of the officers of the ship were 
likely to be disturbed by a rapid current 
setting to the northwest. About two 
hours after the foretopgallantmast, main 
tepgiillantmast and mizzen topmast were 
’cut avtay and fell by the hoard. At seven 
o'clock on the morning of the 21st the 
deck load was thrown over into the sea. 
The bark was laboring heavily, and was 
almcstàt the capricious mercy of the 
waves. On the morning of the next 
day the wind suddenly chopped round to 
the ntsrth northwest, almost throwing the 
bark on her beam ends and splitling her 
double reefed topsails into ribbon and 
tatters. The lead was now thrown over, 
and it was ascertained that there was only 
seventeen fathoms of water under the 
the ship’s bottom. The captain imme­
diately gave the command that the two 
anchors should be let go. All available 
chain was then paid ont, bnt scarcely was 
the weight of the ship brought to bear on 
the anchors when the starboard chain 
parted and the ship and the fate of all on 
board hong on the feeble hope of one 
solitary link, and that one the weakest in 
the remaining chains. . This proved 
insufficient too. The wretched crew 
taok the boats and made through the 
boiling sea for land. One boat was cap­
sized bnt again righted. They saw Ibeir 
comrades swamp ; saw them after a 
moments struggle sink. The boat was 
driven along the iron coast and the crew 
had neither backet nor oar. They hnd 
to bail her ont with their coats. Provi­
dence forced them into a little cove where 
they landed. Kadger goes on to tell :

“ After being on shore a couple of 
hours onr cook, a colored man, who had 
shown signs of .exhaustion all night, died, 
and we buried him on the seashore. The 
remaining ten of ns climbed up the cliff 
in the hope of seeing some sign or token 
that might lead ns to a path or road that 
wonld b the long run enable ns to find 
some settlement. When we reached the 
top of the cliffs nothing met onr eyes but 
a long extent of low woods, across which 
nothing could be seen that wonld indicate 
any vestige of human life for miles at 
least in any direction. After travelling 
about in vain.for six days without food 
or fire and with insufficient, clothing, with 
the little strength that yet rema’ned to us 
we made a rude camp of evergreen 
boughs and lay down to die, believing 
that we should never see a human face

again.
It was now Friday morning, and with 

shaking limbs and all the agony of hanger, 
we rose ene by one from oar chilly pallets 
and started once more in the hope of reach­
ing some huiqan habitation, but we were 
now a starving end broken down erew. One 
by one dropped in the snow to remain there 
forever. A few took a different course from 
us, but qhiekly disappeared and we knew 
that they had sunk down on the cold ground 
never to rise from it again. The captain 
and myself and Dooley al me remained of 
the wjwle-eleven who were washed aahore 
in the-We boat. The captain did not aland 
long. His feet were-frost bitten so that he 
had-to give up, and we left him behind. 
Dooley had no boots on ; nothing but pieces 
of canvas wrapped around his .feet, and 
they were terribly swollen with the froet, 
and I was afraid I should be soon alone, but 
Dooley proved, himself to be an iron man, 
and we held on till evening, when we lay 
down, but it was net long. before the joyful 
view of twq human beings approaching us 
greeted our sight,

Kadger and Dooley tjld the story te the 
doctor Maleom who goes on tofinish the pitiful^ 
talet—Immediately a party was improvised 
to go in.se»roh of the captain and the other 
seamen jsflUcated by, Kadger as lying half 
frozen in the naighherjhg'ravine. After a 
very diligent search the locality where 
these perishing wretchqs lay was dissevered 
bnt all save the captain were locked in the 
rigidity of death. The captain jwas badly 
frozen, but still showed sufficient evidence 
of vitality to warrant the hope that his life 
might be spared. The bodies of tho dead 
were as decently buried in the lone gorge 
as was possible with the meagre means at 
disposal. Captain Johnson was then carried 
to the neighboring settlement by the rescu­
ing party, but had hardly reached the warm 
hearths and hospitable homes of the 
dwellers amid the Highlands, when he died 
after hours of protracted and excruciating 
agony. It was noticed by the search party 
before burying the companions of the cap­
tain in the solitary gorge where they were 
found, that tho arm of one - man was 
completely eaten to the bone, as if the 
poignant agonies of starvation had incited 
tho loathsome and abhorrent appetite of 
cannibalism. Kadger end Dooley, both 
gadly frostbitten and both suffering from 
pulmonary congestion, are likely to follow 
soon after their companions in suffering, 
and thus complete ami round this terrible 
tragedy. y
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How Mr. Blake stands.—Hon. Mr
Lanokvin’s speech.—He Punctures
the Opposition Argument and lays
Mr. Blares Ghost—The Manifesto
and Other Matters.

You are doubtless anxious to learn 
from me something further on the pro­
gress of the great Railway debate. I 
think in my last I was dealing with 

Mr. Blake
when I left off. Yon know I suppose 
that Mr. Blake and Mr. Mackenzie are 
not on good terms; that they are hardly 
ever seen to speak, that ut caucus 'hey 
are at loggerheads, and that
it is only by the greatest effort 
a public rupture between them 
can be staved off. You know how 
galling it is for a man like Mackenzie 
who with all his faults had many shin­
ing virtues, to be superseded by Mr.
Blake who may anyday again go into a 
sulk for another lustrum. Giving the 
de’il himself his due Mr. Mackenzie has 
a good practical head, lias sound com­
mon sense—and it must be galling in 
deed to him who was once the Premier 
of Canada, and who refused the empty 
bauble of knighthood to have his policy 
ignored by the man who supersedes him.
Mind you Mr. Mackenzie would give not 
Twenty-five million acres to any syndi­
cate besides a $20,000,000 cash bonus 
to build the road, but

fifty five million acres 
and a $20,000,000 cash bonus to build 
it. His party endorsed this in Council, 
they proclaimed their policy in the House, 
they advertized for" contractors, boasted 
they were going to get it built for that, 
but no one took their offer. Blake says 
he was no party to that, but he wau 
sulking at the time and t}*ffered from 
every other man belonging to the parly.
But those who now howl out because this 
Government gives 25,000,000 acres, the in sP’te 
Burpees, the Cartwrights, the Hunting- fet“ers 
tons, the Mill’s and the whonots would in ln an<* 
’76 give 55,000,000 acres. Blake 
however was wiser than any, but pro­
bably if no syndicate took the offer, he 
might think now as he thought four years 
ago that “55,000,000 was none too 
little.” There is nothing like having a 
difficulty solved before you express an 
opinion upon it.

I know Mackenzie hates Blake— 
every plaudit the hated rival receives 
from Opposition admirers, is a poisoned 
dart settling in the discarded leaders 
heart. You know no man likes to be 
supplanted by another, even if his post 
be the meanest. Then fancy to yourself, 
a man thoroughly qualified in his own 
estimation for all the duties of a leader, 
a man who was Premier of Canada, 
who humbled Sir John and bis forces, 
who did more departmental work than 
any other Minister, because he had 
Waterloo following his Austerlitz, de­
graded from the position of leader, and 
surrendering his position to a sulky sub­
ordinate. Depend up.on it, harmony 
there can never be among the Grits— 
there lies in lhat body now a gulf that 
cant be spanned. It is a sickly combina­
tion doubly weak by being divided.
I am told that Richard Cartwright hates 
and envies Mr. Blake. He has said, 
and it is well known, that so long as 
Mackenzie remained leader heCartwright 
was satisfied, but he felt that he him 
self had prior claims to Blake; and 
though he had made a kind of outward 
show towards having Blake made the
leader, he alwavs felt, and still feels the 
injustice done himself.

I believe I left off in the midst of 
Mr. ElaLeo speech. This speech pre­
dicted like the coming of Donati’s 
Great Comet has been here, and passed 
away, and nothing has been disturbed 
The allegiance of no member has been 
shaken, the Opposition are no better off 
than before. Jealousy knaws at Mac­
kenzies liters worse than the vulture did 
at Prometheus’; the injured man throws 
cold water on the effects of the orators 
work. Bnt Blake came armed with a 
great many facts, and a great many 
figures. They were in his hand 
mighty sword, but unfortunately it was a 
two edged sword that cut his own party 
as it cut his opponents. He waxed 
eloquent when he spoke of unhappy 
Irishmen fleeing across the seas from 
the landlords rod to find here a scorpion; 
in this corporation to find a body without a 
soul—which saving he torgot at the 
time to credit to Daniel O’Connell. But 
I refer not now Sir to his plagiarism; 
bnt I do refer to his absurdity. I ask 
you and your readers, in the name of 
common sense what value will the lands 
be to this body without a soul, unless 
the said body sell them? And once sold 
surely then the landlordism with -a 
scorpion attached will be at an end; 
of what then does Mr. Blake speak?

After Mr. B1 ike had finished and re 
covered the hand shaking and the 
curses not loud bat deep of Cartwright 
and Mackenzie.

HON. H. L. LANGBVIK. 
arose. Mr. Laagevin did not rise to 
make rounded sentences, sensation 
padded, thought he is a most brilliant 
rhetorician, but he merely stood up to 
offer a senes of common sense objections 
to the rhetorical storm of Mr. Blake, 
He saw that. Blake had raised a number 
of ghosts, that stood before the eyes of 
frightened members. Before he sat 
down he “laid” these.

The Hon. gentleman in a manner 
tbit showed he was mastsr- of his subject 
in a cool wav traced the railway matter 
from ils source down to the present, 
showing that :t was a National work, one 
to which the Honor and the Integrity o. 
the country are bound. Indeed it farm 
ed part of the terms of the entry into the 
Union by one member of the Confed­
eration . Both parties Imd admitted 
this; both were committed t‘« building 
tho railway; and the modus was what he 
would then re far to; would show the 
means the Opposition had tried to 
adopt to build it; and would compare 
these means with the method this Gov­

ernment had just adopted. The country 
would have to pass judgment then.

Hod. gentlemen in the house were not 
bereft of memory, and they could there­
fore follow him a few years back. In 
1873 the estimated cost of building the 
road was $84,000,000; at tha” the 
country was not alarmed. In 1876 the 
honorable gentleman oppositn who were 
so heart broken over this contract, put 
the cost of building down at $104.. 
000,00011 This modest sum was lo 
have been in part made up by 55,000,- 
000 acres of land—not regarded in 
those days much of a monopoly at all; 
and Mr. Mackenzie felt proud and happy. 
Then there was no danger to the North 
West. Now the cost of building, the 
cost according to this hideous contract 
was $78,000,000 and Mr. Mac- ’ 
kenzie and Mr. Mackenzie’s party aie 
thunderstruck. The cost is made up 
in part by 25,000,000 acres of land to 
a Syndicate, a cruel crushing monopoly, 
that will make independence and free­
dom to wither under its Upas influence 
—a ten times, a hundred times more 
haef il and odious monopoly was it than 
would be the monopoly of Mr. Mac* 
kenzies fifty five million acres 1 ; 
The leaser number of acres, the 
greater the monopoly I ! I (Applause) 

But then Opposition seemed to come 
easy to the honorable gentlemen. They 
opposed the Grand Trank, the Inter­
colonial Railways—and how could they 
be expected to approve of this even 
though their own word and honor, as 
well as the country’s honor and bond were 
given to building the latter. They op­
posed the National Policy too; and 
the infallible leader of the Opposition 
had said he had nothing to retract from 
his last years speech. He read from 
Hansard extracts of a speech highly 
detrimental to immigration by the 
honorable gentleman. (Blake) But 

of the honorable gentleman 
would henceforth crowd 

the disturbed con­
dition of Ireland would be our gain. 
Coming to Mr Blake’s objection against 
the selection of the Union Pacific as the 
standard, he contended that the contract 
meant the Union Pacific as completed. 
He had travelled ever it tn 1871 at high 
speed and found it a good road. Its 
history showed few accidents. The 
Central Pacific and . other roads had 
much higher grades than the Union 
Pacific. There were steep grades, hut 
such would not be necessary on the 
Canada Pacific, owing to the lower 
elevation of the pass tin oiigli the Rocky 
Moun'ains. The company owning and 
bound to operate the railway would 
build it thoroughly.

The exemption from duty didn’t apply 
to iron rails, hence the company would 
use steel rials. If the Government had 
not allowed exemption from taxation 
they must have given more money to 
build the road.

Last year the Opposition complained 
that the country would be ruined by 
being compelled to operate the road. 
Now when relieved of it by the present 
scheme they were not satisfied.

The Northern Pacific had the right 
of way 400 feet wide, fiee of taxation, 
while the Syndicate were only allowed 
100 feet free of taxation, and we did 
not want the Syndicate coming to us for 
move money. If we return to the 
scheme of last year, only the lands sold 
would be taxed. He argned it would 
be to the interest of the Syndicate to 
sell their lands, and* once sold they 
would be taxed, and the country would 
not lose by the exemption. Any part 
of Canada where there was no railway 
would grant- exemption from taxation 
if the railways could be obtained that 
way. If lands were now worth five 
dollars an acre the leader of the Oppo­
sition should apply that calculation to 
the fifty five million acres proposed to 
be set aside by the late Government. 
That wonld be $275,000,-000tthe road 
would then cost. The country would 
judge favorably of tile scheme as the 
best that conld be got.

After reading from the contract the 
figures for the different sections he quoted 
from the speech by Mr Blake last year 
as reported in Hansard. The hon. 
leader of the Opposition had reckoned 
then that tbe cost of building the central 
section of the road would be $42,500,- 
000, while the ends would cost $77,- 
000,000,altogether about$ 120,000,000. 
Now, when it was proposed to have the 
road completed for $78,000.000 it was 
condemned ns too much. He thought the 
truth of the matter was that the Opposi­
tion did’nt want a railway built at all. The 
interest of the company wonld be to 
build branch lines in order to procure 
traffic for theii main line, but the same 
privilege was obtainable by any other 
company or corporation. The effect of 
those lines being built would be that the 
country would be filled up with settlers, 
and not only would the railway be bene­
fited but the whole country would reap 
advantages. Another objection made by 
the Opposition leader was that there 
would be a monopoly given to the 
Syndicate who could lock up the whole 
of the North West. He wondered how 
that could be if they had to recoup them­
selves soon by selling their lands, and * 
again there were 250,000,000 acres of 
land in the North West, of which the 
company were only to receive 25,000,000 
acres. According to the leader of the 
Opposition no Irish need apply in the 
North West. He (Langevin) refustd 
to subscribe to any such doctrine. If 
Irishmen wished to leave their own lands 
to go anywhere else by all means let 
tnem come to Canada. The Leader of 
the late Government had declared his 
preference for Chinese labor.

Mr. Langevin’s speech had an excel 
lent effect- He dispelled every point set 
up by Blake, by logical and clear argu­
ment—and his cool and unlabored-effort 
reminded me of the story in Holy writ, 
of Goliath going out and with his well 
chosen pebbles slaying the monster
