The Livorpool ¢ Catholic Times’

says: “The project of the lateffMon.
signear Dupanloup, Bishop of Or-
leans, forthe decoration of the Or-
leans Cathedral with ten windows res
presenting scenes in the life of Jeanne
d’Are, has met with more success
than might have been ezpected: . - A
sum of 125,000f' was quickly subserib-
ed, and a competition was opened ‘co
which all the glass painters in France
were admitted. The result of this
competition has been, that the design
of M. Lorin, of Chatre, has carried
oif the first prize of 4000f, and that
he is commissioned with the execn-
tion of this splendid historical mem«
orial. An exhibition of the various
designs sent in, has lately been held
in the Ecole des Beaux Arts, aiter a
previous exhibition at Orleans, and
it is generally admitted that the com-
petition produced very satisfactory
results, M. Lorin’s design is every-
where spoken of as possessing remark-
able merit.

The condition of the Jews in Rome
since 1870 is not so flourighing as
might have been expected from the
Jjoy with whi~zh they hailed the en-
trance of the troops of Victor Emans
uel on the 20th September. In fact,
on the last anniversary of that day,
the “Old Clothes” men made a for-
mal appeal to public sympathy, by
parading with a banner and makirg
hemseives into a society for collects
ing iunds to relieve their distress.
Meetings were lately held by the Is-
raelite+ in the Ghetto, and tessu-
tions were passed, afirming that they
were better off before 1870, and de-
claring that it was necessary {o cons
tribute largely for schools,” &e., in
order to prevent the day of their in—-
stitutions, A few evenings ago some
Israelites were conducting a funer-
al procession ia their customary
mode with lighted torches. As they
passed by the Caffe Pantancla, in
Piaza Montanara, two men, who had
been, perhaps, diinking frecly, began
to insult the Jews, ealling them asses
and using other offensive terms.
These two men were severely treat—
ed by the Jews, 'and the procession
moved on. But on the return of the
procession, the Christians had ob.
tained reinforcements, and a battle
ensued between them and the Jews,
in which sticks, stones,and other imv
piements were freely used. The pos
lice were obliged to interfere, but in
the darkness a revolver went off and
wonnded an old man who was in no
way conceriied in the riot.

The Recent Floods in Furcia,

“ During this terrible night,” said
a townsman to the CUI'K'\‘S])()U(!CHL of
the London ‘ Standard,’ ¢ our authors
ities, and in particular, our admira--
ble civil guards, worked with a will
to rescue women and children. They
had to work by such glimmering
light as their torches would yield,
and presented a wierd and fantastic
appearance as they moved to and fro
through the water. The gallant fel-
lows waded in the submerged streets,
seizing such fugitives as they met
half-drowaned and frightened out of
their wits, calling others who were
screaming at the windows, and en-
couraging those who rushed about
wildly on the house-tops, until boats,
barges, and even carriages could be
brought into use, and the inhdbitants
saved from abodes that were momen-
tarily threatened with ruin. -Severe
al times during the vight, was heard
the crash of falling houses and splints
ering ‘timbers, and high above the
noise,rose the wailing shrieks of un-
fortunate beings that could net es-
cape and were soon smothered in the
ruins or in the torrent. Acts of ex-
traordinary heroism were performed
by the authorities, the boatmen, and
the civil guards. OUne guard five
times braved the torrent with the
water up to his chest. Each time he
came back with a child in his arms.
Then he started back on his sixth
voyage. He had left the mother in
the house, with a babe at her breast.
He fought his way through the water,

rather swimming than wading. As

he neared the house he saw it totter.
Before he could make another step
it was gone, and the mother and
babe were swept past him on the
bosom of the great flood. Nor were
the higher classes less generous in
their eiforts to saye the drowning
people. One nobleman in his carris
age rescued them by dozens, until
his horses,dead-beat and half:drowned
could no longer pursue the work of
charity. As fust as the rescued were
brought in they'were carried either
into private dwellings or into the
Government House. The Bishop,
who is saffragan of Toledo, opened
his palace to several hundred, and
set soup and wine before them.”

On quitting Newfoundiand he receiv-
ed a farewell address of respect and re-
gard from the members of the Chamber

of Commerce, Judees, members of Bar
and priceipal inhabitauts of St. John’s;
as well as one, accompanied by the pre-
sentation of a Silver Tea and Coifee
Service, from the members of the Sg.
John’s Library aud Mechanies' Insti—
tute, in recognition of his services {o
those ipstitutions.

Mr. Archibald passed the next two
years in private life 1o his pative pros
vince. In 1857 he was appointed
British consul, at New York, not beine
at the time an applicant for the office .
In 1861 the civil war broke ount,§ and
during the following four. years, the
duties which devolved upon Mr. Archi.
bald were exeeeding laborious as well:
as responsidle. In the prctection of
British subjects, and of their rights and
property, he was brought into constant,
controvers Wwith the local authorities
at a time when the strained relations
subsisting betwedn England and the
United States demanded the exereise
of tact and judgment. He suceeeded
however, in dischar,«ringthesé'importané
duties without forfeiting the respect of
the American authorities and people
while his services were appreciated b;;
Her Majesty’s Governmcnt, and, at the
conclusion of the war, were recognize
by Her Majesty conferring upon him
the Companionship of the Qrder of the
Bath.

In 1862 he wasappointed Hep Majesn
ty’s Judge in the Mixed Commission
Court estaBlished under {he Treaty
with the United States for the suppress
ion of the slave trade, which offico he
held until 1870, when the Court was
abolished. “Prior to this appointment
be had been very active in detectine
and reporting Slave Trade Expeditions
which, through foreign agents, were
generally organized at New York, He
received for these services the Feisonal
thanks of the late Earl Russell, who in
Jul'y 1862, authorized him to proceed
to Paris for the purpose of coniirring
with the French' Minister of Foreion
Affairs and endeavouring to bring about
a Treut_y: for suppressing the Slave
L'rade, similar to that with the United
States; but, although both the Ewperor
and M. Thouvenel were favourable to
such a Treaty, they hesitased to move
o 1t on account of the unfavourable
seatiment in France on the question of
the Right of Search. :

In 1871, Mr. Arehibald was advapc-
ed to the rank of Consul Genera’; aud
in 1873 aeted conjointly with Sip
Edvy:u-d Thornton in receiving and
paylug over the amount of the Geneva
award. Among sther duties of hig post
are those connceted with extradition
cases Which irequently occur erd gud
superintended by hiuw, They are ve-
casionally of great importance; notably
that in coapection wth the forgeries
of the Bank of Bagland in 1873, In this
case Mr.A. was presented by the Bank
of Kugland with two valuable piaces
of plate,with an appropriate inserption
accompanied by a letter of thanks in re.
cogniten of his services to the Bank. It
13 noteworthy that the aecused parties :
were tried before hig brother, the late

Mr.Justice Sir Thomas Dicksou Arch-
ibald, K¢, in London,and were sentenced
by him to imprisonment for life,. The
supervision of the enormous maritime
trade of Great Brtain with the United
States, priocipaily through the port of
New York, forms but a part of the muls
tifarious duties which tall to the lot of
a British Consul in a city which is the
political as well as the commereial ‘me—
tropolis of the western world, Mr.
Archibald has now filled his present
post for twenty-two years and has been:
in the Civil Service of his country fot
nearly half a century.. Next year'it is
understood that, in aceordance with the-
rules of the service, he will be.ca.led on.
to retire on a pension, '"

¢ St. PETERSBURG, Nov. 9,

AnlImperial Ukase has_been publish~
edl, aying down regulations for the use
of arms by the !police and gendarmes
while engaged in fulfilling their official
duties. According to this order,arms are
permitted to be used in self-defence
against an armed attack; in the defence
of others; in case of an attaek while
engagzed in arresting a criminal and in
the pursuit of an eseaped priscoer. But
where the police and gendarmes are
snmmoned, tc restore order, “they are
only to use ther weapons at the exprss
command of the police authorities, and
then only’after the riotors have, been
thrice audibly warned to disperse. The
territorial assembly of the Moscow dis-
trict has taken the initiative in estab~
lishing a fund for the purpose of mak-
ing advances to the peasgntry, in order
to enable them to acquire more land.
The fundamental capital will be provid-
ded by the provincial Zemstvo, ard
the circulating capital will be obtained
by the 1ssue of notes guaranteed by the
Zemstvo. Considerable importance 1s
attached to the step taken by_the ter-
ritorial assembly.

ThefEpidemic at Cape Clear.

The ravages of the epidemie at Cape
Clear, continue to extend. Qo Saturday
there were 100 cases on the Island, and
many of the inhabitants had left the
place. Sir, Henry Wrixen Beecher,
the landlord, has bad a temporary hos-
pital evected at the place, and the local
Governmeut icspector, Dr. Brodie, has
proceeded to the locality to” make ars
rangements for insolating the infec-
tion .

The population of Cape Clear—which
it a small Island at the extreme south’
point of Ireland, and about three or
four miles from the mainlaod—is from
500 io 600. The houses are small and
ill-ventilated, and the islandors derive
a perecarious living from farmingand
fishiug. A telegraph station was form-
erly established on the island for re-
porting transatlantic steamers, but it
has long since been superseded by the
Crookhaven station. The building
which had been used as a telegraph
station, has now been turned into a
temporary hospital, fitted up with 20
beds. Children and adults have been
principally atracted. The epidemie is
confied to one townland, and .every
house in this area has been visited by
the scourge. One man has lost five
children. The eontagion was first in-
troduced by a young g1zl who visited
the mainland, where measles was pre~
valent, and on bher return homo she
was taken ill. The disease is a mali-
goant form of measles, which has been
very much aggravated by the unfavours
able eonditions under which the cases
had been treated. The abodes of the
poor people are very low, dark, and ill-
ventilated cabins, the whole family, ia
some instances, oceupying one small ap~
artment, Four Sisters of Mercy have
proceeded to. the island, aud it is
thought, with their assistance and the
aid of a hospital, the epidemic will be
8000 overeome .

It is feared that Prince Alamayou,
the son of late King Theodore of Abys-
sinia, will not recover from the illuess
by which he is so dangerously attacked.

Biennal Legisiation.

From recent cosrespondence in the

columns of some of our metropolitan
contemporaries, it would appear that
the abovesmentioned subject, is just
now being brought upon the *tapis,’
with a view to the consideration of
its applicability or otherwise, to the
political condition of this eolony.
The arguments advanced on both
sides, though conflicting, ure stili
pretty forcible and conclusive in so
so far as they relate to the points at
issue, bat in our opinion the argu-
ments of the opponents of the change
completely outweigh those of its ad-
vocates, more especially as to the ev-
il consequences likely to result to the
public interests, firom the obstacle
presented to investigation of the pub
lic expenditure, by representative:
who from time to time may have
canses of complainut, real or imagi-
nary, in the respect referred to. Not
alone with respect to the considerax
tion last mentioned would such a
change, in our opinion, be open to
gerious objection, bat within the per-.
iod referred to, wvarious matters of
paramour:t importance to the pub
lic interests might transpire, which
would mecessarily require the seri-
ous and attentive consideration of the
Legislative wisdom of the colony be-
fore governmental action being tak-
en thereon. Were an Executive, no
matter how worthy of public confi~
dence,entrusted with a ‘carte blanche’
as regards the public interests gens
eraliy, for so long a period, contins
genzies. might at any time arise,
whereby an expenditure might be
incurred, far in excess of what might
be deemed necessary upon careful
edngideration. and investigation. by
the Legislature. Viewing the sub-
stitution of the proposed biennal for
our present annual system: of legis-
lation upon general grounds, we cer—
tainly are of opinion, that in addition
to. the more than probable aeglec:
and injury to the public interests
from such a change, increased ex-
penditure and loss to the public rev-
enue, rather than economy, would, in
our opinion be the probable resilt.
If economy.be desirable .in. eonnecs
tion with the legislative inscitutions
of'this colony why notrevise the pres

B0es ur blic| sent. Representation Act and reduce
, Cheltenbam and Rugby, and (1o number of representatives by one

third its present amount? Were this

our population, we have every confi-
dence that the change would be at-
tended with results far more satisfac--
tory to the general interests than by
the substitution of the biennial for
our present system of legislation.

Past Season’s Results.

The results of the past season’s op-
erations in connection with the pros~
ecution of our stapleindustry, though
upon the whole satisfactory, have
not been so remunerative to our op-
erative population as would have
been expected from the large amount
of fish taken, especially on the Lab-
rador eoast during the period referred
to, This great drawback, which may
be principally attributed to the low
price of fish in Foreign markets, in
connection with the present rather
high prices of provisions, will doubts
less, to a considerable extent, be pro-
ductive of much inconvenience dur.
ing the coming winter, more particu-
larly to those of our people whose
attention has been devoted to the
prosecution of the shore fishery
during the past season, which, in
many places, has not been attended
with results by any means as satis
factory as that abovesmentioned.-
Another, and by no meaus unimpor=
tant source of regret in connection
with the past summer’s fishery on the
Labrador eoast, is the deficieney in
the catch of herring, which, owing
to the searcity of that fish and the
unusually rough weather prevalent
dnring the season, is far short of that
of last year: The success attendant
upon eunterprise in the Bank fish-
ery, has during the past seasom been
far more general in its results than
for years previous, our local bankers
being egually fortunate with thei:
