The statement that Mrs. Leland Stan-
ford, of California, is about to sell her
marvellous collection of jewels hasrevived
interest in these famous gems. Mrs. Stan-
ford on several occasions during her resi-
dence at Washington, either at White
House receptions or state dinners, wore
such elegant jewels that it was generally
supposed Washington had seen the best
of them. But the reverse is the truth.
After the death of her son Mrs. Stanford

AN HISTORIC VESSEL.

End of an Interesting Relic of the
Past.

Veseels with a history are not unusual
things, but historic vessels — vessels as-
sociated and idéntified with important
events in the world’s history — are so rare
nowadays that their disappearance from
the scene may well call for more than
passing notice. The Dominion govern-
ment steamer ¢ Alert, which was sold at
public auction at Quebec the other day as
no longer suited to ihe service and to the
requirements of this utilitarian age, was
one of these.

The Alert’s early history is somewhat
shrouded in obscurity. All that is clearly
known here about her, is that she was
built in England about 1856, but whether
by the Imperial government or by private
enterprise, is not certain. However, the
remarkable strength, solidity and com-
pleteness of her construction and equip-
ment would seem to argue that she was
not only built by or for the Imperial gov-
ernment, but that she was expressly de-
signed for Arctic expeditions, her timbers
being of the stoutest oak and the ffnest
teak and everything else about herof the
most substantial order with a view to of-
fering the best possible resistance to ice
and the fury of the elements. However,
whether built directly for the Imperial
government or not, she appears to have
been purchased by it and was first used
towards the end of the Crimean war to
help in the work of carrying back the
British troops from the Crimea to Eng-
land. Her next commission was in the
line for which she was evidently intended
originally, and from this point her his-
tory becomes the property of the world at
large. Belief in the practibility of the
North-West passage and hope of finding
some further traces of Sir John Franklin
and his unfortunate companions had not
yet been abandoned, and the ¢ Alert’ was
accordingly fitted outand sent to the pol-
ar seas, under command of Lieut Nares,
with whose expedition all are familiar.
She next figured in the Greely Arctic ex-
pedition, for which purpose she was loan-

' ed to the United States, and subsequently

al navy at Portsmouth, under the com-
mand ot Captain afterwards Admiral
Stevenson. When Canada undertook
some five years ago to send an expedition
to Hudson’s Bay for the purpose of ascer-
taining the navigability of the Straits, the
Imperial authorities presented the  Alert’
to the Dominion government and she was
again employed on that mission under the
late Commander Gordon. Since then her
career has been more commonplace. On

oleon III,, she replaced her on the light-
house service in the Gulf, under command
of Capt. Koenig. She is of a burthen of
608 tons, and her length is 168 feet, with
31 feet beam and 20 feet depth of hold.
Her engines are compound and of ninety-
six nominal horse-power. Her purchas-
ers, Messrs. T. Lantalum & Co, of St. John,
intend, it is said by some, to break her up
for the sake of her copper and equip-
ments, which are all of the finest, and, by
others, to use her as a sealer.

SWALLOWED A DOG WHOLE.

A Hungry Alligator's Quick Luncheon
in the Jacksonville Zoo.

Times-Union, the Zoo has been closed and
locked up, and during all that time the
big fifteen-foot ‘gator, which makes his
home in one of the. minature lakes, has
had to shift for himself for something to
eat. During the last few weeks hunger
must have worried the old fellow, and in
the dead of night he told the neighbors of
it and startled them, as well by his loud

bellowing, which sounds like a cross be-
tween the trumpeting of an elephant and
| the roaring of the lion. During the past
few nights there has been no bellowing.
The explanation of his silence isthat he
has been fed. He has feasted on the
daintiest morsel that ever tickled a ’gator’s

palate. For some time there has hung
around the electric light and water works
plant a mangy dog. The employees
i wished for the dog catcher to come
around, but as he was busy elsewhere
they concluded to dispose of the dog hu-
manely and make the ’gator happy. So
they ccllared the dog and threw him to
the ’gator, which was taking a nap in the
middle of the pond.

GIRLS IN OFFICES.

The audit offices of the Grand Trunk
and C. P. R., Montreal, says the Witness,
illustrate the success which attends the
employment of intelligent young women
side by side with those of the other sex.
In the case of the former the girls are
chiefly the young daughters of employees
who, beginning early, when their aggre-
gate earnings form a very small item in
the general expenses of the company, are
at once a help to the home and a valuable
auxiliary to the Grand Trunk. The C. P.
R. employs comparatively few girls as
compared with the Grand Trunk. Inthe
audit office of the latter there are prob-
ably thirty girls who, in nearly every
case, live with their parents. They earn
$2, $3, and $5 a week. The C. P. R.em-
ploys young womeén — clerks, stenograph-

| ers, and typewriters by profession — who

have to make their own unaided way, who
live in boarding-houses, and who have to
think twice before they buy a new sum-
mer dress. These earn from $5 to $8 a
week. Place a young woman in a room
with one strange man and the embarras-
ment is cruel. Place half a dozen young
women in a room with forty men, and
there is no embarrsment whatever. They
move amongst them, consult them about
figures, make the obscure lucid, hunt with
them through big accounts for five cents,
and the sex element is never noticed.
With the head of the department in a
small room, it is different. The head of
the department is- a man, who finds he
cannot ask a young woman to get him
things, or take messages, or hunt for pap-
ers, as easily as he can ask the male clerk.
And for this reason most of the heads pre-
fer male clerks. They are neither so neat
nor so picturesque, but, on the other hand,
they are, perhaps, more serviceable. There
is a notion that woman has no faculty for
figures. This is a mistake. ~ She does not
readily grasp large business transactions,
but she can keep a plain set of books, and
those who have had the advantage of a
good education produce a neater sheet of
type-writing than a man — usually. The
little array of women in the audit offices
do good work. They keep good hours.
They carry out instructions with prompt-
itude. When these are definite and point
to tasks the end of which can be clearly
comprehended, they work with cheerful-

ness, even for poor pay.

The opinion of heads of departments is
that the presence of young women in the
offices has a wholesome effect, softening
acerbities of manner, causing the rough
fellow to learn a finer language, and lead-
ing to habits of order and punctuality.
For disorder is what no woman can toler-
ate for a moment, and in the offices in
which they work there is law and method

The train that came in collision were
special excursion trains, filled with pil-
grims en route from Sherbrooke, Rich-
mond and Windsor Mills to Levis, where
they were to cross over # Quebec and
proceed to the shrine of St. Anne de
Beaupre. The trains were following one
another with an interval of some twenty
minutes intervening. The forward train
was making good time, having left Rich-
mond at ten o’clock the night before.
On the rear of this train was a pullman,
in which were the priests, etc., in' charge
of the party, and it was in this car that
most of the loss of life took place. The
first train reached this station, which is
fourteen miles west of Levis, about three
o'clock, and stopped at the tank to take
water. Due precautions were taken, and
the semaphore thrown to danger against
the following train. Only the train men
were about and attending to their duties.
The pullman in the rear was wrapped in
silence, and the sleepers there were not
aware of the terrible fate that was rush-

ing upon them. “The second train came

speeding on, and for a’ reason that may

never be known engineer McLeod did not

heed the signal of danger. Both he and

fireman Perkins were killed, and the real

reason of why the train did not stop

perished with them. With a great crash

the second train struck the rear pullman

of the first section.

that engine.. . .. Mg’ Lave dozed
off to sleep and thus missed seeing the
semaphore, and was unconscious of his
whereabouts.

The great majority of the wounded in
hospital some twenty-nine in number-are
expected to recover, but some will be
crippled for life and a few of them will
undoubtedly die.

The. total loss in property by the
smash-up is estimated at between $100,-
000 and $200,000. The destruction
almost peggars description and had the
first pilgrim train‘ not commenced to
move out of the station when the second
was heard appreaching it would have
unquestionably have been very much
greater. The locomotive and tender~of
the second train were smashed to atoms)
The rear coach of the first train wasa
pullman, which completely telescoped
the next car, a first-class one, and it
again behaved similarly to the third.

As for the cause of the accident, it will
probably never be truly ascertained.
The driver and fireman of the second
train were the only ones who could tell
to a certainty but they are both killed.
There is a theory that, overcome by the
oppressive heat of the night and over-
work, they had fallen asleep, and this
seems to be strengthened by the fifty-mile
rate of speed at which they were travel-
ing, and the fact that they did not blow
their whistle even once on approaching
the station. But the Grand Trunk people
ridicule this contention, as they say that
they were the two very best, most reli-
able, temperate, and experienced men on
the road, and that if one of them had fal-
len asleep the other at least would have
been awake.

The pullman probably saved the rest of
the train owing to its weight. It is re-
duced to kindling wood.

Trainmen express wonder that the vict-
ims were not twice as numerous as they
actually were, seeing that there were over
a dozen persons in the pullman and fifty
in each of the three first-class cars on the
forward train that were damaged. Sleep-
ers on the road were ripped up and torn
in some places, and car wheels and springs
were snapped like twigs. Windows in
the station were broken by the flying
pieces of cars, while the track for a long
distance was strewn with them, and ‘the
sleepers were in many places torn up.

Railway men are much puzzled over
the causes of the dreadful acc¢ident. The-
ories are as numerous almost as flies in
fly time. It must be remembered first,
that all evidence goes to show that the
semaphore light was burning brightly and
indicating danger. In the second place,
that the approach to Craig’s Road from
the west is a piece of track that is straight
and comparatively level and affords an
unobstructed view of the station where
the accident took place. The usual sig-
pals were displayed on the rear of the
pullman on the first train, and these alone 1
would have been a good enough signal of
danger to an experienced man, such as
engineer McLeod is said to have been, had
he been on the alert.

Mr. Audet, who was a passenger on the
first train, speaking of Father Dignan’s
death, says: “ As I reached the pullman
poorgFather Dignan was taken out and
laid on planks. Father Baron asked if
he knew him, and he gave a slight sign
of recognition only, and the last rites
were administered to him. His skull was
crushed, also one jaw and a leg. He soon
lost consciousness and expired shortly af-
ter his removal from ihe special train at
Jevis. I also helped extricate Father
Desrosiers, who was jammed under the
debris of the pullman. I could not re-
move the debris, go I tried to pull him
out by the leg. He uttered a cry of pain
and asked me to pull by the other leg.

There are few more choice or extensive
collections of gems owned by the royal
families of the Old World. Their value
is variously estimated from one to two
millions of dollars. Mr. Stanford bought
four sets of diamonds for his wife when
the valuables of Queen Isabella of Spain
were sold in Paris, and he paid upward of
$600,000 for the four. One get ‘is of the
kind known as blue diamonds, as they
emit violet rays by day. Another set has
pink rays in its stones. The third set is
of vellow diamonds, as yellow as topaz,
and the fourth is of flawless white stones.
Each set has a tiara or necklace, pendant,
brooch, earrings, from four to six bracelets,
and scme finger rings, all of the same style
of make and of corresponding stones.

In addition to these Mrs. Stanford has
some genuine black diamonds, cut pear-
shaped, and numerous other diamond or-
naments in a vakiety of styles. One neck-
lace, not belonging to any of the sets above
named, is valued at $100,000, and it: pen-
dants at $30,000. This wds manufactured
to order, and consists of large colored di-
amonde intermixed with small white
stones, rubies, sapphires, and emeralds, all
of the purest water. A band of large yel-
low diamonds encircles the throat; each
set in smaller white stones. Below this
band is placed a floriated design in small
white diamonds and colored *~~~-
tending in deep noint-

band.

But for the litigation by which the
Sandford estate is now tied up, $2,000,000
would haye been available for immediate
use for the Stanford University, and Mrs.
Stanford will, it is stated, sell her jewels
to meet the present emergency.

DIVORCES IN OKLAHOMA.

One Law Firm Who Expect to Collect
$25,000 in Fees from Divorce
Clients This Year.

The journeyings of divorce seekers to
Oklahoma, U. 8., is simply astonishing.
On the through trains are to be found
numerous passengers who are silent and
indifferent to all local surroundings. No
valley with its beautiful landscape, no vast
area of fine crops, no dreary stretch of
parched prairie, not even the creeping
caravan of Pottawatomies journeying from
Topeka to their Territory reservation, or
even the usually attractive prairie dog
towns can interest them.

A member of a legal firm, having one
member in each of the three largest
towns in the territory, informed the Sun
correspondent that his firm would at the
present rate collect $25,000 this year from
divorce clients alone. In Guthrie there
is a large hotel which makes a specialty
of this class of patrons, and its guests are
designated as the divorce colony. Special
hotel rates are secured by the lawyers for
their clients for the four weeks necessary
to the quick and painless operation of
divorce. Many of these visitors are regis-
tered under assumed names, and are
credited to almost any. other city than
the one where they reside.

The romarces resulting -from a four
weeks sojourn in this colony are almost
as varied as they are numerous. One of
the most exciting shooting incidents in
Oklahoma City in recent months was be-
tween a Buffalo sporting man and the
lawyer who had just assisted his wife to
procure a divorce. While attending some
of the early spring races the man from
Buffalo learned that his wife was visiting
Oklahoma City. Thinking that it was
about time that she returned home, he
suddenly landed in that wild and woolly
town. He quickly learned that not only
had his wife secured an absolute divorce
from him, but, further, that she and the
lawyer were to be married on the follow-
ing day.

ALL IS, BNCERTAINTY.

Almost everybody expected the bolting
French ministers would return to the
cabinet and the surprise is that Angers
has been able to hold out. Caron and
Ouimet were evidently playing a game of
bluff, and while they were unable to in-
duce the government to introduce re-
medial legislation this session, they com-
pelled Foster to make a new and stronger
declaration in parliament that the de-
sired measure will be introduced at the
session in Janugry next. They therefore
won a partial triumph and were able to
hold their following for the government
with the exception of seven French mem-
bers who refused to be longer fooled by
the promises of Bowell and Foster.

Itis a carious game the government
has been playing, and must finally end in
their overthrow. They hold the ultra
Protestant supporters of Ontario by inti-
mations that separate schools will not be
restored in Manitoba, while Mr. Foster
states in his place that “remedial legisla-
tion is actually and positively promised,
and that there is no variableness or
shadow of turning so far,” and that in the
policy which he has announced the “gov-
ernment will stand or fall.”” This is in it
self almost a complete surrender to Caron,
Ouimet & Co., and the solid French vote
of Quebec. But is there anyone green
enough to suppose that the forty Orange
members from Ontario or the Maritime
contingent in parliament will support the
government’s alleged program? Dr.
Weldon, of Albert, is one gentleman who
sees through the matter and has given
the administration to understand that he
will not support the proposed remedial
bill, and such staunch Conservatives as
Dennison, of Toronto, McNeill, of North
Bruce,’and others, haye followed in the
same line. Clark Wallace a member of

Haggart, Montague and Patterson, could
not be re-elected on the policy announced
by the government. He also dwelt on
-the danger to the peace and harmony of
the Dominion of coercing Manitoba, yet
added that he would do it in six months
from now. The government have thus
on the confession of the Premier dished
themselves in Ontario and the west, and
facts show that they have lost Quebec,
whoee ministerial members do not trust
them and one of whose ministers has
openly declared against the government.

The government’s existence is thus
threatened from two quarters; the rebel-
lion of these Quebec supporters who de-
mand immediate remedial legislation, and
the opposition of Dr. Weldon ¢t al to any
form of remedial legislation either now or
at a later date. What is the meaning of
it all, and what will be the result? Will
the government keep faith with their
French supporters and introduce the leg-
islation they demand, or will they after
prorogation work up an Orange agitation
in Ontario, which will compel a dissolu-
tion of parliament before another session
is called ? We put forward these sugges-
tions without anything more than a mild
belief that the atter course will be
adopted, always supposing the govern-
ment’s life will be prolonged beyond the
close of the present session. No doubt
the governnent is under a most solemn
promise to introduce remedial legislation
in January, but solemn. promises with
them will not prevail if a contrary course
would likely ensure to them a new lease
of power. They are simply weighing
Protestant Ontario against Roman Catho-
lic Quebec, and whichever is likely to
bring them the most support, will win.

The people’s side, however, is not in-
cluded in the arrangement. The elec-
tors of Canada for the past five years have
been observing how this Manitoba school
question has been made a football by the
Tory government ; how the late Sir John
Macdonald, while promising much to
“Archbishop Tache, kept his Orange sup-
porters in line by yielding nothing to the
Roman Catholics. The political ship is
not now controlled by a skilful manipu-
lator, but is in the hands of a mutinous
crew, every one of whom considers him-
self as good as his colleagues. The
Premier himself is a very ordinary poli-
tician, he cannot be designated by the
name of statesman, and his first officer,
Mr. Foster, while a good debater, is not
capable of dealing successfully with a
knotty question or exercising discipline
among his followers. The old ship is al-
lowed to drift helplessly among the rocks
and shoals. She has already had a great
many holes knocked in her bottom, and
only the men at the pumps (the men who
are able to pump election campaign funds
out of government contracts) have kept
the derelict craft afloat. Soon she will
disappear altogether, and little regret will
be expressed if all her officers and crew
go down together.

Among the anxious ones in the threat-
ened crisis at Ottawa is the St. John Sun
which during the past eight years has
pulled $88,036 out of the Dominion treas-
ury for printing and advertising. The
Moncton Times during the same period
captered $83,908, and the Halifax Herald
got $62,603. All three are stalwart up-
holders of Toryism.

THE ENGLISH ELECTIONS.

The parliamentary elections in England,
Scotland and Ireland are now in full
swing and the Liberal party are meeting
with most disasterous defeats. It is now
certain that the Salisbury government
will have a large majority in the new
parliament. The most disappointing
event for the Liberals outside the general
rout, is the defeat of Sir William Vernon
Harcourt, their leader in the House of
Commons, who with a majority of 1900
in the last election in Derby, which he
represented since 1880, has been snowed
under, being 1100 votes behind his Tory
opponent.; Henry M. Stanley, the noted
African explorer, and the Marquis of
Lorne are elected, the former for the first
time. Both are Unionists, and another
new member of the same party is Hon.
E. G. V.'Stanley, eldest son:of Lord
Stanley, late Governor General of Canada,
Three gentlemen who have served as
Governor Generals of the Dominion will
be in the next parliament, in the House of
Lords — Lord Stanley and Lord ILans-
down, and in the House of Commons the
Marquis of Lorne. Lord Lansdowne is
also a member of the Salisbury govern-
ment. Keir Hardie, the eccentric mem-
ber representing the labor party in the
last house, is defeated, but John Burns
who recently visited America and is the
labor leader, is again successful. Four
members of the Rosebery government
have been defeatad, but a safe constitu-
ency has been found for Harcourt.

The returns up to last night give the fol-
lowing elected: Conservatives, 200 ;
Liberal Unionists, 31; Liberals, 44 ; Par-
nellites, 4 ; McCarthyites, 12; Labor, 13;
total, 292.

IN view of the general election, a new
survey of the Prince William railway has
been projected. It is not a very extensive
affair to be sure, only one man having
started over the line last week, but the
show is made no doubt to again fool the
people. Our friends along the river
should not allow themselves to be guyed
by any such exhibition,

There are very few officials of the
Dominion government who, if they
talked against the administration as
Major Armstrong, military storekeeper,
did here on Friday last, would not be
very summarily dismissed from their
positions. But Andy has quite a pull in
St. John and the government are afraid
to interfere with him.

It is announced that the Americam to-
bacco company has acquired control of
the cigarette business of Canada by the
purchase of all the Dominion manufac-
tories.

A TORY REVOLT.

French and English Supporters
Desert the Ottawa Government.

DR. WELDON’S WARNING.

Two of the Boltlng French Ministers
Return.

The Government Majority Drops
From 55 to 34.

Thursday was a stormy day at Ottawa,
but the government managed to pull
through with a majority of 34; the usual
majority is 55.

Hon. Mr. Laurier’s motion to adjourn
received the support of seven French Con-
servatives, Joncas, Dugas, Jeannotte, Le-
pine, Dupont, Belley, Turcotte, and the
Third party, McCarthy and O’Brien.
Thousands attended both the sittings of
the house and the senate ; the latter place
was thronged. When the’house opened
Sir Adolphe Caron, for the first time in
three days, entered and took his seat, to
the accompaniment of cheers mingled
with shouts of derision.

A few minutes later, Hon.J. A. Ouimet
came in, and his entry was the signal for
uproarious cheering and laughter from the
Liberal side, arid by cries of “The Cat
came back.”

“ Rats,” said Mr. Foster,contemptuously.

Before the orders of the day were called
Mr. Girouard, of Jacques Cartier, asked if
the negotiations to be entered into with
Manitoba relating to the schools, unless
they bring an acceptable answer, preclude
or postpone the introduction of remedial
legislation announced in your speech of
day before yesterday ?

Mr. Foster — My answer simply is, they
will not.

Mr. Laurier — I see that everything is
serene once more in the atmosphere of
the cabinet. (Cheers and laughter). Per-
haps the hon. gentleman will pe able to
give us information as to the non-existing
crisis which was supposed to exist.

Hon. Mr. Foster.

I have but very few remarks to make
in reply to the questions. Some differen-
ces arose between members of the cabinet
with reference to the question of remedi-
al legislation. The statement which I
made the other day to the house gave the
position of the government on that mat-
ter. The differences in the cabinet arose
chiefly on two lines. Some of our col-
leagues were of opinion that it was use-
less, and consequently unneeessary, to
prolong negotiations or to enter into furth-
er negotiations with the Manitoba govern-
ment with a view to a settlement by that
government of the question with the pow-
ers that they have. Other questions of
difference arose, consequently, from that.
Some of our colleagues believe that
remedial legislation should be intro-
duced at once, startingt rom the premise
that there was nothing to be hoped for
" >m the action of the Manitoba gov-

A legiglature itself. :

- a€rence to two col-
, ar A. P. Caron and Hon. Mr.
suimet, from the province of Quebec, who
bad seats in the house, I must say that
they showed a disposition to canvass and
discuss, and look thoroughly into the
grounds of difference between their own
views and the views of the majority of
their colleagues as expressed in the state-
ment I made the other day to this house,
and in the end these differences proved to
be rather a misunderstanding than a real
divergance of oplnion. (Ironical laughter
from the opposition) As to the question
of principle that remedial legislation was
necessary and that it would be introduced
by this government at the nextsession of
parliament, to be called before the 3rd of
January, in the event of the proyince of
Manitoba not making a reasonable and
satisfactory settlement of the question
with reference to that matter, I say it was
a matter of divergence upon details and
not upon principles. Our colleagues
named above have been able to come to
the conclusion that in the statement which
was made on Monday last by me, remedi-
al legislation was actually and positively
promised, and that there is no variable-
ness or shadow of turning so far. (Ironi-
cal laughter); that there is no intention
at all of going one single jot outside of
that statement, but to carry out in per-
fect good faith the statement of the gov-
ernmeut on Monday last.

Sir A. P. Caron said he continued to
serve in the government in the interest of
the minority of Manitoba, and the secur-
ing of their rights by remedial legislation
on the lines laid down.

Hon. J. A. Ouimet said he held his seat
from a sense of duty. He was satisfied
with the assurances of his colleagues on
the school question. He was prepared to
endure criticism in this connection. Evi-
dently the question would be settled ac-
cording to his views and his loss of per-
sonal dignity would thus be recompensed.

Hon. Mr. Laurier's Speech,

Mr. Laurier —I move the adjournment
of the House. Once upon a time, Mr.
Speaker, not very long ago, in a country
which I need not name, there was a ru-
mor prevalent that the cat came back to
the cream. (Laughter) Feline nature
will assert itself, and to-day we have a
small family of kittens coming back to
the Premier. Only a few days ago they
started on what they represented to be a
crusade for a holy cause. But after three
dayg’ experience in the cold, far from the
kitchen, exposed to the inclemency of the
geason, they have come back to the cream.
(Laughter and cheers) And at once I
musgt tender my apologies to my hon.
friend from East York (Mr. Maclean).
That gentleman in his paper, the Toronto
World, two days ago, had a paragraph
which read as follows *The French min-
istersare said to have resigned, but the
resignations are not confirmed and may
be a bluff.” Ifthis was not a game of
bluff, what was it? It was simply a mis-
undersfanding, my hon. friend says.
Therejwas only a misunderstanding dur-
ing these three days in which the country
has been kept in suspense. We had sup-
posed there was a grave crisis. We had
supposed that a deep chasm existed be-
tween the hon. gentlemen who had
thrown up their portfolios, and the ma-
jority of the cabinet; but it was simply a
misunderstanding. The members of the
cabinet had been sitting together and dis-
cussing the questions before them, not for
days only, but for weeks, and I may say
for months. And the more they discus-
sed with a view to a settlement the less
they understood each other. But one sec-
tion, it so ha;;pened, remained inside and
the other section remained outside in the
cold. That cleared their understanding
and convinced them there was nothing be-
tween them but a very little matter,
which was not worth resigning over.
What was the misunderstanding? I und-
erstand that the policy of the govern-
ment had been laid down Monday last by
the Minister of Finance. Here isan an-

nouncement, if I am able to understand
plain English, plainly spoken. It was
stated that at the next session of parlia-
ment, to be called not later than January
3rd, if, in the meantime, Manitoba had
not been brought to terms, there would
be some legislation introduced to give sat-
isfaction to the minority. I understand
that this was binding upon the govern-
ment, and if I had been a member of the
administration I would have been dis-
posed to take this as a pledge binding up-
on the administration. But, sir, if I am
to accept an interview, which was pub-
lished in the Montreal Star, my honorable
friend, the Minister of Public Works, for
one, and, I suppose, my honorable friend
the Postmaster General also, were not sat-
isfied with the pledge given upon the
honor of the Crown by the gentlemen
who were the representatives of the
Crown. This is what appears in the
Montreal Star of yesterday, in the form of
a solemn interview with the Minister of
Public Works. He gaid: “ You may an-
nounce through the Star that unless the
government at 3 o’clock this afternoon
brings in a written pledge signed by every
minister agreeing to remedial legislation
next session, 1 will take my seat as an in-
dependent member, and move a want of
confidence motion,” This language refer-
red to yesterday. But yesterday my hon.
friend did not appear in hisseat. To-day,
however, he appears in his seat, apparent-
ly satisfied. Who has signed the pledge?
It wds only a misunderstanding atter all,
as we have been told by the Minister of
Finance. The pledge had been given on
the faith of the Crown, but that was not
satisfactory to the Minister of Public
Works, and he wanted the written §igna-
ture of every member of the cabinet. Well,
to me the honor of the Crown would bave
been sufficient. Not so te my hon. friend
the Minister of Public Works. He want-
ed to have the individual signatures of
my hon. friend the Minister of Finance,
and his colleagues.
the Minister of Finance taken a new
pledge? Has he signed the pledge?
L (Laughter) If he has signed the pledge,
who knows but at some future time he
may say he did so in a moment of weak-
ness? (Liberal applause) There is a
grave lesson in all these proceedings, and
the lesson is this, that these gentlemen
who sit together, statesmen, the govern-
ment of Cadada, who, they have so little
confidence in each other that unless they
are booked in writing, one of their own
colleagues will not take their word. This
the government of Canada. Sir, this is
the government of Canada that we have
in this House. You may search in vain
the annals of any British country, nay, of
any civilized country, to find the like of
that. There is one thing, however, which
binds the hon. gentlemen together, and
that is not the signature of the hon. gen-
tlemen, which wa§” demanded by the
Minister of Public Works, but the cement
of office, and, sir, if such be the case, I
now beg to move the adjournment of the
House. (Liberal applause.)

After Sir Charles H. Tupper and Mr.
~(zirouard had spoken from the govern-
ment side,

Dalton McCrrthy ¢

said we know at last where the govern-
ment stands. Undoubtedly the province
which has told us in plain but yet in firm
language in answer to the order of His
Excellency that they will not take the
responsibility of carrying that order into
wcffect is to be invited again to stultify it-
€8t 8ind to say that it will carry the order
into effect. We know perfectly well that
that is hopeless. And what of the thirty-
nine gentlemen from the province of On-
tario who have told the government that
they were-not prepared-te-endorse or sup~
port the government which will carry out
the remedial order by a bill in the
House? These gentlemen have now, it
seems, to give in to their leaders from
the province of Quebec. These gentle-
men who brought their pressure to bear
with such effect that the government dare
not introduce a remedial bill this session
— although the bill was ready, cut, aud
dry to their hands, and has been since
March last — these gentlemen are now,
forsooth, to take what is administered to
them — for the second time in the hist-
ory of thig parliament — from the prov-
ince of Quebec. They are to take the
statement made here by the Minister of
Finance, and the deliberate answer given
to my hon. friend from Jacques Cartier
(Mr. Girouard) that there is to be a pre-
tence of asking Manitoba that which it is
known Manitoba cannot comply with,
and then the great Conservative party,
forsooth, is to be pledged in the interest
of minorities to force upon the small prov-
ince of Manitoba, through the . federal
powers, a hateful school law, which, I
trust, will never by this parliament be
placed upon that or upon any other com-
munity.

Mr. Dupont, Conservative, of Bagot,
would have no further communication
with Manitoba. Their legislature had ad-
journed ; the province would do nothing.
There was no excuse for delay in the re-
medial legislation. The position of the
government in thus dealing with Mani-
toba was shameful. He had no faith in
the government’s promises. Mr. Angers
he eulogized. He would not support the
government until justice was done Mani-
toba.

Dr. Weldon, Conservative, of Albert,
N. B,, declared he could not support the
government in granting remedial legis-
latcon when it came before the House.
He thought it perhaps proper and wise to
say in the presence of the government, so
it might go to his own constituerits and to
the country, that any bill based upon the
remedial order exempting the Catholics
of Manitoba from the duty '¢f paying
school rates, empowering the Catholics of
Manitoba to organize separate schools, and
entitling the Catholics of Manitoba to a
proportionate share of provincial moneys
voted for education, is one which he could
not support.

Mr. Joncas, Conservative, of Gaspe, said
in view of Dr. Weldon’s declaration he
could foresee that there was now nothing
to be gained by delay, and he would vote
against the government.

Mr. Jeannotte, another French Conserv-
ative, announced his opposition to the
government.

Col. Denison, Conservative, of Toronto,
said : Lest my silence be misunderstood,
I wish to say that I do not approve of the
action of the government, and hold my-
gelf free when the proper time comes to
oppose this measure.

Mr. McNeill, Conservative, of North
Bruce, said that if any government at-
termpted to impose on the people of Man-
itoba, against their will, legislation of the
kind referred to, he would most assuredly
feel it his duty to record his vote against
that government. e would say, how-
ever, that he thought the course pursued
by the government in endeavoring to ar-
rive at a friendly arrangement with the
Manitoba government was on the lines of
the best British statesmanship, and was a
course which he believed the people of
the country would most heartily applaud.

Mr. Belley,

Conservative, who seconded the address
at the opening of the session declared
himself on the same lines as Mr. Dupont
in opposition to the government and after
gome other speeches, Mr. Laurier’'s mo-
tion to adjourn was defeated by 34 ma-
jority, a drop of 21 votes from ordinary

He had no faith in the
government’s promises and would not re-
main with them. Referring to Bowell’s
promise of remedial legislation at the be-
ginning of this session Mr. Angers said
it had been suppressed.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell — What has been
suppressed ?

Mr. Angers — Your promise has been
suppressed by an influence which seems,
although existing in a small fraction of
the population, can make itself so strong
that it acted like a damper upon the voice
and utterances of the Premier, and new
utterances had to be made it seems in
that declaration of the government.

On Monday Mr. Laurier, after a power-
ful speech in which he scored the govern-
ment for its vacillating and dishonest
policy on the school question moved the
following resolution :

““That this house regrets the failure of
the government to deal with the Manitoba
school question in a manner demanded by
the best interests of the country, and is of
opinion that the ministerial declarations
in regard to the question are calculated to
promote a dangerous agitation amongst
the Canadian people.”

The resolution was defeated by 44 ma-
jority.

Yesterday Dalton McCarthy moved the
following resolution :

“This house has heard with regret the
statements recently made defining the
policy of the government respecting the
Manitoba school question, and is unwill-
ing by silence to allow it to be assumed
0 . 2 ohabiois: Tannis
next any more than at the present session
it is prepared to pass a law to restore the
gystem of separate schools of Manitoba on
the lines of the remedial order of 2lst
March last.”

The debate lasted till late this morning
and is being continued to-day.

000 and was twenty years old.

The body of Edward Cogswell, of that
place, who left his home three weeks ago,
and was last seen about one hour later on
the marsh bordering on Aulac river, was
found lying on the shore of a large ditch
leading from the river at Westmorland
point, about four miles from Sackville and
one mile from the place he was last seen.

Rev. W. McCulloch, D.D., late pastor of
the first Presbyterian church, Truro, N. S.,
died Sunday, aged 84 years. He was the
son of Rev. Thos.

A Successful Teacher.

Henry H. Stuart, who is in charge of the
advanced department of the school at Ben-
ton, Carleton county, is spending his holi-
days at his home in this city, after a suc-
cessful term’s work. The Woodstock Sen-
tinel, in noting the recent closing examin-
ation of Mr. Stuart’s school, says:

“A number of visitors were present, who
expressed themselves as perfectly satisfied
with the high degree of efficiency of the
school. The pupils were examined in read-
ing, spelling and composition, physiology
and hygiene, grammar, geography, algebra,
geometry and latin, with recitations inter-
spersed. The pupils conducted themselves
very creditably, showing that they had
been well trained in the branches taught
them during the term. In algebra and
geometry especially, the more advanced
scholars showed that their progress had
been sure as well as rapid. Latin, which
had not been taught in Benton school for
some years, has' been taken up this term,
and those in the latin class have made con-
siderable practice. The percentage of en-
rolled pupils who attended school this term
is considerably greater than for the first
term of 1894. Mr. Stuart is a young teacher
having graduated from Normal school in
1894. At the entrance examination in July,
1893, he won second place among 399 com-
petitors, and in Normal school he made a
high mark on all examinations on the
science and art of teaching. He will re-
main in his present position for another
term.

SUCCESSFUL GELEBRATION.

The Orange Parade in Fred-
ericton and Elsewhere.

Some of the Bréthren are Outspoken on
The Manitoba School Question.

QLAEK WALLACE'S ATTITUDE.

The celebration of the 12th of July, Friday,
by the Orangemen in various cities of
Canada was made with considerable eclat,
and the utterances of the brethren in many
instances were against the Dominion gov-
ernment interfering in the Manitoba school
question.

About five hundred men were in line in
Fredericton representing principally the
counties of York, Sunbury and" St. John.
The excursion train from St. John brought
up 700 people, and crowds were present
from the adjoining country, making it one
of the liveliest days seen in this city for a
long time.

some white horse owned by John A. Ed-
wards, of the Queen hotel.

The procession passed through the follow-
ing streets : Smythe, George, Westmorland,
Brunswick, Sunbury Queen, and then back
to the park by Queen, Northumberland,
Brunswick and Smythe streets.

The streets were lined with spectators and
the procession made a good appearance.
When it reached the Trotting park, an ad-
dress of welcome was read to the visiting
brethren by County Master Pitts, and there
were several addresses by prominent mem-
bers of the order.

Grand Master Kelley, of St. John, con-
gratulated the Orangemen of York county
on the success of the demonstration. The
visitors came up looking for a warm wel-
come and it was given them. The parade
was one of great magnificence, and could
not have been better anywhere. The city
of Fredericton was, indeed, a beautiful
one. No prettier place could be found. The
300,000 Orangemen of Canada were for free
schools. The government should not do
anything which would displease this party.
Grand Master Kelly applauded Professor
Weldon, M. P., for the stand he took in par-
liament on the Manitoba school question.
He did not think the government could
pass the remedial legislation even if they
tried it. It was pointed out to the govern-
ment the other day that there were forty
Orangemen in parliament who would sup-
port the government on all things but re-
medial legislation.

Past Grand Master, Andrew J. Armstrong,
of 8t. John, said the school question was a
matter of vital importance. His opinion
was that we wanted no part of any kind of
remedial legislation for the province of
Manitoba. He held that the government
which would force separate schools upon
the people of that province, who had tried
and got tired of them, would only last till
the electors got a chance at them. He
would vote against any man who favored
remedial legislation no matter who he was.
Orangemen should do everything to pre-
vent the election of men who fuvored re-
medial legislation. It was their duty io op-
pose them. It would seem that in January
the Dominion government intended to
force upon the people of Manitoba separate
schools. It was a dangerous thing for the
Dominion government to interfere. The
Orangemen should stand up and say to the
government, ‘‘ You must not interfere.”
He admired Dr. Weldon for the stand he

took in parliament. Dr. Weldon told the
government that they nged not look to him
to support them when they brought in this
bill for the re-establishment of separate
schools in Manitoba. It was to be regretted
that other members did not speak out the
same way. The speaker was satisfied that
Hon, Clark Wallace, the grand master of
British America would do his duty when
the time came. York county was a Protes-
tant county, and he was sure that any man
who favored remedial legislation would
stand a poor chance of election to parlia-
ment. It would be unwise for any govern-
ment to do anything with which the 300,000
men of ;Canada were not in sympathy.
They all had votes. Orangemen, one and
all, were oppased to remedial legislation,
and he could not see how it could carry.

The other speakers-were Geo. R. Vincent,
H. H. Pitts, and Robert Maxwell, son of
John Maxwell, the well known stone ma.
son of Fredericton. Mr. Maxwell said he
was proud of the fact that he was a York
county boy. He had seen many demon-
strations but none as grand as this one.
Never in the history of our country was
there more need of them than now. It was
the duty of Orangemen to see that no class
or creed stood above any other, that all
hands fared alike.

The St.'John Sun says that the St. John
Orangemen were delighted with their ex-
cursion and never had a more enjoyable
day. The Fredericton brethern did every-
thing that could be done to make it pleas-
ant for the visitors. The St. John brethern
feel that they can never repay John A. Ed-
wards, the genial proprietor of the Queen
hotel for his many kind acts. First and
foremost he had to provide Grand Master
Kelly with a white horse. This he did, and
it was the very horse that the grand master
wanted. It suited him all to pieces. Then
other prominent men from this city had to
fall back on Mr. Edwards for barouches,
teams, etc. He was able to supply every-

body with whatever they wanted.

Other Demonstrations.

At St. Stephen 300 men marched in the
procession. At Halifax 800 were in line,
the first Orange parade in that city. West-
moreland Orangemen marched at Petitcodi-
as 300 strong ; and at Ottawa 10,000 ‘men
celebrated. Here the chiefinterest centered
in the speech of Hon. Clarke Wallace, Sov-
ereign Grand Master, and Comptroller of
Customs in the Dominion government,
Speaking on the Manitoba school question,
Mr. Wallace declared himself in favor of a
national school system for Canada, and ap-
proved of the action of Manitoba in abolish-
ing separate schools, If it could be done

constitutionally he would abolish seepa.mt.el
schools in the other provinces of the Dom-,
inion. He announced himself as an op- ‘
ponent of remedial legislation, and when
the proper time came would resist it with
all his strength. He did not, however, by
any action which he might take propose to
anticipate that which might never happen.

During the proceedings at Ottawa a por-
tion of the platform subsided and a number
of the prominent men were precipitated to
the ground. Col. Tyrwhitt's foot was badly
crushed and Mr. McDonald, M. P., had his
shoulder dislocated.

At Toronto the procession numbered ov-
er 4,000 men; at Belleville, Ont., 2,000; at
Kingston, Ont., 1,000; at London, Ont.,
6,000; at St. Catherines, Ont., 5,000 and at
Winnipeg the parade was nearly two miles
in length. L

No trouble occured anywhere, the day
passing off without serious casualty at any
point except the Ottawa accident mentioned
aboye.

A Warning to Foster,

In the last issue of the Reporter Mr. Pitts
in discussing the political situation at Ot-
tawa has this to say among other things:

‘“ We unhesitatingly state that if Mr. Fost-
er or the Conservative government imagine
the reply they have made to Manitoba’s an-
swer is satisfactory, they will find to their
sorrow they have been dwelling in a delus-
ive atmosphere, and that the support they
hope to obtain from the young men, the
young Conservatives of this country, will
not be forthcoming. It is a most shilly-
shally make-shift to evade standing up like
men and expressing a policy that the coun-
try would back them up in. If Mr. Foster
thinks he can gain the support of the people
of York by a policy of that kind he counts
altogether on a wrong basis.

York county proposes to elect a
man to parliament to represent the views of
the majority of the caunty, and not individ-
nal interests or greed, and we unhesitating-
ly affirm that the view of this constituency
is directly opposed to remedial legislation
either now or in January, and Mr. Foster
will have ample opportunity of observing
that during the coming recess.”
