RIFLE BULLET IN THE OINTMENT NORTHERN QUEBEC FOR A THIRD TERM FROM HEAD TAX
Richard Davies, Aged 48 Years, 328 

Boyle St., Came to a Tragic 
End Yesterday.

The Crop Conditions in the Prairie

markable Progress.

Hunting Party Failed to Find Cache 
And Ate Body of 

Indian.

Information reached Coroner Dr. 
Braithwaite on Tüesday concerning 
a suicide which took place yesterday 
morning at 228 Boyle street, near the 
corner of Syndicate, and two houses 
west of the factory of the Alberta 
Lumber Co., Ltd.

The victim was Richard DaUPF,
aged 48 years, who came to Edmonton 
about four months ago from the Ot­
tawa valley. He accomplished his 
death by means of a long Enfield ri­
fle, oyer which he bent and pulled 
the trigger by the aid of an umbrella. 
Despite the fact that the bullet went 
clean through his body and left a gap­
ing wound in his back, the unfortun­
ate man lived for over two hours, and 
wag conscious a good part of the 
time. The deceased had been melan­
choly for some time, Und this is pro­
nounced the cause of liis rash deed.

Davies had been under surveillance 
recently on account of the signs that 
he showed of melancholia. He had 
two children who lived with him, a 
girl aged 13 and a boy aged 12. His 
brother, James Davies, also lived next 
door, and the latter's son stayed with 
the deceased the night before the tra­
gedy.

According to the story told by the 
brother of the deceased, the latter 
rose yesterday morning about five 
o’clock. No one was in flic house at 
the time of the shooting but the broth­
er and his son were attracted by the 
report of the rifle a few minutes after 
six o'clock. Rushing into the house, 

xthey found Davies lying on the floor 
*ith Mood flowing from his wounds.

, Dr. Lane was at once summoned, 
and did all he could to ease the dying 
man, but although he lingered for 
two hours it was evident from the firtt 
that the.wound was a fatal one.

In conversation with the doctor Da­
vies expressed tio sorrow at his rash 
act, but said lie would do the same 
thing again if lie had a chance.

Every precaution had been taken for 

some time past to prevent such an 
act as took place on Tuesday, but Da­
vies managed to secret a bullet of 
the rifle underneath the bed, and this 
he used for his own- destruction.

The deceased was well to do, and 
beside property in Ontario he owned 
a farm at.Clover Bar, where he lived 
for seme time, later removing to the 
city. The body was taken to Andrews 
undertaking rooms, where it now lies.

This forenoon Dr. Braithwaite ac­
companied by Sergt. Detective Grif­
fiths, who investigated the case last 
night, and ascertained the facts, visit­
ed the scene of the shooting and after 
examination of the house and the 
body, decided that an inquest was un­
necessary as everything went to sub­
stantiate the facts as stated above,

Montreal,- Juno 15—From the far north 
comes an almost incredible story of can­
nibalism in which three men lost their 
lives. Tn September, Joseph Gusset and 
Mr. Bernard, of Paris, France, left Que­
bec with the intention of hunting north 
of Lake St. John. August Lemieux was 
employed as guide. In January a party 

.Lait Pointe Bluson on a f.ur hunting ex­
pedition and on the way back Joseph 
Knvkness, of Quebec, found the cramp, 
ing ground where the Gusset party had 
stayed. Round a I hi’.it were evidences 
that the ramp had been recently occu­
pied and a note was found, reading: 
* 'Could not find cache ; we are without 
provisions; join us quickly as possible.” 
Rome articles of clothing were found 
marked “Gusset” and others “Lemieux.” 
Not finding any trace of the men the 
Kurkness party went back to Quebec.

On April 2 the Mackenzie Trading Co. 
found traces of the missing men. Among 
articles left behind them were a shot 
gun. shells and a canvas bag filled with 
personal effects. There was no signs of 
the men and the McKenzie people agreed 
they had perished of cold and hunger. 
On May !>, a body was discovered by the 
McKenzie party near Lake St. John. It 
was-that of an Indian, who had been 
dismembered and partly eaten. It was 
not the work of wild animals as was 
shown by the entrails being replaced in 
the man's clothing. Slices of his body- 
had been cut off and were missing. The 
find was reported to the attoimey gen­
eral and two men were sent north to 
find traces of the rest of the party, but 
without success.

The second man's body has since been 
discovered and had been partly aten by 
his companions. The authorities today 
decided to give up the hunt for the third 
man as it is. believed he is dead.

-The government 
will make a strong endeavor this

ence during the balance of the ses­
sion. Sir Wilfred Laurier and R. L.

To-day 
will Ire devoted principally to supply 
in the Public Works Department es­
timates and on Tuesday it is probable 
the Civil Service Bill will bo intro­
duced by the Hon. Sydney Fisher.

An effort will be made during the 
week to advance some of the Govern­
ment bills now on the order pi*per, 
the less contentious measures being 
l iken up first and passed on to the 
Senate, the upper chamber being now 
practically without any grist lor its 
mill.

pose of forming a board of trade. Th,■ 
meeting was largely attended and was

by Messrs. Cornwall, Wood, Rev. Mr. 
Pritchard and Hees, the organization 
was proceeded with and the following 
officers elected: President, W. Leslie 
Wood; 1st vice-president, I. Gagnon; 
2nd vice-president, J. H. Wood; 3rd 
vice-president, J. L. Lessard; secre­
tary, H. L. Reid. It was unanimous­
ly agreed that the most important 
need of the Landing and vicinity was 
advertisement, A very strong pub­
licity committee was tormedc compos­
ed of members thoroughly competent 
to.,deal with all questions pertaining 
to the north country.

The Landing’s strategic situation 
makes it the gateway to the north, all 
trade with thé Athabasca, Peace and 
Mackenzie Rivers districts passing 
through here, together with all goods 
bound for Northern British Columbia 
and the shores of the Arctic. Four 
thousand miles of waterway, the 
greatest water stretches on the con­
tinent, are traversed by our river- 
men in he transportation of goods dur­
ing the boating season. Within the 
village limits reside men who have 
visited the most remote and little- 
known park of the north. Traders, 
river-men, dog drivers, hunters, trap­
pers and prospectors make the Land­
ing their mccca. The publicity com­
mittee, who will be the important com­
mittee, will devote their efforts aside 
from the Landing and local advant­
ages to settlers to thorough desemina­
tion of northern information.

The personel of the committee is 
unique in having among its number 
men familiar with the north and its 
resolrces from a close and personal 
knowledge. Much reliable and here- 
toforee accurate information will be 
forthcoming.

LOCALS.

Superintendent McCaig has in his 
office on Jasper avenue a splendid 
collection of art work and drawings 
also specimens of basketry, paper 
weaving, and other work that have 
been done by pupils in the public 
schools. They speak well for the art 
istic sensibilities of Edmonton's pub­
lic school scholars.

At Jhe Mounted Police barracks 
on Monday afternoon a colored mar. 
named Payne, of Clover Bar, appear 
ed on a charge of beating a young lad 
named Lemon at Mill Creek several 
days ago. It appeared that Lemon 
with several others, were bathing on 
the south side of the river and when 
the defendant and .some women drove 
past indecently exposed themselves 
with the result that Payne chased the 
lads and. horsewhipped them. He was 
let off with a nominal fine of $2 and 
thé boys were warned. "*

-• A petition is being circulated among 
the retail merchants and wholesale 
houses in the city to-close on the last 
day of the fair as well as on the two 
previous days, whic-n have been pro­
claimed civic holidays by the mayor. 
The two civic half holidays will be 
Wednesday and Thursday, June 24 
and 25. If tire petition, which is now- 
being circulated, is sufficiently signed, 
Friday afternoon. June 26, will also 
be observed as a half Holiday. The 
last day is the big race day of the 
fair. There are to be 150 horses on 
the track during the fair.

DEAD ON THE TRAIL.

A government telegranh despatch 
was received on Wednesday stating 
* h--t A. Maxwell, of Hardisty, was 
found dead on the Battleford trail last 
Sunday by the Northwest Mounted 
Police. The body was discovered on 
section 20. township 28. range 27. It 
is. thought that death was caused by 
accident. The hotly was taken to Bat- 
tleford to await the arrival of friends.

A CLAIM FOR DAMAGES.
In the Edmonton District Court on 

Saturday, Judge Taylor dismissed th ? 
case of Donnan vs. McMaster. J. R 
Lavell appeared for the plaintiff and 
C. A. Grant for defendant. Donnan 
owns a quarter section of land on 
which is a corral enclosing . three 
stacks of hoy and one of straw. Mc­
Master lives near-by and his cattle 
broke through the corral and did dam­
age to the extent of $150. The evi­
dence showed that the stacks were 
less than the required ten feet from 
the fence and that the fence was not 
lawfully constructed. In the light 
of these facts the court decided that 
the plaintiff was not entitled to re­
cover damages.

RACING AT THE FAIR.
Entries for all races at the Edmon­

ton industrial fair, which opens on 
Tuesday, will be free with 10 per cent, 
deducted from money winners and 5 
per cent, from defaulters. This will 
insure much larger entries than would 
be the case if an entry fee were charg- 
d. Horses from- Winnipeg, Battle- 
qrd, Saskatoon and Wetaskiwin have 
trrived and altogether between 40 
ind 50 horses' are now at the track. 
After the Red Deer races there will be 
hirty or forty more from there and 
ifty or sixty from Calgary. At least 

150 race horses will be in Edmonton 
luring the fair.

NO DELAY AT BATTLE RIVER.
A. Si. Bouillon, district engineer in 

barge of bridges on the G.T.P., hns 
nst returned to the city from the Bat- 
:le River. While very, reticent in con­
nection with the operations of the rail­
way Mr. Çouill Ion stated definitely 
that there will be no delay at the Bat­
tle River bridge when the steel reaches 
that point from Saskatoon. The line is 
now laid a distance of about 150 miles 
west from that city and there yet re­
mains about 00 miles to complete. The 
work is being rushed forward at the 
greatest possible^speed in the endeavor 
of the company to reach Edmonton at 
tho earliest date.

EMPLOYMENT AGENT MISSING.
There was great excitement at the 

Ç.N.R. station Tuesday night among 
140 men who had been hired by a 
man named D. G. Coy, an employ­
ment agent of Strathcona, to work, at 
Bâttleford, but who could jiot be found 
last night by the men. From the story 
that they told it appears that they 
were hired at the rate Of $1 per man 
to go to Battleford, and were instruct­
ed to be at the train On Tuesday eve­
ning, where he would meet them. Coy 
however, was not on hand, and the 
men believe he has left for parts un­
known with their fees.

THREATENING AN ACTION.
The city is being threatened with 

another legal action in connection 
with the Isolation Hospital, and the 
recent report of the public works com­
mittee. Dawson. Hyndman & Hyiid 
man, acting for one of the contractors, 
A. A. Beaton, of the firm of Beaton 
& Mallett, who were the contractors, 
have written the Mayor and the five 
members of the committee, Aids. Mc- 
I tin is, Anderson, Fraser, Armstrong 
and Mans on, demanding a written 
apology for. certain alleged libellous 
statements made in the public works 
report, and in the discussion follow­
ing its being submitted to the coun­
cil. In view of no apologies being giv­
en, it is understood he will enter an 
action for $25,000, claiming that he 
followed the plans and specifications 
and any fault rested with them and 
not upon the contractors who had 
been injured by the reports.

A REGISTRATION CASE.
In the District Court on Saturday, 

before Judge Taylor, proceedings were 
taken against Dr. Lloyd Austin, of 
Strathcona, for practising dentistry 
without being duly registered. Dr. 
Austin has paid an examination and 
registration fee to the old territorial 
association and considers that he is 
entitled to registration in the new 
Alberta Dental Association without 
further payment. O. M. Biggar ap­
peared for the association as the in­
former, and John R. Lavell, of Strath­
cona, for the defence.

Mr. Lavell submitted that it had 
not been shown that the crown had 
any interest whatever in the action, 
and, moreover, while the case was 
that of the King vs. Austin, no part of 
any penalty which might be imposed 
could go to the crown. Under t^e 
Elizabethian statue, ^argued Mr. La- 
vell, the informer must be an indivi­
dual and not a corporation. The 
Dental Association could not act as 
such in this case, and therefore he 
submitted that no case could be made 
against the defendant.

Mr. Biggar pleaded that the case 
had been introduced in the only way 
it was possible to bring it.

Dr. Austin was called and stated 
that, he had paid $100 in the summer 
of 19C5 to the old association for ex­
amination and n fist ration and that 
in February last he had received a 
demand from the Alberta Association 
for $50 as registration fee. To Mr. 
Lavell he said that he had already 
paid the fee, and the legislature in 
1906 had passed an act empowering 
the new association to admit- him, 
among others, to registration.

EXHIBITION PROGRAM.
The Edmonton exhibition will be 

opened next Tuesday by His Honor 
Lieut.-Gov.

LARGE NEW BUILDING.
Work has been begun on one of the 

largest store and office buildings in 
the city which is to be erected this 
summer on Jasper avenue west. The 
location is,lots 63 anti 64, block 6, H. 
B. R-, on the south side of Jasper be­
tween Sixth and Seventh streets. The 
owner will be Jas. E. Wize, architect, 
and the contractors are Phaesey A 
Batson.

The new building ,w-hichi is to be 
built from Yxlans prepared by Mr. 
Wize, will have a frontage of 109 feet, 
8 indies on Jasper and will rim back 
56 feet, 8 inches. It will be of brick, 
three stories high and will have con­
crete foundations. JThe ground floor 
will consist ‘of three large stores with 
plate glass fronts. The second store/ 
will he for offices and the third for 
rooming apartments. The ground 
has already been cleared and work 
has been begun upon the founda­
tion. The cost will be $30,000.

TELL SAME STORY 
OF BANNER CROPS

Reports of Crop Conditions Along C 
P. R. in Alberta and Saskatche­
wan Show Unvarying Ideal Grow­
ing Weather—Grain Well Ad
vanced.

NEW TELEPHONE BUILDING.
The new government telephone 

building, which is under construction 
in Strathcona, will be an imposing 
addition to the public buildings of 
that- city. It will be a two-storev 
structure, 25 feet 6 inches in width 
and 47 feet 6 inches in length, built on 
the utility plan with full basement' 
space. The first floor is devoted en­
tirely to telephone apparatus, with a 
small office and a public telephone 
booth. Two steel “I” beams support 
the second floor, thus doing away 
with posts and giving clear space for 
the telephone appliances.

A stairs leads up to the second floor, 
which will be the apartments of the 
superintendent. The latter has not 
>"et been appointed, but the depart­
ment will engage a Stronger engineer 
who is thoroughly acquainted with all 
the detaiLs of that system. In the 
basement will be the storage - battery 
room and a heating plant.

The building will be of pressed brick 
and the interior construction will be 
of wood and plaster.

Mr. Purnoy, foreman carpenter of 
the Public Works Department, is over­
seeing the concreting and wood work, 
and the following outside contracts 
have been let : Brickwork, W. Joy," 
Strathcona ; plumbing and heating. A. 
E. Lee A Co., Edmonton ; galvanized 
iron work, Standard Plumbing & Heat­
ing Co.; electric wiring. City Electric 
Co. ; and plastering, Innés Brothers, of 
Edmonton. <

The foundations for the building 
gre all in now, and the work will be 
pushed to completion as soon as -pos­
sible. It is expected to be occupied 
by the first of August.

EDMONTON’S COURT HOUSE.

Tenders for the new $200,000 Ed­
monton court house to be erected by 
the provincial government on the pro­
perty at the corner of McDougall ave., 
and May street, have bden received, 
but as yet no contract has been let. 
Tiie plans ior the building have been 
prepared by the provincial architect. 
It is expected the building will take 
two years to complete.

Description of Court House.
This structure, which is a two- 

storey and basement building of 
masonry and fireproof construction is 
located on the property situated at 
tiie south-west corner of McDougal 
avenue and May streets. It is faced 
with granite for tho basement storey 
and underpinning course on four 
sides. Above this under-pinning 
course Calgary sand stone will be 
used for all elevations. As would 
naturally follow from the situation of 
the property, there are similar 
entrances, one being on McDougal 
avertue and the other on May street. 
Both o these entrances are similar 
in design, following the Ionic order, 
and each of which consists of a broad 
flight of granite steps flanked on 
either side with masonry buttresses 
surmounted iwth eleetroriers of an ap­
propriate design. At the top of the 
steps are six columns, each of which 
is three feet in diameter and twenty- 
eight feet high, all being surmounted 
with a stone pediment, the tympanum^ 
of which has a seal of the province in" 
the centre surrounded with carving.

The porches are flanked on either 
side with wings of • plainer design, 
thus emphasizing the classic beauty 
of the entrances. The main en­
trances are each in the centre of the 
norches", having moulded stone, archi­
traves and panelled bronze doors. 
Passing through the entrances there 
is a corridor, flanked on either side 
with public and private offices, con­
necting with the central rotunda. 
There is a basement and side 
entrance on the lane side of 
the building, the basement en­
trance connecting with police head­
quarters, and the side entrance with 
the rotunda. The rotunda is of a rec­
tangular shape, having ornamental 
marble and plaster columns and pil­
asters together with beamed ceilings.

The principal staircase leading to 
the second floor is placed in the 
centre of the retumlà facing Mc­
Dougal. avenue. This staircase is 
built up of marble, plaster and orna­
mental iron. y

On the second floor, the rotunda is 
surrounded with a gallery, having or­
namental plaster columns, pilasters 
and beamed ceilings. The centre 
feature of the ceiling being an ornamen­
tal ceiling light get in plaster Work. 
Opening off the second floor gallery 
arc the public entrances to each of 
the four court rooms and library. Be­
tween the court rooms there are placed 
jury and judges retiring rooms.

In general, the building will lie 
finished in oak and ornamental plas­
ter work, being appropriately pannell- 
ed and finished to harmonize with the 
particular uses of each court or room.

Mr. Munroe stated that Canada is 
only in a position to supply this sliort- 
age in live animals, and that Alberta 
is the most favored Province in the 
Dominion for cattle production. The 
production of beef cattle in eastern 
Canada is now confined almost ex­
clusively to Western Ontario, but 
dairying and hog raising are gradual­
ly superseding cattle feeding. Mani­
toba and Saskatchewan are doing lit­
tle in. the way of beef nrodnotion. 
There-is no doubt that in a few years 
when inland transportation facilities 
will have been improved that - the 
cattle industry will receive an im­
petus which will surprise the most 
sanguine of its supporters.

Mr. Munroe stated that it was well 
within his recollection when there 
was the same neglect regarding ocean 
transportation that now exists in the 
West regarding faeilities for shipment 
by rail, but as the business increased 
the exporters became better organ­
ized and pressed their claims per­
sistently upon the Dominion Govern­
ment.

EDWARD AMD NICHOLAS.

A storm of criticism has been iaise.1 
in ultra-radical circles in England 
over the visit of the King to the Czar 
on account of the Czar’s opposition 
to popular form» of government. It is 
a matter that can be safely left to 
King Edward, whose tactful diplom­
acy has done a great deal to raise thre 
prestige of British diplomacy and 
influence in the councils of the world 
since he ascended the throne—a pres­
tige unknown since the days of Palm-, 

-erston.
The meeting of the monarchs is in­

teresting because they represen: the 
. two most powerful empires on earth 

and embody the gen ins of the two 
races that will ultimately rule in tue 
earth—the Teuton and the Slav. Their" 
meeting is a happy sequel of the con­
summation of the Anglo Russian con­
vention which has substituted a pol­
icy of co-operation for the long, invidi­
ous rivalry of the last quarter of :i 
century bn the Persian and Aighan 
borders, and an augury of extended 
amicable relationship.’ ■

The relations between the two Pow­
ers have been for rears unsympathetic 

’ and event antagonistic to an ominous 
degree Tet there are strong histori­
cal and dynastic relations why amity 
should prevail between the two Pow­
ers. Ivan the Terrible, the first who 
assumed the name of Czar, sought an 
English bride, though he did not find 
one. He sought to establish a defen­
sive and offensive alliance with Eliza 
both, and asked her to secure him an 
asylum in England if he were driven 
out of Russia. Peter the Great learn­
ed shipbuilding and statecraft in Eng­
land. At the present time the Czar is 
the nephew of the Queen of England 
and the Czarina is a niece, of King 
Edward, and was the favorite grand­
child of Queen Victoria.

The causes of antagonism were real 
enough, beginning .early . in the last 
century with the Tfcly Alliance, and 

' widening and intensifying during the 
Crimean war. England, too, has stood 
firndy against Russian designs on 
European Turkey and the Russian iza- 
tion of the Bosphorus, and jealous 
of Russian influence at Kabul ami 
Teheran. This last and all other 
causes of irritation between the two 
Powers may or may not be disposed 
of through the King’s visit. It is cer­
tain, however, that taking into co:i- 

- sidération the Czar’s ideas of admin­
istrative methods, that he will be 

. more disposed to treat such questions 
with King Edward than with the For­
eign Minister. At -any rate the “irre­
sponsible conflict of Lnbanoff and 
Murievi i£ past and a strong guaran­
tee is set up for the peace of the 

1 world.

A CAMPAIGN OF MISREPRESEN­
TATION.

> Some time ago the Journal publish 
ed a scare heading on its "first page 

■:to the effect that Mr. T. A. Burrows

Protection." The point made by the

the manufacturers in favor of protec­
tion that R is to benefit labor doesn’t 
work out according to the theory. The 
article I» simply another indictment 
of the selfishness of protection, a pol­
icy that) makes a pretence of “pro-, 
tecting" the laborer but always makes 
the manufacturer its first care, and 
never ensures to the working man a 
dollar more in wages than the keenest 
competition will award him. 'The 
Post’s article reads as follows :

"It seems to us we have heard a 
rumor, more or less definite, of 
somewhat lean’ times in New Eng­
land’s great cotton industry.

Has it been mentioned in the 
press that labor was employed on 
part time, with consequent exteu- 

—*ive paring of labor’s not too exten­
sive loaf, or did we dream it? At 
this writing adjustment of the wage 
scale for the ensuing year is in 
prospect. “It is figured," says a 
trade authority, “that the adjust­
ment will cut the price of weaving 
about fifteen per cent. No trouble, 
ho*ever, is expected to follow the 
announcement of tne new scale”— 
labor, presumably, deeming a pared 
loaf superior to none.

It is a pleasure to know that the 
leanness does not extend to all 
those who are engaged in this great 
industry. The Fall River mills 
have, announced their dividends for 
the feat half of the current year. 
The average return to stockholders 
is at the rate of practically eight 
per cent, a year, upon a capitaliza­
tion which consists in part of “ex­
tra stock dividends." Some months 
ago we pointed out how liberally 
extra dividends had been paid in 
1907.

SIR HIBBERT SCENTS DEFEAT.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tapper an­
nounces that he ia out of public life 
for good. The announcement is quite 
superfluous. The people of Canada 
came to this conclusion many years 
ago. That the knight has just discov­
ered it may not be held a compliment 
to his perspicacity, though he may 
draw some consolation in being for 
once thoroughly in accord with the 
weight oi public opinion both inside 
and outside his party.

This is Sir Hibbert’s official ac­
knowledgement that the jig is up, the 
boom bursted, resuscitation hopeless. 
For a twelvemonth we have been re­
galed with promises that the honor­
able gentleman would re-enter the ar­
ena, overthrow the Grits and wave the 
party bunting over the pros)rate form 
of the Laurier Government. Seldom 
has knight been so loudly heralded. 
The powers of the father was called 
to evidence the coming valors of the 
son. His name was shouted from die 
house-tops to rouse the flagging hopes 
of the distressed party whose injuries 
he was to revenge and whose cham­
pion he was to become.

What part Mr. Bhrden was to play 
in this program has been a matter of 
considerable wonderment, but a mat­
ter in which a conclusion was not dif­
ficult to reach. In baseball language, 
it has been “Tupper all the way." 
Sir Hibbert was the star of hope, his 
name the bow of promise. Upon him 
the party were invited to fix their 
gaze and wait for the wonders to come 
to pass. True, Mr. Borden was the 
normal leader, but the fact was never 
obtruded into the limelight when the 
Sir Hibbert boom was on. The pre­
sent general was ignored amid the ac­
clamations to the coming chief.

But there have been “hitches" in 
the program. The trouble was to find 
a lady willing to have Sir Hibbert 
as her champion—and considerable 
trouble it proved. Firs; Vancouver 
was to be honored with the chance of 
choosing him as her representative. 
Then the distinction was to be con 
ferred on Pictou, Nova Scotia. The 
Knight declined to express a prefer­
ence. With a delicacy of feeling and 
lnvishness of loyalty worthy mort 
chivalrous days, he intimated his rea­
diness to do battle for both.

But Vancouver demurred—even 
more than hinted that “there was an­
other”—and Sir Hibbert as a gentle 
knight withdrew his proffered ser­
vices. Then Pictou admitted the soft 
impeachment that Mr. E. M. McDon­
ald, M.P., was a very favored party 
in her esteem—and again the courtly 
knight got off his knees, -gathered up 
his accoutrements and departed. 
Enough knight-errantry lor him. No 
more will his distinguished services 
be proffered to the coy constituencies 
who do not know ’a good thing when 
they see it. So says Sir Hibbert, end 
he ought to know. ’

A strain of political shrewdness runs 
through the knightly Sir Hibbert. 
When triumph filled the camp with 
spoils he was never absent at roll- 
call, But when disaster came he was 
reported missing. He has been miss­
ing ever since—conspicuously miss­
ing. He announces that he will con­
tinue to be missing. No specious ex 
planations from party press or party 
ieaders will prevent the rank 
and file from seeing in this announce­
ment Sir Hibbert’s conviction that

COMPLIMENTS FROM THE MAIL.

There arc signs Oi war in the camp. 
The Mail and Empire has begun to 
paint pictures of the Federal Opposi­
tion. It labels them differently, of 
course, but the salient features can­
not be obscured by a misplaced title 
Thus under guise of discussing the re­
cent campaign in Ontario the Mail 
hands out the following photograph 
of the followers of Mr. Borden.

“From the day that the contest 
opened until the hour that it closed, 
slander was the weapon with which 
the Ministers were met. The Pre­
mier and his colleagues were most 
bitterly attacked. The assaults were 
personal and violent in many cases, 
and, in all, absolutely without justi­
fication. It stands to the credit i f 
Ontario that the people declined to 
be led away by this type of polities. 
The character of the contest was the 
result of the unfortunate situation 
in which the Opposition now finds 
itself. That element in our public- 
life ha» neglected .the important 
work which appertains to a political 
force. Instead of reforming its per­
sonnel, and driving out the un 
worthy men, instead of adopting n 
sound and attractive policy, L has 
faced the people practically un­
changed, and without being able 
offer any rational argument in favor 
of its restoration to office. As a 
consequence, a campaign of abuse 
has been necessary. It can only he 
hoped that when next a general 
election is held the two parties will 
be able to discuss’public questions 
on their merits, and that violence 
will have no part in the contest. To 
bring about this desirable state of 
affairs the Opposition must be re­
modelled.”
The language of the Mail could 

scarcely be bettered. The straits 
which have driven Mr. Borden and 
his- followers into a campaign of 
abuse; the vicious and reckless man­
ner in which they have prosecuted 
the campaign, and the only hope • f 
the party being rescued from the dis­
credit this brought upon it", are all 
correctly sketched. Poverty of policy 
and personal discredit were the cir­
cumstances which brought about tl)“ 
lapse of the Federal Opposition from 
the functions and status of n Parlia­
mentary party. Instead of eliminat­
ing the tainted members and formu­
lating a public policy Mr. Borden and 
his colleagues resorted to the weapon 
of sander and made war upon the 
private characters of gentlemen at 
least as worthy as themselves. if 
politics are to be elevated from the 
mire and party controversy resumed 
on public questions, “the Opposition 
must be remodelled.”

Just here, however, is the difficulty. 
Mr. Borden blocks the way to the 
remodelling. Remodelling means a 
party convention. And a party con­
vention would metAi that the Foster- 
Fowler combination must go. Where­
fore Mr. Borden sits on the safety 
valve. Until he is removed the party 
oannot- be “remodelled.". Fortunate- 
y for both the country and the party 
there are signs that the rank and file 
will not long leave him undisturbed 
on the perch. Having the position he 
may hold it until after the coming 
election. Another election means an­
other defeat as sure as it means any­
thing, And another defeat, w<i!l mean 
either that Mr. Borden must clamber 
down or be blown up. Either the par­
ty or the leadership will then be "re­
modelled.”

There may be an unusujU signifi­
cance in this language in the Mail. 
That it purports to be directed ;o 
the Provincial Opposition deceives no­
body. There is only one Opposition 
• n Canada to-day to whom such lan­
guage is applicable and that Opposi­
tion sit to the left of the Speaker at 
Ottawa. Things of late have not been 
tending to unbounded affection be­
tween the Mail and its Ottawa friends. 
The Toronto New», it is openly rumor­
ed and. not denied, has gone over to 
the Conservatives, holus-bolus. This 
means rivalry to the Mail and Em­
pire. But it means more. It is an 
acknowledgement that that discredit­
ed sheet do longer possesses the con­
fidence of the party leaders, nor influ­
ence enough to be the party spokes­
man to the electors. The mis-labclled 
photograph may be the Mail’s auto­
graphed compliments to Mr. Boiden.

Of all the districts in Al­
berta tlia* running from west of We­
taskiwin to tin east, including Battle 
liver valley, east to Heather Brae 
and Spring Lake, and south across 
the Battle river taking in the Meeting 
Creek country and New Norway, can­
not he excelled as a general mixed 
farming country. The soil through­
out this district is a fine black loam 
well adapted to agriculture and can 
produce aj high aii average of grain 
as any sou in the world. It is not 
uiicomm in in hear of yields of wheat 
as high as fifty-live bushels to tin- 
acre, and vais yielding one hundred 
and ten to tbt bushel and weighing 
ironi forty-five to fifty pounds to the 
bushel. Barley lias not been culti­
vated to any great extent, hut i’s pro­
duction is slight’y greater than that oi 
wheat. Oats is the staple grain raised 
and although the price lias been some­
what low-' during the past years, with 
the incoming of tlie several railways 
and tlie direct connection with Win­
nipeg tjie outlook is such that the 
prices will compare favorably with 
that of eastern markets and also with 
the United States.

Personal Registration.
The basis of the Manitoba lists is 

personal registration. In the eastern 
provinces the municipal assessment 
roll is the basis of the lists, and no 
one has ever suggested that, because 
a man is either a Liberal or Conserva, 
tive, he is likely to he either wrongly 
put on or wrongly omitted from such 
a roll. But,- with personal registra­
tion—which does not carry with it anv 
monetary obligation, such as ensures 
the independence of lists prepared 
from an assessment roll—political 
pantzanship does invariably creep in ; 
and it can only be rectified by the 
most ample, thorough and complete 
revision. No fair-minded man will 
admit, however, that the revision in 
Manitoba' has either been efficient or 
complete. Even with sufficient time 
and with, due regard to the conveni­
ence of the Rflblin administration, 
been given, the task is a very diffi­
cult one; because of the constant 
changes in population, which the pro­
vince undergoes from year to year.

Manitoba is, it should be borne in 
mind, the "first stop’’ in the West. 
People from Eastern Canada, Great 
Britain and Europe, often stay ther1 
several years before finally settling 
further west ; and in recent years 
many old settlers, who pioneered the 
province, have taken advantage of 
the appreciation of the value of their 
farms, through the influx of settlers 
and the demand for improved land, 
and sold out to take up cheaper land 
in Saskatchewan or Alberta. Many 
of the names of such people, who have 
moved out, still remain on the lists ; 
and offer opportunities for persona­
tion and fraud.

In 1906, S. J. Jackson, Liberal 
M.P. for Selkirk, made strenuous 
efforts to -have, the lists, of his . own 
aonstituency “fleaned Up”; and it 
cost to get 547 names struck off and 
465 added no less than 83,000. On 
the Portage la Prairie lists, there ore 
600 "deadwood” Liberals, all of whom 
ought to be expunged ; and, as further 
evidence ct the inefficiency of the re­
vision, it is only necessary to repeat 
the statement of W. L: Sçhaffner, Con­
servative member for Souris, that 
in 1907 only 56 names were struck off 
the Winnipeg lists.

W'innipeg undergoes more changes 
in- her population in a year than any 
other city in the Dominion. Former 
Winnipeggers are found in California. 
Seattle. Vancouver, Regina. Ednion- 

' ton. Calgary and wherever there is any 
enterprise afoot ; and yet only 56 were 
struck off the lists in 1907, when the 
movement of people was, perhaps, 
greater than it had been in any pre­
vious year. No better proof of r.he 
necessity of “thoroughly” purging the 
lists can be cited ; and the Dominion 
government would be remiss if it did 
not undertake the task. But, in do­
ing so, it will have to show that it is 

3 willing and able to avoid the faults 
of the provincial administration or 
there will still be dissatisfaction. 
There is necessity for the strongest de­
termination to excel ; for the task is 
no light one.

Partizan Registration.
The executive of the provincial gov­

ernment appoints the registration 
clerks, and a necessary qualification 
for appointment is fidelity to the Con­
servative party. The registration 
clerks make tip the lists; and, wher­
ever favor can be shown to the Con­
servative party, it is shown. This 
goes so far as putting Conservatives 
on the lists, without exacting, as on 
the case of manifest Liberals, their 
personal attendance.

The provincial government expects 
its registration -lerks to act partizail­
ly. The law, as originally conceived 
and enacted, provided for an indepen­
dent preparation of the voters’ lists. 
It placed the whole work under the 
direction of the board of revision 

- judges, and this board chose and ap­
pointed the registration clerks. But 
poon the provincial government 
thought, that it could not forgo the ad 

‘ vantnpe to be derived from having the 
lists mgde up by its own appointees ; 
and, in the following year, the execu­
tive of the provincial government had 
absolute control in the making of the 
lists.

Inadequate Revision.
The Conservative bias, given to the 

preliminary lists, might be corrected 
with full and complete revision each 
year, but the sittings of the revision 
courts are limited both as to time and 
place and they may not sit at any 
time or place other than appointed, 
one for each provincial constituency;

means, of course, that the Liberal 
agent has to give his opponent some 
advantage and he satisfied with a 
great deal less than justice.

Without such an amicable arrange­
ment, it is practically impossible to 
do anything in the way of “cleaning 
up” the lists; and, if the Conservative 
agent is not inclined to come to such 
an agreement, then hundreds of' un­
qualified voters remain on the lists. 
At the 1907 revision in the provincial 
constituency of Beautiful Plains, an 
agreement was made whereby 319 
names were struck off and 184 added. 
But there were 100 more Conservative 
names that should have been struck 
off, hut the representative of the 
Conservative party would not agree to 
their being expunged. If the Liberal 
agent had relied upon the interven 
tion of the judge, he would not have 
been able to get ten names struck off. 
So, it will be seen, that at the re­
gistration, the Liberals are at the 
mercy of a partisan clerk and at thé 
revision they are at the mercy of tbs 
Conservative organizer.

Insufficiency of Address.
Time is not the only obstacle to suc­

cessful appeal. An insufficient ad­
dress, opposite the name of the voter 
whose right to be on the list is in 
question, often prevents the appellant 
Iroia succeeding. A person, whose 
right to vote is being appealed against, 
has to be notified of such appeal three 
days before the appeal comes on ; and 
if he makes no answer to the appeal, 
as will be the case if he is out of-the 
province or has not the right to vote, 
the revising officer has to be satisfied, 
before expunging his name, that notice 
has been served, by ^registered letter 
through the.post office, nearest to the 
place where, according to the old lists, 
he was supposed to be living. If 
there is no post office address, which 
is frequently the case, it is very diffi­
cult—ip fact in many cases impossible 
—to serve what can be termed a legal 
notice; and, jn such an event, the re 
vising officer refuses to remove’ the 
name from the list—no matter how 
strong may he the evidence that the 
person has not the right to vote. The 
seriousness of this obstacle to success­
ful appeal will be realized when it is 
staled that out of the .2,194 names on 
the lists for the provincial eonstitu- 
oftev of Mountain, no less; than 1,460 
have no post office address opposite ; 
so that, if every name on the list were 
appealed against, two out of every 
three cedes could not be heard, be­
cause of tills insufficiency of address.

Thousands of Politicises And Spec­

Chicago, June 16.—Thousands, of 
delegates from all parts of .the world, 
and «till other thousands of politi­
cians, spectators and' lookers on to­
day bent their -eiepe fyotn all parts ci 
the city to the "Centre of the Uni­
verse”—at least for a few days'—the 
Republican National convention hall 
at the Coliseum. Hours before the 
diyirs opened crowds gathered, and a 
whole army of policemen was on the 
spot to handle it. Sergeant-at-Arms 
Stone of the National Committee, was 
within the building with everything 
ready to throw the doors open at 
10.30, half, an hour before the conven­
tion meets. The city is dressed in 
red, white and blue and Wabash ave­
nue is like a triumphant parade. 
Within the convention hall seats are 
banked from the centre of the build­
ing to the roof, with between eleven 
and twelve thousand people. The de­
legations appeared early at their head­
quarters and marched separately to 
the Coliseum.

Abput the busiest man this morning 
was Frank H. Hitchcock, Secretary 
of War Taft's representative in -Chi- 
cajto, and he held almost continual 
long distance messages,with his chief 
in Washington. Organization meet­
ings of the various committees will 
be held this afternoon, the most im­
portant being that of the credentials 
committee.

PAN ANGLICAN CONGRESS 
IS OPENED IN LONDON

The Divorce Evil is Made Subject of 
Debate at Meeting in Albert Hall. 
—Proposal to Refuse to Re-marry 
Divot ced Persons While Husband 
or Wife is Living.

London, June 16.—The Pan:Angliean 
Congress was formally opened this 
morning. Seven meetings were held 
simultaneously. The principal one 
was held in Albert Hall. The sub­
ject was "Marriage in Christendom.’ 
Some outspoken opinions were ex­
pressed on the Question of re-marriage 
after divorce. Bishop William C. 
Doane, of Albany, N.Y., read a paper 
in which he referred to the almost 
"Shameful pre-eminence of America 
in what one might almost call the 
divbr.ee habit ; the statistics of which 
were alarming and shocking to the 
last degree. Public conscience, how­
ever, he continued, was becoming 
stirred and a widespread and strong 
movement was in progress in the 
United States towards reducing thq 
causes of divorce and arresting the 
possibility of remarriage. Canon 
Brown, of Calcutta, thought the con­
gress- should reaffirm that whatever 
the. state might do it was not the 
function of the church to re-marry di­
vorced persons while husband or wife 
was living. This expression cf 
opinion was greeted with loud ap­
plause.

PRETENDED PROGRESS;
PRACTICAL BLOCKADE.

Ottawa, June 10.—Another day’s 
tacking at large ended by a million 
dollars of militia estimates passing as 
the clock ticked the hour of adjourn­
ment. Actual blockade under the 
mask of apparent progress is now the 
settled Opposition policy. A sum is 
voted at. the closing hour each day, 
but not sufficient to meet the needs of 
the public business. In this way the 
public are assured that the estimates 
are being passed, while the main 
purpose of an absolute blockade is at­
tained. Of late, however, the daily 
driblets have been larger and indicate 
the possibility that the obstructive 
program may lie abandoned.

A proclamation is reported from 
Winnipeg announcing that revising 
judges will be allowed to' sit as long 
as necessary to revise the voters’ lists. 
If the proclamation provides also that 
the judges shall be allowed to revise 
the lists in fact as well as in name, 
and that they may sit wherever this 
duty makes neeessary it should pave 
the way for a settlement of the vexed 
voters’ lists question, which is the 
real issue, lying behind the blockade 
at Ottawa. At present the judges 
can only remove names objected to 
before, the registration clerk. They 
can neither strike off other names nor 
add names1 omitted, however just the 
claim covering them.

To-day’s morning session was spent 
on a motion by Mr. Monk anent the 
promotion of one Mr. Charlies from 
proofreader to translator on the han- 
sard staff, with a raise in salary from 
a thousand to fifteen hundred dollars. 
The debates committee recommended 
the promotion and the House confirm 
ed the report.

SHERIFFS ARE NOW 
TO BE PAID SALARIES

Order-in-Council to That Effect Has 
Been Passed—New System Will 
Greatly Reduce Cost ef Litigation 
to the Litigant—Old System cf 
Fees Permitted Abuses.

Some time ago Attorney-General 
Cross announced that it wasi hi* in­
tention to have all sheriffs paid by 
salary in offices, and an amendment 
to the Sheriffs Act was passed at the 
last session of the Legislature enab­
ling the Lieut.-Governor-in Council to 
make the change anti to remunerate 
sheriffs in that way. This move is in 
accord with the avowed policy of law 
reform of the provincial government, 
afld Alberta is now the only province 
in the Dominion where sheriffs art- 
put on a stated salary.

The new Inspector «i Legal Office? 
found many irregularities and over­
charges by sheriffs 01» his recent tour 
of inspection, and it is largely on his 
report to the Attorney-General that 
the change has been, brought into ef­
fect so soon. Sheriffs were in the 
habit of charging larger fees than they 
were entitled to, and of demanding 
poundage whenever a writ of execution 
was placed in their hands, whereas 
they were not entitled to poundage 
except when they actually made the 
money on the writ of execution. Now 
that an order-in-council has been 
passed putting the sheriffs on salary, 
no sheriff will reeeivq more than $3,000 
per annum. The sheriff will be re­
quired to make a monthly return to 
tlie Attortiey-General of. fees earned, 
disbursements paid, and of suitors’ 
monies received and of suitors' monies 
paid out.

Fee System Permits Abuses.
Tlie fee system is one which has 

been looked upon with discredit for 
many years, as it permits abuses and 
enables dishonest officials to demand 
and obtain from litigants greater fees 
than the litigant should pay. The 
older provinces have been gradually 
weeding out this system and its abuses 
but the Province of Alberta is in ad­
vance of all other provinces in the 
steps taken to do away with thé fee 
system,

A memorandum was recently sent 
out to sheriffs instructing them as to 
charges to be made for services per­
formed by them. The fees returned 
by sheriffs will form a part of the 
general revenue of the Province, but 
it is not contemplated to make money 
out of the change, but to reduce the 
cost of litigation to the litigant.
- Sheriffs’ bailiffs have been appoint­
ed at gome fifty points in the prov­
ince to whom process must be for­
warded by the sheriffs for service and 
execution, this saving the fees former­
ly paid to the sheriffs for mileage 
which was the largest item of nearly 
every bill rendered by sheriffs. Pro­
