pitals ~in seweral cities. Three pa-
tients, two men and a woman, were
selected by Friedmann from fifty tu-
berculosis sufférers gathered from all
parts of the ecity, all hopeful that they
would’ receive treatment. The Wo-
man had been ill three years; hers is
a chronic case of disease at the knee,
and was the most serious of the three
¢hosen. - The two men have tubercul-
osis Tungs and their cases are not be-
vond thejincipient stage, according to
the authorities of the People’s Hospi-
tal, where the demonstration .was
held. The physicians present brought
forward, a 'dozen persons suffering
with $he digease in all its stages, the
medical ‘history in each case being
available .for Dr. Friedmann’s use.
Statistics had béen prepared at his re-
quest. . The Berlin physician -declin-
ed’ to treat any of those ‘cases, how+
ever, -but made his - own selections:
Bach of those: treated received double
injections in musele and in veins. Drf
Friedimann explained to those about
him that the first' reaction might be
expeéteéd to be observed after seven
days.® The 'patients went to their
homes- with instructions to return
three weeks hence, when Friedmann
promlsed to treat thern again.

BERLIN, March 6.

jackets and naval officers killed as
the result of the ramming of the tor-
pedo boat destroyer, S8 178, by . the
cruiser, Yorck, off Heligoland,  is
greater than was at- first supposed.
The official death-list issued by the
Admiralty fo-day shows 2 officers and
69 men perished, not, however, by
drowning, but because most of them
were frozen to death;, while clinging
to loose spars after the vessel sank.
A belated account of the disaster
stated that the Destroyer, -while
crossing the bow of the Yorck, be-
came unmanageable, owing to terrific’
seas, and was cut in two by the big-
ger vessel, which was going at full
speed. The storm made rescue im-
possible. Many of the corpses were
not picked up until this morning.
VIENNA, March 6.

According to a Constantinople « de-
spatch, the Turkish cruiser’ Hamid-
ieh, to-day.sank three Greek trans-
ports, loaded with Servian troops on
their way to Servia. The attack on
the transports occurred near the pen-
insula of Hagion Oros in the Aegean
Sea. This would make it appear that
the transports were proceeding to
Gallipoli, where it was proposed some
time ago by the Balkan Allies to make
a flank attack on the Turkish troops
defending the Dardanelles. The con-
voy of Greek transports was a large
one, consisting' of 24 vessels, which
carried 34 guns. They were encoun-
tered by the cruiser shortly after they
had left the coast. With her powerful
4.7 guns she was able to create havoc
among the practically unprotected
transports loaded with soldiers.

ATHENS, March 6.

The Turkish fortress of Janina was
entercd at 9 a.m. to-day by three
squadrons of Greek Cavalry under
General Souzo. The Greek Army took
32,000 Turkish prisoners, comprising
the whole “of the ordinary garrison
and many refugees from Monastir
and other places. The ' capture of
Janina places Greece din a much
stronger position to deal with Bulgar-
ia when the time comes for a division
of the spoils of war.

Premier Venizelos announced the
victory in the Chamber of Deputies,
to-day.
