Recruiting Appeal
by Labor Leaders.

e

The appeal made yesterday by the
National Committees of the Trade
Unions, Parliamentary Labour
mittee and the Labour Party, asks for

continuous recruiting at the rate of
thirty thousand volunteers a week, or
the equivalent of thirty battalions.
To ask for thirty battalions a week
and to be in a position to assure the
new recruits that munitions and
equipment are now ready for these
additions, show what a mighty step
forward has béen taken by the Com-
missariat, and some months ago the
great difficulty was. to provide the
new units with clothing, rifles, guns
and ammunition, ahd at the same
time keep the men at the front well
provided. Now the stage has been
reached when very large armies at
the front can be fully equipped and
provided with heavy artillery and
shells in order to work such devasta-
tion as has been made the past fort-
night in the Artois and Champagne
fighting zones. The providing of
equipment has now reached, a satis-
factory stage, and the great effort is
now being made to keep recruiting up
to a standard required to win the war.
Theé trouble is to keep up a high stan-
dad of recruiting after the drain on
civil life which has taken place dur-
ing the past fourteen months, and to
do it in such a manner that there will
be enough workers left. behind to pro-
vide food, clothing and coal for army,
navy and people, to provide guns,
rifles and ammunition to feed them,
as well as keep up sufficient trade to
permit of the financing of the war.

Com- !

This new appeal does not call upon
the homeland to continue recruiting
at the pace it went on during the first
vear of the war, but it does ask for
the equivalent of thirty battalions of
men a week. Since the war started
it is understood the old homeland has
provided 3,000,000 volunteers, or the
equivalent of 50 battalions a week.
We in the Colonies, who have not had
the war brought home to us by close
touch with it, can hardly realize what
this means. But we can form some
notion by trying to realize that if the
matter had been driven home'to. us
in the way it has been driven home to
our kin at home and we had been
called upon to respond as they have
done, and we had measured up to
their standard, we should have en-
roled in the army or navy 15,000
! men instead of the 3,000 who are al-
’,ready there; and that if an appeal of
i the same nature was addressed to us
:as has been addressed by the labor
| leaders to the people at home, we
should be asked to provide recruits
at the rate of 166 a week, or to pro*
vide the equivalent of men for a bat-
talion every six or seven weeks.
Such considerations as these may
help us to realize what our people at
home are doing and are ecalled upon
to do towards providing men and
their equipment to fight Germany and
Austria.

“The moral and practical problem
fs very acute, and it'is very grave.
Some solution must be found for it.

he unwieldl.\; Cabihet as a whole has
yet to deal with and decide a question,
which it is vox'by ill-qualified to judge.

“To -leave the matter to Lord Kit-
chener alone is not possible. < In the
first place, it is unfair to put the
main responsibility on him, and, in
the second, there are involved and
must be faced far -wider- problems
than those bearing immediately .upon
recruiting.

“We are in the midst
where what we require is action, ac-
tion, action; yet the prospect before
us, apparently is that of profound
Cabinet disagreements.

The
real danger is that of a tardy, insuf-
ficient effort on Great Britain’s part,
which would mean a dragging, wast-
ing, yet inconclusive struggle, follow-
ed by a weak, disgraceful peace. We
hold that the immeasurable calamity
of this ‘latter result ought to be
avoided at all hazzards.

‘“The question at issue is not one
which ought to be decided by a Cab-
inet of twenty-two, constituted, as
we know, and with a majority of mem-
bers to whom public opinion attri-
butes no real responsibility at all.

“If the miniature mob of Mr. As-
quith’s present colleagues is indeed
to be the deciding body, and if it de-
cides at the present crisis agzinst a
full - effort under national service, it
will take upon itself a grave respon-
sibility indeed.

“Mr. Lloyd George “and his col-
leagues, who will have endeavored to
move the Government to adopt a
stronger course, shou}d be allowed to
disassociate themselves publicly from
all responsibility for the rejection of
their counsels.

Military
action.against Bulgaria, however, is-
not contemplated unless the latter at-
tacks Serbia, or takes other measures
clearly inimical to the interests of
the Entente Allies. The Bulgarian
Consul at Petrograd departed last
night by way of Finland. Many Bul-
garians residing in Russia are re-
ported here as offering to enlist in
the Russian army.

VENIZELOS CHEERED.

ATHENS, Oct. 6.

A great crowd marched to ‘the
home of Venizelos, the retiring Pre-
mier, singing the Greek National An-
them and the Marseillaise. The for-
mer Premier at that time was in con-
sultation with diplomatic representa-
tives of the Entente Powers. The
crowd jammed the street, ¢rying
“Long Live Venizelos,” “Long Live
France” and cheers for France. On
account of the occupation of Salonika
by French troops, the general opin-
ion seems to be that the King will
attempt to form.a coalition cabinet,
headed by the aged ex-Premier Phal-
lis. Should this plan fail, it is be-
lieved the King will dissolve parlia-
ment.

Such
a step will involve the severance of
diplomatic relations. No information
is available here concerning the with-
drawal of the Bulgarian legation, al-
though it is expected that represen-
tatives of Bulgaria would be recalled,
if a diplomatic rupture should occur.
A statement is made by the Temps
that the King of Bulgaria has decided
to attack Serbia before the end of the
present week. This newspaper ur-

The manifesto which is-ad
dressed by the joint labor board t
its fellow-countrymen, points ou
that at no time in the history of th
nation has it been faced with a crisi
of such gravity, as now exists. Th
appeal concludes: “We know defea
or an inconclusive peace means fo
us not only the loss of prestige as :

liberties and privileges which it ha
taken centuries of effort to win. Th
responsibility for victory or defea
rests on those who have not yet re
sponded to the call.”

Replying to Lord Parmoor as to
secret trials under the Defence of the
Relam Act, the Lord Chancellor (for-
merly Sir S. Buckmaster), in the
House of Lords, said:

“] am astonished that when we
stand in,the peril and jeopardy that
we stand in ‘to-day; when we know
that we not only have to fight a foe in
the open field, but that their spies are
in every land, that the webs of their
intrigue enmesh and entangle every
Government — when. we remember
this, I am surprised that we have
found it possible, as we have up to
the present, to proceed under the
comparatively moderate -and benevo-
lent legislation established by the
statute.”

Lord Parmoor (formerly Sir C. A.
Cripps) replied that these words
seemed to imply a desire to see fur-
ther powers bestowed. “If legislation
of that kind is introduced I shall op-
pose it at every stage.” Many people
still believed in the maintenance of
British liberty.

AMERICAN NOTE OF PROTEST TO
BRITAIN.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Secretary of State Lansing, indica-
ted to-day that the settlement of the
Arabic case cleared the way for the
despatech of a note to Britain, cover-
ing the general subject of trade inter-
ference with American goods to neu-
trals. The trade Note has been com-
pleted and is ready to be forwarded
to Ambassador Page. It is understood
the Note does not specifically cover
the problems of the Chicago Packers,
who are pressing the State Depart-
ment to make representations on be-
half of products, valued at many mil--
lions held up and part confiscated by
the British prize courts. This sub-
ject will be covered in a separate
commuilication probably, although
he course to be followed has not
been finally determined. The Ameri-
‘can note, it is understood, contends
that the burden of proof is upon the
British Government to show that
goods of neutral destination, desfroy-
ed or seized, are intended for Ger-
many, that the assumption that all
food products going to Germany is in-
tended for German military use is not
‘justified.

THE LONDON BUDGET.

: LONDON, To-day.
There is little change in the mili-
tary situation on any of the various
war {fronts.. Reports which remain
uneconfirmed.-are to the effect that an
Austro-German force, variously esti-
mated: from ‘100,000 to 500,000 men,

through Southern Hungary to attack
Serbia. Military observers here, how-
ever, assert it i§ probable a figure be-
tween these estimates would be nearer
the truth, declaring there is no evid-
ence of any very heavy withdrawals
of Teutonic troops from the Russian
front and that the Western front every
day is making new drafts. These ob-
servers say the Germans are not in a
position to withdraw many troops
from the Russian side, as the armies
of Emperor Nicholas are making a
desperate effort to assume the initia-
tive in fighting. On some sections,
Petrograd reports the Russians have
already succeeded in doing this. Be-
sides, it is asserted, they have now
held up Field Marshal Hindenburg's
drive against Dvinsk, and for several
weeks have inflicted very Serious loss-

es on him. Von Hin burg is now
reported to be receivin reinforce-
ments with a view to maki another

attempt to force his way through the
outer defences of the city. In the
West the big guns are booming and
seemingly preparing for a continu-
ation of the offensive by the allies,
which the Germans doubtless will try
to forestall by an attack from their
side. In Champagne the French have
captured the village of Tahure and
the summit of the hill Tahure which
is situated at a point in the second
German line of defence. The Italians
record another advance toward Rov-
ereto, which has so many times been
reported ag evacuated by the Austri-
ans. Thé heavy losses were sustain-
ed by the British and French in their
attempts to penetrate the German
lines in France, the large number of
men required for operations along
the Euphrates River and in the Dar-
danelles and the Balkans have made
‘it necessary, it further appears, for
the enlistment of men throughout the
country. Earl Derby who is direct-
ing recruiting and who is receiving
‘the assistance of Labor organizations
in his work has taken charge of the

The Serbian Minister also ask-
ed for a passport.
MYSTIFIED BY GREECE.
LONDON, To-day.
The London morning newspapers
declare frankly they are mystified by
the turn of events in Greece, but they
do not conceal from themselves the
gravity of the situation for the En-
tente Powers involved and the evid-
ent triumph of German diplomacy.
The Daily Telegraph Editorial point-
ing out that the defeat of the Teutonic
powers would mean the accession to
the Balkan States by the enormous
amount of territory which they covet,
while victory for the Teutons will de-
stroy the 1nde‘penden(e of the Balkan
countries without enlarging their ter-
ritory, says the contrast is great.
The failure of the Balkan States to
adjust a common frontiers by friend-
ly agreement.and -then throw their
weight upon ‘the side of the Entente
is an astounding tribute to the sue-
cess of German diplomacy. That suc-
cess is doubtless partly due to bribery;
but German gold would have 'been
spent in vain, if the progress of Ger-
man arms had not created the im-
pression that the Quadruple alliance
had no chance of viétory.
RUSSIANS SURPRISED.
“PETROGRAD," Teo-day.
Great surprise is occasioned here
by the turn of events in Greece. The
Russian Foreigh Office “learned thj
afternoon of the resignation of Pre-
mrer Venizelos, after an audience
with the King, in which the King de-
clared he could not pursue the policy
of .the Venizelos Cabinet to the end.
No official comment has been forth-
coming on the mnew attitude which
that country now necessarily assumes
but it is known the intervention of
the* King was not looked for by Petro-
grad in the light of.the strength which
the Greek Premier had shown.

CAN KING CONSTANTINE CARRY
GREECE.

LONDON, To-day.

The dramatic downfall of the Greek
Cabinet astounded diplomatic cir-
cles here. What the outcome wills be
no one appears to be able to predict,
but emphasis is placed on the fact
that the Venizelos party has a con-
siderable majority in the country.
That the attitude of Greece should
again have become doubtful, just at
the time when the Entente Powers
satisfied themselves she was deﬁnltely
ranged on their side, proved a shock
to optimists, but opinion is divided as
to whether King Constantine will
prove strong enough to carry the
country with him against the retiring
Premier. The Pall Mall Gazette sug-
gests the King’s action may precipi-
tate a crisis, similar to that in 1909,
when the army by the threat of arm-
ed revolution forced King George to
grant the reforms it demanded.
