IRELAND’S NEW CONSTITUTION.

LONDON, Jan. 9.

The first publication, of what pur-
ports to be a Sinn Fein constitution
for Ireland, was made to-day by the
Globe. This has a particular interest,
in view of the Sinn Fein proposal .to
hold an Irish Congress in the near
future. The preamble of the consti-
tution runs as follows, “Whereas the
people of Ireland never have relin-
quished their claim to separate na-
tionhood, and whereas the Provisional
Government of the Irish Republic at
Easter 1916, in the name of the Irish
people, and continuing the fight made
by previous generations, reasserted
the -inalienable right of the Irish na~
tion to sovereignty and independence,
and reaffirmed the determination of
the Irish people to achieve it, and
whereas the proclamation of an Irish
Republic at-Easter 1916, and the sup-
reme courage and the glorious sacri-
fices of the men who gave their lives
to maintain it have united the people
or Ireland under the flag of the Irish

. Republic, we, the delegates represen-

tative of the Irish people in Congress
are enabled to declare the following
to be the constitution of the Sinn
Fein.” The article then sets forth
the Sinn Fein aims at securing inter-
national- recognition of Ireland, as
an independent republic, and having
achieved that status, that the Irish
people by a referendum may - freely
choose their own form of Govern-
ment. It says the ‘Siin Fein organi-
zation shall, in the name of the
sovereign Irish people, deny the right,
and oppose the will of the British
Parliament and the British Crown, or
any foreign government, to legislate
for Iréland. It also says that the or-
ganization will make use of any and
every means available to render im-
potent the power of England to hold
Ireland in subjection by military
force or otherwise.

“WASHINGTON, -Jan. 9.

Miran Sevasly, of Boston, Chair-
man of the Armenian National Coun-
cil, of America, to-day, called upon
Asst. Secretary of State Phillips, to
protest in behalf of the Armenian
people, against the carrying out of
the terms of a declaration by Foreign
Minister Pichon, in the French Cham-
ber of Deputies, that' France would
maintain a protectorate over por-
tions of Asia Minor, formerly under
the Ottoman Empire. Mr. Sevasly
said the claim of the French Govern-
ment to the right of ‘a protectorate
over Armenia, was based on a secret
treaty, between Russia and ¥France,
negotiated after the outbreak of the
war, and that the Armenians hold
that no secret treaty would be bind-
ing in view of President Wilson's de-
claration against such. He also said
the Armenian people are guaranteed
their political integrity by the trea-
ties of Paris-and Bertin, and that no
secret treaty could absolve the signa-
tories to them of the responsibility
of seeing that the provisions of pre-
vious treaties were carried out.

FIGHTING CONTINUES.

BERLIN Jan. 9.

Heavy fighting continued through-
out last night at various points in
Berlin . The civil warfare slready
is estimated to have cost twenty times
as many lives, as were sacrificed in
the overthrow of the Hohengzollern
dynasty sixty days ago. The cor-
respondent is informed that the Gov-
ernment troops have been repalsed in
every attempt they made to recapture
public buildings from the Sparsacans.
The opposition forces hold the Reich-
stag building, the aproaches to the
Brandenburg Gates and the Silesian
railway station. Premier Ebert has
issued a manifesto to the “Workerl
Bourgeoise and Soldiers” denouncing'
the Spartacans as being responsible
for many persons being killed and
wounded.

PROCEEDINGS ADVISED.

LONDON, Jan. 10.

Proceedings against - the former
German Emperor are advised in a
special report by a sub-committee of
the Commission charged with in-
quiring into violations of the laws of
war, appointed two months ago. The
parent body has done a great deal of
work through 'its sub-committees,
each of which was assigned some
particular phase of violation charged
against -enemy countries. Plans for
a tribunal, which will fry cases in
which violations of the laws of war
are alleged, have already been sub-
mitted. One of the most difficult
phases of the work has been the in-
quiry into ill-treatment of prisoners,
their employment behind the firing
lines, illegal methods of warfare,
misuse of the Red Cross flag, bom-
bardments of hospitals and the ex-
ecution of Miss Edith Cavell and
Capt. Fryatt. The sub-committee
having this work in charge has al-
ready examined about one hundred
thousand cases of ill-treatment of
prisoners, and has about 150,000 more
to investigate. This sub-committee
has already submitted an interim
report on the employment of prison-
ers behind the firing lines, and in
German mines and quarrleu.?

Our Labrador
Boundary.

On Wednesday'we had the pleasure
of publishing the first of a series of
articles, dealing with - the Labrador
Boundary Question, the writer being
one of our foremost -historians. In
that article the position of New-
foundland is supported by copious
extractsv from eéarly proclamations,
which leave no-doubt as to the juris-
diction of this dominien over that por-
tion of the dependency toward which
Canada is looking with jealous eye.

The question as to who or who did
not have authority over the Labrador
territory at present in dispute, did
not ‘arise, critically, until the first
years of the present century, when a
Nova Scotian ~Company commenced
lumbering operations up Hamilton
Inlet, at the mouth of Grand River.
Immediately upon the bringing in of
supplies by the newly established
Company the Government of New-
foundland instructed the Sub-Collect-
or of Customs on the Labrador Coast
to collect duties on the same accord-
ing ‘to the Newfoundland Customs
tariff of that day, and subsequently
placed the Grand River Lumber Com-
pany under the authority of the re-
presentative of the Customs Depart-
ment at Rigoulette, a Sub-Collector
being appointed and the place made a
port of entry some years previously.

A protest was at once made to Ot-
tawa by the Company, and the Cana-
dian Government thereupon began to
look up old documents in order to dis-
cover whether Newfoundland’s claim
of. territorial jurisdiction was well
founded .or.vice versa. Simultaneous-
1y- the. Canadian Press discussed the
matter, and added its protest to that
of the company. Newfoundland, how-
ever, stood to her guns, claiming that
that portion of Labrador upon which
the Grand River Lumber Company
had established its plant, was part
and parcel of the dependency over
which the jurisdiction of the Colony
extended. Canada claimed that the
land on which the Company had erect-
ed its mills and stores was Canadian
soil, a part of the Province of Que-
bec, and therefore the collection of
duties by the Newfoundland Customs
Department was ultra vires, and con-
soquently illegal. Newfoundland on
the other hand contended that from
time immemorial, that portion of the
Labrador Coast, which included ~the
shores and waters of Hamilton Inlet
was subject to the authority of her
Governor and Government, by recur-
ring Royal Proclamations and Letters
Patent.

Eventually the Grand River Lum-
ber Co. closed up its plant and went
out of business, but the Bonundary
Question is still active. Recent ex-
plorations and cruisings of the inter-
jor of the Labrador peninsula, have
shown that the country contains
abundance of natural wealth, hence
the reason why Canada is anxious to
have the disputed part become annex-
ed to Quebec Province. The evi-
dences.of great npatural resources
which have been proven to exist in
the hinterland should impel New-
foundland to insist on her just pight
to administer this territory, a no-
thing should be left undone/ which
will bring about the desired end, in
order that we may enter into undis-
puted possession of that portion of
Labrador, which for centuries has
beén under the legal jurisdiction of
the various Governors of Newfound-
land and their Governments.

Another Wreck.

pressively. Mrs. Demarest illustrated
her remarks by many stories of per-
sonal experience, convincing her con-
gregation on the various points.

A special feature of the campaign
is the singing, the songs used being
to a large extent written and set to
music by Mrs. Demarest. Last night
we were especially impressed with
Mr. Demarest’s rendering of one of
the evangelistis favorites, arranged
by herself, the beauty of which still
lingers in our mind.

The subject for discussion this
evening is “The two Masters,” and
an overflowing church is anticipa-
ted. We would therefore advise
those who can, to be there early. The
song service starts at 7.45.

This curious document refers
to a tax on shipping and on fishery
servants and others for the purpose
of raising funds for the building of
a prison and court house and the re-
pair of the church..

The places were men-
tioned alphabetically, beginning with
Bay Bulls and ending with Torbay.

A\vote of thanks, moved by J. W.
Withers, Esq., seconded by Dr. Rob-
inson, and supported by several mem-
bers, was passed unanimously.

Some interesting information was
given by certain members relative to
the derivation of th& names of Car-
bonear and Topsail. Some years ago
the remains of old charcoal pits were
still to be found in Carbonear. The
name of that town is derived from
charbonier or carbonier, or the char-
coal pits. The name Topsail was
formerly Topp's Head or Topp's Hill.
Topp, who died over a century ago,
was a charcoal burner. His hut was
situated beneath the present Topsail
Head. His descendants carried on
the industry until a comparatively
few years ago, and no doubt it is still
carried on though on a limited scale,
by other settlers.

A committee was appointed, con-
sisting of Hon. Dr. Robinson, H. W.
LeMessurier, C.M.G., and the acting
Secy., H. F. Shortis, to make provis-
jonal revision of the Bye Laws for
presentation to the Society at the
annual meeting to be ‘held on the
second Thursday in February. The
meeting adjourned at 10 e’clock.

his father; (2) that he was conceit-
ed; (3) that he was a tale-bearer.

In proof of the first assertion he
instanced the coat of divers colours
made for him by his father Jacob:

As evidence of his conceit he men-
tioned his dreams and the telling of
same to his brethren, and as an in-
stance of his third fault he told how
he had carried an evil report of the
sons of Bilhah and Zilpah unto his
father.

Classifying his lecture into four
parts the lecturer spoke of Joseph
and his brethren 2s exemplifying the
“Brotherhood of the Common Blood,”
or the domestic vow, and showed how,
that although the faults of Joseph
justified punishment, yet the punish-
ment given by his brothers was. out
of all prooprtion to the deed, and on
this point the scpeaker emphasized
how true it is that justice to-day is
very often injustice and Iin many
cases the punishment given is not in

case,
Again he showed how the brothers’
treatment of Joseph was vindietive,
and further pointed out that brotherly
punishment was one of the . worse
kinds of evil and indicative d:
strongest hatred and detrimentll to
that loyalty which should bind broth-
ers to each other. Going on to tle
second part, the “Brotherhood of the
Common Vow, or the Religious Broth-
erhood,” he took Samson, and indi<
cated how he had broken the vows
obligatery upon him as a Nagzarite.
Now the vows of the Nazarites bound
them to self-discipline, loyalty to their
religion, and non-contamination with
‘the dead. Samson by his fall and in-
tereonue with Delilah broke all his
VOWS gnd nullified the promises he
had made. He emphasized here how
: .nhtomukaapromuebuthow

accordance with the true facts of the’

Ananias. He sald “There is nothing
against asking for a reasonable
wage but we do not realize the sac-
redness of money, nor do we feel
keenly enough our sense of respon-
sibility or stewardship.”

In the last part the “Brotherhood of
the Burning Heart, or the Christian
Brotherhood,” he declared how doc-
trines divided us, how dogmas, In-
tellects and social positions divide us
and that the burning heart is the only
thing that brings men together, The
fire or heat of love is the only factor
that can help us keep our vows and
bring us in companionship with
Jesus Chyist, the true brother of us
all, and thus inculcate the ideals of
fraternity and brotherhood among
fellowmen.

At the close of the lecture Rev.
Canon Smart, in response to Rev. Dr.
Jones’ invitation, ‘spoke briefly, point-
ing out how that indifference and con-
tempt were often harder to bear than
vindietiveness, and as an example of
indifference he demonstrated how
the present Government was indiffer-
ent to the claims of its soldier heroes,
and gtten spending money on trivial
matters when it might do more for
thosée who were ready to give all for
us.

The meeting was largely attended,
but there is room for more, so if any-
one wants'to spend a pleasant hour
tet him go to Canon Wood Hall, next
Thursday night,;when the subject will
be: “The Ideal Soldier, and the Ideals
of a British' Soldier.”

tery ship V.C. whom it was our good
fortune to meet in Queenstown. We
met him under peculiar and" inter-
esting circumstances, and were  able
to see under his tutelage an old mys-
tery ship which had seen very special
service. It is sufficient to say ‘that it
made one think partly of a '‘Tube
station and partly of Maskelyne and
Cooke.

The business of a mystery ship is
well known. It is to lure a German
submarine from the depths to a posi-:
tion at which it may be destroyed by
guns or other engines concealed "in
the ship. The events recounted to us
by our mystery ship commander hap-
pened some time ago, but mnot till

now has the silence been brokén.
Where He Got the Imspiration.

First, the mystery commander talk-
ed about his early days when ‘the
mystery service was in its infancy
two or three years ago, and of hopes
deferred and disappointments. One
day, hunting in the Irish Sea, he-saw
a fat old tramp torpedoed without the
submarine appearing, and soon after-
wards he saw a three-masted coast-
er also go down—but still no luck.
The coaster, however, gave him an
inspiration. “If I could just get a lit-
tle ship like that,” he thought, “I
might get my birds all right.” So
he hunted through the docks of the
Kingdom and at last he picked up a
vessel of the right size and look, and
put into her what was necessary and,
after that, had doubts whether she
would  float. But at last he began
his cruise.

“I was near the Lizard in an awful
stiff sou’-west gale when I got to
know that a sub. was near by, a tor-
pedo passing right.-under the engine-
room too deep to touch the ship.”

“This,” as the commander said,

see the sub, and kept on with the men
at action stations, with a gdod look-

sight of him following, and pretend- '

soon we could smell him—his oil was
awful—when he was on the beam
3,000 yards away, and we could see
the phosphorescent wash of his pro-
peller. He went down and I jammed
the helm hard, and just missed the
torpedo which came as expected.

“The next incident was off the
French coast“near the Channel Is-
lands, when he heard reports that a
submarine was about, and saw two
French aeroplanes dropping bomhs.

preventing it doing its =work, after
that, is not liked in the special ‘ser<
vice. At 12.30 the seaplane left; at
450 they saw a torpedo coming.

The “Movy Act.”

In this special service, it ‘must be
noted, the ship has first of all to:-be
torpedoed, and the officers and men
take their chances of death and
wounds, before they can break ‘their
silence or strike a blow. The tor-
pedo hit the ship at the bulkhead just
at the bridge. The commander was
blown up and the forward gun dis-
mounted and fell on one of the gun-
ners. A huge column of water went
tnio the air, and coming down..in

| bulk on the ship did a lot of damage.

Fortunately, no one was killed, but
two other officers on the bridge were
badly injured, as well as five men.
Thus five men and three officers were
badly injured.

The wounded were put in safe

All he had
said was, “All right, sir.” The whole
time of the affair was five hours, and
the time from the torpedoing of the
ship till the submarine went down
was fifty minutes. “The crew was
marvellous,” the commander said,
“ag they lay in that intolerable fifty
minutes. Officers and crew were
violently sick from the gases of. the
torpedo explosion on the small ves-
sel. The ship’s books went over-
board in the explosion, and one of the
crew went over the side and rescued
them, knowing their value to the
Germans if they had fallen into their

! hands.

Meanwhile the collier was settling

having heard the firing, and the
transferred.

filling. Ten miles off land the ship
was awash to the bridge; the com~
"mander and his first officer remain-
ed on board till five minutes before
she sank. The whole ship’s company
arrived safely in England. The sub-
marine and its crew had gone to the
bottom.

The commander received the V.C,
and high decorations went to officers
and men. There is no finer or more
successful deed in the splnedid an-
nals of our anti-submarine warfare.

lAir Raid Secrets.

Bomb Causes £ 500,000 Fire in the
City of London.

The bill which Germany will havé
to pay for damage done to British
civilian property by air and sea bom-
bardment is virtually completed. The
total will run probably into several
| million pounds. The list comprises
the damag# done in 60 aeroplane and
53 airship raids, in which 1,413 peo~
ple were killed and 3,407 injured. As
regards material damage, only a few
of the items have been difficult to
assess, as, for instance, the shatter-
ing of many stained-glass windows of
historical and sentimental value in
churches at Hull and in Lincoln’s Inn
London. London was the heaviest
sufferer, but hardly any naval or
military damage was done. A Zep-
pelin bomb dropped on September 9,
1915, set fire to a warehouse in Wood
Street, E.C., and destroyed property
worth £500,000. A bomb weighing
600 pounds, dropped from an aero-
plane, fell in Warrington-crescent,
Maida 'Vale, 'destroying sik large
houses, rendering twenty others un-
inhabitable and damaging over four
hundred more. The officers’ quarters
in Chelsea Hospital, were demolished
by a bomb said to weigh 500 pounds,
and Savoy Mansions were seriously

ydamaged. In one raid a bomb fell

between two trains standing in Liver-
pool Street Station, wrecking both,
and another bomb blew up a motor
omnibus close to the station. Public
buildihgs hit include the Central Tel-
egraph Office, which had its roof]
damaged. A bemb was dropped within
8 few yards of the® north side of St.
Paul's Cathedral on June 13, 1917,
One areoplane bomb fell in the
grounds of Woolwich ' Arsenal, blow-
ing out the end of a carpenter’s shop.
! On one occasion 28 incendiary bombs
were dropped on the Arsenal without
gserious results, Bombs missed West-
minister ,and Waterloo Bridges by a
few yards. The one which exploded
in the river close to Waterloo Bridge
threw up great volimes of water on
to the bridge.
