metal may come here in addition to
an equal amount which was consign-
ed to this market in several shipments
of last month.

DEFEAT DUE TO TREACHERY.

PARIS, April 27.

The latest information received by
American offices from Asia Minor in-
dicate that losses to French troops at
Rurfa, northwest of Mesopotamia,
were less serious than at first suppos-
ed, large detachments, it is thought,
have got back into town, while others
escaped in other direction. The official
version attributes the French reverse
to treachery.

CALLING UNDERWOOD’S BLUFF.

MONTREAL, April 27.
A railway authority here discussing
Senator Underwood’s advocacy of an
embargo by the United States on raw
material going into Canada because
of the newsprint shortage, to-day
stated that the remedy will be found
in fhe supply of cars. This authority
pointed out that the United States
Roads still owe Canada a net balance
of twenty-one thousand cars. Thou-
sands of cords of pulp wood are us-
ually lying ready for shipment along
the right of way of Canadian Rail-
ways.

GAS PLANT EXPLOSION.

DESMOINES, April 27.

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The Speech From
the Throne.

Judging by the cabled item
from . Ottawa in yesterday’s
Canadian Press despatches, the
question of the Labrador Bound-
ary is a matter that will have to
be speedily adjusted. The
Speech from the Throne at the
opening of the present session
of the Legislature, has to say in
this regard, that “an agreement
has been arrived at as to the
submission of the dispute (be-
tween Newfoundland and Cana-
da) to the adjudication of His
Majesty’s Privy Council, and ft
is thought probable that some
substantial progress towards a
final settlement of this long
outstanding controversy may be
made during this year.” The
Gevernment think it probable
that some settlement may be
arrived at. They are then, not
certain on this point, and mean-
while there is a project on foot
to exploit a portion of the New-
foundland territory of Labrador
by an American syndicate, into
which due enquiry should be
made by the administration.

* % * % %® %

The text of the cabled item
referred to tells that a million
and a half acres of pulp wood
forests on Newfoundland-Lab-
rador is being acquired by a
United States Securities firm.
The surveying of this area has
already been made by means of
photographs taken from aero-
planes, and the eorporation has
practically completed arrange-
ments to take over the forests
and commence operations. It
would be interesting to know
when and by whom this deal
was put through, what conces-
sions were granted this Ameri-
can Corporaton and if the New-
foundland Government has any
connection with it, what guar-
antees are given that the output
of pulp wood will be supplied
British trade absolutely. If the
Newfoundland authgrities have
no knowledge of the transaction
which gave to Americans the
huge complement of one and a
half million acres of our Labra-
dor territory, they should at
once institute enquiries into the
bona fides of the transfer, and
iet the public into their confi-

_dence. Such news coming from
Ottawa should cause all “seri-
ously to think.” The very fact
of the despatch being sent from
the capital city and seat of the
Federal Government of Canada
is suspicious, and conjecture is
rife that there is being a “dou-
ble cross” placed somewhere.

Some Queer War Money.

Some very odd kinds of money
were brought into circulation during
the war, owing to the scarcity of cop-
per and nickel. Germany issued hun-
dreds of millions of five-pfennig and
ten-pfennig iron coins, the later out-
put of these pleces being coated with
zinc to prevent rust. Ir€n coins were
likewise minted by the Governments
of Sweden, Norway and Denmark.
The Germans issued one-pfennig
piece of aluminum, and in Algeria al-
so aluminum coins of five centimes
and ten centimes made their appear-
ance in circulation. Germany issued
muslin notes, and the local govern-
ments in that country and in Austria
printed paper money of the smallest
value ever known, representing one-
fifth of a cent. Even more curious
was the pasteboard money issued in
some of the enemy-occupied cities in
France. It was in denomination up to
five francs, and was of different colors
and shapes—square, round, octagonal,
oval and diamond-shaped. This “card
money” was guaranteed by the local
municipality, and was good only fcr
use in transaction with merchants of
the town where it was issued.

‘position, at three o'clock resumed 'uis;
speech, Touching on the conduct of
Government Institutions which, he
sald, had been prostituted for the
past six months, he scathingly de-
nounced the action of the Daily Star,
which is controlled by the Premier,
of publishing the private life of cer-
tain soldiers and broadcasting it to
the world.

The resull was that fish
exportaﬁon had practically ceased,
great losses had been met, hundreds
of thousands of quintals of codfish
had been left on our hands, and de-
pression and poor times - stalked
through the country. Not only that,
but the very men who had joined up
with Mr. Cpaker had found themselves
in a hole and were wiring now from
the other side that our hold on the
fish markets was gone. What should
have been done was to consult all the
buyers of fish and meet in the Board
of Trade rooms, but the outport pur-
chaser, firms like Bowring Bros,
Baine Johnston and Co., Goodridge
and Sons, etc., had not been consult-
ed; it was a case of the minister
tossing up, “heads I win, tails you
lose,” and neither the one mnor the
other came down. While he was in
Montreal recently he could have sold
4,000 qtls. of codfish at $14.00 f.0.b.
After wiring here and -the would-be
purchaser had the Regulations read
him, he simply fell over; and it was
also true that as a result of the Reg-
ulations that codfish which last year
was up to 95 shillings was now down
to 65 shillings in our best markcts.
Sir Michael briefly referred to 'he

A feature before the afternoon ses-
sion closed was a passage at arms be-
tween the Prime Minister and the
Leader of the Opposition. Sir Michael
in pointing out that if he were like
the leader'of the Government in hand-
ing out jobs and promises, in all pré-
bability Hon. Mr. Brownrigg would
be sitting on the Opposition side of
the House, but he was not willing to
promise him a job. Mr. Brownrigg in-
terjected and said, “I would not sit
on that side of the House for a great
deal.”

“Will you sit down,” said Sir Mich-
ael. “This is not a hustings; this is
the House of Assembly where we are
guided by rules and laws, and the
sooner you purchase a little book and
read them up, if you can, you will
stop jumping up like a jack-in-the-
box, and stop making an ass of your-
self.”

Hon. the Prime Minister appealed
to the Speaker to the effect that Sir
Michael's remarks were out of order,
to which Sir Michael replied:

“How dare you, sir? Your imper-
tinence is equal to your gall. How
dare you tell the first Commoner in
the land that he does not know how
to rule this House? You're boiling
over with impertinence, and the quick-
er you realize it the better for yourseif
and the House.”

The Speaker allowed that Sir Mich-
ael had the floor, and raised no ob-
Jection to his remarks.

Another little passage during that
afternoon was when Sir Michael ask-
ed the Prime Minister not to squirm,
but keep his “Dutch” courage up.

“British courage,” replied the Prime

Minister.

“British courage!” retorted the
leader of the Opposition. “British
courage, eh! You're the pure bull dog
breed, and if Britain was depending
on the like of you she would be poor-
ly off, you slacker. British courage is
expressed in the two honourable gen-
tle who moved the Address in Reply,
who come from the men who went
“over there.”

At 6.30 adjournment was taken un-
til 8 o’clock.

Evening Session.

Sir M. P. Cashin, Leader of the Op-
position, resumed his speech, begun
in the morning, when the House met
at 8.30.

A Thunderstorm.

HOW IT APPEARS TO A MAN IN
AN AIRSHIP.

Have you ever béen in the air to
watch a thunderstorm grow? If you
were merely on the ground looking
up, then you see only the bottom of:
it. The airman is the one who sees
Just what is happening in a thunder-
storm, says Popular Mechanics. :

A few hours before the sky was
perfectly clear. All at once a few
white patches become visible to the
eye, and if they quickiy begin to dot
the whole sky, it is a warning siga.
Each fluffy cloud represents the point
where moisture rising from the earth
has begun to condense. The rapid
formation of the clouds means un-
even heating of the surface of the
earth and the presence of lots of
moisture in the air. The clouds grow
together, forming a continuous roll-
fng mass of dense vapor, cutting off
the flyers’ view of the earth.

So far the storm has only been

threatening. The clcuds have spread

——

sideways as far as they can; now they
begin to grow heavier. The hLeated
air from the earth below pushes
through the heavy layer and bulges
it upward. Higher and higher it is
pushed ‘while more and more mois-
ture condenses, and this great bulg-
ing mass of vapor, sometimes three
or four mils high, has become a
thunder clov§. Its bulging tops are
called thund\r peaks or thunder
heads, and- they are responsible for
the lightning, the heaviness of rain-
fall, and the hail we sometimes have
in mid-summer.

The energy of a thunderstorm is
amazing. A single great cloud may
contain billions of pounds of water
vapor. The flashes cf lightning from
clouds to clouds are sometimes 20
miles in length, and when we stop
to think that it takes a current of
15,000 volts - pressure to produce a
spark an inch long, we can only won-
der at the immense amount of elec-
tricity involved im - a single flash.
Sometimes the wivdl from a thunder-
storm, or the s@2xll, as it is called,

There must be
strong currents of moist air rising
from the earth, as indicated by the
appearance of the white patches of
cloud.” This condition must continue
until the sky is covered. And lastly,
the force of these upward currents
must be great enough to push the
clouds up into thunder heads. A
thunderstorm then results.

The
same applied to the denominational
schools. The S. A. and C. E. con-
formed to what is known as fast or
Newfoundland time; while the Meth~
odist and R. C. retaimed the slow or
standard time, and confusion often
arose which could not happen were
there but one time alone to be kept.
Hence it is as much of a wasting,
rather than of a saving of daylight.
Evidently the only practical thing to
be done is to abolish the Act alto-
gether and retain standard time
alone. Then none would have rea-
son for complaint. Newfoundland
went daylight saving, with Canada
and America the past few years, but
Canada and Ameriea have learned P
better since ‘and' have seen the im- \
practicability. of. daylight saving, and
have discontinued .

‘Address Delivered at the
Annual Meeting of the
Nfid.

“My Visit to U. R. Fishel,
Indjann,—'l‘he Home of White Ply-

Mouth Rocks.”

. The honor that the Association has |

accorded me in asking to give a paper
on my visit to Indianapolis is one
which I feel very deeply and at the
outset of my address I wish to express
thie hope that the remarks I may make
may be of interest to my audience and
that I shall be able to reward them
in some small measure for the honor
they done me by relating as briefly as
I can the experiences that I enjoyed
during a trip, I remember with very
great pleasure because of the great
kindness that I received from those
who like ourselves, take a great inter-
est in the raising of poultry.

Having heard late in 1912 that the
Poultry Exhibition of the Fanciers As-
gociation of Indiana, . Indianapolis
would take place at Tomlinson Hall,
from February 3rd to February T7th
1913, I was extremely anxious to have
an opportunity of visiting it. Not only
was I anxim s # see the Exhibition
but I was also very desirous of meet-
Mr. U. R. Fishel, the President of the
Association, of whom I shall have
much to say later on. My desire to at-
tend the Exhibition increased as the
days went by until at last I decided to
take the trip and made my plans ac-
cordingly.

A trip to Foreign lands is always a
matter of deep interest to one whose
life is spent for the most part in the
limits of a City and you can imagine,
therefore, how eagerly I made my ar-
rangements and with what delight I
finally went on board the ill-fated
“Florizel” as a passenger to New
York. We left port on Christmas Eve,
1912, and after a very stormy voyage,
we reached New York, having first
called at Halifax, on the second day
of the New Year. The trip had taken
six and one-half days, but notwith-
standing the fact that I suffered from
the ills that those who are unaccus-
tomed to the sea, often suffer in
stormy weather, I enjoyed the trip
very much and locked forward to a
short and interesting siay in ihe greai
City cf New York before confinuing
my journey. There is no need for me
1o speak to cuch an audience as this,

on the sights of that great City, for 1
| have no doubt that many of you have
visited there and those who have not
done so have probably read about it
in articles from the pens of those more
adapt in descriptive writing than I
pretend to be. However, as the twenty-
fouth Annual Exhibition of the New
York Poultry, Pigeon and Pet Stock
Association was held at Madison
Square Garden, while I was there, and
as I had the pleasure of visiting it, I
feel sure the members will not have
any objection to my taking them there
before I leave the great City, in order
that they may learn something of the
magnitude of the Exhibition itself and
of the impressions left with me after
my inspection of the birds exhibited
there. Madison Square Garden is a
tremendous hall, and my first impres-
sion when I entered it, was, what a
wonderful building it was, and how

bition such as that which was then
being held. The whole scene was a
very beautiful picture, and this was
especially so from the galleries where
one could obtain a full view of the ar-
rangements and decorations. Accord-
ing to the Catalogue there were shown
4,318 exhibits of poultry, pigeons and
pet stock, a fact in itself bears testi-
mony to the magnitude of the Exhibi-
tion. Placed in the centre of the Hall,
were a large number of Exhibition
Cages which contained Peacocks,
Storks, Cranes, Owls, Partridges,
Fheasants, Wild Turkeys and other
birds; while in a large tank nearby,
was a really magnificent collection of
Water Foyl, which included Swans,
Pintails, Mallard Ducks, Green-Wing
White-fronted Geese, Snow Geese and
also many other Water Fowl. You can
easily imagine what a very pretty pic-
ture this made. Interesting, as were
all these exhibits, they were not to mo
the centre of attraction, for that was
the Section where the White Plymouth
Rocks were exhibited. 1t was to this
Section that I was most eager to go,
and it was in inspecting as closely as
possible the White Plymouth Rocks
there shown that the greater part of
my time at the Exhibition was spent.
One of the first things that I observed
upon inspecting the White Plymouth
Rocks was that there was an entire

and about my impending visit to him,
I expressed my regret that his birds
had not been exhibited as I felt sure
they would have won a considerable
number of prizes. Another feature of

'me Exhibition that caused me disap-

pointment was, that there was an ah-
sence of many of the big Poultry
Fanciers in competition one with the
other, as their advertisements led me
to believe that they were in strong
competition with each other on every
possible occasion. The Catalogue con-
taining the names of the Competitors
did not contain the names of man¥y
well known Fanciers, whose exhibits
I was very anxious to see.

I may also say that it caused me
very much astonished that birds ad-
vertised for sale at very high prices,
ranging from $600.00 to $1000.00, were
not in the list of winners. Some birds
that won the biggest honors at ' the
Exhibition, were not priced at any-
thing like these figuers and it must
have been a great disappointment to
those who paid these high figures for
a bird to find that there were others
judged to be better.

Bird Fanciers are like all other hu-
man beings in that they are'led to
think more highly of their own birds
than others are apt to do, and even
in our own City we sometimes - find
men who are not entirely satisfied
with decisions made at our Local Ex-
hibitions.

It is possible to be very lonely even
ir a great crowd of people and I miss-
ed very much while at this Exhibition,
the companionship of some friend who
was interested in poultry, consequent-
ly I wandered around alone forming
my own opinion of the different exhi-
bits and wishing I had Mr. LeMessurier
or some other local expert with whom
I might discuss matters.

Those who were most anxious to
have my attention were the salesmen
of the various Poultry Journals who
held up all the visitors in turn in the
hope of obtaining new subscribers.

It is only natural that among the
exhibite there were very many splen-
did birds and I can remember very
well a splendid Barred Plymouth Rock
that was sold for $1000.00. May I say
at this point that I am decidely against
double decking birds as it entails
much greater trouble on the judge
who seeks to give them their just mer-
ii. The birds are either too high or too
low to examine them and in coming
to his decision on shape, which is the
important ‘part in making his final
award is disadvantageous to the judge.

Most of the birds on exhibition at
the Garden were very strong in
quality, and a very noticeable feature
was that they wern all larger boned
specimens. I must admit that there
were on exhibition some very poor
specimens that were not any credit
to those who owned them. I sap-
pose that this must be the case at
every exhibition wherever held.

The Exhibition was of great interost
to me, and I enjoyed my visit there
very much. As I have already 3aid
there were many household pets, and
I remember the Cat exhibit, which
was exceedingly attractive for they
were beautifully arranged in fancy
booths.

A day or two afterwards I left for
New York at 4 p.m., and arrived tbhe
following day at Indianapolis at 12
o'clock noon. I immediately tele-
graphed Mr,Fishel and left for Hore
at 3.10 pm. We had to change at
Greensburg, and remained there
about an hour when we resumed our
journey and reached Hope at 6 p.oi.
