HOPES AND FEARS IN IRELAND.

DUBLIN, Aug. 15.

An informal meeting of the Irish
Republican Parliament was the chief
manifestaton to-day of activity ob-
servable in both Sinn Fein and Dub-
lin Castle quarters, as a result of the
new turn in Irish negotiations, follow-
ing disclosures in the correspondence
between Lloyd George and Eamonn Da
Valera. The meeting was held in the
Mansion House at noon, to give mem-
bers, many of whom had never met, an
opportunity to become acquainted and
exchange notes prior to the summon-
ed meeting to be held to-morrow to
consider the whole question of nego-
tiations. Sir John Anderson; Under
Secretary for Ireland, on whose shoul-
ders rests the greatest responsibility
for the civil administration th Ireland,
and who, therefore, had much “t6 do
with the initiation of the negotiations;
hurriedly returned to-day“from Scot-
land, where he had been..on-a-holi=
day, to use his inflaence against a
definite break in parleying. Imme-

diately he went with General Sir

Neville MaCready, Commander of the
forces in Ireland, and ether officials,
with an apparent effort to imbue them
with his optimism, for he is repre-
sented as still believing that there is
a probability of Sinn Fein accepting
the Government’s offer. ‘The military
element on-‘the other hand is mot so
optimistic, as it is creditéd with fear-
ing that the truce is nearing an end,
This fear on the part of the soldiers

is considered a great danger, one

If the Republican Cabinet
had decided to recommend immediate
rejection of the terms, they argue,
one day would have been sufficent,
whereas, if persnasion either way
were necessary, some days would be
required. Another factpr pointed
to is that many of the men who were
engaged in the Sinn Fein campaign
of terrorismh have settled down to
regular jobs at peaceful employment.
The police declare that the evidence
they have gathered indicates that
these Sinn Fein men would obey or-
ders to renew the campaign of vio-
lence, but that they would do so re-
luctantly. Votes of such men, the
optimists figure, would almost cer-
tainly be for settlement, if a plebis-
cite were taken and these Castle of-
ficials believe the Republican cabinet,
as the democratic body it has pro-
claimed itself, will propose referen-
dum. Again there is the attitude of
the press supporters of Sinn Feiy,
whose editorials, some officials inter-
pret, is at least suggesting that the
Prime Minister’s terms with the
pledge of support of the Dominions,
given by General Smuts in his letter
to De Valera, should be accepted,
while the effect of Smuts’ letter in
the Dominions and the United States
is also beleved likely to have an in-
fluence upon De Valera and his sup-
porters. No soldier in uniform or im
was seen on the
streets to-day. This was the result
of an order that uniformed men keep
to their quarters to avoid provocation
for incidents. If negotiations col-
lapse the Irish people anticipate a
more severe campaign on the part of
Crown .forces than has been waged
hitherto. It is understood here that
some of the first steps would be to
prohibit publication of any news-
papers professing Sinn Fein sym~
pathies and to make wholesale arrests
of Sinn Feiners. Hope is everywhere
expressed, however, that events will
not lead to the applicaton of such
measures.

BIG OIL FIRE.

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 15.

A New Compass.

(From the Bridgeport, Conn., Times.)

It is difficult to think of navigation
of any consequence being carried on
without the use of the magnetic com-
pass which has been the mariners
reliance ever since it originated in
China so long ago. Not only has
this old time guide been supplanted
by a compass into whose operation
no magnetic influences of any sort
enters. and which is not dependent
in any way on the North Pole, but
the non-magnetic compass is said
to be far superior to the old sort.
This new aid to navigation is known
as the gyro compass and is the in-
vention of Elmer A. Sperry who, last
commencement, received the degree
of Doctor of Science from Stevens
Institute of Technology.

The necessity for an improved
compass was not realized to any
great extent previous te the build-
ing of iron and steel ships and the
carrying of quantities ‘of electrical
apparatus on them. Variations of the
compass in different Tlocalities had
been recorded and catalogued so that
it was a simple matter for the skip-
per, wherever he found himself, to
calculate them and determine just
where was “due north.” * With the
developments of metal boats, however,
the uncertainties of the magnetic
compass were increased toa serious
degree, the needle frequently being
deflated by a boat or its cargo an
amount which rendered it mnot only
useless as a guide but actually dan-
gerous as a misinformer.

In striking contrast to this behav-
for is the performance of the gyFo
compass whose indications deal with
true geographical meridian with  a
high degreen of precision, there being
no such thing as a deviation or vari-
ation. It is claimed that with the
gyro compass a ship like the Maure-
tania can steer so siraight a course
that the saving in fuel alone has
been a very considerable figure,

Russian Relief.

“Russia,” declares Catherine
Breshkovsky, the ‘fGran@mgthgr
of the Russian Revolutlon,f in
her massage to the American

ple for succour, “Russia 1Is
flooded with tears and blood,
and moans and cries out to the
world. She is a living body, and
her tortures cannot be looked
upon cold-bloodedly as an ex-
traordinary, never-befqre-w1t-
nessed experiment in social evo-
lution. She is alive;, and every
pore of her body is shedding
blood.” Russia is not on the eve
of famine, as was announg:ed
some months ago, but is having
the very vitals of her people
eaten out by hunger. - Famine
stalks gauntly through the
land, earrying with it all the
miseries and diseases that ensue
from food shortage. .Hunger
has no distinctions. Rich and
poor alike suffer, for what is
the good of the wealth of
Croesus, if there is no food to
purchase, and those who are
poor and have no money are In
equal case with those who have.
The harvests of Russia have
failed, the country is exhausted
as a result of the war and the
subsequent terrible internal
gtrife. Russian industries are
disorganized, the means qf
transport destroyed, education is
at a stand still. Without land
produce, industry, means of
Aransportation and education,
Russia is facing inexpressible
conditions of horror. -Help is
needed in this hour of Russian
misfortune. The peasants, the
main producers of the fruits of
the earth, cannot help them-
gelves. They have not the
means to till the soil. They cry
out for assistance, for relief;
unless that is forthcoming the
result will be terrible and un-
precedented in the history of
that or any other land.

* ¥ * =% * %

Appeals are being made to
the countries of European Am-
erica for assistance in the
shape of food, and to the credit
of the people of these, be it
said, the response has been in-
stantaneous. Relief measures
are being organized by various
societies and Governments, but
the quantity of foodstuffs re-
quired to feed the starving mil-
lions of Russia will be enormous
and all the resources of the
world will have to be drawn up-
on to provide sufficient supplies.
A week’s, nor a month’s, nor six
months will' not avail. Nothing
under one year’s stock of food
will be of the slightest use be-
cause it will take all of that time
if not longer, for Russia to re-
vive, and arise above her pre-
sent condition. Under present
circumstanees it is doubtful if
Newfoundland can, agsist in any
way -toward Russian relief. Not
that the spirit of our people is
not .willing, but’ gcause of fin-
ancial stringency. Yet there 'is
a way perhaps by which this
country may indirectly render
assistance. Such a way is sug-
gested by Mr. William White,
Manager of the White Clothing
Co., Ltd., in a letter published in
the Telegram yesterday. Itis a
practical way too, and one that
should commend itself to both
the Government' and the com-
mercial interests, no less than
to the whole body of fishermen.

He was also the
originator of the Alumni Series of Lec-

Native of Newfoundland.

Brother Elzear, whose name in the
world was John Joseph Kelly, was
born at St. John’s, Newfoundland, in
the fifties of the last century. His
family moved from St. John’s to
Chicago in 1869, and on August 15,
1871, Brother Flzear entered the com-
munity of the Christian Brothers at
St. Louis, Mo. He spent many years at
the Christian Brothers’ College at St
Louis, and was at various times presi-
dent and professor at the Brothers
Colleges at Memphis, Tenn.; Santa F'e,
N.M.; Chicago, and Kansas City, and
is now connected with the Brothers’
Military School at St. Paul, Minn.

colony trade is due almost entirely to
the shipments of coal to the various
ports. All summer there has been lit-
tle buying of coal by the people of
Newfoundland, and consequently &
large number of schooners were com-
pelled to tie up here and in their home

rts. The consumers, however, real-
ize that in order to secure an adequate
supply of fuel for the winter, it is nec-
essary to purchase immediately and
obtain its delivery before the weather
conditions become too boisterous for

small craft to cross the gulf. For this i

reason numerous schooner cargoes are
being shipped from both the Scotia
Co’s pier and the D. C. Co. at Sydney.

Freight rates at present are com-
paratively low, and there does not
seem any immedate chance for im-

provement. Hundreds of vessels are.

tied up for the lack of freights, and
the present low rate will continue un-
til there is a much larger volume of
trade flowing. Some of the freight
rates to Terra Nova ports which are
prevailing to-day are as follows:—To
St. John’s, $3 a ton with free discharg-
ing; to Conception and Trinity B:}ys,
$3 a ton and free ballast; to Bonavista
Bay, $3,50 a ton and free ballast. The
rate to the North is about $4 a ton, and
to St. Pierre, $2.75.

The firm of Joseph Salters Sons are

shipping about half a dozen cargoes

per week, the carrying capacity of the
vessels ranging from 150 to 400 ton$
each. It is likely this number will be
added to in the weeks to come as &
much larger quantity of coal will have
to be shipped than has yet been di_s-
patched. Messrs. Salters expect to ship
some 50,000 tons or more coal to the

colony this year.

| ULSTER PREMIER’S DECISION.
j - BELFAST, Aug. 15.
The text of the Ulster Cabinet ob-

ment’s proposal for pedce in Ireland,
signed by Sir James Craig, was made
public last evening. The statement
says that acceptance by Ulster lead-
ers of the original invitation of the
British Government to meet in con-
ference with it in London, still holds
good, and that they will be available
at any time their assistance is again
desired. Sir James points out, how-
ever, that no meeting is possible
between De Valera and “myself,” un-
til he recognizes that Northern Ire-
land will not submit to any other au-
thority than that of His Majesty the
King and the Parliament of the Unit-
ed Kingdom and admits the sanctity
of the existing powers :nd privileges
of the Parliament and Government of
Northern Ireland.

PEOPLE DISAPPOINTED.
DUBLIN, Aug..15.

The people of Ireland, who have
enjoyed a month of peace, found it
hard to believe that negotiations be-
tween Eamonn De Valera and Pre-
mier Lloyd George were at the break-
ing point. They are placing their
hopes in the Irish Republican Parlia-
ment, which will meet to-morrow to
consider the whole correspondence
and frame a reply to the Premier’s
latest letter,

PREMIER ACTED PRECIPITATELY
LONDON, Aug. 15.

Great Britain, to-day, faced a criti-
cal period in negotiations looking to
the establishment of peace in Ireland.
The action of the British Government
yesterday in making public letters
exchanged between Lloyd George and
De Valera, showed the people that a
virtual deadlock existed, and although
the door was declared to have been
left open for further parleys, it was
apparent that the situation was one
of considerable gravity. Reports from
Dublin, which might indicate what
Irish Republicans would do to coun-
ter the unexpected move of the Gov-
ernment, in giving correspondence to
the press were anxiously awaited. It
appeared the next step should “be
made in that city, as Lloyd George
literally “laid his cards on the ta-
ble,” yesterday, and it seemed that
De Valera and his colleagues must
meet the situation thus created, but
whether they would issue a statement
to-day or would wait until the open-
ing of their Parliament to-morrow
was uncertain, The purpose of the
precipitate action of the Government
in making public British proposals
and demands of Irish Republicans,
had not been disclosed, but it would
appear that the Premier sought to
lay the Irish problem before the
country on the eve of the meeting of
Dail Eireann.

AN APPALLING PROSPECT.

DUBLIN, Aug. 15.
In discussing the situation, which
has arisen through the publication of
letters exchanged between Mr. De
Valera and Premier Lloyd George, the,
Dublin Independent to-day rejoiced
that negotiations, looking toward
peace in Ireland had not been brok-
en. “It would be tragic if they were,”
the newspaper said, “and it is strongly
hoped there will be a satisfactory
settlement, thereby avoiding the pos-
sibility of intensified warfare, wheih
i it occurs, would open an appalling
prospect.”

Robert Musgrave returned last night
from Neil’s Harbor, where he was su-
perintending the removal of fittings|
from the wrecked steamer Volunda.
Mr, Musgrave states that there is not
a possible chance of getting the hull
of*the vessel off the rocks. She went
well up on the ledge; tearing her hull
open so that one can see down through
it, but a considerable part of her is
overhanging the ledge. The weight of
this part with the pounding from the
waves has caused the ship to begin to
break across, and there is an opening
now across her deck. She is listed un-
til her starboard rail is awash'at high
water, and during one day the waves
went right over her, the biggest of
them even pouring water down her
smokestack., Her cylinder head is‘just
out of the water, so there is no chance
of salving her engines.

~ on Timber Supply.

Local Men’s Vle;;—o; Wood Possi-
bilities of Labrador.

There is a wide difference of opin-
ion regarding the timber possibilities
of Newfoundland and Labrador, be-
tween H. C. Bellew, of Montreal, who
has just returned after a month’Q
absence from the ci‘y, and A. Touran-
geau, a director of the Quebec Labra-
dor Pulp and Lumber Co. Mr. Bellew
declares that there is practically no
timber there, and that only small
spruce will grow—it being too cold
for anything else to prosper. Mr.
Tourangeau after declaring that Mr.
Bellew could not have made any seri-
ous expedition into the country in the
time he was absent, having left
Louisburg on July 14 and returned to
Sydney, N.8, on August 8, declares
that there are millions of cords of
splendid pulp wood in the country, as
well as billions of feet of big saw
timber, and he backs up his assertion
by photographs taken by the expedi-
tion in charge of Major D. Owen in
1919, by airplane and en foot, as well
as by his own personal experiences in
1914 and last year when he spent
three months in exploring the- limits

of his company.

“There is no wood for 156 or 20
miles back from the sea coast,” de-
clared Mr. Tourangeau, {‘and any ex-
pedition that went to look over the
timber possibilities would have - to
spend tWwo days before getitng into the
wooded area.

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‘Current Business Conditions

an important advance toward nor-
malcy. If, however, the “better
feeling” means simply that people
are merely smiling  and waiting
smore patiently, rather than setting
themselves seriously to the task of
wage and price reductions and other
readjustments that are mnecessary,
jthen we fear that it signifies but
flittle.

There is fresh evidence constantly

that the readjustments are taking
iplace. They are slow, but it takes
‘time for a knowledge of conditions
sto reach all classes and divisions of
ithe population, and for them to
!make up their minds to give the
cooperation that is necessary to
ibring industry back into balance.
iMeanwhile, it will aid in the cultiva-
‘tion of patience to realize that con-
.ditions are by no means so bad as
ithey might be, &nd that considering
jall the circumstances the volume of
;business is really surprisingly large.
! The fundamental difficulty upon
‘which a revival of business waits is
still the inequality of values as be-
tween the various classes of goods
and services. The normal basis of
itrade between people in different
‘industries has been disturbed, and
it is only by the pressure of painful
experience that the old relations are
irestored.
i The producers of cotton, corn and
oats, wool, hides, sugar and food-
stuffs generally are getting no more
for their labor than before the war.
Among the principal items of ex-
pense to them is clothing. They
produce the raw material for it, but
‘under the modern system of indus-
try sell it and buy it back in the
form of garments, paying the trans-
‘portation charges, mill-werkers,
garment-workers and all middle
‘men by supplying feod and raw
mat;:‘s to everybody.

All of the peeple who have a part
in' the cenversion of wool, cotton
and hides for the farmers’ use are
still getting 100 per cemt or better
above pre-war wages, but naturally

evident reason that the farmer can-
not buy as many clothes at the
present prices as when his own
compensation was on a par with
the compensation of these people
with whom he is trading services.

A similar problem faces the wage-
earners in all the industries. The
wage-workers in agriculture have
the situation before their eyes, and
have yielded to it promptly. The
wages of farm hands have dropped
approximately one-half. Farm hands
were close enough to the situation
to see that it was that or nothing.
The factory workers, railroad em-
ployes and town workers generally
are many of them working for the
farmers and will have to face the
same situation. Unemployment ex-
ists on a large scale because goods
cannot be sold, and they cannot be
sold because the industrial situation
is out of balance. Recovery will
come as the balamce is restored and
cannot come otherwise.

It is greatly to the credit of the
wage-earners as a class that the
process of readjustment has pro-
ceeded with as little friction as has
been the case thus far. Generally
there has been willingness to:make
concessions. It is not advisable that
the movement sheuld be undaly
pressed. It is better to take meore
time, although delay means that the
losses are greater, for the wage-
earners are entitled to knew why
lower wages are neces They
are interested in having the neces-
sary readjustments made in order
that industry may be on a basis that
will afferd steady and full em-

plo; t.
mrducm' s will have to go.
much further in the manufacturing

industries and in transportation be-:
fore this situation is reached. It
has been contended, and with much
force, that living costs should lead
rather than follow, wage reductions,’
and they have led at the expense of!
the earnings of farmers and at the
expense of profits and dividends,
but they have reached a point where
further price reductions are depend-
ent upon wage reductions. These
reductions, however, will not mean
a loss of purchasing power to wage-
earners, for the very reason that
wages are now the principle factor
in prices, and the cost of living,
generally speaking, will decline
accordingly.

On the other hand if further re-
ductions are not made in the in-
dustries indicated, living ,costs are
likely to rise. Already the farmers
are organizing for the purpose of
curtailing the production of agri-
cultural products. The cotten crop
this year will be 25 per cent below
the average amount required under
normal conditions to meet the de-
mand. Plans are being developed
to curtail the production of food-!
stuffs. These policies are justified
by the combinations of wage-earners
and others to maintain wages andi
the prices of town-made products a
an unfair level abeve farm products'I
The whele system of restriction is
wrong and in the end defeats the,
purpose in view of bettering living:
conditions for those who practite it,
When everybody practices it the
resalt is peorer hving copditions for!

Novel Experiment in Tracing
Currents,

Bottles are being used to trace the
course of ocean currents, and the
hunt for them along the foreshore
is invested with no inconsiderable
interest.

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The recent sailing of the White_Star
liner Baltic from Liverpool for New
York was an event of more than pass-
ing intered in the world for ocean
travel, sinde the big ship—she is 23,-
876 gross tons l!exlster, or nearly 4000
bigger than was the famous Great
Eastern—is coming out practically as
a naw vessel.

The Baltic has been in the hands of
her builders at Belfast since January,
and has been given ome of the most
thorough overhauls received by any
ship gince the war. This extended even
to the removal of the vessel’s main
engines, which were taken to the
shops where they were stripped and
examined, a process that eccurs but
rarely in the history of the ships of
the ‘size of the Baltic. The four elec-
tric engines which generate the ship’s
power and lighting current were also
stripped, and practically every amxil-
{ary in the ship was also removed to
the shops and overhauled. This job
alone employed several hundred men.

‘While the Baltic’s machinery was
thus undergeing practical rebuilding,
the ship’s passenger accommodations
for 3000 people were extensively over-
hauled. In the first-class, several ad-
ditional bathrooms were installed—
facilities that in these times make
much for popularity on a first-class
ship.. The various public rooms were
redecorated, and additional promenade
deck space was provided for second-
class passengers. The Baltic’s promen-
ade decks for the use of first cabin
passengers, are already among the
most spacious to be found.

The Baltic, originally completed in
1904, is one of the most popular of the
White Star liners, having a great re-
putation for comfort and steadiness.
She is 725 feet, 10 inches long, 75 feet
breadth and 49 feet depth. Besides her
large passenger capacity, she has car-

-go capacity of 20,000 tons. During the

world war, the Baltic was one of the

{'bulwarks of the North Atlantic pas-

senger trade, making her.runs regu-
larly between New York and Liver-
pool, in continuous peril from enemy
submarines, yet always coming
through unscathed. Throughout hostili-
ties she transported more than 32,000
American and Canadian soldiers in
safety to Europe.

The present commander of the Bal-
tic is Captain F. B. Howarth, R.N.R.,
who joined the White Star Line ip
1892, and has been a captain since
1904, He has commanded also the
Haverford, Zeppelin, Regina, Cedric
and Adriatic.—Morning Chronicle.

Each ticket has a numbér on it
which corresponds to a gossible run'
the ship may make or has previously
made, and these tickets are sold to the
highest bidder.

As the numbers around the previous
day’s run are usually strong favourites
with purchasers the bidding is hotly
contested.

When all the numbered tickets are
disposed of two tickets termed the
“High Field” and the “Low Field,” are
respectively put up for auction.

The advantages of these two are
that if tRe day’s run of the ship is less
than the lowest numbered ticket sold
the holder of the “Low Field” will win
the pool, while if the distance be great-
er then the holder of the “High Field”
will be the lucky one.

The sale of the tickets is usually
over by about a quarter to twelve, and
about that time the commander and
three of his navigating officers ascend
to the bridge to find, by the aid of the
sun, the exact position of the ship,
and, incidentally, the fate of the
sweepstake pool.

By the use of an instrument with a
graduated scale the sun, at that time
overhead, is reflected down on to the
horizon, and exactly at noon the al-
titude is read off the sextant.

This little episode is termed “Shoot-
ing the Sun!” and the instrument used
is familiarly known as a “gun”!

“When you have thoroughly over-
come any nervousness about being un-
der water and have learned that the
water naturally holds you up you can
learn to swim, to move the arms and
legs in definite strokes to gain dis-
tance and speed.

“I myself learned to swim as a child.
1 was incorrectly taught by amateurs.
One day I happened upon a book on
swimming. It inspired me to take up
the sport intelligently. First I read
the description of each stroke, and
practised the motion in my reom. After
this I went to the Y. .M C. A. pool to
practice. At the very first attempt I
found the breast and back strokes
quite easy.

“Bach of those strokes are import-
ant for life saving or resting in a long
distance swim. The scissors kick used
in the side stroke and in the trudgeon
is hard to do correctly from the de-
scription. If you have some one to
correct you, it is a great help, for it is
hard to recognize your mistakes Ly
the feeling. In the crawl, the fastest
stroke of all, the leg stroke is a quick
repeated thrashing up and down fromn
the knees near the water’s surface.

“In both the trudgeon and the
crawl double overarm stroke .is used
while the body is face down in the
water. The head is turned sideways
merely when taking breath. There
are slight differences in the arm move-
ments and breathing. In those two
strokes which a coach or teacher
would easily point out to you. I found
that in three lessons I learned enough
about these strokes to give me a great
deal to work on.”

Decreasing Negro
Population in U. 5. A.

There is almost exactly one-ninth
as many negroes as whites in the
United States, but this ratio cannot
hold long in view of the extraordi-
nary decline in the ratio of negro in-
crease.  In the last decade of the
nineteenth century the rate of in-
crease was 18 per cent.—a rate de-
cidedly below that of the native white
population (23 per cent.). In the
first decade of the present century, the
rate of increase had declined to 113
per cent., and recently the Census
Bureau reported the rate for the last
decade as 6.5 per cent., or about one-
third of the decade 1890-1900. The
explanation of this startling showing
lies in a study of birth rates and
death rates. For blacks and whites
alike the birth rate has been steadily
decreasing; but this decrease has
been specially marked in the case of
the blacks. The negro and white
populations of Mississippi, for ex-
ample, are almost equal—the negro’
being 52.2 per cent. of the whole.
Yet in 1919 in Mississippi 14,626 col-
ored people died, against only 8,142
white people. These facts have at-
tracted public notice in the United
States and served as a sharp remind-
er of the necessity of looking more
carefully to the welfare of the negro

Can sight be restored by the pro-
cess of transplanting a normal eye in
place of a blind one? Viennese medi-
cal ‘circles are at present discussing

Sight for the||

this ‘question. As the result of a
lecture delivered in Vienna, recent-
Jy, at which the claim was made that |
experiments carried out have proved
that sight can ‘be restored. Professor
Kolmer, of the Psysiological Inlﬂtute,i
explained what has been accomplish-’
ed and what is claimed.

It has been known that fish, frogs;
and other forms of aquatic life have
power to change their colour in con-
formity with their surroundings, but
that they lose this power on becom-
ing blind. Experiments were con-
ducted on the lines of observing wluti
happened when a normal eye was
transplanted in place of a blind eyo,f
and it was found that fish, frogs, ete., |
recovered their power of adndnt
themselves to their surroundings, re-
action being somewhat slower than
in the case of fish with their original
eyes.

To test whether tihs recovery of
the power of adaptability was due to
recovered sight and whether sight
itself jiad been really recovered, the
fish were put in a tank and a ray of
light passed through the water. Fish
and other forms of life on which the
experiment was tried reacted to light
in a manner similar to those ani-
mals wheih have normal sight, avoid-
ing strong light and moving towards
the ray of light coming through the
darkmess. It was also discovered that

fish, etc., with a transpalnted eye, re-|.

covered the function of eating, which
they .lose when blind. The eyes-so
transplanted have been mostly from
one to another of a similar family,
such as from fish to fish, frog to frog,
although in the lower forms- of life
some variation in the family of ani-
mals have been equally successful.
Good results have also been obtained
from experiments on rats, which is a
very high form of life. The discovery
was first made by Theodor Koppanyi,
a young Hungarian student at the
University here, Professor Kolmer
merely supervising and assisting.—
Ex.
