2. The operator undertakes and
agrees to establish and install upon
or in connection with the said timber
limits, one or more rossing plants,
and one or more saw-mills, each saw-
mill with a ecapaity to saw not :ess
than twenty-five thousand feet board
measure per day, and to complete
same and put same into operation on
or before October 31st, 1924.

3. In addition to the rentals payable
under Chapter 129, Consolidated
Statutes (3rd Series), entitled “Of
Crown Lands, Timber, Mines and Min-
erals,” and amendments thereof with
regard to the sald timber areas, and
to the royalties on sawn lumber now
imposed and made payable by the
said Acts, the operator shall pay in
lieu of export duty and royalties on
pulpwood during the said term of
twenty-five years as follows: On every
cord or fraction thereof shipped for
export by him during the first year
free, during the two following years
at the rate of twenty-five cents per
cord, and then for thé remainder of
the said term at the rate of fifty cents
per cord. Such payments shall be
made from time to time as and when
such shipments are made, and for the
purpose of determining the amount
so payable from time to time, the re-
cords of the export furnished to the
Department of Customs, shall be
prima facle evidence of the euantity
ghipped.

4. The Government may at any time
appoint a person to supervise and
check each shipment as it is loaded on
board ship or other comveyance, and
the operator shall at all times give
reasonable facility to such person for
the purpose of ascertaining and veri-
fying the amount of the shipments.

6. The operators agree to com-
mence operations before November
80th, 1923.

At a special meeting of the Execut-
ive Council on Saturday it was decided
to secure the services of a qualified
English jurist to be Chief of the Com-
mission that will, on behalf of the

When newspaper men to earn their
livelihood are forced to compromise | men,
with conscience by writing = things
they know are untrue and are in-
tended to serve a sinister purpose, we
are witnessing the breakdown of the
mewspaper man's sense of public re-
sponsibility; for falsehood cannot and
never ¥ill harmonize with the con-
cept of truth or honour. It destroys
that public confidence in the . daily
press upon which rests the stability
of the newspaper. Those who own or

STRESSMAN ATTEMPTS FORMA.
TION OF CABINET.
BHRLIN, Aug. 13.

After accepting the task Sunday of
forming the new government follow-
ing the resignation of Chancellor Wil-
helm Cuno and Cabinet, Dr. Gustave
Stressman, leader of the German
People’s Party, held a conference with
representatives of various parties.
The greatest difficulty seems in con-
nection with Foreign Minister, and it
is thought possible that he will take
the. post himself temporarily. -The
Cabinet, it is thought, will be of a
strictly political character, including
representatives of United Socialist,
Clerical, Peoples, and Democratic
parties. The United Socialists have
made it'known they expect to have
four- seats in the ministry. The aban-
donment of Chancellor Cuno by
Socialists was commonly accepted as
a concession to their Radical follow-
ing, and a counter to Communists
who are utilizing the nation’s distress
as a means of mobilizing working
classes around Red Flag. It may be
said that Herr Cuno was purely a vic-
tim of the economic crigsis, as the
middle parties supporting him were
still inclined to stand by his govern-
‘ment. But at last they realized the
futility of maintaining him in position
of Chancellor 16 the face of two hun-
dred hostile Labor votes in the Reich-
stag. The Chancellor’s political sup-
porters and President Ebert finally
impressed him with the hopelessness
of such a proposal and he concluded :
to resign. The party ocoalition which
hereafter will octupy the government
benches will command the majority,
which is opposed by only seventy-one
Nationalist and twenty-six Commun-
ists vates out of a total of found hun-
dred and sixty-nine. Dr. Stressman,
born in 1878, is one of the most fluent
speakers in the Reichstag and an out
and out party man.

How Population is
Lost to Canada.

(By Dr. Clitton D. Howe, M. F., Act-
ing President, Canadian Forestry
Agsociation.)

(Saturday Evening Post.)

The disastrous effect of a forest
policy which compels the lumber in-
dustry to migrate from place to place
is to be found not oaly in the forest
itself and on the farm, but, also, in
the larger towne. Throughout Hast-
ern Canada there are many towns
onoe growing and prosperous, but
now declinjag and  discouraged be-
cagse the saw-mill, or other wood-
using establishment, has gone out of
business through the failure of forest
supplies. They are in the condition
which the commercial traveller so
aptly designates as “dead.”

The older men of my readers will
at once reqnll {llustrations of wh-g
I mean, but for the benefit of the
younger men let me give ohe exam-
ple. Forty years ago the town had a
population of 1,300. Thén came &
saw-mill, or at least the old mill was
rejuvenated and enlarged. In tem
years the town had a population of
3,000 and in another decade it had
reached 8,800.
‘output of the mill declined and about
fitteen years ago the - work became
spasmodic and finally the mill went
out of business because the river
valiey above had been logged out.
The population decreased with the
declining fortunes of the mill until
pow thé town has less people than
{t had 40 years ago. Stores and shops
heve been abandoned; whole streets
have vacant, tumble-down houses.

Exhibition ground is the largest that
has ever been laid out for such a pur-
pose, and on this ground a spacious
town {s now- springing up. Some
idea -of the measurements may be
gathered from the Stadium, the outer
circumference of which is half a mile.
But the Stadinm does not cover the
greatest floor space among the Ex-
hibition buildings. The great Hall of
Machinery extends over half a million
square feet. The whole of Trafalgar
Square, with the National Gallery,
Charring Cross, and the Strand as far
as Duncannot Street on the west and
Spring Gardens on the east, could be
laid out within this colossal Hall
Five railway bays are now provided
inside the building for the tranship-
ment of exhibits directly into their
The Palace of Industry is near-
ly at large. That, too, has direct
communication. with the adjacent
railways. Yet huge as these build-
ings are, practically all the =space
available it already let to exhibitors.

Besides these two gigantic erec-
tions, Australia’s great building will
kave an area of 130,000 square feet,
and thé Commonwealth is spending
£200,000 upon its exhibits. Canada
will have a pavilion that will cover
nearly 100,000 square feet, while two
great Canadian railway companies
will occupy another 20,000. New Zeal-
and is spending £60,000, South Afri-
ca £100,000, the West African group
£100,000, India £167,000, The other
members of the Imperial family are
gpending proportl,onate dmounts.
Nearly twenty buildings have been de-
signed for the _different  cquntries.
Some/are in process of erection; some
of them have not yét had their foun-
dations laid.” In addition to these—
the Exhibition bBullding proper—there
are restaurants, places of entertain-
ment, colonnades, and kiosks innum-
erable. .

Two problems arising from the
wide extent of the Exhibition may he
mentioned here, (1) that of artificial
light, (2) that of artificial locomo-
tion—for the .big -distances. make it
necegsary to consider the fatigue .in-
volved “in merely moving from. one
point of interest to another. Ar-
rangements have been made for the
installation both in the buildings and
the grounds of a system of . flood:
lighting .in ‘varying tones of golour,
which will get rid of the ugly glare
of the arch lamp. Some two miles of
moving roads are also to be installed,
travelling at two rates of speed, up-
on which passengers may stand or sit
as they desire. It is proposed to sup-
plement this contrivance with a ser-
vice of small electric trolleys some-
what sjmilar to these in use to-day
at -the railway stationa for the con-
veyance of luggage.

Misgivings have been.expressed re-
garding the accessibility of the Hx-
hibition, but they may be  dismissed
once and for all. The fact is that
Wembley to-day is as easily aceessible
as Hyde Park 'was in 1851; perhaps
even more so. The rallway communi-
cations have been amplified; the road
approaches have been epormously
improved; parking grounds are being
provided for motor cars and omnibus-
es. That there is no sort of difficulty
in getting to and from the Exhihition
the “Cup Day" experience showed
pretty conclusively, when the ohly
trouble was that the transport au-
thorities “delivered the goods” in the
shape of visjtors at a rate for which
the football authorities were mot prey
pared. That“lesson was perhaps a
useful one, and will not need to be re-
peated.
