We are glad to learn that for 
the past two months not a single 
case of juvenile larceny has been 
brought to the attention of the 
authorities. This constitutes a 
record in the annals of the police, 
and while it may be premature 
and perhaps ‘unwise to jump to 
conclusions, it is nevertheless 
gratifying news to those who 
are interested in boy life, and 
leads them to hope that their 
work on behalf of the children 
may be bearing fruit.

In this work a great responsi­
bility rests upon the shoulders 
of the Probationary Officer, and 
in selecting Inspector Nose- 
worthy for the task the authori­
ties showed good judgment. Not 
only has he proved himself cap­
able, but he seems to possess 
the right mixture of sound 
common sense, tact and senti­
ment. all of which are essential 
qualifications if the work is to 
be carried out successfully.

The Brigades and the Scout 
organizations are influences at 
work to give the boy an incen­
tive, to absorb his surplus en­
ergy, and to mould his charac­
ter. The Rotamns have given 
their time to the study of his 
problems, and have spent their 
money freely in their desire to 
make the boy feel that he Is a 
very important member of so­
ciety, and that it is up to him 
to prove that he is In all things 
a very desirable and reliable 
citizen. Last and most import­
ant of all, the churches are 
striving to instil religious prin­
ciples which are essential to the 
checking of vicious^ tendencies 
and to the development of a 
healthy moral tone.

a new form by the Premier in the 
course of to-night’s House of Com­
mons debate: “We have a short time, 
and I am afraid it is going to be only 
a short time, during which this coun­
try can-rest absolutely secure in the 
confidence that no war will overtake 
it within a certain limited number of 
years. Wo can use that time by mere­
ly trusting to the development of 
military defences, thereby encourag­
ing and inviting every other country 
to trust to exactly the same thing. We 
can use a year or two in pursuing a 
totally different policy of keeping the 
military forces right down to a 
nucleus and keeping them efficient. 
No ruet; don’t make any . mistake 
about that; no rust, no disintegration. 
Brains, energy and decision all that 
time, hut an absolute nucleus, noth­
ing more than a nucleus. During that 
time, this country ought to show the 
same energy and the same decision 
in pursuing other matters as it has 
shown in achieving security. The 
Government will be ready to enter 
into agreements and arrangements 
for disarmament and take steps ‘ to­
wards disarmament, but if these ad­
vances fail then this nation will un­
fortunately have to go back to other 
considerations."

CONSERVATIVE AMENDMENT TO 
ADDRESS IN REPLY DEFEATED.

OTTAWA, March 1».'
By a rote of 167 to 46 a Govern­

ment majority of 121 the House of 
Commons this Wednesday morning 
defeated the Conservative amendment 
to the Address in Reply to the Speech 
from the Throne.

Matters of Moment

GENEVA, Feb. '0 (À.P.)—As Ohs Of 
Ihe slogans of the new British labor 
csbinet Is that more use be made of 
the League of Nations in the effort to 
put Europe’s political house in order, 
special interest is attached here to the 
League which will be held at Geneva 
beginning March 10. On that occa­
sion Lord Parmoor will make his of­
ficial entrance on the league stage as 
the representative of Great Britain, re­
placing Lord Robert Cecil.

Lord Parmoor’s program of activity 
Is still an unknown quantity, but as 
Premier MacDonald bas come out for 
the admission of Germany and Russia 
to the league, the new British delegate 
may come to Geneva with some tan­
gible suggestions calculated to hasten 

"ihe advent of the two great European 
lowers who are still outside the league 
portal. Interallied military control Of 
the Rhine district as linked up with 
the great problem of security for 
France, constitutes a weighty matter 
that may find an echo at the March 
council reunion. League officials point 
out that the treaty of Versailles pro­
vides that under certain conditions in­
terallied control of affected German 
territory passes to the League of Na­
tions, so that the question of league 
direction does not present difficulties 
once the great powers and Germany, 
reach an accord and accept the impar­
tial Geneva jurisdiction.

Several other matters of importance 
occupy a place on the March agenda. 
Americans will be Interested to the 
presence at Geneva of Norman H. 
Davis, formerly assistant secretary of 
state, who is expected to deliver In 
person the report of his special com­
mission on the complicated Memel dis-

ence for the reduction of air and un­
dersea warships.

Undoubtedly, he said, there had 
been marvellous progress in every 
way during the 19th century, but he 
thought future historians would agree 
the most remarkable movement of the 
century was the development of state- 
aided education, with the state In 
practically all civilized countries in­
sisting that every child must be given 
at least an elementary education. This 
movement had grown from nothing 
before 1826, until to-day almost im­
measurable sums were being expend­
ed on state-aided education. He at­
tributed the feverish haste Of this 
movement for education of the com­
mon people to the transference of 
power from kings and privileged 
classes to the democracy.

On the other hand, he pointed out 
that the lofty dreams of Franklin 
and others that universal education 
would end crime and war and empty 
the jails had proven fallacious, since 
both war and crime continued, and 
even juvenile crime was. If anything, 
on tlje increase. This meant either 
that education had been over-valued, 
or that children were being given 
the wrong sort of education, with a 
question as to whether the Inconceiv­
able sums being spent on publie ed­
ucation were producing the right re­
sults.

Since the State spent so much for 
education It had the right to ex­
pect at least that the schools should 
tujn out sufficient citizens, not spec- ,

worse .with mere lists of statistics 
and facts, and nothing to give really 
useful information about countries, 
the causes of their climates and their 
products, vital matters In after life.

In our last article we spoke of the 
inception of the Great Exhibition of 
1861. On January 3, 1860, a Royal 
Commission was appointed, à sub­
scription list was headed by Queen 
Victoria for £1,000, and a site was 
chosen in Hyde Park near the spot 
on which the Albert Memorial now 
stands. Here was erected the first 
mammoth building composed almost 
entirely of iron and glass, and aptly 
called the “Crystal Palace." At first 
it was proposed to have a solid struc­
ture, but eventually a design hurried­
ly made by Mr. afterwards Sir Jos­
eph) Paxtdn, the celebrated horticul­
turist at Chatsworth, who had con­
siderable experience in the erection 
of conservatories, was adopted. St. 
Peter’s at Rome, took 300 years to 
build, and it was 35 years before St. 
Paul’s Cathedral in London was com 
dieted, bnt this palace of glass was 
begun and finished in the short space 
of seven months. Commenced on 
September 26, 1860, it was opened by 
Queen Victoria on May 1, 1861. Near­
ly twice the breadth and fully four 
times the length of St. Paul’s, it cov 
ered nearjr twenty acres, and-contain­
ed eight miles of tables. Its cost was 
exactly £170,030. 18s. Sd., and, cur­
iously enough, Its length was 1861 ft. 
corresponding with the year in which 
it was built.

It would be impossible in the space 
of this article to describe the exhib­
its, which exceeded 17,000 and com­
prised most of the best productions 
in the different branches of art, manu­
factures, etc., from all parts of the 
ivilized globe. It attracted visitors 
from all quarters of the earth. The 
"Koh-i-noor" diamond,, estimated to 
he worth nearly £3,000,000, was lent 
by Qvreen^Victotria. Abundantly ful- 
fielled wav the Scheme of the promot­
ers. It was to he “a world of nature 
and Art collected at the call of the 
Queen of Cities—a competition in 
which every country might have a 
place and every variety of intellect its 
claim and chance of distinction. 
Nothing great, or beautiful, or useful, 
be Its native home where it might: 
not a discovery or Invention, how­
ever humble or obscure ; not a candi­
date, however lowly his rank, but 
would obtain admission, and he es­
timated to the full amount of genu­
ine worth. x It was to the to the 19th 
what the tournament had been to the 
14th and 15th centuries—a challenge 
and welcome to all comers; and to 
which every land could send, not its 
brightest dame and bravest lance, as 
of yore, but its best produce and 
happiest device for the promotion of 
universal happiness and brother­
hood."

The Exhibition continued open for 
and was visited by no less 

than 6,170,000 persons, averaging 43,- 
536 a day. That the venture was a 
financial success cannot, be doubted, 
for after payment of expenses there 
was a surplus of about £200,000, 
which was placed in the hands of the 
Commissioners to i romote the South 
Kensirgton Museum. It was said that 
at one time—namely 2 o’clock on Oct.
7—there was as many as 93,000" per 
sons within the building, and there is 
no like vast assembly recorded In 
either ancient or modern annals as 
having been gathered together, it may 
be said, in one room. Within a few 
months after the closing of the Ex­
hibition, the building was pulled 
down, and the materials sold for1 
£ 70,600, were shortly afterwards 
used In the construction of the pres­
ent Crystal Palace.at Sydenham.

Bombing of Cities
SEEN AS FEATURE OF NEXT WAR.

Cleveland, Mar. 6.—Belligerent na­
tions will not try to kill enemy sol­
diers In the next war, Benedict Crow- 
el, assistant secretary of war under 
former President Wilson, declared 
here in a recent address.

“The League of Natoins Is failing," 
declared Mr. Crowell. “The nation or 
group of nations which ; enters the 
next War adequately equipped with 
tanks, gas and airplanes, will win a 
quick and probably decisive victory. 
In the next war, governments will use 
sneezing or laughing gas, or anesthe­
tics, to put men temporarily out of 
the fighting. Death dealing gases 
were used less and less as the last 
war progressed, and that shows the 
tendency. A high ranking German of: 
fleer said after the armistice that it 
was General Tank’ and not the grai­
ns of Marshal Foch that turned the 
tide against the Germans.

"Airplanes will jump over armies 
and attack the directing brains be­
hind. I believe that bombing of cities 
is not only justifiable, but will be 
carried out In the next war. Supply 
depots and junction points will be de­
stroyed and the morale of the civil­
ians behind the lines impaired."

Produce and Provisions.
(Trade Review).

Codfish—Owing to the non-arrival 
of the malls from Europe there was 
nothing particularly new to be glean­
ed during the week as to the con­
dition of the foreign fish markets. As 
far as is known sales at good figures 
are steady, and with the loading of a 
steamer due to arrive here soon, *d 
with the forwarding of a few more 
cargoes per vessel, the local market 
will be cleared out, and exporters 
with whom the Trade Review has 
spoken are unanimous in the belief 
that the last of the 1923 catch will 
be marketed to advantage. The re­
port from the Oporto market for the 
week showed stocks of Newfoundland 
fish to be 40,343 quintals, consump­
tion 2,843 quintals, while the Nor­
wegian stocks held there totalled 6,- 
228 quintals, and consumption 1,200. 
The clearances during the week were 
by S.S. Silvia for New York, 2,097 
quintals codfish, 29 tons cod oil, 2 
tuns cod liver oil, 22 tes. salmon and 
337 barrels herring; by the schr. Dav­
id Morris for Alicante, 4,700 quintals, 
shipped by Geo. M. Barr, and schr. 
Andreas, for Seville, 3,050 quintals. 
The schr. Ronald M. Douglas is being 
loaded at Gaultols by T. Garland for 
Oporto.

Common Cod OH—The comparat- 
tively small stock of cod oil held in 
the country is being gradually work­
ed off, sales being regularly effected 
of small quantities to United States 
and European purchasers. Though no 
fancy prices have been received most 
sellers are coming out in the sale of 
their goods on the right side, and it 
now looks as if all this particular 
class of oil will be profitably dispos­
ed of In the near future. It Is thought 
that htere will be a good market next 
season for the oil emanating from the 
1924 catch of codfish, and more than 
likely much of this class of goods 
will be processed during the prose-. 
cutiou of the coming fishery. |

Cod Liver OB—Like common oil 
there is some business being dope in 
the refined oil market, but no great 
quantities are being disposed of and 
the foreign market at present is not j 
very active. There Is very little re- | 
fined oli left in this country as far as j 
can be ascertained, and the balance ! 
will he closed off early dealers be-j 
lieve. People who have an eye to the j 
future believe that Newfoundland oil | 
will come to the front this year owing j 
to the first class reports of specialists j 
as to the excellence of the article and j 
all who can do so would be well ad- I 
vised to go into the manufacture of 
this article. Dealers believe the in­
dustry has a very promising future j 
and if the coming" fishery is up to the 
normal or even above the average, ! 
there will be a good market for all 
the refined oil we can produce. Tnip 
will be especially so if the Norweg­
ian fishery is much below the aver­
age as there is every indication there 
will be. Though the fish, caught to 
date is well livered, it is thought the 
shortage in the volume of oil turned 
out will redound to our advantage, 
and that the goods we have to offer 
will find a receptive and paying mar­
ket.

Flour—There is- a steady demand 
for flour, but no business of any vol­
ume was transacted during the week. 
Stocks are getting low’ and only aver­
age imports are recorded these days. 
Like all other classes of goods the 
flour market at the present time is not 
very brisk, but with the passing of a 
few weeks there should be a marked 
revival in trade. Taken all round.

the market at present is strong and 
prices for April and May delivery wrill 
be high, as far as we can learn from 
the importers. The wholesale price 
in the local market quoted during 
the week wer^ $8.10 per barrel for the 
best brands, and $1.60 for other qual­
ities.

Pork—The pork market during the 
week was steady, and though no 
large sales were recorded a fairly 
good average business was done in 
this article. The price has been 
somewhat higher than formerly, the 

I past two weeks or so, and dealers ex­
pect no lower figures for some time 
to come, though they do not antici­
pate any advance on present quota­
tions. The supply of bogs In the 
west has, we understand, been In­
creasing of late, and packers are 
now securing the stocks they require 
to keep the markets in future up to 
the standard, so that by the time the 
supplying for the fishery begins there 
will be plenty of goods available to 
meet the demand, which will likely be 
brisk when the season opens. The 
wholesale prices qupted here this 
week were, Loins, $32; Fat Back, $30.- 
50; S.C. Clear, $30.50; Family Mess, 
$30; Regular Plate, $29.50; Bacon 
Pork, $27.60; and Spare Ribs, $24.75.

Beef—The beef market during the 
week retained its steady normal tone, 
and though like pork, no large sales 
were registered, the amount of busi­
ness done was pretty good, and there 
are prospects of a more active market 
in the near future, while of course 
the late spring and early summer 
months will show a great improve­
ment in the volume of trade which 
will be done. Stocks of beef now

here are not heavy, but the Importa 
will likely increase as time passes, 
and an increasing demand becomes 
evident. It-looks as if there to a 
good dear of truth In the report that 
the supply of horned cattle haa not 
been as large as other years, and 
dealers here say that of late some 
grades have been growing scarce, this 
being especially the case with flank 
beef, of which at present there to 
only a small quantity available. Deal­
ers declare that there is up to date 
nothing to indicate that figures for 
beet will ^e any lower than those 
now quoted, though at present (ex­
cept In the case of the grade which 
shows a tendency to become scarce), 
there is nothing to show that there 
will be any great advance on the mar­
ket prices ruling at this writing. The 
figures, wholesale, In the local mar­
ket this week are, Bos Flank, $26.60; 
Extra Family, $24.50; Family Special, 
$23; Boneless, $21.75; Boneless New 
York, $22.76.

Sugar—Like most other classes of 
goods there was nothing of special 
Importance to be said of the sugar 
market during the week. Trade in 
sugar goes along evenly and sales are 
fairly regular and up to the average 
for this dull season of the year. Deal 
ers say that the market has become 
a good deal easier and of late the 
price has fallen by about 10 cents per 
100 pounds. As the summer season 
approaches the trade in sugar will 
likely assume • much greater activity 
and prices will, It is thought, be rea­
sonable, hs the sugar crop will af­
ford a fairly good- supply as we have 
ample stocks here to mdfet every de­
mand is always equal to the supply, 
May. Later In the season the sugar 
now on.hand will be supplemented by 
considerable imports. The prices 
quoted wholesale -during the week 
were. Granulated in barrels, $9.60; In 
Sacks of 100 pounds, $9.60; and 
Brown, in sacks, $9.15.

Ten—There has been a fairly active 
market In tea during the week, tho’ 
of course, like others, the volume-of 
business done has not been large, nor 
to much looked forward to for sever­
al weeks yet, when thejspring trade 
begins to show up. Tea took a slight­
ly upward trend recently, and this 
particularly applied to the Ceylon 
market The belief expressed by lo­
cal dealers during the week is that 
prices will be higher later, though 
whether the advance will be very 
marked It to difficult yet to say. More 
and more tea to being consumed in 
the world as the years go by, and no 
matter how prolific the crop the de­
mand i salways-equal to the suppl?, 
so that no great change In prices now 
quoted may be looked for. The fig­
ures at present quoted vary largely 
according to the grade sought, and 
wholesale figures in the local market 
vary from 34 to 80 cents, the latter 
figure applying to the vqry superior 
qualities. '

Hay & Oats—Both these markets 
are now showing milch improvement 
and trade in baled hay (Canadian) 
shows signs of expansion right along. 
Owing to the adverse weather and 
other circumstances during the past 
week there was no particular stir 
and the demand for the goods Is evi­
dent, and the future for the market 
promises well, as the stocks of the 
local grown goods are being used up. 
The price remains the same, round 
about $36.00 per ton. Activity in 
oats is general and the future gives 
promise of good trade in this article. 
Stocks held are fairly large, and dur­
ing the past few weeks figures for 
P.E.I. oats advanced by about 20 cents 
the bushel wholesale, the prices are 
about $3.50 the sack of four "bushels 
to $3.35 fçr mixed oats.

“One of these,” he explained, “is the 
Straits of Messina, between Slcilly 
and Italy, where in 1908, a very de­
structive earthquake took place. An­
other ie the junction of the Pacific arc 
with the Indo-Malayan arc. This is 
in the region of Java and the Philip­
pines. Some exceedingly devastating 
earthquakes have taken place In those 
regions. Another place is the Chil­
ean coast, and sfill another Is along 
the San Andreas Rift In California.

“Perhaps the most unstable part of 
the earth’s crust to-day is in the 
northwest part of the Pacific, border­
ing the great Tttscarora Deep. A 
broad belt of folded rocks includes 
the entire archipelago of Japan, the 
lyiilippines and New Guinea in the 
western Pacific, and this belt runs 
right around the Pacific ocean. This 
is the first major feature of the Pa­
cific.

The Gardens have just received a 
specimen of Pere David’s Deer, > 
nearly extinct animal, of which very 
little Is known. No one can say whence 
it originally came, but its ancestors 
were preserved, in a half-tame state, 
In the park of one of the Imperial 
palaces at Peking. Pere David, a 
French missionary, sent home in 1868 
the first skull and skin ever seen In 
Europe. Later on a few living speci­
mens followed, and aroused much in- ! 
terest among naturalists, who had not 
so much as heard of this curious deer 
with a tail like a monkey’*. In, 1900 
there was a flood In Peking; part of 
the park walls fell, the royal deer 
escaped, and the local peasants 
revelled In venison. Almost the only 
survivors are at Woburn, Bedford­
shire, where the Duke of Bedford, j 
President of the Zoological Society, 
has a small herd.
