John’s Rotary Club, Chairman Rotar-
fan “Tim” Hartnett introduced Hon.
A. B. Morine, M.LLC., who gave a
very practical and forceful address
on “Developing Our Tourist Traffic.”

The tourist attractions of this coun-
try—our scenery, climate, fish and
game, are the best in British North
/America, but we need to advertise the
fact. There are yet many prospective
tourists who think that Newfound-
land is the next thing to the North
Pole. We must convince them' that our
climate in sumimer is, as it is—Iideal.
Travelling ffom Detroit to Toronto
and New York, Mr. Morine had passed
through some very pretty stretches
of country, but none could compare
with the scenery around St. John’s,
and no attractions could he find to
equal those of the fish and game of
Newfoundland. True, it is, the roads
are good abroad, and distant places
are very easy of access; but after

motoring a couple of hundred miles
the sameness becomes monotonous.
But, in this country, with our rivers
teeming with salmon
from June to August, excellent cli-

mate and beautiful scenery, there is |

something to offer tourists—a variety
which they cannot obtain -so readily
and in such abundance in British
North America as in Newfoundland.
Our Caribou—the big attraction to
sportsmen, need protection; and it is
to be hoped that the matter of having
a close season for two or three years
will be considered seriously by the
Game Board. Our Moose are increas-
ing rapidly, and it is understeod that
further importations will be made.
With reference to these splendid
attractions which we have to offer,
however, we have first -to provide
facilities for tourists when they come
here. It is of very little avail to con- |
gratulate ourselves on our possessions |
it we are not prepared to put them |
within reach of the outside world, to |
the benefit of the country.

FORMER ROYAL ARTIST.

Berlin, Nov. 22.—One of the mosat
startling cases in the history of coun-
terfeiting had its conclusion here yes-
tetrday when a Berlin court sentenced
Ivan Miassoyedoff, Russian artist and
former favorite of Russian Royalty
and his young sweetheart, Malvinana
Bernici, to three years and six
months in prison for manufacturing
and distributing British pound and
American dollar notes.

With the aid of a band of other
ccunterfeiters, composed of former
Russian officers, Miassoyedoff and his
pretty Italian accomplice circulated
counterfeit currency throughout Eu-
rope, disposing of a total of $30,000,
but according to the evidence, very
little American money was put into
circulation.

Their counterfeit British notes were
so perfect that the Reichsbank ex-
perts had to send them to the Bank
of England to confirm its suspicion.
Miassoyedoff was formerly a member
of the Imperial Russian Academy of
Fine Arts, and many of his works
were bought by the Czar’s family.

Last of the Lotteries

Ninety-eight years ago the last
English State lottery was drawn.

The State lotteries were participat-
ed in by all classes of people, and
were held at intervals for all sorts of
objects. Westminster Bridge owes its
existence to one such lottery. the
British Museum to another.

Usually the drawing, which took
place in public. was performed by a
boy chosen by lot from amongst the
scholars of the Bluecoat School, who
received for his trouble the sum of
one guinea.

The coin was solemnly handed to
him on a small silver salvér by the
senior presiding officer. :

Unsystematic
Departmental
Methods

e

The system found in operation
or the lack of it in wvarious
branches of the public service
has been a continual source of
trouble to the Government since
they took office, and a great deal
of time and thought is being
given to the question' of re-or-
ganization. © Already - many im-
provements have -been made and
other changes are under consid-
eration. Honesty and efficiency
are essential qualities in public
servants, but until there is a
system which will enable the
work to be done in a prompt and
businesslike manner, there will
continue to be considerable over-
lapping and confusion, and con-
sequently dissatisfaction on ‘the
part of the public.

Among the many problems
which the Government have be-
fore them none appears to call
more urgently for attention than
that of improved hospital facili-
ties. Apart from the institutions
at St. Anthony and at Twillin-
gate, the General Hospital has
to attend to the many demands
€from all over the country, and
the accommodation there is al-
ways overtaxed. Tn order to cope
with the cases which the Gen-
eral is unable to take, patients
have been from time to time
sent to private hospitals in the
city. The charges for those who
are unable to pay their own ex-
penses are of course met by the
yovernment,

To these private hospitals
great credit is due for the re-
sponse that they have made un-
der the circumstances, and for
the manner in which they have
dealt with the cases that have
come under their care, but this
method of meeting the difficulty
does not altogether commend
itself for various reasons. In the
first place hospital accommoda-
tion should be available. In the
second place the emergency ar-
rangement makes any system of
official supervision or adminis-
tration of the service as a whole
impossible, and thirdly it is too
expensive. It might also be ad-
ded that the arrangement does
not tend to serve the patients’
interests as it is impossible for
these private institutions to pro-
vide the up-to-date appliances
with which the General is fully
equipped.

In an article which appeared
in the Telegram in March last
attention wag'called to the fact
that while only 110-120 beds
were available in‘ the General,
there had been for some time a
waiting list in- the Department
of Health censtanﬁnz some 700
names. Several of these patients
died before their tusn came for
admission, othe:mhcovered un-

We have suggested before and
we repeat that considerable con-
fusion’ arises in connection with

after by the City Department of
Health, and the Maxlstrates who
are also Health'Officers in the
various outlying settlements. To
have applications :made direct to
‘the Hoqntsl‘ itself or to ‘some
central Body which was part of
the hospltaf orgamzatlon, the
waiting list kept there, patients
notified to report as their turn
came due, and their ailments in-
vestigated with a view to decid-
ing in what institution in par-
ticular they should be placed,
would be far more effective than
the present 'system. Further, it
would res “in applications
being considered on their merits,
and neither .the -district repre-
sentative nor anyone but the
regular authorities would be
permitted to have any say in the
matter. The former, we feel safe
in saying, would be very glad to
be relieved of this duty which.is
so often forced upon him.

Another peculiar arrangement
which has resulted from the nu-
merous and incessant demands
made on the district Health Offi-
cer is that patients have been
sent on to St. John’s before they
have been notifie¢ to “report.
The consequence is. that in
many boarding houses in the
city are persons who are being
kept there for an  indefinite
length of time at the expense
of the public. 8o far as being
admitted to the Hospital is con-
cerned, they are not one bit bet-
ter off than they would be in
their own homes.

We have referred to chronic
cases that are at present occupy-
ing beds in the General Hospi-
tal. Some of them may be in-
curable, others require treat-
ment which from its very na-
ture must necesarily take con-
siderable time. In the mean-
while many persons requiring

ly disposed of and their health
restored are awaiting admis-
sion. At present there is no
provision made for the former.
Yesterday it was announced
that a Commission had been ap-
pointed to make an investigation
into the general - operations of
the public institutions, We are
unaware of the lines along
which this Commission will
work, but we trust in the gigan-
tic task that has been under-
taken the question of accommo-
dation for this class of patient
will be considered.

would normally be £2 13s, ($11.66.)

Sir Frederick Asks a Question.

“Now will you please tell me,” ask-
ed Sir Frederick, “how your Coast
Guard was able to arrive at those
figures? It is a natural presumption
to consider the Coast Guard is sta-
tioned to stop smugglers from land-
ing goods. But in relation to whisky
it appears it not only made a careful
check of the number of cases landed
in New York City during the period of
two years, but that it actually notified
the Collector of the Port of this fact.
I cannot understand it.

“I am not decrying American pub-
lic officials nor American public ser-
vants; don’t misunderstand me. DBut
a shipload of liquor is a rather bulky
affair. It must be carted somewhere.
It must be carted from the landing
place to some warehouse. And it
must then be redistributed from that
warehouse to its ultimate customers.
How it gets there is none of my busi-
ness. But I don’t see how they can
check it so accurately.

U.S. Navy an Asset
in Peace and War

Washington, Nov. 22.—Moderniza-
tion of the six older battleships of the
American fleet is essential, Secretary
Wilbur declared to-day in his annual
report, “if our ratio of naval strength
is to be ‘maintained.” He indicated his
intention to renew the Department’s
much debated recomrhendation for a
special appropriation for that purpose.

The report omitted the annual study
of the Navy General Board relating to
supplementary construction required
to round out the flieet, and made no di-
rect reference to the programme of
ten eruisers and sundry auxiliary craft
which failed of passage in the final
hours last session. The Secretary is
understood to have decided to treat
this subject in a special report sent to
the House sub-committee on mnaval
appropriations. Neither did he in-
clude in his annual report any recom-
mendation for a change in the Navy’s
authorized personnel of 86,000.

‘While the rep’ort of the General
Board for the current year thus is
with-held from publication, it is said
in naval circles to have stressed the
increasing necessity for expediency
a construction programme to correct
deficiencies in the fleet which, the
board held, now prevents the United
States from maintaining - its proper
ratio under the limitations treaty.
With respect to aircraft, Secretary
Wilbur said the special board appoint-
ed to develop a policy had not com-
pleted its work, but had gone far
enough to make certain that the navy
already recognizes the importance of
the air arm to a modern fleet. The
recent contract for a patrol plane cap-
able of a sustained flight from San
Diego to Honolulu is believed to have
had more than casual connection with
this study.

“The policy of maintaining the fleet
on the Pacific Coast is approved and
should be adhered to.” The Secretary
gaid, adding that facilities there for
its maintenance should be extended.

Inadequate funds for repair were
the cause-of a lowered material cond-
dition in the fleet during the past
year, he said, and this condition might
be expected to become more. serious
as the ships aged. A subsidiary effect
of inadequate appropriations would
be a breaking up of expert navy yard
organizations, the report warned.

The battleships Wyoming, Florida,
Utah and Arkansas were found “un-
safe for fleet work” because of impair-
ed boilers, the Secretary reported, but
he said temporary repairs had been
made on all except the Florida, which
still is out of commission. He char-
acterized the reboilering of these un-
its as “a military necessity.”

Declaring the scrapp(mg programme
was progressing according to sched-
ule, Secretary Wilbur predicted its
completion well within the period al-
loted by the Washington conference
agreements. Although the report was
written before the filing of the recent
injunction suit to prevent the sinking |
in target practice of the uncompleted
battleship Washington, the Secretary
devoted considerable space to a de-
scription of the tests to which that
ship was to be put. It was the only
hull, the Secretary said, which em-
bodied new constructural ideas in-
tended to meet modern mining and
aerial attack, and the department re-
garded it as essential that information
be obtained of the efficiency of such
installation. Had the Washington not
been available, the report said, it

London, Nov, 24.—(Canadian Press) ;

—“On the old London steam under-
ground railway nobody travelled ex-
cept under compulsion,” said Basil
Mott, in his inaugural address as Pre-
sident of the Imstitution of Civil En-
gineers. Mr. Mott gave an interesting
review of the London traffic problem.
He has been closely connected with
the developmeént of the Tube railway
system, and is a ‘well-known consult-
ing engineer in London.

The opening of what has since been
developed into the City and South Lon-
don- Railway was followed by promo-
tion of 32 tube railways, of which 17
were authorized. A reaction followed
and some excellent schemes that would
have been of value to London were
thrown out. It was now improbable’

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«Mr. Johd MeCoubrey of!‘btrlbhns
sends word that he intends starting a
newspaper to be called “The Times”
of St. John's, and promises to give us
all the lategt news, and he will press
diligently - mmrd for the advance-
ment and ¥ ire of Newfoundland.”

The Mf. MeCoubrey mentioned
above was the grandfather of our
young friends, Dr. and Andrew Car-
nell of this city. The “Times” had a
long and honorable.career, but like
its contemporary the “Times”—known
as the “Thunderer”—had its ups and
downs. I edited the “Times” for some
years in the interest of the great Lib-
eral! Chief, Sir Wm. V. Whiteway—1
that would be in the late eighties and
early nineties.

«June, 1832—We have now arrived
at the month of June, and instead of
Midsummer Day, wWe are still looking
for the Spring. During the past three
weeks the ‘whole Eastern Coast has
been completely - beset with Arctic
ice, and consequently there have been
no arrivals. In 1813, just nineteen
years ago, the coast was similarly
blocked all winter, and if the informa-
tion of several old persons be correct,
our coast was blocked in a gimilar
way for a very lengthy period in the
year 1775 and 1774—which looks as if
these calamities come cycles of about

nineteen years.”

“The last two months have been
characterized by much frost, and the
absence of rain, with the wind mostly
from the East, most of the time, has
been more like the rudest winter than
the time of Spring, and will be long

remembered.”

“A letter has been received by T.
Chancey & Co. of Carbonear from
Captain Cowman of the brig “Alex-
ander” stating he was then off North-
ern Bay (Bay de Verde), and had been
in the ice since April 30th.”

“A messenger from Slade HElson &
Co’s branch established at St. Mary’s,
St. Mary's Bay, passed through Har-
bor Grace yesterday on his way to
Carbonear, and informed us that St.
Mary’s Bay was free of ice, but no
vessels had arrived there yet.”

“Harbor Grace, June 8th, 1832.—
The schooner “Henry,” Cave, master,
belonging to Bay Roberts, was lost on
the weather edge of the ice on Sun-
day last. Master and crew were res-
cued by Punton & Munn’s brig “Lord
McDonald,” and arrived at- Carbonear
by way of the North Shore.”

“The brig ‘Worrale” from - Liver-
pool was lost on Baccalieu on Mon-
day. Captain Bennett and crew were
saved.”

“The brig ‘Elinor’ for St. John's
with passengers got into Congeption
Bay this week. The passengers,—Mr.
John Kent, merchant of St. John's, and
Simion Kent,' landed at Gull Island
Cove, and walked to Harbor Grace.”
(This will interest Mr. Justice Kent
of the Supreme Court, and probably
he will hear of the exploits of his an-
cestors for the first time.)

“It is reported that several vessels
which had got into Conception Bay,
fortunately got out again, and went
southward from Sunday’s storm.”

“While the ‘Elinor’ was in'the ice
a number of men  from the North
Shore boarded her and demanded pro-
visions, saying they were in distress
and need of food. The Captain offer-
ed to give them a share of the ship’s
stock, but while he was below they
removed the hatches and plundered
part of the cargo.”

“June 22nd, 1832—The ice embargo
is still on. The brig ‘Chance,’ Capt.
Lowery, for Harbor 'Grace from Liver-
poil, is jammed between Clown’s Cove
and Salmon Cove (Bay de Verde). The
‘John and Charles,’ Capt. Mead, be-
longing to Brigus, from her first
sealing trip, is jammed near the same
place. The brig ‘Providence,’ Captain
Delaney, from the sealing trip, has
been some days off Bay Roberts Pt.”

“June 29th—Nine sail of square-
riggers, also some schooners, were in
the ice off Broad Cove this date.”

“July—On Friday last, after an un-
precedented continuation of North
East wind, it shifted to the South
West, carrying away the icefloes, and
happily relieving the inhabitants of
this Island from the perilious situa-
tion in which the affairs of so many
were placed by the long obstruction
of navigation.”

“In many parts of the North Shore
(Bay de Verde) ‘and other remote
places of the Bay, men and women
were in a state bordering on starva-
tion, and in the Northern Bays famine
existed to such a degree that some
were reduced to either eating loath-
some substances or perishing with

authority that in one place a mare
and foal were devourpd, which had
died under disgusting circumstances.
The charity of many compassionate
persons of Carbonear and Harbor
Grace was exercised in dispensing re-
liet from time o time to many suffer-
ing' pedple.

The wardress, with rags round her
head, brought salty water and wet
bread twice a day. Anita grew pale
and quiet. Her ‘mother could not get
her to play. She sat still like a white
mouse. A request fo be allowed exer-
cise was refused.

Nights in Cherson are sultry. Their
dirty clothing and hair were wet from
the damp moisture. Anita slept uneas-
ily, her arms outstretched, moaning
and groaning.

“And then one morning I was called
up for examination. A Chekist, Eps-
tein, questioned me. ‘Where is your
husband? He is a White Officer, and
you are charged with counter-revou-
tionary activities and spying.’

«+But I know nothing. I have been
living and working like everybody
else. All I have is Anita.”

At the second cross-examination she
learned who had denounced her. Sasha
Grinberg—a youth belonging to the
party. Formerly he had been a decent
youngster. His parents had started to
trade but had been forced to close
down. They were starving, and Sasha
decided to save them. There was but
one way—to enter the service of the
Cheka. For every “plot” unearthed by
him he would receive money, food, and
boots. He denounced her.

Tortured .to “Confess.”

At the second questioning they told
her that “they would force her to con-
fess.” It was Epstein again and an
Estonian.

They went back to the filth of their
cell, and Mrs. O. M. did her best to
keep the flies from the eyes and lips
of Anita.

The soldiers in the courtyard had
told her, “Best go and live with the
Commissar, otherwise it will go badly
with you.”

When summoned for the third time
she asked permission to sit down. This
met with a refusal. She then asked
permission for Anita to sit, but they
took the ailing child from the room.

“We will force you to confess.”

They took her to a narrow room
without windows, just a dim electric
light. The air was foul. She was put
in an armchair. and heavy weights
were attached to her wrists. And all
the time she was tortured about her
child. She could hear faintly her cries
of “Mama, mama.”

There were four men. Two went to
her feet and two held her fast to the
chair. In the hands of the former were
burning tapers. First they passed the
flames between her toes, thén' along
the soles of her feet, and so on up-
wards.

She groaned in agony, but not suf-
ficiently loud to be heard by Anita. She
could hear her child sobbing even
while bearing the torture, but she
would not add to her fright.

“They wanted to know the where-
abouts of my husband, and T did not
know myself. ‘You are a spy,’ they
yelled, but T had only been guilty of
warning ex-officers of their impend.
ing arrest.” And as she sat there and
suffered she prayed that God might
strike them down.

Nothing was left of the flesh on the
soles of her feet. But she managed to
hop across the cobbles of the court-
yards and corridor. During the night
she picked off the pieces of burned

| flesh which had remained hanging.

Outrage and Death.

Through the wooden partitions of
these cells for women  everything
could be heard. She did not learn the
name of the woman on her right, but
to the left there was the daughter of
Colonel Markoff.

And nightly the Chekist soldiers and
Chinese torturers dragged them from
their cells and defiled their bodies. The
woman to the right went mad and the
daughter of Colonel Markoff managed
to hang herself with her bedclothes.

Anita became feverish and died,
and while she held her dead child in
her arms Mrs. O. M. was summoned
for the fourth time. This time she was
led to a large, light room, and sitting
there was an acquaintance, Nikolai
Sokolovsky.

He let her out, but insisted that she
should fly to the north. He would de-
stroy the papers. He himself had de«
cided to make an attempt to escape,
He succeeded, and to-day is somewhere
near, in Bulgaria or Rumania. )

Auto Accident

ABLE TO WALK AFTER USING
CRUTCHES FOR EIGHT
YEARS.

NEWPORT, Ky., Nov. 22.—Herbert
K. Flutmus, city commissioner of
Newport, a hopeless cripple for eight
years, will be able to walk again as
the result of an automobile hccident
1ast Monday night in which he receiv-
ed bruises near the base of his spine.
In 1916 Mr. Flutmus fell down a
flight of stairs at the Newport water-
porks plant, receiving injuries to his
spine that resulied in his left leg
becoming useless. ' Since the accident
he has been forced to use crutches to

walk:

Monday night his automobile col-
fided with another automobile on a
country road near Newport. He re-
ceived a severe shock and complained
of pains near the base of the spine.
He was taken to St. Elizabeth’s Hos-
pital, Covington, Ky., where physi-
cians said he had received minor
bruises and that his condition was not
serious. g

Last Tuesday he noticed that feel-
ing was returning to his paralysed leg
and in a few hours he felt warmth in
the injured limb, and it began to per-
spire. Each day since, strength has
flowed into the leg. »

The return of life to the limb is
puzzling his physicians, as they had
abandoned hope of ever restoring it to
use. They said the controlling nerves
had been so badly injured in the fall
that Flutmus would be crippled for
the rest of his life.

TO-DAY’S MESSAGES

STORM SWEPT FRANCE.
PARIS, Nov, 28.

A  violent  tempest yegterday
wrought havoc both along ‘the west-
ern seaboard and the interior of
France, occasioning some loss of life
at Nantes. A rowboat ferrying
homeward bound workers from the
shipyard accrosg ‘the Loire filled and
sank when struck by a large wave
drowning eight of the occupants, At
Sables d’Olonne, a seaman was swept
off a ketch while trylng to make
harbor and was drowned mnear Le
Mans., The wind started two freight
cars, blowing them into a passenger
train and three persons were injured.
Other freiglit cars were blown off the
tracks at Champagne nearby, caus-
ing long delays in the Paris breast
train service,

NFLD. BOUND VESSEL ASHORE.
CHARLOTTETOWN, P.E.I, Nov. 28.

An unsuccessful attempt was made
late yesterday by the tug Roma and
the Canadian Government steamer
Brant to pull into deep water the
schooner Irene and May which
grounded on a shoal off Langley
Beach on the south side of the harbor
shortly after setting sail_ for New-
foundland. Another attempt at re-
floating will be made to-day.

DALHOUSIE RECEIVES $190,000
GRANT.
HALIFAX, N.S., Nov. 28.
The Carnegie Corporation has made
a grant of $190,000 to Dalhousie Uni-
versity, according to an announce-
ment made at a meeting of the Dal-
housie Board of Governors yesterday
afternoon. The grant includes $90,000
towards meeting the accumulated de-
ficit incurred as a result of the heavy
expenses existing since the beginning
of the war and five annual payments
of $20,000 each to cover future de-
ficits.

MUTINY RUMOR CONFIRMED,
LONDON; Nov. 28.
The Egyptian Embassy in London
confirms the news from Cairo of an
outbreak among Egyptian troops in
Khartoum, but adds it considers the
outbreak was not due to any influence
outside the battalion involved, and is
not connected officially with troubles
in Cairo.
