The arrest of Garibaldi is thé strongest
denial of the, deepest conviction of the
Italians—that' Rome is a part of Italy.
The condition of Rome was not a national
question when Victor Emmanuel was
merely the King of Sardinia, but now,
when, by the virtue of the very principle
Garibaldi represents, he is King of Italy,
the jon of Rome becomes more
than a question of policy ; it becomes a
point of national honor. We eannot fully
understand the passion the Italians feel
for the eternal ¢ity, though we may mea-
sure it by the events of the past few years.
When Garibaldi, in 1862, appealed to the
people, enrolled his
“Rome or Death” for his watchword, ’
marched upon the city, the heart of the |
nation went with him. Rome waited for |
his coming as for that of a deliverer. For
years she had demanded her liberation, |
and nothing but French troopssuppressed |
arevolution which in a single day would
have united her with the rest of Iulij
It was a tyrannical divorce, and Garibaldi, |
