A Young Guelph Boy Kidnapped.
SOMETHING. LIKE A ROMANCE.

Among the peripatetic musicians who 
graced the Exhibition grounds with their 
presence last week, and wdiose melodious 
strains charmed the hearts'of the rural 
community was one Nvho deserves special 
notice. He was blind—at least that was 
the interpretation put upon his actions, 
which were very similar to those of 
blind fiddlers and beggars. He had no 
doc, but when we saw him last week a 
colored friend had undertaken tlic task 
usually performed bv dogs —that of lead­
ing the blind man from place to place. 
He carried a violin, and at each little 
lot of curious spectators he would break 
forth in song, usually selecting popular 
ballads like “Write me a Letter from 
Home." He was accompanied by him­
self on tho violin, which did good ser­
vice in almost drowning the vocal strains. 
The music was neither first-class nor 
edify mg, but the congregation, moved 
with pity, usua’ly contributed liberally* 
and lie thus did, in a double sense a 
“ roaring ” business. His songs also , 
sold well at 10 cents a sheet.

On Monday we saw this musical genius 
at the Grand Trunk station. His color­
ed friend had left him, and he was, as 
we thought, alone. We noticed that he 
could see when he wished, although liis 
eyesight is defective. He usually kept 
his hat slouched down over his eyes. 
He took the morning train and went 
east, no doubt intending to do business 
at the Provincial Fair.

About the time that the train left, 
Charles Barker, plasterer, who lives in 
the rear of Burns’s grocery store, North­
umberland street, missed his son Walter,

The Provincial Exhibition.
On Tuesday nearly all the articles 

were got into their proper places, and 
things began to have" a pleasant look. In 
the cattle department,also, great changes 
had been effected, tho arrangements for 
the animals and the opportunities for 
fairly viewing them, as intended in the 
plans of the management, being almost 
con. ploted. The stables also presented a 
vory different aspect, many horses, some 
of them of the finest breeds, which had 
beei entered having arrived during the 
morning. Altogether the place ^had as­
sumed a different aspect, aud there can 
De no doubt but that this morning every­
thing will be in good working order.

During the afternoon Lieut.-Governor 
Crawford accompained by Attorney-Gen­
eral Mowat, visited the Exhibition, when 
an Address was presented on behalf of 
the Association to which his Exceellency 
made an appropriate reply.

Death of George Monger, Esq.
We regret to announce the death of 

George Monger, Esq:, which took plaçe 
at his residence, West Garafraxa, (near 
Fergus, ) on Sunday afternoop last, at 
the age of 58 years. Mr. Monger moved 
from the Township of Toronto to the 
farm in which he died over twenty years 
ago, when Garafraxa was but spaisely 
settled, and underwent the difficulties 
incident to the pioneer in those times.

English Postal Statistics—In Lon­
don there aie no less than one thousand 
six hundred post offices or other recep­
tacles for letters, and from many of those 
post offices letters are collected and dis­
tributed sixteen times a day. The total 
number of letters posted in the United 
Kingdom last year was over nine hun­
dred millions; newspapers,book packets, 
Ac., bring up this number to about one- 
third more. In the Savings’ Bank De­
partment, more than a million and a half 
depositors have in keeping over twenty, 
o ie million pounds sterling. Thé revenue 
of the Department shows a very large 
i îcrease, and as the expenses have not 
increased in the same proportion, the net 
profit to the Government has advanced 
to the highly respectable sum of 88,000,-

ahead of any similar institution in other 
countries.
