Parnell’s Cross-Examination.
London, May 1.—The direct exam­

ination of Parnell before the Parnell 
commission was concluded to-day. He 
ended his testimony by declaring that 
he had conducted the agitation m Ire­
land constitutionally. Mr. Parnell’s 
cross-examination was then begun by 
Sir Richard Webster, the Times coun­
sel

On cross-examination Parnell denied 
that the Irish world had ever collected 
money for the Irish Parliamentary 
party. The paper, he said, had been 
hostile to himself and the Irish party 
since 1882. Sir Richard Webster here 
produced extracts from the Irish World 
praising the actions of Parnell in parlia­
ment after 1882. Sir Charles Russell 
produced extracts from the same paper 
addressed to Parnell' Mr. Parnell ad­
mitted his acquaintance with Mooney, 
but did not know whether he had 
contributed to the parliamentary 
fund or not. He had no communica­
tion with Patrick Ford since 1881. 
Mr. Parnell emphatically denies 
that his Irish scheme had ever included 
coalition with the Fenians. The order 
to expel the landlords, he said, was cer­
tainly «ûmed to destroy landlordism, 
but not to drive individuals from the 
country. He had never had any idea 
of resorting to illegal means. His testi­
mony throughout denied all knowledge 
of any manifestos counselling violence, 
but it was no part of his duty to exclude 
anyone from the league on account of 
their antecedents. On t^e contrary, he 
wanted to include all Irishmen.

To Attack the Budget.
London, May 1.—Mr. Gladstone will 

attack the budget in the Commons to­
morrow evening, and there will of course

VICTORIA IN THE SENATE.

Victoria’s interests received no more 
consideration at the hands of the party 
which Victoria’s representatives have 
always supported in the Senate than 
they did in the House of Commons. Not 
a single Conservative in that body 
raised his voice in favor of Victoria. 
Senator Macdonald, who should have ad­
vocated its claims, was either silent or 
absent. Was he, too, afraid of being 
placed in “an awkward position”? Was 
he apprehensive that advocacy of the 
claims of Victoria would be considered 
improper and ill-timed by the Govern­
ment, or has he been converted to the 
view evidently prevalent and popular 
among the supporters of the Govern­
ment at the capitol, that Victoria is a 
place of little consequence, and that its 
inhabitants are too audacious altogether 
in insisting on their right to be con­
sidered in the face of the evident un­
willingness of the dispensers of patron­
age to recognize that right ? It is diffi­
cult to account for the absence or the si­
lence of Senator Macdonald when the 
matter of the Japan steamship subsidy 
came up for discussion in the Senate, 
unless it was his fear of giving offence 
to the powers that be.

Victoria is certainly not fortunate in 
its representatives in the Federal Legis­
lature. One remains, at home when 
duty—a word of the deepest significance 
to every true Englishman—required him 
to be at .his post in Ottawa, tod toother 
though present" when a matter of the 
greatest importance to the city and the 
province he is supposed to represent 
comes to be considered, is dumb as an 
oyster. It appears that the only rep­
resentative of British Columbia in the 
Federal Legislature who has had the 
courage and the independence, to stand 
up for the rights of Victoria is Col 
Prior. *A11 the others seem fearful of 
being placed in 1 ‘an awkward position” if 
they appear at all zealous in pressing for 
what it was only too evident that the 
Government were indisposed to grant. 
The favor of Sir John Macdonald is 
plainly more precious in their estima­
tion than the interests of the principal 
commercial city in this province, and 
the approval of its citizens.

It will be observed that the only 
British Columbia senator who opened his 
mouth when the subsidy to the Japan 
line of steamers was under consideration 
was Sepator Mclnnes, and the evident 
object of his interjectory sentences was 
to make light of the claims of Victoria. 
If that senator had toy personal inter­
est in having the Japan steamers call at 
this port, he would have loudly and 
blustermgly insisted upon its being 
made a provision in the contracts, but 
as he, with characteristic narrowness 
and selfishness, believed that his per­
sonal interests were in another direction, 
he did what he could to lessen the force 
of Senator Power’s representations. As 
every one knows that Senator Mclnnes 
is the beginning tod the end of Senator 
Melnnes’s politics, no one is surprised 
or disappointed at seeing him throw the 
weight of his influence, such as it is, 
agamst Victoria. This legislator, whose 
views and ambitions all centre in him­
self, did wisely to get shelved in the 
Senate. If his continuation in the Legis­
lature depended upon the people, his 
public career would have been cut short 
long ago. Senator Mclnnes acted after 
hie kind, but better things were ex­
pected of Senator McDonald. Matters 
are oome to a seul pass with Victoria 
when the only senator who had a word 
to say in its favor was a Liberal.

The ques­
tion in dispute was the right to a min­
eral daim at Stump Lake, Nikola, and 
the facts were briefly as follows : In 
the early part of this month Peter Hope 
saw what he believed to be a mineral 
claim that had been abandoned, and he 
staked, put up the required notices and 
recorded it as the “Whale.” As soon 
as he began to work Sam Soott claimed 
the ground and also began work. Hope 
then came to Kamloops and enquired 
into Scott’s title and found the follow­
ing particulars : On the 6th October, 
1887, Scott took out a miner’s license, 
and on the 9th May, 1888, he re­
corded the ground, after duly staking 
and putting up the required 
Scott did not renew his miner’s license 
until 12th October, 1888, thus leaving 
6 days during which he had no license.

In a recent speech at the sixty-fifth 
anniversary of the Royal National 
boat Institution, Mr. Chamberlain 
quoted some remarkable statistics to 
show the beneficent effects that have 
followed the legislative efforts of Mr. 
Plimsolland others to prevent coffin 
ships from being sent to sea. During 
the last eleven years nearly 30,600 per­
sons, or an avertie of over 2,700 a year, 
have lost their lives in British and' 
Colonial trading and fishing vessels. In 
the last year for which there 
art returns, 1886-87, the number 
had fallen to 2,071. In 1881 no 
less than 1,414 lives were lost in missing 
vessels—that is, in vereels which f 
dered at sea. In IS# the nuiptwr 
lost waa only 356. Though it mig 
claiming too much to attribute 
whole difference to the humanitarian 
legislation referred to, no one can doubt 
that the reduction of mortality at sea is 
largely due to that cause, and that the 
number of unworthy vessels flying the 
British flag has been greatly reduced.

He gave his testi­
mony in a clear and deliberate manner. 
He stated that he did not know that 
Delaney, who testified for the Times, 
was connected with any plan for obtain­
ing amnesty for any of his associates. 
The witness stated he had never heard 
of any attempt on Judge Lawson’s life. 
He said he never was a member of any 
secret society. Mr. Parnell testified 
further that he did not know until 1877 
that Mr. Biggar, nationalist member of 
parliament, was a Fenian, 
asked him to resign from the organiza 
tion, but Biggar refused. Mr. Parnell 
said he had never communicated with, 
nor met Patrick Ford or any Fenian 
convicts or exiles in America. He 
first heard of the Clan-na-Gael in 
America. He had not left his interests 
in America in the hands of Ford and the 
Fenians, but in the hands of Dillon and 
his party. He had urged boycotting 
ùnder certain conditions, but had never 
countenanced intimidation. He did 
not remember the circumstances of his 
having an interview with Lecaron in 
1881, although it might have occurred. 
He had never said he believed that only 
force would redeem Ireland, but on the 
contrary he had no doubt that by 
stitutional parliamentary action the 
Irish leaders would achieve success. He 
had never suggested revolution or dis­
cussed the means by which revolution 
could be affected, nor had he ever been 
asked to authorize the payment of £20,- 
000 to remove government officials. He 
had never sanctioned outrages, and 
knew of no payment having been made 
for the commission of outrages. He 
had not approved of Egan’s suggestion 
that Earl Cowper and Forster and Burke, 
Justices Lawson and May and others, be 
removed. Parnell continued that he 
could not have approved of any such 
suggestion, Egan never having made it. 
Henâd never heard of the proposition 
from any quarter for the removal, mean­
ing the murder, of Cowper, Forster or 
others, and did not know of the existence 
of an invincible conspiracy until after 
his arrest in 1883, when he was liber 
ated from Kilmanham jail on parole that 
night to attend the funeral of nis nephew 
in Paris. He met there Justin Mc­
Carthy and Quinn and Byrne. He did 
not know that Byrne had been à Fenian, 
nor did he communicate with Egan in 
any way while in Paris. He did not be 
lievé that Egan had supplied the in­
vincibles with money from the funds of 
the league.

A FALSE ALARM.

The principal theme of the Toronto 
Mail’s editorials not long ago was the 
fecundity of the French. That paper 
affected to be alarmed at the rate at 
which the French inhabitants of Quebec 

increasing. They were not only
invading the portions of the province 
settled by men of other races, but they 
were overflowing into the province of 
Ontario. According to the Mail the 
time when the whole Dominion will be 
overrun by the fecund French was a 
matter of almost purely mathematical 
calculation. So earnest and so persistent 
was the anti-Gallic journal in its repre­
sentations that some timid people in 
Ontario became frightened and were 
beginning to consider what they would 
do when they and their . children were 
driven from their bornes by this gather­
ing flood of French. One result of the 
alarmist editorials of the Mail was the 
agitation got up in the legislature of the 
province against permitting French 
schools to be established in the French
settlements of Ontario. The agitators 
wanted to show these invaders from 
Quebec that they were not welcome, 
and that they were determined fo do 
what the law allowed to make their 
stay in their province unpleasant.

These intolerant people will feel 
humiliated to find that they were scared 
by a bogey, that the danger represent­
ed to them as being so great and so" 
imminent has no existence. The census 
taken by the municipal bodies of Que­
bec shows that the population of many 
©f the counties of the province is abso­
lutely decreasing, and that the increase 
in others is so small as to be greatly be­
low the natural rate. The census taken 
last year shows that the population of 
thirty-three counties of the province of 
Quebec as compared with that of 1881, 
has declined to the extent of '42,000 
souls, and. that in twenty-nine counties 
there has been an increase in the popu­
lation amounting to 52*000, making 
the total increase for the whole province 
during six years only 10,000. The pop­
ulation of the sixty-two municipalities 
from which returns were sent to the 
Government was in 1881, 801,167, m 
1887 it was 911,251. The increase of 
population in Quebec for the ten years 
preceding 1881 was two per cent, pei 
annum. At this rate the loss in these 
sixty-two municipalities must, during 
the last six years, have been 100,000. 
Where have all these people gone ? Mr 
John Langelier, Deputy Provincial 
Registrar, answers this question. He 
says, ‘ ‘As you wiH observe in looking over 
the tables and contrasting them with 
former years there has been in several 
localities a perceptible decrease in the 
population and in the value of thp tax­
able real estate. In order to aseêrtain 
whether such decrease really,had occur 
red, I asked the secretary-treasurer for 
explanations. They establish the cor­
rectness of their reports, and stated that 
in many respects this decrease was due 
to emigration to the United States. 
In many localities this emigration had 
reduced the number of the population to 
a perceptible extent.” So the Quebec 
overflow has been in the direction of the 
United States, and not into Ontario or 
the English districts of the Province. 
We hardly think that the Americans 
expect to be overwhelmed by the flood 
of Canadian French immigration. A 
people who cannot hold their own in 
their native country are not likely to be 
very formidable jn a land in which they 
are strangers.

The extent of the depopulation of 
Quebec is certainly startling. The paper 
to which we aré indebted for the statis­
tics we have quoted, the Montreal Wit­
ness, says that there is no reason to be­
lieve that the eighty-seven municipalities 
from which there were no reports “have 
either progressed or decayed to any 
greater or less extent than their neigh­
bors. The conclusion to be derived from 
the comparison of the returns for 1881 
and those for 1887 is, that the Province 
of Quebec has during the last six years 
lost the whole of the natural increase of 
h$r rural population, which has . not 
found a place in the cities of Montreal, 
Three Rivers and Quebec. ” This is a 
sad admission to have to make, but it 
shows that there were no grounds 
whatever for the Mail’s alarmist articles.

A BOGUS RERO.

A Boulanger does not appear to have re­
ceived a cordial welcome iq England. 
This is not surprising for the man . is 
neither admirsd npr understood jn Eng 
land Boulanger’s popularity in his 
own country is a wonder to Englishmen. 
They see in him a blatant demagogue, a 
theatrical politician, who does, nqt poe 
seas sufficient ability to maintain him 
self in the position to- which he hat. 
climbed. They cannot sympathize with 
him in his present position. He is in 
England self-exiled, running away from 
an ordeal which any respectable British 
public man would have <xggid 
duty to meet. If .Boulangir 
no harm why has he fled froni 
is a question that has nob been aAwSr- 
ed to the satisfaction of /Englishmen. 
They have seen what his accusers have 
to say against him and they can find in 
the indictment nothing that a 
man conscious • of innocence and 
possessing an ordinary share of moral 
courage need be afraid toy face. Bou­
langer is charged with conspiring to de­
stroy or alter the government of France, 
and with acts and attempts constituting 
offences under the Penal Code, but none 
of the charges appear to a British sub­
ject very serious. His accusers review 
the later years of his life and try to 
show that his general conduct warrants 
the conclusion that his object was to 
overthrow the Republic and' to make 
himself dictator. The devices which 
Boulanger resorted to to increase his 
popularity are brought against him as 
acts of disloyalty to the government. 
But, as far as we can see, there is noth­
ing essentially treasonable in hie sensa­
tional and not always ingenuous efforts to 
keep himself before the people. He cer­
tainly advertised himself impudently and 
unceasingly, and did his best to make 
the people of France believe that he was 
their champion and that he, rod he 
alone, could clear away the evils they 
complained of and gain for them 
the objects of their most cherished
