SUFFERING FROM SATYRIASIS.

Neill-Cream, the Girl Murderer, Confesses to 
Five Years of Girl Poisoning.

London, Get. 27.—Thomas Neill-Cream 
haa confessed that from 1876 to 1881, when 
he waa arrested in Chicago, he made a 
practice of poisoning dissolute girls in 
Canada. His numerous victims, he says, 
were buried without suspicion on the part 
of anybody that they had died unnatural 
deaths. A medical expert who has ex­
amined Cream, aays he suffers undoubtedly 
from satyriasis. All the information as to 
his confession oomes from Mr. Waters, 
his solicitor. Mr. Waters says that he 
will not probably make the details public 
until after the execution. Cream confessed 
to him everything criminal in his career, 
and minutely described the girls murdered, 
his methods of killing them, and his devices 
to escape detection. “He fairly made 
every hair on my head stand on end,” said 
Mr. Waters this evening. “ His story was 
startling ; beyond anything I have ever 
before heard.” After hia confession Cream 
became angry at Mr. Waters, and threat­
ened to “do” him after the trial. Mr.

m The question whether the Chicago Exhi­
bition shall be kept open on Sundays has 
been the cause of much controversy in the 
United States. Its discussion opened the 
whole question of Sabbath observance and 
give the scoffers the opportunity they are 
always ready to avail themselves of to rail 
at and to ridicule Christians and Chris­
tianity.

Between the class that contended for 
having the Exhibition open daring every 
day of the week and all day long, and the 
class which would have the gates of the 
Exhibition grounds closed the whole of 
Sunday, there was a number of persons who 
believed that the grounds and build­
ings might be open on Sunday after­
noons simply for inspection. There 
should be no buying and selling, and the 
machinery should be inactive. It was con­
tended that if the Exhibition was entirely 

. c'osed on the whole of the Lord’s Day the 
saloons would be open and would drive a 
roaring trade, for the thousands of visitors 
having nowhere to go would spend the 
greater part of Sunday afternoon in drink­
ing places and pleasure haunts of one kind 
and another.

Chief among those who advocated having 
the Exhibition open during the afternoon of 
Sunday was Bishop Potter, a divine respect­
ing whose piety as well as learning there 
can be no question.

In the gray of morning, as people be­
gan to move inside the stockade, an alarm 
was raised that a prisoner had escaped.

Indianapolis, Oct. 29.—The funeral 
train bearing the remains of Mrs. Harrison, 
arrived here yesterday morning at 9:30.
All along the route, after daylight, at all 
the stations, people gathered to see the train 
go by. Many had gathered about the 
station when the train came to a stop, and 
all stood reverently and wjth bowed heads 
as the solemn cortege emerged from the 
station and took places in the waiting car­
riages. The Presbyterian church, in which 
the funeral services Were held, was beauti­
fully decorated, chiefly in festoons and 
rosea, in black and white, relieved here and 
there with loops of amilax, white chrysan­
themums and potted plants placed 
side of the pulpit, and -a floral offering laid 
upon the choir rail. The President’s pew 
was draped in black and was not used dur­
ing the service.

The services were- extremely simple. As 
the coffin was carried up the aisle end de­
posited in front of the chancel the organ 
played softly. Then the choir sang, “Lead,
Kindly Light.” Dr. Haines offered a short 
invocation and read a selection from scrip­
ture. The funeral sermon, from the text,
“ Wherefore comfort ye one another with 
these words,” was then preached by Dr.
Hainea, The speaker dwelt at length upon 
the beauty and sweetness that characterized 
the life of the departed, in every relation of 
life, from that of a quiet Christian home- 
keeper, full of charity and loving kindness, 
to that of the courteous, kindly, thoughtful 
mistress of the White house, and turning to 
the bereaved members of the sorrowing 
family, ho spoke a word of consolation and 
comfort with the assurance of the sym­
pathy of the entire nation, and exhorting 
them to “ trust in the Lord and wait 
patiently for Him.”

LABOR QUESTIONS.
Rt. Hon. Joseph Chamberlain Contributes a 

Careful Article to the Nineteenth 
Century.

London, Oct. 28.—The RtTHon. Joseph 
Chamberlain has an article in the Nine­
teenth Century for November, on the labor 
question.

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FLAME SWEPT,

Milwaukee Ravaged by Fire-Some­
thing Like Thirty MilUoni of 

Loss Sustained.

Business Part of the City Wiped Out 
—Scenes of Terrible De­

struction.

Milwaukee, Wie., Oct. 28.—Fire to 
raging in the wholesale district of thto 
city. At midnight all the southern section 
of Milwaukee is in ruins, and a dreadful 
conflagration ie still in progress. Never in 
the history of the city has such a calamity 
befallen it. Almost the entire southern divi­
sion from East Water street to the lake has 
been consumed. Early in the evening, 
when it was seen that the local firemen 
could not master the flames, telegrams were 
dispatched to Chicago, Racine and nearer 
cities for aid, all of which responded 
promptly, bringing fire engines and men to 
assist in the fire calamity. Shortly 
before 8 o’clock the various depart­
ments of the gas works exploded 
in quick succession, with deafening 
reverberations. This loss alone represents 
$2,000,000, which was the cost of the re­
cently erected plant. Scores of blocks, 
together with hundreds of frame houses, 
were destroyed. Commencing at 5:40, in 
an oil establishment on East Water street, 
near the river, the flames, driven by, the 
fearful hurricane, spread with fearful 
rapidity to the lake, over half a mile 

It is utterly impossible 
to estimate the lose with any degree 
of accuracy. Even a complete list of the 
big business houses cannot be obtained,; 
while to these muet be added the individual 
losses of hundreds of small property owners, 
whose houses and household goods have 
been destroyed. At it is, the loss will 
probably amount to $20,000,000 or $25,- 
000,000.

Milwaukee, Oct. 29.—When Manager 
A. L. Chase, of the Plankington House, 
learned of the dire distress prevailing among 
the homeless Third Ward people, he cir­
culated about in the suffering throngs and 
offered the free hospitality of his hostlery 
to alleviate their wants. Last night he 
sheltered 200 homeless ones. He and his 
chief clerk, Mr. Walsh, farther directed a 
corps of assistants to furnish the police and 
the fire department force with hot coffee 
and food. All the homeless ones will be 
given free fare at the hotel until quartern 
are provided for them. President B. M. 
Weil, of the Real Estate Board, gave notice 
last night that the rooms of the Board 
would be thrown open for the accommoda­
tion of merchants who bad been burned ont. 
There are 12 or 15 desks in the rooms which 
can be used by the unfortunate business 
men, and Mr. Weil said, if it was necessary, 
they could remain nntil spring.

The work to-day ie one of relief and devis­
ing plans to succor the unfortunate people 
who lost their homes by the fire. The 
churches and public buildings have been 
thrown open to accommodate them tempor­
arily, while every society and organization 
in the city is msturing plans for immediate 
relief.

Vessels Arriving at San Francisco Report 

Fearful Weather—Sailors Down 
with Scurvy.

San Francisco, Oct. 28__The Health
officer’s boat Whs kept busy this morning. 
Besides the regular routine work sick sailors 
had to be brought from their ships. Lars 
Peterson was taken from the Norwegian 
bark Cara. He was very bad with scurvy, 
which he developed after the ship had been 
four days at eea. W. Smith was taken 
from the British bark Blairhoyle. He wes 
also down with scurvy. It broke on 
him ’ while the jgbip was attempting 
to ronnd the Horn. S. Cantwell was taken 
off the Britieh ship Glenogil, having broken 
hie hip bone daring the voyage from New­
castle, Australia. All three men were sent 
to the marine hospital. The Cara and the 
Blairhoyle had a terrible time of it round­
ing the Horp. The former was 179 days 
making the voyage from Glasgow with 
2,400 tons of coal, and the latter 191 days 
making the run from Hamburg. The latter 
was given up and large sums were paid to 
reinsure, until the ship Lindore’s Abbey 
got in on the 25th inst., and reported her as 
battling with adverse winds off Cape 
Horn. In July last the Cara met 
with a succession of gales that 
nearly sent her to the bottom. She 
was sixty days in making from 50 ° in the 
Atlantic to 50° in the Pacifie, and during 
the trip her entire suit of aaile was torn to 
shreds. Her fore and maintop-gallant meats 
went by the board and the cargo shifted. 
The men had a terrible time of it. What 
with the intense cold and constant storms 
they were almost worn out, and the wonder 
is that the men of the Crew were not on the 
sick list.

The Blairhoyle had an almost similar ex­
perience. Captain Graham managed to get 
her around the Horn, no feyer than fivie 

‘times, and on each occasfbn she was driven 
back into the Atlantic. Two boats were 
stove in and many sails were blown ont 
of the bolt ropes. She was over 
two months trying to reach the 
Cape and, during the ' bitter weather, the 
fuel gave out. Everything that could bum 
and could be spared was chopped up and 
put into the stove. The captain’s family 
was with him, and just as they and the en­
tire crew began to suffer from want of a 
fire, the Lindore’s Abbey, from Callao, hove 
in sight,-and Captain Nelson at once sup­
plied their wants. The British ship Clan 
McPherson, which arrived from Salanca 
with a cargo of coal, also had a very rough 
experience rounding the Horn, on Jnly 15, 
last. While he was on the main upper top­
gallant yard, one of the apprentices, named 
Edward Montgomery, lost his balance and 
fell overboard.

What He Saw at Chicago and His Opinions 
* Thereon.

Philadelphia, Oct. 26.—Chauncey M.

Horses of all kinds are now wanted in 
Great Britain. The British buyer has to 
go to foreign countries for carriage horses, 
cab horses, horses for railway work, omni­
bus and tramway horses, and the heaviest 
kind of draught horses. Horses of all 
these classes, provided they are of a good 
strain and sound in wind, limb and eye­
sight, find a ready market at all times, in 
Great Britain. The conclusion we have 
come to after a rather careful perusal of the 
bulletin is that the British horse dealers do 
not find it so easy as one would imagine to 
get from abroad the twenty-one thousand 
odd horses they need every year. What 
constitutes a good horse in the English 
market may be seen from the following ex­
tract from a letter to Sir Charles Tupper 
from Mr. Walter G. Boswell, M.R.C.V.S., 
G.O.V.C.:

Hav­
ing vaccinated a large number of persons, 
he proceeded to instruct the local police 
constable in the art of vaccination and 
then appointed him public vaccinator and 
inspector of vaccinations, directing him to 
report to him on the result of Sunday’s 
w»rk.

As if to further depreciate us, the local 
practitioners, Dr. Davie has this day caused 
notices to be posted throughout the district 
announcing that a medical man frotn Vic­
toria will attend at Duncan’s on Monday 
next for the purpose of compulsory publie 
vaccination. We leave, it to the profession 
and to the public to say whether or not we 
have been fairiy. not to say courteously, 
treated. We have have had more than a 
quarter of a century’s experience in the prac­
tice of our profession, and have each of us 
been privileged to hold offices in the ser­
vice of the State, military and civil, which 
have familiarized us with "the exigencies of 
official life.

We both of us recognize the valuable 
services rendered by Dr. Davie to the com­
munity during the recent outbreak at Vic­
toria, but neither official position nor 
special ability can excuse gross discourtesy 
to men of hie own profession.

A PECULIAR CRITICISM.

ROYAL MAIL LINES.nowThe Times undertakes to lecture the 
Colonist for making what it calls an “ un-

sion. When we turned to its col­
umns to see what it regarded as “unfair 
and unjust ” we, to our surprise, found that 
the version of the Times agrees in almost 
every particular with our own report. In 
order to show that the Times accuses the 
Colonist of doing what the Colonist re­
porter did not do, we will put our contem­
porary’s criticism and the Colonist report 
side by side :

** We have already sufficient evidence be­
fore us to show that the Government were 
perfectly justified in stepping in and issuing 
the proclamation they did, removing the 
power from the hands 6f the Municipal 
Council.” The “sufficient evidence ” here 
alluded to could not have referred to Dr. 
HaselTs report, which the Commissioners 
had just decided to reject as evidence. It 
no doubt referred to the evidence which the 
Commission had heard previous to Dr. 
HaselTs getting upon the stand. When 
next the Times takes upon itself to condemn 
a Colonist report it would be as well if it 
took a little care to see that its condemna­
tion did not prove that the Colonist did not 
deserve censure.

SCHOOL ACCOMMODATION.

A very unpleasant state of things was 
brought to light at the Trustees meeting 
held on Thursday evening. The schools bf 
the city are full to overflowing, and there 
appears no way of immediately getting more 
school accommodation.

There are two evils consequent upon this 
state of things. Too many children are 
crowded into the same room, and each teacher 
is required to attempt to teach more children 

can possibly dp justice to. 
Children do not learn well when they are 
packe^ in a room too small for them. They 
soon get restless, and their attention is 
easily distracted from their wbrk. It is 
needless to say that when children are con­
fined in too limited a space their health 
suffers. Children in school want both 
elbow room and breathing room, and it is 
wrong and cruel to allow them.too little of 
either.

When the teacher has under him 
pupils than he can attend to it is folly to 
expect that the children #ill learn as 
much as if the** conditions 
favorable. The studious will learn, as they 
would learh anywhere if books were placed 
in their hands, but the idle and careless not 
having the teacher’s eye always upon them, 
will do pretty much as they please, and that 
in the way of study is very little indeed. 
It is therefore impossible, if . the schools are 
kept in a crowded condition, that as good 
results will be produced as ought to be pro­
duced, and as the teaching staff is capable 
of producing; and, what is of more import­
ance, the health of the children cannefc be so 
good if they had plenty of \breathing 
room.

How each a state of things can be rem­
edied with an empty city treasury is indeed 
a difficult problem. Besides, the remedy is 
required immediately, and if the Trustees 
had at their disposal all the money they 
need they could not get new schools 
large the old ones, at a few weeks’ notice. 
It seems to us that the suggestion made 
by the Chairman of the Board that a building 
be hired for immediate use is the best, in fact, 
the only practicable way of getting relief. 
If this were done, and it could be done at 
once, the pressure would be taken off the 
Central and other crowded schools, and the 
work of education in the city could go on 
under better conditions than now without 
a break.

We are decidedly of opinion that for 
a permanent arrangement every ward 
school should be made large enough to 
give accommodation to every child of school 
age in the ward, and a few more. The 
ward schools should all be graded, and 
should be feeder^ of the High school. The 
city covert a gréât deal of ground and a 
single Central school is inconvenient in 
many ways. The schools should bezso situ­
ated that no child 
very far to walk. Too long a
walk is not good for the little ones, and 
the older children could be far better em­
ployed, both before and after school hours, 
than rambling about the streets. We trust 
that the Trustees will use their influence 
and authority to improve the ward schools 
and have them well equipped and supplied 
with the best teachers that can be pro­
cured.

The only school that need be in a central 
situation is the High school. The pupils 
who attend it are from all quarters of the 
city, and if some of them have a good dis­
tance to walk they will be none the worse 
for the exercise. The time is not far dis­
tant when the whole school system of the city 
will need alteration and improvement. The 
matter is of the first importance and should 
not be neglected.

1Extreme party men in the United States 
complain sadly of the indifference and even 
apathy exhibited by the electors. There 
seems to be no enthusiasm on either side. 
It is feared by the partisans on both sides, 
that very many will not think it worth their 
while to go to the polls, and that, conse­
quently, an election which, if every one did 
his best for his party’s candidate, must be 
an exceedingly close one, will be lost by the 
want of interest of a large proportion of the 
electorate. The Oregonian, which is on the 
Republican side, laments this indifference 
feelingly.

F01A GROWING TRADE.

Commercial Bulletin No. 6, leaned by the 
Department of Finance, Ottawa, treats of 
the trade in horses, present and prospec­
tive, between Great Britain and Canada. 
We learn from it that the number of horses 
exported from the Dominion to the British 
market has increased wonderfully within 
the last two years. In 1890, only 120 
horses were sent from Canada to Great 
Britain, in 1891, the number was 1,222, and 
in 1892, it was 1,369. We learn from the 
Bulletin that there ia ample room for the 
expansion of this trade. The total import­
ation of horses into Great Britain was, in 
1891, 21,692, valued at $2,103,604. There 
is nothing to hinder Canada from getting a 
fair share of this trade.

The man was found lying on his back in 
one of the bunks completely clothed even 
to hat and shoes.

the milling business that it was money 
thrown away to investigate in such an 
absurd thing as cyanide extracting gold, 
but it proved to be even more than was 
claimed for it.

“Our first experiment Was to agitate the 
ore in the cyanide solution. This we found 
impracticable on our particular ores, owing 
to considerable clay that it contained. So 
much slime was made that the solution 
would not pass through the pulp. Then 
percolation was tried with encouraging 
results. The great surprise to us was the 
coarseness we ooâld extract the metal 

A great part of 
the pulp treated contained pieces as 
large as hazel nuts, and showing an extract 
tion of from 85 to 90 per cent. After 16 
days of experimenting in our assay office the 
work was placed before the Board of Direc­
tors of the Merour Company and approv­
ed. On the adoption of the MacArthur- 
Forrest process, a remodeling of the mill 
immediately followed. From 10 to 15 tons 
per day was the tonnage until the 1st April, 
1892, when the capacity was increased to 
50 tons per day.

“Our extraction at first showed a saving of 
76 per cent, and a consumption of 24 lbs. of 
cyanide per ton.

“ The last 90 days’run, up to March 1st 
(when the mill was closed down to increase 
capacity), gave an extraction of 684 per 
cent., with only 1 lb. of cyanide per ton 
consumed.

“A brief description of the manipulation 
at the Mercur Mills may be of interest here. 
The ore passés from the rock-breaker to a set 
of 20 inch wall rolls, andon into a second set 
of smaller size, where it is crushed to pro­
per fineness, a large proportion of the pulp 
being as large as a small pea (we use no 
screens). From here it is elevated to stor­
age bin; from this bin the tanks are filled by 
car to a depth ok 33 inches. The cyanide 
solution is turned on, and the pulp left 
standing in solution for 12 hours, then the 
Solution is passed through continuously un­
til the gold is extracted, which varies from 
36 to 48 hours. The solution now, contain­
ing gold, as it passes from the tanks, 
flows into a sump, from which it 
is pumped into a tank above the leaching 
tanks. From this tank it flows through a 
box which contains a sufficient amount of 
zinc shavings to clean all the metal from the 
solution. From the zinc box it passes into 
the standarding tank. Here the solution 
is brought up to the standard strength, 
which is one-fourth of 1 per cent., and again 
starts on its tour through the leaching 
tanks with an occasional feed of cyanide. 
This solution nevef grows tired, for the same 
solution is now in use that we started with 
six months ago, and still has as great affinity 
for gold as when it started. A great ad­
vantage is derived where water is an item 
by the amalgamating process. We were 
limited to about twenty-five tons per day 
owing to the scarcity of water. The same 
amount of water would permit us to work, 
by the MacArthur-Forrest process, one 
hundred and fifty tons per day.”

Comparative results by actual experience 
on our ore by amalgamation and the 
MacArthur-Forrest process are as follows : 
“ One thousand five hundred tons of our ore 
treated by amalgamation gave an/average 
extraction of 20 per cent, at a cost of $4.25 
per ton for milling. One . thousand six 
hundred tons of our ore treated the past 90 
days by the MacArthur-Forrest process, 
average extraction of 88-5 per cent, at a 
cost ot $2.25 for milling.

“ Our appreciation of the process is fully 
demonstrated by the fact that during the 
month of March we increased our capacity, 
as before stated, to 50 tons per day. The 
last 16 days I have made over one hundred 
tests on refractory low . grade gold and 
silver ore from different parts of the country, 
and my experience, so far, has been that 
thé greater number of them can be worked 
to a high percentage by the MacArthur- 
Forrest process.”

[Special to the Colonist.]
New Wkstminsteb, Oct. 28.—The city 

is in a state of excitement over the murder 
of A. E. Pittendrigh, son of Captain George 
Pittendrigh, late H. M. Third Buffs, who 
wap found last night, at 9 o’clock, shot in 
the back of the head. The murdered man 
was a great favorite here, and the motive 
for the murder is shrouded in the deepest 
mystery. The principal facts of the mys­
terious affair are as follows : Last evening, 
while patrolling Front street beat, Consta­
ble Douglas was informed by a Siwashxth»t 
Indians were drinking on the pleasure 
grounds on the river front and quar­
relling. The constable found everything 
quiet there, but while paseing from one tent 
to another, heard a moaning sound from the 
bushes a little distance farther up the hill. 
Making hie way np the tortuous path from 
Front to Columbia street ana burning 
matches to light hie way, Douglas 
across the prostrate form of a man lying a 
couple of feet out of the trail. Thinking 
the person was an intoxicated Indian the 
policeman took hold of him, saying, 
np you drunken Siwash !" “I’m 
drunk, I’m ehot, my head ! my head !” 
came from the lips of the dying man, and 
those were the last words he uttered. The 
constable placed the wounded man on hie 
back and carried him to the lock-up, where 
Pittendrigh’s identity waa discovered. Doc­
tors Fagan and Walker were summoned, 
and examination showed that Pittendrigh 
had been ehot in the back of the head, the 
bullet entering the skull and lodging in his 
brain. The dying man was so covered with 
blood and dirt as to be almost unrecognizable. 
The doctors ordered his removal to St. Mary’s 
hospital, where it was found th*t the wound 
must prove fatal and, owing to its dangerous 
location, the doctors did not consider it safe 
to probe to any depth. Captain Pitten­
drigh was summoned, and remained with 
his eon until death occurred, shortly before 
1 o’clock this morning. Meantime the city 
and provincial police scoured the neighbor­
hood for the assassin. The entire night was 
spent in the search. Peter, an Indian, 
found sleeping in a tent within 30 feet from 
where the murder had been commit­
ted, was arrested by Chief Huston. 
Peter appeared to be drunk when roused 
but noon straightened up, and walked all 
right and evidently had shammed drunk. 
A loaded Winchester was found in the tent 
but the-weapon with which the murder was 
committed, evidently from the size of the 
hole in the murdered man’s head, was a re­
volver. Jim, another suspected Indian, 
was arrested last night and Harrison River 
Charley this morning. Peter’s klootchman, 
Mary, has disappeared and cannot be found. 
Indian Phillip to-day informed the police 
that Mary told him last night that Pitten­
drigh tried to assault her and she 
ordered him from the tent. As he went up 
the hill she fired the shot that killed him. 
The story is not credited by the police, who 
believe the woman tried to shield her hus­
band, Peter, now under arreet. It is 
known that Pittendrigh bad a canoe stolen 

‘from him by Siwashes, and the generally 
accepted theory is that he threatened law 
unless the canoe was restored, and that a 
drunken Indian sneaked after him when he 
left camp and ehot him. An-inquest will be 
held next week. Pittendrigh will bo given 
a military funeral.

HELD BY HIGHBINDERS.
A Highly Sensational Beport to the Police 

Causes an Early Homing Bald.

Late yesterday afternoon, word was 
brought to Chief Sheppard by two China­
men that one of their number, Chung Sun 
by name, had been seized by the High­
binders of Victoria, and was under sentence 
of death to be immediately executed, for 
divulging secrets of the order.

The. Chief laughed at their tale, but the 
two next sought protection for themselves, 
saying that their lives, too, were in danger. 

_ At 1.30 this morning a posse of nine po­
licemen, in charge of Sergts. Hawton and 
Levin, and including Officers McNeill and 
Hunter, of the Provincial force, entered the 
headquarters of the Society, across the alley 
from the entrance to the theatre, and after 
breaking doors and clearing their way made 
a thorough search of the building.

Strange to eay they found no Chong Sun, 
and only one or two placid Celestials, quite 
a contrast to the jabbering crowd usually 
on hand at any time of the day or night 
when police are around in Chinatown.

A second supposed lodge of the High­
binders on Fisgard street was next visited 
with the same result.

If Chung Sun is held by the Highbinders 
he has been well hidden, or else—he is no 
longer in existence.

The search for the missing man was still 
in progress as the Colon lay went to press.

He 
favored arm to arm vaccination for various 
reasons, chief amongst which was that it

\What is practically the end of the 
Coquitlam commission was reached yester­
day. PracticaUy there was nothing new 
brought out, the ground covered being the 
same as that gone over by other witnesses. 
The testimony so far has been of a nature 
corroborative of that given by Captain Mc­
Clellan in his lengthy examination.

Captain Kelly was the first witness to 
take the stand. In order to avoid useless 
repetition, the questions were confined to 
the transactions in Tonki Bay and off Tonki 
Cape. Witness corroborated the testimony 
of Captain Grant in all essential particulars.

Fred. DeWales was heard next. He 
testified that he was at the time of the 
transfers a boat puller on board the schooner 
Brenda. Witness had kept a diary since 
he was seven years of age, and every night 
at from 10 to 12 o’clock, he was in the 
habit of writing down the principal events 
of the day. The schooners were seven 
miles out when the transfers were made. 
Witness knew this because he eonld 
by experience just how far off land 
he was at any time. The sea was 
smooth when the transfers were made.

Daring the examination witness told how 
Mr. Day, the U. 8. Treasury agent, had 
taken him out a few days before and given 
him a dinner, and asked him some ques­
tions ; but witness denied that he had re­
ceived any money.

As to hie diary, it had not been shown to 
anyone or looked at since the 19th of June. 
It had not been shown to Mr. Day. On 
the re-direct, witness said that he could tell 
to within 20 rods of where he was, and how 
far off land at any time it wae in sight.

A. N. Brown then testified ,at length. 
His story was substantially the same as 
that told by Capt. Grant, Capt. Kelly and 
Capt. McClellan.

THE MACARTHUR-FORREST PRO­
CESS.

Description of the Process by a WeU-Known 
Mill Man.

Mr. Almarin B. Paul, an old mill man of 
high standing from the Pacifie Coast, who 
erected the firet mill upon the famous Com­
stock, in an article written by him in the 
Mining and Scientific Press ef San Franois- 
eo on April 9th, says :

Wheat has been active daring the week 
with business fairly well distributed. 
Bearish influences dominate and the dose of 
the week finds the market in a very dis­
tressed position with prices at the lowest so 
far. The cause of the weakness is enorinona 
receipts, a constantly increasing visible sup­
ply and a very moderate export demand. This 
has continued for over two months although 
even the most sanguine bear has expected 
that receipts would fall off long ago. How­
ever, they are growing larger, Bradstreet’e 
report Whig week showing an increase 
east and west of the Rocky Mountains of 
over 7,060,000 bushels. This has caused 
considerable liquidation, commisssion houses 
and the Northwest being very free sellers. 
The export demand is comparatively small 
although orders are in the market at three 
or four cents under ruling prices. Foreign­
ers’ stocks are large and ae they are the 
only buyers they have the advantage over 
us. Millers are good buyers of cash wheat 
but as the supply is so very large they 
secure it at practically their own prices. 
The United Kingdom will have to import 
between 155 and 160 millions of bushels this 
year against 144,000,000 last year. As 
soon ss the English visible supply shows 
signs of decreasing, a very good export de­
mand may be expected to spring up. 
Spring wheat receipts continne to grade 
very poorly, but winter wheat grades well 
and the stock of No. 2 Red is increasing at 
all points.

This is" a 
magnificent country. There are large 
prairies of the most fertile soil, and the 
timber is the heaviest in the State. The 
prairie lands are all taken up and almost 
all the available good timber land also, not­
withstanding the fact that the people of 
that section have no outlet. W hat onr peo­
ple need more than anything else is a road 
from Port Angeles into the Quillaynte 
country. Everything hae now to be packed 
over a trail in and oat. And yet the set­
tlers in that region value their land at $60 
an acre, and even do not want to sell at 
that figure. There was some talk about a 
railroad being built up to Port Angeles 
from Gray’s Harbor, which would give us 
terminal rates for our produce and mer­
chandise. Aa it is, onr shingle mills llave 
to pay 15 cents per 1,000 freight to Tacoma, 
which is a serious disadvantage to that in­
dustry. ”—Poet- Intelligencer.

The history of the R. C. Church in this 
city is brief but interesting. From small 
beginning» great things have been 
pliehed. Away back in the fifties, ’ Father 
(now Bishop) Loo tens andFather Dey aert cal­
led together tor public worship the first con­
gregation of Roman Catholics which ever as­
sembled in Victoria. This little band of 
the faithful included just eleven white men, 
and a like number of Indian converts. 
They congregated in a wooden shanty ad­
joining the present site of St. Joseph’s Hos­
pital, and this shanty did service as a chapel 
and residence for the priests.

But the congregation continued to grow— 
a few more white men were added, and 
Indian converti became numerous. In 
1858, through the exertions of Rev. Father 
Miehaûd a little chapel was erected on 
Humboldt street, where a nice little con­
gregation found a suitable place for worship.

This chapel 'still exists, and is that at 
present used in connection with St. Anne’s 
Convent. To preserve it in its entirety, 
the old wooden frame has been encased in 
brick, and to-day, it stands as it stood 
thirty years ago, few, if any, of its original 
furnishings having been interfered with.

Not until 1884 was the next move made 
to provide better accommodation, and in 
that year the Roman Catholics of Victoria 
aspired to Cathedral honors. The result of 
their aspirations is to be found in the pro- 
Cathedral on View street which, until to­
day, has been their chief place of worship. 
Of those who knelt before the altar in the 
first little chapel, the only one left is, per­
haps, Bishop Loo tens, and he has been 
spared to see the congregation grow from 
22 to 3,000 !

Yeara^go the pro-cathedral was found to 
be inadequate, and the necessity for another 
and more commodious building having been 
fully realized a movement was set on foot, 
the crowning success of which is the grand 
cathedral which to-day will be opened.

The new cathedral is dedicated to St. 
Andrew, at the instigation of Bishop Lem­
mens,His Lordship having been consecrated 
bishop on St. Andrew’s day. The building 
is of brink with stone ’ foundation and 
dressings, and enjoya the distinction of be­
ing the only purely gothic atructu 
class on the Coast. With, one or two ex­
ceptions the gothic style has been strictly 
followed, ana these deviations from. the 
original are hot in the tpiilding itself bnt 
in its after treatment^-littie matters of 
detail which experience Tiaa^ahown to be 
improvements on the exact lmèSTif the old 
masters. And that those changes are as 
pleasing as they are beneficial, anyone 
acquainted with the sombre, solemn dul- 
ness of the old cathedral style will at onee 
admit. There is nothing dull or heavy 
about St. Andrew’s—everything is bright 
and cheery, giving the idea of the hope and 
joy of the Christian rather than the despair 
and gloom of the sinner.

These win­
dows. are the work of Mr. Hatton, and add 
considerably to his high reputation as an 
artist of taste, boldness and skill. They 
are memorials to Bishop Demers and Arch­
bishop Seghers, the first being, donated by 
Captain and Mrs. Power, and the second by 
the members of the Altar Society: Among 
the many other beautiful windows 
must be noticed that at the south 
side of the church next to the 
altar of the Sacred Heart. It to the gift of 
the young ladies of the Sodality of the 
Bjessed Virgin, represents the assumption 
of the Virgin, and is unquestionably a work 
of great art. The window. was imported 
from Munich, where it was much admired 
in the Royal Bavarian Arc Institute, being 
the work of one of its most celebrated 
artists, F. X. Zettier.

Saturday’s session of the Royal Com­
mission on Epidemic Diseases, while inter­
esting and instructive from a scientific 
stand point, did not afford much food for the 
average onlooker, yet many facts 
brought out, which may well be considered 
by all.

Dr. Oswald Meredith Jones, surgeon on 
H. M. S. Warspite, was the first witness 
called, and was in fact the chief witness of 
the day. He stated that he had practised 
in London, Eng., and had, at different 
times, had experience with smallpox. He 
was aware what the method and practice of 
the public vaccinators of England 
One of the public vaccinators was Mr. 
Blackman, whose station was in the South­
east of London. The method used in this, 
as in other stations, was to vaccinate from 
arm to arm. The children were brought to 
the station in dozens and the public vac­
cinator would pick from the lot several 
healthy children—plump, fresh-looking
little ones—with clear, clean skins, and 
from the arms of. these would take 
the lymph with which others were vacci­
nated. The result was that the lymph was 
always fresh and pare. There was no dan­
ger of transmitting disease from one person 
to another by means of human virus pro- Box 27. 
vided the operation was performed by a 
competent medical man who would exercise 
even ordinary oare and precaution. Human­
ized lymph possessed many advantages over 
calf lymph. It was more certain, more 
speedy in its ration, and the recovery from 
ita effects was more rapid, while it waa not 
followed by the constitutional complaints 
which 80 often resulted from the nee of bovine 
lymph. On the other hand, of course, if 
one was sure of getting genuine bovine 
lymph and of getting it fresh, there were 
many who would prefer its use on the 
ground of its being more safe. But, in the 
use of either kind, the percentage of dan­
ger was reduced to a minimum. Vaccina­
tion was now so generally adopted in Eng­
land that no one of any standing in the medi­
cal profession had the temerity to question its 
efficacy and, in fact, those professional men 
who had had long experience in the great 
smallpox hospitals of the world, were with­
out a single exception in favor of 
tion. It waa impossible now, said the 
witness, for any one to take an appoint­
ment in any of the hospitals without first 
being vaccinated, and this rule was made to 
apply to doctors, nurses, servants, porters 
and everyone else. In this connection an 
interesting experience was related. When 
the Metropolitan Hospital Board was first 
organized, it consisted of doctors and lay­
men, some of whom were anti-vaccination 
men. In deference to their wishes ; some 
of the nurses who were appointed to the 
smallpox hospitals were not vaccinated and 
had never been vaccinated. It was found 
shortly afterwards that the mortality 
amongst these non-proteoted attendants 
was so great that no more of them were 
appointed, and the rule of “ vaccination ” 
waa made universal and compulsory.

In connection with the experience of Mr. 
Blackman, whose name was mentioned as 
public vaccinator in the East End of Lon­
don, witness said that gentleman had never, 
in his experience, had a single case where 
any disease was transmitted by arm-to-arm 
vaccination. Two or three case of this 
kind had been brought to the notice of Mr. 
Blackman, bnt these were cases which had 
been vaccinated by a private practitioner, 
who had evidently not exercised due caution.
These were the only cases, and it was im­
possible that cases should have arisen from 
the publie vaccinator’s office and not be 
known, as an accurate record was kept of 
every person^vaccinsted, with full particu­
lars of the case.

Dr. Jones gave a good illustration of the 
protection afforded by vaoeination, this be­
ing one within his own experience. When 
the Warspite was down in Chil­
ian waters, last year, smallpox was 
so epidemic in some places that the 
men were not allowed to go ashore except 
on special leave. In Coquimbo, a town of 
some 1,600 inhabitants, there were over 200 
deaths amongst the natives, who were un- 
vaceinated. The English people, of whom 
there were about 125, were all vaccinated 
except one child. This child took the dis­
ease and died. Two others took the disease 
and recovered, bnt all the rest were 
“immune,” although they were daily 
exposed to eon tag

Dr. Jones’ evidence as to the necessity of 
isolating other contagftus diseases in a hos­
pital corresponded with that given by other 
leading medical men, as also did his views 
as to the establishment of a Provincial 
Board of Health and of what precautions 
should be taken to prevent the introduction 
and spread of cholera.

Robert Carter was called to give evidence 
aa to what fumigation had been done in the 
houses from which smallpox patients were 
taken daring the recent outbreak. This 
corroborated all that was given previously, 
except in one. particular, where witness 
said he had haver received any instructions 
about boiling blankets, etc., and using a 
solution of bi-chloride of mercury.

The commission adjourned, to meet in 
Vancouver on Tuesday and on Thursday at 
New Westminster.

Coroner’s Inquest.
The coroner's inquest on the remains of

Captain Urqnhart testified 
that he had employed deceased for a time 
in connection with the schooner Venture, 
and lately had told him that if he wished to 
live on her and use some provisions aboard 
he conld do so, and savd himself some board 
and the cost of lodging.

He complained of feeling shaky, but climbed 
over the side of the vessel without aid.

among the n -lives. This information. Dr. 
Jones said, ooald only have eome from two 
sources, from the Hudson Bay Company or 
fronwthe Russians who were at that time 
in Alaska. In his own experience, too, 
the disease was endemic. There was a 
bad outbreakin 1860 at Bearer Lake ; in 
1862 there had been an outbreak in the 
Lower Fraser valley ; in 1863 there was an 
outbreak at Victoria ; in 1866 New West­
minster had been visited, there being at 
that time a very large nulnber of cases ; in 
1865 there was another outbreak in Vic­
toria ; last year there were some cases 
across James Bay, and the year before that 
there waa a case behind the Bishop’s Close. 
The fact was, the province was never clear 
from it.

In reference to "the cases of smallpox 
which had come in on the C. P. R. steam­
ers from the Orient, Dr. Jones said the first 
one was last December on the Empress of 
China. This was a lady named Mrs. Liv­
ingstone who was reported at Victoria as 
having hysteria. When the case was dis­
covered to be smallpox at Vancouver the 
steamer was sent back to Albert Head at 
once for quarantine. Mrs. Livingstone waa 
treated at the quarantine station and re­
covered although she had the confluent 
type of the disease. She was discharged 
two months afterwards. The next case 
was that of a Chinaman who came over on 
the Empress of Japan on her trip about the 
end of April, i This time the 
was reported wfien the 
here and the ship was in consequence 
sent to Albert Head where she was 
thoroughly fumigated and afterwards was 
allowed to proceed, the Chinese passengers, 
some 660 in all, having been landed. These 
Chinese were kept in quarantine and under 
tourveillanoe for a period of ton days, and 
were then brought in from Albert Head on 
scows furnished by the C. P. R. The next 
case witness had heard of, was that of the 
Chinaman who developed the disease after 
the Empress of Japan went to Vancouver 
in June. There conld have been no sign of 
the disease when the Empress passed here, 
as bad there been, it would undoubtedly 
have been detected, so close an inspection 
was made. Dr. Temple and Capt. Lee, of 
the Empress of Japan, had made an affidavit 
that there was no infections or contagions 
disease on board, and it was not at all 
probable, in fact it was most improbable, 
that they knew of it.

As to the apparatus at his disposal for 
fumigating, etc., Dr. Jones said that until 
some time in August, when the Earle Waa 
purchased, he had little or nothing, but 
now, with the di-oxide blast, he felt able to 
disinfect any ship.

It is not a fecit that the educated class as 
a whole are in favor of vaccination, 
and it b a fact that the oppo­
sition to it b moat rapidly increas­
ing, especially in enlightened England, 
because those who do thoroughly investi­
gate it almost invariably come to the same 
conclusion, that it b a sad mistake. Very 
good reasons can be adduced for medioal 
men supporting it, but even they hold a 
diversity of most contradictory opinions, 
and the irritability they nenally show in db- 
cussing the question b pretty clear evidence 
of its nnsonndness.

As regards tbe legal aspeet, I have fought 
H through to the end in England and have 
yet to learn that in a free country a danger­
ous surgical operation can be forced upon a 
law abiding citizen against his will. To 
snm up my evidence, I know for a certainty 

, that vaccination frequently produces serious 
diseases tod sometimes causes death. I can 
suffer imprisonment if necessary, but I will 
not submit to medioal tyranny or stand by 
an accessory to the possible murder of my 
own children.

WESTMINSTER.
New Westminster, Oct. 27.—All the

School Board last evening, convened for 
the purpose of considering tbe over-crowd­
ing of the schools. There was a large 
attendance of teachers, male and female, 
and the trustees present were, Messrs.
Payward, presiding, Lovell, McKay, Mor­
row, Saunders, Richards and Dr. Wade.

The minutes of the last regular meeting 
were read and confirmed, as were also those 
of a special meeting held in thq secretary’s 
office <Sn the 24 th inst.

The latter was called in consequence of a 
report as to a case of smallpox near the 
Spring Ridge school. The school was 
visited by the Public Health officer and the 
chairman, and from enquiries instituted Dr.
Milne deemed it ad visible that the children 
attending should be vaccinated, if this had 
not already been done. The meeting was 
called to disease the matter, and resulted 
in a decision being arrived at to conform 
with the doctor’s views, and further thaf 
no new pupil be admitted to any of the 
public schools who had not been success­
fully Vaccinated.

Criminal Pros* 
tuted—RaSait Francisco, Oot. 28.-The Examiner 

publishes the following : Built at the fabul­
ous cost of ore/$150,000, and with scarcely 
eight years of active service to her credit, 
the United States steamer Mohican stands 
a fair chance of being condemned and put 
out of commission in “Rotten Row” at 
Mare Island. Nothing short of a miracle 
saved her from total destruction and many 
of her crew from a watery grave during her 
recent cruise in Behring sea. While cruis­
ing in the vicinity of Cook’s Inlet on June 5 
last, the Mohican ran upon a hidden rock, 
striking no less than three times be­
fore her hull had passed over. As 
a heavy sea waa running, it was 
thought that she would pound herself to 
pieces. The crew was called to quarters 
preparatory to abandoning the tfiip, but, 
fortunately, the huge seas cleared the ship 
over the rock, and she put into Cook’s 
inlet.

A representative of the Examiner to-day 
visited the navy yard, where the Mohican 
was seen in the dry dock. A large force of 
sailors and civilians were observed working 
with their unusual vigor in clearing away 
the evidence of her tnisfortune. On the 
ship’s bottom were large patches where the 
copper had been torn away, while fifty feet 
of her keel was carried away, her huge 
oaken timbers having been ground to 
splinteis. Admission on board was denied. 
In tbe guise of a sailor, however, accession 
to both dry dock and ship was made easy.

San Francisco, Oct. 28.—Latest advices 
from Hawaii shd<that United States Min- 
ister Stevens, at Honolulu, has caused the 
arrest of the editor of the Bulletin 
charge of criminal libel based 
Sfondence printed in that paper as to his 
alleged tardiness in sending the cruiser Bos­
ton in search of the W. A. Campbell’s ship- 
wrecked sailors. Bail was fixed at $500, 
and the examination was to take place on 
the 21st. Minister Stevens’ course has not 
altogether been commended, and an indig­
nation meeting was to be held, numbering 
among its promoters several Americans.

United States Court against the steamship 
Willamette to recover salvage claimed by 
tugs which went to her assistance after her 
collision with the Premier. One suit is 
brought by the Pugqb Sound Tugboat Com­
pany, which is the owner of the Taooma 
and Goliah. On October 9, the Tacoma, 
while towing the bark R. K. Ham from 
Port Townsend to Port Blakeley, disoov^ 
ered the Willamette aground off Bush point, 
on Whidby Island. It is alleged that the 
steamship gave three whistles as a signal of 
distress, and that the Tacoma, going to the 
rescue, found the Willamette and the 
Premier still fastened together as a result 
of the collision. Assisted by the tug 
Goliah, it is claimed, the Tacoma attempted 
to pull the two vessels apart and get the 
Willamette afloat. Being unable to do so* 
the Taooma went to Port Gamble and re­
turned the next day with the tug Tyee, 
owned by the same compaRy. The three 
tugs succeeded in getting the Willamette 
and the Premier apart ana the former afloat. 
It is claimed by the libellant that the cap­
tain of the Willamette, against the advice 
of the captain of the Taooma, wound the 
wire pennant on the tug’s hawser around 
the propeller of the steamship, and in con­
sequence, it was ruined, the loss being $100. 
The amount of salvage claimed is $10,000. 
The Puget Sound Towage Company, owners 
of the tug Goliah, also sues for $10,000 
salvage.

London, Oot. 31.—The collapse of the 
Liberator Building Society, simultaneously 
with the downfall of the London and Gen­
eral Bank, is likely to prove one of the moat 
gigantic financial sensation! of the gener­
ation. Rumors as to the great extent of 
the disaster have been current ever since 
the double failure was announced, in 
September last; but the figures presented at 
a meeting of the shareholders and credit­
ors of the Liberator Society to-day ate 
astounding, even to those who have freely 
predicted that the wreck would be one of 
the worst ever known in the history of such 
enterprises. The official receivers stated at 
to-day’s meeting that the society owed the 
shareholders and creditors £312,000, while 
the rese.rve fund was only £90,000, and was 
little better than a mere book entry at that. 
The mortgages amounted to £3,423,000, and 
were at first supposed to be good assets, 
but investigation bad shown that 
they were probably valueless, as £3,188,286 
had been lent to three companies, which are 
now in liquidation. There were virtually 
no free assets, there being but. £50,000 in 
sight with which to meet a deficiency of 
£3,000,000. The bulk of the money had 
been lent upon nothing better than 
third liens. It waa absurd to talk 
about a possible reconstruction of 
the society, for there waa nothing to 
reconstruct. A stormy discussion followed 
the reading of this doleful report,' The up­
shot of it was that a committee waa 
appointed to co-operate with the receiver, 
in the forlorn hope of having something 
from the wreck. Everything pointa to the 
certainty of the criminal prosecution of the 
directors of the concern, and it will 
be the next thing in order. It is 
thought that the action will be on a charge, 
of fraudulent concealment of the operations 
of the society. There ia reason to believe that 
J. Spencer Balfour, M.P., the vice-president 
and real head of the concern, together with 
several (directors, has pocketed hundreds 
of thousandalof pounds in the shape of com­
missions, which are now alleged to be 
illegal. The litigation, which ia in pros­
pect, will doubtless reveal numerous and 
extensive scandals of financial character. -

read what has been written in its favor. It 
is their ignorance of the subject that causes 
them to speak lightly of it and to condemn 
those who advocate it as enthusiasts and 
impracticable dreamers.

But the subject is a practical one, and one 
that is certain, sooner or later, to force 
itself en the attention of all thinking men, 
both in the Mother Country and the colonies. 
What is to be the future relations between 
Great Britain and her dependencies is a ques­
tion that affects every subject of Queen Vic­
toria, whether he lives in Great Britain or in 
one of her numerous dependencies. Mr.Parkin 
shows this in his book very dearly. He 
makes it evident that Great Britain and her 
colonies are more closely connected and 
more dependent on each other than super­
ficial thinkers are apt to imagine.

The position of the Mother Country is 
very peculiar. 8he has become the manu­
facturer for the world. Comparatively few 
of her people are occupied in producing 
food to sustain themselves and their fellow- 
countrymen. They must depend upon for­
eign countries and the colonies for food, and 
also for the greater part of the raw material 
of their many manufactures. Deprive Great 
Britain of her outside supply, both of food 
stuffs and raw material, for six months and 
the whole of her population would be on the 
borders of starvation, and more than one- 
half of the working classes would have noth­
ing to do.

To a country so situated unfettered com­
merce is a necessity, and to keep that com­
merce free she must, when circumstances 
require it, have command of the seas, or 
rather she must be in a position to protect 
her ships and her traders wherever they 
may be. In order to do this effectively she 
must have possessions in all parts of the 
world. She must have seaports in coun­
tries friendly to her, in which her steamers 
can receive supplies of coal and other ma­
terial and in which they can refit if they are 
in any way damaged.. In a word, col­
onies are a necessity to Great Britain. 
Without them she could not be the great 
commercial country that she is and without 
them she could not maintain the maritime 
supremacy on which her very existence now 
depends.

But the colonies need Great Britain as 
much as Great Britain needs the colonies. 
W bile they were young and struggling com­
munities were it not for the protection she ex­
tended to them they would have become the 
prey of every ambitious nation which desires 
to extend its dominions. All the colonies of 
Great Britain need that protection still. 
Not one of them is in a position to maintain 
its independence in the face of powerful and 
ambition neighbors. And such has been 
the relations between the colonies and the 
Mother Country that none of them desire 
independence. The colonial tie may chafe 
a little sometimes, but it has not been found 
to be galling, and there is no . oolony that 
desires its severance.

The question then comes up, is not a 
closer alliance possible ! Cannot the colonies 
change their status from that of depend­
encies to parts of a federation of sovereign 
states? Cannot Great Britain be trans­
formed, into a Greater Britiin which shall 
include the whole of what is now 
the Empire of Great Britain ? Cannot 
Canada, for instance, become an integral 
part of the British nation with an adequate 
representation'ln her councils ? Cannot 
Great Britain and her colonies be so united 
that each member of the Union shall con­
tribute to the strength and the wealth and 
the greatness of the whole ? This is the 
problem which Mr. Parkin would like to 
see solved, and to the solution of which he, in 
our opinion, in no small degree contributes.

His book is remarkably well written. The 
reader sees at a glance that he has carefully 
studied the subject, and that his heart it in 
his work. He, too, will rise from its 
perusal impressed with the importance of 
the subject of Imperial Federation, and, 
whether he agrees with the author or not, 
with a respect for him and for those who 
labor with him in the cause of National 
Unity.

A SHAMELESS FRAUD.
The manner in which the voters’ lists of 

San Francisco have been stuffed is most 
extraordinary. It is said that as many as 
eight thousand names have been fraudu­
lently placed upon the list. Every 
seemed to know that the fraud was being 
committed but no one appears to be able to 
put a stop to the rascally work. The stuff­
ing is complained of by the honest voters of 
both parties. The Republicans protest 
against it as vigorously as the Democrats. 
The work is done by the bosses and their 
creatures, whq seem to be the real rulers of 
the city. The Examiner, denouncing this 
fraud, exclaims : “ Will the Citizens allow 
this?

hailed, with unfeigned gladness. The 
English in Japan were pleased to 
find that Lord Rosebery had determined to 
pursue a vigorous foreign policy. The 
Japan Mail, in an editorial on the subject, 
after expressing its satisfaction that the 
British Government had taken prompt 
action in the matter, goes on to say:—

Reuter announces that a British man-of- 
war to be dispatched to Vladivostock to de­
mand the release of any Canadian sailors 
who may be detained there in connection 
with the sealing vessels seized. Meantime 
no doubt the case of the seizures is being 
investigated. The Russians seized one or 
more American vessels at the same time, 
the crews of which Complain bitterly of 
ill - treatment. Probably the Wash­
ington Government will join in any 
remonstrance against these high-handed 
proceedings, but, however that may be, the 
British Government cannot tamely submit 
to such treatment without loss of prestige 
both at home and abroad. If, on investiga­
tion, the sealers are found to have violated 
Russian waters or regulations, they will of 
course have to take the consequences, but 
even that will not afford excuse for the 
brutal treatment of the crews. Possibly this 
may be due to the action of some local 
officials, but none the lees it calls for explan­
ation and apology. Rord Rose berry is 
fortunately not like Lord Granville; he 
knows his mind and will not hesitate to 
speak it.

The Mail is wrong in supposing that the 
American Government would resent the 
outrages committed on United States citi­
zens and demand immediate reparation. It, 
on the contrary, appears to be well pleased 
that Russia has asserted its sovereignty in 
the Pacific, even though its own citizens 
have been among the victims, American 
politicians seem to think that in some way 
the action of Russia will strengthen the 
American case before the arbitrators.

We see that an attempt is being made to 
induce the Government to make a large un­
authorized expenditure of public money in 
the Kootenay District. A road is needed 
from Nakusp to New Denver) and thence to 
the mining camps.

Government 
should take out of the Treasury without 
authority from the Legislature a sum suf­
ficient to build the North Denver and Na­
kusp road, they will be required to build 
roads from mining camps to Kaslo Lake and 
to other points. If the Government gives 
to one set of men, we cannot see how it can 
refuse to give to other sets. Reasonable 
people will see that it is not safe or proper 
to open such a door to unauthorized expendi­
ture, and to an improper use of the public 
money, as these applicants for public aid 
would have the Government do. If the 
Government made such a use of their power 
as they are petitioning for in order to favor 
other speculators and other miners, they 
would be the first to complain. Is it not 
best, in every way, then, for the applicants 
to wait until the Government can constitu­
tionally and regularly apply to the Legisla­
ture for the sums required to open up the 
district?

are in the country are 

not strong enough to maintain a 
newspaper organ to advocate their views. 
They have not a single representative in the 
Dominion Parliament ; neither, as far as we 
know, have they a representative in any of 
the provincial legislative assemblies. For a 
man publicly to avow a leaning towards an­
nexation is in all the provinces the surest 
way to political extinction. The people of 
Canada do not want to be represented by 
annexationists in any of their public bodies, 
federal, provincial cr municipal. These 
facts seem to us to be proof positive that 
there is really no such question 
ation before the people of Canada. If, as 
Harper’s Weekly asserts, there is in the 
Dominion an annexation party, it must be 
searched for with a magnifying glass, for no 
indications of its organization can he dis­
cerned by the naked eye.

The “ gentleman who holds a commis­
sion in the Canadian militia,” who lately 
went to the United States for the purpose 
of consultation with the annexation 
party that he expected to find there is evi­
dently one of those peculiar people who ex­
ist in every community, who delight in do­
ing things which they consider startling, not 
because they are right, but because they are 
uncommon and likely to bring them into no­
toriety. That “gentleman,” except for his 
annexation escapade, would in all probabil­
ity be never, heard of outside the little clique 
of his associates in his native town. Now, 
his name has been published in nearly all 
the newspapers of Canada and in a few of 
those of the United States ; and he has also 
been distinguished by having had his 
struck off the roll of officers of the Canadian 
militia. It is not likely that he will 
be heard of again by the public of Canada 
or' the United States. He is a nobody and 
he represents nobody.

Those public men and journalists in the 
United States who have been led to believe 
that a large proportion of the Canadian 
people are pining for political union with 
the United States, have been grossly mis­
informed: aHieÿ are in pretty much the 
same position as those Canadians who are 
persuaded that there is a large and power­
ful party in the United States who are 
only waiting for a good chance to gobble up 
Canada, body and bones. Harper’s Weekly 
assures the world that there is no such 
party in the States, and Ve are satisfied 
that it says not only what it believes to be 
true, but what is true, 
men of the Great Republic have
enough to think of without bother­
ing their heads about the. annexation of 
Canada. Not being seriously considered in 
the United States and having no party 
organization in Canada Professor Goldwin 
Smith and his handful of Canadian disci­
ples must be convinced that they have 
fallen upon evil days and that the chances 
of its annexation becoming of importance 
in either of the two countries within a 
measurable distance of time, are very few 
indeed.

WONDERFUL SPEED.
The last trip of the Inman line steamship 

City of Paris was made in 5 days 14 hours 
and 24 minutes from Queenstown. This 
beats her own record, which at the time 
was the best, by 1 hour and 34 minutes. In 
this voyage the City of Paris made, for four 
consecutive days, runs of over 503 miles. 
Her average speed on this voyage was 20.7 
knots an hour. This is wonderful going. 
And when it is considered that this extraor­
dinary speed was kept up, night and day, 
during the whole voyage with perfect safety 
the marvel is all the more marvellous. It is 
known now that great speed is combined 
with perfect safety. The passengers felt as 
easy and unconcerned, and the machinery 
ran as smoothly, while the noble steamship 
was rushing through the water at that rapid 
rate as if she was gliding at half the speed. 
The exaetness with which the immense en­
gines of these boats are constructed and the 
accuracy with which they do the work for 
which they are made are among the 
wonders of modern mechanical ‘science. 
Naval architects can now build a vessel and 
equip her with machinery to go at a given 
rate of speed, and, when the trial is made, 
she seldom goes below the rate for which 
she'was constructed, although she may at 
times slightly exceed it. The man who 
built the City of Paris knew that he was 
putting out of his hands * vessel that would 
cross the Atlantic in less time than any 
up to that time built. There was no 
chance about the matter. It was, from the 
time she was modelled until she was com­
pleted, a problem of science.

ITALT8 Nhw DEPARTURE.

Italy has been of late years living beyond 
her means. Her debt has gone on increas­
ing and her people have been taxed to their 
full tax-bearing ability, and somewhat be­
yond it, and now the time has come when 
she muât retrench and practise economy. 
Bjut it is not so easy to do this in Italy as 
one would itnagine. Singular to say, it is 
the represeutatives of the people themselves 
who place the greatest and indeed the only 
formidable obstacles in the way of cutting 
down expenses.

There is in Italy a whole army of public 
officials, very many more than are needed. 
But the members of Parliament are opposed 
to diminishing their numbers. The patron­
age of these places is almost entirely in 
their hands, and if their number were less­
ened to any considerable extent" the influ­
ence of the members would be proportion­
ately diminished. It was an attempt on 
the part of the late Prime Minister, Signor 
Criepi, to get rid of some six hundred of 
these unnecessary civil servants that hast­
ened his downfall.

In the same way the representatives of 
the people are opposed to diminishing the 
appropriations for local public works. Get­
ting as much of the public money|as possible 
to spend in their several constituencies is 
the great ambition of many members, 
and what they depend upon for a con­
tinuation of popular support. The minis­
ter, then, who pares down the appropria­
tions to the lowest point possible, is cer­
tain to lose support, and many who are not 
opposed to hiss on principle are glad to 
embrace the first opportunity that presents 
itself to embarrass him, and it may be, to 
defeat him. Then the state of Europe 
makes it extremely difficult for an Italian 
Premier to lessen to any great extent the 
expenditure on the army and navy. The 
sums expended on the war establishments of 
Italy are enormous, considering the popu- 
laticai of the country and the amount of its 
income. Even in initiating a policy of re­
trenchment and economy the Finance Min­
ister is obliged to calculate for the next two 
years on deficits of seven and ten millions 
of dollars. A surplus is a thing unknown 
to Italian finance in these days.

The Italian Legislature has been dis­
solved and the elections for the Chamber 
of Deputies take place on the sixth of the 
present month. The Government is very 
frank with the electorate. It does not 
paint the situation is rose colors by any 
means. The Premier Giolitti, in his address 
makes a candid statement of the financial 
condition of the country, and promises to 
do what he can to bring about a better state 
of things. He is not responsible for the 
embarrassments with which he is struggling, 
for he has been in power only six months, 
and when he took office it was predicted 
that his Government would not last six 
weeks. He has, however, kept his hold of 
the reins of power, and feels himself strong 
enough now to appeal to the people. What 

"his prospects are we have no means of know­
ing. Manhood suffrage does not obtain in 
Italy. There is both an educational and a 
tax-paying qualification. The elector must 
be 21 years of age, be able to read and 
write, and must pay taxes equivalent to 
*3.75 of our money.
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AGAINST EVACUATION.

Captain Lngard almost immediately on 
his teturn to England wrote a letter to the 
Times, in which he gives many reasons why 
Uganda should not be abandoned. He 
shows that from a commercial point of view 
Uganda being the key to a great part of 
Central Africa and being surrounded by 
countries in a high degree productive, is of 
no small value to Great Britain. Although 
Uganda itself is at present impoverished it 
has great capabilities, and can be made £o 
supply the British market with commo­
dities which ate there in great demand. 
He also shows that Uganda and the coun­
tries near it, if trnce a trade were opened, 
would be large consumers of British manu­
factures.

The political advantages of the occupation 
of Uganda, too, he describes as important. 
He suggests that the nation which possesses 
Uganda, if it knows how to use its advan­
tages, can be master of Egypt. The sources 
of the Nile are in that country, and what 
the Nile is to Egypt everyone knows. If 
Great Brityjn Should abandon the country 
there is nothing to hinder any other nation, 
desirous of obtaining territory and influence 
in Central Africa, seizing it and availing 
itself of all the advantages of its position. 
It is ufell known that both Italy and Ger­
many are ambitious to extend their respec­
tive spheres of influence in Africa, and had 
it not been that the Imperial East Africa 
Company had occupied the country in the 
interests of Great Britain, one or other of 
these two powers would be in position of 
the region to-day. More than all this, Capt. 
Lngard contends that Great Britain is 
bound in honor and by the pledges to the 
natives that have been made in her name, 
to remain in Uganda. What he says on 
this part of his subject is important, it is 
this :

There.are again, other arguments urged 
by those who maintain that the Govern­
ment of this country has an obligation 
which it is impossible it can set aside, with 
regard to Uganda. These are the fatal blow 
to British honor which would be the result 
of evacuation ; and, indirectly, the cogniz­
ance to some extent the Government must 
take of the pledges made to natives by a 
chartered company, which the company 
alleges it can no longer fulfil. 
To what extent Government should take 
cognizance of those pledges it is for Gov­
ernment and public opinion to decide. I, 
as the accredited agent of the chartered 
company, acting within my instructions, 
gave pledges—and my action in this matter 
has never been criticised or even discussed 
—pledges which I am naturally anxious to 
see fulfilled for the honor of the company 
in whose name I made them, and of the 
nation whom that company represents.

How far the British nation is bound by 
the pledges made by Capt. Lugard as agent 
of the East Africa Company depends 
tirely upon the relation in which the Com­
pany stands to the Government of Great 
Britain, and the understanding it had with 
that Government when it extended its 
operations to Central Africa. It is con­
tended by some that the Company went to 
Uganda more in the interests of the British 
Government than to enlarge the sphere of 
its own operations, and that it did so at 
the suggestion of men in authority in Great 
Britain. If that is the ease, the Govern­
ment are bound to see that the occupation 
of Uganda by the Company will not 
be to the injury of those who placed 
faith in the promises of Capt. Lugard 
and who acted on the assumption that 
that occupation was to be permanent. H. 
M. Stanley, who writes for the information 
of British editors, is of this opinion. He 
is, by the way, corrected as to matters of 
fact by some of the British public whom he 
undertook to enlighten. But the correc­
tions did not affect the moral aspect of the 
case.

Capt. Lugard shows that ■ from a moral 
and humanitarian point of view, the aban­
donment of Uganda would have a most 
deplorable effeot. It would take from the 
Christian converts the protection which is 
now necessary to their very existence. For

m nameTHE HONEST TRUTH.

There is, after all, a good deal of inde­
pendence in the press of the United States. 
Newspaper editors will say what they be­
lieve to be right in spite of the pressure of 
authority and the still more powerful force 
of national partiality. We have seen that 
the most forcible arguments against the 
claim of exclusive sovereignty over Behring 
Sea have appeared in American publications, 
and that even American officials have been 
so impressed with the absurdity of the con­
tention of their Government and with the 
Inconsistency of their practice that they 
could not, as it were, help protesting 
«gainst their nation being placed in a posi­
tion not only false but ridiculous. And 
now we have an American newspaper, the 
Boston Herald, showing, in a slightly sar­
castic way, why it is that the American 
people submit to outrages and insults at the 
hands of the Russians which they would 
promptly and fiercely resent if they had 
iieen committed and offered by British sub­
jects. The Herald, in a recent number, 
«ays :

Of course the Russian claim to extraor­
dinary jurisdiction in Behring sea rests upon 
the same grounds as the pretensions that 
we bave put forward ; we drawing ours 
from the alleged rights which Russia trans­
ferred to us at the time of our purchase of 
Alaska. The Herald has more than once 
indicated its entire disbelief in the sound­
ness of these pretensions, and in anticipa­
tion of the finding of the international tri­
bunal has never hesitated to condemn the 
action of the state department in resting 
what could easily be made a good and equit­
able case upon such an arohaic and worm- 
eaten foundation. It hardly need be stated 
that if we did not have a seal fishery con­
troversy of our own the seizure of certain 
American sealers by the Russian authorities 
and the barbaric treatment which the crews 
of thq vessels have had to endure, would 
arouse the indignation of our people, and if 
it were practised by the English instead of 
by the Russians would be used to fan up a 
feeling that would demand a declaration of 
war if reparation was not instantly made. 
But this fine show of spirit has tp be sup­
pressed, first, because if the claims we are 
m akin 
see to
cruisers are fully justified in seizing these 
American sealing vessels, while, curiously 
enough,it is very much easier when Ameri­
can citizens are maltreated* to evoke senti­
ments of hostility if the persecutors are 
English officials than is the case when the 
barbarity is practiced by representatives of 
the Russian Government. This, too, 
although the latter is the greatest and most 
intense despotism that exists upon the face 
of the earth.

It is evident that the Herald not only 
sees the inconsistency of our neighbors in 
patiently and uncomplainingly submitting 
to injuries from the Russians, but is amused 
at the spectacle. We have a notion, how­
ever, that in this matter our neighbors have 
practiced the virtues of forbearance, and 
humility in vain, for the arbitrators will con­
sider the questions submitted to them on 
their merits, without any reference to what 
the Russians did this summer in the Pacific 
Ocean, to either British or American sealers.
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Besides, it is not now known whether the 
road if built, at a very considerable ex­
pense, would be of much use after it is made.

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DANGER STILL.
The Special correspondent of the London 

Times does not believe that the danger from 
cholera is over in Western Europe. It is 
still lingering in Russia, in Hungary, in 
Poland, in Germany and in Holland. The 
sickness in Hamburg is declining day by 
day, but yet there are ominous signs that 
the cholera in Europe is not dead but sleep­
ing. Those signs, he says, “mean that the 
cholera is doing just what it has always 
done on former occasions, and is creeping 
quietly onwards, sowing its autumnal seeds 
in new ground, and a wide area which will 
burst into more or less luxuriant flower 
with the advent of summer. It begins, so 
to speak, where it left off.” This writer, 
who is evidently a man of experience and 
well read in the history of the disease, tells 
us that when the cholera wakes up next 
spring the people of the country places have 
more to fear from it than the inhabi­
tants of the large towns. The “great sacri­
fice of human life in Russia,” he says, ‘/has 
been in the rural districts, the vil­
lages and small; towns; and so it 
is likely'' to be in the 
further west, where the conditions are 
similar.” In 1872-3 there died in the 
rural districts of Hungary 190,000 persons, 
and he does not see what is to hinder the 
same thing happening again, if the disease 
gets a foothold. In those flat countries 
when once the disease makes its appearance, 
the water gets polluted, and then the 
plague spreads like wildfire.

This writer believes that Great Britain is 
not freefrom danger, and that as great vigil­
ance must be exercised this autumn and 
next spring as was necessary last summer. 
“Every place,” the Times’ correspondent 
says, “thinks it is prepared until the 
enemy is within the citadel. We have 
escaped hitherto by "virtue of our 
beautiful island position ; and the 
vigilance of our port sanitary officers ; 
but at any moment that line may be broken 
through and then it will be the same story 
as elsewhere.”

TRAILS AND ROADS.

The need of large appropriations to build 
trails and roads to open up the different 
mining camps is most urgent. The people 
are doing all they can to help themselves, 
but West Kootenay is a rough, mountain­
ous region, and constructing trails through 
precipitous canyons, around rocky 
tain slopes and through heavily timbered 
valleys is expensive. I am in hopes that in 
a few years electric roads will supersede 
trails, etc. There is no lack of water power 
that could be readily utilized for this pur­
pose, but in the meantime we must get 
along with trails and roads. Practical road 
superintendents should, in my opinion, be 
appointed to oversee the spending of 
the Provincial appropriations. Much work 
of a comparatively temporary character 
could be obviated if practical road superin­
tendents were Appointed, responsible only 
to the Lands and Works department.

The revenue from the district last year 
was $31,000 ; this year it will probably 
reach over $100,000, and in a few years it 
will take front rank as a revenue producer, 
so that the government can afford to treat 
it more liberally, as when opened up it will 
produce more wealth than all 
industries of the province combined.

This accident is lately to result in a boom 
fer the American style of coaches, and 
especially of sleepers. Of the ordinary 
carriages, some ahead of the Pullman 
sleeper and others behind it, all 
smashed to pieces, while the Pullman, 
though racked and twisted, withstood the 
shook in a manner marvellous to English 
eyes.

The coals from the furnace of 
the locomotive set fire to the gas with 
which the track had been lighted. The 
flames spread slowly Jrat surely, no organ- 
ized attempt (being made to check them, 
and the supply of water being limited.

A passenger named Mackenzie went rav­
ing crazy while witnessing the flames slowly 
roasting bis wife to death. He made 
oral efforts to throw himself into theburn- 
ing pile and die with her, bat was restrained 
by hie fellow passengers, who, like himself, 
were unable to render any assistance. The 
first hélp from Thirek, a distance of only 
two and a half miles, arrived two hours 
after the disaster, and even then no wreck­
ing appliances were furnished for clearing 
the wreck away or caring for the dead ana 
injured.

The present tribe of Siwashea and their 
ancestors have always, as far as tradition 
holds, lived about the river. One aged 
Tyhee, who looked as if, like Haggard’s 
“ She,” he had gone through the immortal 
flame once too often and his great age was 
at length revealed, settled on the-ground 
before the white stranger like a mass of 
shrunken parchment. He did not speak a 
word of Chinook or English, but his gut­
tural mutterings were translated by an in­
terpreter. They ran something like this : 
“I am descended from him. who was 
saved from the great flood on Mount 
Deluge (the high mountain of the Cascade 
range, 20 miles off, when all the others 
were lost, and where Socalie Tyhee (God) 
will appear at the end of the world. When 
I am gone, my son will toll his eon, and his 
son will again tell his son to wait and 
watch for the coming of the Socalie Tyhee, 
when all the children of him who 
was saved from the deluge will hold a great 
potlaeh and live over again with the good 
things provided by heaven.” Mr. Palmer 
did not wish to take the thunder out of his 
Government report by having it appear in 
the Colonist and declined giving further 
positive information of the country.

THE PREMIERSHIP.
Sir Charles Tapper Being Interviewed in 

London Declines to Entertain 
-v»,, the Idea.-

Montreal, Nov. 2.—(Special. )—The 
London correspondent of the Star called 
upon Sir Charles Tapper in London a few 
days since and asked him whether he would 
accept the Premiership of the Dominion 
under any circumstances. Sir Charles re­
plied : “No; when Sir' John Macdonald 
died my name was mentioned in some quar­
ters as his probable successor. I then 
positively declined to allow my name to be 
brought forward, and I am now more de­
cided on that point than I waa then. My 
work is here in London, and I am glad to say 
that so far the results accomplished have 
been very satisfactory. Should Sir John 
Abbott resign, and I believe he will do so 
shortly, the person to succeed him should 
be Sir John Thompson. He is entitled to the 
position by seniority and by ability.”

The opening up of the Slooan re­
gion, with its vast ore bodies, is attracting 
the attention of the mining world, and, next 
year, the ore shipments from that point 
alone must assume gigantic proportions— 
the more so seeing it is of unusual high 
grade and can stand considerable handling. 
About 150 animals are oontinuourfy em­
ployed packing ore from the minel^ which 
finds a ready market at American smelting 
points. Mr. Wardtter, owner of the Freddie 
Lee, is one of the most enterprising men in 
that section, and is rushing ore ont in grti| 
style. The Slocan camps are. accessible- 
from three points—first, via Nakusp and 
New Denver ; second, via the Columbia 
River and Kootenay Bay and the Slocan 
River ; and, third, from Kaslo on Kootenay 
Lake. The people of Kaslo, a town of only 
a few months’ growth, are constructing a 
wagon road from that point up the Kaslo 
River at a cost of Over $30,000, with­
out any assistance from the Government. 
This unprecedented enterprise on their 
part is bound to reap its own reward and 
doubtless will secure to them a large pro­
portion of the trade of the important min­
ing region of Slooan. A newspaper has 
recently been started by a Mr. Musgrave, 
that is brimful of mining news and must aid 
largely in giving mining information to the 
outside world—something urgently needed 
in any new mining country. It is need­
less to add that a town like Kaslo that 
has such energetic, enterprising people must 
be bounding along on the road to prosperity.

H. Murray and W. Nesbitt, hunters, and 
J. Devoe, boat puller, of the Annie C. 
Moore, were the first of the new arrivals to 
fall into the clutches of the Bear. They 
were in the boats off Copper Island on Aug­
ust 2, when they lost the schooner in the 
fog and boata from shore took them pris- 
oners. The natives proved kind—the auth­
orities paid no attention to them—and gave 
them of their bread and tea as long as they 
were on the island.

On the 21st the Kotik, the Fur Company’s 
steamer, bearing the Governor of Behring 
Island, called to take the three “prisoners” 
to Petropaulovsky, and the same day the 
lookout on the highest point of the island 
reported a schooner some 12 or 13 miles 
off. The fog, which before had hid her 
from view, settled down again soon after, 
but the glimpse enabled the officers of the 
Kotik to locate their prey. With the 
Moore’s men aboard they started on the 
chase, and soon had made Capt. Balcolm 
and hie crew prisoners, and the Maria, with 
her 623 skins; a prize. The second mate of 
the Kotik, with an Aleut crew and a few 
Cossacks, was put in charge to navigate the 
schooner to Petropaulovsky, and the

She was at the time 25 
miles south-east of Copper Island, having 
been chased 10 or 12 miles by the Russian 
cruiser Witges, which finally overhauled her. 
The Russian admiral was aboard, and him­
self directed the disposal of the prize and 
her 60S skins. The schooner was sent with 
a prize crew to Petropaulovsky, and “ all 
hands ” were taken to the same desolate 
place by the man-of-war, which on the way 
called at the convict stations and gave tne1» 
Victoria passengers a very good insight into 
Siberian prison life. During the trip the 
prisoners were treated just the same as the 
Russian sailors, and though the living was 
bad the sealers say “ we couldn't kick ; it 
was no worse than their own.”

At Vladivostock all were turned on the 
beach and told to do the best they could. 
The Carmelite’s men w ere allowed 7^ cents per 
day with which to buy provisions, while 
those of the Maria were permitted to take 
stores from their schooner, which was very 
much better. The entire company of seal­
ers found shelter in a deserted and roofless 
house on the outskirts of the straggling town.

In the port of Vladivostock to which the 
party were soon after taken by the 
“ Witges,” they saw their own schooners 
with others that had been taken this year, 
and the Hamilton Lewis, seized in ’91 and 
now offered for sale. The railway to Odessa, 
about completed, offered employment, and 
they were told they could go to work if 
they so wished. As the rate of wages is 
considerably under ten cents per day they 
respectfully submitted that they would pre­
fer to go home, if it made no difference.

While on board the Witges, Captain 
Holmes was informed by the Admiral that 
he would have to sign a paper similar to 
that presented to the masters of the Ariel, 
Willie McGowan and Rosie Olsen for their 
signatures. The document was read over 
and translated, and as soon as Captain 
Holmes learned that it was practically a 
confession t^at he was sealing where he had 
no right to, he declined. Threats were 
freely used, but proved ineffectual, and the 
Russians did not get the signature of the 
skippèr.

The Russians in all their movements 
showed a strong disposition to economise, 
and when the Tokio-Maru called at 
Vladivostock, en route to Nagasaki, 
they volunteered to pay for the pas­
sage of the prisoners to the Japanese 
port. The offer was gladly accepted, and 
the three crews embarked. Of course, they 
went steerage, and native steerage at that, 
so the fare on board was not delicate or 
substantial—rice which had to be eaten 
with chopsticks, and a native dish made 
from sea weed and kelp, neither appetizing 
nor strengthening.

Holeme to a Colonist man on board the 
Empress of Japan, “ that w^l get cur 
schooners hftek and be well paid for all cur 
losses.

THE CLERGY.

To the St. Sev. the Lord Bishop of British 
Columbia :

Rt. Rev. Father in God :-rWe, the 
clergy of your diooese, desire to express our 
deep regret at yottr approaching departure. 
We feel the severance of a tie so sacred as 
that which binds together a bishop and his 
clergy is no light matter. We feel this the 
more because some of us have been under 
your rule for many years, some of ns have 
received at your hands our commission as 
priests in the church of God, and all alike 
have been indebted to you for fatherly guid­
ance, helpful counsel and kindly sympathy. 
But although our more immediate relations 
are to be soon dissolved the tie woven by 
grateful memories and affectionate esteem 
is one which will never be broken. You will 
always dwell in our hearts and be remem­
bered in onr prayers and we are assured that 
in your retirement you will neither forget 
nor cease to pray for the diocese over which 
you have borne rule for three and thirty 
years. We cannot look forward without 
the greatest anxiety to the change which 
year resignation involves and we fully ap­
preciate the solemn responsibility which 
rests upon ourselves and our lay brethren of 
the synod in providing for the succession to 
the high office yon have held so long. We 
know that your prayers will be joined to 
ours that God may send us in onr need a 
bishop worthy and able to rule over us ; 
bidding you farewell we ask you to accept 
this pectoral cross and trust that you may 
wear it in remembrance of us.

He invited the tallest discussion, 
and predicted thorough unanimity in the 
cause.

Mr. R. Ackland was unanimously ap­
pointed secretary pro tern.

Mr. C. Dell-Smith spoke of the benefits 
of such an organization as that outlined by 
the chairman in bringing Irishmen into 
closer union and acquaintanceship.

Mr. Brethonr moved that an Irish asso­
ciation be forthwith formed, non-political 
and non-sectarian.

Mr. T. M. Jones seconded the motion, 
which carried without opposition.

On motion of Mr. T. Deaey it was de­
cided to take a liât of those who would 
join, and that each person signing pay a 
nominal fee of 25 cents to cover incidental 
expenses.

Every person present gave his practical 
assent by signing the register and paying 
down the earn named.

Mr. A. St. G. Flint moved that the so­
ciety be social in its operations, and Mr. 
Brethonr added “ beneficiary.”

Mr. T. Prosser seconded the motion, 
which whs carried by acclamation.

On motion of Mr. Dell-Smith it was de­
cided that the society be open to Irishmen 
and the direct descendants ot Irishmen 
only.

After many suggestions it was decided to 
call the organization “ The Sons of Erin,” 
and committees were appointed to draft 
constitution and by-laws, and make other 
arrangements.

Mr. A. i St. G. Flint kindly consented to 
receive a( hie office, corner of Broad and 
Fort streets, the names of persons wishing 
to join. s

The meeting adjourned at the call of the

ON PILOT BAY-
Rapid Growth of an Important Industry—The 

Future of the New Camp.

The transfer of an equal moiety of the 
Pilot Bay lands to the Smelter Company, 
in keeping with an agreement entered into 
by Joshua Davies on behalf of the Davies- 
Say ward Company and Dr. Hendryx, repre­
senting the Kootenay Lake Reduction Com­
pany, was consummated on Saturday last. 
Each of the above companies own in fee 
something oyer 100 scree, the balance of 
the lands are held as tenants in common. 
Some 35 acres, which have been cleared and 
surveyed, are being built upon. The prin­
cipal buildings completed are the Galena 
Trading Company’s store and the BlanohRrd 
and Clark- hotels. The joint owners have 
reserved two acres on the opposite 
the bay, facing the Smelter Company’s 
wharf, and will, during the winter, when 
the water of the lake is sufficiently low, 
build a wharf, 240 feet long, for commercial 
purposes, and will also erect a brick ware­
house for the storage of both free and bonded 
goods. The capacity of the smelter plant, 
when completed, will be 100 tons per day, 
with building and machinery capacity fqy 
300 tons per day when the ore output war­
rants the expenditure.

There are over 80 men employed at Pilot 
Bay, the greater number being engaged on 
the refinery, a building fronting the lake, 
245 feet by 120 feet deep. During the 
winter 50 men are to be employed, prin­
cipally in placing the machinery. The work 
will be completed some time daring nextyear 
in anticipation of transportation facilities for 
the carrying of coal and coke". The Redac­
tion Company are expecting to be able in the 
near future to draw all such supplies from 
the Crow’s Meat coal fields, which will af­
ford the most favorable facilities to com­
pete with any reduction company on the 
continent. The Pilot Bay smelter, when 
ready to work, will be the most complete 
plant in Canada, if not on the continent, 
and will cost upwards of $300,000.

CHICAGO’S FIRE.*bom st. Matthew’s, Wellington.
More Details of the Conflagation and the De­

struction it Caused.

Chicago, Nov. 1.—The Athletic Club 
building, when completed, was designed to 
be the finest athletic club in the Vorld. Its 
contemplated cost was $500,000. The loss 
on the building is estimated at from $70,000 
to $100,000. The Panorama of Chicago, 
one door above the Athletic Club, cost 
$250,000 and tons of water were th 
amongst its fragile beauties. As to what 
t^e lose would be S. S. Burr* the manager, 
snook his head when $80,00p was suggested. 
The Western Bank Note Company’s build­
ing on the corner of North street, was pro­
tected by a fire wall. Several lines of hose 
were run into the structure and two men 
placed on the roof, where they played with 
advantage on the burning mass. The S. A. 
Maxwell buildings in rear of the burning 
building, had the three floors filled with, 
water pipe and valuable decorative materi&L 
The upper stories were occupied by the 
Waterbury Clock Company, and were only- 
saved by a nine inch fire wall, against 
which the flames beat ineffectually. There 
will be great damage in this building, in 
the Continental Hotel and the adjacent 
millinery store, by water.

One of the officers of the Athletic Associ­
ation, who was early on the scene of the 
fire, hinted at incendiarism. The steam 
fitters all over the building were called off 
on strike yesterday afternoon by 
ness agent of the Building Trades Council. 
The trouble grew out of the employment of 
non-union men and originated with the 
electric workers. An investigation of the 
grievances of this organization discloses the 
fact that workmen belonging to other crafts 
were also non-union. It is known that the 
plasterers had been at work in the seventh 
and eighth stories, and when they left in 
the evening they left salamanders burning 
to dry their work. The fire started in this 
part of the building, and the fire watchman 
is certain that no one was in the building. 
It is probable that the fire originated from 
the salamanders.

Speaking of the work to 
come and making sundry suggestions for a 
furtherance of the objects of the association,
Miss Willard recommends that loca} unions 
petition their respective legislatures to es­
tablish homes for drunkards, with a 
view to their reformation, 
cures for drunkenness, she expressed 
an earnest belief in the efficacy of science in 
that direction, and suggests that the union 
establish such an institution, to be run not 
as a money-making concern. On the sub­
ject of prohibition she said that 4,000 of the 
9,000 saloons in New York city were 
mortgaged to 20 breweries.

WOMAN’S WORLD IN PARAGRAPHS.

Giving a Car Seat to n Woman—A Dis­
appearing Fashion.

It used to look very queer to a person 
from the west or south when he entered 
a street car or a coach on the elevated 
roads in New York and found women 
standing hanging to a strap; while all 
about theip men occupied seats, with 
their noses buried in newspapers. It 
seemed unpardonable rudeness at first. 
Then, by and by, if they remained in 
New York, these same men who were at 
first shocked gradually acquired all the 
gall of the native New Yorker and kept 
their seats with the best or worst of 
them. New York men have good rea­
sons in explanation of their conduct. 
They say truly enough that if they gave 
up a seat to every woman who comes 
into a car in New York they would be 
bobbing up and down all the time, and 
that this would be impossible in the 
ctowds that fill the public conveyances 
of the big city. Then there is another 
plea. They say, these New York men, 
that since woman is pushing her way 
into all the industries and going down 
town every day, let her take her 
chances and hustle the 
the men do. If she can’t hustle, 
then let her quit. If she is equal to a 
man, let her prove it. So, since New 
York sets the fashion for the rest of the 
country, men of other cities are falling 
into the habit of keeping their seats and 
letting women stand. Well, I for one 
do not object. There is, however, a 
place to draw, the line. It is when a 
strapping young athlete sits in his place 
and leers up with a look of infinite im­
pertinence into the face of a feeble 
woman old enough to he his grand­
mother, while she stands tottering. I 
pity the woman who is his mother and 
the woman who is to be his wife. But 
for the rest never mind. Men tell us 
that if we claim to be their equals we 
must hustle and prove it. Very well, 
we accept the gage. In no spirit of 
antagonism, btit as friendly comrades, 
we shall prove to men that we are their 
equals in learning, in endurance and 
business ability, and their superiors in 
the finer spiritual and moral qualities 
they have so neglected. Not destroying 
our nervous systems with whisky and 
tobacco, we shall be receptive to all the 
finer, more powerful forces of the uni­
verse. With souls full of fire, with im­
mortal patience -and determination we 
work on, and the kind of women the 
glorious Twentieth century will smile 
down upon—you shall see.

The summer’s fashion of belt and 
blouse waist has revealed defects in the 
figures of young American white women 
that one is sorry to see. The belt is too 
often girted in till the girl looks as if 
she would break in two. The necessary 
effect of this is to throw the body out of 
poise. Below the waist it stands prom­
inently forward in an unsightly way. 
The back, on the contrary, hollows so far 
in that the young woman looks as if she 
had been struck in the back and dented 
in. Then the shoulders bow out round 
again till the expression of the whole 
figure is something like the letter 8. So 
far as I have noticed, the strong, lithe, 
graceful young negro women have 
much finer figures than the average 
white- girl. Their strong, splendid 
shoulders stand firmly above a waist not 
too small, and the figure below the waist 
is straight and willowy. They seem 
somehow to he built for looks and for 
wear both. Perhaps the active physical 
exercise their mothers 
for generations, with 
and luxury, gives the daughters such 
firm, beautiful figures. If today a sculp­
tor were to look in America for the 
model of the Venus of Milo, he would be 
more apt to find it among the colored 
girls than among the' white ones.

Mrs. McGuirk, that able and enthusi­
astic newspaper woman, knew Lizzie 
Borden some years ago. Both were as­
sociated in the fruit and flower mission 
at Fall River. Mrs. McGuirk believes 
Lizzie Borden could no more have 
murdered her father and stepmother 
than an angel could, and she has writ­
ten a powerful letter to the New York 
Recorder in the accused girl’s defense.

Let ns pray to be lifted out of the 
commonplace up into the region of great 
ideas and great aspirations.

Arlo Bates tells a good story of a 
woman who, though she needed work 
and had no immediate prospect of it, re­
fused to take an engagement at very 
low wages because of the'effect it would 
have on the price for such work in gen­
eral. It is a pity there were not more 
women like this. If there were then 
women’s wages would not be so low. 
One is glad to be able to add that soon 
after her refusal to take the cheap place 
this admirable woman who stood np for 
her sex got a good paying place.

There is no disguising the fact that a 
long skirt does not look well on a bi­
cycle.. It mars the appearance of the 
prettiest girl, flapping about and flying 
np and down with every motion of the 
pedals. For this reason a woman never 
looks as graceful as a man on a bicycle. 
But women must not on that account 
give up the bicycle. They should get a 
dress more in harmony with the move­
ment. This will be simply a gymnasium 
dress, as ordinarily worn, with rather 
full trousers, cove 
blouse and short 
Long leggings, rei 
should be worn. This or something near 
it is certainly the coming bicycle suit 
for women.

Apply about every other night for 
week, and in nine out of ten faces a re­
markable improvement Will have taken 
place. The laughter that will ensue 
if three or four girls form a “mask 
party” will not be lost on the good look» 

Raw veal or beef applied in t.hia way 
is a method nsed with great snocess by 
many for freshening np a skin jaded by 
overwork. It is one of Mrs. Langtry’s 
favorite beantifiers.

One of the inost efficient and simple 
skin bleaches in the world is: To fifteen 
cents’ worth of glycerin add an equal 
quantity of rosewater. ftlix one ounce 
of borax and four of alcohol and add 
one toaspoonful of the mixture to the 
above. Some are afraid of glycerin, 
but there is not enough of it to harm 
any , and Its effects arê ntifile valuable by 
the other ingredients.

In bygone times ladies wore masks 
during outdoor exercises, especially dur- 
ing the hunt. I wish the practice might 
be restored for onr summer rambles. 
A false nose certainly nfight be intro­
duced, which under a veil would not be 
perceptible, and would flo away with 
that foe to all summer comfort for some 
—the red nose. After a long ride last 
summer two girls nsed a bleach which 
had been recommended by one who had 
nsed it successfully. From one it re 
moved the sun’s kisses in a night: on 
the other it brought ont a regular bridge 
of pimples across the nose and both 
ckeeks to thfe ears! Zinc.ointment cured 
them quickly. Camphor and camphor­
ated vaseline must be avoided, being 
hair producers, but there is nothing like 
the latter to kill a pimple; sweet almond 
oil is also good. A little tannin and 
opium mixed with the retiring cream is 
a harmless, quick, sure cure for red 
nose. Specialists now have a way of 
reducing redness by compressing the 
blood vessels.

Buttermilk is splendid to bleach and 
make smooth the skin. One tablespoon­
ful of tincture benzoin added to equal 
parts (about ten cents’ Worth) glycerin 
and rosewater makes a good steady 
wash. A lew drops of tincture of ben­
zoin in bath water is beneficial to the 
skin, but too much makes it yellow. 
One ounce'lemon juice, oHe-quarter 
dram powdered borax, one-half dram 
sugar tightly corked np for a few days 
will remove freckles temporarily. Ron- 
cegno water, a colorfbss mineral water 
which comes, I believe, from south 
Tyrol, in Switzerland, and which is 
highly impregnated with iron and ar­
senic, will cause freckles to disappear 
withont breaking or harming the skin.

The mysterious origin of fires daring 
October, and.suspicious circumstances con­
nected with one fire, should be a strong 
argument in favor of investigations. At 
present, unless a deposit ia made by the in­
surance companies, no investigation is held, 
and the incendiary goes on with his work, 
unless caught in the act. In all large-cities 
an investigation foUows every suspicious 
fire and a fire marshal is authorized to sum­
mon witnesses and take evidence. When 
an investigation follows a fire the incen­
diary wiU Da afraid 
brought forward to oonneot him with 
the crime. The honest man, unfortun­
ate enough to lose his property, 
will have an opportunity to prove that he 
hsd nothing to gain, and courts investiga­
tion. The fire loss would be reduced and 
the guilty punished. Some person should 
be appointed for this purpose. At present 
no one will take the risk of arresting a sup­
posed incendiary. It is next to impossible 
to catch a fire-bug in the act of burning a 
building. All fires have a chance to spread, 
and should a large conflagration happen 
through the present system, whereby men 
insure and burn for gain, the present man­
ner of dealing with this matter will be, in a 
great measure, responsible.

Pilot Bay, Oct. 28.—The stipendiary 
magistrate, Mr. Fitzstubbs, stayed here on 
his way from the Kootenay River with a 
constable and the prisoner David, an In­
dian who shot his brother Pete last week. 
It is claimed to have been the clearest case 
of justifiable homicide. Pete’s record had 
been very bad aa a quarrelsome, overbear­
ing ruffian, while David is known as a quiet, 
good tempered man, and baa the entire 
sympathy of the Indiana and white men. 
The contention arose on a declaration on 
Pete’s part that he would take away with 
him a young lad who was living with David. 
The latter objected, as he said the boy 
would be miserable and perhaps get into 
trouble by being with Pete, who then seized 
David, and, getting him 
hammered his head violently on the 
ground. He then worked himself 
into a fury and said, “I came to this lodge 
to have a quarrel, and now I’ll kill you.” 
He then rushed to his lodge, seized hie rifle, 
Waded it with cartridge and kneeling down 
pushed the muzzle through the low entrance 
of David’s lodge, seeking to draw a bead on 
him. The latter had, however, also armed 
himself, and jnst aa Pete caught sight of 
him and was about to cover him, be fired, 
and the ball passed through Pete’s body, 
killing him instantly. Had.the coroner 
been at hand, his jury would almost 
tainly have found a verdict of justifiable 
homicide, but Mr. Fitzstubbs, not wishing 
to encroach on the coroner’s prerogative, or 
to commit the man for trial in the face of 
such evidence, sent a fall statement of the 
case to Victoria and awaits the opinion of 
the judges, while holding the man in cus­
tody. It is right that this report 
facts should be made public, as the local 
press got the matter mixed, and made it 
appear that the deceased was a “good In­
dian,” even before he departed this life.

While Mr. Fitzstnbbs was here he 
in Andrew Parke as constable; and all 
offenders, inflagrante delicto, will now be 
apprehended.

It is a matter of very serions moment to 
the well-being and sound development of 
tbe great mining industry of this district, 
that, in any attempt to interest outside 
capital, the utmost integrity should be evi­
denced at every stage of the proceedings. 
American capitalists who have invested 
here have not done so without the fullest 
enquiry into, and personal examination of, 
the varions propositions put before them. 
They are on the spot; they are skilled min­
ers and in every way besides are fully capa- 
ple of conserving their own interests. It is 
equally easy for capitalists on this side 
the boundary to prove the merit or'de- 
merit of any‘proposals for the pnrohase of 
mineral claims. Honest expert evidence can 
be readily obtained, which may be relied 
upon to under-rate, rather than over-rate, 
thepotentialitiesof any particularclaim. Not­
withstanding the comparative inexperience 
which exists on the pqrt of each capitalists 
as to mining matteri generally, there can 
be no' reason why they should not now apply 
ordinary business tests, and take a band in 
the highly remunerative occupation of de­
veloping the mineral wealthof their country.

It is a totally different proposition when 
it becomes a question of floating a mine on 
the English market. At the present time, 
and for many years past, the attitude of the 
British public towards mining ventures is, 
and has been, one of acute distrust, founded 
upon cruel experience of the ways of the 
Professional Company Promoter. Even 
these gentry are sick and tired of that 
branch of their business. Said one of them 
lately, when visited by a business man from 
British Columbia, “Give ns any proposals 
for fisheries, for ranches, or any big real 
estate deals, but for heaven’s sake don’t 
mention mines !” More than in any other 
way has money been extracted from the 
slender hoards of the widow, the elderly 
spinster and the impecnnioqs country par­
son, and more misery caused, perhaps, 
by tbe flaring lies of the prospectus of 
big bogus bonanza, promising wealth and 
fortune by tbe purchase of a £1 share for 
12s. 6Jd. This method of financing a mine 
and enriching the promoters only, has been 
but too cômmon ; no legitimate business is 
intended ; the working of the mine is not 
even contemplated at this stage of the game ; 
still less does the question of ever paying a 
dividend embarrass the promoters ; tbe only 
outcome is the loss of the subscribers’ cap­
ital, and, if the property be really valuable, 
the reconstruction of the company by pur­
chase at a trifling figure as compared with 
the original price asked, and possibly the 
ultimate working of the mine on a moderate 
scale.

Mining property is as sensitive as real 
estate, and to have a mips .hawked about 
from one market to another, rejected by 
the capitalist or syndicate who first enter­
tained it, and finally landed in the clutches of 
such stock jobbing promoters is more in­
jurious to the property and to the reputa­
tions of the owners and the locality in which 
the mine is situated than if it had been sold 
privately for one-fourth the money.

The only West Kootenay mine which has 
been placed on the English 
ket is the Silver King, on Toad 
mountain ; it is reported that the 
first provisional contract for its sale to 
a Glasgow syndicate has fallen through ; 
and, if this is the case, it is hoped that the 
property may be withdrawn and efforts 
made to effect a sale nearer home, even at a 
reduced figure, rather than run the risk of 
giving Nelson and the West Kootenay coun­
try a “ black eye ” at the very outset of 
their hareer.

The Kootenay River Reclamation works 
are in full swing again ; the Indian Chief 
admitted to Mr. Fitzstubbs that his people 
were in the wrong and promised good be­
haviour, for the future. It appears that 
their hostile attitude was shamelessly 
couraged by some white men who object to 
the improvements in progress.
