ﬁrave Charges Against Six of
the Aldermen.

ACCUSED OF BIDDING FOR BRIBES

In Connection ‘With the Elec-
tric Light Franchise.

The Mayor Decides’ That a Thorough In-
vestigation Shall Take Place Before
the Tender for. Lighting is Awarded—
The Manager of the Toromte Electric
Lighting Co,, the People Alleged to
Have léén Approached, Declines to
Either Aflirm or Deny the Rumors.

Down at the City Hall yesterday there
was most unusual excitement, for zrave
charzes against the honesty ol certain
members of the City* Council floated in
the air, charzes that, if true, will create

-pne of the Zreatest scandals that has
pver occurred in the municipal history of
the city of Toronto.

These charzes have reference to the
tenders for the electric lizhting of the
tity. Had they concerned anythinz else
it is' safe to say that every unbiassed
person would have instantly dismissed
them as unfounded.

. Not so with the electric lizhtingZ busi-
ness. In connection with the receivinz
- and opening of the tenders, certain things
bave occurred which have raiséd doubts
in the minds of those interested in muni-¢
sipal affairs as to whether the proceed-
inzs were being conducted with that
izhtforwardness that is imperative
in ‘mautters that pertain to public pro-
perty.

That tbe chargzes are not entirely dis-
credited the attitude of the hiZhest civie
diznitaries in demanding an investiga-
tion before any action is taken in re-
.zard to the lighting, is sufficient evi-
dence.

Six Aldermen Accused.

Six aldermen, whose names have not
yét leaked out are accused of havinZ ap-
proached the¢ Toronto Electric Lizhting
Company prior to the sendinz in of the
street lighting tenders and offered to
sell their influence in the council for
the sum of $12,000. The compnny, so
goes the story, refused to accede to
their .demands, and then the clique cut
their price down to $6000, intimatinz
that unless they were placed in posses-
sion of that nice little pile they! would
vote in favor of a municipal ;plant.

J. J. Wright. manager of the Toronto
Electric Lizhting Company, was inter-
viewed by a reporter yesterday morningz,
but he refused to either deny or econ-
firm the statement. The press represen-
wative understood from him, however,
that & special meéetinz of the Board, of
Directors would be held yesterday after-
tdoon to consider the guestion, and that
at 8 in the eveninzy the newspapers
milgltzt expect to receive a definite state-
ment.

Hanager Wright §Is Non-Communicative

In view of this a bunch of reporters
were on hand at the works ofl the com-
pany at the foot of Scott-street at the
time mentioned. There they saw Mr.
Wrizht, but that gentleman informed
them they were the victims of a mistake,
that no meetinz of the directors was
beinz held, and that he had nothinz' to
say-on the subject at all.

*“You refuse to either deny or confirm
these charges ?” queried The World
reporter.

“If you ask me no questions,” replied
Mr. Wright, “I.will tell you no lies. I
am not here to be cross-examined by
you.”

“Must Be An Investigation,” Says the
: Mayor. }

Ald. Hallam was at the City Hall yes-
terday and had a consultation with
Mayor Kennedy. Both he and the mayor
are of the opinion that nothing what-
ever should be done in the matter of the
eleetric lighting until an investigation
has been held.

Ald. Hallam announced his intention of
moving a resolution at the next meet-
ing of the City Council calling for an
inquiry into the whole subject before the
County Judge; who would be able to
take sworn evidence.

Some of the- aldermen seem to think
that the charges are a bluff on the part
of the Toronto Electric Lighting Com-
pany to obtain the sympathy of the
council and thus secure for themselves
the contract. But even these urge that
an ipvestigation is necessary in order to
clear the aldermanic body from the stain
which has been cast mpon them.

The Feeling of Distrust.

Thefdé is an all-round feeling of dis -
trust in regard to the electric lighting 1
tenders. In the first place the postpone-
ment of the opening of the tenders from
Saturday to Monday is not considered
altogether straight, and in the second
lace the fact that the Toronto Electric

ighting Company’s tender was only one-
half cent per lamp per night below the
offer of the Toronto Railway Company

8 thought peculiar.

At the meeting of the Fire and Light
Jommittee yesterday afternoon, Ald.
Hubbard read the accusation that was
printed in an evening paper. It was a
matter, he eaid, that could not be pass-
ed over. If the charges were true they
should be exposed at the earliest possi-
ble moment, if they were not they should
be withdrawn. If the article was- true
the Toronto Electric Light Company
should come forward and give the names
D}i the person or persons who approached
them,

Chairman Stewart: This, I think, is a
matter for the council to deal with.

Ald. Foster said that was the first he
had heard of the charges. So far as he
was concerned he had never come in con-
tact with nor been approached by any
person interested in electric lighting.

Chairman Stewart said he had not been
approached in any way in the matter of
the tenders.

Special Council of Great Britain's Minis-

try Summoned to Discuss the Re-
Iations With France.

London, Oct. 2.—A special Cabinet
council has been called for Thursday next
and the mewmbers of the Ministry who
arc absent from the city have been hurri-
edly summoned to return.

Telegrams have been sentsto Sir Wil-
liam Vernon Harcourt, who started yes-
terday for italy, and others of the Min-
isters who are in the country. Sudden
new developments regarding the rela -
tions Dbetween Great Britain and
France aré without doubt the reason for
the hasty symmoning of the Ministers.

The Daily News in an editorial r?fs‘r-
rinz to the special meeting of the British
Cabinet called for Thursday, says: Ru-
mor is always wrong when it deals with
the causes of cabinet meetings. - Wise men
do not heed such rumors. The only rea-
sonable assumption at present is that
the -AnZlo-French  negotiations require
the, attention of the Cabinet.

The Standard says that nobody whose
opinion has any value, believes Im: a
moment that any question has arisen
that could not be amicably qr.ru..nged by
patient and {emperate dicision. It
regrets the extreme tone adopted in the
last few weeks by certain Paris news-
papers.

The-<Baily Chronicle alludes to the oc-
caeion for summoning the Cabinet as a
grave and eerious matter. It deplores
the fact that the condition of both the
civiliged and uneivilized world gives only
too abundant cause for disquietude. Afl-
ter discussing the various questions pend-
ing between England and France The
Chronicle expresses the opinion that
Egypt will be the test question, and
advocates a European conference with
the object of completely mneutralizing
Egypt. !
It regards the imminence of Japanese
coup in Pekin @s a far more serious mat-
ter, and adds that should the defeat of
the Chinese be followed by a revolution
and a gnassacre of Europeans there would
arise an eastern crisis the result of which
itr is impossible to forecast.

THE CELESTIAL/EMPEROR MAY BE
DETHRONED.

His Successor Will Be the Som of Prince
Kung, Who Is in Favoer of Making
Terms With Japan—Li Hung Chang Is
Disgusted and His Army Is Dis-
trusted. :

New York, Oct. 2.—-A special to The
Herald from Shanghai says; The Emperor
of China will very likely be dethroned in
favor of Prince Kung’s son, who will
treat with the Japanese.

Li Huug Chang has been superseded
in the supreme command by General
Sang Tsin of the Province of Hunan,who
has received full powers. :

Li Hung Chang wretires disgusted to Pao
Ting Foo, the capital of the Province of
Chi Li. His alleged defection to the Ja-
panese ‘is only canvassed consequent to
the recall of Prince Kung.

Twenty thousand Hunan soldiers are
gathering around Shaubai Kwan, the ter-
minus of the Great Wall, where it forms
the boundary between the Provinces of
Chi Li and Shing King. .

Li Hung Chang’s army is distrusted.

The Chinese Not Looking for Fight.

London, Oct. 2.—-The correspondent in
Tokyo of the Central News telegraphs
that the Japanese are moving north from
Ping Yang. They report that they have
not sighted the enemy, but have found
a large gquaftity of arms and ammauni-
tion which had been abandoned by the
Chinese, many of whom had been killed
by COoreans. All the villages and farm
buildings from Lusan, on the route of the
troops, have been burned and the culti«
vated land; has been laid waste.

Six hundred Toga Kuto rebels were
met by 26 Japanese engineers at Win
Ching, and were immediately dispersed
and fled, leaving their matchlocks and
spears behind them. Many of the rebels
were wounded, but there were no casual-
ties among the Japanese.

The Star prints a despatch from Shang-
hai stating that an Imperial edict has
been issued appointing General Sung,
formerly in command at Port Arthur,
Generalissimo of the valorous Pei Yang
army corps now in Manchuria, and com-
mander-in-chief of the Manchu levies, ex-
cept those of the Kirin division, the
commander of which is a Tartar general.
The other general officers are command-
ed to obey all orders of General Sung
under pain of death.

Advancing on the Capital.

The St. James Gazette prints a de-
spatch from Tien-Tsin stating that a
Japanese fleet was sighted on Sept. 28,
10 miles off Shanhai Kwan, about 200
miles from Pekin.

A Central News despatch from Shanghai
says influential Chinese have given ex-
pression to a feeling of certainty that
the Japanese will succeed in capturing
Pekin.

Britain on the Watch.

London, Oct. 2.—The Times publishes a
despatch from SimPa, India, stating that
& division of troops, 6000 strong, can be
sent from India on short gotice to pro-
tect the treaty ports in China.

The Times has a letter from Sir Halli-
day Macartney, Consular Agent of the
Chinese Embassy here, asking whether it
is not strange that the startling telegram
received in London respecting the Chi-
nese disaster at Ping Yang is still with-
out confirmation.

Washington, Oct. 2.—The fact seems to
have escaped general attention that by
the provisions of the 26th article of the
treaty of 1858, between this country
and China, privileges are granted to the
United States in.connection with the
ports opg#ed to general commerce which
neither eat Britain, France, Germany
nor Russia enjoys by direct treaty stipu-
lation. If they have these rights, they
only acquire them under the most favor-
ed nation clause, which entitles them to
what nations possess in the way of treaty
rights.

Threatening the Kirin Arsenal.

London, Oct. 2.—The Westminster Ga-
zette prints a despatch from Tien-Tsin
to a news azZency here saying it is offi-
cially stated that 5000 Japanese troops
have arrived at Possiette Bay, near the
Russian frontier.

The Gagzette, commentinz on this news,
says it is important if true. Possiette
Bay is only a short distance from Vla-
divostock, and the Japanese who have
landed there have been sent either _for
the purpose of guarding the Russo-Cor-
ean frontier, or. to threaten Kirin, where
the famous arsenal of Manchuria is lo-
cated.

Li Mung Still Powerful.

London, Oct. 2.—The Shanghai corre-
spondent of the Central News telegraphs :
“ There i8 no sign in Tien-Tsin that Li-
Hung Chang’s power is waning. His au-
diences are as well attended as ever.
He: has several thousand well-armed and
regularly paid troops, who proteet visit-
ing Europeans. Much anxiety is felt for
the foreign residents as the populace is
behaving insolently and becoming' un-
usually threatening. The removal of the
treasure, and archives from Moukden has
made a bad impression, being regarded
ap a display of weakness.”

General Yeh's Body Found.

London, Oct. 2.—The Central News
Tokyo correspondent states that after
the battle of Ping-Yang, while the
Japanese soldiers were engaged in bury-
ing those who had fallen in the fight, they
found, surrounded by a heap of dead
bodies, the remains of an officer very
richly clad. On the body was found &
letter from the Chinese Government ad-
dressed to General Yeh, Commander-in-
Chief of the Chinese forces in Corea.
This letter, together with others, from
the wife of Genecral Yeh, and various
documents, which were also found on the
body, fix beyond doubt the identity of
the remains as those of General Yebh,
who! was supposecd to have succeeded in
making his escape after thé complete
rout of his forces by the Japanese. His
body was interred with the honors due
the rank of the deceased officer.

The Chinese prisoners, who are being
shipped to Japan, are, owing to their
very large number, distributed upon their
arrival among the various military dis-
tricts.

Work on the Nicarazua Canal has been
resumed by a force of 1200- men.,

Dr. Oertel of the Hygzienic Institute of
Hamburz has died from Asiatic cholera,
resulting from an experiment with in-
fected water taken from the River Vis-
tula.

At Gordon Village Sunday, Melt Trot-
well’s saloon was blown up by dynamite.
The “drys” had been tryinz for three
years to zet rid of Trotwell.

Cholera is reported’ in Constantinople,
and four deaths from the disease are re-
ported at Cognac, France,

An wunseemly and protracted wrangle
disturbed the customary seremity of the
High School Board at their meeting last
night. The dispute arose over an al-
leged failure on the part of H. H. Spence,
who holds the wpntract for the supply
of coal used by the board, to fulfil his
agreement, in consequence of which he
was notified by Secretary Hagerman
that the contract was cancelled. The
Property Committee endorsed the action
of the secretary, and called for new ten-
ders. The Feport of this committee con-
tained this clause: :
. 1. That the ¢ontractor for the sup-
ply. of fuel is in default; and that your
committee asked for new tenders, and
beg to recommend the acceptance of
The Conger Coal Co.'s offer to complete
contract at the following prices: Hard
coal, grate, $4.75 ; stove and nut, $4.90 ;
soft coal, $4.50 ; pine slabs, $3 per cord.

Trustee Roaf moved the clause be re-
ferred back, as he thought the commit-
tee had no power to'cancel the Spence
contract.

Trustee Laxton made a plea for Mr.
Spence, who, he said, was being perse-
cuted. by a monopoly.

Trustee Greer accepted this as an open-
ing, and taunted Mr. Laxton with being
a representative of the Gas Company,
the biggest monopoly on earth.

More’ than, an hour was| spent in cross-
firing, when an amendmeént by Trustee
Curry' that the clause be struck out was
passed.

TORONTO ELECTRIC LIGHET C0.S CON-
TRACT RECOMMENDED,

According to the Engineer’s Estimate the
Cost of Constructing a Municipal Ser-
vice Wonld Be $2.55 Per Light in Ex-
cess of the Electric Light Co.’s Tender—
Ald. Hubbard Wants It Left to the
Electors,

The Fire and Light Committee decided
at the meeting yesterday to recommend
the council to accept the tender of the
Toronto Electric Light Co. for lighting
the streets, at the rate of $74.82 1-2/per
light per annum. X

Chairman Stewart announced that
according to tenders received and
the estimate of the C'gty Engi-
neer, the cost  of a municipal
electric lighting plant would be as fol-
lows : Engines, $78,729; dynamos, $27,-
201; lamps, $28,900; poles, $19,100;
wire, $19,277; constructing line work,
$25,000;  buildings, $42,000; belting,
$3000; mast  arms, $14,800. Total,
$253,007.

The Chairman’s Analysis.

“Allowing four per cent.,” eaid the
chairman, “for interest, and six per cent.
for depreciation, which amounts to $25,-
300, and putting ‘the running and main-
tenance expense-down at $75,295, the an-
nual cost to the city would be $100,695.

“Counting 1800 lights, the cost of each
light per year would come to $77.87, or
$2.66 per light more than the geader of
the Toronto Electric Light Co., tofting up
to an annual difference of $§315.

“In making his estimate the City En-
gineer has not allowed anything for dam-
ages from windstorms and other emer-
gencies. I bonsider it is in the best in-
terests of the city to uccf’pt the tender
of the Toronto Eleetric Light Co.”

. Inadvisable to Purchase a Plant.

Ald McMurrich thought that, consider-
ing electricity was as yet in its infancy,
it would be very unwise for the city to
purchase a plant at present. He did not
believe it was possible for the city to run
a plant as economically as a private cor-
poration.

Ald. Foster stated that originally he
was in favor of a municipal plant, but
he had since changed his opinion.

Ald. Hubbard made a stand for the civie
plant. He thought the figures which the
City Engineer had supplied to Chairman
Stewart were too high. He had received
particulars from the United States show-
ing that cities there made their own elec-
tricity at from 3672%0 $65 per light.
If it ecost the city $77.87, how could the
Toronto Elcetric Co. afford to do it for

74.82? Was the company doing busi-
ness on.. & philanthropic basis? «* He
moved that the matter be left f8r the
electors to decide early next year; and
he thought by that time he would be in
a position to prove that the city would
save money with a plant of its own.

Chairman Stewart: Chicago has a
municipal plant, and it costs them $196
per annum for each light.

On the motion of Ald. McMurrich the
committee resolved to recommend the ac-
peptanee of the tender of the Toronto
Electric Light Co., Ald, Hubbard being
the enly dissentient.

ENDOF ANTWERP'S WORLD'S FAIR,

France at the Mead of the List of Prize-

Antwerp, Oct. 2.—The World’s Exhibi-
tion which was opened here on May °5,
by the King and Queen of the Belgians,
was formally closed to-day with the dis-
tribution of awards.

The largest number of
awards granted to any one nation was
received by France. Among her awards
were 1569 grand prizes.

NOR CAPTAIN JGRELL'S BODY

HIS REMAINS REPOSE IN THE GAR-
RISON CEMETERY,
#

The Bones Shipped to Halifax on Satur-
day With Military Honors Were Prob-
ably Those of a Sergeant Major Killed
By the Invaders About the Same
Time,

The skeleton found in Duke-street and
shipped with military honors to Halifax
last Saturday for interment was not
that of Capt. McNeil of the 8th Regzi-
ment, as had been Zenerally supposed.
‘A't a meetinz of the York Pioneers yes-
terday the following extract from The
list newspaper published in Toronto,
May 9, 1829, was read, showing that
the remains lately forwarded to Halifax
were not those of Capt. McNeil, as was
once supposed:
THE LATE CAPTAIN‘M‘NEIL.

“It will be recollected by many of the
inhabitants of York that this officer fell
while gallantly fighting at the head of his
company of Grenadiers of the 8th Regiment
in defence of the place, on the morning of
the 27th April, 1813. His remains, which
80 eminently deserved rites of = honorable
sepulture, were, from unavoidable circum-
stances, consigned to earth by the hands
of the enemy whom he was_ opposing near
the spot where he fell, without any of those
marks of distinction which are paid to de-
parted valor.”

Reiuterment of the Remaius.
“The water of the lake,” The Loyalist
then proceeds to say, “havinz made great
inroads upon the bank, and the grave
beinZ in danger of being washed away,
it may be satisfactory to his [riends to
learn, that thesc circumstances  being
made known to Major Winniett, com-
mandinz the 68th Regziment at this post,.
he promptly authorized the necessary
measures 40 be taken for removingz the
remains of Capt. McNeil, -and placinz
them in the Garrison Burial round,
which was done this day. A firinz party
and the band attended on the occasion,
and the remains were followed to the
place of interment by the officers of ghe
Garrison, and a procession of the in-
habitants of 4lhe town and vicinity.”

Positive Identification.

The inhabitants of the town and vi-
cinity were well acquainted with the
spot on the Garrison Common where the
body of Capt. McNeil, killed at the battle
of York in 1818, had been deposited,
and could. not be mistaken in rezard to
the identity of the remains, to which
Major Winniett and the officers of the
68th were 8o laudably desirous of doinz
honor in the year 1829.
In the procession just described there
were many who had actually taken part
in the Battle of York and were fully
coznizant of all the incidents connected
therewith. The volugse of The Loyalist
containinZ the extra¥t just quoted was
exhibited to the meeting. Its editor,
Mr. Robert Stanton, was no doubt the
writer of the short article containingz the
account of the reinterment of Capt. Me-
Neil’s remaing by Major Winnjett in 1829,
and Mr. Stanton’s name is actually in
the list of those included in the terms of
capitulation when the town of York was
taken in 1813.
The human remains transmitted from
Toronto to Halifax on Saturday last
were most probably those of the ser-
zeant-major reported by Gen. Sheaffe to
Sir Georze Prevost to have been killed
alonz with four sergeants, 52 rank and
file, three unners and one drummer.

If ap investigation is de-
cided| on, as it no doubt will be, it will
havel to cover a little wider ground than
that! referred to above. There has been
not a little comment about Becretary
McGowan's connection with the company.
It will be remembered he was deputed
by the Fire and"Light Committee to pre-
parel an estimaté of the cost of furnish-
ing' arc lights to illuminate the streets.
Secretary MeGowan got his information
from the Toronto Electric Light Com-
pany, and this was known to several of
the aldermen on the committee. There
is no doubt that at this stage in the
game there was a quiet vnderstanding,
if noti a. conspiracy on the part of some
of the aldermen amf‘newspapers to ac-
cept McGowan’s figures as furnishing an
independent and reliable estimate of the
| actual cost of arc lighting. His esti-
mate was $103.85 per light, or $29
more than the company subsequently
tendered. The aldermen who had the
“understanding ” were prepared to ae-
cept McGowan’s estimate as correct,
although they were aware of the source
of his information. In this they were
supported by The Empire and Globe. The
former said that McGowan's figures were
tol be accepted in preference to those of
Engineer Keating, and The Globe thought
it was fortunate for the taxpayer that
MecGowan had been called on to furnish
an estimate. His estimate, according to
The Globe, was on the low side.

An investigation as to this episode is
as essential ae that relating-to the al-
leged blackmail.

And while they are at it a little more
light might be thrown on another branch
of the case. An alderman stated yes-
terday that it looked suspicious that the
lowest tender should be just half a cent
less than the next higher, especially so
when it i remembered that through
some informality the tenders were not
opened on the day they were received,
but were allowed to remain in the cus-
tody of some official from Saturday till
Monday. We are not charging any col-
lusion between any alderman or city of-
ficial and the Toronto Electric, Company,
but: the public’ hag a right to know how
itt came about that the advertisement
failed to mention the hour when the
tenders would be opened, and under the
circumstances they bhave also the right
to know in whose custody the tenders
remained from the time they were re-
ceived on Saturday till they were open-
ed. on Monday.

For these reasons there should be an
investigation that will include all these
branches of the case. And it should be
instituted at once,

THE CITIZENS MUST DECIDE

The Fire and Light Committee yester-
day recommended the acceptance of the
Toronto Electric Light Co.’s tender for
street lighting. The committee took a
very narrow view of the question. It
was stated that the engineer's estimate
of the cost of producing an arc light per
annum was $2.55 higher than the ten-
der of the Toronto Electric Light' Co.
The threat to start a municipal plant
has had the effect of reducing the cost
of each arc light about $25 a year. The
actual installation of the plant might
not further effect a direct saving,although
we understand one of the tenderers is
considering a proposition to guarantee
that the cost per arc light will not ex-
ceed $60 if its plant is adopted. What
the installation of a municipal plant
will do, however, is this: It will give
the people the benefit of immediate com-
petition in incandescent and arc lighting.
As we hav epointed out before the two
electric companjes have divided the field

-

-

‘between them. One supplies arc and the
other incandeacent lights. The only thing
‘thl(t restrains them from co: ng with
each Other is- the city street/lighting:
There is an understanding between the
two companies that as long as.the arc
company gets the street lighting, it will
keep out of the incandescent business.
As soon as the street lighting is taken
over by the city the two companies will
fly at each other Nke dogs spoiling for
a fight. ?

It is of the utmost consequence to the
people of Toronto that they should have
competition in incandescent lighting.
We pay altogether too much for that
kind of light, and furthermore, a big
majority of the people cannot get the
light if they want it. The fact of the
matter is, Toronto’s incandescent system
i# an antiquated one. It is capable of
supplying the centre of the city well
enough, but it is quite unable to supply
current to the outlying sections. We
can never get cheaper incandescent light
until we' get a new system, and we will
nevéy get a new eystem until we under-
takdour own street lighting.

If 'we get competition in incandescent
lighting we will secure a big reduction
in prices, such a reduction as will force
the gas company to reduce its rates to
seventy-five cents,

The effert that a municipal plant will
\bave in reducing street lighting is a
small matter compared with these other
benefits that will certainly follow. Be-
tween the cheaper gas and electric light
that the people ,would receive under com-
petition, a saving of $200,000 a year
would be effected.

The citizens must be allowed an oppor-
tunity to decide this matter for them-
selves. The; council must not confirm
the report of the Fire and Light Commit-
tee, but appoint a day for allowing the
ratepayers to vote on the question.

IF WE HAD A CONSUMERS’ WATER COM-
PANY.

When The Mail azain takes up the case
of private companies as against munici-
pal ownership and arzues in favor of
the former, it ought to go into parti-
culars.. To merely state the fact that
& private concern can conduct a business
more economijcally than the municipality
does not prove the case, even thouzh the
editor of The Mail be-the party making
.the assertion. The Mail says we have
made a failure in manazing the water-
works. The inference is that the inter-
ests of ¢itizeng would have been better
served if our Waterworks Department
were managzed by a private company,
like the Consumers’ Gas Company, for
instance. Accordinz to The Mail, muni-
cipal manazeéement is a failure because
the coal used for steam has a peculiar
way of disappearinz, and machines have
a funny babit of breakinz down under
| municipal supervision. As far as we
recollect its anguments, these and such
like complaints are the most serious that
The Mail ean urgze against the manage-
ment of the Waterworks Department.
We 'do not contend that the department
is manazed as well as it might be, but
we say the people are payinz less' for
their water than they would pay were
the concern in the hands of a Consumers’
Water Company. If a company operated
the system, what now appear as water-
works debentures would be known as
the capital of the company. These de-
bentures, accordinz to.the annual state-
ment of 1893, amounted then to $3,-
500,000 in round numbers, On the deben-
tures we pay about 4 1-2 per)cent. in-
terest, or - eay $1567,500 a year. A com-
pany would never -be satisfied with less
than 10 per cent, That is what we pay
the shareholders of the Gas Company and
the Toronto Electric Light Company
must divide a hizher rate than that, or
else put the surplus into plant. To a
private company we would have to pay
$350,000 interest yearly, or $192,600
more than it costs us by runninz the
plant ourselves., The maintenance ex-
pense, which does not include interest
or new works, amounted to $166,696 in
1893. We save enouzh in interest alone
to pay that total charze and leave us a
surplus of $25,000 to boot. Under pri-
vate manazZement our water rates would
be fully 50 per cent hizher than they are.
That is the practical way of lookinz at
this matter,

During the' past few years two new
pumpinZ engines have been installed at
the main station. One of these effected
a saving of 3426 tons of coal in ome
year, or what is equivalent to $14,559.
Another similar engine is about to be
put in commission, and a similar savinz
will be effected. As the city owns the
plant tbe people bezin to get the bene-
fit of the savinz the very day the new
machinery bezins to do work. Under
private managzement we would get the
benefit of no improvements in plant or
in the substitution of new methods.

A Visit to Halton County.

On Sunday The World's Agricultural
Young Man paid a visit to the farm of
Mr. William MecCabe, managing director
of the North American Life Assurance
Company, Mr. McCabe’s farm consists of
840 acres, and is situate on Lots 83 and
84, 4th concession 8.D.S, which, being
iaterpreted, means South: Dundas-
street, and distant about ome mile from
the classic town of Bronte, The farm
fronts on the lake shore and runs back
into the woods,

His two barns aré among
the finest in Halton County, the largest
one being surmounted by a windmill,
which supplies water. to all the cattle
by a complete system of gravitation.

Interesting Address to the Alumni of
Knox College on the Occasion of the
Jubilee Over the Semi-Cemtennial —
How Toronto Posters Affect the Work
of Missionaries in China. ;

The jubilee over the semi-centennial of
Knox College commenced yesterday aiter-
noon with & meetinz of the Alumni' As-
sociation of the imstitution. Rev. R. W.
Thompson, D.D., occupied the chair and
the meeting was comspicuous for _the
black coats and white cravats of the
graduates assembled. Amongst  the
clerzymen. chiefly identified with the
growth and progress of the college, Prin-
cipal Caven and Revs. Dr. Grezg, Dr.
Proudfoot and Dr. ‘McLaren were all pre-
sent, and amongst the graduates from
outside towns there were to be seen:
Rev. J. Goforth, missionary. to Honan,
China; Revs. R. D. Frager, Bowmanville;
J. Ratcliffe, St. Catharines; M. Frager,
Hamilton; J. Hamilton, Motherwell; Dr.
McKay, Woodstock; J. Leslie, Newcastle;
Dr. Wardrope, ‘Guelph; J. Hutt, Inzersoll,
and L. Pettigrew, Glenmorris. Nearly
all the local Presbyterian clerZymen were
likewise present.

The business of the meetinZ was of a
routine nature and after this was
posed of Missionary Goforth, who
come from the Province of Honan,Nort
China, since .the opesinz of hostilities;
was. called upon.

Opposition of Chinese Gentry.

The speaker Zave an interesting rela-
tion of the efforts of the Présbyterian
missionaries to spread the Christian re-
lizion in China. The ‘Opposition they
met with was chiefly, from the Chinese
gentry, the educated men. These were
refined sarcastic individuals with great
powers of Zentle argument. At times
when he was speakinz to the common
people they would come and say: “We
don’t want any Jesus doctrine, we have
our sage Confucius, go back to your own
country and-take your opium with you.”
The Chinese thinker always connects Enz-
land with opium, and to the preaching
of foreizn;missionaries he responds with
reference to the immorality of the for-
eiZn settlements on the coast, There are
hundreds of opium palaces under the pro-
tection of foreigners in China. Chinese
officials ery out against the evil that
is blasting the youth of their country,
but the lordly, Britishers lauzh at them.

Effect of Toronto Placards in China.

The placards to be seen this week: in
Toronto would have their influence in
China.” The Chinamen who saw them
would return to their native villages and
tell of the girls in tights and: the mis-
sionary’s influence would be undermiuned,
Thouzh the results of the mission work
in China were low, they were vastly bet-
ter than here at home, when the number
of Christian workers in €ither country
were compared, For the Christian evan-
Zelist the field in China was wide, ~ He
could go anywhere. He might get
rouzhly, handled, but as long as & mis-
sionary could get his back against a
wall he could beat any Chinese ‘growd.
He had the omnipotent God on hig side.

A Giant at a Dwarf’s Mercyi

Speakinz of the present hostilities be-
tween China and Japan, the missionary
said that China was a giant paralyzed
by comservatism and at the mercy  of a
dwarf like Japan. What Christiag'work-
ers had to fear was an internal® rebel-
lion in China, There was an im ion
abroad that God was offend with
the Tartar dynasty that has reigbed so
lonz in Chipa. Any one.taking this
cry was bound’ to zet a. large Tollbwing,
and if many remained loyal to the Tar-
tar powers an immense rebellion:would
ensue, which would paralyze the. work
of the missionaries. »

At Knox Church in the evening Rev,
L. Patton, D.D., president of the Prince-
ton University, preached the Jubilee sar-
mon. The distinguished speaker passed
most of his college days at Knox! and
although he did not graduate’ there he is
honored as one of the college’s most fam-
ous sons. He chose for his subject, “The
Supernatural in Religion,” and delivered
8 very learaed discourse, ekt ™

At 2.80 to-day the academic openjng
of the college will take place in the Con-
vocation Hall,

THE FIRST FERIGHT CAR, " _
it Will Be Used in Conveying Sand for the
Toronte Railway Company.

The Toronto Railway Company have
equipped a freight car with the trolley
system for. eonveying sand from the
Kingston-road to théir sheds in King-
street. The car was in operation yes-
terday for the first time. The sand
i, to. be used during the winter to place
om the tracks when frost interferes with
the rails., The sand pits are on the
line of the Toronto and Scarboro Rail-
way, and, as there is a railway connec-
tion between the two lines the sand car
transfers from the one line to the other
without difficulty. It is an immense
improvement on: the old system of bring-
ing in sand by tle- wagon load. One
car will take as much as perhaps a dogen
loads, it requires but two men to man-
age it and it travele from the pit to
the barn in about 25 minutes, whereas
it would take a team an hour at least
to make the journey. If the Toronto
Railway Company finds it profitable to
convey their sand by this method, it
would, be an equally economical arrange-
ment for the citizens as well. Scores
of teams are daily in use carrying sand
and gravel from the East-end to all
parts’ of the city. An immense business
could be done 'by a trolley system
equipped. for conveying sand and gravel
alone from this section of the city.

T. C. JOCKEYED ’EM.

An Injunction Prevents the Election of
Directors By the 0.3 C,, and the Meet-
ing Adjourns for a Month.
The. annual meeting of the  Ontario
Jockey Club was held in the billiard room
of the Queen’s Hotel yesterday after-
noon. Four o'clock was the liour set, and
at & very few mimfutes to that time there
was & large gathering, no fewer than
50 at least of the 92 shareholders hav-
ing assembled. Among them were: Sir
Frank Smith, Dr. Strange, Senator Fer-
uson, William Hendrie, G. M. Hendrie,
J. 8. Hendrie, William Hendrie, 1,

The meeting had hardly been organ-
ized when Messrs. H. J. Scott and A. R.
Creelman arrived and announ that Mr.
Justice Rose had'jssued an “injunction
against the election of directors tak-
ing place untit objection to the share list
founded on the subjoined protest had been
disposed of by the court:

“Whereas, the Ontario Jocksy Club
was founded for the promotion of sport
and with no commercial intent or pros-
peet of profit to the subscribers and,
therefore, to prevent the club being turn-
ed from its original purpose a bylaw was
passed (No. 28) whereby it is enacted
that ‘no shareholder shall have more
than one vote,’ the intention being that
there should be no traffic in shares and
no one person should buy up the shares
and so control the destinies of the club,
I protest against the undermantioned
shares' being eutitled to votes at this
meeting of sharclLolders for the election
of directors.

““At .the close of the race week in
May last. there was a difference of opin-
jon betweer Mr. Hendrie, the president,
and three other directors. The difference
involved Mr. Hendrie's retention of a
seat on the bourd. To use his own lan-
guage in a letter published July 1, 1894,
‘the shareholders of the club are the
arbiters to decide wlio shall or who shall
not represent them.

“At the commencement of the dispute
Mr. William Hendrie owned eight shares
and his son William five shares. Dr.
Smitlk: owned three shares, Mr. Ww.
Mulock owned two shatres, and at various
times during the last three - months
Messrs. J. D. Hay and J. J. Dixon have
held several shares in their own names.
Since that time and previous to this
meeting, each and all of these gentle-
men have transferred to friends the shares
over one standing in their respective
names, and as I am <informed and be-
lieve, many, or rather most, of such
transferees paid no value for the ghares,
but simply now hold them as voters to
repeat the votes of Messrs, Hendrie @nd
of Messrs. Smith, Hay, J. J. Dixon and
Mulock, as they may be directed, - so
giving each of these shareholders more
than one vote, in contravention of the
true meaning and spirit of the bylaw
(No, 25). :

“Though this evasion of the bylaw tem-
porarily splitting the ownership of shares
must of necessity be sufficient to avoid
the election of any board of directorsin
favor of whom the protested votes help
to form a majority, I further protest
that Mr. Hendrie, by himself and agents,
has also bought up many other shares,
which are really his shares, for he has
frequently stated the great expense he
has been at in so doinz, and that they
are many of them nominally the property
of sundry transferees, who have paid no
value, which is also a contravention of
the bylaw above quoted. And so he is
not to-day appealinz to independent
shareholders .as contemplated by  the
bylaw, but to what is to a larze
extent a purchased electorate, voting
according to his directions.

“Azain, Mr. Hendrie himself told the
committee at its last meetinz that he
had not bouzht the share of the late
G. W. Kiely, but only the vote that went
with it, whichi is also a clear contraven-
tion of bylafw No. 25. i

“And 1 gzive notiee that if the shares
below mentioped are voted upon, Ishall
take legal proceedings to upset the elec-
tion, provided that Mr. Hendrie's name
be on the board so constituted.

“And I further protest that bylaw
No. 25 cannot be amended by tha very
shareholders whose votes are challenged,
with the object of makinz the challenged
votes good before the election of diree-
tors. i
