| tho reports of any of its committees, 
we are of 'opinion that this is a right 
which, out of respect to the dignity of 
the .House, itself, and out of considera­
tion for and courtesy to members upon 
those committees, should not be exer­
cised on any private, personal, or re­
ligious grounds, or through caprice or 
whim, but solely where, upon a careful 
study of the facts or evidence which 
has been produced before the commit­
tee, it can be shown that that body 
has reported contrary to the rights and 
Justice of the case. The appointment 
of the Divorce Committee is merely 
a convenience for "having the evidence 
heard and reported upon to the House. 
Its members are, however, but indivi­
dual members of the whole House, the 
full bench, whose duty it eventually be­
comes to read and determine whether 
the finding of the committee is Just and 
In accordance with the evidence pre­
sented to them. f-

Oppo.Hl oil Principle, Not on Merit 
It is well known that a certain num­

ber of hon. Senators are opposed to the 
principles of divorce entirely. They do 
not allow even an undefended bill to 
pass without a protest. They refuse to 
act upon the committee. They say prac­
tically, we do not look into the facts of 
these cases, we do not listen to the a-- 
guments, we will not read the evidence, 
and our convictions are that this thing 
is wrong in principle, and on that ac­
count we oppose it, and not on its 
merits. Hence it follows that when the 
evidence bas been completed and a re­
port malle to the House, lt is well 
Known that nearly one-half of the full 
bench of judges are sitting with their 
Judgments prepared .saying in effect,we 
do not know anything about this case, 
we do not care to know, but our minds 
are made up, and although the hostil­
ity is not always invoked we know that 

•it is there, and ready to be used when­
ever they consider that the occasion-re­
quires it. We consider that parties con­
cerned in divorce proceedings before 
this House cannot expect to have jus­
tice done to them if one-half of the 
Judges have, before its inception, al­
ready decided the case. We find that 
the committee is in constant hostility 
to a considerable portion of the House, 
and that under certain conditions a re­
port cannot be passed unless the com­
mittee make a peisonal matter of it, 
and not always then. We have this ses­
sion sat day after day and week after 
week, listening to evidence and argu­
ments of counsel, with the prospect 
that after we made a report upon 
what has come before us the House, a 
large number of whose members know 
of the case only by name, may at any 
time proceed to negative It.

An liiillitnlly to the Members.
We say that, under such circum­

stances, a vote adverse to the finding of 
the Committee whom you have asked 
to conduct these enquiries is an indig­
nity to which no member of this House 
should be liable to be subjected.

We consider that the committee is too 
heavily handicapped by the conditions 
we have described, and though these 
may be understood in the House 
the public and the country at large are 
not acquainted with the circumstances 
and seeing only that the reports of the 
Divorce Committee are negatived al­
most every session naturally must 
come to the conclusion either that the 
committee has not done its duty or that 
It has not got the confidence of the 
House.

PATENTEES OVERCHARGE. ssÎÎ ns^ltThe Styrians Are Addicted to the Use of 
the Deadly Drag.

For many years the habit of arsenic 
eating by the people of fltyrla, a duchy 
of Austria, has been known to the scien­
tific world. Travelers who have passed 
through Btyrla have come back with re­
ports of this practice, saying that the 
people of that country were accustomed 
to taking a white mineral, which was 
arsenic.

That this was so was denied by many, 
who said that the mineral taken 
nothing more or less than chalk. There 
was much discussion over the matter, 
and the subject proved Itself of such 
Interest and Importance that scientific 
societies took the question up and In­
vestigated It, and it waa pretty well 
proven that such a usage did exist, 
but not so widespread as it was gen­
erally supposed. Many physicians have 
gone there simply to investigate this 
practice of arsenic eating. While some 
of them have found out much about the 
custom, others have come away no 
wlsIt than they went, owing to the se­
crecy which exists among those addict-

By this we mean a con­
sideration of the first cost of the goods 
when ready for delivery to Jobbers, the 
Jobbers’ profit and the retailers, as well 
added, for these things are considered 
by buyers, both wholesale and retail, 
before there Is aiiy demand for goods. 
Last year we went Into a store where 
a filter was on sale. Upon asking the 
price of one of half a gallon capacity, 
we were informed that It was $20. It 
was a plain casting with no fittings or 
fixtures and with some porous material 
inside of it of no particular money val­
ue. The casting may have cost 60 cents, 
and an outside figure for the cost of 
the utensil would be 21, yet 220 was the 
price to the buyer. We demurred at 
the price and gave the same reasons 
for doing so that are given above, but 
the seller’s argument In favor of the 
high price was that it would filter some 
fabulous number of gallons of water 
per day. This had no connection what­
ever with the cost of the goods ; a fry­
ing pan will turn out 500 pounds of 
cooked material a day and a 25-cent 
faucet will permit thousands of gallons 
of water to pass through it daily. These 
are the functions of the article told; 
they are expected to be efficient, but 
there is no reason for adding 2,000 per 
cent, to the cost of them.

The fact that articles r 
leads many persons to t_— 
public expect to pay stiff prices for 
them, but we believe this to be errone­
ous. Nowadays those who have money 
to spend consider prices very carefully, 
and if they are unreasonable they sim­
ply go without the goods.

Modern Warfare.
It la significant of the growing Im­

portance of Electrical applications In 
modern warfare that an elaborate work 
has appeared on electrical advanced 
field Illumination and Its application 
in fortification work. In military move­
ments by night various Illuminating 
appliances have already been brought 
into partial use, such as fire-balls, il­
luminating rockets, preparations of 
magnesium, etc., which are to be set 
up and kindled on eminences, or thrown 
out by the artillery. But these agencies 
serve only for a short time, and for a 
very limited space. They are now to 
be supplanted and to a great extent 
superceded by the electrical projector. 
Powerful electric lamps may be placed 
eiter on the ground, on natural or arti­
ficial eminences, or may be fixed in 
captive balloons. A balloon can be sent 
up in the dark, and when it Is at prac­
tically a safe height above the enemy's 
positioni a flood of light can be pro­
jected downward, which will reveal the 
plan of hostile operations. It Is found 
that in the Illumination of arc lamps 
a tract of country and everything tak­
ing place therein assumes a very differ­
ent aspect from what it might take 
by diffused daylight. For instance, 
troops in grey uniforms are very hard 
to distinguish, while on the other hand, 
the flashing of arms and of tools (when 
in use) comes out more distinctly than 
by day. The inequalities of the ground, 
if gentle, disappear entirely. Objeeta 
at sea are more readily perceived. Great 
attention Is being paid to the protec­
tion of the lamp reflflectors from the 
enemy’s fire. On fortresses, projectors 
are to be guarded by armour-plating, 
and arrangements will be made for sud­
denly obscuring the lights, during 
which, If portable, they may be re­
moved to a short distance to perplex the 
enemy’s aim.—New York Times.

The 
clergy of Chicago recently discussed the 
question of funeral reform in a conven­
tion assembled for that purpose. It was 
shown that the plainest kind of a funere­
al there cost about $100, while the cost 
often ran up to $800 and more, although 
not more than $20 worth of material 
may have been used. If we add to this 
the cost of mourning goods that fashion 
has decreed shall be worn to make an 
exhibition of grief, the tax becomes a 
very heavy one, and it generally falls' 
upon people at a time when they are 
least able to beaj it. Figures were pre- 
edited to '.show that one and a quarter 
times more money is expended in the 
United States on funerals than the Gov­
ernment expends for public school purr 
poses. This state of affairs is not pecu­
liar to Chicago, but applies equally to 
Toronto and other large and even small­
er cities. The holding of services at the 
grave was condemned as being unneces­
sary and exposing those who took part 
in them to sickness and oftentimes to loss 
of life.

After 1896 It May Be Mnrh Harder to 
Secure the Degree of H D. In 

Ontario.
The principal subject discussed by the 

Council of Physicians and Surgeons yes - 
terday was a motion of Dr. Sangeter, 
that the matriculation requirements of 
the council now. in force shall cease after 
Oct. 1, 1896, subsequent to which any 
person desirous of being received by the 
council as a matricnlanty shall present 
ta the registrar an official certificate of 
having passed the departmental senior 
leaving examinations. The object of the 
motion was to raise the standard of 
matriculation and virtually permit only 
graduates; of the University to study me­
dicine.

This movement, said Dr. Sangster, would 
protect the profession, some regulation be­
ing necessary to prevent the rapid in­
crease of doctors. The discussion result­
ed in the motion being referred to the 
Education Committee.

The financial statement of the year was 
produced by Dr. Pyne, and showed the 
receipts to be $45,201 and expenditure 
$44,186,

In the afternoon a motion of Dr. Thorn­
ton’s suggesting that the council build­
ing at Richmond and Bay-streets be sold 
and that the rooms required by the coun­
cil be leased from thé purchaser, was re­
ferred to the Finance Committee.

While Dr. Thornton and several of his 
colleagues think that the building is a 
burden to the council, the opinion of the 
other members is entirely different.

A petition was presented to the Angli­

can Synod yesterday, asking the Church 
of England to sanction Sunday funerals. 
The petition set out the inconvenience 
resulting from the closing of the ceme­
teries on Sunday, The inability to bury 
a corpse on Sunday was often the occasion 
of considerable expense, and the hold­
ing of a body; a day longer than was 
decently necessary was objectionable lor 
sanitary reasons. It requires an e!fort- 
on our part to imagine what the reasons 
are for handicapping people in the burial 
of the dead. The reason suggested in the 
petition is ithat Sunday Ku 
Iation of the sanctity ot the Sabbath. 
We feel satisfied that this extreme in­
stance of Sabbatarian restriction does not 
meet with the approval- of the people at 
large. It is absurd to say that so solemn 
a functiod as a funeral: is a sin or a vio­
lation of the sanctity of the Lord’s Day. 
While discussing the subject of funerals 
the Synod would do well to enquire into 
some other features of the modern funeral 
that loudly call for reform.

To­
day’s advices, however, from portions of 
Missouri, Kansas, Illinois and Indiana 
claimed that the injury has been in many 
instances exaggerated and that the yield 
would be better than expected. The fea­
ture of to-day’s market was a disposition 

both by outside and local longs to 
realize, which they did in sufficient 
volume to cause two cents decline. The 
report telegraphed from San Francisco 
that the wheat crop of California has 
been damaged by rust was denied to­
day. Sales of 110,000 bushels of wheat 

reported at Buffalo to go to Cleve­
land. Duluth reported 05,000 bushels 
sold there for export, and about as much 
more to millers. The cash demand here 

small, 30,000 bushels, for milling 
purposes, being all we heard of. Material 
improvement in crop advices from this 
ou or continued liquidation in large 
volume of long wheat would give us a 
lower range of values before there is 
another substantial up turn. That the 
winter wheat crop has been seriously 
injured there is no doubt. The actual ex­
tent of it, however, can only be «de­
termined by returns from, the threshers, 
When that is known the price will ad­
just itself to the shortage. Provisions 
worked a little lower. The public senti­
ment sent more selling than buying or­
ders, and packers were sellers against 
hogs. Cash demand continues poor, and 
shipments of product light, while re­
ceipts of hogs are fairly liberal. There 
was some July liquidation of long stuff, 
and this will be a feature for the re­
mainder of this month, and will aid in 
carrying the market lower.

Niagara Falls, N.Y., June 11.—'W. M. 

Kyle of Toronto is in the city talking 
up the project of an international elec­
tric railway belt line. Mr. Kyle repre­
sents a Jarge number of Canadian capi*- 
taliete,and is confident that his railroad 
scheme will ere long be a reality. If 
the plane already made do not miscarry, 
trolley line will start from the foot o: 
Bridged-street, Niagara Falls, Ont., and 
run along Bridge-street to the cemetery, 
thence across the country to the ole; 
horse car line in Drummondville. The 
line Will then run along Lundy’s Lane to 
Falls View,back over the route of the old 
line to the Michigan Central Railway Sta­
tion at the top of the hill back of the 
Clifton House, thence down the hill past 
the Clifton House to the Canadian end 
of the new Suspension Rrodge. Arranger 
monts are now in progress for the bundl­
ing of a second bridge adjoining the pre­
sent structure for the accommodation of 
double trolley tracks. If satisfactory ar- 
fkngements can be made with the bridge 
company, ’the line will proceed to this 
side, where arrangements can probably 
be made for running over existing lines 
to the railway suspension bridge. At 
this point the line can recross to Canada, 
the point of beginning, forming 
plete belt line. It is also proposed to 
build a branch line frcAm the Grand Trunk 
Railway Station at Niagaar Falls, Ont., 
to St. David’s, and thence to the Whirl­
pool. Mr. Kyle says that the right of 
way for the Canadian portion of the road 
has been Secured, and his visit to the city 
to»-day is for the purpose of interesting 
local capitalists in the scheme.
